The Possum Kingdom Project
was erected by the Brazos Valley
Authority of which Dr. M. H.

Dr. Bran-
nen and other members of the di-
rectors saw the possibilities of the
great power project and approved
the contract for it. It is located
on the Brazos in Palo Pinto Coun-
ty a few miles from - Graham,
Mineral Wells and Graford. It will
furnish power and lighting facili-
ties for many sections of the coun-
try and will be the base for many
rural electrification projects.

Jennings T. Lewis, area director
of NYA with heeadquarters at
Lubbock, was in our city last week
in the interest of his onganization.
Mr. Lewis stated that Spur has
a very fine opportunity to get an
NYA training and youth develop-
ing project if the citizens will just
take a little initiative. -

In speaking of the work he
stated there are two phases. First
there is the student aid program
which provides . for = the employ-
ment for youths in high schools
and colleges. This work is super-
vised by the school officials.

Second, is the work proejets
program for youths who are out
of school. This includes young peo-
ple from ages 16 years to 24 years.
In this work there are local pro-
Jjects: which employes: these young
people for 80 hours per month at
20 cents per hour. These local pro-
Jjects are fostered by the communi-
ties in which the city or county or
school agrees to furnish' the ma-
terials and provide some sort of
public building, or work shop, and
the N. Y. A. pays all the labor
bills and furnishes a director of
the work.

In these projects-the young peo-
ple usually get to remain at home
and get very fine training in some
vocational line.

Then there are the resident pro-
Jects sponsored by the NYA where
the young people live in dormito-
ries and attend classes in voca-
tional work under the direction of
competent teachers provided by
the Department of Education for
four hours each day. Then they
work on some work project four
hours the remainder of the day un-
der an NYA supervisor ,and get
very fine training.

In the resident projects young
people earn raido, sheet metal
work, automobile work, carpentry,
and many other fine lines of vo-
cational work. it

If the people of Dickens Coun-
t ywill cooperate, a local projects
camp can be established in the
county and give many of our young
people an opportunity to learn a

fine trade an ddraw some wages

. while learning. Every community
needs some

kind of a building,
which can be sponsored by the
school district, the town, or the
county, and some very construc-
tive work in both public improve-
ment and boys training work can
be accomplished.
