Will Try Potatoes
For Seed

First Texas experiment in grow-
ing potatoes for seed will be started
this spring on the high plains, Dr. A.
W. Young, head professor of plant in-
dustry at Texas Tech, said recently.
Plans for seven growers to begin seed
potato growing were approved at the
West Texas meeting of certified seed
growers on Texas Tech campus last
week.

Test plots will be planted at Here-
ford, Texline, Olton and Plainview,
Young said. Standards for growers
have been written to comply with the
field seed certification law in Texas.

“Although 50,000 acres of potatoes
were grown in Texas for table use last
year,” he explained, ‘“this is the
state’s first experiment in growing
them for seed. Seed for stock will be
brgught from other approved states
—Montana, Idaho, and possibly the
Dakotas.

The high plains were chose by the
state seed and plant board for the
tests because it is a high, dry, rela-
tively cool region, which means po-
tatoes may be raised here free from
disease than in wetter areas. Irri-
gation is a necessary part of the plan.

“Average yield ought to be around
200 bags per acre’,’) Young said. ‘Av-
erage price per 100-pound bag for
‘potatoes sold as food is $1.25. Seed po-
tatoes that are certified bring more
than double this price.”

Possum Kingdom
Dam Gaining
Head of Water

The last outlet of the Possum King-

dom Dam, near Mineral Wells, was
glosed Thursday afternoon, and now
water is piling up behind the great
wall forming a great lake section in
the Brazos Valley. R. D. Collins, as-
gistant managing engineer for the
great construction, wired Dr. M. H.
Brannen late Thursday afternoon that
the last bucket of concrete had been
poured at 5:30 o’Clock, closing the
up stream opening.

This large dam is closely located
40 Mineral Wells, Graford and Gra-
ham, and is destined to be the loca-
4ion of the main picnic grounds of
West Texas. A 7000-Acre park has
been located near its banks which the
federal government has taken over
and will keep up. Whatever expenses
will be need to make this park a
beautiful place will be furnished from
mnational funds.

The dam will serve as an irrigation
reservoir for several thousand acres
of fine farming lands, and different
concerns are placing their requisitions
for water rights with the Brazos
Valley Board. Large dynamos have
peen installed which will generate
millions of Kilowatts of electrical
power. This power has been leased to
the Rural Electrification Administra-
tion and will be carried by high lines
all over West Texas. Ths electrical
power will be generated from the wa-
ter power from the dam.

The project starts out as a reve-
nue bearing project from now on, and
what it will develop into as the years
come is beyond the vision of the pres-
ent generation. The Brazos River has
quite a flow of water at that point,
and once the valley has been filled
with water, there will be plenty and
40 spare for whatever it may be need-
ed.

The project serving as a water con-
servation project will mean a great
deal to the beautiful wvalley lands
farther down the river. The great
floods which have been ruining crops
will be checked a great deal by the
means of this dam. There are many
other merits in the project which will
®e brought out later.

Up On Weather
1941 Good

An observation began many years

ago by early West Texans was being
observed last Saturday by citizens of
Lubbock as was recorded in the Lub-
bock Avalanche-Journal of Sunday
morning. The following is the story
—Read it:

If there’s anything to ancient Indi-
an weather signs and legends, 1941
will be ‘‘a good, average crop year”
over the South Plains territory be-
cause the wind, at sunrise time yes-
terday, was from a north of east di-
rection!

Following in the footsteps of the
late J. I. Wilborn, of Garza county,
whose crop prognostications were a
regular March 23 feature of Ava-
lanche-Journal papers for many years
prior to his death about eight years
ago, former District Judge Clark M.
Mullican, of Lubbock, arose early
yesterday to see what he could see
about the wind. Sunrise time was sup-
posed to be at 6:01 a. m., but Judge
Mullican was not satisfied with check-
ing the wind direction at that minute
alone. His checks were made at 6:01,
6:30, 6:45, 7 and 7:20 and throughout

the period the wind continued to come

from a north of east direction.
“Everything’s All Right!”

According to the theories of M.
Wilborn, during his lifetime “the
South Plains didn’t' have a China-
man’s chance for a good crop if the
wind, at sunrise on March 22, was
from either the southwest, the west
or the south-east.” But if the wind
came from north of east, “everything
was hunky-dory.”

It was in the middle 1920’s when
Avalanche-Journal papers learned,
through the late W. O. Stevens, Post
and Lubbock banker, of Mr. Wilborn’s
“crop charting plan.” Mr. Stevens had
kept track of Mr. Wilborn’s prog-
nostications and believed in them.
Through his help, and that of Ira Lee
‘Duckworth, Post banker, The Ava-
lanche-Journal for many years an-
nually presented Mr. Wilborn’s find-
ings. Strangely enough, the Post
ranchman ‘‘hit the nail on the head”
a great deal of the time, if not every
year.

Among those interested in the pro-
ceedings was Judge Mullican and for
the past eight years or so, since Mr.
Wilborn’s death, the judge has been
carrying on. His “ché¢ k-up” yester-
day was made from e drift of
smoke from a paper "d rag fire
which Judge Mullican L 1t adjacent
to his home at 3109 Twer coth street;
by the drift in the wind ') a silken
string tied to a post, ana, he says,

“to make sure, I also tested the wind’s

direction from the smoke of my

cigar!”

The year 1933 was the last year
that Mr. Wilborn found “perfect con-
ditions” on the early morning of
March 22. Prior to that, 1924 was the
only recent year when “everything
was just right.” Both those years
brought plenty of rainfall at the right
time, and ‘‘good average crop years.”
Same In “Big 19377

In 1937, after Mr. Wilborn’s death,
March 22 again saw the early morn-
ing wind from the northeast, Judge
Mullican’s records show. As all and
sundry should remember, ’37 was the
biggest crop year in the history of
this section and so so much of the
fleecy staple raised that it was piled
along borrow ditches awaiting action
fro mthe overworked gins.

Another thing that augurs well for
1941’s crop prospects is the fact that
we had cold, falling weather on March
18 of this year, when snow started
falliny shortly after midnight and
continued until daylight. Records first
brought to light by a letter to the
Dallas News in 1902, and dug up in
1930 by T. J. Davis, of Lubbock, tend-
ed to show that “whenever there is
snow or a cold rain on March 18
preceding a wind from the northeast
at sunrise on March 22, the crop
year is blessed with plenty of mois-
ture.” Judge Mullican’s records for

1939 bear out the belief, as did the
records kept by Mr. Wilborn.

So somewhere in the Valhalla where
all good West Texans go, the late W.
O. Stevens and the late J. I. Wilborn
must have been watching Judge Mul-
lican yesterday morning as he went
about “tracking the signs” which Mr.
Wilborn got many years ago from
Indian friends.

e plan is to assemble the iron for
ansportation to the mills where it
will be reduced into billets and ship-
ped to England for bullets, machine
guns, and other armaments of war.
The first carload of scrap iron for
this purpose was assembled in Sher-
man by the Sherman Lions’ Club and
for this reason the Lions Clubs of the
state are volunteering to take the
lead in organizing the campaigns in
their towns.
Vacant lots for the deposit of iron
are being loaned by owners, and lum-
ber yards are providing signs for the
lots reading “Deposit Iron for Britain
Here.” In many cities employees of
the street, fire or police departments
have volunteered to place the signs in
position, and transfer companies have
offered to haul the iron to railroad
yards.
“Here is a way for every person
to do at least something for the vital
cause of Britain and to do” it with
practically no expense,” said Mr.

Can You Live on
Dime A Day?

A Texan can live on ten cents a
day and like it, a report compiled in
the foods and nutrition department
at Texas Technological college shows.
Based on Lubbock market prices,
gsample menus and recipes for one
week have been worked out by Tech
home economics students, supervised
by Prof Mina Wolf and Dean Margar-
et W. Weeks. The report was sent to
the state nutrition committee as part
of a project on fvod planning for
national defense.

Included in the low cost menus are
35 different foods, offering varied
diet with sufficient calories, protein,
calcium, phosphorous, iron, and vita-
mins for a normal person,
Weeks said.

QOoats, whole wheat flour, white
flour, yellow-grained corn, cornmeal,
rice and whole wheat bread may be
purchased by the ten-cent-a-day bud-
geteer for cereals and bread. Milk,
eggs, and cheese are also within his
reach.

Texas Farmers

Increased Milk

Texas farmers sent the equivalent
of 1,142,402,000 (billion)' pounds of
Texas-produced milk to dairy plants
last year to be converted into cream-
¥y butter, ice cream and American
cheese.

Milk destined to be consumed as
butter, ice cream and cheese totaled
69,5675.000 pounds during February,
up almost 3,000,000 pounds over Feb-
ruary, 1940. >

Production of these dairy products
during February totaled 2,450,000
of butter, 538,000 gallons of ice
eream and 793,000 pounds of cheese.
This output represented a 21.5 per
cent gain in ice cream, 3.9 per cent
gain in butter, but an 11 per cent de-
cline in cheese.

Dairy Products Ex-
hibited at Ft. Worth

Butter and cheese samples from
150 Texas manufacturers will be dis-
played in the glassed-in tower en-
trance of - Will Rogers building in
Fort Worth April 9 and 10. Sponsored
by the Texas Dairy Products asso-
ciation and supervised by K. M. Ren-
ner, head professor of dairy manufac-
turers at Tekas Technological col-
lege, the exhibit will show the tre-
menduous growth in the dairy indus-
try of the state.

A second display at the associa-
tion’s. annual convention will be work-
ed out by dairy students of Texas A.
and M. college and Texas Tech to
show control of cream and milk qual-
ity, for manufacture of butter and
cheese.

Texas is fifth among the 48 states
in cheese manufacture and sixteenth
in butter manufacture, Renner said.

‘664 per cent increase in cheese
manufacture in the state took place
between 1930 and 1938,” he added;
“in 1927 no cheese was being manu-
factured in the state.” Twenty-five
per cent of the state’s cheese is manu-
factured in the West Texas area.

Butter manufacture increased 662%
per cent from 1818 to 1940, records
show. Percentage increase today over
1928 is 84.25, and over 1930. 51.3.
Forty-two per cent of the state’s but-
ter output for commercial purposes
is produced in the Panhandle and
South Plains area.
