By this method, each farm will have
an individual rating and the.possibili-
ty of the good farmers carrying part
of the risk cost of the poor farmer
will be avoided, the AAA official
pointed out.

The crop insurance program, under
which 50 percent or 75 percent of the
average yield: may be insured, pro-
tects farmers against hail, rain, flood,
drought and other factors over which
they have no control. It does not in-
sure losses because of poor seed, poor
management, or failure to plant cot-
ton at the proper time of year, the
chairman said.

Senator Connally

Washington, D. C.. October 6, 1941.
Senator Tom Connally today intro-
duced in the Senate a bill which would
double the federal contribution toward
Texas old age pension payments. This
bill is in line with President Roose-
velt’s recent proposal to vary feder-
al pension grants according to the
per capita income of the States rath-
er than on a fifty-fifty basis. This
will enable the poorer states to re-
ceive proportionately a larger share
of federal funds than that received by
the richer states.

Under the present act the Federal
Government matches the Texas con-
tribution dollar for dollar, but under
the proposed Connally bill the Feder-
al government would contribute a lit-
tle more than two dollars for every
dollar contributed by the Texas Legis-
lature. In other words, a $45 Texas
pension payment would be possible
by the State Contributing about $15
and the Federal government contribut-
ing the remainder. Heretofore the
combined contributions of the Federal
and Texas governments have totaled
a little less than $14, but with the
same State contribution the total
would be $22.50 under the Connally
bill. Under recent enactments of the
Texas Legislature, if funds are avail-
able, the monthly payments from fed-
eral and state funds would amount to
$18:50, but under the Connally bill,
with the same state contribution, the
monthly payments would amount to
$27.75.

Senator Connally’s bill was approv-
ed in substance in a recent Senate
hearing by Dr. A. J. Altmeyer, the
Chairman of. the Social Security
Board. The present bill has been work-
ed out by the joint efforts of Senator
Connally and the legal staff of the
Social Security Board.

Senator Connally’s bill has been re-
ferred to the Finance Committee, of
which Senator Connally himself is a
high ranking member.

Social Security

At the end of the first 18 month of
operation of the Federal old-age and
survivors insurance plan of monthly
payments, 9,949 individuals in Texas
were receiving: checks for insurance
amounting to $161,064 each month, it
was announced today by John D.
Palmer, manager of the ‘Social Securi-
ty Board field office at Lubbock. Ben-
eficiaries include retired workers over
age 65, aged wives, young and aged
widows, dependent children, and de-
pendent parents.

Benefit rolls are growing month by
month as more workers retire or die
Palmer said.

According to the type of benefici
ary, the following payments were
made as of June 30, 1941.

Primary (retired workers over age
65) 4,239, drew $87,137.

Aged wives (wives of retired work-
ers who are over age 65) 883, drew
$9,528.

Aged widows (widows of deceased
wage earners over age 65) 146, drew
$2,801.

Widows’ current (widows under 65
with dependent children of deceased
wage earners in their care) 1,305
drew $23,914.

Dependent children 3,338, drew $37,-
260.

Dependent parents, 38, drew $424.

The above figures do not include
the claims of persons who were re-
ceiving insurance payments during
some part of the year which later
were discontinued due to death, return
to vocer employment by retired work-
ers, earning in covered employment
by other beneficiaries, marriage of
widows and young people, and attain-
ment of age 18 by dependent children.

Dengue Fever:
Its Canses

This is the season for Dengue
fever, according to Dr, Geo. W. Cox,
State Health Officer. Several cases
of this disease have been reported to
date and no doubt will continue to in-
crease until the first frost.

Dengue is characterized by sudden
onset, headache, and pain in the back
and limbs, especially the joints. The
fever is of short duration, but re-
covery is slow. While causing great
discomfort, the disease is seldom fa-
tal. However, the loss of time involved
is a great economic factor. One at-
tack is generally followed by immuni-
ty for a few years.

Dengue fever is caused by the bite
of the same mosquito that transmits
vellow fever. Those who have not
studied the mosquito are unable to
distinquish the different species. Even
though certain mosquitoes may be in-
capable of causing diseases such as
Dengue or malaria, they are very
