An eleventh-hour chance for farm­
ers to avoid having to move to anoth­
er farm will be provided Thursday, 
Dec. 11, when the Dickens County 
Farm Debt Adjustment and Tenure 
Improvement Committee holds its 
meeting, according to Mr. W. J. Col­
lier, chairman.

Mr. Collier invited to the meeting 
any tenant farmer who is having to 
look for another farm and any land­
lord who desires help in arriving at 
a lease agreement with his tenants.

“ In most cases the year-end move 
is costly both to the farmer who 
moves and to the landlord he leaves,”  
Mr. Collier said. “ There’s no reason 
for a farmer to leave one farm for 
another that is no better or even not 
as good, nor for a landlord to swap 
one tenant for another.”

The Farm Debt Adjustment Com­
mittee, sponsored by the Farm Securi­
ty Administration, offers tenants and 
landlords the benefit of their judge­
ment in working out lease arrange­
ments that work to the advantage of 
both parties. Another function is to- 
help debt-burdened farmers and their 
creditors to arrive at equitable agree­
ments to remain on the land and make 
a living.

The meeting will be held Thursday, 
Dec. 11, at 9:30 A. M. at the Farm 
Security Administration office. Spur, 
Texas.

Fire Does Damage 
To Feed Store

Fire was discovered in the Dee R. 
Hairgrove Feed Store about nine 
o’clock Tuesday night and before it 
could be brought under control, quite 
a lot of damage was done. The origin 
of the fire is not known and could have 
been one of three or ^four different 
causes. The store was kept open 
until after seven o’clock which rather 
defeats the idea of a cigarette stub 
causing the flames.

The fire department made a quick 
run and had the hose in operation 
within a few minutes. With a quanti­
ty of hay, loose feeds and other highly 
inflamable materials in storage the 
flames were running rampant by the 
time the fire department arrived. 
However, they turned on all the hose 
available and it was not long until 
flames were brought under control.

A quantiity of wheat, highly con- 
cetrated dairy and poultry feeds, salt, 
meat scraps, and other materials were 
either consumed or badly damaged. 
One large electric motor is thought 
to be out of commission, and a small 
motor is badly damaged. All o f the 
inside of the building, which is an 
oval top iron structure, is badly burn­
ed and charred. The iron became so 
hot it, ruined all the enamel on it and 
will cause weather damage to it now.

The fire was entirely —in the mill 
section o f the building and the extent 
has not been invoiced yet. Quite a 
lot of feed in the main store room was 
damaged from water running under 
it which could not be avoided.

Fire Boys Being 
Kept Busy

Thursday afternoon of last week, 
about three o’clock, there was an alarm 
which called the Spur Fire Depart­
ment to the West gin in Southwest 
Spur, where the cotton house had 
caught fire, it was supposed that the 
fire had blown from the bur pit.

The fire boys, with the aid of the 
men employed at the gin and the as­
sistance of two fire trucks and four 
streams of water soon brought the 
blaze under control.

The cotton house is located just 
west of the gin, and there was a 
stiff breeze from the west and this 
created a serious threat to the entire 
gin.

T. N. Morgan, is manager of the 
gin. Thursday night, about eleven 
o’clock, there was another call for the 
assistance of the Spur Fii'e Depart­
ment at the Afton gin, where the fire 
from the bur pit had gotten oyt of 
hand and spread to the gin proper, 
and again the fire boys brought the 
blaze under control. Water was 
pumped from a nearby stream. The 
damage at the gin was not too ser­
ious but as to the exact extent has 
not been made at this office.

iSunday evening, about six-thirty, 
fire was discovered in the rear of the 
Palace Theatre, the fire department 
was summoned, but as the blaze was 
discovered early, it was brought 
under control before the fire boys ar­
rived. The damage at the theatre 
was negible.

Cotton Farmers to > 
Vote in Referendum 
Saturday, Dec. 13

On December 13, cotton farmers o f 
Dickens County and all over the cot­
ton growing South will answer the 
question: “Do you favor cotton 
marketing quotas” ? The importance 
of this vote cannot be over-emphasiz­
ed. Every eligible voter should par­
ticipate in this year’s referendum.

In the first place higher cotton 
pi'ices in effect this year may give 
producers the impression that quotas 
are not necessary. However this in­
creased price of cotton is largely 
due to controlled acreage and loans 
set on a basis of 14.60 per pound 
on cotton.

Secondly, during periods of emerg­
ency such as we are going through to­
day has a tendency to cause producers 
to overlook the importance of voting.
If quotas are approved, two thirds 
of the farmers voting must favor 
quotas.

Thirdly, although we have great 
need for increased, production, o f cer­
tain food and feed crops, we already 
have an overwhelming surplus of cot­
ton. Rejection of quotas and piling 
up additional surpluses would seri­
ously damage the Farm Defense Pro­
gram.

Washingiton, Dec. 9.— Representa­
tive Lyndon B. Johnson of Austin 
Monday night disclosed that he has 
asked President Roosevelt and Secre­
tary Knox to call him into active 
service immediately.

Johnson, who holds a commission 
a\ lieutenant command in the United

States Naval Reserve, wrote the 
President;

“As a in'- ,jsr  of the- naval re­
serve of '■ y ijm ted  States, I hereby 
urgent’ request my commander-in­
ch'- '•to assign me immediately to 
active duty with the fleet.”

Johnson sent a copy of his letter 
to Knox and added, “ Will you please 
see that prompt action is taken on my 
request.”

The youthful Congressman, who 
was nosed out for the United States 
Senate last Summer by Senator 
0 ‘Daniel, saad that he is holding him­
self in readinesd to be called.

Johnson wrote the letter a few 
hours after he had voted for the war 
declaration in the House. He recalled 
that last Summer during his cam­
paign for the Senate, he several times 
declared:

“ I am 3 member of the United 
States Naval Reserve. When I vote 
to send your boy to war, I will leave 
my Senate seat and go with him.”

Johnson said Monday night that 
“ when I made that statement, I meant 
it. I am ready to go the minute that 
I am called.”

Girl At Alpine Writes 
Uncle Here at Spur

The following is most of a letter 
written by Miss Mary John Wade to 
her aunt and uncle, Mr. and Mrs. John 
A. Wade, who live just north of town. 
The niece is attending the Teachers 
College a; Alpine at this time. The 
letter is a fine description of that 
county which Mr. Wade thought 
would be of great interest to his 
neighbors here. He was kind to let 
us publish, the letter is dated Novem­
ber 11, 1941. ■
Dearest Aunt Mary and Uncle John:
. I surely hated to hear about Uncle 
John’s being sick. I hope he is much 
better now.

The reason I haven’t answered soon­
er is that I haven’t had time to write 
a long letter. I don’t know how long 
this one will be, but I think I have 
plenty of time.

You wanted me to tell you about 
the country. This is the prettiest 
part of Texas that I have ever been 
in. Dr. Smith, professor o f econo­
mics here, says he has traveled 
throughmost of the United States and 
Canada and seen many beautiful 
places but he always wants to come 
back to Alpine.

The town itself isn’ t much. I im­
agine it has about the population of 
Spur. The business district is on only 
one side of the main street. There 
are two or thnse cross streets with 
perhaps a block of stores on them. 
Incidentally, living is very high here. 
Across the railroad tracks are several 
adobe houses, some stores and cafes. 
This is all Mexican town and students 
are encouraged not to go over there.

The college is on a hill, more or less, 
above and to the east of the business 
district. On the campus is the prss- 
dent’s home, the Administration build­
ing, and behind it, the Museum. East 
of the “ad” building is the Library 
building and east of that, the gym­
nasium. Lawrence Hall, the girls’ 
dormitory is to the east and south of 
the gym. The boys’ dorm is a very 
beautiful building, Spanish style 
architecture, northeast of the Museum. 
The band hall, which houses about 
twelve band boys as well as the prac­
tice room for the band, and the stud­
ent cottages are northeast of the 
bo; dorm. The giiT co-operative 
home is not on the campus, but about 
a half block of the president’s home.

Alphine is surrounded by the foot­
hills o f the Davis Mountains. After 
trying to climb one of the lowest, I 
was convinced th:it it was very much 
-.1 mountain amt not any sort of a foot­
hill. These mountains make a very 
beautiful view- almost any time -of 
day. iSome times the clouds are low 
enough to hide parts of them and 
some times there is haze over them. 
This only gives you another idea of 

: - i liow b:autiful mountains I'.'-e.
They all have names but I can re- 
uiber only a fev/. Two peaks who 

were almost identical are call- 
•fs Sisters” . Mitre Peak is
!''.'';h and p:;iiviod, Tho collcqo is al- 
I'.'ort on the side of “ Haystack” . A 
long, low mountain out on the Marfa 
iiighway is called “ Lizard Moun- i 
tain” . These are only a few of them ; 
many mountains and hills around 
here.

Jeff Davis County really has pret­
tier scenery, if you could call it that, 
than Brewster Count;:. The people of 
t 'ort Davis would not have mouotain 
vievrs spoiled by smoke. I have beeii to 
the Indian Lodge near Fort Davis. It is 
one of ilie most beautiful hotels I've 
ever seen. It is Spanish architecture, 
too. ''A ll the furniture in the lobby, 
even the walls and selling are hand 
carved an.l cured. The McDonald Ob­
servatory is on beyond Fort Davis, 
also. The Observatory road goes 
through the most beautiful, and awe- 
in.spiring country I have ever seen. 
The altitude is more tlian 7,000 feet, I 
blieve. At the, Observatory you can 
see three states and M'exico. Or may­
be it is just two states, anyway you 
:’.re su;cposed to be able to .see a

Mahon Working on 
Anti-Strike Legislation

In a report from Washington Rep­
resentative George Mahon states that 
he voted for the bill designed to pre­
vent defense strikes which passed the 
House last week. Mahon for months 
had advocated action by the President 
and Congress against strikes and de­
lays in defense production.. He said 
that a handful of racketeers should 
not be permitted to wreck the pro­
gram of the overwhelming majority 
of the American people; that the 
legislation was also designed to he 
helpful to the great mass of patriotic 
workers.

L e s s o n  Eight —  HOW TO 
CHANGE VERBS
“Buenos Dias, Senors, Senoras 
y Senoritas” .

In our last Spanish lesson we 
studied about words of action 
or 'verbs. W e said that they 
were all divided into three 
groups. W e classify these 
words according to their end­
ing. If a word ends in ar” , 

'■■’ce “hablar” , we say that it 
^ongs to the first group or 

.njugation; if the word ends 
“er” , like “comer” , we have 

’ in the second group; and if 
; ends in “ ir” , like ‘vivir” , we 
jut it in the third group. Of 
course, the purpose in classify­
ing these words is to make our 
study easier. When we learn 
one representative word, we 
learn many others that belong 
ot the same group. When w’e 
learn the changes we mean 
when we change the form of 
the word to be used with each

person. W e may change the 
person from “yo” (I) to “us- 
ted” (you) or to “ ’nosotras” 
(we). When we do this, that 
is change the persons, we must 
also change the verb just as we 
do in English in a great num­
ber of cases. For example, 
“hablar” means “to speak” , 
but if we want to say “I 
speak” , we have to change the 
word to “hablo” and with 
“ usted” we have “habla” . 
the change made is slightly 
more than with “yo” or “usted” 
To the word “habla” we add 
the ending “mos” which means 
“we” so we say “Nosotros 
hablamos” , we speak. With 
words of the other two groups, 
like “comer” and “vivir” , we 
have the same thing, except 
that we have a different vowel. 
Instead of “ a” we use “e” . We 
say “Yo como” , “Usted come” ; 
“Yo vivo” and “ Usted vive” . 
When we come to “nosotros’

(we), the vowel used is dif­
ferent in each group. W e have 
“Nosotros hablamos” , wespeak, 
“Nosotros comemos” , we eat, 
and “Nosotros vivimos” , we 
live. So you notice that the 
main difference is in the end­
ings, but we also use a different 
vowel. W e have a different 
ending for a different person; 
also a different vowel. The 
“a” for the first group, “e” 
for the second, and “i” for the 
third.

Let us now use these words 
in sentences, which you should 
be able to do very easily by this 
time. You may learn the num­
bers, uno, dos, tres, cuatro, 
cinco, seis, siete, ocho, nueve, 
diez.

to climb or go up, and “ es- 
cribir” , to write.

ManyNations 
Declare War on 
Japan

The declaration of war on Japan by 
the Unitad States at noon Monday was 
followed by many other countries 
making similar declarations of war. 
The record of the United States Con­
gress in declaring war on Japan Mon­
day was the greatest record in his­
tory. With only one dissenting vote 
Congress voted the declaration within 
one hour and 29 minutes after Presi­
dent Roosevelt started his special 
message to both Houses.

Other countries declaring war on 
the Nipponese government were, Costa 
Rica, Panama, New Zealand, Aus 
trailia and the United Kingdom with 
five Latin American countries declar­
ing a state of war. Argentine, Uru­
guay, C'oluombia and apparently Bra­
zil are ready to permit the United 
States to use 'their ports for war. 
Brazil took over eight of 12 Italian 
ships in her ports, and Mexico and 
Colombia have broken off diplomatic 
relations with Japan.

Chile asks that all American na­
tions get together in a conference and 
work out a plan of action against 
Japan and the Nazi forces. This con- 
feience probably will be called soon 
with representatives from all Ameri­
can nations to formulate agreements 
of action and supplies.

Turkey Prices To 
Be Investigated

“ Turkey prices in Texas are being 
set by buyers, processors and pack­
ers,”  E. R. Alexander, General Mana­
ger of the Texas Farm Bureau Fed­
eration, charged in- a telegram to At­
torney General Gerald C. Mann, Nov­
ember 17, as he urged investigation 
of an alleged agreement between tur­
key handlers.

Allocation of buying territories was 
the basic charge Alexander included in 
his telegram to the Attorfey General. 

The -telegram read as» follows: 
“ Widespread indication of agree­

ment among buyers, processors and 
packers of turkeys, in allocation of 
buying territories and fixing prices 
paid producers. Respectfully request 
investigation of these matters.” 

Alexander said that while the pari­
ty price on tuvk?ys has not been es­
tablished by the U, :S. Department of 
Agriculture, the price paid in Texas 
are “not commensurate with the high 
demand for turkeys and the apparent 
shortage in this year’s crop.”

“Regardless o f how far below stan­
dard the prices are,” Alexander said, 
“ the chief point is that when buyers, 
processors and packers allocate ter­
ritories, the threat of a monopoly on 
the turkey market becomes a reality.”
