Forms for filing returns of income 
for 1941 have been sent to persons 
who filed returns last year. Failure 
to receive a form, however, does not 
relieve a taxpayer of his obligation 
to file his return and pay the tax on 
time—on or before March 16 if the 
return is made on the calendar-year 
basis, as is the case with most indivi­
duals.

Forms may be obtained upon re­
quest written or personal, from the 
offices of collectors and from deputy 
collectors of internal reveune in the 
larger cities and towns.

A person should file his return on 
Form 1040, unless his gross income 
for 1941 does not exceed $3,000 and 
consists wholly of salary, wages, or 
other compensation for personal ser­
vices, dividends, interest, rent, an­
nuities, or royalties, in which event 
he may elect to file it on Form 1040A, 
a simplified form on which the tax 
may be readily ascertained by refer­
ence to a table contained in the from.

The return must be filed with the 
collector of internal revenue for the 
district in which the taxpayer has his 
legal residence or principal place of 
business on or before midnight of 
March 16, 1942. The tax may be paid 
in full at the time of filing the return 
or in four equal installments, due on 
or before March 16, June 15, Septem­
ber 15, and December 15.

In making out your income tax re­
turn read carefully the instructions 
that accompany the form. If you need 
more information, it may be obtained 
at the office of the collector of inter­
nal revenue, deputy collector, or an 
internal revenue agent in charge.

Remember that single persons or 
married persons not living with hus­
band or wife, who earn as much as 
$14.43 a week for the 52 weeks of the 
year, and married persons living to­
gether who have aggregate earnings 
of as much a s$28.85 a week for the 
year, are required to file returns.

Like To Be Tolled

Hog production, a basic item in the 
Food for Victory program, easily can 
be made successful if properly fitted 
into a profitable farming plan, ac­
cording to E. M. Regenbrecht, swine 
husbandman of the A. and M. College 
Extension Service.

Especially suited as a small enter­
prise, hog production primarily is de­
pendent for success upon the avail­
ability of an abundance of grain 
ffeed. Hogs always pay more for 
corn, barley, or grain sorghums than 
does the grain market. About four 
pounds of feed produces a pound of 
pork, but the feed must be properly 
balanced. Feeds used to balance the 
farm grain usually are higher in price 
than the latter but the quantity is 
small.

Farmers who keep from one to 
three sows almost always make a 
success, Regenbrecht says. Hogs do 
not do well when run in large groups 
because sanitation and disease pre­
vention becomes serious problems with 
large herds. The principal item of 
expense in hog production is the grain 
feed, but if this is grown on the 
farm, or obtainable locally at reason­
able prices, thè enterprise easily can 
be established on profitable basis.

While a sandy, well-drained soil is 
the most suitable, hogs can be suc­
cessfully raised on a heavy black 
soil, but in such case concrete feeding 
floors are almost a necessity. Hog 
pastures are necessary, with small 
grain for winter, and sudan for sum­
mer the best. Native grasses such as 
bermuda are good for a short time 
in the spring, but soon get hard and 
tough, and become of little value. A 
good pasture will furnish 50 percent 
of the needed protein and otherwise 
reduce the cost of production, Reg­
enbrecht says.

Suitable equipment—a movable hog 
house, a few troughs and a salf-feed­
er—can be built at small cost. A con­
crete wallow can be classed as almost 
a necessity, If hogs are kept comfor­
table they make repid and economical 
gains and losses from overheating are 
avoided. It is, likewise true that hogs 
which do not have a dry, warm place 
in which to bed during the winter will 
not make as much profit as those 
properly sheltered.

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Last time we studied about 
second class of words of action 
or verbs. When we speak of 
regular verbs, we mean those 
like hablar, comer y vivir and 
when we speak of irregular 
ones, we mean those that 
change like jugar, poder, y 
veilir. In words like comprar, 
hablar, bajar and others like 
them', we change only the end­
ing, but in the irregular verbs, 
either we change the word en­
tirely or change the spelling. 
For example, we say “ jugar” , 
to play, “ Yo juego” , I play;, 
“ poder” , to be able, and “ Yo 
puedo” , I av able. The changes 
vary a great deal with the h> 
irregular verbs, the ' way to- 
learn them i ; to star!; by'learn­
ing the first person like Yo jue­
go, Yo tengo (from “ toner” , 
to have), To voy (from “ ir,” 
to go) and Yo r e (from “saber” 
to know). Most good diction­
aries give the irregular forms, 
and we must know that when 
no irregular forms are given, 
the changes take place just as 
they do in the verbs hablar, 
comer, y vivir.

In most modern languages 
¿he hardest part to learn is that 
of the verbs, but at the same 
time, the most important. We 
are now going to try to learn 
our Spanish verbs. They are 
the action words of the lan­
guage.

When we use a verb in any 
language, we can i; e it as we
do in our own English language 
at three different times, for to­
day, tomorrow, or yesterday;

we must know that every

so
verb must have three necessary 
changes for time. ,What we 
have learned thus far is only, 
for the present time. We say 
Yo hablo, Usted . habla, Noso­
tros hablamos, all these actions 
taking place today (hoy) or 
now (ahora). If want to say 
yesterday (ayer),*we have to 
change, just as we do in Eng- 
iisn wiien we say “ I speak to­
day” or I speak now7” and “ I 
spoke yesterday,” or “ I was 
speaking yesterday” . When we 
change to the past time in 
Spanish, it is very simple be­
cause we kept the same word, 
only changing the ending. We 
add the ending “ ba” to those 
words tin mg to the first 
group like hablar “ I was speak 
ing would be “ Yo hablaba” . 
The same form is used for “ us­
ted” . We say “ listed hablaba” , 
and for the plural we add an 
“n” , just as we always do to 
change the plural of verbs. We 
have “ Usted hablaba” and 
Ustedes hablaban” or “Ellos 
hablaban,” They • were speak­
ing. WT me u~e “ nomb’os” , 
we add the' E ' ■ ■ ■ • a end­
ing “ me ” , \ id dp as you may 
remember, always me ails “me’ ; 
hence we have diosotros hab­
lábamos” , placing the accent 
on the second “ a” . These rules 
are only for the first group,- 
that is, those verbs that end in 
“ ar” , like hablar, comprar,’ 
llevar, bajar, and many others 
■with the same ending,

From comer and verbs of the 
second and third group we use 
the ending “ ia” with the accent 
on the Yo comía means I 
was eating, Usted comía, You 
were eating and Nosotros com­
íamos, We were eating. With 
vivir and all verbs of the third 
group, we have the same 
changes ,in the past time. We 
say Yo vivía, I was living, Us­
ted vivía, You were living, and 
Nosotros vivíamos, . We were 
living.

It is good for you now to try 
to use these different forms
in sentences, changing back 
and forth from present time to 
past time. For example, com­
plete th ephrase “yo vivía” by 
saying “Yo vivía en San Anto­
nio” or Nosotros vivíamos en 
■San Antonio, pero vivimos en la 
ciudad de Corpus Ciiristi” or 
“Nosotros siempre hablábamos 
español en la casa” . Use as 
many words as you can in origi­
nal sentences.

Adair, Curator of Patriotic Exhibits, 
Texas Memorial Museum, Austin, 
Texas.

Cotton Germination 
Runs Low

Cotton germination tests in the Pan­
handle and South Plains are exceed­
ingly low this year, says Early Pel- 
tier, state seed analyist at Texas 
Technological College. Reason for the 
drop, from an average germination 
test of 72 per cent or better to 28 to 
30 per cent this year on 80 per cent 
of the cotton tested, is excessive rain­
fall. Most of the grain sorghums are 
badly stained but test well as to 
germination percentage, he said. Kaf­
ir, Martin milo, red top cane, and 
millet show little if any damage, al­
though milo £nd hegari test lower 
than usual.

He advises farmers of West Texas

to keep their cotton seed a month or 
two, allowing for a natural dormancy 
period required for cotton, then to 
bring it back to the laboratory for a 
second testing. Most of the tests made 
thus far were on seed from cotton just, 
ginned, he said.

“ It looks now as if the injury is 
permanent,” he continues, “hut there 
is no cause for alarm. If the seed 
produced in the Panhandle and South 
Plains is not satisfactory to plant 
next season, indications are ¡that the 
southern and eastern parts of Texas,, 
will produce seed we can use.”

If cotton does not test better tharr 
these first experiments show, how­
ever, he advises farmers to get neW 
sped before planting.
