Sutton County realized
low voter turnout during the
November 7th special consti-
tutional election to decide on
seven proposed amendments
to the Texas Constitution, pro-
viding voters options ranging
from a tax break for disabled
veterans and their spouses
to reducing home equity loan
fees during Tuesday’s Novem-
ber 7 special election.

Of the 2,472 registered vot-
ers in Sutton County, only 112
cast ballots. The early voting
number was about half, show-
ing 53 ballots cast between
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October 23rd and November
3rd.

All Texans were asked
to approve seven proposed
amendments to the state’s
constitution. No individuals
or other local matters were on
the ballot for Sutton County.

These amendments
resulted from proposed
changes by lawmakers that
affect current Texas laws.

During legislative ses-
sions, lawmakers typically
agree on changes to law that
require an amendment to the
state’s constitution.

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Flags at Half Staff in Memory of Church Shooting Victims

AUSTIN — Gov. Abbott on Nov. 5
ordered that flags across Texas be
lowered to half-staff through sunset on
Nov. 9 in memory of those who lost their
lives in a mass shooting in Sutherland
Springs, a town 20 miles southeast of
San Antonio.

Some 26 people were killed and
dozens injured when a lone gunman
opened fire with an assault rifle in a
church while members attended Sunday
morning services on Nov. 5. The gun-
man, identified as Devin Patrick Kelley
of New Braunfels, was found dead in
his truck with a gunshot wound several

miles from the scene. Details continue
to emerge in the shooting.

Procamation Honoring Astros

Gov. Greg Abbott proclaimed Nov. 3
as Houston Astros Day, honoring the
American League champions for win-
ning the 2017 Major League Baseball
World Series.

The Astros won their fourth game
in the best-of-seven Series against the
National League champion Los Angeles
Dodgers on Nov. 1. It’s the first World
Series championship for the Houiston
Astros in the 55-year history of the

franchise and the first for a Texas
team. Players wore “Houston Strong”
patches on their uniforms in honor of
those affected by Hurricane Harvey’s
widespread devastation. More than one
million fans lined the streets of down-
town Houston Nov. 3 to see the players
hoist the championship trophy during a
victory parade.

I have spent each day with veterans
in every town from San Antonio to
El Paso, and what stands out to me
the most is the number of veterans I
meet who still have a deep passion to
serve — within local non-profits, their
churches and as volunteers in their
communities.

Adobe: The Old
Becomes New

When you think of adobe you have a
tendency to picture an old small decay-
ing structure made of mud that has
only parts of a few walls standing and a
pile of hard-
ened mud in
the middle
of it. But you
need tore-
think adobe.
Some mil-

by Tumbleweed Smith homes are
being built with adobe bricks.

Steve Belardo has Rainbow Adobe
in Alpine. He has been building fine
homes with thirty pound adobe bricks
since 1979 and stays busy.

“I've never been out of work and
typically have a one to two year wait-
ing list also. People like what we do
with adobe.”

The walls of the homes he builds are
ten inches thick and are energy efficient.
“I’'m building a house for a client
and took him to two different homes
I've built. The utility bills are a hun-

dred dollars a month.”

He says adobe costs about the same
as wood, brick or stone.

“I get to do a lot of upper end homes
but adobe is not the expensive part. It’s
the tile and appliances, gold plated fau-
cets and onyx sinks. The adobe work
itself is competitive with conventional
construction.”

In older adobe homes, the adobe had
to be covered over with stucco. Not so

1 -with the homes Steve builds.

'~ “My clients want to see the adobe. .
They want that rustic look. The homes
we build are rustic. You see the wood
beams, wood ceilings. We built cabi-
nets and furniture. I design most of the
homes we do.

“I have my degree in architecture
from A&M, experience working for an
architectural firm in New York and I
went to an adobe design school in New
Mexico. People will bring me a rough
sketch of what they want or a picture
from a magazine. They tell me how big
they want to make it and how much
money they want to spend and I start
doing the drawings for them.”

Steve lives on the outskirts of
Alpine in an adobe house he designed.
He used more than ten thousand adobe
bricks (four inches thick, 14 inches long
and 10 inches wide) in the construction.
He landscaped it with desert plants. It
is an attractive home site with a pool
and inviting patios.

His building material comes from
a pasture behind his house. Stacks of
adobe bricks are all over his property.
He has made hundreds of thousands of
them, and is continually refining the
process. He feels he has pretty well per-
fected the technique. Where old adobe
bricks were made of water, dirt and
straw, his bricks have Portland cement
in them.

“I make between thirty and forty
thousand a year, digging down about
four feet. We make them here and
deliver them to the site. Old adobe
construction wasn’t intended to last
forever. You hire me to build you a
home and spend half a million dollars,
you don’t want to have to rebuild it in
twenty years. You want it to be there
for your great grandkids.”

Steve says adobe is good for people
with allergies.

“ A client was incredibly petro-
chemically sensitive but didn’t have
any problems with adobe.”

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Affordable Care Act (ACA) Open Enrollment Begins Nove‘mber 1 and ends December 15, 2017

Do you have the required healthcare coverage under the Affordable Care Act? If no, did you know there is a
penalty paid to the Internal Revenue Service (IRS) on behalf of the Federal Government? “The penalty for failing
to maintain coverage is either a flat dollar amount or a specified percentage of household income, whichever is
greater. For an individual with annual income of $40,000 and no coverage during the year, the penalty would be
$741, according to a calculator on the IRS website. For a couple with annual income of $90,000 and no insurance,
the penalty would be $1,732. (Pear, 2017)”

Avoid the penalty by accessing Healthcare.gov for finding and purchasing a plan best suited for individuals and
families. Enrollment must be complete by December 15, 2017. Stages of enrollment and coverage are as follows.

November 1, 2017: Open Enrollment started — first day to enroll, re-enroll, or change a 2018 insurance plan
through the Health Insurance Marketplace

December 15, 2017: Last day to enroll in or change plans for 2018 coverage. After this date, you can enroll or
change plans only if you qualify for a Special Enrollment Period.

January 1, 2018: 2018 coverage starts, if premium paid.

If you’ve ever broken
down on the side of a
highway, you know how
unnerving it is to feel
traffic closely rushing
by at 55 or 65 mph. Now
imagine that’s part of
your workplace, as it is
for our first responders,
Fuentes added.

Prior to 2016, traffic-
related incidents have
been the number one
cause of officer fatalities
in 15 of the last 20 years.

Last year, 135 law
enforcement officers were
killed in the line of duty.

Of the 53 that were ~
killed in traffic-related
incidents, 15 were struck
and killed while outside
of their vehicle.

The Sonora PD is
asking citizens to help
protect those who protect
you.

TEXAS MOVE OVER
LAW -IT COULD SAVE
A LIFE

This law is about pro-
viding extra protection
for those individuals on
the side of the road doing

their jobs, as well as the
people on the roadside
with them.

The Texas Trans-
portation Code 545.157
requires drivers nearing
stopped emergency vehi-
cles-with lights activated
-to either slow down or
change lanes.

The law states a driver
must either vacate the
lane closest t0 the stopped
emergency vehicle if the
road has multiple lanes
traveling in the same
direction or slowdown 20
miles per hour below the
speed limit. (If the speed
limit is below 25 mph the
driver must slow down to
5mph.)

Emergency vehicles
include police, emergency
medicalservice and fire
vehicles. As of September
1, 2011, Legislation voted
to include Tow Trucks to
the existing law

A violation is punish-
able by a maximum fine
of $200.

If the violation results
in property damage, the
maximum fine increases
to $500.

If the violation results
in bodily injury, the
offense is enhanced to a
Class B misdemeanor and
jail time is possible.
