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Highway Fund, Rainy Day Fund Receive Hefty Infusions

AUSTIN — State Comptroller
Glenn Hegar on Nov. 29 announced the
transfer of $1.47 billion into the State
Highway Fund and the Economic Stabi-
lization Fund, with $734 million going
into each fund.

The transfer was enabled by Texas
voters, who in the November 2014 con-
stitutional amendment election passed
ameasure allocating at least half of the
state’s oil and gas production severance
taxes to the “Rainy Day Fund” and the
remainder to the State Highway Fund
for use on non-toll highway construc-
tion, maintenance and right-of-way

acquisitions.

The transfer brought the new bal-
ance of the Rainy Day Fund to $10.98 bil-
lion. “The Rainy Day Fund is an impor-
tant tool for our state because it allows
us to maintain solid fiscal footing even
during unforeseen circumstances, such
as those our state encountered during
Harvey,” Hegar said.

“The governor and Legislature
will determine how best to use this
important asset, but I think all Texans
are glad this tool is in place. Similarly,
the transfer into the State Highway
Fund will continue to allow the state to

address growing transportation needs
to keep our economic engine running
smoothly,” Hegar added.

Cognizant to open site

Gov. Greg Abbott on Nov. 30
announced Cognizant would open a new
regional technology and service deliv-
ery center in Irving in early 2018.

Cognizant is a Fortune 500 mul-
tinational corporation providing
information technology, consulting
and business process services. The
company has more than 3,600 employ-
ees in Texas.

The governor’s
office made a Texas
Enterprise Fund grant
offer of $2.1 million
to Cognizant and
said the firm plans

_to create 1,090 new
jobs based out of the
new facility. The
company made a
capital investment
of more than $8 mil-
lion, according to
the governor’s office.
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A Sheep Drive
to Kent, Texas

In 1938 our family leased a ranch 65
miles north of Kent almost to the New
Mexico line. This was a miserable place
on all counts. The land was salt flats, no
trees, grease wood flats and the water
was undrink-
able - gypy
almost salty.
Every bush
had either a
rattlesnake or a
coyote under it.
We had to clear
the rattlesnakes
out of the house
before we
moved in. We

also had to haul drinking water twice a
week. After a year we decided to find a
better lease.

The horses and cattle were driven
to Kent and put on the T-Q railroad to
a place east of Alpine called BLNE Mt.
Ranch. This left 2,000 head of sheep
to be moved. It was decided that my
brother and I and two Mexican ranch
hands would drive the sheep to Kent
to load on the railroad. A chuckwagon
truck to carry water barrels, bedrolls,
a chuckbox and supplies was put
together. Mother would drive the truck
with my small brother and sister from
camp to camp around.

We would cover about 10 miles each
day and camp at water wells or dirt
tanks along the way. Everything was
prepared and the sheep were gathered.

On a bright summer day we started |

.down the county road thatled to Kent. |
‘We moved slow but the sheep bunched |
and drove well but slow. My brother
and I would throw rocks at the rab-

bits, snakes, lizards, and birds as we
followed the herd along the road. This
went on for six days with no accidents
or interruptions.

Routinely mother would find a good
camp spot at a tank to water the sheep.
She would set a camp and cook supper
and go to bed. We got up at daylight and
ate breakfast then moved the herd on
down the road. This was a period of no
rainfall or thunderstorms so, all things
considered, it was a pleasant move.

On the sixth day we came over a
caliche hill and saw Kent across the val-
ley. We could see the town, the railroad
station and a large set of stock pens. We
reached the pens about four o’clock and
penned the herd in the railroad pens.
Mother took us down to the general
store and bought is each a big red soda
water. They were ice cold and sweet.

While I recognize the importance of a
catchy jingle, it seems like this could
cause confusion for listeners looking
for a certain station.

Having a pair of something means
two items: a pair of dice, a pair of aces,
a pair of socks and a pair of shoes for
instance. But a pair of pants is just one
piece of clothing. Would two pants be
a pair of a pair of pants? How about
a pair of twins: is that four people or
two?

Races are measured in distance,
but why is a 5-K measured in Kkilo-
meters and a marathon measured in
miles? The lack of consistency is off-
putting, and I'm not even a runner.

Thinking further, why is it 26.2 and
13.1? After running 26 or 13 miles is it
really necessary to run another thou-
sand feet in order to earn the window
cling?

Why pick mile marker 13 as a
benchmark at all? The number 13 is
associated with bad karma — especially
if the race is on a Friday. Hotels have
been known to skip the entire thir-
teenth floor because the number is
thought to be bad luck, which doesn’t
make sense because that just makes
the fourteenth floor bad luck.

While we’re skipping numbers
(not rocks) let’s look at the months of
the year. Four of them have 30 days,
seven have 31 and then there’s Febru-
ary with the odd, albeit even, 28 —or
every four years an equally odd 29. It
doesn’t make sense to have one month
with 28 when it would be neater and
more consistent to have seven months
with 30 and five with 31, except for leap
years, which would be an even more
consistent six and six.

Then there are the numbers as
related to shoe sizes. Here in the U.S. a
man’s size seven is equal to a woman’s

two. In hockey three goals equals a hat
trick. In baseball three strikes makes
you out. Four balls get you to first base.
A home run gets you anywhere from
one to four runs.

Beyond sports scores, there are
four quarters in football and basket-
ball, which is the equivalent to two
halves in soccer.

A tennis match
has two or three sets, which contain
anywhere from six to a gazillion games
each, depending. It’s enough to make
my head spin.

A rational person understands.
numbers are a useful and necessary
part of life. They help us calculate
distance and tell us if we have enough
money to pay the mortgage. They
dictate ingredient amounts in recipes.
They give us information about shoe
and pant sizes. They fill calendars and
scoreboards.

Despite their proliferation, num-
bers can be vexing and complicated,
for some of us, at least. You'd think
there’d be some comfort in knowing
two plus two equals four — and there is.
But beyond that sometimes things just
don’t add up.

Kelley has played professionally
thirty-one years and taught band

twenty-eight of those years. Now she -
has her own band. Last July she got to
perform at home with a full orchestra
on the Sulphur Springs Square.

“I was blessed with:the opportunity
to actually have an arrangement writ-
ten for me with orchestra. It was a
medley of Harry James tunes. It had
a big ending, then a bigger ending and
it was so exciting and all the people
on the square were very kind and
applauded. I was on cloud nine because
hearing a full orchestra behind me
with strings and everything was a
thrill.”

I met Kelley at the First Baptist
Church in Sulphur Springs.

Affordable Care Act (ACA) Open Enrollment Begins November 1 and ends December 15, 2017

Do you have the required healthcare coverage under the Affordable Care Act? If no, did you know there is a
penalty paid to the Internal Revenue Service (IRS) on behalf of the Federal Government? “The penalty for failing
to maintain coverage is either a flat dollar amount or a specified percentage of household income, whichever is
greater. For an individual with annual income of $40,000 and no coverage during the year, the penalty would be
$741, according to a calculator on the IRS website. For a couple with annual income of $90,000 and no insurance,
the penalty would be $1,732. (Pear, 2017)”

Avoid the penalty by accessing Healthcare.gov for finding and purchasing a plan best suited for individuals and
families. Enrollment must be complete by December 15, 2017. Stages of enrollment and coverage are as follows.

November 1, 2017: Open Enrollment started — first day to enroll, re-enroll, or change a 2018 insurance plan
through the Health Insurance Marketplace

December 15, 2017: Last day to enroll in or change plans for 2018 coverage. After this date, you can enroll or
change plans only if you qualify for a Special Enrollment Period.

January 1, 2018: 2018 coverage starts, if premium paid.

Tips for Getting Ready
for Cold Weather

When the cold
weather season starts, we
look for ways to keep our
homes as warm as possi-
ble, but don’t want
the higher energy
bills that accom-
pany turning up
the thermostats.
Luckily, there are
simple things we
can do that help.

Following are
a few rather inex-
pensive ways to get
ready for the cold.

For starters, replace
the filter for central heat
and air unit. It’s a must to
change your furnace and
air conditioning filter
on a regular basis, at
least every three months
or more often. Clogged
filters reduce heating and

Use caulk to fill gaps
in siding,
windows, and
doors. For
drafty windows
and doors, don’t
just fill the gaps
on the outside,
pull the mold-
ing off to fill the
insulation gaps
around the win-
dow jamb.

An interesting option
is a plastic film window
insulating kit. It is trans-
parent, which allows light
in and is easily removed

. at the end of the cold

season.

Door threshold/sweep
strips are also a good way
to fill air leaks beneath
doors.

Did you know you
can reverse ceiling fans?
Most of us don’t know
that we can use our fans
during the winter to keep
our house warm. On
every ceiling fan there’s
a switch that allows you
to reverse the direction
of the blades. Switch it
so the ceiling fan rotates
clockwise. That will push
warm air down and force
it to re-circulate through-
out the room. Don’t forget
to make the switch again
when it starts to warm
up!

Then, there’s a few
outside chores which will
save money in the spring.

First, drain gasoline
from mowers and power
tools and run the engine
until fuel in the carbure-
tor is used up.

Drain and store
garden hoses, but store
watering equipment in
areadily accessible loca-
tion. The lawn and plants
may need water during a
prolonged dry spell.

Before freezing tem-
peratures occur, water
everything thoroughly.
Water displaces the air in
the soil interspaces and is
much slower to cool than
air. Moist ground stays
warmer than dry ground.

And it goes without
saying- don’t forget to
insulate water pipes!

Effort aims for safety

The Texas Depart-
ment of Transportation
on Nov. 30 said that dur-
ing last year’s holiday
season, about one in four
deaths on Texas road-
ways was alcohol-related.

From Dec. 1 through
Jan. 1 this year, TxDOT’s

“Plan While You Can”
campaign is reminding
drivers to make planning
a sober ride part of their
holiday celebrations.

“Tragically, there
are many families who
experience the holidays
without a loved one due
to a drunk driver,” said
TxDOT Executive Direc-
tor James Bass. “We
need to remember that
each time someone dies
or is seriously injured on
our roadways, it affects
afamily and an entire
community. Don’t make
a bad decision that could
cause heartache for your
family and others. Make
a plan to get home safely.
It could save lives.”

In 2016, there were
2,321 alcohol-related
crashes in Texas from
Dec. 1to Jan. 1. Those
crashes killed 82 people
and seriously injured
another 199, TxDOT said.

Fund grows by billions
The State Board of
Education on Nov. 30
announced that the Texas
Permanent School Fund
~ hasreached a record high
value of $41.44 billion.
Already the nation’s
largest educational
endowment, the Texas
Permanent School Fund
gained $4.16 billion in
value in fiscal year 2016-
2017, which ended Aug. 31.
“During the 2018-2019
biennium, the Permanent
School Fund is projected
to distribute $2.5 billion
to Texas schools,” said

State Board of Education
member David Bradley,
chair of the board’s
Committee on School
Finance/Permanent
School Fund. “This is the
largest distribution in the
Fund’s 163-year history
and is $400 million higher
than the distribution
made in the 2016-2017
biennium,” he added.

Paxton joins court
briefs

Texas Attorney Gen-
eral Ken Paxton on Dec.
1 announced that he has
joined a 12-state effort
led by West Virginia to
defend the right of states
to prohibit abortion after
20 weeks of pregnancy.
Paxton said Texas also
joined a 20-state coalition
led by Wisconsin to pre-
vent discriminatory abor-
tion based on disability,
gender and race.

“States have a valid
interest in protecting
the dignity of human life
and defending human
life at all stages of
development. No society
should tolerate brutal
abortion procedures or
killing an unborn child
based on discriminatory
beliefs regarding dis-
ability, gender or race,”
Paxton said.

Straus’s office on Nov. 27
announced the display of
a 23-foot Christmas tree
in the House Chamber.
On Now. 30, Lt. Gov. Dan
Patrick announced the
display of a 24-foot Christ-
mas tree in the Senate
Chamber.
