Our buying power 
rises slightly

W A S H IN G TO N  (A P ) -  
Americans generally will be 
better off in 1978. benefiting 
from a 5 percent increase in 
purchasing power, but the na­
tion's economic futiré remains 
clouded by sluggish investment 
activity. Carter administration 
economists says.

The increase in purchasing 
power, up from a 4.9 percent 
increase in 1977, should help 
propel the economy to overall 
growth during the year of be 
tween 4 5 percent and 5 per-

oent, sufficient io firther re­
duce the nation's jobless rate

Unemployment should decline 
to between 6 percent and 6.25 
percent by the end of the year, 
down from the 6.4 percent rate 
in December, and inflation is 
likely to remain stuck at about 
the same 6 percent rate as last 
year

The administration's latest 
projections for this year are 
contained in the president's an- 
niail economic report to Con­
gress. which was prepared by 
his Council of Economic Ad­
visers. headed by Charles L

Inmates hold 10

N EW  W E S TM IN S TE R . Brit­

ish Columbia (A P ) -  Inmates 
holding seven women and three 
men hostage today at tlie Brit­
ish Columbia Penitentiary met 
face-to-face with Royal Cana­
dian M om led Police negotia­
tors and demanded tranfers to 
another prison

The meeting late Sunday 
came more than 30 hours after 
the Incident began. Earlier bar­
gaining was done on the tele­
phone

"1 think some of them are 
anxious to bring this down as 
soon as possible," said RCM P 
Inspector Roy Pickeil after the 
45-minute aenion with the in­
mates

No reason was given for the 
transfer demand, but one ob­
server said continual i i i r a t  at 
the lOO-year-old prison stems 
from inmate anger at condi­
tions there

This WM the 13th such in­
cident at te prison since 1963. 
giving the “ B C Pen" the repu­
tation of being the worst in 
Canada "and perhaps all of 
North Am erica," said Jim 
Spears, a reporter for the Van­
couver Province who has been 
involved in negotiations in pre­
vious confrontations

Participants in the Sunday 
negotiations were Marguerite 
Jackson, a Vancouver lawyer 
reprewnting the inmates. 
RCM P Sgl Chuck Hutchinson 
and inmate Ralph Summers

RCM P Superintendent Bruce 
Northrup said the Canadian 
Penitentiary Service turned 
down a request by two of the 
five inmates to be transferred 
to Archambault Penitentiary in 
(Quebec

But Northrup said the in­
mates had tentatively agreed to 
a counter offer which would in­
volve a transfer to Millhaven 
Prison near Kingston. Ontario

Northrup « i d  final approval 
on any inmate transfer would 
have to come from Ottawa He 
declined comment on other de­
mands made at the meeting

Thirteen hostages were taken 
originally —  two inmates, a 
male visitor and 10 women vis­
itors Three women have been 
re le «e d  in exchange for food 
cigarettes, coffee and drugs

The prisoners claimed to be 
armed with a pistol and two 
grenades, but officials could not 
confirm this

Initial talks conducted by 
telephone with a RCM P officer 
at radio station CKNW were 
taped, and the inmates ordered 
the tape played over the air 

"There won't be any danger 
as long as both aides keep their 
words." said the taped voice of 
an unidentified inmate.

32, WM s ta n d  in the thixiai 
when the hostages were taken 
about 10 a m . Saturday and 
was reported in serious but 
stable condition 

One of the five prisoners. An­

Without the tax ciis . they 
said, the economy might start 
to slow down beginning about 
m id -y « r  and extending into 
1979

' economy isn't by any means 

out of the woods, even with the 
tax cut

Inflation and inemployment 
are serioua problems, "and 
great resouren of the U S. 
economy ahe still incompletely 
utilixed," it said

Sunday said he opted to turn 
down the directorship of the 
Governor's Office of Migrant 
Affairs (C O M A ) becauM H 
might prove “ emtarraasing" to 
Gov Doiph Briscoe, who ap­
pointed him

Torres, in effect, had to burn 
a rather large bridge behind 
him when he initially accepted 
the 132,000 post, which he w m  
to formally assume Weibieaday

He had to resigi his pditicid 
office. Three people have al­
ready filed for the seat TTte 
special election is scheduled for 
March 4. 'r o r r «  has vowed to 
avoid the race.

"One day you're down — 
maybe tomorrow I'll be up." he 
H id philoaophically " I  don't 
feel I'm  in such a bad posi­
tion."

His decision came only fotr 
days after he told Briscoe's of­

fice he would take the reins of

a job that has become a state­
wide focal point becauM of al­
leged corruption and internal 
strife

Torres first announced his de­
cision to decline the position to 
the Brownsville Herald. The 
newspaper, in ita Sistday edi­
tions. said the legialator issued 
a statement following an inter­
view that dealt with Torres' 
buainas relationdtip with Rob­
ert M a s «y

Massey, also a Brownsville 
resident. hM  been indicted on 
c h a r g «  of felony theft. The in­
dictment came after a court of

Korean aid may be withheld Texas smash-up kills 8

Texas congressman wants to 
dangle U S foreigi aid in from 
of Uie South Korean govern­
ment. hoping to insure the pres­
ence of Korean businenman 
Tongaun Park before a congres­
sional investigating committee

Rep Jim  Mattox. D-Texas. 
told President C ^ e r  and 
House Speaker Thomas P 
O'Neill J r  he was planning to 
offer an amerxknent to the 
budget to delete all "major 
finds destined for South 
Korea," including more than 
1800 million in military equip­
ment scheduled to be left in 
South Korea after the 2nd In­
fantry Diviaon is withdrawn

"Given the level of United 
States aid to South Korea in Its 
aggregate this year." Mattox 
wrote O 'Neill in a letter dated 
Jan 27. "such action may not 
be enough inducement to gain 
cooperation from South Korea 
and insure that the (in­
vestigative) committee and its 
c o is im I. Leon Jaworski. have 
accMS to Tongsun Park and 
(former ambMsador) Kim Don 
Jo for interrogation

T h e  committee is in 
veatigating alleged .efforu by 
Park and o t h e c r ^  buy in­
fluence in C o n gm s with mon­
ey. gifts and favors

Mattox' letter-writing cam- 
paipi came a week after Ja 
worskl met with members of 
t h e  freshman Democratic 
caucus Jaworski reported on

Ute roadblocks to the oongra- 
sional investigation put up by 
the Korean government. Mattox 
said

"In light of this contingency 
I am proposing that the next 
armed servica authorization 
bill contain provisiona stipu­
lating that the 2nd Infantry 
Diviaon of the U S Arm y will 
not leave any equipment or 
supplies to Ute South Korean 
government when it m a k «  its 
scheduled withdrawal unless 
that government complies with 
ou* request for full coopera 
tio n "

Mattox noted the equipment 
includes "helicopters, tanks, 
field artillery, troop trano>orta 
and other valuable, modern 
military hardware"

The freshman congrasman 
from Dallas is a member of the 
budget committee and aerva 
on the committee's task force 
on naUonal security, which 
monitors foreigi aid budgeting

E a rly  last week. Mattox co­
sponsored a bill by another 
freshman congressman. Rep 
Allen Ertel. D-Pa.. calling on 
Uie South Korean goverment to 
cooperate by allowing congra 
sional investigators aeons to 
Park and Kim

In his letter to Carter, also 
dated Jan. 27. Mattox asked the 
president to "direct Uk  secre 
tary of the v m y  to include a 
contingency plan for Ute remov­
al of Uiat equipment m part of 
Uk  formal ^ans for the Arm y 
withdrawal which will he pre­

sented to the joint chiefs of 
staff in the near fiiure and in­
form the Korean government of 
this conUngency "

Mattox also told the presi­
dent. " It  ts my belief that 
South Korea may be willing to 
sacrifice good relations with 
the Con gras and upcoming ap­
propriations benefitting them if 
they are sUII able to obtain the 
1800 million in sophisticated 
military equipment the 2nd in 
fantry Diviaon intends to leave 
behind "

Democracy versus capitalism
Democracy meam rule by the people." The 

"people" want seo rity. They want pensions and 
IS  many kinds ci insurance as possible This is a 
natural desire to protect themselves against the 
hazards of life

They also want equality —  "one man is as good 
as another ”  Therefore, they seek not only 
equality before the law, but equality of rights and 
d income ITioae who achieve a measure of 
equality are not eager to achieve it for those who 
do not yet have it. But the tendency is toward 
more and more equalization of income, housing, 
education, medical care and the whole standard 
of living

This is very inderstandai6 le, yet it has within it 
the seeds of rigidity in the economic structure 
that destroy freedom and our high standard of 
living

The only way to achieve equality, is through 
gofremment management of the economy. That 
means rigidity Rigidity prevents the day - to • 
day adjustments that would keep the economic

machine in balance and avoid unemployment and 
deprenion.

Capitalism, on the other hand, requires a 
flexible economy. 'The entrepreneir capital, and 
manpower, move in to the low spots in our 
economy, increase production, and bring them up 
to standard. When overproduction occurs in one 
line, they move into another line where there is 

underproduction. They may earn a big profit 
where scarcities appear intil production can be 
brought up to level; when they begin to earn less 
and less hi that area they shift into something 
else. Capitalism depends upon this flexibility. 
Under tlw rigidity which equality and democracy

require, there may be more security, but it will be 
at a much lower level. It might be called the 
equality of poverty, which is what exists in the 
Communist countries. It certainly will not be 
anything approaching the high standards which 
have been achieved under flexibility and 
capitalism.

M arshall, president of Rockefeller Center, 
leading a corps de ballet of mourners in the 
amouncement of the Music Hall’s demise.

A1 Marshall has been Nelson Rockefeller’s 
right-hand man for 20 years. As executive 
secretary to the governor, Iw was the moat 
powerful man in Albany for tlnae long stretches 
when his boss was away, running for president 
I ^ n g  those years. Rockefeller supplemented 
his public aalai7  by 1306,000 

It was Al Marsfull , as Nelson Rockefeller's 
agent, who led New York into bigger and 
ever-more-coatly state government, indulging his 
boss's "edifice complex" with the m a^iificentl 
Albany Mall.

Marshall is a likeable and persuasive ex-public 
servant who —  now working for the Rockefellers 
in their private capacity —  has to stare at the 
bottom line. In the old days, he would simply let 
the budget grow, or raise taxes, now he must 
dose down the money loser.

You want to "save" the Music Hall? Forget the 
National Endowment; forget the State Arts 
Coundl ( we're cutting state taxes anyway, it's an 
election year); forgk any form of city tax relief 
nr other taxpayer subsidy 

Instead, let us turn to Nelson Rockefeller. Not 
as a businessman, who has a responsibility to cut 
loaaes, and not as a free-spendiiig public official, 
whose arts adviser, Nancy Hanks, gained fame 
and gratitude dispensing millions of taxpayers 
dollars to the arts.

Let us tu rn  to N elson R o cke fe lle r, 
philanthropist. If the Music's Hall's defidt is f2 
million a year, he could underwrite the losses for 
a decade for a measly f30 million, allowing for 
mflation. the contribution tax-deductible. He 
could re-name the hall Rockefeller Auditorium, 
or even call the whole area Rockefeller Center 

The Rockettea, to give the illusion of a straight 
line, place the tall dancers in the center and the 
ihort ones on the ends Illusions are fine for 
showbiz, but let us have no illusions about what is 
needed to "save" the Music Hall not public 
s u b s id y , but p riv a te  charity. Fo r this 
philanthropy, the target should not be the 
taxpayers, but the band of philanthropic brothers 
who ought to fed a sense of social obligation to 
their fellow New Yorkers

Closed shops: "Bully-boys' 
right to coerce.”

This is the way one of Great 
B r it a in 's  m ost respected 
journalists begins his analysis of 
the labor union movement's 
present state in his nation. His 
statements are all the more 
credible, since for many years 
he was a brilliant crusader for a 
liberal government under the 
Labour Party

En g la n d  today provides a 
good m iror of the future for us, 
for w a ara traveling fait down 
the same road which has led to 
that nation's present plight.

Excerpts from the London 
Sunday Telegraph tell how 
disillusioned Paul Johnson 
b e c a m e  w ith  the a b je ct 
capitulation to compulsory 
unionism by the leaders of his 
former political party:

" . . .  in the meantime the 
unions had been given the 
‘ closed sh o p ' as part of 
surrender. For me this was the 
turning point in m y loyalty to the 
(Labour) party. For whatever 
tfie~ p riva te  reservations of 
certain cabinet ministers... they 
united without public dissent to 
legilize the closed shop.

It hands over the 
individual to the mercy of the 
kangaroo court and the menace 
of tte militant shop • Door mob.

"O f course, you cannot crush 
individuals without destroying 
creativity too. Labour is now the 
anti - creative party.

"Alas, Labour has never been 
able or willing to throw ott 
Marxism bodily; it has always 
held there must be something in 
it. Such feeble resistance as it 
o n c e  o ffe re d  has been 
overwhelmed, and the crudest 
kind of Marxists now roam 
through the party at all levels.

"One of the clearest lessons of 
history is that compromise with 
violence is fatal. Once some 
degree of violence is accepted 
there is absolutely no point at 
which the line can be drawn and 
the savagery arrested. This is 
where the Labour party is 
heading.

“ I can see the voters echoing

O om w ell's  words to another 
demoralized faction: 'Ye are 
grown intolerably odious to the 
whole nation. You were disputed 
here by the people to get 
grievances redressed, and are 
yourselves become the greatest 
grievance.’ ”

Both terms mean exactly the 
same: a captive labor force with 
no choice in the matter of iiiion 
membership.

It m ight be weil for our 
political "leaders”  to take a 
good long look before they yield 
to labor boss demands and 
deliver the American working 
man, shackled and gagged, to 
the com plete domination of 
la b o r tyrants heading our 
monopolistic laiions.

They were a breed of their 
own. thoae clothcapped men 
Steinbeck described with admi­
ration in “ The Grapes of 
W rath." But moat of them are 
goAe now, and Long, who 
recently retired after more 
than 40 years on the highways 
and bysrays of Missouri, Ten ­
nessee and Arkansas, laments 
their passing.

“ Drivers today are different 
from the drivers of yesterday," 
he said. “They have their CBs, 
their s ix -o r seven-hour n i u ,  
regular paychecks, paid vaca­
tions and sick leave. But they 
don't know the excitement of 
the unexpected we enjoyed "

The unexpected might be a 
washed-out road, a slick mud 
approach to a river ferry, a 
cotton or lumber wagon plod­
ding through the dark without 
lights or cattle huiUied at night 
on the warm asphalt

“ There were no heaters in 
trucks in the ItSQs," the 65- 
yesr-old Long said. “ We kept

« r ^ e e ^ w a r m  by putting a lan­
tern Is id e r  a blanket and 
swapping the blanket arouid 
our legs. You got all dirty and 
sooty, but at least you kept 
warm .”

Thoae gray winters during 
the Depression -  Long remem­
bers them well. He remembers 
the time near Poplar Bluff, 
Mo., when he burned his spare 
tire to keep from freezing. And 
he recalls the fog banka near 
Wilson. Ark., the time he taped 
orange candy wrappers over 
his headlights to help cut 
through the base.

There weren't any motels in 
those days, no fast-food oiilets, 
no air-conditioned cabs to rest 
a road-weary body after a long 
haul. Long, and men like him, 
slept sitting up, if they slept at 
all.

A usual day m igit start in St. 
Louis, Long reminisced. Prom 
there he might drive to Mem­
phis or to Stuttgart, Ark., pick 
up 140 sacks of rice and then 
head back to St. Louis to un­
load the'eargo a teg at a time 
aTdifTcfent grocery stores. And 
when it was latioaded. it was 
usually time to start ail 
again.
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Long sometimes worked with

Ilie  major­
ity of the people were quiet. 
You could hear people call God, 
and you could tell they were 
thinking about their family. I 
stocerely remembered m y hus­
band, m y sons, my daughter,

Hog cholera 
‘eradicated’

W A S H IN G TO N  (A P ) -  Near 
ly ISO years after it first ap­
peared in Ohio and Iiidiana, 
hog cholera has been eradi­
cated from the United States 
after less than two decades of 
federal and state efforts coating 
$140 million.

Agriculture Secretary Bob 
Bergland will ofTicially an­
nounce Tuesday that the dis­
ease. which affects only swine, 
has been eliminated g

The campaiffi against hog 
cholera, described by the Agri­
culture Department as "the 
most destructive and costly 
swine disease ever to exist in 
this country," really began in 
September IW l with an author­
ization by Congress enabling 
USDA to cooperate with states 
in a nationwide campai0 i  to 
Aam p U o u t

Hog cholera, unimown in the 
world before thea was first de­
tected In 1833 in soUhern Ohio 
and along the Wabash River in 
Indiana. It soon q[>read to other 
slates and to other countries in 
all parts of the world and still 
exists in many of them

"Th e  eradication of this 'na­
tive' Ameriiyi disease took 
just about IS years -  a rela­

tively short time for disease eli- 
minatlon,”  Bergland said In a 
statement Issued in advance of 
his official annowcemenl.

"But even more important, 
the job was dene for less tiuut 
the original estimate." he said 
"A t the outart, eradicatkai was 
expected to'cost between $110 
million and $200 million In state 
and federal funds. The actual 
cost from 1M2 through 1977 was 
about $140 million."

'Hie federal and state cam- 
pai^i included the destruction 
of infected and exposed swine, 
with indemnity payments to 
owners of the animahi. All told, 
some 5,700 swine herds contain­
ing about 800,000 h o ^  were de­
stroyed from 1985 through 1978 
at a coat of $25 million.

Other efforts included the eli­
mination of hog cholera vac­
cines in 1989 which helped in 
protecting vaccinated animals 
stiil ehabhMrthose to pass « i  
the disease virus to others. 
States also cracked down on 
feeding of raw ^irbage. a com­
mon sotree of hog cholera 
when it contained pork trim m ­
in g  from infected hogs.

D E A R  L A M B  —  In  reply 
to a reader who requeued 
some advice on weight con­
trol I  would like to pass on 
two words —  be careful!

The  reader spdce of losing 
35 pounds in four months 
after having a weight prob­
lem all her life. I  too found 
myself cm ifronting the same 
situation after losing a great 
deal of weight in a short 

nod of time. A fter reach- 
ig a weight I  thought was 

adequate 1 tried to find a 
plan to m aintain m y  weight. 
I counted ca lo ries and 
weighed portions of food. I 
e xercised v ig o ro u s ly . I 
drank coffee constantly to 
avoid the hunger pangs.

I found m yself getting 
very upset, bewildered and 
confused. I continued to lose 
weight, all the while becom­
ing m ore depressed and 
frustrated about what I 
could or could not eat.

The saga lasted for nearly 
nine months. A t this point I 
weighed 80 pounds. I ’m  5- 
feet-3.1 was so cordused that 
I  tried to com m it suicide. 
L u c k ily  som eone ca re d  
enough to send for profes­
sional help. It was then that I 
learned of an illness called 
anorexia nervosa.

A  few comments fro m  you 
could help to cla rify  the 
disease and its sym ptom s 
for your readers, but I  would 
like to com m ent to everyone 
who diets strictly. If  you find 
that controlling yo u r weight 
becomes the p rim e  m otivat­
ing force in your life, if you 
fe d  lost, frightened and 
confused, please be careful. 
Get some help from  yo u r 
doctor. Anorexia nervosa is 
dangerous. It 's  a killer.

D E A R  R E A D E R  -  Th a n k  
you for sharing yo u r experi­
ence with others. And you 
a re  right, anorexia nervosa 
is dangerous.

It usually occurs in young 
girls in their teens. It  can 
occur in males as w ell, but it 
is rare . Th e  ^ 1  becomes 
obsessed with being thin as 
you have described. Such

people are sometimes de­
scribed as having a faulty 
body im age. E v e n  th o i^n  
they are  thin they still think 
of themselves as being fat.

Often a num ber of psycho­
logical problem s are pres­
ent. Com m only, the g irl is 
shy and w ithdraw n and as 
the illness progresses she 
m ay be severely depressed, 
to the point of suicide. A n ­
other characteristic is self- 
induced vom iting. When she 
does eat a big m eal because 
she c a n t  stand the hunger 
anyoM re, she m a y induce 
vom iting to get rid  of it. Th e  
weight loss m a y be ex­
trem ely rapid.

O f course professional 
help is the only answer. It  is 
difficult at first to separate 
the effects of starvation 
from  the other problem s and 
the first goal is to re-estab­
lish norm al nutrition. Th a t 
m ay require watching to be 
sure she eats and watching 
to be sure she doesn’t vom it.

The  occasional occurrence 
of such a psychiatric prob­
lem, however, is no excuse 
for the obese person to avoid 
dieting. F o r  both the fat one 
and the skinny one the 
proper approach is a w ell- 
balanced nutritional diet 
that contains the r ig h t 
amount of calories. Exces­
sive dieting is an exam ple of 
ca rryin g  a good thing to the 
extreme. I  do think, though, 
that it is worthwhile to point 
this disease out so that p a r­
ents of young g irls  in partic­
ular can be aw are of it and 
be on the lookout to see to it 
that any do-it-yourself diet­
ing program  is not carried  to 
extremes.
