C ity  manager Mack Wofford said 
sanding of streets was minimal because it 
didn't do much good with seven inches of 
mow on the road Snow that has been 
moved to the middle of city streets will be 
removed starting tonight, he said

Residential plowing will be minimal, he

said, because plowing only pushes snow 
into driveways

A spokesperson at the Texas Department 
of Highways and PubUc Safety said U S 
and state roads were "snow - packed and 
extremely dangerous" and u rg H  motorists 
not to drive About 10 highway employees 
were plowing and sanding today, she said, 
some of whom had been working for 41 
hoirs

Riverea was picked up in the 
400 block of N Starkweather 
W ednesday m orning after 
P a m p a  police officer Joe 
M o llin a ry  noted something 
suspicious in the way Riverea 
glanced at Mollinary and turned 
quickly away after they passed 
each other on the road He was 
also driving funny Mollinary 
said

The U S Border Patrol will 
pick up Riverea. an illegal alien, 
f ro m  the Pam pa P o lice  
Department today and take him 
to Amarillo after he gathers up 
his belongings

After being interrogated by 
the border patrol Riverea faces 
a X  day waiting period in an El 
Paso Eagle Pass or I,aredo 
Patrol Camp before returing to 
Mexico

These camps according to 
M o ll in a r y . who acted as 
uXerpreter d iring the interview 
with Riverea. are puiishmenl 
for those illegally crossing the 
border

While in the camp. Rjverea 
will farm work or labor for Ns 
room and board If he has the 
money . he can skip the labor 
and pay for his food and bed. 
said Mollinary

After the M - day waiting

period. Mollinary explained, a 
special bus lakes the Mexicans 
across the border and turns
them over to Mexican officials

But Riverea will probably be 
back again

He has already crossed the 
border six to eigN times, he 
said and seemingly is not 
discouraged by being caught 
and sent back to Mexico each 
time

Riverea said he Just walked 
a c ro s s  the bord er and 
hitchhicked to Pampa Soon 
after arriving in the area he 
landed a construction job in 
Borger

Riverea had been living in 
Pampa with N s girlfriend, who 
IS a lega I resident of the U S For 
the last three weeks, he 
Ntchhicked to Borger for work 
each day

He earned 1157 a week At 
home he said he earned t l a day 
for the same amount of labor

Riverea said he came here for 
the money

Yes Riverea is scared He's 
scared of the border patrol. but 
even more scared of living oti 
Ns life in the poor environment 
of Zacatecas

R iverea. six brothers, six 
sisters and his father live in a 
three room shack on a ranch 
His 78 year old father is 
memployed and his sisters pick 
up Jobs as maids. wNIe Ns 
brothers earn little by doing 
manual labor, he said

Riverea s mother left home 
SIX years ago and he doesn t 
know where she is. what she is 
doing or if she is alive

R iv e re a  said his fam ily

dooesn't care if he leaves home 
to illegally cross the Mexican 
American border 

He had planned to meet a 
sister in Pampa next week, after 
she crossed the border for the 
first time and Joined Nm  

He said that when he returns 
home, he will advise her not to 
come

Riverea planned to su y  in 
Pampa for W days and then 
move on —  next slop would have 
been Stinnett

Out of the 8157 weekly salary 
Riverea was earning, he said he 
sent 840 to his family and spent 
the rest on himself He worked a 
40 hour week

Riverea's home. Zacatecas, is 
near Durango and Juaiez The 
town IS approximately 200 years 
old and houses one general store 
in Its city limits 

The town and its people are 
poor said Riverea Mollinary 
said it lih ’t unusual for four or 
five families to live in one house 
together. Whoever is employed

at the t ime supports the others 
But most of those employed 

work for food or a place to live." 
Mollinary said

The police officer explained 
that It IS legal in Mexico for 
citizens to lake up residence on 
any piece of property they want, 
which IS calling squatting A 
family often chooses a spot near 
a river for their water supply 
and builds a small ahack to live 
in

Most if the 15.000 residents of 
Zacatecas earn Iheir keep by 
doing manual labor milking 
cows fanning. rancNng. or 
feeding the cNckens Some 
drive around in an old pickup 
truck, collecting old card board 
and wood and selling it. 
Mollinary said

Riverea has never attended 
school, but says he can print his 
name He explained that there is 
a federal school m town, but he 
isn't sure how many students 
attend '

Riverea thought he would be 
caught by polioe again after 
crossing the border, but says it 
was worth it "becauae of the 
money

There is a way Riverea could 
legally slay in the U S . but the 
cost is astronomical and the 
wait is long

Riverea could purchase a 
work card for 860 which would 
entitle him to stay m the U S for 
90 days, but the card must be 
renewed over and over a «  in

Permanent residence papers 
would coN Riverea 8700. but he 
said he wouldn't want to go 
through the trouble The work 
cards and permanant resident 
papers are availabe through the 
M e x i c a n  I m m i g r a t i o n  
authorties

M ollinary estimated that

W A S H IN G TO N  (A P ) -  Sen 
ate Majority Leader Robert C 
Byrd said today that rejection 
of the Panama Canal treaties 
w o u l d  "seriouBly impair 
American forei0 i policy 

The West Virginia Democrat 
led off the second day of a de 
bate that is expected to last 
several weeks

"Rejection of the treaties 
would seriouBly impair our ef 
fectiveneaa In dealing with oth­
er nations and in mdertaking 
im'portani forei^i policy in­
itiatives.' he said "There can 
be no doubt that failure to ap­
prove the treaties would have 
serious repercussions for our 
overall forei^i policy "

Noting that a number of 
amendments have been offered. 
Byrd urged his colleagues to 
view with great care those that 
are "superficially attractive 
but which he said could under­
mine the pending agreements 

Meanwhile today, PresIdeN 
Carter met sr|>aralely with two

senators in an attempt to get 
their votes for the treaties 
A f t e r w a r d .  Sena Edward 
Zorinsky. D -N e b . and John 
Melcher. D-Mont . both told re­
porters they still are not sure 
how they will vote

Zorinsky said he was sympa 
thetic to the president's view 
but would not vote for the 
treaties unless his constituents 
wanted N m  to

Melcher said he would back 
the treaties "if  they are In good 
shapr with amendments to In- 
s u i^ h e  defense of the canal 

-and to assure that it would be 
efficiently operated after the 
Panamanians take it over in 
the year 2000

Byrd and other supporters of 
the treaties are concerned that 
opponenU m igN  succeed in 
amending the agreements and 
forcing a reopening of the negn- 
tiatioiu by attaching provisions 
unacceptable to the Pan­
amanian government

Byrd said the canal debate

"goes beyond the specific issue 
of the Panama Canal to the 
broader question of the effec­
tiveness of United States for- 
e iÿi policy and this nation's 
image in the world

He noted that several amend­
ments to the treaties have been 
offered

During the first day of debate 
Wednesday, Sen James Allen. 
D-Ala., said that while he and 
other opponents have no plans 
to seek unnecessary delays, 
there are "doaena of aubaUn- 
tive amendments" the oppo­
nents will present

The debate began with a flur­
ry of parliantentary maneuver­
ing and a torrent of rhetoric —  
but with only a handful of 
members on the floor for much 
of the opening round of debate

That IRS has to be the moat

There s always a bit of an 
laidertone in The news reieaaes 
-  a hint of a threat The 
following, for example 

“Taxpayers must report all 
winnings from gambling as 
income on their tax retirns. the 
Internal Revenue said "  

IVhosaid^

Has a note of finality to it. 
doesn't it^ 'This talking IRS 
doesn’t even have to say “ or 
else " on the end of that 
sentence When it says “ must,” 
by gosh, all other avenues are 
autoniaiicaiiy duui -ilim ahut.

Odd. ia i't it Unde Sam tells 
you he's entitled to a piece of 
your winnings evoi though he's 
not sitting in on the game, or 
providing the place to play, or 
f u r n i s h i n g  a n y  of the 
sandwiches and beer And if you 
don’t cut him in, you're the one 
who's cheating.

Looks like a rigged deck to 
me, any way it’s cut, but if the 
IRS said it. we aren't supposed

to question, we are merely 
obligied to comply

So. as I see it, the thing to do 
for a ll us poker players 
(whether the stakes be large or 
small) is write the IRS for a 
batch of the proper forms which 
will enable us to keep detailed 
records

Looks to me like every time a 
hand is won. the pot should be 
duly reported on a form for the 
purpose Th e a  each time a hand 
is lost, it also must be recorded 
because, the IRS said “ If a 
taxpayer loses money while 
gambling, the taxpayer must 
deduct his or her gambling 
losses on Schedule A of Form 
KMO to the extent of winnings 
For example, a taxpayer who 
loaes 1200 and wins $150 during 
the tax year may deduct $150 on 
his or her itemized deduction 
schedule in addition to reporting 
$150 as incom e"

The IRS goes on to say. "A  
taxpayer must have records to 
sub^ntiategam bling losses.”

That ought to slow the action 
up considerably, delaying after 
each hand so the winner can 
write out receipts for all the 
losers

A release the other 
day informed that “Taxpayers 
can desiniate a dollar of Uwir 
taxes to the IBBO Preaidential 
Election Campai0 i Fund by 
simply checking the ‘yes' box on 
their income tax Form IIMO or 
1040A, the Internal Revenue 
Service said."

When the government is 
holding you up. taking money 
away from you by force, cikting 
itself in on your p m e s  like some 
k i n d  o f  u n d e r w o r l d  
organization, it disguises itself 
iitder a cloak of words and 
tables, phrases and Figures and 
forms.

R e g i o n a l  p l a n n i n g  
commissions are the work 
horses of regionalism There is 
one in your area. They consist of 
a c a d re  of professional 
bureauctrats who advise and 
d o m in a te  a co m m issio n  
consisting of local elected 
officials and selected private 
citizens

Allegedly, the power lies with 
the local officials and the 
dtizens but a single visit to your 
regional planning commission 
will prove this false The power 
lies w ith  the professional 
planners who are able to obtain 
m o n e y from  the federal 
granting agencies, and who use 
the technical language of 
planning, programming and 
management to mysitfy local 
officials

Th e  planners deliver the 
W a s h in g to n  b u re a u c ra ts ’ 
demands to your local officials 
who dutifully follow instructions 
b e lie v in g  that they must 
cooperate, or they will lose 
federal funding

Another duty of the hired 
p la n n e r s  on a p la n n in g 
commission is to “study" the 
land use in your city ur cuunty 
a n d  c o m e  up  w i t h  a 
“ comprehensive ” land use plan 
(Com prehensive means all 
encompassing). Your county 
commissioners or city office has 
a copy of the plan where you 
live Ask to see it. Copies for 
every county are also filed in the 
library of the Dept of Economic 
and Community Development 
(funded largely by federal 
money).

T h e  d r a w in g  up of a 
comprehensive plan was a 
requirement that your county 
had to meet in order to receive 
federal funds Iherefoie. the 
plan has to meet with the

a p p ro v a l of the funding 
agencies, principally. Housing 
and U r b a n  D evelopm ent 
( H U D ) .  Because of this 
requirement, your county plan 
becomes part of the federal land 
use plan.

Using the lever of federal 
funds, the regional planning 
commission works to institute a 
form of socialism in which all 
im portant aspects of your 
economy and society will be 
planned, programm ed and 
managed by bureaucrats.

Carter suggested 
that, while he and other elected 
officials were incapable of 
solving every problem in the 
coiiitry, they “can sometimes 
in q iire "

H i s t o r i c a l l y ,  that has 
generally been true, but there is 
a growing concern in this city, 
both inside and outside the 
W h i t e  House, about the 
relationship between Carter's 
low - keyed rhetorical style and 
the sort of inspiration to which 
he referred.

Undoubtedly, many of the 
President's listeners find his. 
d e l i b e r a t e l y  understated 
a p p r o a c h  a r e f r e s h i n g  
d e p ^ u re  from the traditional 
bombast and hyperbole of 
Am erican politics. But the 
question nevertheless remains, 
and is b e in g  asked with 
increasing frequency here these 
days, as to whether his personal 
brand of oratory helps or 
hinders his presi^ncy in its 
quest for Congressional and 
public support

" It  isn't what he says that's 
the problem," a longtime aide 
said last week “The problem is 
in the way he says it ."

O th e rs  a gre e, including 
f o r m e r  S e n.  E u g e n e  J  
M cCarthy of Minnesota, an 
u n su cce ssfu l p re s id e n tia l 
candidate. “ He's an oratorical 
m o rtic ia n ,"  M cCarthy said 
recently, referring to Carter. 
“ He inters his words and ideas 
beneath piles of syntactical 
m uah"

I.F . Stone, the independent 
journalist, took a similar view in 
the New York Times Sunday 
M a g a z i n e  r e c e n t l y .  
“ There's no music in him,”  he 
wrote. “ He just can't lift off. He 
can fool people for a while, but 
he really doiesn't know how to 
inspire."

Even Jody Powell, Carter's 
press secretary, said last month 
that the President's use of his 
"b u lly  p ulp it”  —  Theodore 
Rooaevelt's term for the White 
House —  may be his biggest 
failure

“ We haven't clearly enough 
articulated that overarching, 
unifying theme or presentation 
of what we're about or the way 
we are approaching th k ip ,"  
Powell conceded.

The President, who once took 
eloctâion lessons from a radio 
announcer in Georgia, is aware 
of the criticism, but it is not a 
subject easily raised with him

“ I've  been told never to bring it 
up." one aide said.

Others reason that Carter 
believes his style is quite 
adequate and is. at least, better 
than the familiar approaches to 
oratory, of VKItiiJl ’ he” flhtily 
disapproves

His roots are in a part of the 
c o u n t r y  w h e r e  p o lit ic a l 
speeches have always been an 
exercise in hyperbolic passion, 
often paranoically racist, and 
Carter determined early in his 
career to avoid such tedniques.

Similarly, a* a boy. he sat 
through many sermons desiped 
to frighten the sinner into 
salvation, and he grew to resent 
such approaches.

So it was no wonder that, as a 
candidate. Carter would be out 
of the oratorical mainstream; 
he would be restrained, reticent, 
hesitant.  W hile it worked 
wonders for him in his pirsuit of 
the D em ocratic preaidential 
nom onation, it seemed an 
impediment in the election 
cam paign, when the crowds 
grew larger.

Now he is president, and the 
same judgment is being made.

Carter's defenders say it is 
simply a matter of style, while 
his detractors insist it is simply 
a lack of it; but in both circks 
there is a consensus that Carter 
has not served himself or his 
administration well with his 
spoken words.

On his last foreip trip, for 
instance, he was oversha^wed 
by the eloquence of President 
Valery Giscard d'Estaing of 
France at ceremonies near 
Omaha Beach in Normandy —  
so much so, in fact, that Powell 
a n g r ily  sought out James 
Faltows, the chief White House 
speechwriter, and upbraided 
him for not preparing a written 
text for the occasion

" B u t  I d i d , "  F a llo w s 
protested “ The boss had it in his 
briefing book.”

Th e  incident reflected the 
President's supreme confidence 
in his own ability to rise 
e x te m p o ra n e o u sly  to any 
occasion.

" T h e  P r e s i d e n t , "  one 
longtime aide said recently, 
“ believes it is much more 
effective to appear to be 
unprepared than to seem to be 
well prepared."

But that approach can also 
lead to mis • pronounced words, 
scrambled syntax, grammatical 
lapses, oratorical hyperbole and 
non sequiturs.

S p e a k in g  w ith  touching 
sincerity at fiiieral services for 
Sen. H ubert H . Humphrey, 
Carter marred the moment by 
d e s crib in g  a m em orial to

Mohandas K. Gandhi oitside 
New Delhi as the place where 
th e  I n d i a n  l e a d e r  w a s  
“ creaUfH,”  meaning, of course, 
“ cremated."

Then he recalled that when he 
noticed a Gandhi (piotation 
carved into the wall of the 
memorial, he thought of the late 
senator and “ jotted it down." 
Those who were with him that 
day recall that he took no notes 
at all.

He has frequent trouble with 
certain words. “Technological," 
for instance, ha* often become 
" t e c h n ic o lo g ic a l"  in his 
speeches. L o n g, co m plex 
s e n t e n c e s  s p o k e n  
e x t e m p o r a n e o u s l y  h a v e  
p ro d u ce d  such su b je ct 
predicate disagreements as 
“ G eorgia and Atlanta ... is 
really making great progress”  
and "recen t attitudes ... is 
conducive to peace."

In India, American employees 
at the United States Embassy 
were surprised by this non 
sequitur from the Presideid; 
"W e are homesick for Amy. She 
happens to be in Colorado now, 
skiing for the First time. We 
don't have any snow in Georgia 
and this is her flrst experience; 
but our own country is so great 
and strong and, I- hope, in its 
a ttitu d e s , is enlightened,* 
p r o g r e s s i v e  a n d  a l s o  
beneficial."

Still, Carter is capable of 
effective oratory, as hie proved 
with an eloquent speech before 
the Indian parliament, and a 
moving recollection of his farm - 
boy days before a Demotratic 
fund - raising banquet in 
Atlanta.

M o r e o v e r ,  t h e r e  a r e  
indications that, despite his 
aversion to criticism for his 
personal style, he is attempting 
to alter it to some degree. In 
preparing for his State of the 
Union Message, he instructed 
his writers to give him a text 
with more applause lines than is 
generally the cose.

Still, inside and outside the 
White House, there remain 
serious questions about Carter's 
use of words to promote his 
p r o g r a m s  a n d  p o l i c i e s .  
M e m b e r s  of the In d ia n  
parliament and well • heeled 
Democrats are not a part of the 
audience he must persuade.

“ I believe he just doesn’t think 
it matters.”  said one asaistaiH. 
“ He isn't very good at oratory 
and that bothers him because 
he's very much a perfectionist 
—  and so, maybe as a self - 
p ro te ctive  device, he just 
concludes that the ‘bully pulptt' 
is irrevalant."

Report attacks Israel for
interrogation methods

State will 
not re-try

W A S H IN G TO N  ( AP)  -  The 
State. Department is criticizing 
human rigM s policies of some 
of the United States' stainchest 
allies, including Israel, which is 
said to use "extreme physical 
and psychological pressure" in 
interrogating prisoners in its 
occupied lands 

In a report released today, 
the department said the Is­
raelis run a model democracy 
in their own territory, but not 
in occupied Arab iMds 

"There are documented re­

ports of the use of extreme 
physical and psychological 
preuures during interrogstion. 
and instances of brutality by in­
dividual interrogators cannot 
be ruled out." the report said 

It also cited instances where 
Israeli troops used excessive 
force against Arab demonstra­
tors and destroyed the homes 
of Arabs suspected of com­
plicity with terrorists 

The criticism of Israel was 
mild, however, in comparison 
to evaluations of authoritarian

DAM ASCUS. Syria ( A P)  -  
Syrians took part in a one-can­
didate referendum to re-elect 
President Hafez Aamd to a sec­
ond seven-year term starting 
March 12.

More than 4*>s million voters 
were eligible to cast ballots in 
Wetkieaday's election.

Assad. 47. is the first Syrian 
president to serve a full term 
since the nation became inde­
pendent in 1946.

D E A R  D R . L A M B  -  Tw o  

years ago I found out that I 
was a diabetic. I  am  almost 
81. I went to the hospital for 
tests and had a test made 
this week. M y cholesterol is 
normal. M y blood sugar of 
late has been 124 to 141 and 
the last 138.

Now m y doctor tells me at 
m y age he would prefer it to 
be around 150. A t that count 
he says that I a m  not so apt 
to have a heart attack. Th is  
doctor has a ve ry  large 
practice.

Another doctor insists the 
sugar count should be held 
at 125. W ill you please give 

I me your advice? I  seldom 
I eat anything with sugar in it.

D E A R  R E A D E R  -  M y 
advice is to eat a healthy 
n o rm a l d ie t, e lim in a te  
obesity or avoid it if you are 
already thin and stay light 
on your use of sugar and 
sweets. If  your condition 
permits, take daily walks 
and enjoy yourself.

Y o u r won’t get an agree­
ment on what your blood 
sugar really should be for 
your age. Th a t in itself 
means at the levels yoa h are  
it is not ve ry  important.

D rs. Jurgen Steinke and 
George T h o m  of H a rv a rd  
write in the latest edition of 
Harrison’s Principles of In ­
ternal Medicine for m edical 
students and doctors that the 
two hour level in people over 
80 m ay be nonnal about 160. 
The point they m ake is that 
the glucose levels are  higher 
each decade after age 50.

Despite this authorative 
source I  m ust say that we 
often learn that because a 
finding is com m on in the 
population does not m ean it 
is desirable. T o  illustrât, a 
modest anmunt of obesity is 
widespread in our society, 
but it is certainly not condu­
cive to good health. So, I  a m  
not certain that the higher 
levels suggested as n o n n a l 
in older people are  really 
com patible w ith optim al 
health. Th e y  m a y Just be 

common in tnoae age groups

but so is heart and vascular 
disease and a lot of m edical 
problems you would like to 
avoid.

Tha t leaves m e where I 
started in observing that 
your levels are certainly not 
alarm ing —  either too high 
or too low, and I  think you 
should not be overly  con­
cerned about them.

If you are 
receiving benefits and are 85 or 
over, you will be allowed toewn 
a slightly higher amoiatt before 
your SodsI Security benefits are 
r e du ce d because of your 
earnings. For 77, the ceiling on 
your annual e w n in p  w a  93.000. 
It's up to 94,01X1 in 1978, plus an 
extra 9500 in  each of the 
succeeding yew s toa maximum 
of 96,000ayew in 1982.

But there's bad news for you if 
you're retired —  moetly self - 
employed —  and you have 
collected tax - free S ocial. 
S e c u rity  income under an 
alternative monthly eain iivs 
ceiling. After 1977, you can use 
t h i s  m o n t h l y  al t er na t i ve  
ewnings cd llng only In the first 
y a r  you receive Social Security 
benefits.

All of these changa in the law 
—  m a t  of them bttter tax news 
to all of us who work for pay —  
were forced by the imperative 
n a d  to r a t o r e  the Social 
Security System to a sound 
financial condition again and 
protect your future benefits. 
Many changa could have been 
replaced by more acceptable 
solutions land eventually. I'm 
convinced they will be).

Betty (not her re a l na m e ) • 
would just as soon eat peas 
and carrots and cake —  ooh, 
she lo v a  cake —  as a n y­
thing else. And she loves to 
waltz at the conununity cen­
ter and do the dishes for 
Mrs. Fuccello at night.

But mostly she likes to«* 
stay in her bedroom with the 
door shut, although if you 
knock she'll let you in. And 
while you sit on her bed with 
its blue and green com forter 
neatly tucked in, she'll sit 
quietly in her chair, a round 
muffin of a woman, 61, tooth­
less, with bright blue eyes, 
blunt dark h a ir and a laugh 
that says a ll’s right with the 
world.

You only get there by 
ferty and it ’s as far aw ay 
from a state m ental in ^ itu - 
tion as you can get.

If, like Betty, you’re lucky 
enough to be r^ e rr e d  by a 
hospital to N ew  Y o rk  C ity ’s 
Foster Hom es for Adtdts 
program , sponsored by the 
city's Departm ent of H um an 
Resources and im itated by 
at least nine states, includ­
ing Connecticut, Illinois,

F lorida  and Oregon.
Then you become a “ r o i -

dent”  —  someone over 18 
who's been hospitalized, no 
longer r e q u ira  it but can 't 
live alone —  and you get to 
live in a private home ui the 
com m unity.

The  aged, the m entally ill 
and retarded, these are the 
1,1(X) residents who live  in 
the c ity 's  1,000 p riva te  
homes. T h e  people they live 
with aré “ proprietors.”

Sheldon N e w m a rk , the 
case w orker who attends to 
Staten Island's 90 proprie­
tors like M rs. Fuccello  says, 
“ Most of them are pretty 
good because w e're there all 
the tim e .”

And because not just a n y­
one with their own home or 
spare room  can become a 
proprietor, entitled to the 
9280 a month doled out for 
the care of a single resident.

You m ust be unemployed 
because residents require 
care, and have an independ­
ent income. And you must 
care. .

"W e look for somebody 
really interested in helping, 
not just m aking a buck,”  he 
says. “ I  was in an apart­
ment in Queens the other
