Texas farmers plov̂ ed into the 
governments Prophets of 
Doom during the concluding 
session of hearings this week 
before the House .Agriculture 
Committee

Jeronte F'riemel of Hereford 
said Thursday that Congress 
spent m u ch energy and re­
search in the creation of the 
1977 Farm Bill but the legis­
lation has been rejected by 
America s farmers

It could be time to question 
the sources of information on 
the farm problem and its pos­

sible solutions the West Texas 
gram farmer added M any of 
your high-rankmg advisers and 
economists seem to offer no so­
lutions - they are only Prophets 
of Gloom -who believe that 
there is absolutely no solution 
to the problems oi the family 
farmer

It may well be time to seek 
solutions from other sources 
new minds that have a positive 
attitude toward the problem 
and really believe that there is 
a solution

The cure-all according to 
farmers, bankers, implement 
dealers and other agribusiness- 
men. is 100 percent parity, the

prime demand of the American 
Agriculture Nkivement which 
sparked the committi^e hear 
mgs following more than a 
month of rallies and lobbying 
on Capitol Hill 

The hearings will resume 
Tuesday

WASHLNGTON (APi -  .New 
warnings of worsening inflation 
were signaled today by a gov­
ernment index that measures 
prices received by wholesalers

The Labor Department's In­
dex of finished goods prices, 
the last stage before consumers 
buy products, rase 0 6 percent 
in January

The increase was about the 
same as monthly increases last 
fall, as food priced continued a 
steady climb

However prices rose more 
sharply in earlier stages of pra 
duction. indicating further price 
increases may be on the way 

A more rapid pace of in­
flation was particularly pra 
nounced at the intermediate 
stage of production, partly be­
cause the unusually nigh level 
of residential construction ac­
tivity resulted in higher prices 
for most construction-related 
products. " the department said

The price indiex for crude 
goods, such as mining and 
farm products, rose 2 percent 
in January, the fourth straight 
monthly increase Prices at the 
intermediate stage, where com­
modities require further proc­
essing. rose 0 9  percent, the 
largest increase since last 
April

Grocers paid 11 percent 
more in January for consumer 
foods, one of the largest in­
creases in eight months It was 
surpassed by a 1.2 percent in­
crease in .'^mber and a 14

percent rise last May 
Prices for all wholesale com­

modities rose 0 9 percent, the 
biggest increase since a 1 per­
cent rise last .Apnl 

The department had depend­
ed on the all-«)mmodities 
wholesale price index until De- ' 
cember but is phasing it out on 
grounds it exaggerates the im­
pact of inflation by counting 
many price increases more 
than once

Instead, the department is 
emphasizing the finished goods 
index, which measures prices 
of such goods as automobiles 
and food just before they are 
sold to the consumer 

The price index for consumer 
finished goods rose 0 7 percent 
in January, somewhat faster 
than the 0 4 percent rise in De- 
cernber

FYices for fresh fruits and 
vegetables turned up after de­
clining in December Prices 
rose faster in January for beef, 
veal and processed poultry, but 
turned down for eggs. fish, 
pork and bakery products 

Prices for such goods as 
cars, jewelry, household appli 
ances and furniture rose a t^tal 
of 0 7 percent, more than the 
0 4 percent rise in l>ecembcr 

Gasoline prices rose slightly 
less than in December, but to­
bacco products were up from 
the previous month 

For all of 1977. wholesale 
prices of finished goods were 
up 6 6 percent, close to the 6 8

percent increase in consumer 
prices for the year 

The Carter administration is 
hoping the inflation rate for 
1978 will not exceed 6 8 percent 

T h e  administration also 
wants to stimulate economic 
activity with a lax cut. but sev­
eral members of Congress said 
at a hearing Thursday that

much of its impact will be can­
celled by higho" Social Secunty 
taxes

Treasiffv Secretary W Mi­
chael Blumenthal te^ified that 
Congress and the adnunis- 
traiion may have to re-evaluate 
the Sbcial Secunty increases in 
coming years

Canada accuses IS in massive spy ring
OTTAWA (AP) — Canada 

threatened the expulsion of 
more Soviet diplomats if .Mos­
cow kicks out Canadian person­
nel in retaliation for the ban 
ning of 13 alleged Soviet spies 

Announcing the crackdown on 
one of the largest spy rings re­
ported in Canadian history. Ex­
ternal Affairs Minister Don 
Jamieson told the House of 
Commons Thursday the govern­
ment would retaliate on a "one- 
for-one basis ' if Canadian per­

sonnel were expelled from the 
Soviet Union

Jamieson said four of the 13 
Soviet officials were ordered to 
leave the country by next Mon­
day. seven were given until 
Feb 23 to get out and two who 
are out of the country will not 
be allowed to return

The Russians, who were ac­
cused of trying to get informa­
tion on the security service of 
the Mounted Police from a 
high-ranking Mountie official.

included the first secretary of 
the Soviet Embassy in Ottawa. 
Igor Vartanian, and two second 
secretaries

Canada 's embassy in Moscow 
has more than 40 staff mem­
bers. while the Soviet Embassy 
in Ottawa has had 64

Jamieson said the affair was 
a serious setback to Canadian- 
Soviet relations He told The 
House he refused an invitation 
to visit the Soviet Union be­
cause of it

A Soviet Embassy press offi­
cer refused to say what action 
his government might take

"Call us back next week. ' he 
said "We will make up our 
minds with the help of Mos­
cow "

Jamieson told Parliament 
two Soviet officials approached 
the officer of the Royal Cana­
dian Mounted Police. Canada s 
equivalent of the FBI. early 
last year and offered "an un­

limited sum of money to spy 
for them "

He said the Canadian, whom 
he did not identify, knew one of 
the agents from a previous as­
signment and immediately re­
ported the overture to his supe­
riors

The RCMP authorized him to 
try to trick the Russians. 
Jamieson conbnued.-.and the of­
ficer met with Vartanian seven 
times to hand over doctored in­
formation In return, he was

paid $30.500 in several in­
stallments and was offered an 

unlimited amount of money 
the minister said 

Jamieson said the 12 other 
Soviets in the case were in­
volved in "different support 
f u n c t i o n s ,  including trans­
portation. counter-surveillance 
and regular weekly observation 
activities

This case proved to be a 
classic exam^e of an in­
telligence operation. " he contin 
ued. involving complex signal
mg systems, coded passwords, 
secret concealment devices, all
for the purpose of arranging 
clandestine meetings between 
the RCMP member and the So­
viet agent

Derek Burney, chief press 
aide at the D ef^m ent of Ex­

ternal Affairs, indicated one of

the reasons the government 
blew the whistle on the Rus­
sians was that they were about 
to find out the Mountie was
tricking them and his life was 
in danger

Aiigry millers protest bargain
WASHINGTON (APi -  Hun­

dreds of angry miners opposed 
to a tentative contract demon­
strated at United Mine Workers 
headquarters today, forcing a 
postponement of a meeting of 
the union's bargaining council 

UMW President Arnold Miller 
announced the postponement 
and charged the pmtesters with 

intimidation and threats nf 
violence " Miller said he was 
po.stponing the meeting until "it 
can be held under orderly and 
constitutional procedures 

The bargaining council had 
gathered to decide whether to 
submit the agreement to a 
rank-and-file vote 

"Vote it down.'" some protest 
ers shouted as bargaining coun 
cil members arrived Some car 
ried petitions seeking Miller's 
ouster Others denounced new 
health care plans in the pra 
posed agreement 

Miller, in a formal statement, 
denounced the protest saying 
"Our members have a right to 

vote on the agreement, free 
from intimidation and threats 
of violence

He continued "There cannot 
be any further collective bar­
gaining until this irresfionsible 
action ceases"

The agreement's most con­
troversial provisions include 
penalties for chronically absent 
miners and those who partici­
pate in wildcat strikes It would 
also raise the average $780 
wage by $2 35 over three years 
and restore health and pension 
benefits

Union officials said about 500 
demonstrators had arrived 
from Ohio. Kentucky. Penasyl- 
vania and West Virginia

About an hour after the dem 
onstration started, the miners 
left the headquarters at the re­
quest of bargaining council 
members and milled around 
outside as the council prepared 
to meet

Before the miners arrived in 
buses and cars, angry leaders 
in the Appalachian coalfields 
had pressured bargaining coun­
cil members to reject the con 
tract

The union has been on strike 
for 67 days

William Cunningham, presi 
dent of UMW I ^ a l  2214 in 
Fairmont. W Va denounced 
Miller as having "no guts " and 
said the union president "can't 
have any brains to put out a 
contract like that "

Among those passing out re­
call petitions were Hays Hoi 
stein, former president of Mil­
ler's home Local 1757 in Cabin 
Creek. W Va

Twenty-two presidents of Il­
linois UMW locals also have 
asked Miller to resign The la  
cals represent about 10.000 of 
the state's 14.500 union miners 

Before today's meeting, votes 
urging rejection of the pact 
were passed by local presidents 
in District 6. which covers Ohio 
and northern West Virginia, 
and by the executive board of 
District 29 in southern West 
Virginia

If the agreement is approved 
it goes to the membershipTor 
ratification If it is rejected. 
UMW President Arnold Miller 
must return to the bargaining 
table with the Bituminous Coal 
Operators A.s.sociation

Union sources in Washington 
.said that if the bargaining 
council had voted Thursday, 
the tentative pact would have 
been defeated 24-15

The agreement's most con­
troversial provisions include 
penalties for chronically absent 
miners and those who partici 
pate in wildcat strikes It would 
also raise the average $7 80 
wage by $2 35 over three years 
and restore health and pension 
benefits

If the bargaining council 
turns down the proposal, it will 
mean trouble for East Coast 
utilities which rely heavily on 
UMW coal from Appalachia 
Various types of emergency 
energy measures have been 
taken in Ohio. Indiana and 
West Virginia

The Department of Energy 
estimates that nationally, utili 
lies have a 68-day reserve of 
coal But some power plants 
have less than half that

Should the contract be rati 
fied, "I  think it'll be the end of 
the union ■ said Cecil Roberts 
vice president of Charleston, 
W Va . based District 17, the

lar^ st in the union
"This is a company-written 

contract,' said Douglas Arring 
ton, secretary of UMW District 
28. which governs miners in 
Virginia

The executive board in Dis­
trict 29. the second largest in 
the union, sent a letter to Mil­
ler Thursday which expressed 
many of the objections being 
voiced in the coalfields

"The proposed penalty clause 
dealing with wildcat strikes is 
too restrictive, too punitive and 
would only serve to divide the 
membership. " the letter said 
■ Second, the language con 
cerning absenteeism is vague 
and should be clarified 
Thirdly, the proposed increases 
in wages and pensions is not 
enough"

Some local presidents in Dis 
trict 17 sent telegrams to the 
bargaining council urging re­
jection of the pact

One of the most critical areas 
cf disagreement was over pra 
visions to curb wildcat strikes 
Miller says an end to the wild­
cats is vital to the survival of 
the union

Dog dies saving family
FLORENCE, Texas (AP) -  

A gallant pet collie gave its life 
in searing flames and smoth 
ering smoke to save a sleeping 
Central Texas family from the 
blaze gutting their home, offi 
cials say

Mary Fenoglio told fire offi 
cials that she and her two teen­
age children were asleep about 
12 30 a m Thursday when the 
dog began barking to warn her 
of the fire on the stairs of the 
twastory home

The dog was penned up in a 
washroom behind a small 
wooden gate, " said Florence 
Volunteer Fire Chief Jerry 
Smith "It jumped the gate and

ran into the den where Mrs 
F'cnoglio was sleeping and 
started barking '

Mrs Fenoglio told officials 
the flames were too intense on 
the stairs and blocked her from 
going upstairs where Beth. 16, 
and John. 13. were sleeping

But she said the dog leaped 
up the stairs through the 
flames and smoke to alert the 
youths, who leaped to safety 
from the windows of their bed­
rooms

The collie, however, was 
trapped and died in the blaze, 
said officials The name of the 
dog was not immediately avail- 
ale

Mrs Fenoglio. whose hus 
band. John, was in Houston on 
a business trip, suffered minor 
burns and her children were 
treated and released for minor 
smoke inhalation

The $75.000 rock and wood 
home about nine miles from 
this small town was totally de­
stroyed

Smith said the fashionable, 
new home was totally engulfed 
In flames when the Florence 
Volunteer Fire Department ar­
rived

Authorities theorized the fire 
began in the central heating . 
system '  '

PITTSBURGH (APi -  A 
crowded commuter bus collided 
with a trolley south of down 
town Pittsburgh during 
morning rush hour today, kill 
ing three persons and injuring 
at least 22 others, authorities 
said

Mi_Ke Kelly, a spokesman for 
Port Authority which operates 
all public transit in Allegheny 
County, estimated the number 
of passengers aboard the bus at 
"easily more than 50 ''

Only the driver was in the 
trolley when the accident oc­
curred at a junction in the 
South Hills area where trolleys 
park and where they turn 
around on a loop of track 

Witnesses gave conflicting 
versions of the- collision, in 
which the driver's side of the 
bus was ripped open Author

ities had no immediate ex­
planation of what caused the 
accident

Patti Goedert. 19, who was 
riding the bus en route to a 
computer class and was sitting 
opposite the driver, .said. "We 
weren't going fast about 25 
miles an hour The driver, it 
looked like to me. took the bend 
too wide Then we lust 
smacked into the trolley "

But Mike Robbins. 20. of 
Brookline, who was on the bus 
and injured a leg. said the 
trolley jumped the hitch (the 
track) and hit the bus head-on

"Blood was everywhere 
There was no screaming Most 
everyone kept their cool It was 
just a lot of moaning and 
groaning. " said Robbins, inter­
viewed in a wheel chair at Mer­
cy Hospital, where 17 other in­

jured persons were also 
treated

Two unidentified women were 
dead on arrival at Allegheny 
General Hospital on the city's 
North Side A man died th m  
of an apparent heart attack 
after he was brought in for 
treatment, a hospital spokes­
woman said

Three other persons were 
being treated and the hospiul 
said one more victim was en 
route.

Kelly said the trolley was in 
a "turnaround position It may 
have been parting after its
ru n "

The bus careened off the trol­
ley into a utility pole. condrM 
to rest after ramming a parked 
car No pedestrians were in­
jured

But no Mr Sherwood said,

I'll write Jto him Maybe you 
could ^  a job there when 
you're ready "

I was impressed. I said, “Gosh 
yes." and thanked him a lot.

Mi ell. as things came to pass, it 
didn't work out. Mr Sherwood 
wrote to his barber friend and 
received a promising response. 
But I got a good job in a shop 
adjacent to the campus at Meat 
Texas State University and ao

WASHINGTON. DC. -  If 

Presidert Carta- wants to keep 
his pledge to protect truth - 
tellbig whistle bkmers agabtat 
r e t a l i a t i o n  by c o r ru p t 
bureaucrata, he ahould follow 
the lead of Aartatant Secretary 
of Agriculture Carol Tu cka 
Foreman.

Foreman haa leaned heavily 
upon the advice of John Coplin, a 
crusading veteran meat grader 
who is Main Station Supervisor 
in the Chicago area, in a series 
of moves designed to eliminate 
fraud in the federal meat 
grading system.

When Foreman waa named an 
a s s i s t a n t  s e c r e t a r y  of 
agriculture a year ago, Coplin 
was under fire by his bosses 
after having helped the Senate 
G o v e r n m e n t O p e ra tio n s  
S u b c o m m i t t e e  in  an  
investigation of a multi - million 
- dollar scandal bi the purchase 
of m eat fo r the military 
services.

C o p lin  d is p le a s e d  his 
superiors by telling chairman 
Lawton Chiles, Dem., Fla., of 
evidence of corruption and 
m is m a n a g e m e n t in th e  
Agriculture Department's meat 
grading aervice.

While Coplin waa cooperating 
with Chairman Chiles and the 
committee staff, embarrassed 
superiors in tiw Agricultire 
Dejpartment fabricated charges 
agsbirt Coplin and several of his 
subordinates on a small mileage

daim d ilu te  which had been 
settled months earlier.

Efforts by Chairman Chiles 
and Ms staff to ensure justice for 
Coplin wcK largely i^wred by 
the Agriculture Department 
bureaucracy until Foreman took 
o f f ic e  and launched an 
Investigition of the matter.

First, Foreman directed that 
Coplin be cleared of all the 
charges filed against him. Then 
s h e  a p p r o v e d  C o p lin 's  
cooperation with producers of 
the CBS television show "80” 
Minutes” bi an expose in the San 
Diego and Los Angeles areas.

Coplin accom panied the 
te lev isio n  crew into meat 
packing plants and stores and 
gave expert testimony that 
large amounts of meat were 
being improperly graded and 
that consum ers paying for 
“choice” were receiving meat 
that ahould have been graded 
"good."

The foray into California 
r e s u l t e d  in th e  fo rc e d  
resignation of several federal 
ofFicbils and stimuMted other 
investigations in Califonua and 
Ariaona.

S e v e n te e n  A g r icu ltu re  
D ep artm ent officials were 
convicted as a result of the 
investigations in California and 
Ariaona. Aiao indicted were 17 
meat packing Firms and 36 
individuals.

in addition, the follow - up on 
C o p lin 's  leads has led to 
administrative actions against

meat packers In South Dakota. 
Iowa, Kansas and Texas on 
charges of having illegsliy 
removed grade stamps from 
meat.

A federal grand jury is 
reported td be ready to indict 
one major midwest Firm for 
systematic miagrading of pork 
products being sold to the 
military services.
’ A number of those high 
A g r ic u ltu r e  D ep artm en t 
o f f i c i a l s  resp o n sib le  for 
fa b r ic a t in g  and pressing  
charges against Coplin have 
been notified that they will not 
b e  r e t a i n e d  u n d e r  a 
reorganixation of the Marketing 
and Consumer Sa-vices diviaian.

Foreman, an active consumer 
advocate, has taken steps to 
make the grading aervice more 
informative to consumers by 
overcoming the confusion that 
exists on meat quality.

Under her plan, meat below 
the three top grades — Prime. 
Choice and Good — would be 
labeled Ungraded to assure that 
lower grades of Standard,

Commercial Utility, Crtter and 
Gamer not be sold to the public 
M one of the top three grades.

Now Foreman has a plan 
under conaideration to use 
Coplin a s  a high - level 
investigator to spot check on the 
e ffe c tiv e n e ss  of the meat 
grading in all parts of the

country in an effort to do away 
with the inconsistencies that 
have existed bi the various 
regions.

Coplin had 
compUined to his superiors in 
the Washington office of the 
Agriculture Department that 
beef which would have received

a "G o o d ”  grading in his 
midwest region waa being 
graded as "Q ioioe'' in the Los 
Angeles and Baltimore areas.

Audit show irregularities 
in Sam Houston U. funds

AUSTIN, T e n s  LAP) -  Math 
department a -cretaries at Sam 
H o u s t o n  State University 
cranked out letters for the 
Rotary Gub. and school em­
ployees repaired the president's 
private home, a state auditor 
has reported

Audit supervisor Mike F e rp - 
son Jr^  said the state should be 
raimbursed.

“We have the responsibility 
of cisrifying before we say 
somebody did or did not. . . .  If 
this is cause for reimburse­
ment. it will be done." said uni­
versity president Elliott T. 
Bowers in response.

Ferguson, in a letter to Bow- 
'Crs. dted 16 "irregularities” in­
volving use of school funds.

hours and used school mate­
rials worth 678.60 making re­
pairs on Bowers' private resi­
dence.

He said a regents order 
seented to allow the use of 
state employees at Bowers' 
home only for finctions relat­
ing directly to university activi­
ties — not for general mainte­
nance.

Bowers' housing allowance is 
the only stale money allowed to 
be spent on maintenance, he 
said.

"Because of this limitation, 
perhaps amounts expended for 
general repairs and mainte­
nance should be reimbursed to 
the find from which they were 
paid," Ferguson said.

"1 certainly agree that these 
things that are improvemenu

to my personal residence are 
my responsibility." Bowers 
said.

The president said employees 
who were doing legitimate 
work on the house went farther 
than they should have, in the 
interest of doing a good Job.

Ferguson said his audit team 
learned chairman Glen Mat­
tingly of the math department, 
a district governor of the Rota­
ry Gub, had Rotary work done 
by school employees.

"One secretary employed in 
September 1977 slated that she 
v e n t 95 percent of her time on 
Rotary work.” Fferguson said.

. . Since this is not a state 
finction, we believe that the 
COM of Rotary Gub work paid 
by thè state ($3,030) should be 
reimbursed."

Frank Leathers, vice presi­
dent for fiscal affairs, said he 
gave Mattingly permiaaion to 
have his staff À> Rotary work.

"The question is, "What is 
public service?' "  Bowers said 
of the Rotary work done at 
state expense.

—Installation of a breaker 
box and electrical line at the 
home of a laiiversity employee 
by two other Sam Houston 
workers while on state time.

WASHINGTON lAP) -  l l ie  
lawyer for an American Infor­
mation officer accuaed of spy­
ing for Vietnam says he will 
challenge evidence obtained 
through warrantleu searches 
carried out against his client.

" I  want to see what powers 
even the president has,” A. An- 
(kew Giangreco, attorney for 
Ronald Louis Humphrey, said 
Thursday night. “ I'm not sure 
he has the summary «khority 
to order such things.”

A Justice Department source 
said President Carter author­
ised warrantless searches to 
o b t a i n  evidence against 
Humphrey, who was indicted 
last week on charges of passing 
confidential information to the 
Vietnamese.

The source said he did not 
know what type of searches 
were conducted under the pres­
idential order or how important 
the informatloa.obtained would 
be to the case.

However, in today's editions. 
The Washington Post said Car­
ter personally approved secret 
t e l e v i s i o n  surveillance in 
Humphrey's office at the U.S. 
Information Agency.

The Post said the warrantleu 
television surveillance w u  the 
first authorised by the Carter 
administration SMinat a U.S.

DEAR DR. IJVMB -  My 
husband and I are taking a 
co-ed physical fitness course 
at a local high school. The 
course is taught by a high 
school.

He 
has all of us doing sit-ups as 
part of our routine.

I have heard from an 
exercise session on TV that 
women should not do sit-ups 
the sam e way men do, that 
the knees should be bent. 
Could you please give me 
some information on this, as 
it V a s  said that improperly 
doinf this is harmful to the 
fem ale organs’  I'm  trying to 
lose weight — 30 pounds — 
any hints or advice?

DEAR R E A D E R  -  You 
are not likely to harm  your 
fem ale organs by sit-ups 
regardless of how you do 
them. That is just so much 
nonsense.

It is more effective for 
both men and women to do 
sit-ups with the knees bent. 
Why'’ Because then you 
must do the entire lift of the 
upper body with your ab­
dominal m uscles. Also, you 
cease to load the abdominal 
m uscles once you have 
reached the level of getting 
the shoulders well off the 
hoor. If you hold that posi­
tion for a few seconds with 
the abd om in al m u scle s  
tensed you will get your best 
results.

When the legs are  left 
straight during sit-ups a lot 
of the action is done with the 
muscles from  the thighs to 
the pelvis and back that are  
important in bending the 
thighs, while the abdominal 
muscles may not be used 
very much. That is why 
people are  often advised to 
do sit-ups with the knees 
bent. I would also recom ­
mend consciously tightening

the abdominal m uscles'each 
tim e^ou sit up.

Sit-ups are  good only for 
the upper abdominal mus­
cles. l i ie y  will not tone up 
the lower abdomen. You 
need to do modified leg lifts 
for this action. And, of 
course, ju st strongly con­
tracting and relaxing the 
abdominal m uscles repeat­
edly both in the standing and 
lyii^ position will help.

Sit-ups should be only part 
of a total exercise program. 
To lose weight you need to 
use calories. To use calories 
effectively with exercise, 
you need to be able to sus­
tain the exercise for long 
periods of tim e. That means 
using the large m uscles of 
the body. It is hard to beat 
walking for this purpose.

A combination of exercise 
and proper diet is the best 
approach to lose 30 pounds. I 
am sending you The Health 
Letter number 4-7, Weight 
Losing Diet, to give you 
some additional tips and a 
sensible diet you can follow. 
Also, I am sending you num-' 
ber 3-7, G irth  C ontrol: 
Avoiding the Big Middle.

You will need a large 
amount of patience. You 
should not plan on losing 
more than two pounds a 
week and should be pre­
pared to be satisfied to lose 
one pound of actual fa t a 
week. If you lose faster, you 
will be losing m uscle as well 
as fat and that may not be 
good. An exercise  program 
will also help prevent mus­
cle loss.

NEW Y O R K -Ju d Ith  York 
Newman and Richard Newman 
a r e  b o th  c o n te m o o r a r v  
archltectls with basically the
same styles-except he can’t 
aland for her faw iite  color, 
purple. They met while students 
at Cornell Universitv, married 
in 1I5I, renovated a Manhattan 
brownstone together, and had 
two children.

Then, a  year and a half ago, 
they decided to separate. 
Neither especially wanted to 
le a v e  th e  p ic tu r e -b o o k  
brown-stone, so painstakingly 
renovated into a statement of 
their mutual tastes. (It has been 
Blown on several house to irs.) 

And Mr. NBwman didn’t want to 
become a “weekend father" like 
so many of his separated and 
divorced male friends.

E a c h  p a r e n t  h a s  an 
architectural office on the West 
Side. On those weeks when one 
parent la "o ff duty” ■  the 
Newmans call It, the other lives 
in his or her office Mr 
Newnuin’s Is in the one-bedroom 
brow nstone apartment six  
blocks from where the children 
live, and Mrs. Newman’s office 
is on West 72nd Street. It 
in c lu d e s  a g a l le r y , for 
architectural drawings, which 
she founded and now directs, 
called Spaced.

"W e're all very aectre in this 
arrangement." Mrs. Newman 
said the other day in a  an 
interview with her and her 
children. " I ’ve had people ask 
me whether 1 worry about the 
kids when I ’m not with them. I 
tell them, ‘Richard’s a perfectly 
mod father and the children 
know we’re bothckMeby.’ Ialao 
call them once or twice a week 
when I ’m not with them."

The “changing of the guard," 
as the Newman's call It, occurs 
on Monday nights at 8 p.m., 
when the parent who waa off 
duty the previous week arrives 
at tlie brownstone.

"Both of us are U-emendously 
prompt," Mrs. Newman said. 
"We never try to change weeks, 
or exch an ^  weeks, or other wIk  
mess up the schedule, which I 
think a lot of couples do and

drive each other Insane ’’
The Newmans' who were In 

th e  a r c h ite c tu r a l  design 
business together for five years 
under the name of Newman k  
Newnun. still nulntaln a Joint 
ch e ck in g  account for the 
household expenses. At the first 
of every ntonth, each parent 
deposits exactly  the same 
amoiait of money ki the account, 
which is used to pay for a 
twice-weekly housekeeper, food 
and clothing for the children, 
and related living expenses.

There Is no child support and 
no alimony kivoived in the 
Newman's arrangement. The 
property settlement p v e  Mrs. 
Newnun the house the children 
live In, and Mr. Newman several 
other properties the couple had 
owned on the West Side.

For Mrs. Newman, a major 
advantage of the arrangement Is 
that It gives her "Peace of 
mind." " I t ’s marvelous to know 
I have a whole week to devote to 
my work and not to have to 
worry about being home at • 
p.m .," she said. “ It’s also the 
week I go to concerts, movia, 
go shopping and go out of town."

O n e  o f  t h e  m a j o r  
(Maadvantages for both parents 
is  th e  d ifficu lty  th a t a 
one-w eek-on , one-w eek-off 
custody arrangement presents 
with prospective new partners. 
" I t ’s obviously impossible to

If this fails after a  few 

trial months, you might be 
facing a more serious prob­
lem. Your husband m ay not 
be rebelling at m arriage but 
may have a serious drinking 
problem.

If it's  any cohaolation, the areas that 
have been hit hardest by bliizards this 
winter generally are experiencing more 
mild temperatures than iMt winter.

In the western half of the country, 
howover, the weather plctire has been a 
s trs n p  patchwork.

Houston had its coldest month on recorif 
in January, with an av erap  temperature 
of 40.8 degrees.

But In Phoenix, temperature were the 
warmest for a January on record, an 
a v e rap  56.6 degrees.

And along the West Coast, it generally 
has been an unusually wet winter, a 
welcome reUef for that drought-stricken 
region.

I V  Department of & «rg y  « y s  thst 
because of the milder temperatures in the 
East, there have been no severe shortages 
of heating fuel like there were last year, 
although coal supplies are tow due to the 
68dayMd coal strike.

But while supplies are  adequate, 
distribution has been hampered by the 
snow. “ There are pleidy of suppliei 
around. It's just a matter of getting the fuel 
tru ck s  th r o u g h ."  said department 
spokesman Barrv Yaffe.

Pearson of the storms forecast center 
says the snow belt ia rixining from 
Oklahoma City to St. Louis, to the upper 
Ohio Valley and then to the East.

“The spottiness of it is unusual,” he said. 
So too are the intense low pressure systems 
that have dominated the Eastern, heavily 
populated area of the country, he added.

Visitors at Under 21 haua in­
cluded a pimp offering $500 for 
a young girl who took refuge 
there, a 14-yesr-old boy being 
chased by hia pimp, who had a

broken bottle, and a 18-year-dd 
boy with a contract out on him. 
He had made the mistake of 
stealing from a customer.

Many show up brutaUy beat­
en by pimpa or customers.

“They caU it a  victlmleu 
crime, bt look at these klda,” 
said Ritter. And nearly 200 
prostitutes have been m ui^red 
in New York CRy bt the past 
three years. That doesn’t bt- 
dude the suicides.

“ About 20 per cent of the kids 
are brought hare by the po­
lice.” said Ritter. ” I have a 
kwe-hate relationship with the 
New York City polioe right 
now. I think moat of the cops 
on the beat are decent, honor­
able guys who don’t like this 
aoit of thing any better than I 
do.”

But Ritter u id  they are 
shackled by bureaucracy and 
high-level apathy.

While wme of the kids at Un­
der 21 return home and others

find Jobs, return to schools or 
are placed in other programa, 
Ritter knows moat won't come 
bi at all.* Of those who do, 
many will return to the street.

“ I can^t tell you how many 
times I ’ve haaid a Ud u y . 
‘Bruce, I’m  not gobig to make 
it; I’m going to die out there; 
the street is going to kill me.'

“ We have one kid who comes 
ki here now. A beautiful kkl. A 
bright, articluate kid. If he 
were yours, you’d thbik of him 
In terms of a doctor. He’s a 
hustler. He has Jumped bito a 
thousand cars, slept In a thou­
sand beds. He’s 17, and he gets 
drunk every day. Tliat’s how he 
forgets what he does.

Carter delays plan to recall student loans
WASHINGTON (AP) -  The 

Carter administration, con­
cerned about poasiMe violations 
of the federal privacy act, ia 
delaying its plan to turn $430 
million in student loan defaults 
over to private bill collectors.

The Department of Health, 
Education and Welfare had In­
vited Mds on the first collection 
contract and was about to se­
lect a private collector when 
Secretary Joseph A. Califano 
J r  sent word to poatpone any 
d e c i s i o n ,  administration 
sources said.

Undersecretary Hale C2iam- 
picn, when asked about the de­
lay, said some questions had 
been raised about privacy act 
limitations in tim ing over cer­
tain information on the students 
to private agencies.

But he expressed confidence 
the questions would be resolved 
and that the department would 
go ahead with the plan “as part 
of an orpnixed approach to

collecting the debts that are 
outstanding"

Califano told a cpngreasional 
education hearing on Thursday 
that former stuilmU have' de­
faulted on 1500 million in feder- 
a 11 y guaranteed education 
loans. He pledged a major ef­
fort to collect.

The secretary was testifying 
in support of President Carter's 
proposal to increase aid to cd- 
le p  students, particularly 
those from middleclass fami­
lies, by 11.40 MUion for the 
I979-19M school year. The plan 
would add nearly $300 million 
to the guaranteed student loan 
program, where the bulk of. 
defaults have occurred.

Califano blamed much of the 
[roblem on ' ‘inbelievably in­
adequate" record keeping dur­
ing the previous administration 
and said he wouldn't have rec­
ommended an increase in the 
loan program without changes 
in the way it is managed,

It was at least the fourth 
time since last fall the secre­
tary has promised to get tough 
with loan defaulters.

In September, his new Mrec- 
lor of student financial assist­
ance. Leo Kornfeld, amounoed 
the plan to give the defaulters 
one last chance to pay up and 
then turn their cases over to 
private bll collectors.

He told an interviewer at the 
time the privacy questions had 
been worked out. but they ap­
parently have cropped up again 
under more detailed review of 
the issue.

Last November, Califano is­
sued a statement promising "to 
pursue those stiKlents who are

in default and thoae schools 
that are defrauding the student 
loan program with all the re­
sources at our command "

An analysis of defaults in the 
10-year-old program showed 
that most of the debtors 
w e r e n ' t  ungrateful college 
paduates. Typically, they were 
Mgh school dropouts or gradu­
ates who had enrolled in voca­
tional school to learn a specific 
job

"WMle some vocational and 
qiedaliied  schools are very 
good," Califano said, “others 
offtr little of educational or 
vocational value, and a number 
are even entirely' fraudulent. 
fly-by-nigM operations that of­

fer no real courses at alt."

317 of the 340,000 defaulten oh 
the department’s payroll.

DALLAS (AP) — The "dirty

WASHINGTON (AP) -  Sen 
LJoyd Bentsen iwi't one to 
count Ms cMckens — or his 
judges — before they hatch.

When the House voted 319 to 
.̂80 on Tuesday to create 145 ad- 

^ditional federal judgeships, 
Texas was earmarked for Mne 
more U S. district court judges. 
The Senate version calls for 148 
judges — 10 for Texas — and 
the matter will now be bounced 
back to the Senate for reconsid­
eration. The Senate can either 
accept the House version or 
send the bill to a House-Senate 
conference committee. Texas 
now has 12 federal judges.

With Congress agreeing the 
need exists to create new judi­
cial posts, Bentsen ia placed in 
an enviable position.

The Texas democrat will rec­
ommend persona to the presi­
dent to fill the positions created 
in Texas. In the past, the nomi- 
nHion from a state's senior 
senator, or. In the case of Bent- 
sen, the state's senator alified  
with the AdmiMatratlon, has re­
ceived rubber-stamp approval.

Federal judges are a ^ n t e d  
by the president, pencUng Sen­
ate approval, and serve for life. 
Ih e  current annual pay for a 
federal judge is 858,000.

Ih e  House Mil did express 
"the strong desire” of Oonyms 
to "m ove toward an eatab- 
liahed, affirmative system of 
merit aelectlon of federal 
judges" and called attention to 
the lack of qualified "women. 
Hacks. Hiapanics and other mi­
nority Mvldiuals" currently 
serving on the federal bench.

Hie House Mil calls for the 
appointment of four judges hi 
Texas' northern Matrict, three 
in the southern district and one 
each in both the eastern and 
western judicial dlatricls.

Bentaen's office said recently

that the senator has "received 
a number of inquiries con­
cerning federal judgeships but 
until legislation has concluded, 
the senator has no comment on 
the persona that have shown in­
terest or will he participMe in 
speculation as to who may re­
ceive a nomination."

The House and Senate Mila 
agree that 35 additional appel­
late judges should be appointed 
but the Senate Mil calls for 
splitting the Fifth Qrcuit Oourt 
of Appeals and creating the 
Eleventh Circuit Court. The- 
Houae version does not.

During Tuesday’s House de­
bate. one Texan spoke ap in at 
the bill. Three members of the 
Texas delegation openly en­
dorsed the Mil.

Rep. Jack  Brooks said,

sMpa, I feel that the Mil as re­
ported by the Judiciary Com­
mittee is far to extravap n t."

TY LER , T e x u  (AP) — The 
federal government has agreed 
to offer 445 East Texas as­
bestos workers 15.75 million, 
culminating what a federal 
ju d p  called "the largest out-of- 
oourt settlement ever in tMs 
kind of case."

The employees filed suit in 
1974 claiming they were in- 
knowlngly exposed to a form of 
asbestos called amosite. wMch 
h u  been shown to cause lung 
cancer in humans.

A medical study, started in 
Tyler to determine the asbestos 
effects on the employees, re­
ports 88 of the (riant's 1,081 
workers have died, some of 
them from asbestos-related ill­
nesses.

U.S. District Judge WiUiam 
Steger of Beaumont said offers 
from the government and pri­
vate firm s would total |20 mil­
lion. He said he receiv^  con­
firmation of the government's 
offer In a telepMme call from 
the U.S. Departmexit of Justice 
Wednesday.

“The asbestos case has been 
settled. The only thing that was 
outstanding wan the govem- 
nwnt's agreement on their 
part." said Steger.

A timetable to determine how 
the money will be paid will be 
worked out at a hiwlng next 
Wednesday in Steger's court. 
The jtidge said all but two of 
foe plaintiffs had agreed to 
their individual settlements 
"and thoae two are in ja il."

"Some have died Some have 
gotten cancer and some may 
get i t ,"  he said, noting that

some of the employees worked 
at foe Tyler plant many years 
wMIe others worked only a few 
months. "The lawsuit is not 
worth as much in those in­
stances as in the others."

The settlement was thougM 
by some federal attorneys to be 
setting an expensive precedent 
for the government in futiae 
asbestos actions.

However. Jeffrey Axelrad 
cMef of the tort section of the 
Justice Department, said, “It 
obviously settles a major piece 
of litip tion . but we don't see it 
as having a precedential effect 
on other litipUon, particularly 
other asbestos litiption...TMs 
foould not be considered a 
precedent."

Two of the private defendants 
in the case are PPG Industries 
and Corning G lau Works, 
wMch co-owned the Tyler plant 
from 1982 to 1972 when it waa 
closed. Others include a group 
of South African asbestos siq>- 
pliers and North American As­
bestos. wMch owned the plant 
prior to 1982. Steger said PPG's 
part of the settlement will be IB 
million.

State Sen. Oscar Mausy of 
Dallas, who filed the suit, said 
Wednesday he and all other at­
torneys in the case were bound 
to silence by order of the court.

A 18-year plant veteran, one 
of many who airffers from a 
non-faCal breathing dia^se 
called asbestosis, said, "1 
would give every penny of the 
money back if 1 crwld have my 
capacity back to work a p in ."

Only 30 per cent 
of b u sin ess  entertainm ent 
expenses for food and beverages 
would be deductible, deductions 
for business travel by air would 
be restricted togpach fare, etc.

centurtas of relative silence by 
Jewa on the subject of Jesua, 
Including periods when the 
nwntion of t te  name was rare or 
even forbidden, some Jewish 
scholars have recently stepped 
up efforts to reclaim the first - 
century figure as an exemplary, 
deeply religioua Jew deserving 
of a high place In Jewish Matory.

The reappraisal does not alter 
Judaiam's baaic denial of the 
Chirstian doctrine that Jesus 
was the Messiah. Rather, the 
focus ia upon presenting a 
positive image of Jeaua as an 
observant Jew  who had strong 
nationalistic feelings and a 
powerful moral message rooted 
in the Hebrew Scriptures, and 
whose role was misinterpreted 
by Christiana.

Most of this reassessment ia 
taking place In Israel, where a 
n u jo r ity  Jew ish  populatidn 
p ro v id es  m ore fav o rab le  
co n d itio n s fo r a re laxed  
discussion of the sensitive 
subject than in societies where 
Jewish minorities are inclined 
toward a more cautloua attitude

But the revialoniat views of 
Israeli scholars are gaining 
attention in the United States, 
largely through books and 
Journals, and evidence of a 
similar movement can be found 
in th is country In Jew ish 
academic and religious life.

An example of the emerging 
perqiective ia found in an article 
in the current issue of the 
Journal of Ecumenical Studies, 
published by Temple University 
in Philadelphia. It includes a 
transcript of remarks made 
recently by an Israeli religious 
scholar. Dr. Picchaa Lapide.

“We Jews are very proud of 
our Einsteins, Hekuich Heines 
and Sigmund Freuds," Lapide 
says. "W e ought to be much 
prouder of Jesu s."

Dr. Laplde continues: “Jesus 
was as fatthful to the law as I 
would hope to be. I even au(g>eet 
that Jesus was more fatthful to 
the law than I a m — and I am an 
Orthodox J e # "

Lapide, who leaches at Bar 
Han University In Tel Aviv, has 
been among the most active 
proponents^ a revised view of 
Jesiu . Annng his contributions 
Is a  book that analyses 20 
percent Jewish hooks on Jesus 
and finds a “very positive” 
attitude toward the religious 
leader in all of them.

L ap ld e lik ew ise  studied 
I s r a e l i  e l e m e n t a r y  and 
secondary textbooks and found 
an In cre a s in g  amount of 
m a te r ia l about Jesu s and 
C hristianity. The references 
stress the iclentlty of Jesus as a 
Jew with a  strong sense of 
religious missioa

“Schoolbooks In Israel today, 
without doubt, contain the most 
sympathetic picture of Jesus 
tlu t any generation of JewlNi 
children was ever offered by Its 
elders,” Lapide reported.

Religious commentators in 
modern times have noted with 
increasing irony the reluctance 
of both Christians and Jews 
through the ages to accept the 
Jewiri) background of Jesua

Among Jews, this trait was 
part of general inattention 
toward a religious figure who, 
by the standards of Judiasm, 
h a d  b e e n  u n j u s t i f i a b l y  
transformed by Christians Into a 
divine person. Jew s often 
associate this same figure with 
crimes against them at the 
hands of Christians.

R e se n tm en t tow ard the 
Christian Jesus took the form of 
an anti • Gospel "Toledoth 
Yeshu,” the "History of Jesua,” 
which showed Jesu s as a 
practitioner of black magic. 
Editions of this document were 
published as late as the turn of 
the century.

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from the pproepUon of Jeeuo aa 
a Chriatlan Christianity came 
Into exlatsnoe only after the 
death of Jeaua and through the 
work of his diadples. Scholars 
generally argue thet Jeeue did 
not believe he was founcNng a 
new religion.

Chfiatlane, on the other hand, 
have frequently deomphaelaed 
the Jewlaliieae of Jeeue u  a 
m e a n t of dlaaoclatlng the 
d u rch  from the m ajorty of 
Jewfl, who do not accept, Jesua 
aa the Meeelah. The New 
Teetament Itself bears much 
testimony to the effort by some 
diadples and St. Paul to set 
Chiiatlanlty sharply apart from 
Judaism. A key element in St. 
Paul's letters Is hla apparent 
contrast between the reNgloui 
law  of the Jew s and the 
"hlgher"tnith of the Gospel.

The eeedaof a modern atu(|y of 
J e s u s  f r o m  t h e  Je w ish  
pero>ectlve were first known In 
the last century when French 
and German Jews began to 
explore the subject. Liberal 
religious Jews also b ep n  to 
speak of Jesus as a great 
teacher and moral example.

Among the slEilficant events 
were the publication In 1022 of

‘Jesus of Namreth” by JoMpk 
Klauaner, a  reapeclad acholar. 
The follow ing year Rabbi 
Stephen Wlae, the Influential 
R e f o r m  J e w i s h  l e a d e r ,  
preached on “JeM o the Jew .” It 
was the first time a rabU and 
prominent Zionist had broached 
the subject from the pulpit, and 
tt unleashed a storm oif p(roteat.

Other thinkers who have 
added to the momentum Indude 
L eo  B a e c k , the G erm an 
thedoglan, Martin Buber and 
Jules Isaac, the French Jewish 
pItCorlan whose book “ Jeaua and 
I v a d ,"  published In IN I, had 
oonaklerable Impact 

“ From youth on,” the late 
Buber once wrote, ”1 fd t Jeeue 
to be my elder brother." Jeeue 
deserved a “ large place" in 
Judaism, Buber continued, “and 
tMa place can be deaciibed by 
none o f  t h e  c u s t o m a r y  
categories."

The highly pereonal, familiar 
outlook, expressed by Buber In 
1030, was onoe considered rare 
but has alnoe found greater 
acceptance, particularly Once 
the unification of Jeniialem  
after the 1067 MIdeaat war 
allowed greater contad Iwtween 
Chriatlans and Jew lln  lirael.
