OSHA deals highest fine

WASHINGTON (AP A
Texas oil refinery ripped by a
St. Patrick’'s Day explosion that
killed eight men and injured 15
others has been assessed the
largest fine in the history of the
Occupational Health and Safety
Administration

OSHA announced Thursday a
$228.700 assessment against the
Texaco oil refinery in Port Ar
thur for job and safety viola
tions which is tentative since
the company can appeal the as
sessment. If no appeal is filed
within 15 working days, the
penalty automatically goes into
effect

The previous OSHA penalty
record was a proposed fine of
$215.900 against US Steel in

Chicago last week

The Texaco facility was cited
for 122 alleged serious wiola
tions with proposed penalties
totaling $107.700 plus 11 alleged
repeat serious violations total
ing $100.000 in proposed penal
ties. two alleged willful viola
tions with proposed penalties of
$20.000 and two less serious vio
lations totaling $1.000

Texaco officials had no im
mediate comment

OSHA's investigation into the
March 16 explosion at the re
finery 1s continuing. The agen
cy said it divided its inspec.ion
into four parts because of the
massive size of the refinery
Thursday's announcement
marked completion of the first
phase

I am hopeful that prompt
abatement of the hazards al
leged in our citations by Te
xaco will go a long way in im
proving safety and health con
ditions for the some 5.000 work
ers in the Port Arthur refine
ry.” said Dr. Eula Bingham
who heads OSHA. I believe we
have found. in our four-phase
action. a new way to more
quickly assure the safety and
health of workers in any large
facility

The first-phase inspection be
gan on Nov 8. 1977. and ended
Dec. 16, 1977

OSHA said citations resulting
from the second phase. which
began Jan. 9 and concluded
Feb. 16, are now being pre
pared in OSHA's Houston of
fice

Rules set for transition
to black majority rule

SALISBURY. Rhodesia (AP)
— Prime Minister lan Smith
and three black leaders signed
an agreement today to pave the
way for the transformation of
white-ruled Rhodesia to black
Zimbabwe by Dec. 31

The agreement laying down
the guidelines for the transition
to black majority rule in the
next 10 months was signed at
the former British governor's
residence, now a goverment
training center

Bishop Abel*Muzorewa, who
claims the largest political fol
lowing among the black lead
ers, wore a cloth cap and a
flowing blue and white West Af
rican gown over his clerical at
tire. The other two, the Rev
Ndabaningi Sithole and Chief
Jeremiah Chirau. wore busi
ness suits, and so did Smith

After the signing. Smith

beamed and shook hands witn
each of the black leaders
Backs were slapped. and some
of the black leaders’ aides
raised clenched fists in black
power salutes

Elsewhere. there was a gen
eral atmosphere of gloom in
Salisbury. The agreement has
been repudiated by Joshua
Nkomo and Robert Mugabe. the
leaders of the guerrillas fight
ing the white regime for the
past 5'z years. and they vow to
keep up their war. There is
also widespread belief that
Britain, the legal colonial au-
thority, and the United States
wil not recognize the settle
ment

However. Muzorewa told a
news conference the settlement
would dissuade guerrillas from
continuing the war. And Sith
ole. who founded one of the two

guerrilla movements. said “the
overwhelming majority " of the
estimated 40,000 black fighters
will back the agrreement

Meanwhile, Nkomo flew from
his headquarters in Lusaka
Zambia, to Maputo, Mozam
bique. to meet with Mugabe
Sources in Lusaka said they
would plan their new strategy
in response to the signing of the
agreement

And the
33-yedar-old presidential aide
adds that he seldom goes to
public places because he often
is bothered by people who don't
respect his privacy.

Both sides stipulate that the
encounter was unpleasant. It

s0. seems that during it, Jor-

an got slapped. Beyond that,
{ the events of the night of Jan.
'97/are as hazy as the atmos-
phere at midnight in Sar-
sfield’s, now Washington's most
publicized bar.

It could be that the whole
mess was an accident. Accord-
ing to the bartender, one Daniel
V. Marshall III. Jordan was
drinking Amaretto and cream
“*We use the cheapest Amaretto
— it's 40 proof.” said Marshall

That concoction of liquew
and cream sounds like enougn
to make anybody spit.

Whatever happened, there
are some conclusions to be
drawn from the episode.

That makes sense. But White,
House response did more to
magnify the story than to
quash it. A quick shot would
have worked better than the
cannon Powell used. His de-
fense dossier moved the item
from the gossip columns to the
front page.

Still, the overreaction is more
understandable in view of the
questions Powell encountered
later. Take this one, put to
Powell at a White House news
briefing:

I am asking what your com-
ment is to the propriety of
someone with access to secret
information going into singles
bars or other bars. I am just
asking whether you think that
is proper or improper."

That merits . the Amaretto
Cup for pomposity.

Powell replied that if the ad-
ministration kept classified ma-
terial from all officials who go
into bars, very few people
would have access to govern-
ment secrets.

He also noted that reporters
have been known to enter bars
and drink hard liquor.

Immigration and Naturalization

Castillo, in a speech Thurs-

. day before the Legal Confer-
ence on the Representation of
Aliens, said to his knowledge
only the Mexican-American Le-
gal Defense Organization has
developed ‘‘detailed analysis"
of problems and possible solu-
tions for presentation to Con-
gress and the White House.

**I would urge all of you who
have the capacity to begin to
develop rational. detailed
analysis of solutions to the
problems,” Castillo said

He noted the Senate
Judiciary Committee is sched-
uled to start hearings March 14
on the Alien Adjustment Re-
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form Act. “'People are recep-
tive to ideas, but they-must be
carefully developed.” he said.

“By not presenting detailed
answers, you really don't help
the debate,"” he added.

“You don't do any of us any
good when you tell Congress we
need open borders and uncon-
ditional amnesty. Should the
borders be open to those who
desire to be citizens of this
country as well as tourists?
What happens to the persons
who cross the border seeking

citizenship the day after ncon- ™~

ditional amnesty is granted?"

Castillo said his staff along
the border is in agreement that
laws need to be changed.

“The illegal alien today can
either prosper and grow in a le-
gal. humane way. or we will
have to build fences such as
this country has never seen.”

Miller to be approved

WASHINGTON (AP) — As
the Senate moves to confirm G
William Miller as the Federal
Reserve Board's new chair
man. the industrialist is pre

paring to tackle the nation's
pressing economic problems

including the plummeting value .

of the dollar abroad

Miller's quick confirmation
today by the full Senate was
considered a virtual certainty
after the Senate Banking Com
‘mittee endorsed the board
chairman of Textron Inc.. a
large conglomerate. to become
the nation’s central banker

Outgoing Federal Reserve
Chairman Arthur Burns' suc-
cessor must begin formulating
a number of critical economic
policies, including ways to con-
tinue economic recovery, ex
pand the economy and curb
unemployment while trying at
the same time to restrain in
flation and deal with the sharp-
ly declining value of the dollar

The dollar rose slightly
Thursday against the German
mark and Swiss franc after set-
ting record lows against the
two currencies Wednesday

The dollar’s -slide could lead

to an unstable international

monetary system, is adding to"

inflation by raising the price of

U S. imports and might prompt
nl-producing nations, which are
paid in doffars. to boost petro-
leum prices to offset their loss
n real income as the worth of
the dollar shrinks

The banking committee’s 14-1
vote to recommend Miller's
confirmation came Thursday
after a six-week investigation
into allegations that a Textron
subsidiary bribed the com-
mander-in-chief of Iran's air
force to win a $500 million heli-
copter sale to Iran in 1973

Sen. - William Proxmire, D-
Wis., the committee's chairman
and only member to vote
against Miller's confirmation,
has -said Miller should have
known that an Iranian firm
which helped Textron's Bell
Helicopter subsidiary obtain the
sale was secretly owned by the
late Gen. Mohammed Khatami

But Miller, 52, has denied
knowing about Khatami's al-
leged ownership of Air Taxi
Inc.. and has said that Bell's
$2.95 million payment to Air
Taxi was a settlement of a

sales commission claim, not a
bribe

Miller insisted at his con-
firmation hearing that he has
done nothing improper or ille-

gal as head of Textron, and
members of the banking com-
mittee said no evidence sur-
faced linking Miller to any
wrongdoing

President Carter named Mil-
ler to a four-year term as
chairman. He could serve on
the board as a member for an-
other 10 vears after that

In his initial confirmation
hearing. Miller pledged to
maintain the traditional inde-
pendence of the Federal Re-
serve from. both the president
and Congress

But he also professed a belief
that economic policy-should be
more closely coordinated be-
tween the Federal Reserve and
the administration than has
been the case under Burns.

The Fed, as it is popularly
known, regulates the avail-
ability of credit through the set-
ting of interest rates. It also
governs federally chartered
banks, distributes currency to
banks across the nation, pro-
vides a major check-clearing
and money-transfer system, ad-
ministers a number of the new
consumer protection laws, such
as the Truth in Lending Act.

Polls disappoint Carter

WASHINGTON (AP) — Pres-
ident Carter says he is dis-
appointed at the low ratings he
is receiving in opinion polls, but
attributes the showing to a will-
ingness to take on controversial
issues.

The president touched on the
subject Thursday at an appear-
ance before the National Press
Club during which he also dis-
cussed the decline of the dollar
abroad, his intervention in the
coal strike, and Soviet activi-
ties in Africa

The most recent Associate
Press-NBC poll in late Febru-
ary. showed that only 34 per-
cent of the persons asked
thought Carter was doing a
good or excellent job. It was
the lowest rating he has re-
ceived.

“We have had to deal with,
and have decided to deal with,
some longstanding, very diffi-
cult controversial issues that in
some instances had not been
adequately addressed by my
predecessors,” Carter said

Among the issues he listed
were the need for an energy
policy. holding down inflation,
reducing unemployment and
addressing questions in the
Middle East ‘“'that have been
long ignored.”

During a question and answer
period, Carter predicted the
dollar would stabelize on for-
eign money markets, but said
he would take direct action to
support the dollar if necessary.
He said he thought the dollar
would “remain in good shape”
without help once Europeans

Mahon urges restraint

NEW BRAUNFELS. Texas
(AP) — Citizen and govern-
ment restraint are the keys to
future progress in America,
Rep. George Mahon, D-Texas
said today at the 12th annual
Texas Legislatrive conference.

Mahon. 77, will end his 44
years in Congress with his cur-
rent term. He looked back on
his vears in office and avoided
discussion of current issues ex-
cept for passing reference to
the farmer strikes. ;

“They (the farmers) have a
problem. a desperate problem.
Some are threatened with com-
plete fiscal disaster, ' the
chairman of the House Appro-
priations Committee said with-
out proposing a solution.

When Mahon entered Con-
gress in 1935, annual federal
spending was $9 billion, and it
now totals more than $500 bil-
lion

“Since 1 came to Congress |
have been bogged down in mon-
ey and federal deficits, " he
said. "But | don't really don't
think we will spend ourselves
into oblivion.”

He said politicians have en-
couraged citizens to want to
*more of this and more of that.
What we've got to do is have
mpre restraint on the part of
the citizen back home and
more restraint at the seat of
government wherever govern-
ment might be."

Sen. Lloyd Bentsen, D-Texas,
was the luncheon speaker

Other officials taking part in
the forum are James McIntyre,
director of the Office of Man-
agement and Budget; Reps.
Abraham Kazen, and Kika de
la Garza, D-Tex: Elspeth Ros-
tow. dean of the LBJ School of
Public Affairs at the University
of Texas at Austin; and W.L
Fisher. director of the bureau
of economic geology at the Uni-
versity of Texas at Austin.

—Said the Soviet Union's
shipment of arms to Ethiopia
could affect the Strategic Arms
Limitation Treaty being nego-
tiated between the United
States and Russia. Carter said
continued Soviet *‘violations’' of
the principals of neutrality in
the war between Ethiopia and
Somalia could lessen the likli-
hood of a treaty being ratified
by the U.S. Senate.

—Said he probably would go
along with a recommendation
to retaliate if it is shown that
Britain specifically violated an
Anglo-American treaty on air
fares. However, Carter said he
does not believe Britain vio-

lated the treaty by blocking
Braniff Airways' low-fare
flights between London and
Dallas-Forth Worth.

—Expressed hope that Israel
and Egypt will resume direct
negotiations on a Middle East
settlement. The president said
he would encourge a resump-
tion of such.talks during his up-
coming meeting with Israeli
Prime Minister Menachem Be-
gin.

During * his speech to the
press club, Carter outlined a
package of proposals which he
said were aimed at reforming
the civil service system.

Highlighes of the proposals
include provisions that would
make it easier to fire con-
sistently mediocre employees,
end automatic pay raises for.
managers earning $26,000 or
more, end preferences toward
hiring veterans, protect em-
ployees who expose gross mis-
management, and restructure
the Civil Service Commission.

‘I don't risk
getting killed when I go out to
work."

DEAR DR. LAMB—About
five years ago I suffered a
mild stroke. Since then, the
doctor has restricted my
diet and physical activity.
Also I take one table of
Apresoline daily. My blood
pressure was 152 over 90
during my last checkup.

If for any reason I should
require an operation in the
future, is there anything to
prevent it” In other words
can I have surgery” I will be
62 in a few months

The only apparent linger-
ing effect of the stroke is
that-my-rnemory-is-bad now
and plays tricks on me.

DEAR READER
Whether or not you can
undergo surgery will depend
upon your condition if and
when such a need arises and
the type of surgery contem-
plated. The probability is
that you can have surgery
with no difficulty

It has been long enough
since your stroke, your well-
controlled blood pressure
and apparently good health
otherwise should mean you
would not be a bad surgical
risk.

Many people have surgery
with rather severe medical
problems and I mean major
surgery. A recent heart at-
tack or stroke of very recent
times could pose a problem
but five years later is
shouldn't make much differ-
ence.

You should continue to
keep your weight down, fol-
low your doctor's advice to
keep your blood pressure
down and maintain a reason-
able degree of activity. I
would think you could de-
velop a daily walking pro-
gram if you have not already
done so.

DEAR DR. LAMB—Could
you please advise me about
magnesium? Exactly what
does it do for you and what
should it be used for? A
friend of mine recom-
mended that I take vitamin
D and calcium and magnesi-
um. After getting these I
find that my regular multi-
ple vitamin preparation con-
tains D, calcium and mag-

nesium. Also my instant
breakfast and Digel contain
magnesium.

DEAR READER-—We all
need magnesium because
the body uses it in our vital
enzyme system within our
cells to release energy from
foods and carry on vital
metabolic functions.

A true magnesium defi-
ciency, however, is rather
rare because it is so wide-
spread in so many common
foods in a normal diet. Ma-
ture bean seeds and cereals
are usually good sources of
magnesium.

About the only people who
develop a magnesium defi-
ciency are alcoholics and
those taking water pills to
eliminate water. There are
quite a few people who do
use water pills (diuretics)
for high blood pressure or to
prevent accumulation of
water.

You won't have any harm-
ful effects from taking the
magnesium but you won't
get any advantage from it
either. Your story is typical
of so many people who ob-
tain a new vitamin or min-
eral preparation when they
are already gcttinF those
same things in their fortified
and enriched foods they buy
at the grocery store. Your
milk also has vitamins D
and A added, not to mention
the abundant source of cal-
cium in the milk. After eat-
ing food that has been im-
proved with vitamins, then
taking any number of vita-
min pills, a person may be
pushing the upper limits of
safe intake for vitamin A
and D.

Up until early last tau, 1
always thought it might be
easier to keep a partridge in a
pear tree than to grow a crop of
perfectly formed, blemish - free
fruit; I had been put off by fine -
print charts and schedules of
repeated sprayings or dustings
for insect and disease control
Then | saw - and tasted - the
harvest from my friend
Jacqueline Heriteau's tubbed
orchard ona New York rooftop.

My first reaction at the sight
of the little trees, all dwarfs in
bushel - size or slightly larger
tubs, was one of pleasure. Then,
as my eyes adjusted to the
brilliant sunlight, I realized that
ripening fruit dangled
temptingly from the leafy
branches, exactly the way
nursery catalogs promise.

The clincher came when
Jacqui matter - of - factly picked
the reddest apple, gave it a
polish on her blouse and said, as
she handed it to me, *‘Here,
taste a King Luscious raised 14
stories above Park Avenue.”
Now, months later, my mouth
still waters at the remembrance
of its juicy, crunchy white meat
and tatalizing aroma.

What amazed me perhaps the
most was that none of the fruit
showed any signs of damage
from pest or disease. While I
munched away, Jacqui
explained that once - a - week

. applications of an all - purpose

fruit spray were responsible,
plus hand picking of
caterpillars, both obviously a lot
more easily done to a dwarf than
a standard - size tree.

If you'd like to duplicate
Jacqui's success with tubbed
dwarf fruit trees, here's how:

1. Select a container about 20
inches deep and two tothree feet
across. the thicker its walls, the
better because they temper soil
heat in summer and help
prevent root damage in severe
cold

2. Use a growing medium
composed of approximately
equal amounts by volume of
good garden loam or all
purpose potting soil, vermiculite
or perlite (sand would serve the
same purpose but adds
considerable weight, an
important factor to consider)
and light humus (well - rotted
compost or sphagnum peat
moss)

3. Add water as necessary to
keep the soil evenly moist at all
times: avoid severe drying - out
and plant only in a container
with drainage holes so that roots
won't drown after a heavy rain.

4. Choose a site that receives
at least a half day of direct sun.
Plant as early as possible in
spring.

5. As soon as growth becomes
active, begin to make regular
applications of fertilizer. Jacqui
uses either a flowering
houseplant or all purpose
garden type, diluted to half the
strength recommended but
applied weekly instead of once
every two weeks. Continue
fertilizing until about six weeks
before killing frost is expected.

6. Apply an all - purpose fruit
spray +ta fungicide - insecticide
combination). following label

directions. The first should e
when the flowerbuds begin to
show color, the second just
before they open and the third
when the petals have fallen
Thereafter, apply every seven to
21 days, depending on the
weather

Besides apples and pears,
there are also dwarfs of
peaches, plums, nectarines,
apricots and cherries, both
sweet and sour. If you can't get
the varieties you want locally,
send for the catalog of a fruit
nursery such as Bountiful
Ridge. Princess Anne,
Maryland 21853 J.E. Miller,
Canandaigua, New York 14424;

.or Stark Brothers., Louisiana,

Missouri 63353.

Most dwarf fruit trees beginto

bear the second or third year
after planting. While you wait, |
suggest you put in some
containers of runnerless
strawberries, the fraises des
bois of gourments. Allow a 10- to
12-inch pot for each or plant
several in a bushel - size
container. Jacqui says she also
gets a good harvest from
regular everbearing
strawberries and counts on- the
runners to replace any oid
plants that die out in the winter

It is also possible to grow
grapes in sizable containers, but
Jacqui _cautions not to expect
fruit for three years and that
pruning properly is important
She has had good luck with
container grown highbush
bluebeerries and points out that

Ledger can prevent headaches

What happens when_ you've
thrown away the house bills
that could prove.to the Internal
Revenue Service that you've in-
vested large sums of cash in
the house vou want to sell at a
profit” You cannot really ap-
pease the IRS without them if
you are trying to close the gap
between the selling price of
vour old house.and the buving
price of a newfone

One widow was caught in this
dilemma when she decided to
sell her home at a handsome
profit

She knew her husband had
not saved receipted bills and
usually disposed of old checks
She had never known other-
wise.

Her lawyér made a good sug-
gestion. Sit down and think
back to evervthing vou've done
to the house since you bought it
— the big items that would add
up. After that. think about mi-

nor expenses at hardware
stores — door locks and the
like. Then see whether the
proprietors of the estab-

lishments would look up old
records and supply duplicate
bills

She was amazed at how far
she could go with this system
of recollection and backtrack-
ing how many big bills they
had paid

New pipes in the old house
had cost more than $1.500: the
replacement of a septic tank

had been in excess of $800: wall
paneling in a recreation room
added up to $1.700. Three years
before, a new baseboard heat-
ing system had been installed
for $3.100 extending to include a
small bedroom addition which
cost $5.000

With little troubie and a good
memory. she ticked off about
$20.000

All of the tradespeople were
still in business and their
records available. so she would
have little difficulty in getting
duplicate bills

As for the small items. she
planned to list purchases that
might be remembered with
prices and then ask the store to
authenticate them. She could
remember certain things — tar
paper for the roof that had
been restoréd: several bundles
of new shingles that were re-
quired. plus nails. It all added
up

Many times. homeowners
may require the assistance of
lawyers In sorting out ex-
penditures. But the lawvers
cannot assume the entire bur-
den. The owner must assemble
bills and receipts that will be
needed by the Internal Reve-
nue. Lawyers can provide
guidelines in suggesting other
costs connected with the pur-
chase of the house and so on —
all of which may be counted as
a house cost. But it is up to the
client to have records handy

A. Letting the soil dry out too
much, possibly in combination

The lure is convenience — the
key to most new technological
developments, from microwave
ovens to the Concorde jet.

Electronic banking services —
the 24 - hour money dispensing
machines, telephone bill
paying plans, automatic payroll
deposits — are no exception.
These and other spinoffs of
¢lectronic funds transfer
systems (EFTS) are now being

- promoted in communities from

coast to coast as the latest in
financial conveniences.

But YOU are balking! Where
money transactions are
involved, your appetite for time
and trouble saving
developments seems
provocatively limited.

In fact, you act downright
resistant to EFTS. As a
preliminary report by the
presidentially - appointed EFTS
Commission noted as far back
as early 1977, “Consumers
perceive that they are well
served by the current payout
system, do not view it as
inconvenient.”

So why the rush toward
EFTS? Do we need it? Want it?

But instead of asking these
vital questions about the
revolutionary new payment
system, policymakers and
industry leaders are focusing on
other issues, such as its likely
fallout. And there are indeed
good reasons to worry about the
liability, privacy, and peace of
mind of the individual under
EFTS and sound reasons to be
concerned about its impact on
competition and unemployment
within the financial industry.

While industry itself
acknowledges these fears,
though, it prefers to quell them
rather than re - examine the
system that provoked them.
This past fall, for instance, 24
financial institutions from 15
states formed a “‘Committee for
Consumer Financial
Convenience,” and hired the
same polling firm used by
President Carter, Cambridge
Research Associates.

Its goal: to gain ‘‘an in - depth
understanding of consumer
attitudes toward electronic
banking — what those attitudes
are, why various segments of
the public feel as they do, how
they came to these views and

what they think would change
their minds."’ Also, said the
same press release, the group's
aim is “to determine how the
convenience, efficiency, lower
costs and safety that EFT
systems provide may best be
communicated to consumers.”’

market ‘economy is tha
ultimate market power rests in
our hands, as consumers. We
decide what to buy and how
much we are willing to spend on
goods and services — and our
decisipns eventually filter
through the economy to
influence the choices made by °
investors and corporate
policymakers.

The system *‘won’t fly without
consumer acceptance,” a staff
member of the EFTS
Commission told my
Washington associate, Brooke
Shearer.

Yes ... but those lines of
communication supposedly at
the very foundation of our
economy are mighty fuzzy in
EFTS.

In California alone, about
2,000 companies already use
automatic payroll systems. The
giant Xerox Corp. requires all
its employes to receive their pay
via EFTS. When the electronic
point - of - sale system was
introduced in Syracuse, N.Y., a
$3 service charge was imposed
on those using checking
accounts. A Virginia bank will
give you a coupon good for a free
Big Mac hamburger if you try
out its ‘‘cash flow card.” The
U.S. government can
automatically deposit your
Social Security check in your
bank account.

Tens upon tens of millions of
dollars already have been
invested by the financial
industry in EFTS - equipment
and many years of expensive
lead time have been absorbed.
Maily more millions have beer
and are involved in consumer
surveys, catchy advertising
campaigns, and countless
millions more will be poured in.

The US. government itself
has a .big stake in this
technological development
through its investment in
creating study groups and
drafting  proposed legislative
standards.

Small towns may get HUD grants

WASHINGTON (AP) — Small
towns won a.victory this week
with publication of new federal
regulations broadening their
eligibility for community devel-
opment aid

All cities and towns, no mat-
ter how small, will now be able
to apply for three-year com-
mitments from the Department
of Housing and Urban Develop-
ment, Secretary Patricia Har-
ris said Wednesday

The money can be used for a
wide range of projects, such as
improving the town park, re-
pairing streets, upgrading sew-
er systems, subsidizing social
services, buildings curbs and
gutters, rehabilitating historic
buildings. preparing an indus
trial park site or operating a
runaway youth home

Acknowledging the outery of
criticism of proposed regu-
lations that would have limited
eligibility. the secretary said,
“We knew even when we pro-
posed draft regulations that
only the comments of the com-
munities  themselves * could
make final regulations work-
able.”

A group that includes the Na-
tional Association of Smaller
Communities and the Mis-
sissippi Conference of Black
Mayors had filed suit in an ef-
fort to pressure HUD to change
the proposed regulations

But one HUD source said the
agency had decided to make
the changes before the suit was
filed and had conveyed that de-
cision to attorneys for the small
towns.

The earlier regulations would
have prohibited towns of fewer
than 2,500 people from seeking
multiyear grants for commu-
nity development programs in-
volving more than one project.

“We received a heavy vol-
ume of comments beginning the
day after the draft rules were
published,"" said Secretary Har-
ris. “'I think these rules show
once again that listening to the
voices of those affected by fed-
eral action is HUD's best, com-
mon sense approach to maing
wise decisions."

Retirement would be at 70

WASHINGTON (AP) — Most
American workers could stay
on the job until age 70 under a
bill expected to whisk through
Congress soon. while federal
employees could stay on the
payroll indefinitely

A House-Senate conference
committee ironed out final de-
tails Thursday of legislation
that abolishes most require-
ments in private business that
workers retire at age 65. It also
does away with the federal gov-
ernment’s age-70 limit

But executives “'in a high pol-
icy-making  capacity”  who
would have retirement incomes
of $27.000. minus Social Secur-
ity. would be exempt from the
legislation. Businesses could
still retire them at 65

Senate and House conferees
predicted the bill will whisk
through Congress in a few
weeks. No opposition 1s - ex-
pected from President Carter

‘It's of monumental signifi-
cance to the nation's work
force.” said the 77-year-old
chairman of the House Aging
Committee. Rep. Claude
Pepper. D-Fla

The age-70 ceiling for private
business would go into effect
Jan. 1. 1979. The ban on forced
retirement for federal workers
would take effect this Sept. 30

The bill applies to workers
whose employer has 20 or moge
persons on the payroll — about
70 percent of the labor force. It
also allows two years for age-65

retirement clauses to be phased
out of existing labor union con-
tracts

Almost all the nation’s three
million federal workers are
subject to the current age 70
forced retirement regulations

Pilot cleared in plane crash

LOS ANGELES (AP) —

Some 100 federal investigators .

sifting through the charred
wreckage of a Continental Air-
lines DC-10 and interviewing
survivors shave found no ob-
vious cause for the plane skidd-
ing off a runway and bursting
into flames

But National Transportation
Safety Board Chairman James
King said Thursday that pilot
error and the condition off the
runway. which was wet. have
been tentatively ruled out as
contributory factors

The crash Wednesday killed
two of the 198 persons aboard
and injured 74. Eleven firemen
also were injured

“The investigators will be
paying special attention to the
wheels. landing gear and brak-
ing system.” King said. Spe-
cialty teams also will look at
the cockpit instrument read-
ings. the power plant and hu-
man factors

The pilot. Charles “Gene"
Hersche. 60. who was making
his last flight before retiring.
should have been able to stop
the plane on the remaining 5.-
000 feet of runway after abort-
ing takeoff when two of four

tires on his left landing gear
blew out, officials said

King said it was determined
that the “‘engines operated nor-
mally during acceleration and
deceleration® and the braking
action functioned normally ini-
tially.” However. as the plane
approached the end of the run-
way. “the crew didn't feel that
the brakes were working."

In a deposition. Hersche. of
El Paso. Texas. said the the
DC-10 was traveling at just un-
der 156 knots — the critical
takeoff speed — when he heard
a “'very loud. metallic noise. ™

After that, the plane traveled
another 5000 feet before it
swerved to one side. Its left
wing slammed onto the runway
and caught fire

Hersche said he had slowed
the plane to about 10 knots, but
couldnt get it to stop com-

pletely. “We werent going
fast.” he said. "It just didn't
stop. I can't tell you why. It

seemed all the way that it
should have stopped. ™

King said one of the few de
terminations investigators were
able to make Thursday was
that the two victims probably
died of smoke inhalation. rath-

er than from burns as pre-
viously thought

The probe was set back tem-
porarily when investigators
found the flight data recorder
malfunctioned  during  the
aborted takeoff. But King said
investigators hoped to recon-
struct the lost information by
interviewing the pilot. crew
members and passengers.

NTSB investigator Rudolph
Kapustin said the probe would
also look into the histories of
the tires and whether the
plane’s escape chutes. some of
which burned. met federal
flame-resistance standards

In the past. the DC-10 has
had other tire problems. al-
though Continental spokesman
Bruce Plowman said only 29

tire failures have occurred on
16 DC-10s operated by his com-
pany between 1975 and 1977

The planes made 50.000 takeoffs
and landings annually during
that period, he said

Plowman said Continental
buys all its tires from Good-
year and B F. Goodrich. both of
Akron, Ohio. and that the tires
are retreaded in accordance
with federal guidelines

Trade deficit continues climb

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
nation’s trade deficit for
January was $2.4 billion, con-
tinuing at a rate that led to a
record $26.6-billion deficit last
year, the Commerce Depart-
ment reported today.

Both exporo buy more prod-
ucts from abroaanuary as
Americans continued to buy
more — products from abroad
than they sold for -the- 20th-
straight month.

The January deficit was the
largest since a record $3.6-bil-
lion deficit in October. and it
followed deficits of $2.4 billion
in November and $2.1 billion in
December.

Amerigan businesses export-
ed $10 billion in goods in
January, while importing $124
billion in goods.

Economists said the decline
in trading activity was caused
partly by bad weather at US.

ports. However, the January
decline also was attributed to
an unusually strong trading
month in December, when ship-
ments increased after settle-
ment of a dock strike,

President Carter and other
administration officials say
they expect the trade deficit to
decline this year because of
fewer Gil imports and improve-
méent in the economies of pur-
chasing countries.

Petroleum imports increased
4 percent from $3.1 billion to
$3.2 billion. but almost all other
imports and exports were down
for the month.

Chemicals, machinery and
transportation equipment
showed sharp declines of more
than 10 percent. the department
said. However, breakdowns of
other individual products were
not available.

LOS ANGELES — Exploring
the budget of a motion picture is
like dredging a river, draining a
swamp or cutting open the belly
of a shark. All sorts of things
come pouring out — including a
few that unexpectedly cause a
stink

The average cost of making a
movie is now over $5 million
“*Looking for Mr. Goodbar'’ cost
$2.8 million; **Coma" $4 million:
“Smokey and the Bandit” $4.5
million; “*Midway'" $5 million:
‘‘Star Wars" $9 million;
‘‘Meteor’" $16 million
‘‘sorcerer and Close
Encounters of the Third Kind,
nearly $21 million each. In those
immense sums of money that
buy the script, stars, nails,
lumber, dancing shoes, cowboy
boots, and portyable toilets,
there is room for error
extravagance, and deliberate
fraud

A budget can be quicksand, in
which any number of things that
don’t belong there can sink out

The final cost of the
bottle of beer was $300

In’the second, a client was to
split the profits of a movie - for -
television with a partner. There
were no profits because the
partner had charged $70,000
worth of labor and material to
the movie and used them to
build himself a house. He was
caught only because an invoice
showed delivery of a top load of
lumber to an address in Bel - Air
instead of to the studio.

It is not that ethics in
Hollywood are shabbier than
ethics elsewhere in America
“The executives of the movie
business are no more corrupt
than the executives of the
aircraft industry,” says the
writer director Richard
Brooks. ‘‘We've been raised in a

society that says it's not too bad-

to steal a little if you don't get
caught. But, for most people,
stealing is limited to ruxber
bands and paper clips.”

“In Hollywood,” adds Peter

Bart, an independent producer
(*'Islands in the Stream"),
“nothing is black or white
Everything is covered with a
layer of gray gauze.”

It might be more accurate to
call the gauze green
Independent of both error and
fraud. the-accepted rules of the
game on most pictures are to
apportion as much money as
possible to all the players

The agent of two desirable
stars packages them with a
mediocre director he also
represents, gaining for himself
10 percent of three salaries
instead of two. Jon Peters, the
man with whom Barbra
Streisand has lived for several
years, it usually hired to be the
producer of her movies. His
salary becomes part of the
picture's budget. Business
managers and agents — like Al
Pacino’s Martin Bregman — are
more and more often becoming
the producers, executive
producers, or associate
producers of their stars' films

And a number of stars pout or
forget their lines until they are
promised their wardrobes, the
furnishings of their movie
mansions or — in one case
several years ago — a weeding

producer he could charge the
expenses to publicity because
her wedding would get
newspaper space for his film
Hour by hour, dollar by dollar
the budgetrises toward flood
tide. A studio driver has nothing
to do for five hours  and
randomly--charges his time to
the production number of one of
the movies being shot on the lot.
The chances are that no one will

ever check. His boss, head of the ,

transportation department,
tacilly approves. Otherwise, the
department would have to
absorb the driver's time. When
Nathan Cohen demanded
verification of each
transportation expense for Irwin
Allen, the producer, the
transportation expenses on
Allen's three television series
dropped dramatically. _
A group of electricians arid
carpenters sits around for an

hour at the end of the day before

checking off a lot. Because they-

are paid portal to portal, that
“overtime’ is charged against
the production number of the
film on which they are working.
The laborers, when questioned,
point to the production manager
who-is renting the production —
at an inflated fee — trucks and
cars he personally owns.

The production manager
points to the producer who, in

addition to his salary of $200,000,
is charging his living expenses
and his son’s new Adidas to the
film. The producer has also
arranged, with a_Beverly™Hills
men'’s stor€, Yo have several new
suits made and the cost buried in
the cost of the male star's
clothes.

The producer shrugs. He has
points in the film, a percentage
of the profits.
