The original price tag for
construction at Pampa High
School and Pampa Junior High
was $270,000 but the contract
awarded Thursday was for
$358,983

But Bob Phillips
superintendent, is positive the
additional $90,000 called for in
Wiley Hicks Jr's low bid is in
the 1977 - 78 school budget

‘““We just won't be able todo as
much repair work as we had
hoped,’ he told The News

The Pamp Independent School
District board of trustees met at
4 p.m. in Carver Center, 321 W
Albert, and enlisted Bill
Arrington, board president, to
work out details of the contract

Hicks, an Amarillo
contractor, built the music and
vocational education additions
to the high school

Herbert Brasher, the district's
Lubbock architect, in November
estimated that the work would
cost $270.000. Phillips blamed
the increase on cost of building
materials

Changes will include: addition

of eight classrooms at the junior
high, enlargement of junior high
library and additional science
facilities there, renovating the
girls’ dressing room in the
fieldhouse

What worried trustees about
the bid was Hick's 260 - day time
requirement which would carry
construction into the new school
year, a plan which the board had
hoped to avoid

However, Hicks and Brasher's
firm assured the men that
school could open Sept. 5 as
scheduled

Other bidders were Page and
Wirtz of Amarillo, $365,366, and
J.R. Development of Pampa,
$395.500

Bid also was awarded for 80
new band uniformas for the high
school. Jeff Doughten said that
since the band will next year
include freshmen the size will
increase from 115 to about 200
musicians

The $12,697.60 to Fruhauf
Uniforms will come from county
available funds. Fruhauf was
low bidder

Potter DA on bail

AMARILLO, Texas (AP) —
Potter County District Attorney
Tom Curtis was free on $100
bond today after a judge
slapped him with a contempt
citation Thursday when Curtis
called the judge biased

State District Judge Bryan
Poff cited Curtis during a pre-
trial hearing concerning sus-
pended Potter County Commis-
sionér Bob Hicks, scheduled to
go on trial Monday on theft and
official misconduct charges

Poff told Curtis, “Tom, I
ruled against you one time, and
you're acting like a spoiled
child. I've been trying to get
along with you for three years
It's very sad I think it's time
someone protected a man's
rights around the courthouse
You indicted a man on five
counts you conceded were be
yond statute of limitations."

Poff had quashed five of the
15 counts against Hicks

Curtis had said, I think
you're acting like a biased
judge trying to help this de-
fendant beat a darn good
case.”

Poff handed Curtis a 10-day
jail sentence, but Curtis posted
the bond

The contempt case will be
heard by a judge other than
Poff at a later date

Curtis had asked earlier in
the week that Poff be dis-
qualified from presiding over
the hearing, on grounds that
Texas law requires an out-of-
county judge preside over suits
to remove public officials

His motion was denied, how-
ever, by another judge, who
said the action pending against
Hicks is on the theft charge
not the removal suit

Vice agent buys
sex; taxes paid

SEATTLE (AP) — Bruce
McLean’s job was to kiss and
tell

As a citizen vice agent, he
paid for sex with taxpayer
money then reported every de-
tail of what happened to the po-
lice

“She asked me to get un-
dressed and to give her $30,
which I did,”" he said of a Sept
20, 1977, encounter at the Su-
prema Sauna

McLean said that after being
given a shower, he asked the
woman what she charged. ‘‘She
replied she usually got $30 for
intercourse,”" he said in an affi-
davit filed by the county prose-
cutor’s office to prove its case
against the massage parlor

The money was provided by
a King County detective,
McLean said

An affidavit filed by one
agent said he reported to vice
detectives on having sex for
pay at least 27 times

Such use of such civilian
agents, as well as county police
officers, ended this week with
an order by King County Exec-

utive John Spellman. He said
use of agents engaging in sex
acts was “a deviation of pol-
icy

The agents' acts were per-
formed in conjunction with a
civil lawsuit filed by Prosecutor
Christopher Bayley to close
three massage parlors — Su-
prema Sauna, the Skandia Mas-
sage Studio in downtown
Seattle and the Little Skandia
Massage Studio in Mercer
Island

Bayley's office said it has
evidence of 53 sexual encoun-
ters gathered over a period of
three years. Typically, civilian
vice agents were given $40 to
$80 to pay for the sexual fa-
vors, as well as $ to $10
‘‘spending money."

Seattle and Mercer Island po-
lice offices also used agents to
build cases for prosecution

A spokesperson for Seattle
Mayor Charles Royer, who was
out of town on business, said
agents were used prior to Ro-
yer's taking office in January
and “it won't happen under the
Royer administration. "

The marshals have until 4:30
p.m. EST Monday to hand out
the orders to the 1451 defend-
ants named by the federal
judge who issued the back-to-

Spring
fever?

There were short people, tall people and
medium - sized people. There were fat

people making the scrawny look scrawnier
There were people ir: hair curlers rubbing
elbows with those in three - piece suits

And they were all after that once - in-a -
lifetime deal. A bargain

Besides bicycles and. guns, the best
sellers, they bid on a pair of well - worn
sneakers, one ski, hubcaps, three cartons
of Winstons, three tubes of glue and a
brandy sniffer. Among other things

*‘Sure would be funny if they turned out
to be left - ‘handed cigarettes,”” Gary
French commented about the Winstons

They bid on a record player complete
with a Nat King Cole record, two pairs of
glasses ina black flowered case, ski gloves,
tools and a sack full of clothes. .

The lothes started with a 30 cent bid

“The material must be worth that,”
Ryzman said.

Most of the money went for the rifles,
with prices ranging up to $100. One
bystander complained that when he was
small he got a rifle for $10

The crowd thinned when the guns were
sold, leaving the bicycle fanatics to outbid

each other by one cent at a time jn some
cases.

Don Case showed up at the auction
intending to buy four bicycles for himself,
his wife and his two kids—and only got one.

Alpha Strickland, however, was luckier.

I bought those two for the price I was
going to pay for one,” she said. ‘“Now I
might buy another.”

Coyle Winborn, 12 stood next to his
mother, Mrs. Sue Winborn, and urged her
in a non - whisper whisper not to bid so high
on a dirt bike that Coyle paid for with
money he made working at the country
club

Not five minutes after they bought the
bike for $28, Coyle's sister Wendy, 10, asked
her brother if she could have his old bike.

Immediately after U.S. Dis-
trict Judge Aubrey E. Robinson
Jr. issued his temporary back-
to-work order Thursday under
the Taft-Hartley Act, U.S. mar-
shals began distributing copies
of the order and supporting
documents to 1,451 defendants
that included the UMW, its lo
cal unions, mine construction
workers and ming operators

The judge issued the order
after agreeing with the Carter
administration — represented
by Attorney General Griffin

Bell in a rare court appearance
— that the strike's continuation
would ‘“‘imperil the national
health or safety.”

The judge's order directed
coal operators to reopen their
mines and the strikers to end
their walkout as of 7 a.m. local
time today

However, the judge gave
marshals until 4:30 pm. EST
next Monday to serve copies of
the order to all defendants, and
Justice Department officials ac-
knowledged that it would be
difficult to force compliance
with the order until Monday

The judge, who also directed
bargainers to resume ‘‘collec-
tive bargaining in good faith,”
said that while he was ordering
the strike to a temporary end,
no individual miner could be
forced back to work against his
will

Because of that exclusion,
many UMW officials and rank-
and-file members have pre-
dicted that while most local
leaders would obey the law by
ordering a stop to the strike,
the order will be widely ignored
by the members

The order, which requires
miners to work for the same
wages and benefits they re-
ceived under their old contract,
expires at 6 pm. EST on
March 17

How to kill a college

While President Carter and
his brainstormers try to figure
out more ways to give taxpayer
money to low income and middle
- Income students, it is becoming
painfully obvious that the more
federal money funneled into
education the less real education

he student will get

That thought has been burning
a hole in the minds of a growing
number of educators as they
look at federal dollars on one
hand and the restrictions that
accompany those dollars on the
other. The time has come, say
some of these educators, for us
to begin to repair the weak spots
in our backbone created by a
scaffolding of federal money

In recent weeks, Duke
University has turned down
thousands of dollars rather than
accept Washington demands
'and lower requirements for
admitting medical students. The
North Carolina Baptist
Convention instructed the Wake
Forest Board of Trustees not to
accept a federal grant. and the
University of North Carolina has
said that it will not accept

Washington insistence that
certain courses be offered and
others dropped

The road to ruin for such
colleges and universities is
paved by a continuing flow of
dollars from Washington to
those schools, along with
increasing demands that
Washington knows best how the
educational institutions should
be run

Theodore Gross, dean of
humanities at City College in
New York, is the author of an
article on a similar problem that
could have been aimed full blast
at federal intervention in public
education

He titled his Saturday Review
article “*How to kill a college,”
and addressed his remarks to
“open admissions,” begun in
1970. Open admissions offered to
every high school student,
regardless of academic record,
admission to the city's
university. When the college
threw . open its doors to all
applicants, it had to hire 21
fulltime faculty members to
give remedial instruction in
writing. Most students had to be
given this instruction

Gross, who was chairman of
the English department, writes
Within a year, open admissions
greatly altered our educational
mission. A department that had
offered 70 percent of its courses
in literature and the rest in some
form of basic written
composition now offered the
reverse. The problem for one -
third of the open - admissions
students was literacy, for
another third, competence, for

the last third, college - level
English
When open admissions

students couldn't be sufficiently
transformed, the college had to
become a contortionist in order
to handle them. The faculty was
debased by a teachers' union

Watch on Washington

Haldeman’s

WASHINGTON — HR. (Bob)
Haldeman has just pulled off the
biggest fraud in his career with
the naive assist of those bright
lights of the publishing world he
would have classed as the major
“‘enemies’’ of the Nixon White
House

The Iron Chancellor of the
Nixon White House sold his
publishers a book that was a pig
in a poke. “‘The Ends of Power™
does not contain one bit of solid
evidence to sustain the
promotional ballyhoo on the
questions it would answer

Haldeman and his publishers
gave the erroneous impression
he was going to tell the real
inside story of Watergate
complete with evidence that his
old boss. Richard Nixon. was
personally responsible for the
Watergate break - in. and that
Nixon personally erased the 18!

minutes on the White House
tape
What Haldeman delivered

was a package that included a
few new. superficial color facts
about the already well
documented insecurity
duplicity and criminality of
Nixon plus a bundle of half
truths and speculationscabout
what might have happened

It included much personal
opinion on the already
established duplicity of Henry
Kissinger. the craftiness of John
Ehrlichman. and a lot of self
serving drivel to minimize his
personal regponsibility for
serious White House
falsification and vicious misuses
of the power of the presidency

The convicted falsifier — the
recognized master manipulator
of the Nixon White House — used
the old tricks of the Nixon
campaigns to pull off a new
public relations coup that topped
his selling of Nixon to -the
American people in 1968 and his
management of the Nixon
landslide election in 1972

By stonewalling. Haldeman
created an aura of mystery that
cleverly manipulated the often
superficial competitive spirit
that is the plague of the
newspaper industry

Then he cleverly played to the
baser instinct of much -
criticized checkbook journalism
by appealing to the blind

*

commercialism that is a part of
the publishing industry

The election triumphs that
Nixon and Haldeman brought
off in 1968 and 1972 were minor
manipulations beside the 1978
publishing coup. To start with
neither Nixon nor Haldeman
had been involved in proven
crimes in 1968 or 1972, and they
were running against less than
heroic Democratic presidential
contenders

What is amazing about
Haldeman's publishing triumph
Is that it takes place while he is
in Lompoc federal prison. a
convicted perjurer. He also isan
admitted liar on significant
matters that were not at issue in
the trial. and the recognized
master puppeteer behind the
falsifications that poured from
Ron Ziegler's lips in the months
immediately following the
Watergate burglary

In selling his book. Haldeman
was not dealing with the naive
and half - informed masses that
made up the electorate in 1968
and 1972. but was dealing with
an elite intelligensia of the
publishing world. He took them
in

On notice that they were
dealing with a convicted
perjurer on Watergate and an

admitted liar on other
significant issues. the book
publishers at the New York
Times entered into an
agreement to publish and

circulate whatever truths, half
truths and opinion Mr
Haldeman wished to foist off on
the public

And. having placed
themselves in this questionable
position. they then felt
compelled to merchandise the
liar's product in a manner that
would maximize the profit with
advertising techniques that
would have been more in
keeping with standards of the
National Enquirer

It was not jourralism's

brightest hour. and the
Washington Post's pirating of
the Haldeman “‘truths” is

difficult to equate with normal.
aggressive journalistic search
for the truth

For Richard Nixon. awaiting
publication of his book in May. it
may have been the brightest day
since he resigned in disgrace on

and by ‘“affirmative action”
which, Gross said, ‘“‘were
additional contributions to
mediocrity.’' Because cartain
government minorities were
“under represented’’ in the
faculty, “‘one could scarcely
contemplate dismissing a black
or Puerto Rican, or a woman
unless he or she was utterly
incompetent.”’

The deterioration continued
As requirements and
prerequisities were abolished,
enrollment in traditional
subjects declined

“The faculty created sexy
courses to attract students: gay
literature, Jewish fertility,”
Gross wrote. “‘Then, they tried
to sell the courses with gaudy
posters or in campus
newspapers. In the sweaty gym
during registration, too many of
the faculty were no better than
barkers at a circus sideshow
touting the attractions awaiting
behind the flap ... College had
become a kind of cheap
academic stock market, and
teachers were stockbrokers in
an inflationary educational
economy."”

The plight of New York's City
College was just one indication
of the serious decay of the entire
section. Out of the ashes has
come the scrapping of the open -
admissions system.

Put in perspective
Haldeman's critical comments
about his former boss were the
minimum that he could say
about Nixon's personality
peculiarities. duplicity and
insecurity and retain even a
touch of credibility

Haldeman. the professional
advertising executive, knew he
needed those concessions to
make the product saleable and
give credence to repeated
comments that on the overall
record Richard Nixon was “a
great president.”

In the "“author’'s note" at the
beginning of the book Haldeman
states openly: I feel as loyal
today to the President (Nixon) I
served as | ever have, and |
honestly believe this book to be a
valuable service to and
demonstration of that loyalty."

Although Haldeman admits
various ‘‘mistakes” in the
handling of Watergate, the
overall impression is that the
thing he regrets most is that
John Dean and Jeb Magruder
were not up to the job of
toughing out an arrogant cover -
up of criminal abuses of power

“*Watergate properly handled
could probably have been
survived.”” Haldeman
summarized. “Instead, Nixon,
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‘Wave ‘em on through—conditions couldn’t be better’

Banning the betel—nuts

The U.S. Food and Drug Administration (FDA)
may have bitten off more than it can chew in its
attempt to ban the use of the betel nut. Not many
Americans will be greatly concerned over this
sntic og our leading regulating bureaucracy. The
fruit of the betel palm is not well known out of the
tropical areas of the South Pacific

The issue is no small one for the 100,000 or more
residents of the U S. island territory of Guam
The betel nut is dried and chewed by a majority of
the citizens of the territory. It is a mild stimulant,
probably no greater than coffee. There are near
200 million people around the world who chew the

nut

The FDA doesn't allow the importation and
interstate sale of the betel nut on the pretext that
it cannot be shown that chewing the nut is safe
Under this concept, anything can be banned by
the slightest whim of anyone in the agency who
sees an opportunity to expand the tentacles of
controls. Such expansion leads to greater career

enhancement

Guam officials contend that the FDA ban is
unfair to the estimated 25,000 Guamanians living
in the U.S. who can't obtain the nuts for personal
use. There are thousands of other Asians living
here who are also affected by the FDA *‘policy."

Since appeals to the federal agency have

The Federal Election Commission (FEC), empowered
by law. to conduct a full audit of the financial dealings of all
political committees that have received federal funds,
delivered the Carter report to Lipshutz last month.

That document, reliably reported to be sharply critical
of numerous financial transactions during Carter’'s cam-
paiin for the presidency, was transmitted to the White
House under an exceptionally tight cloak of secrecy.

Lipshutz has 30 days to challenge any FEC allegations of
improper or illegal conduct, but he cannot legally thwart
the public release of the final audit report.

Lipshutz’ current title makes him the president’s chief
legal advisor, but he is the White House representative in
the unpublicized negotiations with the FEC because of his
earlier role as treasurer of Carter's two principal

campaign committees.

has surfaced, in other contexts, suggesting a pattern of
financial transgressions on the part of Carter’'s political

One Carter campaign official has estimated that as
much as $150,000 in public funds might have to be returned
to the federal treasury because it was disbursed for use as
election day *‘walking around money’’ and other question-

able purposes.

In one instance, a clergyman in Oakland, Calif., was

forced to return $2,000 to the Carter cam

ign after

acknowledging that he had pocketed political organizing
funds because ‘I don’t work for no damn politician for

nothing."”’

Three other ministers in the San Francisco -area
received $1,000 apiece in ‘‘street money’’ from the Carter
campaign without being required to adequately document

the disposition of the funds.

The financial reports filed by Carter's campaign
committees list hundreds of thousands of dollars; similarly
distributed, under vague and suspicious categories such as

‘‘advances/other,’’

‘‘advances/travel,"’

and

“material/other/non-sale items."’

After a controversy arose last summer about five flights
Carter took in 1975 and 1976 on a plane owned by the
National Bank of Georgia, the bank was belatedly
reimbursed for almost $1,800 worth of travel.

Another embarrassing disclosure showed that Carter
was the beneficiary of about $1,200 worth of free air travel
on corporate and state-owned planes during a 1975
campaign swing through North Carolina and South

Carolina.

Still another incident centers around the questionable
expenditure of more than $4,500 by a corporate political
action committee and two business executives who
sponsored a luncheon attended by Carter and more than 50
businessmen at the 21 Club in New York in the summer of

1976.

In yet another case, more than 200 outstanding debts
totalling in excess of $300,000 disappeared from the Carter
campaign committee’s financial reports without any
documentation showing that the payments actually had

been made.

FEC auditors also have become curious about recent
financial reports submitted by Andrew Young, a former
member of the House and longtime Carter political ally
who now serves as ambassador to the United Nations.

Young's congressional campaign committee reported in
early 1977 that it had no outstanding debts, but late last
year it said it had collected $9,400, most of it to pay for
previously undisclosed airline trips Young made in 1976 on
behalf of Carter and other Democratic candidates.

Pampa currently is spending
$65,000 to $70,000 annually for
health insurance for city
employees.

But there is a possibility that
equal or better coverage may be
obtained for less. The mayor
and commissioners consider the
possibility strong enough to
gamble a few bucks and the city
manager considers it strong
enough to invest some of his
time.

The money is required to send
Mack Wofford, city manager, to
Austin when the Texas
Municipal League (TML)

which he serves, meets.

Wofford said 19 other mayors,
city attorneys, city managers
and personnel directors from
over the state also were asked to
serve on the committee.

He said that if the TML comes
up with an insurance plan, it will
be offered to Texas cities on a
voluntary basis. Those burgs
preferring coverage from other
sources will not be pressured

into switching to the TML plan.

But Wofford expects whatever
comes of the committee’'s work
will be positive.

At a meeting last week, the
committee recommended to the
full board that TML employ
Peat, Marwick, Mitchell and Co.
of Dallas to study the insurance
requirements of cities across the
state and draw up some
specifications.

“I feel at this stage that there

Wofford said. “What is being
attempted is trying to decrease
the cost by numbers with the
risk spread more widely over
the state ...

It’s no UFO, It’s Enterprise

SPACE CENTER, Houston
(AP) — The Space Shuttle Or-
biter Enterprise, part of Amer-
ica’s next thrust into space,
went on tour today with its first
cross-country trip, secured atop
a giant Boeing 747.

The Enterprise, used last
year to test future landing
procedures following return
trips from space, could be mis-
taken for a UFO, perched on
top of the huge 747.

But it's the real thing.

It was to circle Hobby Air-
port on the city’s south side pri-
or to a scheduled mid-afternoon
landing at Ellington Air Force
Base after leaving the National
Aeronautics and Space Admin-
istration (NASA) Dryden Flight
Research Center, Edwards, Ca-
lif. early today.

The orbiter is en route to the
Marshall Space Flight Center,
Huntsville, Ala., where it will
undergo ground vibration tests.

Following .a welcoming cere-
mony headed by JohnSon Space
Center (JSC) Director Christ-
opher Kraft. the 747 and its
“‘passenger” will remain on
public display at Ellington
through Sunday before depart-

ing for Marshall.

The Enterprise craft even-
tually will be used to transport
astronauts and experimental
equipment into space but it will
not be the first orbiter in space
because it is not completely fit-
ted for space flight

A similar orbiter currently is
under construction at the Rock-
well International Space Divi-
sion plant at Palmdale, Calif.,
and will be used for the first
space shuttle flight, now sched-
uled for late 1979.

The Enterprise is equipped
with dummy engines and does
not have the ceramic tile heat

shields necessary to protect the
craft when it returns to the
earth's atmosphere.

The orbiter is capable of
being used at least 100 times
during the shuttle program. It
will be boosted into low earth
orbit by three main engines,
coupled with the two solid rock-
et boosters that will be strap-
ped to the side of the external
fuel tank.

Unlike previous space flights,
the orbiter is scheduled to land
on a runway similar to con-
ventional aircraft.

Two cosmonauts return

MOSCOW (AP) — A Soviet
and a Czechoslovak cosmonaut
returned to earth today from
the Soviet Salyut 6 space sta-
tion, leaving two other Soviet
cosmonauts aboard, the Tass
news agency reported.

Soviet flight commander
Alexei Gubarev and Czech-
oslovak spaceman Vladimir Re-
mek had spent seven days in
space in the first mission to in-

clude a non-Soviet, non-Ameri-
can astronaut.

Tass said Georgy Grechko
and Yuri Romanenko were con-
tinuing their work aboard the
space station after more than
12 weeks in space. They are ex-
pected to return to earth in the
next week or two, having bro-
ken the world space endurance
record of 84 days set four years
ago by a U.S. Skylab crew.

ATLANTA (AP) — Hustler
magazine owner Larry Flynt
has less than a 50 percent
chance of ever walking again,
say doctors who have operated
on him

“‘There are no reflexes in the
lower extremities and there is
a loss of sensation from his
mid-thighs down,” Dr. George
Tindall, Emory University Hos-
pital's chief neurosurgeon, said
Thursday after a 2'2-hour oper-
ation to remove a bullet from
Flynt's lower back

It will take six months to a
year to know the full extent of
the damage, Tindall said.

Flynt, 34; and one of his at-
torneys, Gene Reeves Jr., 47.
were shot Monday outside the
Gwinnett County courthouse,
where Flynt was being tried on
obscenity charges.

Guards stood at the operating
room doors where Flynt under-
went his third operation since
the shooting. His wife, Althea,
was with him in the recovery
room.

Tindall said he removed bul-
let fragments and bone chips
from Flynt's spinal canal at the
third lumbar vertebra during
the operation. He said severe
damage occurred to nerves
near the end of the spinal col-
umn. Some of the nerves were
broken or damaged. ;

Reeves, whoo suffered stom-
ach and liver injuries, re
mained in satisfactory condi-
tion in the intensive care unit

of Button Gwiinett Hospital in
Lawrenceville.

But, Peter Bourne, director
of the White House drug abuse
office, objected that any intake
of paraquat-tainted marijuana
in this country would be a di
rect result of the U.S.-supplied
spraying operation and ordered
the study by the National In-
stitute of Drug Abuse, this par-
ticipant said

Paraquat is supposed to turn
marijuana plants into a fine
powder in three days of direct
exposure to sunlight. The herbi-
cide itself decomposes when it
comes in contact with soil

But the government says in
some cases the marijuana has
been harvested the same day it
was sprayed and packed into
bricks away from sunlight.

One swallow of concentrated
paraquat can kill. There is no
known antidote. Inhaling spray
mist can cause nose bleeds,
mouth and respiratory tract in-
flamation, chest pain, asthmat-
ic attacks, vomiting and
wrinkled fingernails

Congressional sources said
gaovernmentscientists are
aware of about 100 paraquat-re-
lated deaths in this country

On Dec. 9, the drug abuse of-
fice said that at a con-
tamination rate of 500 parts per
million, a person would have to
eat one pound of marijuana in
a few hours to be killed. This
they said” would be roughly
equal to 32 pounds of mari-
juana brownies — the form in
which marijuana is most
frequently eaten

Clone book science fiction?

David M. Rorvik, author of a
forthcoming book that allegedly
chronicles the creation of a hu-
man being by cloning, once
said he was writing a pornogra-
phic. science fiction thriller
called “The Clone,” the Great
Falls (Mont.) Tribune said to-
day .

The Tribune said that Rorvik,
who was born in Circle, Mont.,
on Nov. 1, 1943 and went to
school in the state, was inter-
viewed by the newspaper in
May 1970. He discussed his ca-
reer as a free-lance writer and
talked about the novel he
planned to write

“Rorvik says he finds fiction
writing more difficult than non-
fiction.| but-~is determined to
complete his novel, ‘The Clone,’
and perhaps get it made into a
movie," the 1970 Tribune story
said. '“The Clone' is a por-
nographic science fiction thrill-
er based on current medical
possibility, he said.”” according
to the eight-year-old report

Rorvik's new book, “'In His
Image: The Cloning of a Man.”
is being published by J.B. Lip-
pincott Co. It describes the al-
leged creation of a boy. now 14
months old. by cloning. the
process of duplicating living

Cloning has been used in creat-
ing plants and a frog but has
never been attempted with hu-
mans. Lippincott has said Ror-
vik assured them the story was
true, but that the publishing
company did not know whether
it was indeed fact.

Rorik has been unavailable
for comment since news of his
book first broke out. A
statement issued by Lippincott
on Wednesday quoted him as
saying the boy, offspring of a
wealthy, unidentified man, is

‘‘alive, healthy and loved
today."”
Information about Rorvik

himself also has been sketchy
He is a 1966 graduate of the
journalism schoel-at the Uni-
versity of Montana and re-
ceived a master's degree from
the Columbia University School
of Journalism in 1967. The
same year he received a Pulit-
zer Traveling Fellowship and,
according to Lippincott, used it
to study racism and apartheid
in white-dominated countries in
Africa

Rorvik became embroiled in
controversy during his senior
year at the University of Mon-
tana, the Tribune said. because
of his editorials published in
the student newspaper, the Kai-
min. Parents threatened to re-
move their children from the
university because of alleged
sex-flavored and subversive
material published in the news-
paper

. When Rorvik tried to publish

a poem banned from the
campus literary magazine as
“flagrantly offensive,”” the
night foreman of the University
Print Shop refused to set the
poem in type.

Rorvik replied to criticism he
received at the time with the
following statement: “'It's quite
possible that some of the mate-
rial included in the Montana
Kaimin has been sex-flavored
So what?

It was a remarkably frank,
yet reciprocally supportive and
friendly exchange, the first
meeting between Carter and
leaders of most major Protes-
tant and Eastern Orthodox de-
nominations.

“I'm thankful for what you've
done,” Carter told them, but
added he felt they should keep
up a more vigorous role on
social problems.

William P. Thompson, chief
executive of the United Presby-
terian Church and president of
the National Council of
Churches, told Carter, *‘We feel
a double sense of affinity with
you and your hopes and
dreams.”

That is so. he said, because
Carter approaches hjs duties of
office ‘in the broader per-
spective of ... an active Chris-

Those lines of commu-
nication, dating back to the
Franklin D. Roosevelt era and
maintained through the presi-
dencies of Truman, Eisen-
hower Kennedy and Johnson,
had been broken off by Nixon,
but were revived by Ford in
1975.

Carter said he looked forward
to continuing the exchange,
both of *“mutual support and
constructive criticism.”

But he said he was troubled
by a ‘‘growing quiescence in
the churches” on social prob-
lems: “Compared to what the
Christian community could do

American male skater
wins world crown

OTTAWA (AP) — Charlie
Tickner is the first American
male in eight years to win a
world figure skating champion-
ship because 15 years ago when
he hit the ice, he immediately
fell down

*“The first time I touched the
ice I couldn’t skate at all,"" said
Tickner Thursday night after
his electrifying freestyle rou-
tine gave him figure skating's
top prize. 'That really puzzled
me because | had always been
really good at sports and not
being able to do something ath-
letic really bothered me."

So instead of concentrating
on the sports he had already
mastered, like tennis ahd golf.
Tickner opted for figure skat-
ing

And now he can stand up as
the best in the world

The 24-year-old ice artist
from Littleton. Colo.. inspired
“Bravos™ from the crowd en-
joying the World Figure Skat-
ing Championships at the Ot-

tawa Civic Centre with his five-
minute performance that fea-
tured dazzling footwork and
four triple revolution jumps

The victory gave the US. its
first world figure skating men’s
title since Tim Wood won suc-
cessive crowns in 1969-70

Tickner had to do it the hard
way, rising from third place
after Wednesday's short pro-
gram te overcome a pair of for-
mer world champions. Jan
Hoffman of East Germany
(1974) and Vladimir Kovalev of
the Soviet Union (1977)

Tickner. the America cham-
pion the past two years, won
this tight competition with 17
ordinals and 187.32 points. Hoff-
man was second with 22 ordin-
als and 186.62 points. Robin
Counsins of Great Britain, who

Health cost
pushing up

Why do health care costs
continue to climb relentlessly
year after year — with hospital
bills slated to jump by nearly 15
per cent in 1978 alone, and
physicians' fees to rise on
average by still another 8 per
cent?” What are some of the
forces behind these ever
escalating costs”’
consumer - dominated Health
Systems Agencies (HSAs) really
do anything significant to curb
the trend”

Of course, the HSAs can't
control inflation overall — and
inflation by itself accounts for
close to half the annual rises in
medical costs. Hospitals are
paying out more and more in
salaries (which represent about
two - thirds of their budgets) and
more and more for gas,
electricity, food, other goods
and services they routinely buy
In one recent year, for instance,
the cost of patient gowns
rocketed 40 per cent, disposable

surgical caps 70 per cent,
sutures 35 per cent!

But other also important
forces are

Inappropriate use of services
Because of a shortage of
physicians in many areas,
hospital emergency rooms are
increasingly being used as
general health facilities, reports
the new Blué Cross Assn
‘*Handbook for Consumer

' 'Participation in Health Care

Planning." In fact, patient visits
to emergency rooms soared 35
per cent in a recent four - year
span — and these visits are
twice as costly as a visit to a
physician’s office. Yet, the irony
of it is that while many hospital
emergency rooms are jammed,
many hospital beds are either
empty or occupied by patients
who should not be there. And on
top of this construction
continues — not of ambulatory
or outpatient facilities; but of
new hospitals or additions with
even more unnecessary beds

Excess beds. **The oversupply
of beds results in pressures that
encourage unnecessary
admissions and prolong the
length of stays. “Even if beds
stay empty.” the consumer
handbook says. ‘“‘there is the
cost of maintaining them," far
above the cost of an occupied
bed

Institutional productivity
Much more could be done than is
being done to improve hospital
management in areas such as
budgeting. scheduling of patient
admissions, more efficient use
of personnel

Defensive medicine. In the
last few years. the proportion of
X-ray and lab tests has soared
Many of these tests are

Can the new .

superfluous, are done because
physicians want to have
‘proof.” if they are sued, that
they were not negligent, or
because hospital “‘routine’’ may
require doctors to order certain
tests, even if they were done
before admission
Expensive medical
technology. The past décade has
been marked by enormous
technological advances .. new
surgical procedures to replace
arteries, heart valves, knee and

hip joints sophisticated
equipment, such as the kidney
machine the CAT
(computerized axial

tomography) scanner, a
technological miracle which
combines a computer with an
X-ray machine to produce super
- detailed, three - dimensional
views of any cross - section of

the body
While the scanner may
provide additional diagnostic

information with less discomfort
and risk to the patient than other
procedures, it is not yet clear
whether or not this information
leads to a better outcome for the
patient

One point is clear, though

ith the machines costing
between $400.000 and $600,000
each to purchase and about
$300,000 annually to operate,
their very existence easily can
lead to their use — and abuse —
in even minor cases. For about
$200 plus per scan, the
machines can yield hefty profits
for hospitals and physicians
This explains why their sales
have pushed scanners from
about 250 two years ago to an
estimated 1,200 today in
hospitals and radiologists’
offices

According to the consumer
handbook, the Washington, D.C
Plan learned several years ago
that hospitals and physicians’'
groups in the area were
planning to buy 17 scanners — at
a cost of close to $7 million —
although six to eight scanners
were deemed adequate for the
patient population there.

A \'irglma‘ hospital, in
applying for permission to buy a
scanner, claimed it would
charge $220 per scan — or more
than three times its anticipated
cost — to make up for the losses
it incurred in providing
obstetrical and emergency care
and for its loss in revenue due to
the opening of another hospital
inthearea

The local HSA disapproved
the application, but was
overruled by the state health
planning council, which, like
other state bodies of its kind, has
final say on spending

State pocketbooks run over this year

From Maine to California,
state treasuries are bulging, in
sharp contrast to the deficits of
two years ago, and lawmakers
are debating ways to give some
of the money back to the tax-
payers.

A spot check by The Associ-
ated Press and a survey by the
Tax Foundation Inc. found that
31 states expect to have a sur-
plus at the end of the current
one-or two-year fiscal period

The surpluses are not con-
fined to any particular area of
the country, making it hard to
pinpoint the reason for finan-
cial health. They can be found
in industrial states like New
York and Illinois, as well as in
more rural areas like Kansas
and Wisconsin

Proposals for refunding some
of the money vary from state
to state and, often, among offi-
cials within a state

In Wisconsin, for .example,
there are three conflicting
plans for election-year tax cuts
to divvy up a $400 million to
$425 million surplus. In Colora-
do there are no less than a doz-
en schemes

The amount of the surpluses
alsp vary widely

California expects to have
$3.21 billion left when the cur-
rent fiscal year ends June 30;
South Dakota officials expect a
$4.9 million surplus July 1 and
a $5.3 million surplus by July 1,
1979

It is equajly difficult to char-
acterize states with deficits.

Among those in or mear the
red, for example, are Pennsyl-
vania, with a $64 million defi-
cit, and Hawaii, which the Tax
Foundation says will go from a
$35.2 million surplus in fiscal
1977 (which ended last June 30)
to a $3.5 million deficit in fiscal
1979

Overall totals for surpluses
are difficult to calculate be-
cause states use a variety of fi-
nancial calendars and fiscal
systems

In a study released Wednes-
day, the Tax Foundation, a
nonprofit research group, said
state and local governments re-
ported a $13.3 billion surplus on
general accounts in - calendar
year 1977, up by nearly $10 bil-
lion from the previous year

Indecency conviction reversed

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — A
Mexican-American's conviction
on charges of indecency with a
child was reversed Wednesday
because one juror had wit-
nessed a sexual assault on his
own daughter by a Mexican-
American.

The Texas Court of Criminal
Appeals said the trial judge at
Angleton should have declared
a mistrial as soon as the juror
admitted he had lied when
asked whether he had ever wit-
nessed a crime.

Ruben Salazar’s 10-year sen-
tence was recalled, and the
court said he is entitled to a
new trial.

He was accused of exposing
himself to-a 13-year-old girl and
attempting to pull her pants
off.

One juror stated when ques-
tioned during jury selection

that he had never been a wit-
ness or a complainant in a
criminal case. But after the
state rested its case, he con-
fessed to the judge that he wit-
nessed the assault on his
daughter ..

After the juror said that
would not influence his decision
in Salazar’s case, the judge
allowed him to remain on
the jury. ;

The high court said prelimi-
nary questioning of prospective
jurors is designed to insure a
disinterested and impartial
jury

““When a juror withholds ma-
terial information in the voir
dire process, the parties are de-
nied their opportunity to ex-
ercise their challenges, thus
hampering their selection of a
disinterested and impartial
jury,” the court said.
