Sentencing took place in a
Midland courtroom Vance D
Cawthorn reportedly lived in
that city when the wiolation
occured

A W4 form is used by an
employer to determine how
much income tax is to be
withheld from an employee's
salary

Charges against Cawthorn
stated that he did “'knowingly
willfully and unlawfully supply a
false and fraudulent statement
on three seperate Forms W-4
that were submitted to his
employer. Furrs Incorporated

Cawthorn reportedly is a
member of United Tax Action
Patriots. a tax protest
organization which has an
active membership in Pampa

He represented himself after
refusing the assistance of a
court - approinted attorney and
he initiated a waiver of a jury
trial During the trial. the court
did appoint a local attorney. Tex
Kerr. as standbv councel for
Cawthorn

Resurrection stirs

Act V, Scene 1: Nisan 16, 30
A.D., daybreak on the first day
of the week. Place. A tree-lined
pathway outside Jerusalem
circling into a landscaped gar
den of shrubs, palms and
acacias.

Four women in dark chitons
and veils hurry along the path-
way, carrying wrapped sweet
spices and cruets of ointment

Salome: “Even if we were
not able to weep and lament
him on that day whereon he
was crucified, yet let us now do
so at the tomb."

Mary Magdalene: “‘But who
will roll away the stone for us
from the door of the tomb, that
we may enter in and sit beside
him and perform that which is
due?”

Mother of James: ‘‘The stone
is great, and we fear lest any
man see us."

Joanna: "If we cannot do so,
yet let us cast down at the door
these things we bring for a me-
morial of him, and we will
weep and lament.”

Suddenly, two Roman sol-
diers burst out of the woods,
breathing hard, eyes wild,
capes flying, fleeing toward the
city. One soldier's helmet is
ripped off by a limb but he
doesn't pause to retrieve it
They disappear down the path

Charges had been filed on
Sept 21. 1977 against Cawthorn
by the United States Attorney In
San Antinio. He was found guilty
on Feb 3 by Judge Duttle and
faced one year inprisonment
and - or a $500 fine on each
coumnt

Judge Suttle orded that two of
the years will run concurrent
and the other will run
consecutively

Information on the Cawthorn
trial was hand delivered to The
Pampa News by Internal
Revenue Service agents from
Amarillo

One of the agents said there
are many other cases now under
investigation, “"some a lot more
Serious

The agent said. “We move
rather slowly 1n law
enforcement — Income Tax law
enforcement but in the end
things hke what happemed to
Cawthorn are the end result

He expressed the opinion that
the actions and activities of the
income tax protestors get much
news coverage and publicity

My hope is that some of the
poeple who haven't joined this
movement get both sides of

the story

as the startled women stand
staring

The women proceed silently,
warily along the path in a low-
lying fog. Abruptly they freeze
as they confront the dark open-
ing of the tomb, hewn in a li-
mestone cliff. The huge, circu-
lar stone door is rolled to one
side, its seal broken

They gasp, drawing back. A
stranger in shimmering white
sits beside the dark entrance
He smiles reassuringly: “Do
not be afraid. Why do you seek
the living among the dead? You
seek Jesus of Nazareth, who
was crucified. He is not here;
for he has risen. Come, see the
place where he lay."”

The women, trembling, cling-
ing together, venture forward
and peer into the empty tomb

The stranger: ‘“Go quickly
and tell his disciples.”

They whirl about and race
back toward the city

Scene 2: A short time later,
in the upper chamber of the
house of a wealthy Jerusalem
widow, which has become the
refuge of the 11 hiding apostles.
They recline about the locked
room, their looks despairing,
words muffled, some stretched
on the floor or pacing about in
frustration

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Trillion-dollar milestone

AS ANOTHER INCOME-TAX deadline looms
only a few weeks away now, we Americans ought
to give thought to a fantastic milestone the
federal government is approaching — one that
has received too little notice. President Carter's
budget calls for government spending of more
than half a trillion dollars for fiscal 1979. As sure
as a Washington deficit, the federal budget will
top the trillion mark within a few years, probably
sooner

We are indebted to the Associated Press for a
little story the other day reminding us of how
mind-boggling a trillion dollars is; it is the figure
one followed by 12 zereos — $1,000,000,000,000
That money in dollar bills would reach to the
moon and back 250 times; it would make every
man, woman and child in Atlanta a millionaire

FOR THE NON-MATH types among us, a
trillion is 1,000 times a billion. So how much is a
billion? The AP makes it simple: One billion
minutes ago Christ still walked the Earth. And
one billion dollars ago was yesterday because the
government is spending more than a billion
dollars a day now

Government spending didn't reach the
billion-dollar mark until World War I, except for
1865, the last year of the Civil War. The escalation
in spending has been rapid ever since, reaching

igit billions during Wrold War II and
i :WI 0 billion mark in 1963. The federal
budget meory an doubled during the last 10
years. So, at the current rate of increase,
Washington will break the trillion barrier by
about 1985 and head toward a quadrillion, chich
carries 15 zereos.

JUST AS ASTRONOMERS years ago came to
terms with the imcomprehensible distances of the
universe by calculating in terms of light years,
based upon the speed of light at 186,282 miles per
second, it's obvious we're going to be compelled
by these astronomical budgets to devise a
shorthand reference for government spending.

To start the ball rolling toward filling this
semantical need, we suggest the term,
‘‘government years."' Inasmuch as Washington is
spending a billion a day, give or take a few
millions, one one “ government year’ would
equal $365 billions and three “‘government years”
would mean roughly a trillion dollars.

Of course, as the ever-mushrooming budget
changes, the “government year' would have to
be adjusted. But, the way things are going, the
increases could actually simplify things because,
by 1985, a “‘government year" will undoubtedly
mean $1,000,000,000000 — a nice, round
understandable figure.

When the no-nonsense Hudson Institute
releases a study, the effect is usually profoundly
sobering, if not chilling

Put on your wraps, because Hudson's Dr. Barry
J. Smernoff projects, in a new institute study, a
new siege of inflation and possibly a new
recession as early as 1979

What will trigger these miseries”? President
Carter's energy program.

Dr. Smernoff questions the wisdom of removing
$10 to $15 billion from the economy annually in the
form of crude oil equalization and business - use
taxes intended to promote energy conservation

Even without the energy program, current
economic trends will leave the country
susceptible to a recession during 1979-81. The risk
of a deep recession is dramatically increased
because of the political attempt to regulate
energy

Dr. Smernoff's *Politics of Energy Transition:
Policy Trade - Offs in an Inflationary Economy"’
points out that economic growth in the United
States tends to move in tandem with energy
growth. If the burden of public policy is to induce

Who speaks

WASHINGTON — Years ago, a president of
General Motors said in response to a question,
“What's good for the country is good for General
Motors, and vice versa.” What he meant, of
course, is that everybody benefits from a healthy
economy — a perfectly logical and proper
statement

But that's not how the press of the day chose to
view it. The poor man was widely misquoted as
having said, *‘What's good for General Motors is
good for the country.” and the misquote was used
to ridicule him

The risk of unfair treatment by the news media
is just one of the reasons corporate executives are
often reluctant to speak out on public issues, even
those affecting their own industries. Here are
some others:

— Corporate image. The primary responsibility
of a high-level manager is to the owners,
employees and customers of the business
Suppose he uses corporate resources — or even
the platform provided by his prestigious position
— to take a stand on public issues unrelated to the
company's business? He may then be criticized
or even sued by stockholders who disagree with
his stand and feel he is misusing their money

Such activity can also cause tax problems

— Pending legislation. Often, big companies
make the front pages when the government
accuses them of antitrust law violations, or when
one of their products is involved in a damage suit.
People hear the plaintiff's side of the story and
expect to hear the other side from the head of the
company. But the company's lawyers are usually
advising the company's officers to say nothing,
because a public statement might interfere with a
negdtiated settlement. Thus, the company
remains silent, and people tend to conclude either
that its officers are chicken, or that it is guilty as
charged

~ Labor negotiations. Union officers routinely

energy conservation by higher prices without
stimulating the development of new domestic
supplies, the effect, in Dr. Smernoff's
understatement, would be ‘‘undesirable.”

Indeed, it would be catastrophic. And the first
way to render public policy non - catastrophic is
to make it intelligible. The Carter plan simply
ignores the need for intelligible allocation, the
sine qua non of any effort at conservation.

““Even as energy policy evolves over the next
few decades,” says Dr. Smernoff, ‘‘the liklihood
that the American economy can be orchestrated
efficiently by the heavy hand of public policy is
remote. Finetuning of American energy policy,
based on hypothetical government estimates of
expected outcomes, is much less effective than
the decentralized operation of the marketplace ...
Without the profit motive it is rather difficult to
match supply with demand and to allocate
economic resources efficiently.”

Regrettably, too many government officials
appear more interested in taxing away profits
than in creating the necessary conditions for the
development of adequate energy supplies.

make wild charges against corporate
management to show their members (who elect
them) how tough they are. But the corporation
wants the union members to accept with good
grace whatever settlement is finally negotiated
with their representatives, so it will refrain from
issuing inflammatory statements, even in its own
defense

These are but a few of the complex influences
that discourage corporate leaders from speaking
out on public issues. Many of these executives are
making a greater effort to take public stands now,
in spite of it all. But some of the restrictions will
remain very difficult to avoid.

Who, then, can speak for business” That's one
of the most important functions of trade
associations, the nonprofit organizations that
represent the common interests of an entire
industry or profession.

A trade association executive is much freer
than his corporate brethren to take strong public
stands on pending legislation, national economic
policy, union activity, or whatever — indeed, the
members insist that he do so. And the broader.
and more diverse the membership base of the
association, the greater the freedom.

The National Chamber is the largest and most
diverse of all business groups, which is why we
feel obligated to speak out on so many public
issues. Practically everything affects the
economy, and the economy affects us all.

Sometimes people — even business people —
think our positions are a little too strong, or that
we are too agressive, or too negative. But it is our
job to be an advocate, just as it is the
responsibility of a trial lawyer. We carry our
biases on a signboard in front of us. They are not
hidden under a false cloak of impartiality. And as
for the negativism — well, defending freedom has
often been a “negative’’ task: Witness all the
complaints in the Declaration of Independence.

Even negativism has its positive side. My
friend the old farmer explained it this way: “‘I'm
agin the boll weevil ‘cause I'm for cotton.”

We are in the White House
Disaster Room. Everyone is
hard at work trying to make a
disaster. Without success.

Outside, America is running
out of patience. Worse, upstairs
in the pressroom, the press is
already out of patience.

Nasty comparisons are
drawn. With Kennedy whose
Bay of Pigs disaster was the talk
of his freshman year. With
Johnson — 79 years in Vietnam
— there was disaster! With
Nixon, the great Nixon, maker
of Watergate, disaster par
excellence.

A light flashes in the Oval
Office. The President drops
everything, including Cyrus
Vance, and hurries to the
Disaster Rrom. Midge Costanza
is beaming. “'I think I've got it,”
she whispers.

The President can barely
conceal his contempt. “‘That's
not a disaster,”” he says. “It's
just a headache."

Thousands of headaches have
been produced in this room
during the past year. The

President is tired of headaches.
What's worse, the press is tired
of headaches. The
Administration’s failure to
produce anything ghastlier than
a headache is becoming faintly
scandalous. Certain columnists
are already referring to it as
Headachegate.

“The way I see it," says
Hamilton Jordan, *if we don't
damn soon get ourselves a
disaster to get everybody's mind
off what’s not going on here in
Washington, we're gonna be in
real trouble.”

It is clearly time for a major
diaster conference. Everyone
assembles. The President
speaks. He expects every man to
do his duty and asks for
volunteers.

Billy Carter announces that he
is willing to go into the beer
business. The President brushes
a tear from his cheek. “‘Not a
disaster, Billy,”" he says, ‘“‘but
it'sastart.”

Their sister, Ruth, speaks. She
has been having talks of a
spiritual nature with Larry
Flynt, the convicted
pornographer. Perhaps if Flynt
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“I'll trade you my rumours section for your

consented to have his name
publicly linked with the name of
Carter. . ..

“I might get a friendly
columnist to start writing about
Beerandbroadsgate,” says Jody
Powell.

““And listen,"” says Bert
Lance, ‘‘suppose [ started
folling around with stocks and
bum checks."’

“By itself, it's nothing,"" says
the President, ‘but mix it in
with Larry Flynt and Billy Beer
and, imagewise, we might be
half way to a fair-to-middling
disaster.”

Jody Powell speaks. “I could
leak it to the press that the
President says ‘imagewise’ and
wipe out every last soul in the
American literate community."

Attorney General Bell has a
better idea. “If we could find a
Republican prosecutor
somewhere who's putting the
claws into a couple of
Democratic Congressmen, you
could tell me to fire him, Mr.
President.”

The President is interested.
Having made a campaign
promise not to fire Republican
prosecutors for not being
Democrats, he will naturally be
accused of breaking a campaign
pledge.

“‘If we put it all together, what
have we got”" The President's
question is rhetorical. He knows
what they've got. Billy Beer,
Larry Flynt, Bert's funny
checks and a broken campaign
promise. It is not even a Bay of
Pigs, much less a Vietnam.

Anyhow, as he points out, a lot
of people like beer, a lot like
vulgar magazines, everybody
writes a bum check now and
then, and only half-wits expect
Presidents not to break
campaign promises.

“Put them all together,” he
says, “and all we've got is a
six-week fling for the press.
After that they'll be back telling
people there's nothing of
consequence going on in

»Washington."

Pat Caddell says maybe
people like nothing going on in
Washington. *‘Come Election
Day." says the President, “‘we'd
better hopeso."

Another brutal 16-hour White
House day is ended. To relax,
Hamilton Jordan heads for a
singles bar. Tomorrow the
papers will have a fresh
diversion. Jordangate. Not a
patch on a real disaster, to be
sure. But briefly it will preserve
the illusion that something —
something, for heaven's sake! —
is going on down here in
Washington.

Russian communists, CIA
agents, wildlife
conservationists, U.S.
secretaries of state, activists
seeking to “'liberate” Rhodesian
and South African blacks so that
they can enjoy the same
freedom as their Ugandan
neighbors, are all getting in one
another's way. Meanwhile, the
Africans themselves are no fun
any more. They seem disposed
to the pursuit of their own
self-interests, an attitude
certain to dampen the
enthusiasm of any peddler of
salvation.

And so missionaries have
come e. \tosave the cities,
the redwoods, the environment,
the aged, the air, the “‘rights’ of
any group they are able to
convince are being
“oppressed,” and skeptics who
snicker in elevators. They
eschew the revival tents and the
skid-row missions in favor of
news-show interviews and that
most obnoxious form of
electronic tract-peddling: the
TV public-service
announcement.

There is probably nothing that
has done more to increase
church attendance than Sunday
morning television
programming, especially that
characterized as ‘‘public
service” in nature. I think I
could even force myself to watch
“Happy Days,” “The Hardy
Boys," or “‘Good Times'' before
I could subject myself to that
Sunday morning symphony of
cause and conscience
huckstering. Some TV stations,
in an apparent effort toraise the
intelligence content during these
bleak hours, have taken to
re-running old ‘‘Popeye’
cartoons. But most stations —

desirous of placating the FCC as
well as holding down the

expectation levels of their

viewers who might otherwise
come to expect all programming

to be as exciting or as
intellectually stimulating as
““The Gong Show" or ‘‘Welcome
Back, Kotter” — stage this
grotesque assortment of
malcontents, people-pushers,
and one - solution - for -
everything - snake - oil

hustlers. Out of some apparent
sense of compassion for the
‘viewers of this stuff (who would,
if they were swift enough to be
able to distinguish the “‘off"’ dial
from the cat's litter-box, likely
switch off this swill) the TV

stations mix-in a few of these:

really-inspring “public service”
announcements. Again we are
confronted with some particular
sect of social missionaries bent
on changing our attitudes. Each
group has its own original sin —
smoking, illiteracy, polluting
rivers, VD, wasting gasoline,
unsafe working conditions,
drug-use, forest-fires, driving
faster than 55 mph,
discrimination, over-crowded
schools, urban decay —
whatever inconvenience or
inconsideration has made life
“‘intolerable.”

It will be no easy task to
civilize this jungle, although I
am certain that the African
tribal groups can be counted on
to send food, clothing, and
medicines to the missionaries in
America. Anything that can be
done to keep the “‘new world"
missions going will be to the
self-interest of the Africans.
Otherwise, the missionaries
may get discouraged and come
back to Africa'

Eamonn’s rules

The number of ballot
proposals upon which
Americans are invited to vote
seems to increase with every
election time that goes by, and
no doubt there will be even more
this fall. In fact the phenomenon
has even attracted notice in
England, as witnessed by a
recent monograph on the
subject from the Adam Smith
Institute in London.

Why the increase? I think it is
a case of ‘put not your trust in
princes’. When you have voted
for a ballot proposal, you have
voted for am issue, not a
representative. And issues don't
change their minds, vacillate,
and deal for personal advantage
behind the scenes.

Nevertheless, one has to be
careful with the proposals. Some
of the more carefully-worded
ones have a habit of looking
reasonable but getting
expensive. This is why I have
formulated Eamonn’s Rules for
voting properly on balloted
motions. The rules are:

(1) If a proposal is too
complicated to understand on
first reading, vote against it.

(2) Vote against any increase
of any tax, of any size, for any
reason, by any body, at any
place, any time, for anly period.

After all, we have to
remember that it is taxation
which makes government what
it is. And government being
what it is, I think we could use a
lot less taxation. Taxes are the
gasoline and fuel oil which make
the wheels of the bureaucratic
counter-economy turn. We need
a government energy crisis.

In the same way that the
increase in oil prices since 1974
has made American consumers
more energy-conscious, a
squeeze by taxpayers on their
own tax payments would force
the government to be more
efficient. What we really need is

Fortunately, -the signs of
taxpayer outrage over
government waste are very,
very clear.

We could take yet another tip
from President Carter's energy
package, and try 'regulation.
With some easy pruning, about a
thousand ‘tax-guzzling’
government agencies and
departments could be
eliminated. And it is easy to
devise rules that would totally
eliminate the ‘tax-guzzler’ by
1980. Zero-based budgeting is an
obvious example.

Another method President
Carter wants to use in the
energy bill is price control. I
think that we taxpayers should

. use the same method - we must

control the cost of our
'government. For example, the
economist Milton Friedman has
proposed a Constitutional
Amendment to limit taxes, an
excellent measure if ever I
heard one. Although it might
face problems at the national
level (anything which means
less federal funding to the states
will mean less money for the pet
schemes of those who have to
ratify the measure) it FHas
performed well at the state and
local level.

We need tax limitation
amendments. Remember that in
Britain, where income tax
reaches 83 percent, the same tax
was introduced at 2.5 percent as
a ‘temporary’ measure to fight
the war with Napoleon.

If tax limitation proposals are
on the ballot in the Fall, they will
do even better than they did last
time. All the signs areright. So I
hope that we will see some sound
measures being proposed this
time around, and that people
who follow Eamonn's Rules will
be able to vote YES to the
limitation of government's
increasing control of our lives.

Phillips said in the hearing
that he was “not convinced at
all that Clark ever possessed
the letter.”

In the letter, Estes allegedly
confirmed receipt of $575,000
from Trull for land in Smith
County. It was allegedly signed
by Sue Goolsby, Estes’ secre-
tary.

Estes was paroled in 1971
after serving six years of a 15-
year sentence for his conviction
in a multi-million dollar

/ swindle. He is barred by the

terms of that parole from eng-
aging in any self-employment
or promotional activities.

Trull is charged with holding
Bill May, an employee of Tyler
millionaire Billy D. Pyron, hos-
tage in Pyron's office and
threatening to set fire to the of-
fice after splashing it with
gasoline. Trull claims he lost
$1.6 million in deals with Estes
and Pyron.

Attorney Brockett Irwin of
Longview, who represents
Trull, said the letter is vital to
the defense. Trull claims the
letter was among the docu-
ments given to Clark.

Clark denied Thursday that
he ever saw the letter and said
he turned over all the docu-
ments to Assistant Attorney
General David Pace, who was
investigating Estes’ alleged
business activities.

“I can tell you this — every-

thing I got from Mr. Trull was
given to Mr. Pace,” Clark said.
“I can testify to that with com-
plete certainty.”

. WASHINGTON (AP) — The
Carter administration is mak-
ing clear its disapproval of
emergency farm legislation
passed by the Senate this week,
particularly a “‘flexible parity"
system for farmers who reduce
their planted fields up to 50
percent.

White House Press Secretary
Jody Powell said the parity
provision is unacceptable to the
administration The White
House is expected within a few
days to announce new actions
to help the farmer. The striking
American Agriculture move-
ment has endorsed the parity
system in the Senate-approved
bill.

WASHINGTON (AP) — Sen
John Glenn, D-Ohio, says testi-
mony by a member of the Nu-
clear Regulatory Commission
demonstrates that there is “a
big gap in. . .security’’ at some
nuclear power plants.

NRC Commissioner Victor
Gilinsky testified before
Glenn's committee Thursday
that although there was no rea-
sonable likelihood an employee
at a nuclear plant could steal
enough fuel to make a nuclear
bomb, some workers without
security clearances have access
to such fuel.

The committee has been look-
ing into the danger of terrorists
obtaining nuclear arms.

WASHINGTON (AP) — Ala-
bama Gov. George Wallace is
expectec to appeal a Federal
Election Commission decision
which said he must pay
$47,795.55 back to the U.S.
Treasury in connection with his
1976 presidential campaign.
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The commission said Thurs-
day that an audit has shown
that the Wallace campaign re-
ceived $96,669.60 as federal
matching campaign funds that
were used for expenses not
qualified for receiving such
money. It said $48874.05 al-
ready was being held in abe-
yance. Wallace has received
permission to appear at a com-
mission hearing April 3.

WASHINGTON = (AP) —
Americans believe cities are
needed, but most of them would
not want to live there, says a
survey conducted by Louis Har-
ris and Associates for the gov-
ernment.

The survey showed that cities
are looked upon as necessary
for their economic, cultural, in-
tellectual and recreational serv-
ices. But Harris concluded:
“The city's image today as a
place to live and raise children
is overwhelmingly negative.”

WASHIGTON (AP) — A
witness willing to testify in
criminal proceedings can count
on the government to start him
out on a new identity, new job,
and some financial help if he
wants to avoid possible re-
venge. A

But Acting Deputy Attorney
General Benjamin R. Civiletti
says the government's help
cannot be extended for a life-
time. He told a Senate
judiciary subcommittee Thurs-
day the witness is “‘entitled to
one fresh start.” The Justice
Department under its witness
program has helped more than
6,000 persons begin new lives
under new identities.

WASHINGTON (AP) — A
House subcommittee blames
the high cost of liability insur-
ance partly on panic, citing one
example of a school district’s
premiums jumping from $8,000
a year to $325,000 because one
student sued for $1 million for
an unspecified injury.

And now in return for their
sympathy, each of those well-
meaning folks will get a special
deal: A chance to cough up
$250 for a leather-bound, auto-
graphed copy of Nixon's mem-
oirs:

The former president has ar-
ranged for letters to be sent to
those individuals by Grosset
and Dunlap—the firm which
will publish his book sometime
in May, said columnist Bob
Greene.

“Dear Friend,"” the letter be-
gins. “During the darkest hour
of ‘Watergate’ when President
Nixon was being tried by the
press, you had the courage to
stand up for him.

““That other side, the full un-
distorted story of Mr. Nixon's
entire poitical career, is being
published this spring. This his-
toric book is entitled ‘Mem-
oirs;' and because you were
one of his loyal supporters in
his time of greatest need, Mr.
Nixon has agreed to personally
autograph a copy of his auto-
biography especially for you in
a limited edition which will not
be available in bookstores."

The letter then points out the
value of such an edition, ending
with, “Surely a copy of his
book, personally signed by him,
will be one of your most cher-
ished possessions."

Harold Roth, president of
Grosset and Dunlap, said the
letters will be sent to everyone
who wrote to Nixon at San Cle-
mente after he left the White
House.

Roth added that no matter
how many autograph copies are
ordered, Nixon will personally
autograph them all by hand.

group of Republican senators is
offering a tax cut to deal with
two of the biggest problems on
the minds of voters: inflation
and rising Social Security
taxes

A biil introduced Thursday
would allow a direct credit
against income taxes for 10
percent of a worker's Social Se-
curity contributions and adjust
the tax system to cancel some
of the effects of inflation

In general, the GOP plan
would be of more benefit to
businesses and to workers earn-
ing less than $6,000 or more
than $40,000 a year than would

the tax package proposed by
President Carter.

A four-member family earn-
ing $10,000 a year now faces a
projected $258 federal tax in-
crease in 1980 because of antici-
pated inflation and higher So-
cial Security taxed. Carter's
plan would turn that into an $11
tax cut; the GOP proposal
would result in a $47 tax cut.

A $25,000 family of four faces
a projected $727 tax increase in
the absence of any congression-
al action. The president’s pro-
gram would reduce that to a
$461 tax increase; the Republi-
can substitute would mean a
tax increase of $219.

Scholnick gave Miss Little's
lawyer, William Kunstler, until
next Tuesday to appeal the ex-

tradition order. Meanwhile,
Miss Little, 24, will remain in
jail.

Miss Little, who is black,
gained national attention as a
result of her 1975 trial on
charges of killing a white jailer
in her North Carolina prison
after he sexually assaulted her.
She was acquitted. but last
year, while finishing her origi-
nal sentence of 7 to 10 years for
breaking and entering, she es-
caped from a North Carolina
prison and fled to New York.
She was arrested in Brooklyn
last December.

Last month, the Appellate Di-
vision ordered that Miss Little
be granted bail and she was re-
leased from custody on $51,000
bond. She since has been work-
ing as a legal assistant for the
National Council of Black Law-
yers.

Gov. Hugh Carey ordered
Miss Little returned to North
Carolina to complete her sen-
tence, leading to Thursday's re-
vocatio of bail. a prelude to
her extradition.

The GOP bill would reduce
income taxes by $36 billion in
1979, with about two-thirds of
the cut going to individuals.

—The 10 percent investment
tax credit, which rewards busi-
nesses for purchasing machin-
ery and equipment, would go
up to 12 percent. The GOP also
would make it available for the
first time to unprofitable com-
panies.

Bomb victim
identified

DENVER (AP) — A man
blown apart in an early-morn-
ing bombing two days ago has
been identified as Charles

Urban policy finalized

WASHINGTON (AP) — Pres-
ident Carter, ending his agoniz-
ing search for a national urban
policy, today weighed proposals
that sources said may provide
an additional $3 billion for the
nation's cities.

Carter was to make his final
decisions today and announce
them Monday.

Knowledgeable sources who
asked not to be identified out-
lined for The Associated Press
several of the “leading options™
among 200 pages of proposals
sent to Carter last Monday by
domestic policy chief Stuart Ei-
zenstat. Eizenstat met Thurs-
day with key senators to dis-
cuss the policy.

The urban policy has been in
the works for a year. It was to
have been unveiled last sum-
mer, but the task proved far
more difficult than expected
and the release was delayed
until this spring.

Carter drew fire last summer
when black leaders, mayors
and union officials said he was
ignoring his urban con-
stituencies. At that point, Car-
ter ordered his staff to step up
work on the urban plan.

They emerged this week with
a lengthy four-part proposal
covering- economics, commu-
nity and human development,
neighborhoods and government
reform. For every program,
Carter’s staff gave him several
options as to what course he
might take.

The major thrust of Carter's
plan is designed to stimulate
business activity in areas that
find it difficult to attract in-
vestment. Also among the pro-
posals before the president are
two that would immediately
help some local governments

that are battling to balance
their budgets.

One proposal would provide a
half-billion dollars for state and
local governments hard pressed
by rising welfare costs. The
other is an adjustment in anti-
recession assistance which
would more than triple next
year's payout to more than $1
billion.

Carter also is considering a
possible requirement that ur-
ban impact reports accompany
all major legislative initiatives.
He reportedly will favor finan-
cial incentives for states to aid
their cities.

Texas weather

The last of a batch of rugged
thunderstorms that rumbled
eastward across much of Texas
overnight moved out of the
state early today leaving Tex-
ans with a reminder of what
spring storms can be like.

The most powerful storms
struck in North Central and
East Texas as at least one con-
firmed tornado and several sus-
pected twisters were reported.

A tornado tore the roof off a
small business in Longview
Thursday night. No injuries
were reported.

Meanwhile, either a tornado
or just some strong winds
plowed into a trailer park in
the Dallas suburb of Plano,
overturning at least one mobile
home and slightly injuring one
man.

Officials said five inches of
rain fell in Richardson, just
north of Dallas as the frontal
system moved to the east.

Some low level flooding was
reported as the National Weath-
er Service issued a severe
storm watch for some counties
in the system's path.

Perry Wood, a National
Weather Service meteorologist,
said the night's activity was “‘a
typical springtime storm."

Golf ball size hail was also
reported east of Brownwood as
the storm rolled by that city.

Overnight, temperatures
ranged from the 20s in the
Texas Panhandle to the 70s
along the coast.

Just before dawn, skies in the

were fair while cloudy to partly
cloudy skies were the rule for
the rest of tne state.

The forecast called for sunny
and mild conditions today for
western portions with decreas-
ing cloudiness and mild tem-
peratures over the rest of the
state.

Vance says talks
may not resume

WASHINGTON (AP) — Sec-
retary of State Cyrus R. Vance
today said that any resumption
of Egyptian-Israeli peace talks
is unlikely in the near future.

Vance also said Israeli Prime
Minister Menachem Begin's
talks this week with President
Carter were difficult and peace
“‘momentum is clearly much
slowed down by recent events.”

But he said the United States
will be patient and persevere
and that Egypt and Israel will
do the same.

Vance, asked at a news con-
ference about the prospects
that Israel and Egypt would re-
sume direct negotiations, re-
plied: “In the near future that
is unlikely."

He also said Carter had re-
layed ‘“‘some exploratory ideas”
to Begin in their talks earlier
this week and he denied “the
ltmotpmrel was unfriendly or
ugly.”

Without going into detdil,
Vance hinted that Carter's pro-
posals centered on an interim
plan for the occupied West
Bank of the Jordan River lead-
ing eventually to a choice by
the Palestinians whether to af-
filiate with Israel or Jordan.

“The United States will per-
severe,”” Vance said. ‘It will be
patient. Let me make it crys-
tal-clear we have not given up
hope."”

He said Begin's talks with
" Carter “‘were difficult” but he
refused to be drawn into a dis-
cussion of whether negotiations
can be stepped up so long as
Begin remains prime minister.

“I should not and will not
comment on anything to do
with the internal affairs" of Is-
rael, Vance said.

He said there should be no
doubt that the United States re-
mains “fully and unequivocally
committed” to Israel's secur-
ity. N

DEAR DR. LAMB —
Would you please write
about silent heart attacks? I
had one this spring. I had
heard of them but had never
seen a patient with one. I'm
a registered nurse.

I never suffered any of the
classical symptoms and
never had any heart pain.
On a Sunday morning I just
fell sick and was nauseated.
There was no perspiration
on the head or face but I was
perspiring on the body. No
pain. My pulse rate dropped
to 50 but I didn't think of
heart attack. On Wednesday
the pulse rate dropped to 40.

My sister wanted to call a
doctor on Sunday but 1
refused, thinking I'd soon
feel better. On Wednesday
when [ talked to the doctor
he thought I had a virus and

‘asked me to come in on
Friday but if I felt worse to
come in sooner.

When I got to his office and
had my tests run, including
an electrocardiogram, I was
sent immediately by ambu-
lance to the coronary care
unit with a diagnosis of
acute myocardial infarction.
I was hospitalized for seven
weeks. I had to have a
pacemaker. Several doctors
said I had something unusu-
al: a silent heart attack with
complete heart block and
heart failure.

I think you would do the
public,a great service if you
would comment about silent
heart attacks.

DEAR READER — Silent
heart attacks are not as rare
as you might think. Doctors
have known about them for
years. Often these would be
found as a result of autopsies
showing the old damage to
the heart muscle in a person
who had no history of a heart
attack.

The figures vary on how
common they are. But when
my staff at the School of
Aerospace Medicine studied
electrocardiograms from
the flying population, we
found about one-third of the
méen  with infarcts were
found because of changes

they developed in their elec-
trocardiogram — compared
to previous normal records.
The other infarcts were in
men with symptoms. The
surprising thing is that these
men were flying airplanes
and were never ill enough to
know they had anything
wrong.

We also know that men
doing heavy labor some-
times continue working in
the presence of a heart at-
tack and do not know any-
thing has happened. Per-
haps it isn't so surprising
anyway, since the heart
muscle itself does not have
pain fibers. The heart pain is
a reflex pain pattern to the
chest wall, shoulders, arm,
jaw and sometimes other
places.

There is always some dis-
agreement about whether a
heart attack is truly silent.
Many doctors would not
classify your case in that
group because you did have
symptoms — illness and
nausea. You may not have
recognized what caused the
symptoms but they were
real. Many a case of mild
indigestion is passed by as
not important when in real-
ity it represents a heart
attack. It is sometimes im-
possible to tell what,

has not yet been” able to
determine how big the
difference will be.

If you'd like to try forcing
right now, visit your local
nursery or garden center, They
probably have all kinds of
potting perennials and
early-flowering shrubs from
which to select. Or, the minute
the soil thaws sufficiently, dig,
pot up and bring in something
from your own garden.

If you live in an apartment as I
do and have no place to prepare
hardy plants for forcing, what
you need is a gardening buddy
who lives in the country and will
loan you some cold but protected
space. I predict you'll have a lot
of fun learing sharing and even
making a few mistakes
together.

If you are the parent of a high
school student enrolled in an
honors program or college-level
course, you can — if you act
QUICKLY — slash the costs of
college and sharply raise the
lifelong eamings potential of
your son or

To get the henems your child
must take the Advanced
Placement (AP). exams of the
College Board, to be offered in
high schools the nation over the
week of May 15-19. To order the
exams, your child’s high school
principal’s deadline is April 14
at the latest. The address: AP
Exams, Box 977-IS, Princeton,
N.J. 07451.

By taking the AP exams, high
school seniors, juniors, and
sophomores verify their college
knowledge in advance, for the
colleges of their choice — and
the exams are a growing
phenomenon widely used in all
50 states as well as for military
dependents overseas. In 1978
glone, the College Board
estimates 90,000 students in 4,300
schools will take the tests while
just about every top college and
university will award college
credits for satisfactory AP
grades, permit AP students to
enter advance courses, or both. |

AP students also may go right
on to more challenging courses, |
enrich and diversify their
programs, take double majors,
enroll in graduate courses as
undergraduates — all options
greatly enhancing their earning
power after graduation.

If your child earns
satisfactory grades on two or
more AP exams, he or she may
enter college with 15 or 30
credits for college level work in
high school (a degree usually
requires 120 credits). This alone
can cut college education costs,
12 to 25 per cent.

And if your child decides to
graduate early and enter the job
market ahead of time, this
option by itself can be worth
