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Hospital board leams 
nurse pay scale is low

The present wage scale at 
Highland General Hospital and 
the introduction of a new 
telephone system were the main 
topics discussed at a special 
meeting of the Board of 
Managers of Highland General 
Hospital and McLean Hospitals 
last night

Guy H az le tt, hospital 
adm inistrator, presented a 
salary survey to the Board of 
M a n a g e rs  The Survey 
compared the present salaries 
at the hospital with salaries 
across the stale of Texas

Hazlett said that according to 
the survey, the nursing service 
at the hospital, which has the 
most employees, is the farthest 
behind on the pay scale Hazlett 
told the board that the hospital is 
beginning to lose its nursing 
services to other hospitals "We

can't get anyone to apply for 
postilions,■' said Hazlett He 
added that at the present time 
the nursing care is adequate

H a z l e t t  m a d e  t h e  
recommendation to the board 
that a change should be made in 
the nurses wages before the 
increase in mimmum wage goes 
into effect on January 1

Hazlett added that many of 
the smaller hospitals in this area 
are paying good wages for their 
nurses

Dr M C Overton Jr , a 
member of the board, said that 
the hospital is going to have to 
find a way to raise the nurses 
wages Overton cited the 
example of a young nurse that 
had just started at a wage nine 
cents lower than a nurse that 
had been working there for 10 
years

Overton said. Were in 
desperate shape for more

personnel If we get one girl out 
of a nursing class, we re doing 
great, because the pay is better 
elsewhere

Other doctors and members of 
the board also cited their 
concern  for the present 
situation

Hazlett also told the board 
that a labor union for nurses had 
been formed in the panhandle 
area, and that there was already 
one instance of approximetely 
250 nurses walking out Hazlett 
said that his office had already 
ordered information to tell the 
employees about the other side 
of the labor union

The board decided to study the 
s i t u a t i o n  a n d  t he  
recommendations that had been 
made, and table the discussion 
until the next regular meeting

A second item of interest on 
last nights agenda dealt with 
introduction of a new telephone

Pioneer Natural seeks 
base rate price increase
Officials of 65 cities served by 

Pioneer Natural Gas C o, 
i n c l u d i n g  P a m p a  and 
Panhandle, have been notified 
that the firm is applying for an 
increase in its base rate for gas 
service

In his letter to the cities, K B 
Watson of Amanllo. company 
president, said, "As you are 
probably aware. Pioneer s last 
base rate increase became 
effective during 1970, based qn 
recom m endations of the 
compaqy and a committee of 
city representatives 

Watson continued by noting, 
"Since that time, in spite of the 

increased cost of gas to the 
consumer, the company's rate 
of re tu rn  has decreased 
substantially due to many 
factors and an increase in the 
base rate is now essential "

The Pioneer official pointed 
out that the increase in the 
customer s cost of gas during 
the past several years has come 
about by the cost-of-gas 
adjustment, an adjustment that 
is designed to pass the increa.sed 
cost of gas in the field directly 
through to the consumer 

Watson continued. "Pioneer 
does not retain any of the 
increased cost of gas and does, 
in fact, fail to recover much of 
the increase because of several 
Items not recovered in the 
cost-of gas adjustment 

Pioneer has not specified the 
new rates needed in this initial 
request to the cities and said the 
a p p l i c a t i o n  wi l l  be 
supplemented later 

The g |s  firm has retained H 
Zinder and Associates Inc, 
u t i l i t y  c o n s u l t a n t s .

The gas firm has retained H 
Zinder and Aassociates Inc , 
utility consultants, to assist in 
the study currently being made 
to determine the appropriate 
amount of the deficiency in gas 
serv ice revenue at Pioneer 

Wa t s o n  s a id  t h a t  a 
preliminary draft of a report of 
the studies made b y - ^  
c o n su lta n ts  indicates the

current value of the properties 
used to serve the West Texas 
distribution systems is in excess 
of $178 million, in addition to the 
value of properties used to serve 
irrigation and other rural 
customers

The deficiency in annual 
r e v e n u e s  has increased

substantially in recent years, 
Watson said, and is approaching 
$30 million according to the 
study

During the eight years since 
the last base rate increase, cost 
of providing gas service has 
i n c r e a s e d  trem endously , 
Watson said

HOUSTON (AP) — Former 
President Gerald Ford, speak­
ing to a business seminar of 
American and South Africian 
indusft-ial leaders, has warned 
that the Soviet Union "wants 
all of Africa It is their princi­
pal target and they will take 
over every nation if given the 
opportunity"

Ford later appeared at a 
joint news conference with Dal­
las oilman Bill Clements, the 
Republican nominee for gover­
nor in this traditionally Demo­
cratic state

The South Africans and 
American businessmen con­
ducted a closed-door meeting at 
The Woodlands resort area 
about 30 miles from Houston 
The public relations firm spon­
soring the seminar demanded 
that all newsmen be banned 
from the meetings and that no 
notes or tape recordings be 
made of Ford's luncheon 
speech

Ford, his comments ap­
plauded half a dozen times, 
said the African problem "will 
grow larger and larger in the 
years ahead and it is time we 
face that fact

"I don't think the thousands 
of Cubans and the Soviet aides

in Africa indicate no interest in 
that continent It appears our 
president and our secretary of 
state are trying to play both 
sides and that is not the way '

h ora saia tne Carter aaminis- 
tration had weakened the posi­
tion of the United States by jun­
king the B-1 bomber and ex­
tending the B-52s

system for Highland General 
Hospital The proposed new 
system was introduced to the 
board by Eli Anzaldua. a 
representative of Southwestern 
Bell from Amanllo

Anzaldua pointed out that not 
many telephones can be added 
to the present system Another 
m ajor area of concern is 
inadequate access to the lines 
With the present System many 
doctors are unable to get a line 
in or out of the hospital

The present system is also in 
frequent need of repairs 
P resen tly  15 trunks are 
available, but the new proposal 
recommends 30 trunks to solve 
the problem of getting adequate 
access to the lines

Anzaldua said that the 
proposed new system would be a 
more flexible system with many 
repair calls being eliminated If 
this system is adopted Anzaldua 
proposes that labor costs 
willalso be reduced by the 
elimination of one and possibly 
two operators Hazlett said this 
could mean a maximum saving 
of $26.000 a year

Under the present system the 
hospital has approximately 120 
patient telephones plus the 
phones that are needed for the 
administration The hospital is 
presently paying approximately 
$490 a month for the patient 
telephones and only about one 
half of them are being used

Inflation continued 
at rapid pace in May

WASHINGTON (AP) -  In­
flation continued at a rapid 
pace in May as the cost of food, 
housing and transportabon 
drove consumer pnces up 0 9 
percent, the Labor Department 
said today

The increase matched the 0 9 
percent rise in April, which had 
been the largest jump in nxire 
than a year In the past three 
months, consumer prices have 
gone up at a rate that would 
average 11.3 percent if spread 
out over the entire year

Food and beverages rose 15 
percent in May. after climbing

18 percent in April and about 
12 percent in each the three 
previous months

In a companion report, the 
Labor Department said the av­
erage worker's purchasing pow­
er declined 13 percent in May, 
the first drop since January 
Employees increased their 
hourly earnings by 0 4 percent, 
but that was less than half of 
the 09 percent increase in 
prices

More than one-third of the 
May food increase was attribut­
ed to a 6 3 percent nse in the 
price of fresh fruits and a 7 5

Beef prices.

TEL AVIV. Israel (APi — 
Hailing a special bond" be­
tween the United Stales and Is­
rael. Vice President Walter F 
Mondale arrived here for a 
four-day visit today to demon 
strate American commitment 
to the Jewish state and to urge

concessions to restart peace ne­
gotiations with Egypt

In a 25-minute airport cere­
mony Prime Minister Men- 
achem Begin greeted Mondale 
as a friend of our country " 
from a nation " with whom our 
people and our land are so 
deeply linked

Begin's trip to the United 
States in March resulted only 
in tough talks with President 
Carter, and their meeting was 
considered a failure

The United States was dis­
appointed this month when Be­
gin fended off American pres­
sure for him to modify his posi­
tion that the occupied West 
Bank of the Jordan River and 
the Gaza Strip are Israeli terri­
tory and Israel is going to keep 
them

SCOTTSDALE. Anz (AP) -  
Loud voices were heard some­
time Thursday morning coming 
from actor Bob Crane's apart­
ment, where the star of the 
t e l e v i s i o n  series Hogan's 
Heroes' was later found bludg­
eoned to  death A piece of elec­
trical cord was wrapped around 
his neck

Police said athough one 
neighbor reported hearing the 
voices, no one was seen leaving 
the apartment

Investigators continued today 
to question neighbors. Crane's 
local acquaintences and people 
who wo^ed with him in the 
play, "Beginner’s Luck." which 
he had been appeanng in at the 
Windmill Dinner Theather here 
since June 6

The body of the 49-year-old 
Crane, clad in shorts and un­
dershirt. was found curled be­
neath a sheet in the master 
bedroom of his ground-floor 
apartment, which he had been 
using while appearing in the 
play He had beoi dead several 
hours, authorities said

"Nothing seems to be miss­
ing. there was no forced en­
try," Lt Ron Dean, who is 
heading the police investiga­
tion, told a news conference 
late Thursday "So far no mo­
tive has been detenraned "

Police were ctiecking to de­
termine wtwther more keys to 
the apartment were available 
or whether C m e  slept with the 
door imlocked

Dean said Crane was struck 
twice with a blunt instrument.

Dean said it appeared that 
one person committed the mur­
der "We have speculated that

the killer either knew him or 
surprised him

Clean said some fingerprints 
had been found in the room, 
but have not yet been identi­
fied

"He was a popular person 
and had been frequently seen in 
night spots around tovm. Dean 
said He said Crane was quite 
often approached for auto­
graphs. which he readily pro­
vided

"It just looks like somebody 
walked in on him while he was 
in bed and smacked him in the 
head a couple of times." said 
Eloy Ysasi. investigator for the 
Maricopa County medical ex­
aminer's office "He was cov­
ered up in a sheet, as though 
you would retire, with his knees 
drawn up in the position like 
people sleep "

A piece of electrical cord has 
been tied around Crane's neck, 
b u t "it didn't strangle 
him. . Ysasi said "It was 
put on after he was dead, but 
was put on tight "

The Labor Department said 
the price of new automobiles 
went up 12 percent, the biggest 
rise this year .Many dealers in­
creased their prices as the de­
cline of the dollar made im­
ported vehicles more ex­
pensive

The cost of clothing rose 0 6 
percent, a smaller increase 
than the 1 percent gains in 
March and Apnl

Medical care costs went up 
0 6 percent in May, comparable 
to increases in other months 
Entertainment costs rose 0 2 
percent, an improvement over 
the 0 6 percent rise in April

The back-to-back 0 9 percent 
increases were the largest 
since a 1 percent increase in 
February 1977 during severe 
winter weather The inflation 
rate improved quickly later in 
1977 but has continued at a high 
level into the summer this 
year

In the past three months, 
food prices have gone up at an 
annual rate of 198 percent, 
while housing costs have 
climbed by 12 percent and 
transportation expenses have 
climbed by 4 percent

the hospital $3.036 38 a month 
The proposed system will cost 
the hospital $2.560 a month 
which represents a savings of 
$476 38 Over a one-year period 
the hospital would save $4 966 
and over a ten year period the 
savings would add up to 
$46,303 60 The new system 
would have a filrst time 
installation charge of $10.862 
and Anzaldua said half the 
amount could be spread over the 
ten year contract 

Anzaldua said that after the 
ten year contract is completed 
the monthly charge will go down 
to$1.862

After the presentation by 
A nzaldua. a considerable 
amount of discussion centered 
around the expense of the first 
time installation charge 

Several members of the board 
felt that the installation charge 
was too high, and that the board 
should look at some other type of 
sy s te m  Discussion also 
centered around the number of 
trunks being proposed Several 
board members felt that this 
number of trunks was in excess 
of what the hospital actually 
needed

Hazlett suggested that the 
hospital take a survey to find out 
how many patients wnated a 
phone in their room At the 
present time many of the patient 
phones are going unused and 
with a reduction in the number 
of phones being used, the 
hospital would be able to save 
some money on the present 
phone system He also added 
that they do a type of study to 
find out how many trunks are 
actually needed 

Anzaldua said that the system 
he presented could be cut to any 
size, and that it was possible to 
find a system more in line with 
the hospitals thinking 

R W Sidwell. chairman of the 
board, said. "We know what the 
problem is. we just have to solve 
it "

In other action, the board voted 
to approve the payment of 
approximetely $5.000 to the First 
National Bank Hazlett said that 
during the first and third 
quarters of this month the 
hospital had been averaging 
approximetely $6.700 a day He 
added that th ar collections were 
down to $871.000 and through 
yesterday the hospital had 
received $141.000 in Medicare 
embursements for this month 

The board also approved a 
capital expenditure of $323 50 for 
the purchase of a slide file for 
the laboratory

Another item on the agenda 
dealt with a $1.542 43 bad debt 
for McLean Hospital When 
asked why this debt was 
showing up so late in the month 
Hazlett attributed it to poor 
communications "

The board approved a motion 
to turn the bad debts over to a 
collection agency with the 
exception of the people on the 
list that were known by 
members of the board Those 
will be billed onefinal time, 
before they are turned over to a 
cbl lection agency 

Hazlett also presented the 
board with $427 81 bed medicaid 
debt at Highland hospital He 
said that this debt can not be 
turned over to a collection 
agency. and made a motion that 
this be charged against the bad 
debt allowance in theu- budget 
The board approved this motion 

Hazlett said that the reson for 
the bad debt was that Medicaid 
had not been billed within the 180 
day time allowance He said that 
Medicaid would have paid for 
these bills had they recieved 
them within the proper time 
period

economists shudder at the mention of his 
name, but Rep. Jack Kemp. R-N. Y. is 
onto something '

At a time when most practitioners of the 
"dismal science" are fretting about the 
federal deficit and the inflationary 
potential of President Carter's modest tax 
cut. the former Buffalo Bills quarterback 
is going for the long bomb.

Jack Kemp wants to cut taxes. Not just 
a smidgen, as Jimmy Carter has 
proposed, (mt a whole lot. With Sen. 
William Roth R-Oel.. he is pushing for a 30 
percent slash in personal income tax rates 
over the next three years 

Although it hasn't a prayer of passing, 
the .Kemp-Roth tax bUI is driving 
congressional Democrats up the wall — 
not because they are sure it's ridiculous 
but because it just might work.

As Kemp reminds them at every 
opportunity, his plan is patterned after the 
enormously successful tax cuts that 
President John P. Kennedy intitiated in 
1963

Those across-the-board cuts, which 
reduced personal income tax rates nearly 
20 percent, produced the highest real 
investment growth in modern history, the 
fastest growth of real disposable income.

the biggest spurt in real industrial output 
— and the kiwesd inflation rate of recent 
times.

The Treasury Departmetk expected the 
Kennedy tax cuts to mean a revenue loss 
of $80 billion for the years 1063-68. Instead, 
they produced a $54 billion increase in 
revenue for that period as a result of 
accelerated economic activity.

Econom ists can and do argue 
incessantly about the applicability of the 
Kennedy tax cut experience to today's 
conditions. But what is compelling a b ^  
Kemp's approach is not the fiscal impact so 
much as the psychology involved.

"I am not an economist," the four-term 
congressman says, "but I understand 
human behavior and I'm an expert on 
incentives."

Ah yes — incentives. There lies the crux 
of the matter. Jack Kemp believes the 
ex isting  tax structure insidiously 
penalizes traditional virtues of thrift, hard 
work and investment while rewarding 
consumption, debt and leisure.

Why work harder to gain morenominal ‘ 
income when you merely wind up in a 
higher tax bracket and the government 
gobbles up a larger share of you 
hard-earned salary? Why put money into 
a saving account at 5.5 percent interest 
when inflation of 7 percent leaves you with

a net loss of purchasing power ?
Why buy stocks and bonds when you can 

invest in real estate on borrowed money, 
deducting the mortgage interest? “People 
don't work for pre-tax income, they work 
for take-home pay. Investors don't look for 
pre-tax pnrfit. they worry about the net.'*- 
Kemp says.
"U n less tax  ra te s  are  slashed 

significantly, inflation will continue to 
push wage-earners into even-higher tax 
brackets, he argues. "Even if nomiani 
income keeps pace with inflation, the 
government gets more than its share of 
the extra dollars.

Most audiences Kemp addresses have 
no trouble at all understanding his point, 
even if they find his arithmetic difficult to 
follow. Even workers who have received 
steady pay increases over the past few 
years, increases at least commensurate 
with the inflation rate.are discovering 
they Mve less money in terms of actual 
purchasing power than they started with.

That is why the Kemp-Roth bill is not 
likely to go away. Republicns have 
already embraced it warmly, and it is 
gaining democratic adherents as well. 
Economists may argue forever about its 
fiscal feasibility, but it is the only tax plan 
on the table that addresses the incentive

The fishing war
Resort owners in Canada are upset over 

the recent fishihg flap between Canadian 
and United States officials They say that 
American fishermen are canceling 
vacations because they think there is a 
sport fishmgban

Sports fishmg is a billion dollar industry 
in Canada, and more than a million 
Canadians yearly on lakes, streams and 
rivers

These sportsmen spent $900 million on 
goods and services and about one billion 
dollars on lodging, boats and other 
equipment The anglers catch over 200 
million fish per year

Canadian and U S officails closed their 
waters to each other s commercial fishing 
boats in a dispute over an interim fishing 
treaty But. the U S ban went further and 
included Canadian sports fishermen 
Canada is trying to keep from involv ing the 
sports fishing

If left to the people of both nations, it is 
doubtful there would ever have been a 
hassle over the issue There are probably 
some in each country who would favor 
protectionism between the two neighbors 
We believe the vast majority of North 
Ame r i c a n  p eo p le  woul d favor 
uncomplicated trade between the people on 
both sides of the border

There is little economic reason for 
barriers of any kind In fact both nations

are better served under trade without any 
political restrictions. Once started, trade 
regulations have a way of proliferating to 
the disadvantage of both parties

We have so much in common with our 
neighbors to the north that it is a shame to 
let political restrictioas start to hamper 
any commerce, social or economic, 
between us

The people of both Canada and the United 
States have more reason to drop all 
barriers than to increase any now in force. 
If people and commerce could move as 
freely between the two nations as it does 
between our states and their provinces we 
would both gain far more than we would 
lose

Our Coast Guard and their enforcement 
agencies have always cooperated in many 
ways to help each other in search amd 
rescue missions It would be a great shame 
to pit them mow against each other over 
this fishing flap.

People in commerce have always been 
able to solve problems with each other to 
the advantage of both It is only when the 
political regulators enter the picture that 
the witches' brew of argumentative anger 
begins to boil over

Good neighbors do not need high fences 
erected between them Why not begin to be 
the best of neighbors and do away with all 
unnecessary fences'*

Consumer hotline
TWO FEDERAL agencies have 

combined efforts with a state agency in 
Colorado to establish a consumer hotline 
for reporting suspected antitrust activités 
The Federal 'TVade Commission, the 
Justice Department and the state attorney 
general have formed a control troika to 
encourage informers It is patterned after 
one in Pittsburg

In addition to the hotline number (free to 
the informer I a pamphlet has been made 
available to explain antitrust laws The 
c ha i r man  of the F*ederal Trade 
Commission said We want to remind 
people that these laws are there as a part of 
the basic fabric of protection for 
consumers When businesses agree to 
control the market or price fix or rig bids, 
the consumer suffers

is really going through with his plan to 
begin freeing the French economy from 
price controls and a( the same time end 
government subsidies to inefficient

Having .skinned through the national 
elections in .March. Mr Barre announced 
his intentions to try free-market policies 
with more determination than at any time 
since 1945 In April, he freed up prices of 
goods produced by public enterprises This 
week he has begun a three-month phasing 
out of controls on the private sector 

The political ^ r tie s  of the left are shrilly 
protesting this social injustice " and 
everyone braces fw unleashed inflation ' 
But the entire e c ^ m y , left and right will 
benefit as these government barriers to 
commerce are lifted The only prices that 
will "rise" will be on those goods that were 
uneconomic to produce at controlled 
prices. Production, not inflation, is 
contained by price controls 

Juat as impressive was Mr Rarre's 
willingnen to let the Roassac textile 
empire go into bankruptcy rather than 
continue shoveling tax francs into that

subsidy pit T h e  era of unrestrained 
spending of public funds on enterprises 
whose management is unable to run them 
profitably is over, he says The decision 
gives credibility to his earlier policy 
pronouncements that the government will 
indeed resist the passionate appeals of 
management and labor to finance 
operations that cannot compete on their 
own Draining efficient enterprises of 
resources to subsidize the obsolete is a 
losing game for the entire economy, left 
and right

It is nice to be able to commend Mr 
Rarre for these steps, especially since we 
have been critics of some of his earlier 
initiatives Rut then, we had been 
criticizing him for doing just the opposite of 
what he now is doing The Plan Rarre. 
remember, was an austerity scheme to end 
inflation through higher taxes and price 
controls At one point, in protesting taxes 
on capital gains, and we sided with what

Be sure your dentist's personality makes 
you feel comfortable and secure.

.should be able to comiminicate with ease 

Never hesitate to dicuss fees, both for 
immediate work and future treatment 
Many dentists want you to open the 
discussion of fees and payment plans in 
advance of treatment, and will be 
cooperative in structuring payment 
schedules you can meet. Ask about the cost 
of treatment before you begin. Have your 
dentist explain treatment options open to 
you

Ask for a bill itemizing services, rather 
than one marked for serv ices rendered" 
Computerized billing is error-prone, so if 
you suspect an incorrect charge, question 
your dentist

If you hold some form of dental 
insurance, check in advance which 
services will be covered, which won't be. 
what percentage of your fee will be paid by 
the policy. If insurance is involved, take the 
essential documents with you

Don't cut corners, for in terms of oral 
health, initially high expenditures can 
easily turn out cheaper in the long run. A 
simple extraction, for instance, can cause 
more problems and eventual dental work 
than having the. tooth saved through 
marginally more expensive root canal 
therapy Beware of so-called bargains in 
dental care. Avoid cutrate opportunities 
and as.sembly-line dental operations.

Always question the need for extraction - 
even when wisdom teeth are involved Ask 
about treatment options for saving the 
tooth, and seek a second Opinion if you are 
unsure

If you have reason to believe a dentist 
h a s  perfo rm ed  inadequate ly  or 
irresponsibly, talk and try to work out a 
mutually agreeable solution. If this 
measureriails. contact your local dental 
society "peer review committees"

As a final caution, protect your teeth by 
dutiful preventive care — regular 
checkups, proper brushing and flossing, 
proper diet and oral hygiene. Your teeth 
were meant to last a lifetime.!

The U.S. economy may be having its 

problems with inflation, weak showings in 
some industrial sectors and now talk of a 
possible recession around some not too 
distant corner But somebody out there 
obviously still rates it very highly

Numbers — there's no way of getting 
even a rough fix on how many — of 
Europeans. Japanese. Mideastemers and 
assorted other currently flush outsiders 
have been buying in,.with increasing 
enthusiasm

The decline of the dollar, which has made 
things American a bargain for practically 
everyone except Americans, is a partial 
explanation But it's not the full story.

Many citizens of countries such as Italy, 
where everyday violence is becoming the 
lifestyle, are seeking a safe place for their 
wealth and sometimes themselves. For 
others, such as the new oil rich, the United 
States represents the most promising 
investment market around and often the 
only one large enough to absorb the 
quantities of disposable funds at hand.

The Commerce Department puts 
investments of foreign assets during the 
first quarter of this year at $14.8 billion. 
That followed total investment for 1977 of 
$35 4 billion.

Some of this represents central bank 
purchases of dollars to stabilize skittish 
international exchange markets.

But far from all of it.
Considerable amounts of outside money 

are going into Treasury securities and into 
«tocks and bonds. It is a factor in the 
current market upturn. In the longer run, 
there has been increasing foreign interest 
in banking — a magnet in particular for

Arab money—and commercial properties. 
A Dutch—based group with Arab resources 
is bidding $50 million for a trio of top New 
York City hotels. •*

But in what could turn out to be a 
development of special significance, 
foreign money is increasingly buying parts 
of the U.S. itself.

According to one estimate by a realtor in 
California, an area of prime interest for 
land purchases, as much as 20 percent of 
all farmland currently changing hands 
may be going to foreign buyers.

The precise level cannot be determined 
because the new ownership in many cases 
is concealed, purchases having been 
arranged through trusts, banks, offshore 
companies and other interntediaries. But 
one such agent, a Belgian company cited in 
a New York Times survey of the situation, 
put European investment in U.S. farmland 
at $800 million last year alone

And a Midwestern brokerage and land 
management Firm admits having sold 
some $70 million in real estate to 
non-^Americans during the past four 
years

New money is usually welcome in an 
economy, but there can be misgivings 
when it involves actual physical possession 
by foreigners — as U.S. interests learned 
re p e a te d ly  iti y ea rs  p ast when 
internationalization of business usually 
meant buying in by Americans.

At present 20-jtates have laws either 
barring or restricting ownership of land by 
nonresident aliens. Such laws can be gotten 
around, however, and there could be a 
question as to their constitutionality.
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While the trend nuy  be disquieting, it is 
not likely to reach the point where 
Americans are threatened with having 
their entire country bought out from under 
them.

It does have an immediate disadvantage 
in that the money non—Americans are 
willing to drop into U.S. real estate is 
driving prices in some areas beyond the 
reach of the home folks.

Only you know the score 
you nude.

It was designed to 
help you become more aware 
of ways you can cope more 
successfully with your own 
life.

In developing the SRA Cop­
ing Skills Test, the SRA de  ̂
velopment staff spent time dis­
cussing what is meant by the 
term, “coping." We came up 
with several svinted definitions:

1. A reco^ition  that one has 
choicu in dealing w ith'm ost 
life situations.

2. Taking responsibility for 
what happens to  one’s self.

3. An ability to  handle what­
ever situation arises in one’s 
life.

4. Overcoming problems and 
difflnilties.

5. A feeling of personal com 
petency and well being.

No nu tter how you define 
the termi coping with life re­
quires specific kinds of skills

and knowledge to deal with 
problems, for virtually all of 
life involves problem solving.

People seem to have been 
bom to be problem-creating 
and problem-solving creltures. 
Difficulties in living, no mat­
ter how mundane, can be seen 
as problems to be identified 
and solved.

From the time they are bom 
-some u y  even earlier-people 

begin learning to cope with life. 
They continue to learn through 
everyday living and growing. In 
learning to ride a bicycle, a 
child falls, gets bumped, and is 
bruised, yet he or she keeps on 
trying.

Sometimes people may be 
taught in subtle ways that 
happiness stems from a world 
in which all our needs are met, 
a world in which one is never 
challenged. But there is a more

the zest of living-the joy of 
living-comes from meeting 
challenges, from solving prob­
lems, and in the quest for more 
information about how to solve 
even greater problems and 
meet even greater challenges.

Good reading and math skills 
are basic to coping because
they enable one to obtain ade­
quate information about specif­
ic problems and the various 
options that one has in dealing 
with the problems. But these 
skills are only a foundation. 
Your attitude toward problem 
solving also makes a difference 
between taking control of your 
life or simply warding off dis­
aster.

When you know what the 
options are when a problem 
exists-or if you know where 
to find or create the options- 
you then know how to cope. 
And this knowledge increases 
your independence, your self- 
reliance, and your confidence.

In taking greater responsibil­
ity for your life, you need to 
be able to distinguish between 
things that can be changed and 
things that cannot be changed. 
You can change a lot about 
yourself—you can lose weight, 
quit smoking, move to a^new 
place, or change jobs. You also 
can change some of the condi­
tions in the world about you. 
But you can’t change the fact 
that the world about you will 
chiinge-that friends and rela­
tives will die, move away, grow 
up. Institutions also will 
change as people change.
. Coping also requires the abil­
ity to be realistic—to see things 

they- ore, not as you think 
they should be. For example, 
many 'marital conflicts stem 
from one partner’s idealistic 
view of what he or she thinks 
marriage should be—or what 
the other spouse should be. 
Many of these conflicts could 
be resolved if each partner

to -find out who the other 
person is, and decide jointly 
how each person's needs can 
best be met. This is equally 
true of other interpersonal 
relationships.

When you say “ I can’t 
cope,” what you may really 
mean is “ I won't cope.” For 
you do have the capacity to 
learn how to cope with prob­
lems whether they deal with 
finances, family, work, the 
household, or* any of a num­
ber of problems that deal 
with peopleTelationships.

We hope the SRA Coping 
Skills Test has provided an 
instrument through which you 
can improve your ability to 
deal with these kinds of prob­
lems. But the test can be noth­
ing more than a beginning.

Ginstitution violations 
could result in lawsuits

WASHINGTON (AP) -  Fed 
eral officials may be sued for 
damages in civil cases if they 
deliberately and knowingly vio­
late the (Constitution, the Su­
preme Court ruled today.

In a decision, the court 
said, "We see no substantial 
basis for holding ... that execu­
tive officers generally may 
with impunity discharge their 
duties in a way that is known 
to them to violate the United 
States Constitution”

The precedent-setting deci­
sion limits immunity for feder­

al officials in a way that paral­
lels immunity granted to state 
officials

The nnajority opinion by Jus­
tice Byron R. White said, how­

FORT WORTH, Texas (AP) 
— The 1,500 lawyers attending 
the convention of the State Bar 
of Texas were to have voted to­
day on a series of resolutions 
recommending the repeal of 
laws against prostitution, mari­
juana and homosexuality.

Sterling is the judge who pre­
sided at the trial of three po­
licemen charged with violating 
the civil rights of Jose Campos 
Torres, who drowned in a 
bayou while in police custody. 
They could have been impris­
oned for life, but Sterling gave 
them one year in prison

Despite the scrubbing of the 
morning's resolution package, 
the attorneys still were isched- 
uled to hear today from Margo 
St. James, the founder of COY-

company," said Ken Crowley, a * 
spokesman for the Washington- 
iMsed union.

Cox said 
the airline is confident a con­
tract settlement will be reached 
without a strike.

"Many of our members are 
eligible for food stamps, and 
others are forced to take part- 
time jobs to support their fami­
lies. In an airline with the high­
est-paid chairman of the board 
in the industry, we don't think 
that's right." Crowley said

Braniff's chairman of the 
board has a salary of more 
than $300.000 a year, including 
incentive compensation.

Ask Dr. Lamb

DEAR DK. I.AMB I had 
a heart attack a year and a 
half ago and the doctor said I 
didn't need any surgery butT 
have weight problems and 
lung congestion. I weigh 186 
pounds and am  H(i years old. 
I don’t .smoke or drink. I 
take Slow K, l,asix and 
l,anoxin. Will I ever be able 
to recover completely ’ How 
come my heart controls the 
fluids coming out of my 
body ’ My ankles swell up 
and I get short of breath 
also.

DEAR HEADER -  Often 
the weight gain a person has 
with heart failure is associ­
ated with the accum ulation 
of fluid. And it does accum u­
late in the ankles and can 
accumulate in the abdomen, 
or it can accum ulate in the 
lungs and che.st cavity.

TThe m echanism  of fluid 
retention and .swelling is rel­
atively complex but when a 
person has heart failure he 
tends to retain  salt in the 
body. Thai's why you a re  
taking la s ix  to help to elim i­
nate the excess sddium salt. 
With salt an excess am ount 
of w ater is retained, which 
increases the am ount of wa­
ter in the circulatory sys­
tem. This causes w ater to 
literally leak out of the c ir­
culation into the tissue spac­
es.

To explain this in som e­
what more detail. I am  send­
ing you The Health liCtter 
num ber. 11-6, S w ellin g : 
Causes and M anagements. 
'This issue will also give you 
information on the type of 
swelling that occurs with 
injuries and sprains and how 
ttoy  should be treated , as 
well as the basic concepts of 
how fluid accum ulates in the 
body.

When the fluid accum ula­
tion is due to heart failure 
the best approach is to try  to 
correct the heart condition if 
at all possible. T hat’s  also 
why you arc getting I,anox- 
in, which is a digitalis prepa­
ration to strengthen the con­
tractions of the heart m us­
cle.

It's  difficult to say what 
you can expect from your 
future condition but what­
ever you can do to help 
g ra d u a lly  re d u c e  your 
weight will probJbly help 
you. That m eans limiting 
your total calorie intake and 
limiting particularly  your 
fat and cholesterol intake.

I suspect your doctors 
have already asked you to 
limit foods that contain so­
dium salt. Anybody taking 
diuretics or w ater m edica­
tions such as I.,asix often 
needs to replace potassium.

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Plains Baptist church
begins to heal wounds

When the world peered into 
the tiny town of Plains, Ga.; Its 
close. Intertwined but strained 
fabric frayed and broke. “A 
wall went up,” says the Rev. 
Fred Collins. "Plains was frag- • 
mented "

That breach in the little, 
southern hometown of Presi­
dent Carter, population 680, 
seems gradually to be starting 
to mend, ministers there say, 
but only slowly and marks of 
the division remain 

" It takes time for the wounds 
to heal, but something like that 
is beginning to happen,” says 
the Rev Don Wilson, pastor of 
the Plains Baptist Church, to 
which Carter's family had be­
longed and which split because 
of antagonisms brought to a 
head over racial policies 

“ It takes a loiig time to get 
over it completely,” Wilson 
adds “But things are moving 
along pretty good Some of the 
folks left and founded another 
church. We're plugging along, 
too."

Those who left in late 1976 
formed the Maranatha Baptist 
Church, and after meeting for 
more than a year in a Lutheran 
church four miles away, it this 
week began constructing its 
own building in Plains.

The structure, to be finished 
in four or five months, will be 
of brick, colonial-style archi­
tecture

'Some' progress has been 
made in respect to the differ­
ences. but it's a deep thing," 
says Collins, the new church's 
pastor for the last year “Some 
hurt feelings and bitterness re­
main. but it's getting better as 
time goes by Compared to a 
year ago. you wouldn't believe 
how deep the hurt was thn"  

What caused that rupture in 
church and community? Both 
pastors in telephone interviews 
malnlameiIHaTTlw que^lon oT 
admitting blacks was not the 
fundamental cause, but only a 
surface catalyst that triggered 
other long-time frictions and 
jealousies.

“ It was like a dead stick of 
dynamite just waiting for a cap 
to detonate it." Collins said, 
with the race issue being the 
firing cap. "It was not the big 
thing that divided the church. 
It only provided the tangible 
thing over which to take sides" 

Wilson saw it similarly He 
took the vacant Plains Church 
pulpit only six months ago. 
replacing the Rev Bruce Ed­
wards who had left for a pasto­
rate in Hawaii. “ I hate even to 
try to explain it. " Wilson said. 
“ Race wasn't the primary

thing.” He generalized that 
“personality claahea” over a 

period were behind it.
Neither Church has yet< ad­

mitted a black to membership, 
and both say none has applied 
since the'break, which came 
after a black minister. Clennon 
King, who lives 40 miles away 
in Albany. Ga., was refused ad­
mission to the Plains Church in 
the fall of 1976.

It now has a “watch care" 
committee tb determine eligi­
bility for membership. Would 
being black be an obstacle? 
“ I'd hope not,” Wilsonesaid. 
“ It's something the church 
hasn't had to face.”

At the new Maranatha 
church. Collins said race defi­
nitely was no barrier. “The 
doors are open to any person.” 
he said, pointing out that the 
congregation has formally af­
firmed that “open door" policy.

Bannister, 3-3, survived a 
shaky first inning as he surren­
dered back to back doubles to 
Pete Rose and Ken Griffey to 
open the game. Rose stopped at 
third on Griffey's hit, which 
skimmed off the top of the 
glove of Houston shortstop 
Mike Pischlin into shallow left 
field. Bannister then came back 
to retire Joe Morgan on a foul 
pop M ore striking out both 
George Poster and Dave Con­
cepcion to end the inning.

Houston used singles by Den-

n u  Walling Bid Enos CabeU 
and RBI base hits by Cruz and 
Bob Watson to score a pair of 
first-inning runs off losing 
pitcher Tom Hume.

A third-inning walk to Cabell, 
a balk by Hume and Cruz' sec­
ond run-scoring single of the 
game led to another Houston 
run as the Astros tagged Hume 
with his eighth consecutive 
loss.

"I can't remember the last 
time we w^re shut out twice in 
one week, let alone back to 
back, ” said Joe Morgan.

As usual, it was a com­
bination of good pitching and 
untimely hitting.

Rain at Wimbledon 
leaves players idle

Golfers find Open course easier
OAK BROOK, 111. (AP) -  

Many of the big names on the 
professionat golf tour regularly 
pass the Western Open because 
of the tough Butler National 
golf course.

But the way some of the less­
er-known members of the tour 
handled the 7,063-yard, par-72 
links in the first round of the 
$225.000 Western on Thursday 
may prompt some of the 
game’s big money winners to 
five playing the tournament ex­
tra consideration in the future.

In all, 28 golfers, led by Ce­
sar Sanudo's 5-under 67, broke 
par on the course while 18 oth­
ers were at even-par afta* 36 
hojes.

“ There's no doubt the course 
isn't playing as difficult,” said 
Allen Miller, who recorded a 4- 
under 68 to finish one stroke be­
hind Sañudo. “ I discovered it in 
practice and it gave me a little 
more confidence starting out.”

Bob Gilder, whose only victo- 
ry on the tour was in the 1976 
Phoenix Open, joined Miller

with a 68 while Rod Curl, John 
Schroeder and Craig Stadler 
were all two shots behind with 
3-under 69s.

“ I haven’t been here in a few 
years because the course has 
just been too tough,” said Curl, 
a 10-year veteran of the tour. 
“But the way it's set up now, 
it’s a much more enjoyable 
course. Nobody wants to come 
to a tournament and see the 
golfen bogey every hole. They 
want to see birdies.”

Sañudo, who is playing the 
tour regularly for the first time 
since 1975, was 1-over for the 
first five holes but went on to 
birdie six of the next 10 to go 5- 
under. He bogied-the par-4 17th 
after land i^  in a bunker and 
finished with a birdie on the 
18th where he used an eight- 
iron out of the rough to drop' to 
within a foot of the hole.

“ I was just looking for par on 
the 18th, but I hit the eight-iron 
just right and there I was.” 
said Sañudo, who played in 
only eight tour tournaments in 
1976 and four in 1977

The 34-year-old native of 
Mexico said his failure to find a 
sponsor kept him off the tour 
for a prolonged time. He 
launched his comeback as a 
regular by paying his way to 
his first eight tournaments this 
year before finding a group of 
sponsors in San Diego.

So far, he has finished in the 
money in only two of his 13 
tour appearances, winning just 
$189.38 for his 33rd-place tie in 
the Magnolia Classic and 
earned $320 for a 39th-place tie 
in the Tallahassee Open.

Seven golfers, among them 
Andy Bean, winner of the Kem­
per Open and Memphis Classic, 
Hnished with 2-under 70s. Bean 
was 6-under after 10 holes but 
bogied the next four.

“ 1 played the first 10 holes 
about as well as they can be 
played,” said Bean. “I made 
some mistakes on 11. 12 and 13 
and I paid for them. Ihat was 
enough to take me back to the 
field.

“But 1 can't be dissatisfied. 
If I get four 70s, I'd say I stand

a good chance to win the tour­
nament.”

Tied with Bean were Bill Ro­
gers. Tom Purtzer. Dan 
January, Jim Jamieson. Phil 
Hancock, Marty Pleckman, Lon 
Nielsen and John Adams.

Defending champion Tom 
Watson shot a 71 and U.S. Open 
champion Andy North was well 
back at 76.

NBA to vote on trade

AAU contract code violations 
lead to indefinite suspensions

Former high jump record 
holder Dwight Stones. Kate 
Schmidt, Prancie Larrieu and 
Jane Frederick may never 
compete again as amateurs.

Schmidt, a javelin thrower; 
Larrieu. a middle distance run­
ner; Frederick, a penthatlon 
competitor, and Stones were 
suspended indefinitely from

amateur competition for ac­
cepting prize money, the Ama­
teur Athletic Union announced 
Thursday.

In making the announcement, 
the Southern Pacific Associ­
ation of the AAU said the four 
violated the national AAU code 
of contracts in accepting a total 
of $58,(XI0 in prize money for 
their participation in the ABC 
television Superstars show. Sev-
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en members of the associ­
ation's nine-man registation 
committee voted June 23 to sus­
pend the four athletes.

“We sent the athletes and 
TWl contracts prior to the com­
petition,” said Ken Worthen, 
chairman of the SPA’s Regis­
tration Committe. “However, 
TWI and the athletes altered 
the contacts by adding an 
amendment which said they 
maintained the powrto give the 
money they won to the organ­
ization of their choice.”

Worthen said the athletes 
then signed the contracts but 
failed to return them to the 
AAU for approval of the added 
amendment. The registration 
committee said $33,400 of the 
prize money went to Stones’ 
Desert Oasis Track Gub, an or­
ganization with four officers — 
Stones' mother, sister, grand­
mother and attorney — and two 
members — Stones and another 
high jumper.

The other $24,600 went to the 
Pacific Coast Gub, of which 
Schmidt and Larrieu are mem­
bers. Frederick, who competes 
for the Los Angeles Naturite 
Track Gub. asked that her 
prize money be paid to the Pa­
cific Coast Gub.

Worthen maintained that the 
payment of funds directly to 
the athlete’s dub is a clear vio­
lation of amateur rules

Stones. 24. and Schmidt. 24. 
both two-time Olympic bronze 
medalists, appeared before the 
assodation’s committee before 
the suspension and admitted re­
ceiving money, the AAU said. 
Larrieu. 25. American record 
holder in the mile, was on va­
cation while Frederick. 26. 
American record holder in the 
pentathlon, was in Europe at 
the túne of the hearing. ,

None of the athletes were 
available for comment.

LOS ANGELES (AP) -  All 
that apparently stands between 
the Buffalo Braves moving to 
San Diego and the Boston Celt­
ics beginning an attempt to re­
turn to past glories is a vote of 
the National Basketball Associ­
ation's Board of Governors — 
and that endorsement appears 
imminent.

“ I've talked with individual 
members of the Board of Gov­
ernors who think this is an ex­
cellent move.” said Irving Le­
vin. who agreed Thursday to 
swap his Celtics for the Braves 
and plans to shift the Buffalo 
franchise to San Diego.

John Y. Brown, managing 
partner of the Braves who 
agreed to trade the team for 
the Celtics, said. “As far as 
I’m concerned, we have a final 
deal subject to a Board of Gov­
ernors' approval"

The NBA group is expected 
to vote on the trade, an out­
right swap with no cash in­
volved. at a meeting in Chicago 
next Saturday.

If the vote goes as expected, 
the shift of the Braves to San 
Diego will be effective imme­
diately, marking the NBA's re­
turn to that city. The Houston 
Rockets played in San Diego 
for four seasons before moving 
to Houston in 1971.

Both Levin and Brown 
seemed extremely pleased with 
the swap.

“We’ve made a very fair 
agreement with the Sports Are­
na in San Diego,” said Levin, 
whose partner is Harold Lipton.

“That city is growing by leaps 
and boun^ and the enthusiasm 
is just tremendous"

Brown has said he wants to 
become the first owner to win 
championships in two basket­

ball leagues. He and his former 
wife. Ellie. ran the American 
Basketball Association cham­
pion Kentucky Colonels.

“ I think it's an exciting pros­
pect, certainly a challenging 
one.” said Brown, anticipating 
taking over at Boston. “You'd 
like to think you can turn the 
Celtics back into instant win­
ners in the tradition of the fran­
chise.”

Brown built a fortune by run­
ning the Kentucky Fried Chick­
en chain and now owns the 
Louisville-based Lum’s Inter­
national restaurant chain. He 
purchased the Braves from 
Buffalo businessman Paul Sny­
der in early 1977, seven years 
after the NBA expansion put a 
team there.

Snyder tried to move the club 
to Hollywood, Fla., two years 
ago, but the City of Buffalo 
blocked the attempt in court. 
Last winter, he sold half-inter­
est in the Braves to Harry 
Mangurian of Fort Lauderdale. 
Fla., but retained control of the 
club.

The Braves exercised an es­
cape clause in their Buffalo 
lease at the end of the 1977-78 
season. Hie clause allowed the 
club to break the lease if sea­
son ticket sales fell below 4,500, 
and just 2,300 were sold last 
winter.

Americans love Regatta

HENLEY-ON-THAMES, Eng­

land (AP) — Generations of 
American rowing men know 
and love the Henley Royal Re­
gatta and its unique 1-mile, 560- 
yard course along a pictu­
resque stretch of the River 
Thames.

SAN ANTONIO. Texas (APj 
— Smiles are again creasing 
the wrinkled, vacant faces of 
the patients at the Southern 
Manor Nursing Home here 
Eighty-eight-year-oid Charlie , 
Lawson is goiiy to be able to 
stay around awhile 

Dozens of persons from 
across the nation — including a 
stooped, shabbily-dressed, el­
derly black man who gave a 
dollar and the head of a giant 
corporation who gave $1.200 — 
have contributed enough for 
Lawson to remain at the nurs­
ing home for several months 

Lawson is blind in one eye. 
nearly deaf and has hardening 
of the arteries. But state Medi- 
caid officials ruled that since 
he was not receiving daily me­
dication. he was too healthy to 
receive the $462 monthly pay­
ments that financed his 15- 
month stay at the nursing 
home

The popular Lawson was to 
have been evicted bv Father’s

Day and would lave been 
forced to live alone on only $160 
per month in Social Security 
paynteiks His son and grand­
children weren't able to support 
him and are appealing the deci­
sion.

"We have'enough money now 
for Charlie to stay for seven 
months. If all of the pledges 
come in. we'll have enough for 
him to stay from now cn, or 
until the pledges stop." Marsha 
Jones, a registered nurse con­
sultant at the home, said 
Wednesday.

The Northsi^.Lions Gub and 
Ronald Freea owner of the 
nursing home, donated enough 
money for Lawson to avoid 
eviction by June 18. When The 
Associated Press sent the story 
nationwide, donations began 
pouring in.

"1 think this is just wonder­
ful." said Lawson. "I'm  ash­
amed of it. I'm ashamed for 
them to have to help me. but I 
tell you right now. they sure 
have helped me. I knew there

Dispute jeopardizes 
Texas school funds

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — 
About 45 Texas school districts 
may lose approximately $20 
million in federal grants be­
cause of a dispute between 
state and (ederal agehaes over 
bilingual education

The money would be used for 
training teachers and devel­
oping language testing pro­
grams

The Austin Amencan-States- 
man Thursday quoted William 
Bednar jr .. legai counselor to 
the Texas Education Agency, 
as saying specific reasons for 
the money holdup are unclear 
He said he understood federal 
o f f i c i a l s  are citing dis­
crimination against bilingual 
students as the reason for with­
holding the funds

Bednar was in Fort Worth to­
day for the State Bai’ con­
vention and could not be 
reached for comment

Other TEA officials said they 
could not comment

"We’ve been doing the same 
thing for the past four or five 
years and all of a sudden they 
decide we are not in com­
pliance with the law I can't be­
lieve it.” Bednar told the 
American-Statesman.

"We only found out about it 
by a chan<x phone call Ihey 
say we failed to comply with a 
1975 Supreme Court decision 
which resulted in a set of 
guidelines for bilingual educa­
tion."

Bednar said the TEA had 
been negotiating with the Office 
of Civil Rights for two years on 
Texas' bilingual program "and 
they have continually delayed 
or not gotten back to us on ogr 
proposals Now they turn 
around and say we are not in 
compliance."

Bednar said the state first 
turned in a bilingual plan in 
October 1977 and received word 
that it was fine with some mi­
nor changes However, in 
March the revised plan was 
ruled deficient

The attorney said he thought 
the money holdup was "an 
arm-twisting game" by federal 
education officials "They want 
school districts to admit they 
have discriminated and get bet- 
tar poailkm in the suit against 
the state which is scheduled in 
.November." he said

In the suit, filed in U.S. Dis­
trict Court in Tyler, by the 
Mexican-American Legal De­
fense and Education Fund in 

J975. alleges that thous^Jids of 
pupils are not getting bilingual 
programs they are entitled to 

Bednar said school districts 
that will lose money include 
Austin, Dallas, Fort Worth. San 
Antonio, Houston and Corpus 
Christi He said Houston would 
be the big loser since it asked 
for $3 5 million 

He said the TEA itself has 
been asked to furnish riecords 
to federal officials and may 
lose about $600,000 in federal 
money earmarked for bilingual 
education

Lake Wallenpaupack. the

"^^^eanwnile, Oscar Wyatt Jr., 
head of Coastal States Gas 
Corp. of Houston, gave $300 per 
month for four months A. 
Waco. Texas, bail bondsman 
donated $100 and the crew of 
the USS Coral Sea vowed to 
take up a collection for Law- 
son.
