Mourners wait for last look

VATICAN CITY (AP) — A
line of mourners standing 10
abreast and stretching for more
than 100 yards waited to pass
by the body of Pope Paul VI
today at the summer papal
residence at Castel Gandolfo as
the Vatican made preparations
for his burial Saturday and the
election of his successor

Pope Paul's closest aides and
other prelates knelt and prayed
in silence around his
through the night

Sources at Castel Gandolfo
estimated that more than 50.000
persons had passed through the
Renaissance palace in the Al
ban Hills south of Rome to pay
homage to the 262nd Roman
Catholic pontiff who died there
Sunday night after a heart at
tack

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The pope's body lay on a
catafalque, dressed in the red
robes that he usually wore for
funeral rites. Alongside was a
crucifix on a long shaft, his fa-
vorite religious object. A tall
candle burned as a symbol of
eternal life

The pope’s brother, Ludovico
Montini, 83, a former Christian
Democrat senator, attended a
mass in thé 16th century San
Tommaso da Villa Nuovo
Church near the summer resi
dence. The local population
rushed to him to offer con
dolences, shaking his hand and
patting him on the shoulder

An examining trial was held
today to determine whether
Donald Brunson should be held
over for a hearing before the
grand jury in the shooting death
of a Pampa man

Brunson, 28. of Pampa has
been charged with murder in the
shooting death of Jess Kerby
Walker. 19, of Pampa

Walker was shot once in the
chest as he sat in his car talking
with a companion last Friday

night in the 500 block of W
Foster, according to police
reports

The victim was dead on
arrival- at Highland General
Hospital

A number of people were
present in the area at the time of
the shooting. according to
police

Brunson allegedly approached
the car where Walker sat and
engaged in conversation. The
conversation reportedly
consisted of no more than two
sentences

One killed; seven injured in shootout

PHILADELPHIA (AP) —
Gunfire erupted today and one
policeman was killed after au-
thorities using a bulldozer and
a cherry-picker began demo-
lishing the headquarters of the
radical group MOVE. Officials
said at least seven persons
were injured

Three police officers. two
firemen and two MOVE mem-
bers were injured after hel-
meted police stormed the ram-
shackle three-story house to re-
move those holed up inside, au-
thorities said

A trail of blood a half-block
long smeared the street outside

the house, about five blocks
from the University of Pennsyl-
vania campus

At least six members of the
group called MOVE, a name
with no known significance,
were arrested

"I heard a lot of gunfire and
what sounded like a bomb go-
ing off."" said Paul Lazorko,
who lives nearby. "'l saw a po-
lice officer lying in the street
They put him in a van. Police
were running around telling ev-
erybody to get off the streets. "

Earlier, a bulldozer smashed
a stockade-like fence around
the house in about 10 minutes
and began plowing into the
porch. Officerarshouted for the

MOVE members to ‘‘come out
with your hands above your
head."

Some of the group members
emerged from the house and
removed a dog buried in the
debris, then returned inside

Twenty-eight hand-picked of-
ficers, wearing riot helmets
and flak jackets, marched to
the front of the house as fire-
men trained a water cannon at
the old structure. When the
MOVE members refused to
come out, 14 officers stormed
the house

Gunfire broke out about one
hour later after officers began
shouting ‘“‘throw out the gun,
throw out the gun.”

A woman holaing a baby ran
from the house sobbing and col-
lapsed on the sidewalk. She and
the baby were whisked away in
a police paddy wagon

Police had a court order to
remove 21 persons from the
house, but officers estimated
that only five persons were in-
side today when the wrecking
began. MOVE members have
occupied the house for several
years, claiming to be devoted
to a simple life in which they
shun modern laws and tech-
nology

Following many unsuccessful
attempts to check the house for
safety and health violations, po-
lice instituted 24-hour surveil-

lance in the spring of 1977 and
a 50-day blockade this year at a
cost to the city of about $2 mil-
lion

Last May 3, MOVE and the
city struck a fragile truce, un-
der which MOVE was to vacate
its headquarters within 90 days
When the deadline passed Aug
1, a city judge issued arrest
warrants for 22 members

““The door is open,” shouted
a male member of the anarch-
ist group. “After you spill the
blood of MOVE men, women
and children, you're going to
have to keep on spilling the
blood of MOVE supporters all
over the country."

Marine, family
slain by escapees

QUARTZSITE, Ariz. (AP) —
A vacationing Marine sergeant
and his family found ambushed
in the Arizona desert may have

stopped to help what they
thought were travelers with car
trouble, authorities speculate

Instead. they ran into killers
on the run, two convicted mur-
derers who escaped from the
Arizona State Prison a week
ago, investigators believe

Found dead of multiple shot-
gun wounds were Sgt John
Lyons, 24, attached to the
Yuma Marine Corps Air Sta-
tion, his. wife, Danellda. 23
and their 22-month-old son
Christopher

Missing was Lyons 17-year
old niece, Teresa Tyson. who
left with the victims on a trip
to Las Vegas. Nev., and Fre-
mont, Neb

“We believe she was taken
hostage.” said Yuma County
sheriff's Capt. Cecil Crowe
“We're hoping that we find her
unharmed.’

Crowe said the Lyonses ap-
parently were shot repeatedly
as they huddled in the rear seat
of a 1969 Lincoln Continental,
with Christopher standing be-
tween his mother's legs. Inves-
tigators found 18 spent 16-gauge
and 20-gauge shotgun shells
near the car. whose rear win-
dow had been blown out by the
blasts

“This is the worst and most
grisly murder I've ever seen.”
said Crowe, a veteran of 27
years with the sheriff's office

Gov. Bruce Babbitt agreed
He said the state will offer a
$10,000 reward for information
leading to apprehension of the
escapees

Gary

Tison, 43. of Casa

Grande, Ariz. and Randy
Greenawalt, 28. of Thornton,
Colo.. both serving life terms
for murder. fled the Florence
prison July 30. when Tison's
three sons allegedly pulled
sawed-off shotguns from an ice
chest they had brought to the
prison. and then locked eight
guards in a closet

‘A Lincoln Continental sim
ilar to the one they found the
bodies in was in possession of
one of the Tison boys prior to
the escape.” said Sgt. Alan
Schmidt of the Arizona Depart
ment of Public Safety

The Lincoln had a badly
damaged tire, leading Crowe to
speculate that Lyon stopped to
help the fugitives before the
family was killed

The bodies were discovered
Sunday by a game warden, who
spotted the Lincoln about a
mile from US 95. some 140
miles west of Phoenix. Author-
ities are looking for Lyons' 1977
orange Mazda

The family was killed July 31
or early Aug. 1. shortly after
leaving on a vacation which
was to include a visit with
Lyons’ mother in Nebraska,
Yuma County Attorney Mike Ir-
win said

The search for the escapees
moved to Flagstaff last Friday
when they were reported seen
at a mobile home owned by a
female acquaintance of one
convict

The latter report, coupled
with the discovery of the
Lyonses' bodies, led authorities
to guess Monday that the Maz-
da may have been spray-paint-
ed and given New Mexico li-
cense plates taken from the
Lincoln

Needed: a postal strike

Maybe it's a bad thing that a national postal strike was ayertedi We know,
such a calculated interruption of essential communications would have
created an incalculable snarl in the pattern of day-to-day progress and civil-
tiy. And we have little ifany sympatﬁy with the union bosses who threatened
a postal monopoly-dependent public with a nationwide walkout. .

But such a strike might have been a turning point in a summer in which
Americans departed from an era of Big Government. Had the unionized
postal carriers so insulted the populacg, the populace’s representatives in
Congress might have reconsidered the postal statutes. Congress has long
ignored those dreadful statues because of the hold the unions enjoy in prefer-
ence to the larger constituency.

A nation rendered helpless by the postal unions would surely have forced
Congress to bust throught the aniquated bureaucracy. During the postal
strike of 1970 the effort to repeal the first-class monopoly gained popularity.
Another strike, we suspect, would have sent even the most union-bound
legislators flying for the chance to free up private postal competition.

The expedient available is very simple: Congress need only repeal the
first-class monopoly — that outrageous provision which proscribes efficient,
private carriers from carrying the most urgent mail — and a brace of com-
panies, already carrying less than first-class mail, would rush in to fill the
vacuum Mail transmission would be speedier; costs would be vacuum. Mail
transmission would be speedier; costs would be cut-rate and geographically
intelligble; and a free society would no longer be hostage to a idiotic postal
system. .

y'I‘he story now is that the airlines, a bit sheepish perhaps, admit that
deregulation has been a good thing for travelers, a tonic for a sluggi h
industry. The new competition is fares, enabled by a sympathetic | ivil
Aeronautics Board, has packed the planes with grateful passengers, which in
turn has made the airlines’ business wonderfully brisk.

Now remember: not a year ago the airlines themselves were the first to
protest the then-looming deregulation; politicigps echoed the balky
it-can’t-be-done arguments. Well, in large measure, it was done; a great dose
of competition has been introduced — and it w?rks w9nderfully.

Who is going to say the same princit?les don’t, won't apply to the postal
system? Who but these noxious union officials and the same federal bureauc-
rats and politicians who pretended airline deregulation would hurt the con-
sumer?

We have a new postal contract providing that postal workers, already the
most unendangered species of federal worker, cannot be laid off — clearly the
most reactionary feature of the new unionism, clearly a guarantee of heigh-
tened inefficiency in the post office for the time being. and we have a postmas-
ter general who claims the new wage agreements will not be inflationary
because new rates cannot be legislated for another couple of years.

There is something missing in Mr. Bolger’s logic. if the new rates can
indeed absorb the new wage contract, then his urgent cries for the new rates a
few months back were implausible.

That call tor broad institutional reform
within the business world isn't new, but
these days it comes from an unlikely
source — the former board chairman of a
major corporation who now heads the
Securities and Exchange Commission.

His name is Harold M. Williams, and his

With meat prices way up, heading higher
(but at a slower pace) and sure to remain
at lofty levels during the next few years or
until this phase of the so-called cattle cycle
runs its course (and cattle producers again
increase their herds), your food budget is
“‘stuck.”” What can you do to help keep your
food costs down?

Of course, an obvious answer is to
prepare meals which rely less heavily on
meat — and in other areas, to select
vegetables, poultry, fish, grains, eggs and
dairy products when they are in ample
supply and relatively inexpensive.

Also obvious are such moneysaving hints
as

Shift your family to less expensive cuts of
each type of meat. which have a nutrient
content at least as great as the more costly
cuts and a fat content that is significantly
lower and healthier

Experiment with the help of a cookbook
in preparation of such ‘‘variety’’ meats as
liver, sweetbreads, tripe, etc., which rank
high in nutrition and are among the
‘‘great’” foods in Europe;

Follow you cookbook's rules on heating
your oven, to minimize shrinkage and keep
your meats tender ;

Investigate “‘family packs,’ such as bulk
hamburger. chops, chicken, almost
invariably offered at lower prices than is
smaller packages, and learn to do a bit of
home butchering;

Try buying meats at local discount sto
where you often can achieve perceptible
savings at the price of less convenience;

Shop for meats in terms ot meais, tigure
out what you will do with leftovers to avoid
any waste at all;

Read labels with utmost care, and be
sure you are aware that 3'2 pounds is not 3
pounds, § ounces but 3 pounds, 8 ounces;

At today's prices, pay more attention
than ever to shopping the meat specials
regularly and seriously and stocking you
home freezer when you find unusual
bargains early in the day.

And buy according to the true value of
any type of meat — as measured in terms
of the true cost of a given portion of the
final cooked product. (You'll get only one
or two servings from each pound of meat
loaded with fat, bone or gristle — rib chops,
spareribs, etc. — as against two to three
cooked servings from each pound of roast
beef, pork, lamb, etc.)

In additon to these basic rules, two

federal actions are pending which may
help curb the costs of meat and poultry.

(1) The U.S. Agriculture Department has
proposed that the net weight listed on a
package of, say, chicken or bacon, must be
accurate. The USDA has set narrow,
specific limits by which a single package
can be over or under the stated weight, but
the average lot of an item must have the
same weight when you buy it as when it left
the packaging plant. In addition, the liquid
which drains from meat or poultry into the
tray must not beincluded as part of the net
weight.

To suggest what this might mean to you,
Carol Tucker Foremen, an assistant
secretary at USDA, recently reported that
her staff made some random purchases at
a supermarket — and found that in a
sample of 10 frying chickens weighing 2%
to 3 pounds, the average weighed 1%
ounces under the declared weight. None of
the chickens exceededthe declared weight.
And the skinniest chicken weighted 2.8
ounces under its declared weight.

USDA also bought 10 one-pound packages
of bacon, found their average weight was
above the average weight declared, and the
free liquid was neglible.

Package weights can be accurate. So
USDA has moved to make its federal net
weight standards as tough as the best state
laws (in California and Michigan). The
Supreme Court has ruled that federal
regulations—vague or even
negative—must take precedence over state
and local regulations.

(2) UDSDA also had proposed a variety
of regulations to make its voluntary system
of meat grading more accurate, honest,
uniform and informative. All lamb and
beef, for ingtance, sold at retail would be
marked with quality grade labels such a
“prime”’ or “choice” (to which you are
accustomed) and with new labels such as
“US ungraded’’ or *“House graded.”
Today, if a cut of meat does not make the
‘““choice’ grade, some retailers promote it
with store labels which can be misleading
— such as “blue ribbon” or “premium
quality.” Ungraded meat is, as a result,
frequently overpriced.

This one change is federal grading rules
should curtail misrepresentation, a USDA
spokesman told my Washington associate,
Brooke Shearer, without discouraging the
use of housebrands.

Williams says he wants to be
remembered as the SEC chairman who
“restored trust in the private enterprise
system and made an important
contribution toward improving the health
of the corporate sector and the securities
industry.”

But he bluntly warns that “‘the corporate
sector has proven disturbingly blind to the
trends and changes in public attitudes
toward business,'' then offers a
no-nonsense catalog of recent abuses of
power:

‘“‘Marketing of products which are known
to be unsafe or inadequately tested,
deceptive advertising and paekaging,
illegal political contributions (and)
profiteering which seems to capitalize on
the public’s plight in times of shortage or
distress." '

Williams previously served as board
chairman of Norton Simon, Inc., marketers
of Canada Dry soft drinks, Hunt Foods and
McCall Corp. publications. He also was a
member of a half-dozen other corporate
boards or directors.

Most such boards are dominated by
“‘insiders” — the firm's top executives and
representatives of the law firms,
investment banks and commercial banks
that regularly serve the company.

Those boards often do little more than
rubber-stamp the decisions of company
officers. Totransform the boards into more
independent overseers of corporate
activity, Williams proposes that they be
composed exclusively of ‘‘outside”
directors with the exception only of the
company’s chief executive officer.

Without such reforms, he warns,
Congress may assume the power to issue
federal charters to corporations — and to

-put companies out of business by

suspending or revoking their charters for
'm_)ncompliance with government orders.

In a brief session Monday
afternoon, the board of trustees
for the Pampa Independent
School District accepted bids for
repairs to the windows in the
city’s schools.

Dr. Robert Lyle, president of
the board, accepted bids on the
project from A-1 Glass Co. of
Amarillo and ABCO, Inc. of
Oklahoma City, Okla.

A-1's
figure for the added insulation
was more than four times
greater than the ABCO bid.

Class I crimes — criminal
homicide, forcible rape,
robbery, assault, burglary,
larceny-theft and motor vehicle
theft — in Pampa were down in
July from the same period a
year ago, from 112 to 106.
However, the total number of
such crimes since the beginning
of the year has risen over last
year, from 531 t0630. _

According to statistics
compiled by the police
department, 195 of the 630 cases
in 1978 have been cleared. In
July there were 47 cases of
larceny-theft, 33 burglaries, 21,
assaults, 3 motor vehicle thefts,
1 robbery with a firearm, and no
criminal homicides or forcible
rapes.

Class II crimes, those not
included in Class I, were up to
153 in July from 146 in July 1977.
The 1978 total, on the other hand,
has decreased from 1,065 at this
time last year to 877, of which
616 have been cleared.

Vandlism, the most frequent
Class Il offense, was committed
37 times in July 1978, down from
38 in July 1977. There were 20
cases of drunkenness and 18
traffic complaints last month,
both up from last year. Cases of
driving while intoxicated
increased from 2 last July to 17
in July 1978.

The number of runaways in
July was down to five from nine
last year. Narcotics violations
were up, from 2 in July 1977to 7
in July 1978.

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Inside the Conclave

VATICAN CITY (AP) — In
the week of Aug. 20, 115 princes
of the Roman Catholic Church
will barricade themselves in
the Sistine Chapel and the ad-
joining Vatican apartments.

Their conclave will be tightly
guarded, and they will not
emerge until they have suc-
ceeded in their purpose —
elect a new pope, almost cer-
tainly one of their own number

He will succeed Pope, Paul
VI, who died Sunday

From the moment it starts,
this conclave will be a mixture
of the old and new.

The cardinals will probably
talk among themselves in Lat-
in, have their meals séht in;
and bed down in the apostolic
palace.

But when they meet in the
15th century Sistine Chapel, it
will be in a conclave room
swept clean for electronic bugs
beforehand — to ensure secrecy
under measures adopted by
Pope Paul VI.

There is no foretelling how
long the conclave will last.

For example, .it took less
than three days to elect Pope
Paul. But the conclave that
elected Pope Gregory X in 1271
— the longest on record —
two years and nine months

Since the gathering brings to-
gether cardinals from North
and South America, Europe,
Africa, Asia and Oceania, the
only common language is that
of the church, Latin. Trans-
lators are barred.

“Although anyone is free to

speak any language, they will
probably communicate in Latin
most of the time,” said Ernesto
Civardi, secretary of the Sa-
c¢red, College of Cardinals.
" Even before the conclave, the
cardinals take gn-oath of secre-
cy. Any cardinal breaking it —
at any time in his life — faces
immediate = excommunication
from the church

In 1975 Pope Paul laid down
even stiffer rules on secrecy,

instructing cardinals to ‘‘ensure ,

that the enclosure is not vio-
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lated in \‘any way."”

The pope was reported to
have been angered by frequent
news leaks from the Vatican
and by a book by two Italian
journalists titled ““Sex in the
Confessional”” based on their
own confessions, tape-recorded
without the knowledge of the
priests

Under Pope Paul’s directive,
two technicians must be at
hand to test for the presence of
instruments for the recording,
reproduction or transmission of
voices and images in the Sis-
tine Chapel.

Pope Paul also forbade cardi-
nals to bring in assistants, ex-
cept for those gravely ill. Their
notes and their ballots are to be
burned.

According to Vatican histo-
rians there are no known cases
of valid revelations from recent
papal conclaves, although there
have been reports published

_purporting to show how ballot-

ing werft.
There are no stenographers
present to keep records, al-

though individual
may take notes

In the conclave that elected
Pope Paul such notes were sent
afterward for storage in the
Vatican's secret archives.

(nine, 1953-61).

DEAR READER -
Whether or not a woman can
take the pill or should con-
tinue on it is an individual
matter and she should seek
the advice of her physician
about this.

If a woman wants perma-
nent sterility and is abso-
lutely certain she does not
want any more children,
then having her tubes tied is
a good choice. When the
operation is done properly,
and there isn't any reason
that it shouldn’t be, it should
introduce no other complica-
tions.

The ovaries will continue
to function as they did
before. Tying off the tubes
doesn’t block the circulation
to the ovaries, it doesn’t
prevent them from pro-
ducing new ova either. Addi-
tional ova, when they ripen,
are merely released into the
body cavity and simply can’t

o down the tube because it

s been tied. This also
means that as long as the
uterus is in place that a
woman would continue to
have her normal menstrual

cycle.

Research solar heat
before investing money

Solar energy is much on the
homeowner's mind these days.
and like any other technology
there are many new terms 1o
trip the neophyte prospective
user,

How does it work? What is an
“active” solar system? A “'‘pas-
sive’” one? What makes the so-
lar heater tick?

The first thing it needs is the
sun coming up every day' If
it's cloudy or overcast, then a
supplementary heating system
is needed for backup.

How they make a solar heat-
ing system work:

Orientation of the building is
important. The proper siting of
the solar collector takes into
account the sky location of the
sun — winter and summer.

In the northern hemisphere
for instance, the north pole is
tilted toward the sun in the
summer — the earth is now
farthest from the sun — and
away from the sun in winter
when the earth is closer. This
creates the natural phenome-
non of seeing the sun high in
summer, lower in winter. .

To the astronomer these facts
make up the seasons. For the
homeowner interested in build-
ing. a solar collection system
for his home, it means .due
south is the desirable position
for locating the building. Roof
overhangs and trees aid in cool-
ing for the summer nionths.

In addition to the site orient-
ation another important facet
of solar heating is the selection
of materials — all masonry,
brick, concrete, adobe, stone
have natural heat-holding quali-
ties that make them attractive
building materials for solar
systems. »

In practice, thick walls will
change interior temperat ires
more slowly in reaction to out-
side temperature changes.

Hence the evolution of archi-
tectual designs of homes in the
old days. Thick walls basically
meant homes were cooler in
summer and warmer in winter.
Homes built with adobe, stone,
or brick-type material accom-
plished this goal. The pre-
vention of rapid heat changes
in the interior was the secret.

A modern technical term to
describe this is “time lag."

Today, this same formula ap-
plies to a home — whether so-
lar energy heating is used or
not — building materials are a
primary consideration when
conserving energy is a prob-
lem.

There are two basic solar
heating systems — passive and
active,

In passive systems the de-
pendency is more on the type
of building material instead of
mechanical heat circulators

The passive system uses the
building walls to collect and
store solar energy before pass-
ing it on to a storage device,
which can be water, brick, con-
crete, rock., or "air space
Through a natural event the air
circulates — warm air moves
up, cooler air moves back into
the system by being fed
through at a lower level

Passive systems are attract-
ive because they have no pipes
to freeze or leak in colder
areas and are not as sun-de-
pendent

Drawbacks of the passive
system at this time, the brick
experts say, are greater heat
losses (in periods of no-sun)
than with an active system.
Also, design practices are more
rudimentary at this stage in de-
velopment.

Active systems are more
complex. They consist of a so-
lar collector, heat storage.
pumps or fans. These systems
collect solar energy through a
plate, or plates placed over
black heat absorbers. The ab-
sorber captures the heat which
comes through and transfers
the heat by mechanical means
of circulation. That's where the
fans, valves, pumps, pipes and
ducts come into play.

Chief drawback to this sytem*

is the care which must be tak-
en to prevent leaks in pipes (if
water is used), the weight of
the water reservoir on roofs
and the prevention of cracking
or seal-loss around the glass
collector-plates.

One family’'s home in Royal
Oak, Md.. was built to take ad-
vantage of a passive solar heat-
ing system.

The family's 1,300-square-foot
brick house has no roof-top col-
lector but instead depends on a
brick wall construction for their
basic heat-by-the-sun thing.

During the winter of 1976-77
(a cold one) the family paid
only $104 for ele~tric heating
from November to February.
Their highest electric heating
bill was $50 for the month of
January ('77). A Franklin stove
added to their comfort on very
cold days.

The electrical supplier in the
area estimated the family paid
only one-third of the heating
costs of a similar-sized home
without solar heating.

once. We couldn't afford to eat
in their restaurants or buy
their clothes or pay a dollar ev-
ery time we wanted a glass of
milk:"

Stewart, his schoolteacher
wife and 15-year-old daughter
Karen arrived in London July
21 for a three-week vacation.

“l had never really paid
much attention to the dollar’s
exchange rate with other cur-
rencies until we started getting
ready for this trip,” said Stew-
art. “'When I did, I began to get
worried.

"“The travel agent in Kansas
City said I should go to Mexico
this year, that 1 should have
gone to Europe last year. The
way the dollar's going down,
I'm glad we came this sum-
mer: We probably won't ever
be able to afford to come
back.”

They spent the first week
touring England, Scotland and
Wales by train on prepaid Brit-
ish Rail passes. They slept in
cheap bed-and-breakfast board-
ing houses or sat up all night
chugging through towns and
villages. They ate “very bad
hamburgers and a lot of fruit.”

A trip to the Scottish High-
lands was foiled by a wildcat
strike of railway signalmen.
They spent a total of 12 hours

sitting on dirty platforms in the

frain waiting for late trains.

“For the past year I've been
telling Karen about the great
IBritish train service, how they
always ran spot on time," said
Stewart.

His wife lamemed the buffet
cars’ soggy sandwiches, cold
soup and watery coffee, and the
absence of the snowy linen and
service with a smile she en-
joyed 20 years before.

On a bus trip to the Conti-
nent, they priced Swiss watches
and found some were cheaper
back home. They settled for a
chocolate bar each and saved
the wrappers for the scrapbook.

From the colorful brochure,
the Stewarts expected to spend
two nights in Lucerne. Their
hotel was 30 miles from the
city. They were among the
lucky six out of 23 who got a
room facing Lake Lucerne and
the Alps. The rest opened their
curtains on a brick wall.

““We had to stay fully dressed
all the time because when we
opened our door, somebody al-
ways asked if they could come
in and lock at our view,"” said
Mrs. Stewart.

They were offered the choice
of a fondue party at $10 per
person extra or a night walking
through a town with one main

street. ‘Imey ate their pork
chops and took the walk.

The next day, instead of the
promised afternoon in Inter-
laken, they sat on a roadside
Jbench while more affluent
members of the tour paid $22
apiece to ride a tram up a
mountain and make a snowball.

By the time they got to Inter-
laken, everything was closed
for Swiss Day. They spent 45
minutes watching a parade but
were ordered back on the bus
before it was over.

“At first I didn't care, I had
this magnificent view of the
Alps, which is all I wanted to
see anyway,” said Stewart
“Then the fog came and I
might as well have been in
Kansas City."

When they got to Paris, their
guide recommended a Chinese
restaurant, gestured that the
Seine was ‘‘somewhere that
way'' and departed. The Stew-
arts checked out menu prices
in bistro windows and settled
for a big loaf of bread, cheese
and a bottle of soda in the
park. But they loved the
Louvre and the Eiffel Tower
and Karen got to practice her
high school French.

“I'll tell you what kind of nit-
picking we do,"" Gerke offered.

*“Not long ago I shut down a
truck that had the brake hose
to the trailer completely worn

through. The safety valve was
defective and had bled all the
air out and he didn't have a
sign of brakes on his trailer

““How would you like to share
the highway with that rig?

“Or how would you like to be
passed by the fella I caught
driving straight through from
Iowa on his way west?

“Some of these companies
push their drivers too far. How
would you like to be on the
road with a guy who has been
behind the wheel 24 hours? Or
the guy who has an exhaust
leak’ that is apt to put him to
sleep behind the wheel of an 18-
wheeler?

“Yes, sometimes we shut
them down down a little longer
than normal. If they want to
come in here fighting mad and
bounce off the ceiling, there are
-a million things we are author-
ized to check,” Gerke said.

Truckers agree about those
“million things.” The owner of
a Billings truck line com-
mented:

“Pulling into a scale house is
like opening your business to
the representatives of OSHA
(the Occupational Safety and
Health Administration), the
IRS and the FBI — all at once.

There are three thick volumes
of federal regulations. ... There

1S no way to avoid getting a
ticket if the scaleman wants to
pick nits."

Gerke's station is one of 34
run by the Montana Highway
Department. The 6,500 tickets
issued last year — an average
of 191 each — cost truckers $2.6
million in fines. Gerke says he
wrote more than 300.

“Sure, I write more tickets
than anyone else,”” Gerke com-
mented. “(But) truckers who
come in here with everything in
order, go through and on their
way. ... | was never beaten in
court for writing a bad ticket."”

But the good tickets some-
times leave bad feelings.

A Missoula operator recalls
that one of his truckers had
been on the road 15 minutes
more than federal regulations
allow when he pulled into
Gerke's station: ‘“‘Gerke shut
him down. He refused to let
him run another six miles to
his destination. The driver had
to hitchhike into town to find a
driver who could finish his trip
for him."”

A Miles City trucker said: *'I
drove across three states with
a load of Christmas trees and
was checked at five weigh sta-
tions. Gerke found some of the
branches sticking out and gave
me a ticket for being over-
width."”

Lettuce
prices
gone wild

WASHINGTON (AP) -
Prices for lettuce this year
have bounced around like a
ping-pong ball gone wild, but it
remains to be seen how much
growers will benefit now that
moderate prices and stability
are expected into the fall.

The even greater gyrations
than normal for the 1970s were
mainly. caused by weather
damage to the California crops.

*So,if a farmer couldn't plant

or harvest, high prices wouldn't
help.

In addition, an Agriculture
Department study of lettuce
pries from 1967 through 1977
found that the retail price in
Chicago and New York rose an
average of 2.29 cents a head
each year.

The return to growers rose
an average of only 0.063 cent a
year, but in theéir best year —
1973 — they got about 20 per-
cent of what the consumer
paid. The average share was
not quite 16 percent.

The average increase dis-
guises sharp ups and downs for
both farmers and consumers in
any given year, an experience
others along the food pipeline
didn't share, says economist
Stephen Raleigh in the current
Vegetable Situation.

Wholesaler and retailer costs
and profits accounted for an
average of 1.29 cents a year
more, higher rail freight costs
took about 0.42 cent and har-
vesting and packing costs 0.03
cent. Returns to wholesalers
and retailers dropped only
twice.

Elsewhere in that departmen-
tal magazine, market watchers
reported that harvesttime rains
in one California area and plan-
ting-time rains in another
caused major gaps in supply
lines in April, May and early
June.

"“The result was the most un-
usual behavior of prices ever,”
they said. The price for a 24-
head carton loaded in Califor-
nia was a record $18 on May 1,
$3.25 in late May. $13 on June
1, $6 on June 8. $2.75 on June 29
and $4.75 on July 19.

**The more rigid buying prac-
tices” of firms not in the mar-
ket five or 10 years ago just
made it worse, they said. Those
customers included fast-food
firms with salad bars.

Growing conditions for the
summer crop in California have
been ideal and moderate prices
and a steady, but slightly,
smaller supply are expected for
the rest of the season. they
said.

Raleigh said that, since 1975,
lettuce has become the most
valuable fresh-vegetable crop
in the nation after potatoes.
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Clayton worried

about lawmaking

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) —
House Speaker Bill Clayton was
worried about the arithmetic of
lawmaking today as the second
called session of the 65th Legis-
lature went into its final hours.

The House, meanwhile,
scheduled a final vote today on
a bill (HB39) calling a non-
binding referendum for Nov. 7
on whether Texans favor in-
creasing the sales tax by one
cent and dedicating the pro-
ceeds to reducing school taxes.

Senate members of a confer-
ence committee on a con-
stitutional amendment easing
property taxes insisted Monday
on dropping sections Clayton
said were necessary to win
House votes.

Clayton told reporters 12 or
13 Republican votes ride on”
retaining a House provision
that restricts future state
spending.

Those votes are important,
because it Makes 100 votes in
the House and 21 in the Senate
to submit a constitutional
amendment to the voters.

The House version would lim-
it future state spending in-
creases to the percentage by
which Texans' total personal in-
come has risen. Senators ob-
jected this would needlessly tie
legislators' hands.

The other sticking point re-
mained House insistence on
countywide property appraisals
for taxing purposes, under state
standards. instead of the
present multiple appraisals.

Conferees agreed Monday on
the major items. These would
tax rural land on its income-
producing capacity and exempt
$5.000 of the market value of
homesteads from school proper-
ty taxes. Legislators also could
allow up to $10.000 in additional
exemptions for the disabled and
elderly.

One big question was whether
Gov. Dolph Briscoe would call
another special session if legis-
lators adjourn at midnight
without submitting a property
tax constitutional amendment
to the voters.

Briscoe already has received
a bill repealing the 4 percent
state sales tax on household
gas and electric bills and rais-
ing inheritance tax exemptions
from $25.000 per heir to $200,000
per estate.

He has not said whether that
bill alone, which would cut
state taxes by $491.4 million
over the next three fiscal
years, would be the ‘“‘mean-
ingful tax relief” on which he
has insisted.

House debate of the referen-
dum bill centered on an amend-
ment that would have asked
voters if they preferred a tax
on gasoline at the refinery to
the property taxes they now
pay for schools.

Representatives voted 87-34 to
reject that amendment and
stick with the bill's original in-
tent of asking voters what they
think of replacing school prop-
erty taxes with a dedicated
state sales tax.

Raleigh found that, for grow-
ers, returns rose an average of
9 cents a carton a year until
last year when their average
price dropped 77 cents to $1.07.

The retail  price, - however,
dropped only 19 centsa carton,
from 523 cents a head in 1976
to 51.4 cents in 1977. It's been
as high as $1.39 a head this
year in New York.

WASHINGTON (AP) — When
shoppers’ incomes rise, they
appear to turn away from flour
and most cereal products but
toward bakery products other
than bread, two Agriculture De-
partment economists cautiously
report.

At the same time, Mack N.
Leath and L.D. Schnake say,
when the family's average age
increases, cereal products and
flour are bought more and
spending on bakery products,
especially sweets, drops.

Their analysis of the latest
Bureau of Labor Statistics con-
sumer-spending survey is in the
current issue of the depart-
ment's Wheat Situation maga-
zine. They stress that their sta-
tistical conclusions are tenta-
tive, because that survey didn't
include product prices or quan-
tities consumed.

“As expected. family size
was the factor having the
greatest effect on average fam-
ily expenditures for cereals and
cereal products,” with spending
going up about 22 cents a week
for each larger size household
in the same income ‘category.
they said.

One more in the family
meant an extra 68 to 71 cents
spent on bakery products, they
added.

Spending on bread is about
the same at all income levels,
the survey found.

A drastic cut in spending on
flour and prepared flour mixes
with higher family income was
the clearest finding, the authors
said.

The Agriculture Department
says that about 200,000 metric
tons will be wheat and flour,
about 103,000 tons will be corn
and sorghum and 10,000 tons
will be rice.

NEW YORK (AP) — Archi-
tect Edward Durell Stone,
whose creations ranged from
the art dece interiors of Radio
City Music Hall to,the clean,
spare lines of the Kennedy Cen-
ter in Washington, has died a
the age of 76 .

York's Museum of Modern Art’
died Sunday at Roosevelt Hos-
pital in Manhattan after a bribf
iliness .«

Court ruling may damage press

NEW YORK (AP) — If re
porters are forced by courts to
turn over notes and other mate-
rials, the news media may no
longer - have -access to impor-
tant confidential sources. the
executive editor of the New
York Times said today.

A.M. Rosenthal of the Times,
appearing on NBC-TV's “To-
day” show, said sources
“would dry up” if they knew a
reporter might be forced to re-
veal their identity. He pointed
to important press disclosures
in the Watergate case and in-
vestigations into the CIA and
Vietnam war as stories written
by investigative reporters who
worked with sources who de-
manded anonymity

Rosenthal and Benno C.
Schmidt Jr., a law professor at
Columbia University, appeared
on the morning news program
to discuss the case of M.A. Far-
ber, a Times investigative re-
porter who is in jail in New
Jersey because he has refused
to turn his notes over to a trial
judge 3

Farber's reporting played a
role in murder indictments
being returned in Hackensack,
N.J., against Dr. Mario Jasca-
levich, who is on trial for alleg-
edly murdering three patients
in the mid 1960s by injecting
them with the drug curare. Jas-
calevich, whose attorney wants
Farber's notes on the grounds
they would aid his defense, was

originally charged with five
murders.®* but two of the
charges have been dismissed

While the Times and its re-
porter appeal. Farber is in the
Bergen County. N.J., jail. He
has been sentenced to stay
there until he turns over the
notes, and has been given an
additional six-month senténce
The Times has been fined $100.-
000 and $5.000 a day until the
notes are turned over

Rosenthal said the efforts of
the New Jersey court to get
Farber's notes are a “broad.
general fishing expedition.”

He said about 85 percent of
what appears in newspapers
comes from official sources.
with a "‘very small part" com-

.ing from investigative report-
ing ‘

Rosenthal said the judge in
the New Jersey case was ignor-
ing that state’'s shield law,
which was designed to protect
reporters from having to turn
over materials gathered as a
result of their work

Schmidt agreed. saying that
New Jersey's legislature had
passed a law.saying “that a re-
porter's privilege ought to be
recognized,”" and that the New
Jersey court seemed to be ig-
noring the statute

A New Jersey appeals court
has scheduled a hearing in the
case for Sept. 18
