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Unwell welfare state

Critics of the welfare state have long predicted that its disincentives
and burdens would destroy production, bringing about economic col-
lapse and misery to its intended beneficiaries. The warnings went un-
heeded as long as there were at least as many thriving welfare states,
such as Germany and Sweden. as there were troubled ones, such as
England and Italy

Now however. there are signs that even the welfare state's friends are
beginning to worry. The Scandinavian nations are in serious difficulty,
Sweden in particular. Germany's economic growth rate has slowed
significantly. The productive machinery underpinning the most suc-
cessful welfare states has begun to rumble and groan

There also is groaning from the welfre state’s natural constituencies.
Social demoncratic parties in Europe are finding blue collar workers
increasingly restive under the heavy burdens of taxes and inflation they
carry to support such welfare state artifacts as national health insur-
ance, child allowances. generous unemployment compensation and
state - subsidized housing. There is a growing suspicion that the “*public
sector' has grown fat and parasitic. In the U.S., of course. such resent-
ments have been translated into outright tax revolts

While the public may be right in suspecting that the welfare state now
is yielding its most significant benefits to the people whorun it, the issue
goes deeper. Welfare states may have serious problems of instability.
just as the critics have always said

Various elements of instability have been discussed on this page
Economist Arthur Laffer’'s “curve.”” popularized here, makes the sim-
ple. but widely overlooked. point that rising tax rates at some point yield
a disminishing return, just as rising prices do. A corollary is the Laffer
“wedge model.,” which holds that as the welfare state increasingly
transfers income from workers to non - workers, it destroys the incen-
tives of both. In short, it is possible to kill the productive goose by piling
on more taxes and adding more welfare benefits

A new study called *“Welfare and Efficiency.”” just produced by the
National Planning Association, tends to support the Lafferite fears that
advanced welfarism becomes a drag on production. It then adds a
further disturbing finding in the form of evidence that as welfare states
lose productive efficiency they become more protective of domestic
industry. The enormous postwar liberalization of trade, which has con-
tributed sé much to the industrial world's prosperity, is thus threatened
by new barriers to imports and subsidies to exporters. The welfare
states, in substance, are shielding their own high costs and efficiencies
from competiton from nations with lower welfare and tax burdens. The
U.S.. which recently has sought to prevent importation of cut - price
steel with a “‘trigger price’” mechanism, has not been entirely absent
from these efforts.

The Tokyo round of trade negotiations seeks to halt or reverse that
process. But it will be touch and go when the negotiators try to sell their
complex arrangements to their respective governments and parlia-
ments next year

The fundamental political problem with the welfare state is that par-
liaments find it next to impossible to withdraw welfare benefits once
they are installed. There remain two choices: to allow the benefits to
erode through inflation and try to shift resources back to the private
sector through tax cuts; or to simply try to contain the growth of benefits
and to expand the economy rapidly enough to give workers a larger
protion of take - home pay

In the absence of either. the most advanced welfare states seem
destined to be plagued with inflation, low productivity growth, low re-
turrs on investment and high labor costs. Or, in broad terms, they are
doomed to low growth. or even declines, in economic efficiency. That
canonly meanonething: No matter how generous the state wishesto be,
living standards will rise slowly or decline

If the NPA study is correct and competitive fearslead tofurther trade
restraint. the decline in production and wealth generation could be
accelerated. The friends of the welfare state have every reason to be
worried. There is a rising awareness that they have created a threat to
future economic well - being

Foiling auto thieves

again. with-the result that untilrecently this
country led all the world in inventions and
market innovations. And that economic
truth is in the process of being proven again
in a field where government
“problem-solvers™ long ago threw up their
hands in despair : auto theft

So far, prevention has been slow in
coming and not because the auto makers
haven't tried. They have. Tricky ignition
switches and better door and steering
wheel locks have discouraged some car
theft. But thus far professional car thieves,
aided by the carelessness of owners. have
had things largely their own way. Give one
of them a few uninterrupted moments with
vour ¢ar, and both will be gone

EASY PICKINGS FOR car thieves,
however. could be coming to an end. At
least. that's the claim of Keycon. a
computerized security system developer
and manufacturer. whose president
Donald- D. Richardson. says it has
perfected a system that makes all existing
anti-theft devices for automobiles virtually
obsolete 4

Richardson admits his company's
approach to the program -is a little
unorthodox. Improving on the adage that it
takes a thief to catch one. Keycon reasoned
that it might pay to use successful car
thieves to foil other thieves. “One former
thief whom we tookon as a consultant
contributed considerable input to the final
design.”’ Richardson said

door. the system automatically rolls up all
windows. locks all doors. engages a second
lock on both the hood and trunk. disables
the engine and even closes the sun roof if
the car has one

Should the driver forget and close the car
door with the key still in the ignition. the
system takes over. activates the horn and
prevents the door from locking

Once stopped and under Keycon control.
the protected car becomes mobile again
only after the driver re-enters with the
regular door key and inserts a
one-of-a-kind especially coded sensitized
card into the Keycon control unit through a
small slot in the dashboard

WHILE KEYCON MAY NOT be the
perfect answer to the car theft
problem-what the mind of one man can
devise, the mind of another can fathom-its
effectiveness in greatly reducing car theft
can hardly be doubted. Former car thieves
invited to test the system agree. said
Richardson. that it would delay a thief so
long he would undoubtedly find it more
feasible 1o look for a car unprotected by
Keycon.

Unfortunately. the system is presently
being offered on the market at $359 per
unit. making it expensive for most car
owners. But as the protective device proves
its worth and sales increase. making mass

production possible. the price will come
down.

The trend 1s not limited to our country It
1s global The entire ““world is in the grip of
the sociahzing idea.” says Clarence Carson
in the Freeman A professor of history and
wuthor of several books. Carson presents
the many facets of this idea in a brilliant
serial article which. one hopes. will be
published later as a book

'he “idea.”” Carson says. 1s that man as
an individual 1s not capable of managing
his life in the modern world It must be
managed for him through political
government

This 1dea has the world inits grip. It has
been put into practice in some countries by
armed force. that i1s. through revolution. In
many others. including the United States. it
15 being realized gradually. step by step

This creeping socialism. as some have
called 1t. 1s insidious. Many are not even
aware of 1it. More are intent upon getting
the government to help them feather their
own nest. Either they are not conscious
that this furthers the trend or they feel that
a httle bit of socialism on their own behalf
won't doany harm °

This global i1deological war. says Carson
1s being spearheaded by the intellectuals.
by professors. students. lawyers. authors
preachers. teachers. journalists It was
they who put Lenin into power in Russia

Rt 3y 23wy

1s mowing the grass when a sharp object

And they run the “media” — newspapers
and magazines. book publishing. radio and
television. schools and churches
entertainment industries Here. says
Carson. they wield enormous power
because of the special protection afforded
them by the First Amendment — freedom
of speech. press and religion. They also
wield power because of their ability to
communicate and persuade

They are anti-business. Read the books of
John Kenneth Galbraith. the Harvard
economist: of Ralph Nader. the self
appointed protector of consumers

How long since you have heard a
professor speak up for the profit system
under which America has become affluent
and populous” More often these supposedly
educated people equate private business
with “*“Monopoly.” which evervbody knows
1s bad (Actually. the only true monopoly 1s
the government. but vou probably did not
learn this in school

It 1s not that the media recommend
socialism directly Rather. they undermine
individualism in a hundred ways. Scandals
about businessmen are plaved up in the
press. but little is said about the prodigious
waste and fraud that takes place in
government circles. Newspapers and news
commentators give far more space and
time to government and to politics than to

A lifetime bargain

For some 40 million Americans. a cure
can be literally worse than the disease.

It could be fatal for the one in five among
us who have hidden or special medical
problems and may respond negatively to
the accepted treatments for any of a host of
common ailments

These are the people who are the present
or potential beneficiaries of a 25 - year - old
success story called Medic Alert. ™

You may have heard of it. This is the
program under which diabetics. epileptics.
hemophiliacs. persons suffering from drug
allergies and other m&ical problems
carry indentification alerting anyone
treating them of their special conditions.

It is worth mentioning today as an
example of a great public service that grew
from a good idea

Medic Alert began with a slender silver
bracelet engraved: ‘“Allergic to Horse
Serum.”" It was devised by a California
physician, Dr. Marion C. Collins. for his
teenage daughter for whom antitetanus
treatment had almost meant death. The
vehicle for the antitoxin at the time, 1953,
was horse serum, to which the girl was
violently allergic.

That first bracelet led to the
establishment of the Medic Alert
Foundation International n 1956 to aid
similarly afflicted individuals. In the
subsequent two decades. growth of the
program has been exp sive. It now
numbers more than a m. lion members
internationally in 14 affiliat °d foundations,
In the United States alone. 17ore than 7.000
new members join each month.

With membership. they receive a
bracelet or necklace bearing the red Medic
Alert symbol and engraved on the reverse

side with an identification number. special
medical information and the Medic Alert
hot - line telephone number. Additionally.
members carry wallet cards updated
annually to reflect any changes in their
conditions

The card. like the emblem, carries the
emergency number of Medic Alert's
computerized central file at Turlock.
Calif.. where all the information necessary
to proper treatment of a member is stored.
It is available immediately to anyone
treating a member in an accident or other
crisis via a collect telephone call to a
24-hour emergency information service

A number of medical problems have
been added to those Dr. Collins originally
had in mind. including cardiovascular
disease. implanted pacemakers.
glaucoma. asthma and even contact lenses.
which some individuals cannot wear for
extended periods and should have removed
in the event of emergency treatment

The service assists thousands each year,
often in life - and - death sjtuations
According to staff records. more than 2.000
individuals gave Medic Alert credit for
saving their lives during a recent 12-month
period.

Medic Alert functions today as a
nonprofit. charitable organization
maintained solely by continuing
enroliment of new members plus grants
and contributions from business. other
foundations and individuals.

Mayor George Moscone.. who
grew up and grew powerful
here. and supervisor Harvey
Milk. a New Yorker who built a
political base among His fellow
homosexuals, lie in state to
gether today beneath the dome
of City Hall. where both were
assassinated

A political foe of both men
former supervisor Dan White
32, is in jail. booked for investi-
gation of the slayings — which
took - place moments before
Moscone was to announce
White's successor at an 11:30
a.m. news conference Monday

White. who resigned early
this month then decided he
wanted his job back. walked
into a police station 45 minutes
afer the shootings and eight
blocks from the scene and sur-
rendered. police said. Psy-
chiatric tests were scheduled
. Moscone, mayor since 1975,
liked to say of his birthplace.
“There's no place like it in the
world.” Milk said it was where
he “finally found true happi-
ness.”

The city they loved — still
reeling from news of the mur-
der-suicide of more than 900
members of the San Francisco-
based Peoples Temple in Gu-
yana — reacted with a spon-
taneous outpouring of grief. A
crowd estimated by police at
up to 40.000 strong marched to

of San Antonio, then ir
ruins, and 50 miles south of
the half-deserted Austin.

New Braunfels is in a fa-
vored location. Texas’ larg-
est springs and huge moss-
draped oak trees provide a
unigue setting in Landa
Park, just outside the down-
town area. The water cours-
es down a curving chute,
providing a unique thrill for
those on inner tubes or with

diving gear.

Natural Bridge Caverns,
largest in Texas, is a short
distance away, and Canyon
Lake is a splendid recrea-
tionspot.

You learn about the Ger-
manic heritage by visiting
the. Sophienburg Memorial
Museum, one of the out-
standing small city muse-
ums of the Southwest.

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Your Refrigerator Can Help-Make Good Coffee

If you savor the aroma
and the flavor of fresh
brewed coffee, it's a good
idea to store the can of
coffee in the refrigerator. It
will stay fresher and more
flavorful. At today's coffee
prices, you owe it to your-
self to enjoy every bit of
flavor you've invested in.

If your washer has a small
basket inside the main wash
basket, dirty canvas shoes are
a snap to clean. It's a hard job
by hand, but an easy one in
the machine.

Other Consumer Institute
tips on getting the most
from your appliances include
the following:

e Most refrigerators sold
today never need to be de-
frosted manually. However,
since “no frost” operation
involves constantly recirculat-
ing air, foods can dry out and
become unappetizing. To keep
left-overs in ‘“eating trim,”
always store in a sealed plas-
tic container or covered with
an air tight wrap.

e If you're one of the
lucky ones who have a food
freezer large enough to take
advantage of supermarket spe-
cials, try freezing meats and
poultry in meal-size packages.
Then you won't have to thaw
three pounds of ground beef,
for example, when you only
need a half-dozen hamburgers
for a meal.

e Once meat or poultry

becomes thawed, you should
never refreeze it, That doesn’t
mean you must eat it now or
discard it, however. Simply
cook the meat first, then
freeze it for use at a later
date.

e No matter how you
wash that treasured cashmere
sweater or other woolens,
don’t hesitate to dry them
automatically. Pre-heat the
dryer for five minutes on low
heat setting with some turkish
towels — then dry the woolen
garment for no longer than 20
minutes. Always remove the
garment while it is still damp
and block it immediately. Air
dry hand knit items.

You'll find other equally
helpful suggestions in the
Use and Care manuals pro-
vided with the appliance. If
you've misplaced yours, a
postcard to the manufacturer
will generally bring you a
replacement.

“Their status is being re
viewed, and some will be
allowed to go.” Assistant Com-
missioner Skip Roberts said
Monday. “*Some will be held for
judicial proceedings.’

Two Americans have been
charged with murder. and
three others were questioned
Monday for the second time
about the death ceremony in
which 908 Americans and one
Guyanese died at the Rev. Jim
Jones' religious commune in
northwest Guyana

The thrée were Tim Carter.
28. and his brother. Michael. 20,
both of Boise. Idaho. and Mi-
chael Prokes. 32. a former
Modesto. Calif. television
newsman

“We just wanted to question
them some more and go back
over their story.” Roberts said

Roberts added that some of
the survivors might begin leav-
ing Wednesday

The two men under arrest
are Larry Layton. 32. of San

Francisco. who is charged with *

killing Rep. Leo J. Ryan. D-Ca-
lif.. and four others with him at
an airstrip near Jonestown, and
Charles Beikman. 43. of In-
dianapolis. who is charged with
killing a Peoples Temple staff
member in Georgetown and her
three children

Only one of the surviving cul-
tists has returned from Jones-
town to the United States. He
was Miguel DePina. 84.

U.S. Embassy officials said
the returning survivors would
be flown to the Charleston.
S.C.. Air Force Base and would
be subject to normal re-entry
procedures for American citi-
zens returning from abroad
They said the Internal Revenue
Service. the Immigration and
Naturalization Service and rep-
resentatives of the Department
of Health, Education and Wel-

No holes in case

HOUSTON (AP) Prose
cutors in the murder con
spiracy trial of millionaire Cul-
len Davis say defense probings
have failed to find any pene
trable holes in the state's prime
piece of evidence: the in
criminating tape recordings

‘He didn't get to first base
prosecutor Tolley Wilson
chuckled Monday after watch
ing defense lawyer Richard
“'Racehorse”” Haynes cross-ex
amine FBI agent Joe Gray

‘The defense gains are non
existent.” he said

Haynes spent several hours
Monday questioning the Dallas
agent about the audio and video
tapes which capture the Aug. 20
meeting between Davis and
FBI informant David McCrory

Gray was the surveillance
expert at the scene of the Fort
Worth parking lot encounter

McCrory. 40. the state's key
witness. contends the Fort
Worth oil heir ordered him to
hire a “hit man™ to kill his di-

vorce judge and others

The judge was not harmed

Jurors listened through bright
yellow earphones as videotape
monitors again provided what
the state contends is an eve-
witness account of the crime
unfolding

Hey | got something here

McCrory says as he alleg-

edly shows the 45-year-old de-
fendant a Polaroid picture of
Judge Joe Eidson posing as if
dead

Who do you want to go
next”” McCrory asked Davis in
the conversation which was
picked up via a Nagra tape
recorder strapped to his chest

“Uh. the ones we talked
about.” Davis replies

The state contends Davis was
referring to two voung wit-
nesses who testified against
him last vear when he was ac-
quitted of murdering his 12-
vear-old stepdaughter

Haynes has not challenged
the state’'s position that it is

Davis who is seen and heard
discussing the execution of the
judge with McCrory

But he vigorously probed for
flaws in the sound and visual
tapes which provide the thrust of
the state’s attempt to send Davis
to prison for lifeo

The crafty Houston lawyer
endeavored to pick apart the

The videotape does not show
the alleged exchange of $25.00
in pavoff money. but the
soundtrack reveals the ruffling
of paper at the precise moment
McCrory says Davis handed
him an envelope filled with $100
bills

The Aug. 20 tape ends with
McCrory. seated alone in his
car. saving: I have got the
money. He has got the gun.”

‘Why does it
happen here?’

SAN FRANCISCO (AP) — In the chilly.
beautiful city that has inspired song and poetry.
grief hung like fog today amid a plague of bizarre
violence that led residents to ask: **Why does it
happen here?"

I feel so sorry for this city,” said a citizen
shaken by the murder Monday of San Fran-
cisco Mayor George Moscone and Supervisor
Harvey Milk. “*"We've had the Zebra Killers. the
Zodiac. the SLA. the Peoples Temple and now
this. I don’t know how much more we can take."

The tearful throng of 25.000 to 40,000 residents
who gathered in numbed shock outside City Hall
Monday night tried to provide their own answer
Carrying candles and clinging to their neighbors
like survivors of some natural catastrophe or a
war. they sang. **We shall overcome.™

Columnist Herb Caen. among the most
influential men in town, summed up the feelings
of his beloved city in today's San Francisco
Chronicle

**Horror upon horror. Shock upon shock.” Caen
wrote. ... The vocabulary of grief and disbelief
stretches only so far.... At the end of a week of
incredible headlines. all of us were left stunned.
exhausted. overwhelmed by the flood of bloody
‘senseless’ information.

*...It was all senseless. Like the hundreds dead
in Guyana.... And yet there must be a thread
connecting all this violence. "

The thread that connected Moscone and Milk.
Caen said. was one common to many of their
constituents: “They loved San Francisco."

Sodid Jim Jones. And Charlie Manson

*“This is every misfit's favorite city as well as
the favorite city of a lot of straight. normal
people.” said San Francisco Examiner Editor
and Publisher Reg Murphy

**It’s the most photogenic city in the country.”
Murphy added. “It's also the most accepting
city. It contains some of the brightest minds in
America....But there's an odd mixture of the
highly intellectual community and the crazy
community.”

The *‘crazy community"* bloomed in the 1960s.
Longhaired young people calling themselves
“hippies” and *‘flower children’* swarmed into
San Francisco's tawdry HaightAshbury district

They were turned off by the Vietnam War and
“turned on™” by the prophet of LSD. Timothy
Leary

The flower children were hallucinating on
drugs. “We were riding on the wind.” one of
them would remember. Her name was Lynette
*Squeaky'’ Fromme. Years later. she would try
to kill a president

She came to San Francisco with the ragged
Charles Manson *‘family" in 1968. Manson. guru
of a band of young misfits. had passed through

Haight Ashbury earlier. staying long enough to
B

learn the power of drugs and a word. "'Love."” He
took his “hippies” to Los Angeles and ordered
mass murders

In Haight Ashbury. teenagers “freaked out”
screaming in the agony of LSD *"bad trips.™

The plague they had brought did not die. It
festered and burst in the '70s. San Francisco's
most violent decade since the dayvs of the
Barbary Coast

In 1969 and 1970. a murderer calling himself
*Zodiac™ sent grisly coded messages to local
newspapers. “Killing people is more fun than
killing wild game.”” he wrote. Zodiac has not
been caught. Police say he probably killed six
persons. He boasts of slaying 37 victims

In 1972. a midwestern preacher. the Rev. Jim
Jones set up his Peoples Temple in San
Francisco’s poor Fillmore district

In 1973, a wave of random street killings
terrorized the city. The “Zebra killers." struck
without warning. killing whites at night. Most
victims were shot. One was raped. another
beheaded

In April 1974, it was over. Four young Black
Muslims were arrested and charged with 14
murders. seven assaults, one rape and an
attempted kidnapping. The- Zebra murderers
were convicted in 1976 after the longest trial in
San Francisco history.

On Feb. 4, 1974, the daughter of one of San
Francisco’s first families — Patricia Hearst —
was kidnapped. Her travels through the radical
underground exposed a seething subculture of
disaffected young revolutionaries known as The
Symbionese Liberation Army

Six of them died that spring in a flaming.
suicidal shootout with Los Angeles police. The
others — Miss Hearst and William and Emily
Harris — drifted back to the only American city
where they could hide — San Francisco. They
eluded police for 18 months before their capture
Sept. 18. 1975

That -September was a month for violence. In
nearby Sacramento, Lynette Fromme aimed a
gun at President Gerald Ford and was arrested
In San. Francisco. days after Miss Hearst's
capture.” a middle-aged radical. Sara Jane

Moore, fired a gun at Ford in famous Union
Square barely missing him

In 1977, the plague seemed to pass. City fathers
remembered the town's old slogan, “Every-
body's Favorite City."" The city's large
homosexual population savored political victory
— election of the first gay member of the city's
Board of Supervisors — Harvey Milk

The following year. 1978. was one of promise
Record numbers of tourists jammed cable cars
and hummed. ‘I Left My Heart in San
Francisco.”

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — An.
estimated $70 million would be
diverted from severance tax
revenues annually and used for
utility bill relief under a pro-
posal described Monday by
Sen. Bill Patman. D-Ganado.

“l am unable to accept the
‘nothing can be done’ attitude
expressed by many people.”
Patman said.

“The Legislature would be
authorized to restrict the bene-
fits to persons who have
reached the age of 65 or
above,”” the senator wrote to
the Texas Legislative Council,
which drafts legislation.

“The Legislature would be
further authorized to base re-
strictions on income.” he
added.

The state's 7':-cent tax on
gas at the wellhead generated

$517.8 million in the last fiscal
year, Patman said. His proposal
would dedicate 1 cent of the tax
to utility bill relief.

If the Legislature approved
the constitutional amendment,
it would go to the voters twice
— once in 1979 and again in
1984, he said. The second vote
would be a test of the pro-
gram’s effectiveness.

Patman said his proposal was
not influenced by recent recom-
mendations from the Texas
Public Utility Commission staff.

The agency stafl suggested
the Legislature authorize direct
payments to utility companies
to cover bills of the needy and
elderly.

However. the senator said he
thought the utility commission
should administer his program
if it passes.

Emergency rule approved

For income tax purposes,
any property not used in
running a business is a capi-
tal asset. Capital assets in-
clude stocks, mutual funds
and real estate.

A capital gain is the profit
from selling a capital asset.
The gain is long-term if the
asset was held for more than
one year; it is short-term if
the asset was held for a year
or less.

Short-term «capital losses
receive more favorable tax
treatment than long-term
capital losses. If a short-
term loss is incurred, it may
be deducted dollar-for-dollar
from your income. If a long-
termr oss is incurred, only 50
percent can be deducted.

In either case, the amount
deducted cannot exceed the
smallest of three factors:
(1) your taxable income for
the year, (2) $3,000 (ug this
year from $2,000), or (3) th
net capital loss after capltal
gains are subtracted.

If you had both capital
gains and losses during the
tax year, they are balanced
against each other on Sched-
ule D (Form 1040). Should
your net capital loss be
greater than what is allowed
under the above limitations,
all the excess can be carried
over into subsequent years.

Textbooks

CHARLESTON, W.Va. (AP)
— Four years after a bitter dis-
pute over the selection of
school textbooks set neighbor
against neighbor in Kanawha
County. it appears victory has
gone to those who protested the
use of books they saw as god-
less and un-American

The protests were ‘‘very
much” on the minds of the
members of an advisory com-
mittee that recently screened a
set of language arts books for
the Board of Education. accord-
ing to the committee's leader

The language arts books ap-
proved by the board were the
first authorized for elementary
schools since 1973. It was those
1973 selections — from authors
such as ex-Black Panther lead-
er Eldridge Cleaver. now a
“born-again” Christian. and
LeRoi Jones — that sparked
the protest which shut down
schools. factories, mines and a
regional bus system

“When we got into the text-
books dealing with literature
and fables where there had
been problems before. we
scanned those books probably
like they've never been scanned
before.”” said Stephen Priestly
a Lincoin County elementary
school principal who headed the
1 5>-member advisory com-
mittee
