Suspicion Sprawned

More and more taxpayers are beginning to view government with a
jaundiced eye. So many havefeltthesharp edge of agency regulation or
have been hurt by controls and arbitrary attitudes that there is a great
loss of faith in government at all levels.

Some politicians still try to make hay with the situation by taking a
stance contrary to their partisan leanings and even making a complete
U - turn in previous positions. .

There are others, who by their actions, appear tobesincere in making
a change in direction. Politicians too are citizens as well as taxpayers
and must at times weigh their previous “‘liberal’ stance in the light of
the total burden.

Rep. Paul Simon, D-1l1., calls himself a “‘liberal’” but has sponsored
legialtion aimed at balancing the budget. Rep. Charles Rangel, D-N. Y.,
and from Harlem, has said he would lead the fight to cut costs. Rangel
wants to ‘‘have alook at some of those bureaucracies where consultants
are hiring consultants to study the problems of the poor, which (studies)
wedon’tneed, writing cockamamiereports on what we'll be doing in the
year 3000."

A good many in Congress believe that cynicism about government and
inflation arelinked and that both the Congress and the president will be
in serious trouble if this number one problem is not solved.

Polls show a seeming paradox among Americans. About half the
peoplebelieve that government spending is the prime cause of inflation.
Yet, 70 percent haveindicated that they favor national health insurance.

This indicates to us that a good percentage of our people have not
taken the time to become aware of what this one idea could do to
government spending. They would only have to take alook at England,
the Netherlands and some others of the nations which have taken that
route to become aware of the danger.

However, the seeming paradox is not nearly as great today as it has
been in the immediate past. One political strategistsaid, ‘“We are com-
ing to an end of an era. The people now seem to think that the federal
government should have less to say and to do about problem solving,
which is contrary to what it was in the 1940s, 50s and the 60s.”’

Even some of the agency heads are becoming more aware. The
chairman of the Federal Trade Commission observed that a new cau-
tion has entered the regulatory process and people are asking..''Do the
benefits really outweightheburdens?’’ Just afew weeks ago herecalled
that one of the regional offices recommended that toxic labels be put on
houseplants. ‘‘The commission looked at that and said no. Ten years ago
we might have said yes,”” he said,

Before the election it might have seemed that every candidate was
dedicated to cutting governmental spending, lowering taxes and getting
the public fiscal house in order.

We doubt that the people took all this at face value. Citizens will be
watching to see just how truthful their candidates really were. Faith in
all governmental functions is at low level and will not be restored with
policial rhetoric

For many years we have heard the promises of lower taxes and
efficiency brought in the bureaucracy. As the promises faded to just
words and no action, we remain suspicious. We hope we will be proved
wrong this time.

NotHing would please us more to find that a new era of responsibility
has enterwd the political arena. Wedon’t expect much in this area. And,
in this too, we hope we are proven wrong.

Mexico: a warning

In this decade. Germany's murderous
Baader - Meinhof gang and Italy's Red
Brigades have demonstrated that
chillingly effective terrorism does not
require large numbers of conspirators

If Mexico's small but determined 23rd of
September Communist League has yet to
achieve the fearful reputaion of its
European counterparts. it is not for lack of
trying

The league is believed responsible for at
least 30 killings. nearly two dozen
kidnappings netting perhaps $2 million in
ransom, and 10 bank robberies in just the
past three years

Flushed out of the mountains and rural
areas by their Mexican army. the league
has transformed itself into an urban
terrorist force. Its most recent effort
involved the Mexico City kidnapping and
death in August of Hugo Margain Charles.
son of Mexico's ambassador to the United
States

A recent revelation that members of the
league have received guerrilla warfare
training in North Korea lends a worrisome
international flavor to Mexico's terrorist
problem.

In a nation of 64 million persons. a
~hundred or so armed terrorists hardly
. constitute a crediblc threat. Yet the
diligence with which the government of
Mexico pursued members of the 23rd of
September Communist |.eague even before
the group resorted to urban terrorism
indicates the potential menace is taken
seriously m(::u it might be

Mexico is a pressure cooker. Despite
impressive economic growth rages for most
of the post - World Wap~1l years. a
staggering 40 percent t percent of the
work force remain employed or
underemployed. The (popJlation. half of
which is under 17 yea age. is expected
to double by the year 2000. Simply to keep
unemployment at its current level. Mexico
will need 700.000 new jobs each year. Few
economists believe such a goal can be
achieved

Migration of the rural poor to the cities
has created vast. dismal slums - fertile
ground for the revolutionary rhetoric of the
terrorists.

In the countryside. Latin America’s most
extensive land redistribution program has
provided heretofore landless peasants with
160 million acres of agricultural land. But
by effectively eliminating th efficiency of
large - scale farming. redistribution has
failed to lift most campesinos out of
poverty

Mexico's immense reserves of oil and
natu.al gas provide hope for future
economic development and, perhaps.
maintenance of the stability needed for
progress. It also provides a vastly greaier
incentive for communist states which
might consider aid to the 23rd of September
group and as many as a dozen lesser
Marxist organizations operating in Mexico.

Obviously. the United States has a real
interett in Mexico's success in solving its
problems with both terrorism and the
cconomy.

SAN FRANCISCO (NEA) - In many
cities it's called the “Mayor's Complaint
Center."" but all too often its main function
is to generate good will, publicity and

“Office of Consumer Affairs.”" but it's
frequently an isolated. ill - funded agency
with an inadequate staff and no real
enforcement power

In this city. however. it's a no - nonsense.
well financed (more than $400.000
annually) team of more than two dozen
aggressive lawyers and an equal number of
volunteers operating as the Consumer
Fraud - White Collar Crime Unit and
reporting directly to District Attorney
Joseph Freitas Jr

At a time when it has become fashionable
for municipal governments everywhere to
establish “‘consumer offices.”” the
operation here probably is the most
sophisticated. professional and successful
in the nation

Items: The Bank of America. the
country’'s largest commercial bank.
advertised two years ago that it was
offering “very competitive low bank
rates’ on auto loans. The Consumer Fraud
Unit investigated and found that the
interest rates actually were among the
highest in the state

We made
and spent little money. but we needed little
When we got any. we saved it as Father and
Mother taught us to do

When we needed any extra labor. we got
it by barter. A neighbor would come with
his team to help us in threshing. or silo -
filling, and then we would do the same for
him. If there were any inflation in those
days. it did not hurt us much

A property tax was the only one we paid
and that was small. Government affected
us little. Our school was run by the local
school board: the state and federal
government had nothing to do with it. The
teachers taught because they like to, not
for the salary, which was small. They
never struck: would have fainted if it had
been suggested

In the schoolroom there was order: the
teacher saw to that. Any pupi] who
disobeyed or misbehaved was whipped
Usually when he got home he was whipped
again

I do not mean to imply that all was
perfect in those days. It was not. We had
our troubles. But the spirit of the times
differed greatly from that of today. We
looked ahead with anticipation. The
country was on the make. The world was
improving. and we took for granted it
would continue to improve

Now we are not so sure. It is dirkly
hinted that the American civilzation has
passed its peak and is on the decline. Our
manners and morals are not up to past
standards. If those standards are outworn.
where are the new ones to replace them?

America long took pride in her school
system. but today we wonder if our
children are even learning to read.
Teachers strike, contrary to law. then
wonder why the young people are not law -
abiding

Policemen. too. When Gov. Calvin
Coolidge refused to recognize the striking
Boston policemen. the nation cheered and
elected him president. Today they would
send him back to his Vermont farm

Certainly there has been a change. We
can be reconciled only by taking the long
view. In the life of man. a century is but a
moment. The American way of life can
suffer a temporary relapse without going
down to destruction

Sculpture

DALEAS (AP) — Eighty-
vear-old sculptor Henry Moore
says his latest work. the largest
he has ever attempted. is de-
signed for people to inhabit

‘just as you can in Stone-
henge.”

But in contfast to the impos-
ing isolation of that English
landmark. Moore's sculpture is
located smack in the middle of
the Texas prairie.

Called “Vertebrae - Three
Pieces.” the sculpture sits on
the plaza of Dallas’ ultra-mod-
ern city hall. Moore was .
present Tuesday for the formal
dedication of his work. “along
with I.M. Pei. the renowned ar-
chitect of city hall.

Moore. a Yorkshire miner’s
son who became one of the
world's foremost sculptors. said
Tuesday he spent a sleepless
night before the final assembly
of “Vertebrae.”

“But. Monday night.” said
Moore, 1 was all right.”

He pronounced his satisfac-
tion with the size, texture. color
and setting of the massive
bronze piece

Moore was delighted that
children could be seen racing
among the pieces. While others
hesitated to touch his art,
Moore wandered through bang-
ing the bronze to achieve differ-
ing tones.

The sculpture’s proportions
from an outside view appear
comfortable, even small. next
to Pei's giant ship-on-the-

U.S. officials were informed
about suicide threat last summer

Romance, lying, distracting attention used

Peoples Temple smuggled weapons

JONESTOWN, Guyana (AP)
— The young aides of Peoples
Temple leader Jim Jones
smuggled weapons into tightly
controlled, socialist Guyana by
romancing customs  officers,
distracting attention with old
people in wheelchdirs and lying
with practiced expertise. ac-
cording to memos found in
Jones' personal papers.

Police. searching Jonestown
of more than 900 people,
discovered 45 weapons. only
four of which had been licensed
These findings led to speculation
about local government
complicity in allowing them into
Guyana

However. a memo found
among Jones' papers and made
available to The Associated
Press shows his aides spirited
the guns through customs with
the kind of amateur enthusiasm
that might characterize efforts
by returning vacationers - to
hide a few extra bottles of
whisky

The Jones people added some
slick innovations and fast foot-
work

In an undated memo to
Jones. his public relations di-
rector in Georgetown — Sharon
Amos — gave an account of
one gun shipment's arrival. The
previous evening cult members
in the Guyanese capital of
Georgetown had thrown a par-
ty.

“Two men from customs
came and danced with Karen
and me (they dance very close)
and were absolutely obnoxious.
But we were friendly to them
and -one of them was there
when the stuff came through
from customs.” Mrs. Amos
wrote, Na

Mrs. Amos was slain along
with her three children at the
cult’s building in Georgetown
the night of the mass murder-
suicides at Jonestown.

Ask Dr. Lamb

DEAR DR. LAMB — Sud-
denly I developed dizziness.
I noticed it first after having
a sinus head cold.

It seems this dizziness is
worse when I close my eyes.
I always feel extremely
tired jn the mornings upon
awakening. I have a thyroid
deficiency associated with
an enlarged gland deter-
mined by scan.

I take a five-grain thyroid
tablet daily and a vitamin

In that
case, the condition is usually
self limited and will disap-
Eear in time. We call it

byrinthitis. Antivert and
other anti-motion sickness
type medicines are com-
monly used in the treatment
of such disorders.

If you are continuing to
have dizzy spells, ask your
doctor to refer you to a
neurologist. If you were be-
low 50 years of age, then I
might suggest that you see
an ear, nose and throat spe-
cialist first. There is no rule
that applies to everyone, but
older people more often
have dizziness from prob-
lems related to circulation to
the brain or ear. Younger
ﬁ:ople are more likely to

ve a problem in the ear
itself. At any age certain
medicines can be a factor.

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Agriculture secretary’s speeches about farming:

Only partial statistics used

WASHINGTON (AP) — As
many other public officials
have done over the years, Agri
culture Secretary Bob Bergland
sometimes mentions only par-
tial statistics in talking about
farmers

A condensed version of a Ber-
gland speech issuced by the
Agriculture Department's
Office of Governmental and
Public Affairs included a
remark about farm debt and
how it is continuing to go up

But the gist of Bergland's
statement was that farm debt
18 not so bad when it is com-
parced with the huge dollar as-
sets that farmers have built up
in land and other investments

The total debt of farmers will
climb to around $1359 billion
on Jan. 1. Bergland said

“While this is a $17 billion in-
crease over last vear. when
debts are compared to farm as-
sets, the ratio is only 1 percent
higher than it was 10 ycars
ago. and it is still less than half
that of a small urban business
man.” he said

Bergland's remarks were for
a meeting here of the Farm
Credit Administration. an inde-
pendent federal agency that

GEORGETOWN. Ohio (AP)

Not included in Bergland'y
prepared  remarks.  however
was the fact that by Jan. 1 the
ratio of farm debt to assets will
be the highest in 38 years. ac-
cording to his department's
own records

Overall. prices of farm com-
modities are up 20 percent
from a year ago. including a 50
percent boost in cattle prices
and a 24 percent increase in
hog prices. he said

Partly as a result. the net in-
comes of farmers are expect to
total around $26 billion -this
year. up about 30 percent from
$20.1 billion in 1977

Bergland's reference to farm
debts and assets involves a for-
mula or ratio used by the Agri-
culture Department to relate
the two groups of indicators

For example. the assets of
farmers — inluding non-real es-
tate property as well as real es-
tate — at the beginning of 1979
are expected to total a record
$774.3 billion. up about 9.3 per-
cent from last Jan. |

Total farm debt. also a
record at $135.9 billion — an in-
crease of 14.3 percent from last
Jan. 1 — would represent 17.6

percent of total farm assets

Ten years ago. as Bergland
mentioned. the so-called “debt-
lo-asset” ratio was only about
one point lower at 16.7 percent
according to USDA records

But at the ratio level of 17.6
percent forecast for Jan. 1. the
indicator would be the highest
since 1t was 19.1 percent on
Jan. 1. 1%4l. the records also
show

Department experts said in
explaining the ratio recently
that “although it is not the only
measure. the debt-to-asset ratio
is a useful yardstick of the fi-
nancial health™ of farmers

At “'the relatively low ratios
of under 20 percent.” the report
said. farmers in general are in
“*sound financial condition.”

Comparatively. it said. the
ratio of debt to asscts for man-
ufacturing corporations earlier
this year was more than 45 per-
cent

A “‘new’ old job title is coming
back to the Agriculture
Department, that of under
secretary of agriculture.

President Carter announced

Hathaway. as an assistant
secretary. has been in charge
of those functions since carly in
the Carter administration

But Congress. when it passed

No one seems quite sure why
there is such a chair game go
ing-on in USDA. but there has
been speculation for some time
that with Hathaway as under
secretary it will give the de-
partment an open title of assist-
ant secretary

The oddsmakers say that
once Hathaway is confirmed in
his new post. the vacant title
will go to Howard W. Hjort.
who is the department’s senior
cconomist

Meanwhile. the job of deputy
secretary — the No. 2 post in
USDA — has been vacant since
John  White resigned last
January to become chairman of
the Democratic National Com-
mittee

If Hathaway is approved by
the Senate as under secretary
— which used to be the No. 2
post before the deputy title was
used — he would have the No. 3
job in the department’s hier-

Franco’s Shrinking Shadow

Spanish voters go to the polls today to vote on a new
Constitution, designed to move Spain another step
toward democracy after years of dictatorship under
Francisco Franco. Franco gained fame early as a
tough, ruthless army officer. At age 33 he became
Europe’s youngest general since Napoleon. He came
to power in 1939, after leading the. forces which
overthrew Spain’s elected government in a bloody
civil war. For the next 36 years he was Spain’s
absolute ruler, dictating government policy an.d
jailing or executing those who openly opposed his
views. Since Franco's death in 1975, Spain has begun
to move out from the dictator's shadow.

The 15 men were scheduled
to arrive at Kennedy Inter
national Airport in New York
at 6 pm. EST aboard a Pan
American flight. US. officials
were to help them arrange for
fhights to their hometowns

The men had been scheduled
to leave on Sunday but were
turned back by the pilot of the
Pan American jetliner because
there were no sky marshals to
accompany them

Jones' adopted sons Jim and
Tim ‘were at the Peoples
Temple branch in Georgetown
on Nov. 18 when their father
and more than 900 of his follow-
ers died at the cult's Jonestown
settlement 150 miles northwest
of the Guyanan capital

Three other survivors flew to
the United States Tuesday

Thirty-cight other American
members of the cult are still in
Georgetown. and there has
been no indication when they
might be cleared to leave. Two
are being held on murder
charges, and others who are
being held as material wit-
nesses for judicial proceedings

Prime Minister Forbes Burn-
ham’s Peoples National Con-
gress Party to win an impor
tant July referendum

— That Mingo promised to in
tervene in the custody suit by
the parents of 6-year-old John
Victor Stoen and promised
Jones protection against arrest
Jones had brought the Stoen
boy to Guyana two years ago.
and his parents wanted him
back

— That former Foreign Min-
ister Fred Wills was a political
adviser to Jones and that Peo-
ples Temple officials asked the
Cuban government to intercede
with Burnham on Wills' behalf
after he fired him in January.

“The government of Guyana
wished to make it very clear
that none of these allegations
has any truth whatsoever,"' the
statement said. “'Dealings be-
tween the government and the
Peoples Temple followed the
normal pattern of dealings with
any organization.”

In Washington. the U S. State
Department acknowledged for
the first time that aides to
Jones. in an interview with a
consular official in Georgetown
last summer. threatened collec-
tive suicide in connection with
the Stoen custody suit. It said
sect representatives told Rich-
ard McCaoy if the Stoen child
was taken from Jones, “we will
all just give up and die . . . we
will all commit suicide.”” The
boy is believed to have been
among the mass suicide and
murder victims.

McCoy apparently believed
the threat ‘'was just a psy-
chological ploy designed to in-
fluence the outcome of the
trial.” the statement said.

CAIRO. Egypt (AP) — This
is the latest joke making the
rounds of the Egyptian capital

Carter: Oh God. guide the
Arabs and Israelis to a per
manent peace

Begin: Amen

Carter: Oh God. guide the
Egyptians and Israelis to real
peace and coexistence. with
open borders and trade

Begin: Amen

Carter: Oh God. guide the Is
raelis to relinquish to the Arabs
all the territory seized since the
1967 Middle East War

Begin: Ahem. mind you. Mr
President. you're only talking
to a wall

Once again. confronted with
troublesome issues. the Egyp-
tians have responded with a
crop of jokes. They have tradi-
tionally coped with problems
big and small with bitter jokes.
the little man's defense against
overbearing rulers and great
events beyond his control

Now peace with Israel is
closer. and many Egyptians
after 30 vears of conflict. are
not sure where it will lead

Hence the jokes. such as this
one circulated by President An-
war Sadat's leftist critics

Fresh from the Camp David
peace talks. Sadat is greeted by
a cheering throng in Cairo but
doubts its spontancity. An aide
suggests Sadat disguise him-
self. mix with people and verify
their feelings

Sadat dons a flowing robe
and goes to a newsreel at a
Cairo theater. Moviegoers ap-
plaud enthusiastically as Sadat
is shown signing the Camp Da
vid accords

Not wanting to appear vain
Sadat does not applaud for him
self. But his silence prompts a
neighbor to jog him and say
“Clap. man. or President Sa
dat’s secret police will pick me
up along with you ™

The joke is a modified left
over from the era of the late
President Gamal Abdel Nasser
when the leftists were riding
high and Nasser's agents were
everywhere. The leftists oppose
Sadat’s peace policy and are
now severely contained

The sidewalk wits draw on all
aspects of Egyptian life for
jokes: tensions between Mos-
lems and Christians. bureau-
cracy. phones that don't work.
overflowing sewers. the spend-
ing habits of the new middle
class

One joke. told in whispers.
