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Court challenge looms over China

WASHINGTON (AP) — Pres-
ident Carter faces a court chal-
lenge from conservatives over
his decision to sever ties with
Taiwan in favor of communist
China. But experts said Satur-
day that congressional oppo-
nents can do little beyond stall-
ing confirmation of an am-
bassador to Peking

There was protest aplenty
from U.S. conservatives and in
Taiwan, Marines fired tear gas
into a crowd trying to crash
through the U S. Embassy gate

Despite the opposition. the

administration moved swiftly to
implement its sudden diplomat-
ic shift from Taiwan to the
mainland amid predictions of
new opportunities for American
businessmen

Commerce Secretary Juanita
Kreps and Treasury Secretary
Michael Blumenthal made
plans to go to Peking early
next year for talks about trade
and assets frozen since 1949

And a top trade expert,

'Oil prices

could

rise

10 percent

ABU DHABI, United Arab
Emirates (AP) — The OPEC
oil ministers meeting here are
expected to boost world crude
oil prices by an average 10 per-
cent for 1979, starting with a 5
percent increase Jan. 1. well-
placed sources said Saturday

The 13 member nations of the
Organization of Petroleum Ex-
porting Countries closed the
first session of their semi-an-
nual price-fixing meeting Satur-
day without a formal decision
on next year's prices

The ministers scheduled their
second session for Sunday
morning p

One OPEC minister, Valentin
Hernandez-Acosta of Venezuela,
told reporters after an after-
noon session that he “has the
impression " price hikes will be
staggered over the entire year
and will average at least 10
percent. The initial boost will
probably be 5 percent, he said

The Middle East Economic
Survey. a regional journal
closely connected with Arab oil-
industry sources, reported the
ministers will announce a 5
percent increase to go into ef-
fect Jan. 1. followed by smaller
percentages each quarter of

1979 that would raise the price
of oil by about 15 percent over
the current price. The average
hike over the year 1979 would
be 10 percent, it said

The OPEC nations have fro-
zen the basic price — $12.70 for
a 42-gallon barrel of Saudi light
crude oil — since mid-1977. At
a meeting last June, however,
the oil ministers agreed there
must be an increase for 1979

Experts estimate every 5 per-
cent increase in the price of
crude oil increases the price
Americans pay for gasoline at
the pumps by one cent per gal-
lon. Each 5 percent increase
also swells OPEC countries’
revenues by about $7 billion

Price “hawks,”” including
Iraq and Libya, were reported
lining up against more moder-
ate states, such as Kuwait and
Saudi Arabia, OPEC's No. 1
producer, to press for increases
of up to 25 percent

The oil journal said Saudi
Arabia was unable to persuade
any of the other 12 members to

“accept a minimal increase

Sheik Ahmed Zaki Yamani,
the Saudi oil minister, said in a
television interview he would
~go for 5 percent only and
nothing more.”

Carter said he was '‘recogniz-
ing simple reality”” when he an-
nounced Friday night he will
extend diplomatic recognition
to mainland China with the
New Year and terminate a de-
fense treaty with Taiwan 12
months later

Communist Vice Premier
Teng Hsiao-ping is to meet with
Carter in Washington in
January and the two nations
plan to exchange ambassadors
on March 1.

Administration officials said
Leonard Woodcock, currently
U.S. liaison head in Peking,
likely would be tapped to be-

come ambassador

The president said he took
pains to make sure diplomatic
relations with Peking will not
Jeopardize “‘the well-being of
the people of Taiwan'™ and said
the United States would contin-
ue trade and cultural ties with
the island

Cleveland
defaults

CLEVELAND (AP) — Cleve-
land, which on Saturday be-
came the first major American
city to suffer municipal default
since the Great Depression,
faces the prospect of severe
layoffs, a reduction of services
and possibly eventual bank-
ruptey

Insolvency created no imme-
diate problems in Cleveland,
but Mayor Dennis Kucinich
said that up to half of the city's
10,000 employees could even-
tually face layoffs. Tough
spending cuts will reduce police
and fire protection, perhaps as
soon as Monday, he said. Waste
removal and street repair also
will be pared

City officials met Saturday in
initial efforts to make default a
short-lived phenomenon, and
Kucinich was still seething at
the City Council and Cleve-
land’'s largest bank. Cleveland
Trust Co

The council and Cleveland
Trust blocked the mayors ef-
forts to negotiate a new bor-
rowing plan to avert default,
saying the mayor's plan was
not adequate to stabilize the
city's finances

“This action puts them in a
class with the worst of the rob-
ber barons. ' said Kucinich in a
City Hall interview Saturday

The city's banks said they
were prepared to resume nego-

tiations over the weekend. How-
ever, one source added: “I'm
inclined to believe the dust has
to settle. 1 don't expect any-
thing before Monday. "

Immediately " after midnight
Friday, Cleveland suffered
default. The city owes six city
banks and its own treasury a
total of $15.5 million.

“No one can believe there
will be a bankruptcy,” one
banker said early Saturday.
“But then, nobody believed
there would be default.”

The bankers said privately
that default might not be the
worst thing that could happen
to Cleveland as long as it moti-
vated city and state officials
into dealing with long-term fis-
cal problems that otherwise
would explode, in a cash crisis
early next year

“The fact that Cleveland is
now in default leaves us wide
open to creditors who are in a
position to attach income tax
receipts, the major source of
revenue for meeting payrolls,”
said Kucinich

Such liens conceivably could
force the city into bankruptcy

To combat bankruptcy,
Cleveland is certain to seek aid
from the state and. of course,
from .the banks. The mayor
considers an income tax in-
crease inevitable, though voters
have turned down three such
proposals in the past 10 years

U of T neglects millions of dollars of books

AUSTIN. Texas (AP) — Uni-
versity of Texas auditors say
the school's Humanities Re-
search Center is letting millions
of dollars of books deteriorate
due to neglect and has not been
able to find several valuable
books for years

“Helter skelter” book buying
at the HRC — which purported-
ly houses one of the finest rare
book and manuscript collec-

tions in the world — has led to
a situation in which one-fourth
of all its books are duplicates
of other volumes.

The Austin American-States-
man reported the findings of
the audit after Attorney Gener-
al John Hill held Tuesday that
most of it is public information

Universityofficials had
sought Hill's permission to keep
the report confidential.

“Lack of proper adminis-
tration” is the HRC's most
serious probiem, the report
said

Longtime director F. Warren
Roberts took early retirement
last May. and assistant David
Farmer resigned shortly there-
after. The report criticized
sales by Roberts and Farmer
of their book collections to the
university while they held man-

agement jobs

The report said as of Septem-
ber. 316 of the HRC's 875,000
books were missing from the
HRC shelves, including “De
Revolutionibus* by 16th Centu-
ry astronomer Nicolaus Coper-
nicus and “‘Murders in the Rue
Morgue'' by Edgar Allen Poe
The Copernicus book is valued
at $53,000 and the Poe book at
$20,000.

Of ‘the 875,000 books, approxi-
mately 330,000 had not been ca-
talogued a year ago. and it was
estimated that it would take 10
years to catch up at the current
rate of work

Staffers estimated that one-
fourth to one-half of the hold-
ings need treatment to stop or
reverse deterioration

One donor who viewed a col-
lection he had given to the uni-

versity was quoted as saying,
“The library is in a pitiful state

The most serious security
risk, the report said, is possible
theft by employees. More than
80 persons have access to rare
materials, and they can leave
by fire exits without being
checked. It is easy even for vis-
itors to bypass a guard check-
ing Qackages and purses, the

report said

It also criticized the Jenkins
Co. of Austin for questionable
dealings with the HRC, stating
that Jenkins had loaned the
HRC money in one case to
complete a book purchase,
which violates state law and re-
gent rules

The auditors thought it im-
proper that although Jenkins is

Pampa News Staff
In the hoine stretch of the
Christmas shopping season,
the Texas “blue” laws have
suddenly appeared as a hot
issue among some local
merchants. The conflict is
between the Downtown
Businessmen's Association
(DBA) and the outlying
Furr's Family Center and

Gibson Discount Center.
Copies of a letter from

lue laws become Xmas issue in Pampa

County Attorney David
Martindale, on behalf of the
DBA, were sent to Bob
Crippen, manager of Gibson
and Harold Butler, manager
of Furr's. The letter asked
the two merchants to comply
with the state law forbidding
sale of certain items
consecutively on Saturday
and Sunday.

The law forbids the sale of
such items as clothing,
furniture, appliances,

kitchen utensils, and
jewelry

The action was reportedly
started by Crippen’s
intention to keep Gibson
open on Dec. 17

The store is normally
closed on Sunday but
Crippen says he decided “to
open one Sunday out of a
whole 12 years in order to
help senior citizens and
others unable to shop the
other six days of the week."

“I'm not trying to make a
hero out of myself,"”” Crippen
said. ““Sure I would have
expected to move some
goods on Sunday, but
everything was fine until |
decided to open this Sunday
to help the public, Why? Why
was | singled out in the
beginning when | was only
trying to help a lot of people
who couldn't shop
otherwise”"

The bulk of Gibson's goods

are those not allowed for sale
on Sunday — if the store has
been open on the Saturday
before

The bulk of Furr's
business is groceries and so
that store will remain open
today, with a close watch
expected on items not
proscribed for sale

Furr's manager Harold
Butler predicted that some
customers “are going to be
mad at us because we can't

sell certain things to them.”

Butler said that he found
the restriction *‘a little
irritating” but added he
realized the store had not
been in compliance with the
law.

“‘We've been aware of the
law. Just like other
businesses. And just like
other businesses we've been
in violation. We generally
just sell what we have to sell
The policy of the chain has

been, if anyone complains,
then we don't sell. The
downtown merchants are all
closed on Sunday and I can
understand how they feel
but I wish they would just
take care of their business
and let us take care of ours."
Butler said that most of the
non-grocery weekend
business at Furr's consisted
of such items as motor oil,
hand tools, and plumbing
supplies. Competition during

the Christmas rush, Butler
said, is what is behind the
immediate restraints

“It's an outdated law, but
as long as it's the law we
have to abide by it," he
added

Both merchants said they
felt that the Ideal, Allsup,
and Mini-Mart stores should
also have been sent a copy of
the letter

Martindale was not
available for comment.

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Wake of an assassin

One of the useful quotations of Chairman Mao, now being ‘‘de-
mythologized' in the very wall poster politics he helped invent, is that
‘“Political power grows out of the barrel of a gun”

That is about as succinct and accurate a description of the political
state as we can imagine. Some people read the dead Chinese tyrant’s
aphorism as an announcement of strategic intention: this is how they
saw Mao’s legions as running roughshod over the democratic process.
Indeed Mao did base his antidemocratic antics on his gunbarrel beliefs.

And yet, if you isolate the quotation and assign it a kind of Bartlett’s
familiar timelessness, you have to give the centry’s greatest butcher his
due. He knew what the political state was all about, and his profound
understanding of coercion helps to explain the political events of our
times. We might meditate on the gunbarrel as we behold the assassina-
tions in San Francisco.

The political state is legalized coercion; coercion, no matter how
legitimate one thinks the state’s ectivities. is the state’s m'odu.s
operandi. Think of it. If you try evento resist a traffic ticket, which is
defined as an arrest, you ultimately face a police officer’s gun. Just try
to resist. That goes for resisting all other laws as well.

Everywherethis week politicians are tightening security around their
daily lives, worried that the shooting of San Francisco Mayor George
Moscone and Supervisor Harvey Milk might have announced open sea-
son on politicians. The anxiety is not unfounded. It does not take clair-
voyance to see that the nation’s politicians will be increasingly the
targets of rising public animosity. As polister Patrick Caddell said of
Proposition 13, the voters weren’t voting anti - taxes as much as anti -
government.

Nor does that mean the people have begun to enact a mean - spirited
philosophy, taking a violent turn. Most people never feel the kind of rage
that seized former Supervisor Dan White, the alleged assassin, but the
frustrations people feel at being shoved around by a bigger and bigger

government, as it touches less solid people, could result in some ugly -

and bloody - incidents.

George Moscone and Harvey Milk, lest anyone misunderstand, were
in no way reponsible for their own murder. But as the leaders of the
political state assume a higher profile, exercising their coercive power
in the most minute reaches of human existence, they are bound to reap
what they havesown. Increasingly inour age, those who aspire to higher
office are enacting Friedrick von Hayek’s prediction that the worst men
will rise to the top because such men know the uses of brute power
better.

Such men, rather than being hated, should be pitied. As we weep along
with the people of San Francisco, we are reminded of these words of the
nineteenth century British philosopher Auberon Herbert: *‘If you mean
to have and to hold power, you must do whatever is necessary for the
having and holding of it. You may have doubts and hesitations and
scruples, but power is the hardest of all taskmasters, and you must
either lay these aside, when you once stand on that dangerous, dizzy
height, or yield your place to others, and renounce your part in the great
conflict. And when power is won, don’t suppose that you are a free man,
able to choose your path and do as you like. From the moment you
possess power, you are but its slave, fast bound by its many tyrant
necessities.”

Best to retain option

The Carter administration has shown
every indication that it intends to establish
full diplomatic relations with Communist
China - a move that will probably entail
abandonment of Taiwan, our country's ally
and trading partner

Far from the shrewd diplomacy
supposedly inherent in playing the **China
card” against the Soviet Union, full
recognition of Peking would seem to offer
fewer advantages to the United State than
maintenance of the current. de facto, two -
China policy

As its current leadership admits, China is
essentially an underdeveloped country. It
is barely able to feed its population, and its
obsolescent industrial base is grossly

. inefficient. Militarily, China's strength is

chiefly defensive and its armed forces are
poorly equipped by modern standards.

China is a regional power. Even
assuming technological transfusions from
Japan and the West, China is decades away
from achieving the economic strength
which alone could push it into the ranks of
authentic superpowers

Thus, cooperation between Washington
and Peking on any prudent scale provides
no quick fix for the problems created by the
Soviet Union's drive for global military

supremacy. ;

So. if Peking cannot immediately redress
the imbalance imposed by Soviet power,
the most the China card could yield for
Washington over the next few years would
be limited leverage with Moscow. While it
is probably true that inching closer to
peking strengthens Washington's hand
with Moscow, too close an embrace with

Red China could have the reverse effect

Full diplomatic relations, technological
assistance and even indirect military aid to
China would be an investment that could
not bear fruit for the West for years. In the
meantime, the Soviets could be en
couraged to an even greater military
buildup which the United States would
probably be unwilling to match. In the
critical decade of the 1980s, an already
unfavorable balance of power could thus
shift further in Moscow's favor. And, if it
appeared that the Soviet's hardwon
superiority were transitory or fading,
might not the Russians be tempted to
exploit it while they could?

In addition to removing what little
incentive the China - card option provides
for Soviet good behavior, Washington's
embrace of Peking would leave Taiwan
bereft of friends and perhaps ripe for the
marriage of convenience with the Soviet
Union - a potential development hardly
more improbable than cooperation
between capitalists in the United States
and Communists in Peking.

We should be warned by history and
instinct that we are playing with fire when
we court Communist China. There is no
guarantee that, having built up China as a
hedge against the Soviet Union, we might
not someday find ourselves confronting a
reconstituted. and far stronger, Sino -
Soviet alliance. Power politics knows no
incongruities. /

There is something to be gained by
retaining the mainland China option. For
the here and now. keeping that option open
is probably worth more than exercising it.

Four-wheeled politicians

In a sense all government interventions
into the lives of its subjects (us) are
attempts to control prices. From
legislative acts to executive fiat and all the |
steps in between are nothing more than
attempts to limit or prevent actions which
people would normally perform or are
attempts to force them to perform what
they do not wish to do. Whether the intent is
to regulate prices or to achieve some other
end, the result is much the same.

Thus, if government, in its wisdom,
decides that some particular action or
substance is unwelcome in society, it raises
the price of the item or deed by making it
illegal. This, of course, will not prevent
people from doing what they wish to do. But
it does run up the cost and will, in the
course of doing so, price some persons out
of the market. The balance will simply pay
more

On the other hand, if there is some
particular action, substance or device the
government, in its wisdom, deems
desirable for society, then the government
will impose that item and everyone will be
compelled to pay for it.

Numerous examples come to mind, but
let's consider automobiles and what
government has done in this area.

Early in this century, automobile makers
were concerned with producing an
automobile that people would like to buy.
Government, as yet, wasn't involved. The
result was the on - going research and
development of a remarkable machine that
carried more people farther and more
comfortably than had ever been achieved
before in human history.

In the process of developing this machine
automobile makers learned what people
wanted in a motor car. Primary concerns,
probably in the order of their importance in

" the minds of car buyers were: 1) low price;

2) dependability; 3) style; 4) comfort; 5)
safety. | am not certain whether style
preceded comfort or vice versa, but with
that possible variation people were
primarily concerned with price,
dependability (performance generally)
before they worried about safety .

The result of this particular set of
priorities caused the manufacturers of
automotive vehicles to design low cost,
dependable, attractive machines that
would move people around singly or in
small groups faster and farther on the
seats of their pants than had ever been
thought possible. The reason I believe these
were the priorities generally displayed by
the buyers of cars is that whenever a motor
company strayed from them it ran into
financial difficulties. For instance, a car
was once manufactured called the
Hupmobile. This machine sported a

President Carter has warned cities and
states to expect less money from the
federal treasury for social program.

Health, Education and Welfare
Secretary Califano explains., He says
President Carter is altogether as
compassionate toward the poor as any of
his predecessors but, says Califano, times
have changed.

Secretary Califano says liberals must
recognize that times have changed, that
our economy is strained and faltering, that
the present priorities require austerity,
reduced government spending.

So the difference between the Democrat
and a Republican is becoming very
difficult to discern.

Government for the people is reasserting
itself. For the first time in a long time the
taxpaying majority is demanding some
recognition for its “‘rights."”

In 1978 more state legislatures voted to
cut taxes than to increase them. Taxpayers
in 21 states will pay less state taxes and or
sales taxes starting next year: $2.5 billion
less.

And this does not count property tax
reduction in California and elsewhere.

The philsophical differences between
Republicans ahd Democrats are
necessarily diluted in times of crises. And
with inflation having “stolen’’ half your
dollars over the past 11 years - and still
picking your pockets 10 percent per annum
- this is a crisis.

Thus President Carter, addressing the
recent Conference of Mayors,. delivered a
speech which might well have been written
by Dwight Eisenhower or Bob Taft.

Republicans historically have
represented themselves to be guardians of
fiscal prudence, but it is Democrat
President Carter now urging less taxes,
less spending, more government
efficiency, balanced budget.

This does not suggest that the two - party
system is in any immediate danger of being
dissolved; what it does suggest is that
today's threat, insolvency, is bigger than
both of them.

And there is increasing recognition that

Over the past 20 years our government -
trying to do for us things which
traditionally we did for ourselves -
increased its own payroll by 23 percent.

At the same time, state and local
government, with the same objective,
increased its payroll 132 percent.

Now taxpayers are recognizing that they
are not getting their money's worth - and
are demanding less extravagant
government spending even at the cost of
some government services.

The electorate is somewhat more
enlightened than before. For decades we
believed the politician's Ponzi promise that
we could all stand in a circle with our hands
in each other’s pockets and somehow
thereby get rich. Tomorrow's politicians of
both parties had better start getting ready
for a generation of voters who are going to
be smarter than we were.

The makers claimed, and I am
not aware of a successful challenge to the
’claim. that the Hupmobile, by virtue of this
'improved bumper, was the safest vehicle in
{which to have an accident (if you insisted
jon having an accident). The public wasn't
linterested in that feature and Hupmobile
failed.

| Another example. The Marmon was one
lof the first vehicles made which was
/designed to last a lifetime. There was no
{built-in obsolescence. And the company
failed. It worked out that people don't like
the same style perpetually. They get bored
with the appearance, and as with clothing,
demand change. So, if car companies
wanted to make people happy, they had to
produce a vehicle that people wanted.

But then the government got into the act.
And government always has a different set
of priorities. ;

From the point of view of the average
politician, the people are stupid (except on
election day when most politicians bleat
endlessly of the ‘‘wisdom’ of the
electorate). Therefore, the politicians went
to work to control the choices people would
otherwise make.

Politicians said (and they still say) that
the first priority is safety. Now the only
relatively safe vehicle is one that is parked.
Therefore, the government demanded
reduced speed, worse performance,
standardized safety features and
compelled manufacturers to install them.
The result was price control. Costs rose
automatically on all vehicles. Styles
became less distinctive until there are
whole lines of vehicles today which look
almost identical to the same priced vehicle
made by another company. Many of them
have no more grace and style than a shoe
box on wheels. Further, they have about
the same amount of durability.

Concerned with saving gasoline, air
purity, safety on the highway and not at all
concerned with what people wish,
government demanded better mileage
from engines, and then insisted on a
catalytic converter that reduced mileage.
Customers were obliged to pay for both
"improvements.” They demanded lighter
vehicles (to save on gas), thereby
increasing the number of fatalities that
ensue when vehicles collide, but compelled
worse performance so dirving is now
slower.

Then government imposed seat belts and
when it was learned that people weren't
buckling them, the government insisted on
whistles and alarms built - in which would

‘continue to nag until you obeyed.
Customers, in anger and frustration,
buckled the beits permanently and sat on
them.

Soon the government is going to compel

| air - bags which are supposed toprotect you

in an accident. If I were a betting man, |
‘would wager that as many. people will be
killed by air - bags inflating when they
shouldn't as will be saved by air - bags
inflating when they should.

But all of these “improvements’ made
because of government priorities éontrol
the prices of cars. More and more people
are now compelled to buy less and less of
.what they want and to pay more for it. It's
either that, or walk.

Now, if you ask a politician about it, he
will probably say that he doesn't approve of
price controls. Nonetheless, every bit of
legislation he favors and every bit of
.enforcement of that legislation raises the
price of something and, by this method
does, in fact, control pricing, So, if the
politician were an honest man, he would
promptly resign and limit his actions to
reasonable things like trying to arrange his
own system of priorities and letting his
‘neighbors (who were so wise as to elect
him) alone.

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Ex-cultists find adjustment slow

By Margaret Thaler Singer

(Editor’s note: The mur-
ders and mass suicides at
the People’s Temple in Gu-
yana have focused attention
on two questions: Why does
a person join a cult? And
what is the aftermath of cult
membership for those who
have left such. groups?
These questions are the ba-
sis of “Coming Out of the
Cults,” the first psychologi-
cal report on the present
lives of former cult mem-
bers. The report is the work
of Dr. Margaret Thaler Sing-
er, a psychologist who has
interviewed 300 current and
former members of such
cults as the Children of God,
the Unification Church of the
Rev. Sun Myung Moon, the
Krishna Consciousness
Movement, the Divine Light
Mission and the Church of
Scientology. This is the sec-
ond article in a three-part
series by Dr. Singer ex-
cerpted with permission
from the January 1979 issue
of ‘Psychology Today."’)

Many people fear they will
never return to full function-
ing after leaving a cult.

Of course, leaving any re-
stricted community can
pose problems; leaving the
Army for civilian life is
hard, too. In addition, it is
often argued that people who
join cults are troubled to
begin with.

But the residues that some
cults leave in many of their
ex-members seem special:
slippage into dissociated
states, severe incapacity to
make decisions and extreme
suggestibility. These aft-
ereffects, I believe, derive
from the effects of specific
behavior-conditioning prac-
tices on especially suscepti-
ble persons.

Most ex-cultists struggle
at one time or another with
some or all of the following
difficulties and problems.
Not all the former cultists
have all of these problems,
nor do most have them in
severe and extended form.

But almost all my infor-_

mants report that it takes
them anywhere from six to
18 months to get their lives
functioning again at a level
commensurate with their
history and talents.
Depression: With their 24-
hour regime of ritual, work,
worship and community, the
cults provide members with
a sense of purpose. When

members leave, feelings of
meaninglessness often
reappear, aggravated by the
return of family “and per-

sonal issues that were unre-
solved at the time of conver-
sion

In addition, former mem-
bers have a variety of new
losses to contend with

Ex-cultists often speak of
their regret for the lost
years during which they
wandered off the main paths
of everyday life. They regret
being out of step and behind
their peers in career and life
pursuits.

They feel a loss of inno-
cence and self-esteem if they
come to feel that they were
used and duped, or that they
surrendered tieir autonomy
in joining a system whose
promises of a better world
never came to pass.

Loneliness and conflicts
about sex: Leaving a cult
also means leaving ready-
made friends, common in-
terests and the intimacy of
sharing ‘a very significant
experience. In addition, the
ex-cultists now have to look
for new friends in an uncom-
prehending or suspicious
W()A'ldf\\

Many\(;f‘om' informants
had been™ struggling with
issues of .sexuality, dating
and marriage before they
joined the cult. Most cults
reduce such struggles by
restricting sexual contacts
and pairings, ostensibly to

keep the members targeted
on doing the ‘“‘work of the
master.”” Even marriages, if
permitted, are subject to
cult rules

On leaving the cult, some
people respond by trying to
make up for lost time in
binges of dating, drinking
and sexual adventures
These activities often -pro-
duce overwhelming guilt
and shame when former
members contrast the cult’s
prohibitions to their new
freedom.

Others simply panic and
avoid dating altogether. One
man remarked: ‘I had been
pretty active sexually before
I joined. Now it's as if I'd
never had those experienc-
es, because I'm more inhib-
ited than I was in junior
high. I feel sexually guilty if
I even think of asking a girl
out. They really impressed
me that sex was wrong."

Indecisiveness: Some
groups prescribed virtually
every activity: what to eat,
wear and do during the day
and night, showering, defe-
cating procedures and sleep
positions.

The loss of a way of life in
which everything is planned
often creates what some for-
mer cult members call a
“future void’’ in which they
must plan and execute all
their tomorrows on their
own. Said one, ‘‘Freedom is
great, but it takes a lot of

work."”

Certain individuals cannot
put togesher any organized
plan for taking care of them-
selves, whether problems in-
volve a job, school or social
life

One woman, who had been
unable to keep a job or even
care for her apartment since
leaving the cult, said: “I
come in and can’'t decide

whether to clean the place,
make the bed, cook, sleep or
what. I just can't decide
about anything and I sleep
instead.”

Except for some aspects
of the difficulty with making
decisions, these problems do
not seem to stem especially
from the techniques of be-
havior modification that
some cults apply to their

Carter chose lesser risk

WASHINGTON (AP) — For
all the talk of political peril and
Democratic discord, President
Carter has chosen the lesser of
two risks with his vow to rein
the federal budget and curb in-
flation.

at the Democrats’ mid-term
convention.

Carter gained a split-decision
endorsement of his policy when
the convention rejected a liber-
al resolution demanding that
spending for jobs and other so-
cial programs be spared in
budget cuts.

Nearly 40 percent of the dele-
gates voted against Carter on
that issue. But Carter said he
was pleased at the outcome in
that test, and in the con-
vention's general endorsement
of his inflation control plan.

The battle will be rejoined in
the new Congress but there, as
in Memphis, the administration
is likely to have a majority on
its side. Even if congressional
Democrats are divided on
spending curbs, Carter can de-
pend on substantial Republcan

support.

And the decisions made there
are the ones that will count,
long after the resolutions of
Memphis are filed and forgo'
ten.

Congress tends to watch elec-
tion returns more closely than
political platforms. Just a
month before Memphis, the vot-
ers elected a corps of congres-
sional candidates who had cam-
paigned for austerity and budg-
et restraint.

U.S. control sought over dumps

By T.G. MOORE

LOUISVILLE, Ky. (AP) —
The head of one of the nation's
major radioactive waste dis-
posal firms has called for fed-
eral licensing and control over
low-level waste dumps. plus an
end to state or local inter-
ference with location and oper-
ation of such sites

James N. Neel Jr., president
of Nuclear Engineering Co., of
Louisville, said he opposes the
proposed federal policy of state
concurrence on nuclear waste
matters within local borders,
saying the federal government
must make the ultimate deci-
sions on opening new burial
sites or reopening closed ones

"“To do otherwise will, in the
long run, effectively destroy the
nuclear option in this country,”
Neel said in a letter, dated
Nov. 28. to US. Energy Re-
search Director John M
Deutch.

Deutch heads the Interagency

with the growing volume of

The IRG report's findings

WASHINGTON (AP) — Final
plans for a labor boycott
against Chile, Nicaragua and
Cuba will be completed early
next month at a special meet-
ing here of labor leaders from
North and South America.

AFL-CIO President George
Meany announced the Jan. 8
meeting Thursday.

private enterprise

Today. he is an outspoken de-

fender of present nuclear waste
burial practices. but complains,
in the letter to Deutch. of
“necdless analysis’ by federal
regulators, “'state and local in-
terference with a ..national
program.” and a conflicting
morass of rules on all levels
that are threatening to drive
out of business “those who are
presently performing an impor-
tant public service in accor-
dance with the state-of-the-art.’

Although Maxey Flats is
closed to further burial. NECO
remains involved at the site un-
der a state contract for mainte-
nance and disposal of about
500.000 gallons of accumulated
radioactive rainwater. The
company sold out its in-
vestment and lease rights to
the state after the closure for
$1.25 million

Other NECO operations
would be affected as well by
the proposed federal policy

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Managers usually
can’t get top job

NEW YORK (AP) — Do you
really think you have a chance
1o win the top job at your com-
pany” Are you on the right
track?” Do you need to make
adjustments in your line of pur-
suit or, sadly. even in your
goal”

Here is an opportunity to
check yourself. But first, a
word from our sponsor, Prof
Eugene Jennings, who has
spent his adult years studying
the corporation and its people,
and advising them as well.

Thousands of managers, he
observes, come to the end of
each year asking themselves if
they have a chance. Some do;
most don't. Some, he says, are
driven by “false hopes and ty-
rannical delusions.”

Most of the eligibles in the 25-
to-40-year age group already
have a leg up on the com-
petition, says Jennings, who
three decades ago began dia-
gramming the routes to execu-
tive success, an endeavor that
has produced many books.

Income remains one of the

first tests for a young manager
in the “‘career time" period be-
tween ages 25 and 40. Only a
few numbers have changed, an
inevitable consequence of a
decade of inflation

In the 1960s, says Jennings, a
manager qualified for the term
“early arrival” if his basic
salary in thousands of dollars
equaled his age. At age 35 a
candidate for the top job would
have been earning $35,000.

In the 1970s, the formula for,
the upwardly mobile manager
consists of a $30,000 base, plus
$2.000 for each of the man-
ager’'s years beyond age 30. A
32-year-old manager should be
earning $34,000,

A person headed to the top
cannot stagnate a' any point in
his or her career. Such a per-
son has 15 years to build a
launching platform for the top
job, that is, to achieve the rank
of divisional manager

If you, as a young manager,
remain in one job for six years,
when the average is three, your
mobility has been arrested. The
chances are high, though not
conclusive, that you are out of

the running

There is one qualification to
the rule: If you are chosen to
head a special project, in addi-
tion to your regular managerial
job, you may still be in the run-
ning. It means the company
has confidence in you

Along the route, he continues,
young managers will be offered
various types of positions. The
good moves, he has found, are
what he calls functional, devel-
opmental — and sometimes fitl-
er

In the developmental move,
you are chosen because your
known skills are directly useful
in the new job. In the develop-
mental move, you have the op-
portunity to acquire a new
skill. In each case you remain
mobile

The filler-type move can go
either way. In one instance you
are chosen simply to plug a
hole in the organizational chart,
and not a great deal is ex-
pected from you. Your mobility
ceases; you are out of the run-
ning

LOS ANGELES (AP)
Hmm, it's been 6'z years since
I began eyeballing TV regu-
larly. Hasn't warped me much,
other than I now fetch my
beers from the refrigerator
alfter. not during, commercials.

It could have been worse.
Consider the prediction of the
late Fred Allen on the impact
of TV: "The next generation
will have eyes as big as canta-
loupes — and no brains at all."”

Which leads to a note on a
new book, “Eyes as Big as
Cantaloupes.” You might pick
up a copy if you are in the
market for a good yuletide read
about television and various in-
mates thereof

Written by Don Freeman, TV
editor of the San Diego Union,
‘Eyes’” doesn't brim with in-
side scam on devious network
moguls, wayward starlets or
the significance of a feud at
‘Welcome Back, Kotter."

It does brim with graceful,
often whimsical thoughts on
some past TV bombs and nif-
ties, plus conversations with
such varied folk as Henny
Youngman, Gary Cooper, Mae
West and Ted “'Dr. Seuss'’ Gei-
sel.

The chats aren't of the puff-
piece variety in which the star
says, “The character | play
1s. . ."" No, they actually reveal
something about the nature of
the customer.

Witness the talk with Hans
Conreid who, speaking in rich
theatrical tones described as
“'pure Smithfield, " sighs: **How
very sad to be a boulevardier
in an age that lacks a boule-
vard.”

The author has a keen ear for
best-of-breed in broadcast chat-
ter. Like the observation by
CBS sportscaster Jack Whita-
ker that New Orleans is a city
that was not settled by the
Puritans.”

Runner-up: Fight manager
Angelo Dundee, on ABC, speaks
of a certain pug as being “a
good banger but his chin is sus-
" pect.”

My favorite is a yarn that
doesn't concern TV. It is set in
Munich, Germany, and involves
“The Bartered Bride,” an op-
era that in Don's opinion
“ranks among the -lower draft
choices. .

He quotes a grade-A judg-
ment a visiting Texas sports
columnist rendered about the
lengthy musicale: I think this
(censored) opera is goin' into
overtime.”

He has a fine memory, even
in the matter of tombstone in-
scriptions. such as the one Er-
nie Kovacs composed: “Noth-
ing in Moderation.” (I may
borrow the line when it is alto-
gether checkout time for me.)

A nice tome, this “Eyes as
Big asg Cantaloupes.” It has
style. perspective and a tone of
good humor that reminds you
TV isn’t the most important
thing in life, only an added at
traction.

Incidentally. this is my fare-
well address as a television
grumbler. It is purely coinci-
dental that at sign-off I suggest
you read a book

EAST RUTHERFORD, N.J

18 victory over Rutgers in the
inaugural Garden State Bowl
Saturday

Malone, who completed only
three of his first 11 passes and
had two of them intercepted,
got Arizona State on the score-
board with a 14-yard pass to
Robert Weathers just 1:05 be-
fore halftime.

He put the Sun Devils in front
14-10 with a 26-yarder to John
Mistler at 9:11 of the third
quarter and added a 53-yard
bomb to Chris DeFrance with
33 seconds ieft in the period be-
fore scoring on a 1-yard sneak
early in the final period

Malone scored again on a 4-

yard run with 23 seconds re-
maining in the game.

Mistler, who caught seven
passes for 148 yards and was
named the game's most valu-
able player, grabbed a 23-yard-
er from Malone on fourth-and-
10 to set up Arizona State's
first touchdown and hauled in a
32-yarder at the Rutgers 4
three plays before Malone's
tally.

Despite unseasonably mild 55-

Ask Dr. Lamb

DEAR DR. LAMB — My
problem is dizziness, loss of
balance. I am a nervous
person and my doctor says
that I have hyperventilation.
Will you explain to me what
hyperventilation is and what
causes it? How does breath-
ing in a paper bag help this
condition?

DEAR READER — The
kind of dizziness you are
talking about is associated
with a. sense of faintness.
That's different from the
dizzy sensation some people
describe associated with a
false sense of motion. The
impending faint is most of-
ten associated with inade-
quate circulation to the
brain. . Most of us have expe-
rienced the more common
example of this — when one
is lying down and jumg: up
quickly there may a
momentary swimming and
faint sensation.

Hyperventilation causes
you to feel faint because it
affects your circulation. I
can’t be certain that you are
having hyperventilation as
the cause for your faintness.
It might be useful for you to
have more information
about the fainting problem.
For that reason, I am send-
ing you The Health Letter
number 9-2, Fainting,*Loss
Of Consciousness Or Syn-
cope. Other readers who
want this issue can send 50
cents with a long, stamped,
self-addressed envelope for
it.

Most episodes of fainting
occur when the person is
standing upright and rarely
when seated. The problem
basically is too much blood
in the legs and not enough in
the head. This is associated
with an excess accumulation
of blood in the veins of the
legs -in most  instances.
That's why people who are
prone to fainting episodes
sometimes benefit from sup-
port hose or devices that

t the pooling of blood
f the legs.

Hyperventilation means
over breathing. Everytime
you exhale, you blow out
carbon dioxide. That carbon
dioxide comes from car-
bonic acid. If you blow off
too much carbon dioxide,
your body becomes depleted
of its normal amount of
carbonic acid. The loss of
acid causes your body to
become too alkaline. Since it
is induced through breath-
ing, we call this respiratory
alkalosis.

This can shift the acid-
alkaline balance in your
body which in turn affects
the circulation and causes a
wide variety of symptoms.
Not only can it cause faint-
ness, but it can cause numb-
ness in the face, particularly
around the lips. It can even
cause spasms in the muscles
of the hand and arm. The
severity of the symptoms
literally depends on how
much over breathing a per-
son is doing.

The idea of breathing into
a paper bag literally is to
conserve carbon dioxide. If
you exhale into a paper bag
and then inhale the used air,
you're getting some of that
carbon dioxide back. The
use of the paper bag for this
gurpose has been questioned

y some investigators, but it
is still used successfully on a
clinical basis in some
instances.

One of the best things you
can do, if you really know
you are over breathing, is to
control the breathing itself.
Consciously slow your
breathing down to eight or
less a minute and be careful
not to over breathe. Respira-
tion is an involuntary pro-
cess for most of us but you
can’t control the rate in
depth.

'd also’ like to advise
against holding your breath.
Breath holding after you've
been hyperventilating
triggers off a lot of powerful

exes that can even affect
how the heart beat works.
So, for that r:ason,. if )l::x
want to stop hyperventilat-
ing, it is better to take
shallow breaths and breathe
MI& rather than hold your
breath.

New words transform the language

SPRINGFIELD, Mass. (AP)
— “Cop opera” is not an opera
about cops. ‘“Soap therapy” is
not a good scrubbing. ‘‘Lemon-
stration” is not a parade by
militant lemonss And ‘‘good-
mouth” is not a healthy set of
teeth.

If these words sound strange,
there is a good reason: they
happen to be some of the new
words coming into use, part of
the ‘“‘new English’” that each
year transforms the language
little by little.

If they catch on, they may in
time find a place in the dic-
tionary, says James G. Lowe,
associate edifor of G. & C. Mer-
riam Co., publishers of Mer-
riam-Webster dictionaries. He
notes that all the words have
actually appeared in print.

Cop opera, for instance, has
been used for a television pro-
gram depicting the activities of
police officers. Soap therapy is
psychotherapy involving the
viewing and discussing of situ-
ations depicted in soap operas.
Lemonstration is a demonstra-
tion by car owners of cars they
consider defective. And good-
mouth is to praise highly to
counteract criticism.

“In explaining how new
words get into the language we
might say that many are called
but few are chosen,” says
Lowe. “In any given year
many new words develop, not
only in different elements of
society, but in different parts of
the country. Many of them sim-
ply never catch on. To become
an established part of the lan-
guage a word must really
prove that it’s useful to and
used by a large segment of
society.

“Over the years, of course,

many new-word candidates do /

make the grade,” Lowe points
out. “For instance, ‘cloning,’
‘macho,’” ‘megadeath,’” ‘chutz-
pah,’ ‘biodegradable’ and many
others considered new words
not so long ago, now are ac-
cepted as part of the lan-
guage.”

This year Merriam has col-
lected ‘‘cybersport,” which re-
fers to the electronic games
played through the use of tele-
vision screens. And there’s
“telecopter,” a helicopter
equipped with a television cam-
era. And “crepewich,” a sand-
wich made with crepes.

Poppy seed, a blue-black,
nut-like seed. is a herb which
goes with sweet and salty foods
such as scrambled eggs, breads
and cookies.
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Do you enjoy outdeor spec-
tacles at historic sites? Then
you like ‘“historamas.” Have
you an habitual craving for
sugar? You are a ‘‘sucroholic.”
Are you an executive in a large
corporation? You just might be
a “‘corpocrat.”

Among other new words
found this vear bv the dictiona-
ry editors: ‘“‘discomania,” en-
thusiasm for discotheque mu-
sic; ‘‘downsize,” to reduce the
size of motor vehicles for better
fuel economy; “‘granny squad,”
a police unit fighting crime
against old people; ‘‘simo,” a
book published in both hard-

cover and softcover versions si-
multaneously; ‘‘skatepark,” a
recreation area for use of skat-
eboards, and ‘“‘mediaize,” to af-
fect through the influence of
the communications media.

From politics this year, ac-
cording to Lowe, there is ‘‘po-
vertician,” a politician who has
made a career out of antipover-
ty programs. From economics
comes ‘‘hesiflation,” inflation
combined with a slow pattern
of economic growth. From tele-
vision there is ‘‘videoholic,”
one who is addicted to watching
television.

“Punk,” while not a new
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word, is now applied to the
world of fashion, being a style
of clothing that imitates the
tough look of street punks.

Sex appears in such words as
‘‘sexcom’’ and ‘‘sexpionage.” A
‘“‘sexcom” is a situation come-
dy on television dealing with
sexual aspects of relationships.

MICROWAVE COOKING TIPS

Utensils —

To test a utensil to determine
if it is safe for use in the
Microwave; take 1 cup of water
(glass measuring cup) and
place in oven with empty utensil
to be tested. Place water in
corner of oven — utensil in
center. Turn oven on highest
setting for one minute. The safe
utensil will feel cool to the touch
If the utensil feels slightly
warm, it may be used for very
short periods (1 or 2 minutes). If
utensil feels hot, do not use
Also, do not use utensils with
metallic trim

Do not use disposable plastic
containers such as ice cream,
cottage cheese cartons, etc
They may collapse during
cooking and can have a
chemical reaction with foods
Use only micro - proof plastics
approved by the FDA for
microwave cooking. Do not use
newspaper in the Microwave
oven. Newsprint contains lead
which can be transferred to
foods and there is a danger of
fire, too

When cooking sauce, always
use a container double the size of
the amount of liquid. This
prevents boil - overs. Whisk at
least once during the cooking
time to prevent YJumps. A glass
measuring cup is ideal

Foods such as stews, soups,
spaghetti, etc
defrost (and cook too) much
faster and more evenly if frozen
in a micro - plasti¢ ring shaped
utensil. This eliminates over -
cooked corners and sides from
heat retained by ceramic
utensils and the frozen lump in
the center. Don't think of
microwave utensils which look
like cake pans asfor cakes only
— they're good for just about
everything

COOKING VEGETABLES

To prevent soggy baked
potatoes, pierce on both gides,
cook in a circle elevated from a
flat surface. A muffin - maker
with vent holes on the bottom
allows steam to escape and is
excellent.

Very little water is needed to
cook fresh vegetables (2
tablespoons at the most)
Starchy or dense vegetables like
carrots require several minutes
simmering time to become
tender. The smaller the quantity
of this type of vegetable cooked
the greater the chance of
toughening since microwave
energy is more concentrated
When cooking carrots, etc., cook
with full power just until the
vegetable is steaming hot. Then
either reduce the setting to 40
percent power or allow a
standing time of about 5 minutes
before continuing with full
cooking power

MEAT AND POULTRY

To help prevent overcooking
of poultry and some types of
meat, small pieces of foil may
be used to cover narrow ends
leg bones or wing tips. Do not
salt meat or poultry before
cooking as it draws out too much
moisture in microwave cooking
For browning. use paprika or
Worcestershire sauce mixed
with water. For poultry or
meats with little or no fat on the
top — rub with shortening before
cooking and baste occasionally

BAKING

Baking chocolate will not lose
its square shape until pierced
when melted in a microwave
Follow the times given by your
manufacturer. Many a new
microwave oven owner has
literally petrified chocolate
squares mistakenly believing it
is not be have melted. When
baking bread in the microwave,
fill the pan only half full as it will
rise higher than in a
conventional oven. For a brown
appearance, brush with yellow
food coloring mixed with a small
amount of melted butter. When
making bread dough from
scratch use only 1-3 the
leavening called for

Let cake batter stand about 10
minutes in baking utensil and
cut through with a knife before
baking. Cakes will rise more
evenly and have fewer air
bubbles. Fill containers only
half full of batter — cakes rise 20
percent higher in the

microwave inscrl a toothpick in

center of cake to test for
doneness. It will come out clean
if cake is done. Don't worry
about moist spots on the top:of
the cake — they will disappear
and the cake will finish cooking
during standing time. Give the
cake a half turn once or twice
during cooking.

CORN BORER CONTROL

Now that farmers have most
of the grain crops harvested this
fall, corn growers should
consider plowing corn stubble.
When corn stubble is plowed
during the fall and winter, the
over - wintering borers in the
corn root crowns are exposed
and frozen during the winter
This winter exposure is one good
method to aid in reducing the
number of overwintering corn
borers next spring and summer.

IMPROPER WATERING
KILLS HOUSE PLANTS

Improper watering is a major
cause of houseplant failures.
This is especially true during the
winter months when plant
growth is slow because of low
light intensities.

Plant lovers frequently get
impatient and apply additional
water and fertilizer, hoping to
make the plant grow. However,
during periods of low light
intenstiy, plant leaves are
producing little food and cannot
grow rapidlv

The worse thing that you can
do is to overwater during
periods of slow growth. Excess
water keeps oxygen from
reaching the roots, resulting in
loss of the small feeder roots and
eventual death of the plant.

Never water plants by a strict
schedule, such as every other
day, or twice a week. Instead,
water them only when they need
it. And water houseplants so that
it runs through the potting soil
into the pan below. Always
discard this excess water to

prevent the accumulation of
soluble salts in the potting soil.

Other conditions beside low
light strength also effect plant
growth and watering needs. For
instance, plants in a cold room
need less water than those in a
warm dry atmosphere. Also,
flowering plants and those with
much foliage require more
water than those without blooms
or with little foliage.
EARTHWORMS - GOOD, BUT

WASHINGTON (AR) — One of
the first things Bob Strauss did
when he was named inflat. )n
czar last year was to seek advice
from_Jack Grayson, who had
been President Nixon's inflation
czar.

As one czar to another,
Grayson told him, set up a group
to deal with productivity, first in
the government itself. *'I came
away from the price
commission convinced that
productivity is one of the best
ways to fight inflation,"
Grayson says

One of the last things Strauss
did before surrendering his
czardom this fall was to
announce formation of a cabinet
- level council on productivity
Whatever influence this new
panel of representatives from 10
agencies will have, it is at least a
recognition at the highest level
that better productivity would
be fresh air for an inflation -
stale economy.

Productivity is the word for
how well we work. It is usually
expressed as the output from an
hour of labor. In the past 10
years the growth rate of the
national productivity has slowed
considerably, and the
President’s Council of Economic
Advisers has called it “one of
the most significant economic
problems of recent years."

The slowdown explains in part
why pay checks have risen but
don't buy any more, why some
workers have lost their jobs to
foreign labor how the economy
grows but most people don't
seem any better off, why the
debate over national goals
seems to have become a clawing

cat fight among special
interests.

The productivity record is
more than dry statistics. It
reflects the postwar growing
pains of the nation — the end of
the migration froin the farm, the
maturing of the postwar baby
boom with new ideas on jobs and
authority, the national pursuit of
a clean environment and safe
workplaces, the dark mood of
the seventies that many
expectations won't be fulfilled.

In a little more than two
decades after World War 11, the
standard of living in the United
States nearly doubled — more
goods and services of better
quality, more money to buy
them, and more leisure time to
enjoy them.

The reason: each year
American workers did more in
less time. Their output for each
hour of work rose at an average
rate of 3.2 percent a year
between 147 and 1967 — a
seemingly small amount that
nevertheless multiplies over 20
years to a near doubleing of
output per hour.

Since their work was more
valuable, they were paid more.
Since they produced more per
hour, the average work week fell
about four hours. In addition,
the country could afford more
services for the poor.

Never before had productivity
risen so fast over a long period,
and Americans became
accustomed to it. But since 1967,
the average annual rate of
growth in productivity has been
only half what it was in the two
prior decades. In 1974, it

actually dropped.
*“The big debate,” says Allan
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Murray, an economist "at
Citibank in New York, “is
whether something in the nature
of the economy changed so that
from here on out we're not going
to get a continued improvement
in the standard of living as
before."

By one calculation, we would
have had $100 billion more in
goods and services to divvy up
last year had productivity
continued to rise at its earlier
postwar rate.

When the economic pie was
getting larger every year,
everyone could have a larger
piece. When it isn't growing
much, a gain by one group often
comes at the loss of another.

**You do get this more strident
debate,”” says Solomon
Fabricant, an economist at the
National Bureau of Economic
Research. ‘'This is why
productivity is important. It is
not merely a larger closet full of
fine clothes. It's also a way to
take care of many social
problems."

The automobile industry is an
illustration. The number of auto
workers rose by 15 percent
between 1957 and 1976, but the
number of cars and trucks they
built rose by 75 percent. Wages
and benefits, adjusted for
inflation, more than doubled.

Car buyers benefited, too. In
1957 a median income family
had to work 7' months to buy a
car; In 1977, only 4'2 months.

“Productivity is where we get
our increase in the standard of
living,”" says Howard Young, a
consultant to the president of the
United Automobile Workers
Union. “It's the real source of
wage and benefit increases. "

“‘Productivity is the reason I
can afford a color TV set,"” says
Edgar Weinberg, former
assistant director of the
National Center for
Productivity, a now - defunct
agency. “When they first came
out I couldn't afford one. The
average person‘has a washer,
blender, food processor.
Industry is very productive in
the durable goods area. That's
something we take for granted.”

The reason for the slowdown is
still something of a mystery.
The popular belief is that people
don't want to work hard any
more.

Jerome Rosow, a former
Exxon Corp. executive and
assistant labor secretary, now
president of Work in America
Institute, which studies
workplace problems, cites
several opinion surveys

In 1969 a majority of young
people accepted authority
readily; today a majority feels it
can disagree with supervisors.
Thirty percent of a 1968 survey
didn’t trust big corporations; in
1970, 70 percent didn't. In 1976,
69 percent of those polled agreed
that hard work always pays off ;
in 1975, 75 pereent said it
doesn't.

“Young people want money
and benefits but they also want
an open system,” Rosow says.
““They want more chances for
promotion and training. They
don’t want to be treated as a cog
in a machine.

“If you don’t get what you
want, and you don't quit your
job, the only way of maintaining
your mental health is to
withdraw.”

Young workers will accept
authority, he says, if they are
drawn into the decision -
making. “'It's a whole new style
of supervision that managers
haven't learned yet."

Nearly 15 million more young
people and relatively
inexperienced women were in
the labor force in 1977 than in
1967, accounting for nearly four -
fifths of the labor force
expansion over the decade.
Various studies attribute 12 to 68
percent of the productivity
decline to this influx.

Alongside this was the ending
of the largescale migration
from the farm. The value of an
hour of work in industry is
greater than one on the farm,
and the government thinks 12
percent of the producivity
growth before 1966 was due to
this shift. After that its
contribution was almost nil.

Then came the recessions of

1969 and 174, the latter the most
severe since the Depression
When business falls, employers
reduce output faster than they
reduce employment. Front
office people are laid off slowly,
and m#nagers try to hold on to
experienced production workers
as long as they can. So output
per worker tends to fall.

Productivity is often enhanced
by new machines that allow a
worker to do more. A decline in
the ratio of plant and equipment
— tools — appears to have begun
in the late '60s and by 1974 was
pulling productivity down. As
inflation heated up in this
decade, businessmen became
hesitant to buy new machinery,
preferring to keep cash around
for- emergencies. So they
couldn’t take the best advantage
of technological advances.

And in recent years a larger
portion of this spending on
equipment, or capital
investment has gone to
environmental controls. Money
that might buy a new assembly
line robot, for instance, is used
instead for a smokestack
scrubber.

Before 1967, businesses had to
spend very little to comply with
federal pollution laws, says
Edward Denison, a Brookings
Institution economist, but laws
passed since then have been
costly. He estimates that
industry spent $9.5 billion more
in 1975 on pollution control than
in 1967.

Had they not diverted their
resources that way, Denison
calculates, productivity would
have been one percent higher in
1975.

And it would have been
another four - tenths of a percent
higher that year, Denison
believes, without new federal
work safety laws. In the coal
fields, for instance. Denison
says that whereas 214,000 coal
miners were employed in 1975,
only 96,000 would have been
needed to dig the same amount
of coal without the new laws.

Soil land loss estimated

Estimating soil loss from
cropland is just part of the job of
the Soil Conservation Service,
according to Lee McDonald, SCS
District Conservationist serving
the Gray County Soil and Water
Conservation District.

The real task is helping
farmers with coiiservation
management and erosion
control practices that will bring
the soil loss down to limits where
the soil will-remain productive
for yearstocome. °

**Many fields in Gray County
are still losing too much soil to
maintain a constant level of
productivity over a leng period
of time,” says McDonald.
“*Many farms are actually
losing 10 or more tons of soil per
acre every year, which is
excessive.

If these erosion rates
continue, nothing will be left
eventually but the subsoil and
this land usually has to be
converted to pasture or
rangeland. Even then, it's not
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very productive,” McDonald
said.

The Gray County Soil and
Water Conservation District is
making an effort to get farmers
to request assistance in
estimating the soil loss on their
cropland. In most cases,
conservation practices can be
applied to reduce these losses to
a point wherethe land remains
productive and farmers still

make a profit.

**In the long run, conservation
pays.” says Wallace Birkes,
Chairman of the Gray County
Soil and Water Conservation

District. “Bringing soil losses
down on_ cropland in Gray
County will not only benefit the

Zones contain gas

HOUSTON (AP) — Scientists
say geopressured zones along
the Gulf Coast are among the
largest potential sources of nat-
ural gas.

Such deep zones are areas of
sedimentary deposits contain-
ing trapped water at higher
than normal pressures. The
trapped water is estimated to
contain significant quantities of
dissolved methane.

The American Gas Associ-
ation reports natural gas con-
tained in geopressured-geother-
mal zones along the Texas-
Louisiana coast is receiving
great interest as a future large
source of gas supply.

In view of the possible signifi-
cance of this new source to the
nation's energy future, the AGA
has devoted an entire issue of

its Gas Supply Review to the
subject.

Estimates of recoverable nat-
ural gas from geopressured
aquifers range from 45 to 2,500
trillion cubic feet.

Dr. Myron H. Dorfman of the
University of Texas, in an eval-
uation of natural gas from the
zones, said the wide variation
of the estimates is indicative of
the degree of uncertainty in re-
source assessment.

‘Based on the wide range of
recoverable resource estimates,
it would appear that while an
appreciable amount of gas is
contained in-situ in the re-
source, the upper and lower
bounds of the actually recov-
erable resource are educated
guesses at this time,”” Dorfman
said.

How all these causes of lower
productivity growth fit together
isn't clear, but the results are.

Since 1969 hourly wages and
benefits have risen much faster

* than productivity, the Council on

Wage and Price Stability says,
meaning that the cost of an hour
of labor has gone up 63 percent.
This is often passed on to
consumers through higher
prices.

And for many people,
particularly those not in unions
with strong cost of living clauses
in their contracts, the, large
wage increases of recent years
have been illusory, the council
says.

During the earlier years of
productivity growth, people
began to expect a regular
improvement in their standard
of living, Federal Reserve
Chairman William Miller says.«
When productivity slowed, these
expectations were frustrated.

“In an effort to sustain past
patterns of real income growth,
wages were pushed up, setting
in motion a cycle of intense
upward pressures on costs and
prices. Thus, the slowing of
productivity growth helped
trigger a spiral of inflationary
wage - price adjustments.”

Some have lost their jobs. In
the decade prior to 1975
productivity in the Japanese
steel industry rose nine times
faster than in U.S. mills, helping
the Japanese penetrate
American markets, leaving less
work for Americans.

Most economists believe that
U.S. productivity will fare better
in coming years, but still fall
short of its early postwar
growth.

If it rises at 2.3 percent, a
projection that seems possible to
the Bureau of Labor Statistics it
will take 28 years to achieve the
increase of out - put per hour and
real income achieved in the 20
years from 1947 to 1967.

Some wonder whether the new
productivity council will have
any more impact on this than
the National Center for
Productivity, which went
quietly out of business this fall
after several negative
appraisals of its productivity.

“A
list of owners from tax records,
for example, would differ from
a list from the grantee index in
the recorder’s office."
" Reports from national cen-
suses, federal agencies, com-
merce and industry, state land
agencies, universities, local
governments and public inter-
est groups “produce only inter-
esting fragments of data” or
suggestive information

“For determining who owns
America, these sources are in-
adequate, partial and inconsist-
ent,” the report said

Wunderlich says recent legis-
lative developments, heightened

CORN BORER CONTROL

Now that farmers have most
of the grain crops harvested this
fall, corn growers should
consider plowing corn stubble.
When corn stubble is plowed
during the fall and winter, the
over - wintering borers in the
corn root crowns are exposed
and frozen during the winter.
This winter exposure is one good
method to aid in reducing the
number of overwintering corn
borers next spring and summer.

IMPROPER WATERING
KILLS HOUSE PLANTS

Improper watering is a major
cause of houseplant failures.
This is especially true during the
winter months when’ plant
growth is slow because of low
light intensities

Plant lovers frequently get
impatient and apply additional
water and fertilizer, hoping to
make the plant grow. However,
during periods of low light
intenstiy, plant leaves are
producing little food and cannot
grow rapidly

The worse thing that you can
do is to overwater during
periods of slow growth. Excess
water keeps oxygen from
reaching the roots, resulting in
loss of the small feeder roots and
eventual death of the plant.

Never water plants by a strict
schedule, such as every other
day, or twice a week. Instead,
water them only when they need
it. And water houseplants so that
it runs through the potting soil
into the pan below. Always
discard this excess water to

prevent the accumulation of
soluble salts in the potting soil.

Other conditions beside low
light strength also effect plant
growth and watering needs. For
instance, plants in a cold room
need less water than those in a
warm dry atmosphere. Also,
flowering plants and those with
much foliage require more
water than those without blooms
or with little foliage.

One of the last things Strauss
did before surrendering his
czardom this fall was to
announce formation of a cabinet
- level council on productivity.
Whatever influence this new
panel of representatives from 10
agencies will have, it is at least a
recognition atthe highest level
that better productivity would
be fresh air for an inflation -
stale economy.

Productivity is the word for
how well we work. It is usually
expressed as the output from an
hour of labor. In the past 10
years the growth rate of the
national productivity has slowed
considerably, and the
President's Council of Economic
Advisers has called it “one of
the most significant economic
problems of recent years."

The slowdown explains in part
why pay checks have risen but
don’t buy any more, why some
workers have lost their jobs to
foreign labor how the economy
grows but most people don't
seem any better off, why the
debate over national goals
seems to have become a clawing

cat fight
interests.

The productivity record is
more than dry statistics. It
reflects the postwar growing
pains of the nation — the end of
the migration from the farm, the
maturing of the postwar baby
boom with new ideas on jobs and
authority, the national pursuit of
a clean environment and safe
workplaces, the dark mood of
the seventies that many
expectations won't be fulfilled.

In a little more than two
decades after World War II, the
standard of living in the United
States nearly doubled — more
goods and services of better
quality, more money to buy
them, and more leisure time to
enjoy them.

The reason: each year
American workers did more in
less time. Their output for each
hour of work rose at an average
rate of 3.2 percent a year
between 1947 and 1967 — a
seemingly small amount that
nevertheless multiplies over 20
years to a near doubleing of
output per hour.

Since their work was more
valuable, they were paid more.
Since they produced more per
hour, the average work week fell
about four hours. In addition,
the country could afford more
services for the poor.

Never before had productivity
risen so fast over a long period,
and Americans became
accustomed to it. But since 1967,
the average annual rate of
growth in productivity has been
only half what it was in the two
prior decades. In 1974, it
actually dropped.

“The big debate,” says Allan

among special
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Murray, an economist at
Citibank in New York, “is
whether something in the nature
of the economy changed so that
from here on out we're not going
to get a continued improvement
in the standard of living as
before.”

By one calculation, we would
have had §100 billion more in
goods and services to divvy up
last year had productivity
continued to rise at its earlier
postwar rate.

When the economic pie was
getting larger every year,
everyone could have a larger
piece. When it isn't growing
much, a gain by one group often
comes at the loss of another.

**You do get this more strident
debate,”’ says Solomon
Fabricant, an economist at the
National Bureau of Economic
Research. ''This is why
productivity is important. It is
not merely a larger closet full of
fine clothes. It's also a way to
take care of many social
problems.”

The automobile industry is an
illustration. The number of auto
workers rose by 15 pergent
between 1957 and 1976, but the
number of cars and trucks they
built rose by 75 percent. Wages
and benefits, adjusted for
inflation, more than doubled.

Car buyers benefited, too. In
1957 a median income family
had to work 7% months to buy a
car; In 1977, only 4%z months.

“*Productivity is where we get
our increase in the standard of
living,”" says Howard Young, a
consultant to the president of the
United Automobile Workers
Union. “It's the real source of
wage and benefit increases.”

**Productivity is the reason I
can afford a color TV set,” says
Edgar Weinberg, former
assistant director of the
National Center for
Productivity, a now - defunct
agency. “When they first came
out I couldn't &fford one. The
average person has a washer,
blender, food processor.
Industry is very productive in
the durable goods area. That's
something we take for granted. "

The reason for the slowdown is
still something of a mystery
The popular belief is that people
don’t want to work hard any
more

Jerome RoSow, a former
Exxon Corp. executive and
assistant labor secretary, now
president of Work in America
Institute, which studies
workplace problems, cites
several opinion surveys.

In 1969 a majority of young
people accepted authority
readily; today a majority feels it
can disagree with supervisors
Thirty percent of a 1968 survey
didn't trust big corporations; in
1970, 70 percent didn't. In 1976,
69 percent of those polled agreed
that hard work always pays off ;
in 1975, 75 percent said it
doesn't.

“Young people want money
and benefits but they also want
an open system,” Rosow says
“They want more chances for
promotion and training. They
don’t want to be treated as a cog
in a machine.

“If you don't get what you
want, and you don't quit your
job, the only way of maintaining
your mental health is to
withdraw.™

Young workers will accept
authority, he says, if they are
drawn into the decision -
making. "It's a whole new style
of supervision that managers
haven't learned yet."

Nearly 15 million more young
people and relatively
inexperienced women were in
the labor force in 1977 than ii.
1967, accounting for nearly four -
fifths of the labor force
expansion over the decade.
Various studies attribute 12 to 68
percent of the productivity
decline to this influx.

Alongside this was the ending
of the large-scale migration
from the farm. The value of an
hour of work in industry is
greater than one on the farm,
and the government thinks 12
percent of the producivity
growth before 1966 was due to
this shift. After that its
contribution was almost nil.

Then came the recessions of

1969 and 174, the latter the most
severe since  the Depression
When business falls, employers
reduce output faster than they
reduce employment. Front
office people are laid off slowly,
and managers try to hold on to
experienced production workers
as long as they can. So output
per worker tends to fall

Productivity is often enhanced
by new machines that allow a
worker to do more. A decline in
the ratio of plant and equipment
— tools — appears to have begun
in the late ‘60s and by 1974 was
pulling productivity down. As
inflation heated up in this
decade, businessmen became
hesitant to buy new machinery,
preferring to keep cash around
for emergencies. So they
couldn't take the best advantage
of technological advances.

And in recent years a larger
portion of this spending on
equipment, or capital
investment has gone to
environmental controls. Money
that might buy a new assembly
line robot, for instance, is used
instead for a smokestack
scrubber.

Before 1967, businesses had to
spend very little to comply with
federal pollution laws, says
Edward Denison, a Brookings
Institution economist, but laws
passed since then have been
costly. He estimates that
industry spent $9.5 billion more
in 1975 on pollution control than
in 1967.

Had they not diverted their
resources that way, Denison
calculates, productivity would
have been one percent higher in
1975.

And it would have been
another four - tenths of a percent
higher that year, Denison
believes, without new federal
work safety laws. In the coal
fields, for instance. Denison
says that whereas 214,000 coal
miners were employed in 1975,
only 96,000 would have been
needed to dig the same amount
of coal without the new laws.

Soil land loss estimated

Estimating soil loss from
cropland is just part of the job of
the Soil Conservation Service,
according to Lee McDonald, SCS
District Conservationist serving
the Gray County Soil and Water
Conservation District.

The real task is helping
farmers with coinservation
management and erosion
control practices that will bring
the soil loss down to limits where
the soil will remain productive
for years to come.

**Many fields in Gray County
are still losing too much soil to
maintain a constant level of
productivity over a long period
of time,” says McDonald.
**Many farms are actually
losing 10 or more tons of soil per
acre every year, which is
excessive.

If these erosion rates
continue, nothing will be left
eventually but the subsoil and
this land usually has to be
converted to pasture or
rangeland. Even then, it's not
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ized ser-

very productive,” McDonald
said.

The Gray County Soil and
Water Conservation District is
making an effort to get farmers
to request assistance in
estimating the soil loss on their
cropland. In most cases,
conservation practices can be
applied to reduce these losses to
a point wherethe land remains
productive and farmers still

make a profit.

**In the long run, conservation
pays,” says Wallace Birkes,
Chairman of the Gray County
Soil and Water Conservation

District. “Bringing soil losses
down on_ cropland in Gray
County will not only benefit the

farmer but will benefit everyone
who depends on farm crops. |
believe that takes in everyone.

Zones contain gas

HOUSTON (AP) — Scientists
say geopressured zones along
the Gulf Coast are among the
largest potential sources of nat-
ural gas.

Such deep zones are areas of
sedimentary deposits contain-
ing trapped water at higher
than normal pressures. The
trapped water is estimated to
contain significant quantities of
dissolved methane.

The American Gas Associ-
ation reports natural gas con-
tained in geopressured-geother-
mal zones along the Texas-
Louisiana coast is receiving
great interest as a future large
source of gas supply.

In view of the possible signifi-
cance of this new source to the
nation's energy future, the AGA
has devoted an entire issue of

its Gas Supply Review to the
subject.

Estimates of recoverable nat-
ural gas from geopressured
aquifers range from 45 to 2.500
trillion cubic feet.

Dr. Myron H. Dorfman of the
University of Texas, in an eval-
uation of natural gas from the
zones, said the wide variation
of the estimates is indicative of
the degree of uncertainty in re-
source assessment.

“‘Based on the, wide range of
recoverable resource estimates,
it would appear that while an
appreciable amount of gas is
contained in-situ in the re-
source, the upper and lower
bounds of the actually recov-
erable resource are educated
guesses at this time,”” Dorfman
said.
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measures. In a sense, some of
our previous productivity
success was paid for with poor
health.

Other telitale signs: money
spent on research and
development, the starting point
for new technology that
improves productivity, has
declined; the share of US.
patents awarded to American
inventors has fallen, and the
number of new companies
trying to raise money to
promote innovative ideas has
dropped sharply

How all these causes of lower
productivity growth fit together
isn't clear, but the results are.

Since 1969 hourly wages and
benefits have risen much faster
than productivity, the Council on
Wage and Price Stability says,
meaning that the cost of an hour
of labor has gone up 63 pefcent.
This is often passed on to
consumers through higher
prices.

And - for many people,
particularly those not in unions
with strong cost of living clauses
in their contracts, the large
wage increases of recent years
have been illusory, the council
says.

During the earlier years of
productivity growth, people
began to expect a regular
improvement in their standard
of living, Federal Reserve
Chairman William Miller says.«
When productivity slowed, these
expectations were frustrated.

“In an effort to sustain past
patterns of real income growth,
wages were pushed up, setting
in motion a cycle of intense
upward pressures on costs and-
prices. Thus, the slowing of
productivity growth helped
trigger a spiral of inflationary
wage - price adjustments. "'

Some have lost their jobs. In
the decade prior to 1975
productivity in the Japanese
steel industry rose nine times
faster than in U.S. mills, helping
the Japanese penetrate
American markets, leaving less
work for Americans.

Most economists believe that
U.S. productivity will fare better
in coming years, but still fall
short of its early postwar
growth.

If it rises at 2.3 percent, a
projection that seems possible to
the Bureau of Labor Statistics it
willtake 28 years to achieve the
increase of out - put per hour and
real income achieved in the 20
years from 1947 to 1967.

Some wonder whether the new
productivity council will have
any more impact on this than
the National Center for
Productivity, which went
quietly out: of business this fall
after several negative
appraisals of its productivity.

“*“The word ‘coordinate’ in
Washington usually means
nothing much happens,” says
Grayson, who runs his own
private productivity study

center in Houston supported by
corporate grants

A child dies in Guyana

OAKLAND. Calif. (APy —
Vincent Lopez was a troubled
boy. His mother died. his father
wound up in jail and. at 11,
Vincent became a ward of Ala-
mada County

Then. at the age of 15. he
died — one of more than 200
children who died in the Peo-
ples Temple murder-suicide rit-
ual in Jonestown, Guyana

But Vincent's case is differ-
ent. He had been a ward of the
state, and the Alameda County
probation office and Superior
Court were responsible for his
welfare. Family members and
authorities still are trying to
explain how he got to Guyana
and why he died.

In 1973, the county sent Vin-
cent to a foster home run by
Peoples Temple members.
Three years later. county
judges let a Peoples Temple
member become Vincent 't
guardian and take him to the
cult's South American jungle
settlement

That guardian. Walter Jones,
left the boy behind when he de-
fected from the cult in 1977 and
returned to San Francisco. An
attempt was made to get Vin-
cent out of the settlement run
by the Rev. Jim Jones. Seme-
how it failed

Vincent was born in Oakland
in 1963 to_a Mexican-American
couple. His mother had three
children by a previous mar-
riage. His father was a cabi-
netmaker. When Vincent was 2.
his father went to prison on a
burglary conviction: When he
was 7. his mother died

His mother's sister. Sarah

Gonzales. took Vincent and the
other children to raise them

When his father got out of
Jail, remarried and refused to
let the boy live with him, **Vin-
cent was angry and hurt.” his
aunt said

““He was a pudgy little boy
who hoped and prayed that his
father would start paying atten-
tion to him," she said.

At 10, Vincent went to a juve-
nile court for breaking into a
building. He was arrested sev-
eral times on delinquency
charges. When his aunt im-
posed strict rules, Vincent ran
away ‘from home

“He always got depressed
around the Christmas holidays.
His father would call. and he
would cry.” said Mrs. Gon-
zales. "We loved him dearly.
but he had trouble accepting
discipline.”

At 11, Vincent was placed un-
der the supervision of the coun-
ty probation department and
was sent to Hilltop Home in
Redwood Valley, run by Peo-
ples Temple members. Ala-
meda County Probation Direc-
tor Robert Shaner says the
county was aware of the
home'’s connection to the cult

"It was a nice. comfortable
home run by-people with good
qualifications. These people
were group counselors. school
teachers. one had a degree
from MIT. the other was an as-
sistant district attorney.’

Mendocino County Welfare
Director Dennis Denny esti-
mates that 150 California chil-
dren were sent to Peoples
Temple homes. Shaner says he

believes Vincent was the only
one who ended up in Guyana

“Vincent was doing very well
with Walter Jones. He seemed
to straighten out,” said Shaner

But Vincent's aunt had anoth-
er view. She said he was pun-
ished for raiding the refrig-
erator at night. And when he
visited her, “he was dressed
like a tramp . . .”" Walter Jones
got $200 a month from Alameda
County for the boy's care. Mrs
Gonzalez said of Vincent

“*He had lost his joking, play-
ful nature. He was a com-

pletely different boy as
though he was forced to act
that way.”

In 1976. Walter Jones asked
the court to name him Vin-
cent's legal guardian. Proba-
tion officer Eugene Brown
favored the guardianship,
according to records, and
Vincent's father didn't contest
the matter. Mrs. Gonzales
claims she cried and begged for
custody.

Probate Court Judge John
Sparrow granted Jones
temporary, then permanent
custody and agreed to let Jones
take the boy to South America
where Jones was to become a
missionary

After that, records are vague.
No one knows why Walter
Jones was able to leave Vincent
behind. Jones could not be
reached for comment. But ac-
cording to published reports, he
became disenchanted with Peo-
ples Temple and left Guyana in
1977

Private detective Joseph Ma-
zor said Jones hired him to get
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the boy back. He interviewed
Vincent in October. Vincent re-
fused to come home, Mazor
said ’

I think research would show
that there were another 20 kids
like Vincent Lopez down there,
kids who shouldn't have been
there,” said Mazor. “For a
year, | wrote letters to the dis-
trict attornev and probation of-
fice, but I was basically told to
drop dead. It wasn't a big
enough issue.”

Alamada County officials said
the matter came to their atten-
tion in July, when Walter
Jones' attorney asked to with-
draw from the case on the
grounds that he had not seen
Jones in two years

County probate investigators
contacted Mrs. Gonzales for

RALEIGH, N.C. — With the
cotton market poised between a
supply - and - demand situation
favorable to stronger prices,
and the prospect of an economic
recession next year which would
depress prices, American cotton
producers are faced with some

crucial decisions, say
economists at Cotton
Incorporated

In view of the present
uncertainty, producers who
have not sold their 1978-79 crop,
or are thinking about selling
some of the 1979-80 crop in the
next new months, should
consider selling a portion soon if
they can obtain profitable
prices, the economists add.

A detailed look at various
factors that could affect cotton
price movement is contained in
the December issue of the
Cotton Summary, monthly
publication
Incorporated’
Research and De
Division. Cotton I
the fiber company that conducts
research and marketing for all
American cotton producers
through their per - bale
assessments.

**At this time, there is still the
possibility that sales (of cotton)
during the early months of 1979
will bring higher prices, but the
risk of lower prices due to
recession is increasing,’’ says
David Cox, vice president for
economic research and
development. “'If cotton prices
in early 1979 are at today's level
or higher, an increase in world
cotton acreage can be expected.

*U.S. cotton producers,” he
adds, “‘are advised to carefully
assess the economic outlook and
plant and price cotton
accordingly.”

One of the factors on the plus
side of the ledger is the present
good business in the textile
industry, according to Daniel
Troxler, associate director for

\
~demand economics.

B rticular importance to
the cotton industry,” he notes,
“an improvement in the denim
market is taking place. New
orders have risen sharply in the
past two months, and
investories have been cut more
than 25 percent since June.
Corduroy producers - are “also
now enjoying an unexpected
surge in demand for ‘their
product.”

Troxler reports that
producers of sheets, towels,
industrial fabrics, lightweight
woven fabrics and spun yarns
for knits are also operating at a
relatively strong pace.

The Cotton Incorporated
analyst points out that more
economists, in the wake of the
government's actions to stem
inflation at home and bolster the
dollar abroad, now expect at
least a mild and brief récession
next year.

“If the economy slides into a
recession,’”’ he explains,
‘‘consumer spending for
discretionary items
characteristic of textile
products would noticeably
weaken. Sharp cutbacks in
retailer ordering would occur,
and the textile industry would be
forced to reduce production
schedules and fiber use. Lower
fiber prices would be almost
certain.”

A more encouraging economic

Joutlook is seen for major foreign

countries, where business
activity is expected to pick up in
the months ahead. The Cotton
Incorporated economists now
estimate foreign cotton
consumption in 1978-79 of 55.3

million bales, an increase of
600,000 bales over last year's
use. This, they point out, should
enhance the export picture for
U.S. cotton.

In the first quarter of the
current cotton marketing year
(August through October)
export shipments of U.S. cotton
were running at the highest level
of this decade, says Troxler
This is because cagryover stocks
in importing nations were at a
very low level when the cotton
marketing year began last
August, he explains, while U.S
carryover was at a high level.

The smaller U.S. crop this
year combined with expected
domestic and foreign

consumption of American cotton
should pull the U.S. carryover
down by 1.5 million bales by next
August 1, says Troxler. This
situation normally would lead to
a strengthening of cotton prices,
he adds.

However, he warns, “'in recent
weeks the odds have increased
that the U.S. economy will slide
into a recession before mid -
year 1979. If this happens, textile
activity will slow and US
carryover will be reduced less
than 1.5 million bales. Even
more importantly, a recession
would almost certainly pull
prices down as negative
psychology spreads throughout
the textile industry.”

Country singer turns to rock

LOS ANGELES (AP) — You
could tell something was afoot
in the career of country singer
Tanya Tucker. You could tell by
the Hollywood subtleties

First, there was the cover on
her new album. It wasn't your
standard country album cover,
a straightforward portrait of a
sweet-faced singer glancing
heavenward. Rather, Tanya
was pictured in an arrogantly
sensual pose with a microphone
cord snaked between the legs of
her skin-tight leather britches.

Hmm.

Then there was the strange
imitation-Playboy foldout in one
of the major music trade
magazines. It was Tanya again,

this time in a bedeviling mood,

posed in a bright red,

form-fitting skating outfit, her

tongue seductively peeking from

a corner of her crimson mouth
My.

Then in the mail came this
declaration from Tanya's pub-
licist — ** ... the country miss
has become Miss Rock and
Roll." Aha! Crossover Time.
The time in which the get-right-
with-rock country stars (and
they abound these days) pop up
in a lot of interviews singing
the “'l-was-brought-up - with
country-music - but |
need-to-expand - my-horizons:
(and besides, the bucks are
better inrock) " blues

To be fair to Tanya, though,

she is a better pop-rock singer
than Dolly Parton, that beau-
tiful extravagance of nature
who made the country- lopop

rock well, as evidenced by her
fine rendition of Buddy Holly's
“Not Fade Away,” and her
first crossover album, “TNT,"
has met with heavy early suc-
cess.

“It's almost there, but not
quite,” Miss Tucker says of her
first go at a rock-oriented prod-
uct. "I don’t know how far I
have to go. but I think I'm get-
ting close.”

There's something about the
cool, calculated way that coun-
try singers suddenly feel the

urge to sing rock 'n’ roll that
suggests contrivance, and Miss
Tucker honestly admits that
“Elvis Presley is about as
heavy as I got when I was
growin' up. ... I was never real-
ly into rock 'n’ roll.”

Miss Tucker says she, like
Dolly Parton. might encounter
some static because of her
splashy break into pop. but she
shrugs it off

“I think it's very petty and
very selfish for people to criti-
cize,”” she says. “To be am-
bitious and to want more
people to like what you're doin’
is not necessarily to be money-
crazed. | might lose a few fans,
but I hope to gain 20.000 new
ones.”

"It
goes up with value, just like
theft,” Ryzman added

Although some vandalism is
the result of childish mischief,
Cooke and supervisors figure
most acts of vandalism in
Pampa are committed by older
teenagers or young adults. "It
takes a pretty strong person to
bend a street sign around a
post,” Cooke reasoned

Asked if more recreational

opportunities for young people
would help decrease the
destruction, City Manager Mack
Wofford replied "I doubt it,
seriously.
