TV franchise

change okayed

The transfer of Pampa's cable
television franchise from
Merrill Cable TV Inc. to
Sammons Communications Inc
was approved by the city
commission at its regular

HOUSTON (AP) — Million
aire Cullen Davis is out of jail
today — his first day of free
dom in five months — after a
hopelessly deadlocked  jury
prompted a mistrial in his 12-
week murder-for-hire trial

‘If anyone thinks | am guil-
ty. they are wrong.” a pale,
thin but smiling Davis said ear

ly today after returning to his
Fort Worth home. He had been
charged with hiring a man to
murder the judge in his bitter
divorce trial

The jury announced Monday
it was “hopelessly deadlocked
after nearly 44 hours of deliber-
ation and told District Judge
Wallace Moore there could be
no verdict He reluctantly

agreed. and Davis was freed on
$30.000 bond

The seven-man. five-woman
jury had three choices — con-
vict Dawis of solicitation of cap-
ital murder or conspiracy to
commit capital murder. or ac-
quit him — but chose none of
them

The vote was reportedly di-
vided 84. with the majority for
conviction

I'm tickled to death that
this phase is over.”” Davis said
as he emerged from a private
jet in Fort Worth. I just hope
it's the end of it.”

But Davis admitted that was
only a dim hope. and prose
cutors have vowed to seek a
new trial "l hope there isn't
another one.”” Davis said. “"but
I think there will be. ™

The judge's ruling ended a

trial that featured some 200
pieces of evidence. testimony
from about 100 witnesses and
frequent angry exchanges be-
tween attorneys

The case centered on taped
conversations made between
Davis and FBI informant David
McCrory last August in which
prosecutors said the men dis-
cussed the murder of Davis’ di-
vorce judge and 14 others

Bill Clements opened
the “first chapter’ of his
legislative program today
asking for enlarged powers
for the governor. $1-billion in
tax relief. a start on property
tax reform and a
Taxpayer's Bill of Rights
While requesting con
stitutional amendments
increasing the governor's
poweér over the budget and
the state bureaucracy.
Clements also recommended
a two-term limit on
governors. lieutenant
governors and attorneys
general
The newly inaugurated
Republican governor’s first
State of the State Address”
contained over a dozen
specific recommendations
and a call to restore public
confidence in government
He called it “the first
chapter in "An ongoing
dialogue” with legislators
and said its central theme
was that ‘‘government
shquld be directly
accountable to the citizens.

Clements seeks
state tax relief

‘Where Texans have lost
confidence in government,
we must make them
confident again. Where
Texans have lost touch with
government, we must put
them in teuch again
Clements said

Once again — in the face of
doubts by many legislative
leaders — Clements said the
Legislature ‘can and should
return $1 billion to the
taxpayers of Texas over the
next two years.”

But he did not specify the
form such tax relief should
take. Possibilities mentioned
so far include direct state tax
reductions and added stlate
school aid that would enable
school districts to reduce
property taxes

Clements said it was not up
to him to defend the budget
cuts that would be needed if
taxes are to be feduced

‘To the contrary. those
who are attempting to
increase the budget by 22
percent over the budget of
Just two years ago must
define in detail and fully
justify such increases, ™ Cle
ments said in a reference to

the “'bare bones spending
bill recommended by the
Legislative Budget Board

Clements asked for these
new powers for the governor.
each of which would require
a constitutional amendment
approved by two-thirds of
each legislative house and by
the voters

—Budget execution. which
means the power of the
governor to oversee the
actual expenditure of money
appropriated by the
Legislature. blocking
spending that seems
unnecessary and shifting
funds around to meet special
needs

—Authority to remove ap-
pointed members of state
boards and commissions for
speeific reasops. with Senate
approval

In addition. Clements re
quested a new law giving
him the authority to
designate the chairmen of
state boards and
commissions. some of which
now choose their own
leaders

Hood said the federal and
matching county funds will go

The best insurance

With the idea that many insurance buyers have insufficient infor ma-
tionon buying life insurance, a House subcommittee is out to correct the
“situation.”” The House Commerce subcommittee on oversight and in-
vestigations reported, **States have been unduly slow and reticent in
developing regulations intended to increase information about buying
life insurance.” .

Buying life insurance is a prime factor in the budget of every Ameri-
can household and should receive intelligent consideration. However,
compared tothe amounts paid out by families for so - called governmen-
tal services, it amounts to peanuts

The cost, intaxes. of obtaining these *‘services’' is astronomical. And,
in the protection of the consumer of such government services, this
oversight committee will probably never do anything save make any
investigation here a complete oversight.

Members of the committee point to the amounts spent per year by
Americans for insurance as a reason for them to “‘protect’’ the public
from over - expenditure

The many and varied plans to fit the innumerable needs and wants of
citizens in insurance coverage makes it almost an imperative that each
individual protect himself in this area. There is just no way that gov-
ernmental “oversight'' can protect each and every individual, no mat-
ter how complex the regulations set up might be.

One of the most frustrating factors which presents itself to anyone
buyinginsurancetoday is the consideration of the part inflation will play
in the determination of the proper insurance contract.

Here again the government is in the role of the worst of offenders,
since inflation has been caused by actions of the federal government.
And. the proliferation of regulatory activity is one of the major causes of
the government’s being the spur to runaway inflation.

The House panel alleged, ‘*Significant consumer loss occurs because
many apparently do not purchase life insurance products on the basis of
suitability. quality and cost.”” This statement belies the stance that
government can offer protection. It is a sweeping generalization not
supported in logic

If the government goes gung-ho in an attempt to protect everybody in
the purchase of life insurance, we predict that confusion will reign and
the only discernible effect will be another expensive, zealous agency
which will protectfew, if any, and will be costly to all taxpayers directly
Such an agency will also add reams of red tape to already over-burdened
insurance companies

Guess who will come up with less in insurance for more money ex-
pended for preminums? It will be the very people the feds now say they
are out to protect.

Competing firms in private enterprise in a relative free marketplace
is the best outside protection the buyer can possibly have. It may not be
perfection per se, but it will protect the most people with the fewest
becoming victims of their own folly

The very fact that too many people still believe that government can
and will protect them, makes some of the them sitting ducks for con
artists out to take them with a faulty product. The more people look to
themselves for their own protection the better off all of us will be.
Especially inthe area of insurance. The only real protection will come
fromtheindividual as hetakes onthe responsibility of hisown decisions
Government will never. can never, take the place of a good dose of
common sense in the purchase of anything

Government and
electronic mail

Administration top aides are looking at
the emerging multi billion dollar
electronic mail industry to determine if the
Postal Service should compete in this. so
far. private endeavor President Carter
has directed that a study be completed by
next spring to determine whether the
governmental service should set up its own
mail - by - wire service
The Postal Service is already
cooperating with Western Union in the
familiar ““Mailgram " program which uses
the private firm’s transmission facilities. It
i8 experimenting with a similar system
that would allow credit card businesses and
wtility companies to send their mass
billings directly from a central computer
tape to local post offices to be delivered
with other mail
In the United States. electronic
communications have been in the hands of
private companjes such as Western Union
IBM. Bell system and others™.
Officials of postal labor unions are
jewing these developments as a threat to
heir members and are already pushing for
ontrol by government through the postal
rvice. They not only have the blessing of
he federal postal agency but the active
ffort of postal bureaucrats
At present the pitch is just for the federal
pstal agency o enter the field as a
peting medium We suggest that this is
ply a ploy and the real goal will be to
ablish a monopoly in the field. Control is
at the postal unions are asking now. i
ey get it. the step to monopoly will soon
low

We doubt at this time the unions will get
the control they seek. We hope the effort
goes no further than the present
cooperation with Western Union

The electronic communication field is a
potentially vast one with many
ramifications which can aid the economy.
the people and business. This step in
progress 1s far too important to allow it to
be stifled by a government enterprise
which has a long record as a loser

If this government - controlled agency.
now captive to labor unions. cannot even
operate a business where they have a
monopoly in the handling of first class
mail. how can anyone believe it can do
anything but foul up a budding industry?

A White House statement alleged that the
study group will check ‘‘the potential costs
to the nation of establishing Postal Service
competition in an industry which has
previously been restricted to private
competition. as well as what benefits might
flow from such an investment.™

Knowing anything about the past history

lesson from Iran

It is just possible that there is something
positive to be derived from the Iranian
catastrophe

Not for the country itself — at least not
yet. Whatever new order emerges from the
smoke and destruction of revolution, it
cannot recover lives already lost or erase
damage already done to a society in
transition between a still powerfully
influential past and an uncertain future
And it is likely to be quite some time before
the economic ground lost is recovered

Oil - rich Ilran has become an oil
importer. In shutting down the oil fields
through strikes. terrorism and sabotage.
the Shah's opponents have interrupted the
flow of $20-plus billions in revenues and
brought fuel rationing to a country which
has been the worlq's No. 2 oil exporter

For Iran. the vonsequences have been
immediate. For the country’'s customers
they will be somewhat longer term. The
effect upon Western and Japanese supplies
may nol be apparent for some months. and
will be moderated to a considerable extent
by a step - up in production by other major
exporters. But it will be felt. both in
curtailed supplies and possible higher
prices

British Petroleum. one of the big seven of
world oil distribution, and which acquires
40 percent of its oil from Iranian fields, has
already advised its customers of a sharp
cutback in supplies

The impact upon the United States will be
muted. but it will be definite. With
something like half of the oil it consumes
now coming from outside its own
production, the United States ‘is
excruciatingly sensitive to developments in
a major supplier such as Iran.

Some months down the road. the
consequences of the shutdown of the
Iranian oilfields may well be shortages and
higher prices for American consumers

There is not much we can do about the
situation in Iran itself. as the handwringing
in Washington of the past several months
has amply demonstrated. But there is
something we can do about the situation at
home, in the implementation of an effective
national energy program.

Iran is giving us a dramatic lesson of the
consequences of dependence upon
unreliable outside oil suppliers. The United
States. far and away the world's leading
consumer. will nevér be able to do withou
foreign oil. entirely. B

But it can do a great deal to lessen its
slavish dependence upon a single or a
particular group of suppliers by
rationalizing domestic consumption
patlerns. accelerating exploration and
exploitation of alternative energy sources
and diversifying as widely as possible its
overseas suppliers.

Apart from the price - fixing stranglehold
the OﬂPEC cartel has on world oil supplies.
twice now in this decade events largely
outside our control and influence have
disrupted supplies and thrown our own
economy off balance.

The first crisis. the 1973 embargo by
Arab producers. was a political maneuver
brought on by the Yom Kippur war with
Israel. The current Iranian erisis is the
result of revolution

Who knows at this point what may be the
origins of the next. But if we know what's
good for us. we will see to it that we are
better prepared to deal with the
consequences »

stuff their own pockets with more of your
money

And while heavily burdened taxpayers
watch this flagrant selfishness in their city
halls and state capitals. from Washington
they hear of other misuses of their money

Comptroller General Elmer Staats says
nobody knows how much fraud goes on
inside government agencies. but the
Justice Department guesstimated that one
in 10 of your federal tax dollars is stolen by
somebody inside government

The GAO says the grand total of your tax
dollars lost to fraud may total $25 billion a
year - in the Medicaid program alone.
probably $750 million a year

You know. this sounds like an “economic
Titanic™ with insiders making a frantic
rush to the lifeboats

*"Women and children last '
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irrelevant factors would be introduced. For
example, every Congressman. you may be
sure, would seé a feather being added to his
political cap if he could get a new medical
college built in his district. Obviously,
whether that Congressman is popular or
not has no bearing on the question of
building fedical colleges.

" Some Congressmen, influenced by the
medical association lobby, might vole
against more medical colleges on the
ground that there is already too much
competition between doctors. This is not
only irrelevant but meaningless. How
much competition is “'too much”? Doesn't
he want patients to have a choice of
doctors? How wide a choice? This question
applies in every walk_of life and is just as
unanswerable in one as in another.

As Lo the optimum degree of competition
between medical colleges. the people who
own and operate such collegés have to
answer that. Assuming they are free and
unsubsidized, they are comtinually
answering that question by either adding to
the facilities for medical education, closing
some existing facilities, or maintaining the
status quo. .

Which brings me to the crux of the
matter: only those people who risk their
own invested capital in medical colleges
are qualified to decide whether or not more
should be built. Even they cannot be
certain, because the future is uncertain,
but they are best qualified because they
have maximum urgeto consider all angles
and arrive at a correct decision. This urge
is not possessed by anyone else, certainly
not by lawmakers who by appropriating
money for medical .colleges would be
risking other people’'s money. not their
own. The same applies to every project for

which Congress votes the taxpayers’

money.

Senator Kennedy wants the government
to enter the business of national health
service, which would surely culminate in
salaried doctors and government - run
hospitals. Nothing could be more
uneconomic. Congress, levying on
taxpayers to finance such service, would
have neither incentive nor knowledge to
match supply of such services to demand
and operate in the black. Faced with such a
question as the need for more medical
colleges. it would be all at sea. Patients,
relieved of the need to pay fees, would goto
doctors for every pimple and hangnail.
Demand would always exceed supply — we
would always need ‘“‘more medical
colleges."”

In Great Britain, health services have
been scarce ever since they were
socialized. England in 1965. according to
Dr. Stuard M. Butler, had 470,000 hospital
beds. with 517.000 ailing people waiting to
get into them. By 1976. the number of beds
had shrunk to 412,000, while the number of
would - be patients had increased to 644.,000.
This is what we may expect if we
nationalize health services. Socialization is
a sure road toscarcity.

Carter’s budget

mostly cheered

WASHINGTON (AP) — Pres-
ident Carter’s pitch for a $531.5
billion budget in fiscal 1980 is
considered near the strike zone
by most Texas congressmen,
but way out in left field by a
few

Traditionally, Congress splits
along party lines at budget
time: The Democrats praising
their president while the Re-
publicans boo him

Texas' 21 Democrats on Capi-
tol Hill generally applauded
Carter's Monday recommenda-
tion to keep the budget defici
below $30 billion while increas-
ing defense spending

But Texas' five Republicans
— headed by Sen. John Tower
— claimed the president wasn't
even in the ballpark

The president's budget pro-
posal now begins its tedious
journey around Capitol Hill, be-
ginning with the House Appro-
priations Committee.  After
stops in the House Budget and
Senate Finance committeees, it
will limp into a conference
committee before being sent
back to the White House for ap-
proval or veto

Lobbyists. mayors, governors
and bureaucrats will parade be-
fore the Senate and House com-
mittees. trying to get a larger
slice of the federal dollar for
their respective areas

Judging from congressonal
reaction to Carter's self-pro-
claimed ‘“lean and austere”
budget. Uncle Sam is not in a

generous mood.

“Earned Income Credit” (EIC)
of up to $400 if you meet certain
requirements. First, you must
have earned some income
during 1978. Earned or adjusted
income must not exceed $8.000.
And. you must have been
responsible for contributing
more than 50 percent of the
expenses of maintaining a home
for yourself and your child
under age‘19. or a disabled
dependent child of any age.

Salaries. wages, tips and other
forms of employee
compensation classify as earned
income. Married persons can
apply for EIC only if they file a
joint return and each earns
under 18.000. The combined
incomes .may exceed $8,000,
however,

Figure EIC due you by taking
10 percent of earned income. not
Lo exceed a maximum credit of
$400. For every $10 earned over
$4.000. subtract $1 from the $400
amount -

In order to receive EIC..you
must file a tax return. The
amount of EIC will be
subtracted from the tax you owe
the federal government. If EIC
is in excess of your tax liability,
the excess will be refunded to
you by check.

share tissue from the oppo-
site breast. These operations
required -multiple hospital-
izations and surgical proce-
dures, with generally poor
results.

It was not until the 1970’s
that silicon implants were
used for reconstruction.
These implants were used
since the early 1950's for
making small breasts larger,
and there has been no evi-
dence that they either caused
cancer or activated resting
cancer cells. (On the other
hand, free silicon fluid injec-
tions in the breast were dis-
covered to be dangerous and
are illegal.)

The implants which are
normally used for breast
enlargements were not feasi-
ble for use in reconstruction,
due to the fact that they took
on the appearance of a round
ball on the chest. A silicon
implant with partitions inter-
nally was developed in order
to better maintain the sloping
shape of the breast.

Most women are candi-
dates for reconstrucgion. The
exceptions are those patients
who have had very extensive

surgery or very high doses of |

radiation.

If a woman is tohave radia-
tion or chemotherapy, re-
construction should be de-
layed until the end of treat-
ment. This is because healing
of a new wound might be af-
fected.

As long as there is healthy
skin on the chest, most
women who have had radical
mastectomy (breast and
chest wall muscle removed)
also can be reconstructed
safely. Custom implants
have recently been used to
fill out the hollow made by
the missing pectoral muscle.

The first surgical proce-

Post-mastectomy reconstruction:

dure requires a usual stay of
two days in the hospital,
when a specially designed
implant is placed under the
skin. Use of the arm is limited
for a week and athletic activ-
ities are prohibited for three
weeks.

The patient returns in four
to six weeks for a nipple re-
construction (no’ overnight
stay is necessary) or nipple
reconstruction combined
with enlarging or reducing
the opposite breast for sym-
metry (which involves a two
day stay).

Limitations following
surgery are similar to those
following the first procedure.

The ultimate risk of the op-
eration is that it will fail (the
skin will break down in a
small area over the implant,
and this would occur in the
first few days after surgery).
The implant would have (o be
removed, healing allowed to
take place and another at-
tempt could be made in four
to six months.

With proper patient selec-
tion, this is very unusual. In-
fections or bleeding can
occur (as in all surgery) but
they are rare.

One of the more recent de-
velopments is immediate
breast’ reconstruction (per-
formed during the same week
as the mastectomy). This re-
quires consultation with the
plastic surgeon prior to mas-
tectomy, at which time he is
present with the breast sur-
geon. *

If considered safe (the
tumor has not spread and the
wound is healing well), the
reconstruction is performed
five to seven days later.

After the initial consulta-
tion, a woman may waiver
between elation that a breast
shape can be restored and

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surgery.

Immediately following
surgery, most women expe-
rience an emotional “high."”
Although it is impossible 10
duplicate the original breast,
most women are elated to be
a ‘“‘whole person’’ again.
After some time, most
women level off and adjust,
becoming involved in life
again.

If the psychological health
of the patient is of concern,
the importance of recon-
struction cannot be over-
looked. This knowledge may
eventually make it easier for
women to come in earlier for
diagnosis.

Reconstruction is an ac-
ceptable procedure, sup
ported by most breast sur-
geons of the American
Cancer Society, affd by most
other physicians.

These procedures can only
be performed by board cer-
tified plastic surgeons. Most
importantly, however, a pa-
tient would be wise to find
out specifically how many
reconstructions a surgeon
has performed.

She should, at the outset,
also get dll of the details of
the surgery and should ask to
be shown pictures which
demonstrate the -procedures
for reconstruction.

A surgeon's fee varies be-
tween $1,500 to $3,500, de-
pending upon the extent of
surgery and whether the op-
posite breast is to be
changed. Blue Cross/Blue
Shield and numerous other
insurance companies cover
the hospital costs of recon-
struction, and at least part of
the surgeon’s fee.

DEAR DR. LAMB — 1
want to know about the spe-
cific gravity of urine and
what is the meaning of a
fixed specific gravity. I have
a relative with this problem
and don't understand it.

DEAR READER — Spe-
cific gravity refers to the
weight per unit of volume for
any substance in relation to
water, eS(Yeciﬁc gravity is
expressed in terms of water.
The value for water is 1.000.
A fixed specific gravity for
urine has a value of 1.010,
just a trifle heavier than

1.010 if it is dilute and over
1.010 if it is concentrated.

In the presence of kidney
disease, the kidneys may
lose the ability to dilute or
concentrate the plasma it
filters to form urine. The
specific gravity then is al-
ways the same as plasma,
fixed at 1.010. This is an
indication of a loss of kidney
function and additional stud-
ies are usually needed to
find out how much kidney
function is lost and the
cause.

“I'll visit at every kid's home
You get to know their parents
and get to know them
personally. Football's
important, but to me it's not the
ultilate. It's not the last thing
on carth. It just happens to be
my livelihood

“I'm looking forward to
getting to know my players and
I'm looking forward to meeting
the teachers and the
administrators besides Coach
Lehnick that run the school
system. And I'm real excited
and anxious to meet my
players.™

Palmer has copies of his
general coaching philosophy
available for inspection. The one
thing that stands out in the
brochure -is- his section on
motivation

‘It is my belief that motivation
is-far more important than the
type of formula a teacher uses
or the type of offense a football
team runs,’ it reads. ‘I have seen

. championships won by teams

that employ a variety of offenses
and teachers who use a variety
of formulas in solving a math
problem. However. no team

wins the championship without
special emphasis on motivation
and no teacher can be successful
unless he can motivate a student
to learn.’

Elaborating on that theme,
Palmer said. **We hear so much
about our children not being
taught and not learning
anything. I think motivation has
a lot todo with that."

Fighting Harvester fans can
expect a lot of emphasis on
defense, Palmer said, while he's
waiting to evaluate his material
before deciding on his offense

"My "philosophy as far as
football goes is this — we're
going to play good defense first
Any time you play good defense
you're going to have a chance to
win. | don't care who you're
playing.

“If .you're playing a good
defensive batigame — and T'm
talking about the total aspect of
defense, I'm talking about the
kicking game defensively and
I'm la*?ng about evcery phase
of defense where you have to
stop the opponent — you're
going to have a chance to win
And when you play good

consistent defense you're going
Lo win some games. Of course, |
also believe the best offense is a
good defense and vice versa.™

Palmer, a native of Tyler,
graduated from John Tyler High
School in 1967. He was an
All-State Baseball Tournament
Team member his senior year
and was named team captain
and Most Conscientious Football
Player. as well as the school's
Outstanding Athlete.

He atlended college at thé
University of Southern
Mississippi, where he was the
team captain on the freshman
team and started three years at
quarterback on the varsity

His coaching credentials
include one year as a graduate
assistant at Southern
