Bakhtiar vows

never to surrender

TEHRAN., Iran (AP)—Prime
Minister Shahpour Bakhtiar
vowed today never to surrender
to Ayatollah Ruhollah Khomeini
as hundreds of thousands

marched through Tehran
shouting support for the
religious leader and Mehdi

Bazargan, his nominee to head a
new government

Bakhtiar condemned the
Shiite Moslem patriarch for
“putting people in the streets
and giving them slogans they
don’t even understand ' He
challenged the ayatollah to form
a legitimate political party to
seek control of the government
But he ordered the army to stay
out of sight during the
demonstration and to go into
action only if violence
developed

Khomeini called for a massive
turnout to keep up the pressure
on the prime minister 1o give
way to Bazargan. a longtime
political foe of Shah Mohammad
Reza Pahlavi named by the
ayatollah on Monday to head a
new provisional government

Organizers of the
demonstration mustered
thousands of volunteer marshals
to control the crowds New
posters bearing Bazargan's

picture were ¢verywhere
blossoming alongside the
pictures of Khomeini that have
been an essential part of
demonstration decor for
months

The organizers claimed that
1.000 air force and army men
joined the march. many with
their families. to show their
loyalty to Khomeini and their
defiance of their commanders'
pledge that the 430.000 men of
the armed forces would defend
Bakhtiar's government

Speaking to a news conference
as the demonstrators
assembled. the prime minister
said he was ready to talk with
Bazargan. an old associate in
the opposition to the shah. “'to
find solutions to the problem of
unity

Despite his extremely strong
religious character.” he said of
his political rival. “he 1s a
logical man. and it is a pleasure
to talk to him  As far as my

personal relations with
Bazargan are concerned, we
have been friends for 30 years
Both men served in the
government of Prime Minister
Mohammed Mossadegh. who
nationalized the Anglo-Iranian
01l Co.. ran the shah out of the

country 1n 1953 and then was
ousted by a military coup
engineered by the US. Central
Intelligene Agency

Both Bakhtiar and Bgzargan
were imprisoned for their
opposition to the shah. But
Bakhtiar accepted the ruler's
invitation last month to head the
government and try to get the
country to agree to a limited
monarchy. while Bazargan
stuck with Khomeini and his
dream of an [slamic republic

Bakhtiar disclosed he met
with Bazargan about 10 days
ago. shortly before the avatollah
returned after more than 14
years inexile. He said since then
he has maintained telephone
contact with people close to
Bazargan

Aked if he might agree to a
national referendum to decide
between the monarchy and
Khomeini's Islamic republic
Bakhtiar said: In calm and
democracy. yes But in
grenades and Molotov cocktails
never

The 62-year-old prime
minister said he might call
national elections in five or six
months. but “in the present
conditions. 1t would be

impossible to hold them it
would be a catastrophe

County workers
get pay boost

A 10 percent salary increase is
in effect for emplovees of
Highland and McLean County
Hospitals. The increase was
officially approved in a special
meeting of the hospital board of
managers Jan 23 but has been
in effect since the beginning of
the current hospital payroll
which began on Dec. 24 i

The increases totaled $219
200

The board had approved
salary increases for nurses

x-ray and lab technicians six
months ago but the remaining
departments have not received
salary increases since October
1977, when the board put a freeze
on merit raises

Hospital Administrator Guy
Hazlett described the increase
as “‘very conservative”

The new minimum wage law
which went into effect on Jan. |
was taken into consideration by
the board in its unanimous vole
to approve the proposed
increases. Although by law
county owned facilities do not
have to comply with the
minimum wage law. Hazlell
said that that in order to-
compete on the labor market the
hospital needed to meet and
exceed the minimum wage
Hazlett cited the competition
with fast food chains which are

taking minimum
employees and

wage
grocery stores
which are taking medium wage
c'mplm ees 1S Instances of
competition on the local level

He said that “Pampa 1s very
competitive industrially*" and
that many “technicians and

professional people are taking
jobs with trucking companies
According the hospital
administrator the
Housekeeping #nd Linen and
Laundry departments had an
employee turnover rate of 100
percent for a six month period in
1977

According to a wage and
salary survey conducted by the
hospital administartion in
January. the wages at Highland
and Mclean Hospitals were
below the wages at five regional
hospitals. Hazlett said the
increases were necessary in
order to avoid loss of employees
due to salaries

The board noted that although
President Carter has put a
voluntary restriction on
Increases at seven percent for
1979, the 10 percent increases
were considered appropriate
because the hospitals have not
given adequate increases for the
past one and a half years

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Schlesingers abysmal record

If Energy Secretary James Schlesinger istrying to make the efforts of
his Department seem worth the $10 billion budget by periodic pro-
nouncements, it all may be in vain. His record for guessing wrong is

starting to catch up with him.

He gave a low priority to buying natural gas from Mexico where it is
being wasted for lack of a market. Mexico is drilling many oil wells and
where gas is mixed with the oil, it has to be moved to market or it is lost
by burning it off. Schlesinger's forecast of a natural gas shortage in
- many parts of the nation has turned into embarrassing surplus.

The secretary presided over the strategic petroleum reserve which is
far behind schedule and currently unusable. He told industry to burn
coal instead of oil and now changes his mind by saying that he meant

“burn gas, not coal.”

Schlesinger favors a gas pipeline from Alaska and he fears that use of
Mexican gas will make financing the Alaska pipeline difficult. Our
long-term best interest is to pipe gas from Mexico, Canada and Alaska
as well as developing all we can within the lower states. Use of Mexican
gas would help spur all petroleum production in that nation and give us

another source near at hand.

If this nation wants to be considered first in line for Mexican oil, we
must do all we can to assist our neighbor to the south. We have seen
nothing that would indicate that our energy agency head has changed

his position.

A new pronouncement by the energy secretary reveals that he is still
looking for a good excuse to bring about gasoline rationing. He says that
if Iranian oil production is not restored by this summer, then ‘‘tough

action may be needed.”

Schlesinger told the Senate Energy Committee, ‘‘If Iranian produc-
tion does not come onstream by the summer, we could be in trouble next
winter.”’ Asked if the administration was prepared to impose gasoline
rationing if necessary, Schlesinger testified, ‘‘Yes ir, that would be a
measure taken only as a last resort.”

The administration drafted a standby rationing plan last year, but
congressional approval is needed before it can be used. This is all to the
good because guessing wrong and hasty action could bring about chaos
if the administration could put rationing in effect without the approval of

Congress.

It is almost certain that if the energy agency keeps looking for that
“last resort’’ an emergency is bound to crop up, or would be dreamed
up, to provide an excuse to try out the rationing plan which has been

drafted.

Currently the threat of rationing is a tool of doubtful value which is
being used to threaten and coerce energy users into greater conserva-
tion. It just seems that the bureaucratic mind cannot grasp the fact that
the market-place can make the best of adjustments if the heavy hand of

regulation is lifted

The last thing agency people will ever consider is to take the shackles
off the marketplace and private enterprise. Supply and demand indi-
cators can solve our energy problems.

Planners in the various federal agencies can only succeed in causing
disruption leading to lost production and shortages.

Interference by government created the energy problems which now
beset us. Different or more interference will never bring us the energy

needed for economic progress

The political menage has never been able to equal the private sectorin
bringing people a higher level of living.

Down through history governments have failed where private enter-
prise has succeeded. Why should we put any trustin politicians and their

bureaucracies?

Our need for energy is far too important to be trusted to known losers.
If we can just get the regulators off the backs of industry, we can win.

Studying the studies

Members of the Congress are forever
being beset by pressure groups seeking
action in innumerable directions. One of
the easiest methods to get long - term relief
from this source 1s for our representatives
to authorize a study of the situation. As long
as study 1s going on. 1t becomes Simple to
answer (hose pushing for action. "We can
do nothing until we have the study in hand
without the results any action would be
premature

These studies may give congressmen
respite. but most become extremely costly
and few are worth much after completion
They may not be read and digested in
Congress. but they alwavs become part of a
huge storage problem. which adds a
continual cost for taxpayers

One “'studv.” a million - dollar project
authorized by the Congress in 1976. was
related to the problem of illegal alens
After 18 months and half a million dollars

expended. not a single interview had been
made bv the company which had received
the study contract

Now with every cent of the $1 mllion
gone and the contractor seeking more. the
U.S Immigration and Naturalization
Service (INS) is at a loss to explain where
all the money went “That is what we are
trying tofind out.” said one of this agency's
officials

It seems there were problems of getting
relevant bits of information from other
parts of the government such as detailed
census information protected by Privacy
Act. And the INS had problems getting
information from itself taken from the
annual filed alien cards

The main study - contractor said that
subcontraclors were trying (o develop
some sort of methodology for finding.
identifying and questioning illegal aliens
who have no great desire to be found.
identified and questioned. HEW got into the

act and with INS. ideas were changed
concerning what the survey was to show

Congress began to get suspicious and one
representative said. 'l think we are being
had.”" He expressed the thought that the
contractor would be.coming in asking for
more funds INS Commissioner L.J
Castillo answered He already has and the

Well. that might seem a reasonable
decision. but so far the INS has been unable

The INS officials believe that what the
contractor has may be just raw data from
interviewers and computer programs for
analyzing it —they are not sure

INS officials have indicated they are
uncertain what to do with the material. if
any. if they do get it. It may be given to
another government agency to sort out, or
it might be farmed out as another study of
the study if there ever was a study in the
first place

So goes the saga of an ethereal study
which only cost us a scant one million
dollars. which we all know is simply
peanuts in our age of three digit billions

It is probably not fair to intimate that
many government studies are as ethereal
as this one. However, it is reasonable to
assume -that many which have large
amounts of substance. and the paper work
to prove it, have little real tangible value

The contracling by government for
studies has become a tremendous drain on
governmental funds. We suggest it may be
4 major rat hole down which taxpayer’s
money is being poured

The tragedy of social security

s ByROBERT LeFEVRE

The vagaries and dilemmas caused by
converting government into a paternalistic
monster is nowhere more apparent than in
the area of Social Security: The tragedy is
that it has taken so long for many people to
realize that the philosophy behind it is in
error and that sooner or later the
philosophy will destroy any
people or nation. That last point is still not
acknowledged, but it will be before this
century ends.

The Social Security system, so-called, is
in trouble. That is not news. It was in
trouble when it was born. It was moribund
at birth and is obsolescent, if not totally
obsolete. now.

In theory. the Social Security idea was
that elderly people who didn't save for their
old age ought to be compelled to save while
young so they'd have something at hand
when their inevitable old age arrived. That
the Social Security program would be
deemed by some as a pensiomsystem is
understandable.

No one decries the benefit of thrift. But
compulsory thrift isn't thrifty. And when
government gels its hands on the money it

collects via Sdcial Security channels. *

although the bookkeeping procedures
differ, the money is spent just like any
other tax money. Thus Social Security
reserve funds are virtually nonexistent and
those receiving payments today took them
from paychecks last year or the year
before.

Now talk has been raised which
challenges the idea of compulsory
retirement at age 65. The Social Security
program is partly responsible for this. The
workers and employers who have poured
millions into the fund. find, when the
worker retires, that there isn't enough
there to pay the various bills that confront
him. So, having been retired at age 65, the
worker would like to pick up Social
Security and have a job as well. The reason
is that for most workers current **benefits"™
amount to only about 40 percent of what he
earned while working. And that's a pretty
slim pension

So now there are conflicting views which
will surely become entrenched and
emotionally supported in both directions.
The people directing the SS program would
like to see the 65 age limit modified up to

age 70. The reason is that so many people
have been retired at age 65 that there isn't
enough money to go around for SS
payments. And with advancing technology.
although more parents are employed then
ever before; there aren’t as many new
workers (compared to the number of
retirees) as was predicted by the schemers
who foisted this program off on the
American people.

To obtain the necessary funds to
keep SS operating at its present level. it is
now figured that a 50 percent increase in SS
taxes must occur by the year 2050. If the
payments L0 the retirees were to be raised
to about 70 percent of what they once
earned so as to forestall a decline in living
standards, a 75 percent increase in SS taxes
would have to ensue.

And that's the optimistic view,

So there is a faction which wishes to
postpone retirement age. raise the taxes
and keep the present level of support.

Understandably. there is another faction.
This one objects to changing the retirement
age. Many persons have lived out their
working life in anticipation of stopping at
age 65 and picking up the SS funds. They

If one looks across the U S. today, he will
see a nation of great wealth and prosperity
It now has a history it can be proud of. It is
renowned for its stands in human rights
and justice. It seems that every discredit to
its history is being erased as women,
blacks. and all minorities are given equal
chances. Inrecent years people have begun
at last to speak about the rights of people to
have a healthy environment free from
contamination. These people are
responsible for the millions of acres set
aside and designated as *'wilderness"".

Wilderness. This is the chance for all
species of life to be free to live in their
natural environments without man's
intrusion. It's the chance for researchers to
study life forms in an undisturbed
environment in order to better understand
the balance between all living things. This
balance between life and its environment is
crucial to the survival of all species of life.
We hold our own fate

Now we are complaining because of all

the precious resources that lie beneath that
“wilderness". Millions of barrels of oil and
countless other minerals are forever out of
reach. Oil is a fossil fuel — we are going lo
run out. Where lies the point in destroying
the relatively small area of land we can
|still designate as wilderness for this oil?
Why don't we turn our attention to other
energy sources and work diligently to
develop them rather than hold on to
practically obsolete forms at the sacrifice
of one of our greatest national heritages?

We are nof the only life form on earth.
Why is it that as human beings we feel we
not only have the right to use the earth as
we see fit but also to abuse it? In
approximately 400 years we have changed
the face of what is now the U.S. from thal of
complete wilderness to that of “‘great

patting ourselves on the backs for such
accomplishments as civil rights,

rehabilitating postwar Europe — the good
things we have done.

Instead. he says we are obsessed with
guilt about Vietnam, Indian rights,
Watergate, and so forth.

Ionesco says Europeans do not consider
Richard Nixon's faults all that serious:
that we, at least. should be able to put that
chapter of the history behind us and desist
from further self - flagellation

But. he says. one has to conclude that
Americans must prefer the self - torment
since they continue to blame themselves
for everything that is wrong in the world.

3.6
million tons of litter and 100 times that
much over all garbage annually. enough
strip mining to stretch from coast to coast
in a two mile wide strip, hazardous air
conditions in some cities reaching the point
that people are warned to stay inside have
certainly contributed to his title of
“*despoiler”. There is room for both: the
world of technology and progress and the
world of wildlife and wilderness. We need
both. It is time to give our attention to the
second for our gaze has too long and too
partially been directed toward the first.

If taxes are ever raised to the point
where they will be adequate for this
program: the government will so increase
the amount of money and credit in
circulation in order to handle it, that your
dollars won’t buy enough to make it worth
the candle.

I recommend that regardless of the fact

that thousands of dollars may have been’

taken out of your paycheck .for- SS
payments, that you regard those payments
the same way you regard the income taxes
the government has ripped away. The
money is gone.

Plan for your own future. Get your own
private pension plan set up through a
private insurance company. If you do
accept Social Security payments at least
have the grace to call them what they are.
They are merely welfare payments by
another. name and you will have become a
recipient of public charity.

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Moore says he will wait on prison bill

AUSTIN. Texas
(AP)—Rebuffed. by a Senate
minority, Sen. Bill Moore says
he probably will wait 30 days to
try* again on a bill that would
allow state prison officials to
swap or sell its Blue Ridge Farm
in Fort Bend County for a prison
site anywhere in Texas.

Moore got 22 voles Wednesday

to debate the bill but needed 25.

It was apparently the first
time since the Legislature
convened a month ago that the
Senate has rejected a bill

“I've got the votes to pass it
It's no sweat.” Moore told
reporters after the Senate had
adjouorned

He said. however, he would

probably wail until after the
60-day mark when he would
need a maximum of 21 votes Lo
bring the bill before Senate.
Current law requires any new
prison to be built within 75 miles
of Huntsville, which is the center
of a prison system that holds
nearly 25,000 inmates. Of that
total, approximately - 800 are

said to be sleeping on the floor
Prior o the vote Wednesay,

Moore refused to accept an.

amendment by Sen..-Raul
Longoria. D-Edinburg, to
prohibit a new prison from being
built near Edinburg. 4nd his
refusal touched off a brief
exchange

"*I-personally don't know why
they would want to put a prison
down there," replied Moore
Prison officials have / noted
that the site must be in an area
with a long growing season and
a sufficient water supply for
farming, since prisoners grow
their own food.

Colleges using ‘gimmick bonds’

AUSTIN. Texas
(AP)—Colleges are using
“gimmick bonds™ 1o escape the
Texas Constitution's
""pay-as-you-go' provision, says
Sen. Lloyd Doggett.

Doggett, D-Austin, told the
Senate Education Committee
Wednesday that Texas'
educational sector is second
only to New York in deficit
spending even though it is
prohibited by the constitution.

He urged repeal of the 1941
Skiles Act, which authorizes
colleges to pledge $5 from each
student’s tuition each semester
Lo support campus construction
bonds.

Sen. Oscar Mauzy, D-Dallas,
proposed canceling a special
authorization in 1971-73 for the
University of Texas System,
Texas A&M University, Texas
Tech University, University of
Houston and Pan American
University to issue $242.5.million

in tuition revenue bonds.

In yet another attempt to hold
down college costs, Mauzy
offered a bill outlawing the use
of state funds to build senior
college centers on junior college
campuses. These upper-level
centers now lease space.

“*Year after year, the
Coordinating Board is faced
with efforts by these centers to
become separately recognized
by the Legislature, to he
separately funded. to become
separately accredited and to
build their own campuses, " said
Kenneth Ashworth,
commissioner of higher
education

Ashworth said upper-level
centers af’ Brownsville, Uvalde,
Victoria. Laredo, Texarkana.
Orange and Port Arthur showed
a net enrollment increase of only
186 students this year and those
at Uvalde., Victoria and

House chops

AUSTIN, Texas
(AP)—Challenged to keep
campaign promises of
government economy, the
House has chopped an
emergency spending bill for the
Texas Railroad Commission by
more than half.

Speaker Bill Clayton said that
was okay with him, even though
a band of dissidents. newly
labeled **The Gang of Four." led
the charge and roughed up the
work of his House
Appropriations Committee.

WASHINGTON (AP) — The

Energy Secretary James R
Schlesinger said Wednesday the
cutoff of Iranian oil is forcing
the United States to draw on
reserves to make up for part of-
the 900.000 barrels a day once
supplied by that country

“Unless we are able to restock
for next winter, our inventories
could be dangerously low,”" he
testified before the Senate
Energy Committee. He said he
had seen no indication “'that the
slide of Iran toward chaos has
been arrested."”

Although the Carter
administration hopes voluntary
fuel conservation will solve the
problem. Schlesinger said
officials were studying a
package of mandatory controls,
including Sunday closings of
gasoline stations. He ruled out
gas rationing

Schlesinger's testimony was
considered the most pessimistic
assessment of the oil situation so
far. Analysts blamed his
remarks for a decline in stock
market prices Wednesday and
for a sharp drop in the value of
the dollar on foreign exchanges

The energy secretary also
said the United States was
better prepared today to
manage in an oil crisis than it
was during the embargo. The
nation now has a 70-day supply
of oil in reserve, he said. At the
time of the embargo. the normal
reserve was 54 days

DEAR DR. LAMB — Five
years ago my husband had
an operation on his prostate
gland. He recovered well,
but after the surgery, there
was no outward ejaculation.
At first, this didn't seem to
bother him. He was 64 at the
time and I was 63. We are
not interested in more chil-
dren, anyway.

Now he says he gets very
little pleasure from sex. He
has had some trouble with
blood pressure, but it's well
under control. His general
health is fairly good and he
exercises a lot. He says it’s
old age and I can’t get him to
talk to a doctor about it and
our doctor is not one to go
into these things.

I would like my old sexy
husband back. 1’m quite con-
fident he hasn't another
woman. We are together a
lot and I know where he is.

I gather from your letter
that your husband is 69 or 70,
so such a change in level of
activity isn’t all that surpris-
ing.

The male
hormone may stimulate the
prostate to grow or develop
other undesirable changes,
possibly including cancer.

ical examination. Your
husband’s doctor won’t be
shocked about it at all. Per-
haps he doesn’t discuss
these matters with you be-
cause he thinks you will be
shocked.

Mountains at sunsel. when the peaks glow
orange and exert their dominance over the city
of which they are a part

But only one person can stare with the pride of
ownership —developer Dick Knapp

Knapp owns six square miles of the range that
is the lower edge of the Rockies, including the
highest peak at 7,200 feet

His intent to build homes and hotels,
apartments and sheps. has touched off howls of
protest from civic leaders and environmentalists
who view such development as desecration

win gjther way." Knap, said in a ppacct ..
C’ve ieither build on It, or ‘the city
will buy it.”

Mayor Ray Salazar said the city doesn't have
the money to buy it (a more than $7 million price
tag has been estimated. )

But Knap was prophetic in his next statement

I don’t think the city needs it. I might trade my
higher land for some city-owned lower land.”

Two days later. Texas Land Commissioner
Bob Armstrong announced that he would visit
the Franklins Feb. 16 to look into the possibility
of the state buying or trading the land for a
wilderness park

Knapp caught people’s attention when he cut
roads through the untouched wilderness,
constructed an earthen dam in hopes of creating
a lake and brought bulldozers onto the land
inhabited only by snakes, snails. roadrunners
and Fort Bliss soldiers who put up signs warning
that trespassers are wandering around in an
artillery range

Knapp's actions brought about a series of legal
maneuvers that all resulted in his gaining zone
hoard permission to go ahead. That zone board
decision came after a scandal in which one man
was charged with offering Knapp a favorable
decision in exchange for $10.000. Knapp notified
authorities and carried out the offer so that
authorities could gather
evidence for an arrest

Because of those events. Knapp has halted his
activities lest his permits be viewed as
“tainted.’

John Colburn is a board member of the
Wilderness Park Coalition, a group that seeks
purchase of Knapp's land to preserve it as a
wilderness area

The damage is already done.” Colburn said

as he showed photos of cuts made by heavy
equipment on Knapp's property. “Now you've
got hang gliders and everything else up there.
It’s like an interstate (highway).”

Colburn said Knapp was a member of a
long-ago group that proposed the mountains be
preserved, but Knapp said he was a dissenting
member and that most of his colleagues were
“activists.” Knapp gives the word “‘activist”’ the
same inflection as “terrorist’” — he doesn't like
them.

**This whole area has had virtually no impact
by man," Colburn said. “Are we going to sell
everything out? Is the ultimate thing the dollar?
Why can't we preserve some of our more unusual
areas so future populations can see what the
wor fd-was-Heeboistawe sorewed it up?”’

Knapp, who said he trespassed by mistake in

for it, can match Colburn's fervor.

“I'm a conservationist. | believe in saving the
valley and the mountain. If any land planner
were to start from scratch, he wouldn't build in
the valley (along the Rio Grande), he's build in
the mountains. I'm not an activist. I think
opposition is being misrepresented by a group of
activists. The biggest part of inflation is the
senseless legislation these activists create.”

Some development is evident in the foothills of
the mountains, with homes and apartments built
along the lower slope contours.

The furor is over development of the higher

- elevations, where the mountain must be cut to

affort a building site

Knapp said his proposals would include lower
elevations and would be unnoticed by 99 percent
of the population

In private conversation, several public figures
have admitted being caught in a dilemma. They
appreciate their mountains, but they
acknowledge Knapp's ownership of his mountain
land

They hesitate to criticize what a man does with
his own property

It is privately thought that Knapp's objective is
to trade for other property, where development
wouldn't stire such a fuss

Ecologists point out that Knapp's activities
will disturb rare species of plant and animal life

Knapp said he feels such spec'les would adapt
rather than disappear

Announcement of the land commissioner's trip
was big news in El Paso

It offered promise of compromise that could

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Farmers have new found home

WASHINGTON (AP) — For a
dozen or so protesting farmers,
the Agriculture Department has
turned into a home away from
home each night. They sprawl
on office couches and carpets to
catch a few winks of sleep.

Hundreds of others have found
the department's open-door
policy during the American
Agriculture protests this week a
welcome opportunity to visit
toilets, fill buckets with water,
eat in the cafeteria and take
steaming cups of coffee Lo others
waiting on cold tractors.

Although security forces are
scattered profusely throughout
the department’s sprawling
complex that includes more
than 8.000 employees in a
normal working day, some
farmers also are grabbing a few
souvenirs of their visit.

6 p.m. has to sign a register at a
security desk. This rule was
suspended so farmers could
move freely in and out of the
premises.

Joseph T. McDavid, the
department’s press chief, said it
was decided to have an “‘open
building’ during - the time
American Agriculture had its
tractors and drivers here and
that “if they want to sleep
inside, they can.”

On the first night, security
forces counted 12 farmers who
slept inside in various offices.
Eighteen were reported as
Ovepsiabl. gl thi pllguing,
night.

No attempt was made to count
SCGIEs Of -Others who wanaered
around during the evenings.

But some people have rifled
desks and file cabinets in a
number of offices, including
those of senior officials.

But the farmers have left
things behind. too: hundreds of
bumper stickers platered to
walls, file cabinets, cafeteria
facilities and even ceilings to
proclaim support of American
Agriculture and, frequently,
criticism of Bergland and
Carter.

For the most part, farmers
have been courteous around
department employees. A few
whistles or catcalls have-been
heard in the cafeteria as young
women walk by, and there have
been occasional jibes at other
workers.

U.S. exports to Soviets on upswing

NEW YORK (AP)-US.
exports to the Soviet Union
might reach $10 billion within
five years if the United States
made a dedicated effort, says an
authority on Soviet trade.

In the process, said James V.
Forrestal president of the
US-USSR Trade and Economic
Council. this country could
reduce its foreign trade
imbalance and lessen tensions
between the two great powers.

Trade between the two
countries has deteriorated,
however. U.S. non-grain exports
that jumped from $100 million in

1972 to $800 million in 1976,

dropped to less than $600 million

in each of the past two years.
And the United States,

- Forrestal indicates, is at least as
much to blame as the Soviets,
and perhaps more so. The
Soviets are anxious to trade, he
said, but have been frustrated

by U.S. politics.

The trade council. of which
Forrestal was named president
last summer, is a product of the
trade detente that appeared to
be the goal of both nations
beginning with the Nixon
administration.

WASHINGTON (AP) —
Nowadays. when throngs of
protesters descend on Washing-
ton to block the streets and de-
mand their way. the govern-
ment is downright cordial

Police bend the rules. the
mayor counsels leniency and
highway lanes are set aside for
the demonstrators. In a city
where jaywalking can get you a
$5 ticket. militant farmers de-
manding more money for their
crops got police escorts on the
way to block traffic

Perhaps the people who came
to protest against the war in
Vietnam eight years ago should
have cut their hair and driven
tractors

Instead of permits. they got
mass arrests. Before the 1971
May Day demonstrations end-
ed. 12.000 people had been
swept up in police nets. Virtual-
ly all those arrests were later
ruled illegal

It was not a proud time. but
Middle America generally ap-
plauded the roundup of demon-
strators

Now part of Middle America
is doing the demonstrating. de-
manding not peace but parity.

The farmers of the American
Agriculture Movement did not
say they intended to shut down
the city. But with nearly 2.000
tractors massed around Wash-
ington. it was obvious they
were not planning quiet efforts
at persuasion

Police set aside lanes for
their “tractorcade” into town,
to ease the guaranteed traffic

& ]

jam. That covered four routes,
so the farmers split their forces
and tied up eight highways

Official cooperation, appar-
ently. was supposed to promote
an orderly demonstration. In
fact. the farmers had more suc-
cess than the Mayday Tribe in
fouling up the city. There were
scattered episodes of violence
and arrests

Most of the trouble occurred
Monday. Late that afternoon
police barricaded the tractors
on the Mall to keep them from
fouling up traffic anymore

After they get through clog-
ging traffic. the farmers “plan
to spend several weeks lobby-
ing Congress for legislation to
increase their prices

Their reception may depend
on how many congressmen get
caught up in the four-hour traf-
fic jams the farmers’ tractors
created

President _Carter said Mon-
day that agriculture is general-
ly prosperous, but that more
must be done to ensure that all
farmers share that prosperity

I don't know of any group
that's suffered more from the
effects of inflation than farm-

rs.” Carter said. -

Alfred Kahn, who heads Car-
ter's anti-inflation program,
said he does not think farmers
suffer
massed tractors “‘do not bode
well for food prices."

That is the bottom line for
most of the people who found
the road to work blocked by
tractors. They do not set farm
prices. they just pay for food.

View from the plains

CLARENDON — Recent trapping operations
by the Texas Parks and Wildlife Department
netted the biologists 50 wild turkeys which were
transported to southeast Texas and released in
areas with little or no turkey poulations.

““The weather has hampered our attempts to
catch the Rio Grande turkeys, but we finally
made a good drop on a ranch near Clarendon and
removed 17 gobblers and 37 hens from the large
flock of birds,” said wildlife biologist David
Rideout.

*“We used the standard drop net with grain as
bait but the wind blew part of the net down twice
during the trapping operation,” Rideout said.

Only surplus:turkeys are removed from the
huge flocks that sometimes number up to 500
birds. Ample breeding stocks are left at each site
as the P&WD continues its statewide turkey
restoration program.

The flocking characteristic of wild turkeys can
be detrimental if the flocks become too large for
the natural food supply. Supplemental feeding by
landowners often increases the flocks and the
potential threat of a turkey disease spreading
through the birds is multiplied.

The 50 turkeys caught and removed during the
recent operations were transported to southeast
Texas and stocked on predetermined sites
approved by P&WD specialists.

The areas chosen for this particular stocking
are located on the border between the normal
range of the Rio Grande and the eastern wild
turkey in Texas. The Rio Grande turkey, which
inhabits all of central Texas from the Panhandle
to the coast, is the most numerous species in
Texas, sometimes numbering a half-million
birds.

Fishing fever hits
The least little bit of warm weather seems to

have a marked effect on Texas anglers. '

The first symplom is a flexing of the casting
arm and the only sure cure is several hours of
throwing a bass lure, chunk of catfish bait or fly
on some stretch of water.

Another symptom among anglers is the desire '

to look through the tackle box and determine
what replacements will be necessary.

To keep fishing urge alive until the ice goes
out, the P&WD suggests you go ahead with the
annual project of cleaning out the tackle box,
repairing and oiling reels and replacing the
spools with new fishing line.

A check should be made of all lures and hooks
for bent, broken or dull points. Replacement
hooks are available at all tackle shops now, as
are all the new lures and tackle.

Don't forget to inspect the fishing rods. Check
all ferrules or guides for wear and possible
replacement. Also inspect the bindings for
frayed or broken thread. A little varnish or clear
fingernail polish could put the bindings in good
shape.

While you are checking your fishing gear,
remember to inspect the boat, motor, trailer,
trollmg motor, life preservers (personal flotation
devices), paddles and depth indicator.

Make sure your boat is currently registered
with the P&WD if it is to be used on public
waters. The expiration date is stamped on the
current P&WD decal on your boat.

Repairs to electronic gear may take a few
weeks and now is the time to get the gear
repaired by local technicians or repair centers.

Whatever you do now with your time will keep
the fishing fever alive and ready for the warm
spring winds to blow away the ice and cold,
exposing the varied lakes and streams you will
want totry in Texas.
