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SKELLYTOWN— The race for mayor in this city of 1100 is
certainly not to the swift.

It doesn’t have to be. Edna Chaney, cily secretary, said
Skellytown has never had more than one candidate for mayor in
any election since its incorporation in 1959, although there have
* been contests for the city's five alderman positions

As of early Thursday afternoon, only six days before the filing
deadline, incumbent Mayor P.M. ‘Pete’’ Cousins, said he still
hadn't made up his mind about running again

““If a sterling candidate comes along, then I might acquiesce,”
said Cousins, who was ushered into office unopposed in 1977 on
the strength of 263 votes

Alderman Richard Mills filed late Thursday for the unpaid job
which Cousins says takes about two hours of his time a day. So,
the incumbent has taken the chance to “‘acquiesce "

Cousins said he was still trying to solicit a successor
Thursday

Before Mills through his hat into the ring. Cousins said he'd
talked with seven or eight people about running for office

*So far no one has been interested," said Cousins Thursday
before learning of Mills’ candidacy “*‘And I can understand. A
large number of the people in Skellytown work for companies.
they're shift workers. But there are a lot of retired people who I
think are good personnel. I've called a few. said ‘Would you like
to run?’ But apparently they want to retire. which I can
understand

Cousins, a twenty - year air force veteran, is retired himself
albeit rather actively. In addition to spending on the average of
two hours a day with the city’'s business. he pastors the Church
of Christ (four services a week plus varied ministerial duties)
rises at 6 p.m. to run a local grocery, and serves as a volunteer
fireman

"*No one would run in 1977, so I was asked,’" he said. ‘I believe
every citizen has a responsibilty to do his bit, to become
involved. if he can.”

Mills, a twenty year native of Skellytown and a
warehouseman for the Getty Oil Company. laughs when asks if
he expects to run unopposed. ‘It would be fantastic if someone
would make it into arace,"" he said

Mills said he expects he will find someone to run for the
alderman position vacated by himself

*Some will hold off to see what's going to happen,' he said
““Then at the last moment they'll jumpin. At least that's the way
it's been in the past. sothat's what [ goby."

Mills and Cousins both believe that the most pressing issue
facing’ Skellytown is proposed state legislation which would
bypass city contract negotiations with utility companies. Under
the legislation. power to negotiate with utility companies would
go directly to the State Public Utilities Commission, who now
has power to oversee and approve contracts the cities negotiate
with utility companies

Area hospital talks begin

The Gray County Commissioners Court met with representatives
of Hospital Corporation of America (HCA) this morning to begin
negotiations on a proposed $2.7 million leasing package for Highland
and McLean County Hospitals
According to HCA's original proposal of November 1978, the
corporation will lease hospital property and equipment for 30
months, and purchase its assets for $2,275,000. The company will also
assume responsibility for the hospital's $483,000 loan, according to
Judge Carl Kennedy
Kennedy said Thursday that HCA had verbally agreed to the
assumption of the loan
Under the original proposal, the county would have had to pay off
the loan from funds received from the lease arrangement
HCA has also made a commitment to build a new hospital within 30
months.

According to Commissioner Ted Simmons of Precinct 4 in McLean,
HCA proposes (o lease McLean Hospital for 30 months, with an option
to renew the lease for another 30 months at the end of that period
Simmons also said that the corporation wil. attempt to recruit a
second full - time physician for the McLean facility

The decision to begin negotiations with HCA was made
unanimously in regular session of the court Thursday

HCA is a publicly owned corporation with about 6000 stockholders
The corporation owns or manages 100 hospitals in the United States
and overseas, including 11 hospitals in Texas

Although negotiations have been scheduled with HCA. Kennedy
said Thursday the court had not ruled out the possibilty of
negotiating with Hospital Affiliates International. the third
corporation to have expressed interest in the hospitals

American Medical International, the first corporation to submit a
proposal to the court, is apparently the third choice

Simmons said commissioners intend to schedule talks with local
community groups to explain the court's preliminary choice of HCA
and the future of medical care in Gray County

In a hospital - related issue, the court tabled a request by Richard
Levofsky for a change in the hospital board of managers. Levofsky. a

Fighting
breaks out
in Uganda

NAIROBI, Kenya (AP) — Fierce fighting with jet planes and tanks
broke out today in barracks of the Tororo Battalion in eastern
Uganda, in an apparent-battle between forces loyal to President Idi
Amin and others opposed to him

Officials at Mbale Hospital, 25 miles to the north, said they had
received an undetermined number of dead and wounded

Residents said the fighting began about dawn and was continuing
late this afternoon

“'It started abou('6 a.m. So far, it has been confined to the barracks,
about 1'2 miles from town,"'said a Tororo resident telephoned from
Nairobi

“There are jet fighters flying overhead and tanks and armored
personnel carriers in the town. We don’t know exactly what is going
on but we can see the barracks burning."

Some informants said it was a mutiny within the 1,000 men of the
air and waterborne battalion at Tororo, eight miles west of the
Kenyan border. Others said a force fought their way to Tororo from
the area of Lake Victoria a few miles to the south

Either way, the fighting posed what could be the gravest threat so
far to the eight-year rule of Amin, who in recent weeks of war against
Tanaanian invaders has had reported mutinies in the Suicide and
Lion Battalions in the key southern towns of Masaka and Mbarara

Tororo controls the road.and rail routes from Kenya, over which
Uganda receives virtually all its civilian and military supplies

Ugandan exiles in Nairobi described the Tororo fighting as a
mutiny. They said anti-Amin soldiers removed weapons from the
battalion armory and distributed them to civilians

Military sources in Jinja, near Kampala, the Ugandan capital, said
Amin ordered troops from the Khaddafy barracks at Jinja to go to
Tororo, 75 miles (o the east. But they said the Khaddafy units were
blocked on the Jinja-Tororo road by anti-Amin forces
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States start own

State governments, fearing that federally imposed conservation
measures would limit driving, cut intotourism and create *'economic

Faced with an oil shortage spawned by the Iranian revolution,

Simmons said the court had tabled the motion until completion of
the leasing agreement. **'The new corporation will be naming another
board, the makeup of the board will be diffrent."* Simmons said

airport board members are anticipating a trip to Austin March 7 to
seek funds from the Texas Aeropautics Commission (TAC) for
improvements at Perry Lefors Airport. Repair of the south runway
at the airport is already scheduled to begin this summer funded
mostly by a $60,000 grant from the Federal Aviation Administration

The county will provide $20,000 in matching funds for the project
but Barber said Thursday that matching county funds for any grant
received from the TAC would not be needed for at least a year

Barber said future improvements would hopefully lead to a new
terminal and the attraction of commuter airlines services

Kennedy commented. *'I'd like to see the airport become big
enough for someone to come in an want to buy it. and take the county
out of the business. "

The court also voted unanimously to endorse a Texas House Bill
which would allow the counties to retain the first $300,000 of motor
vehicle fees collected in a year and one percent of all fees collected
thereafter
Although the Lateral Road Assistance to Gray County of $25.000 a
year would be abolished under this proposed legislation. the county
could gain as much as $100.000 annually from the change

Under the present law, which dates back to 1929. counties retain
the first $50.000 in motor vehicle registration fees and 50 percent of
fees collected thereafter until a maximum of $175.000 has been
obtained

National nanny
to.plan menus

There may be no clearer example of empire building by government
regulators that the Federdl Trade Commission’s current crusade to
dictate the content of television advertising aimed at children,

Tosave Americafrom the menace of pre-sugared cereals, candy bars
and toys that fail to meet a bureaucrat’s arbitrary standard of suitabil-
ity, the FTC is considering:

— Banning all television advertising directed at children under eight
years of age

— Prohibiting commercials for sugared products that might contri-
bute to tooth decay in children under 12 years of age.

— Requiring advertisers to pay for ‘‘nutrition’’ and ‘‘health’ ads
whose content would be determined by the commission.

In short, the Federal Trade Commission proposes to become, in the
words of the Washington Post, a great national nanny.

The legitimate role of parents gets short shrift from the commission.
Overlooked is the simple fact that children too young to understand that
television commercials are sales pitches rarely do the family shopping.
Mom and dad buy the food. And mom and dad are perfectly capable of
saying noto a child whose vision of dinner is a dozen candy bars or a box
of Fruit Loops.

Has it occurred to the commission that even children who have never
watched an hour of television in their lives might still favor a breakfast
of ice cream and lollipops?

Admittedly, the FTC staff report on which these proposals are based
does mention parents. The report suggests that parental disapproval of
a child’s television-induced gastronomical fantasies fosters ‘‘aliena-
tion” and ‘‘child-parent conflict.”” Bunk. Any responsible parent finds it
necessary to say no to a child several times a day, and does so without
producing neurosis.

As for tooth decay, even the FTC doesn’t pretent that there is a direct
correlation between watching television commercials and theincidence
of dental cavities.

Another real puzzler is how the commission would square its compul-
sory health and nutrition advertising with its own staff report’s conclu-
sion that ‘‘the representation that one food is more healthful than
another ... isfalse and deceptive.”” But should the proposal be adopted, it
would cost food marketers and consumers tens of millions of dollars to
find out.

As if all this were not enough to bury the FTC proposals under an
avalanche of ridicule, consider the First Amendment implications of
these potential regulations. If the commission, acting on the basis of
bogus or nonexistent scientific evidence, can ban or restrict ads for
cereal, candy and toys, what form of commercial speechis safe fromthe
Washington censors?

Will asparagus marketers have to include a 30-second homily on the
need for abalanced diet as the price for getting their ad on the air? What
about potatoes? An undiluted diet of spuds surely must contain its own
special threat to health. Are teenagers sufficiently cognizant of these
dangers to resist a pitch for french fries? And how is the commission to
decide which commercials are beamed solely at seven year olds and
thus subject to outright prohibition?

There simply is no end to the mischief that might be wroght under the
precedents inherent in these proposed regulations.

All this is not to condone false and misleading advertising. But we do
think the agency should give parents a modicum of credit for common
sense in raising their own offspring

This year, it will cost American taxpayers $66.4 million to maintain
the Federal Trade Commission in the style to which it has become
accustomed. For that kind of money, we are receiving a holy war on
chocolate bars and breakfast cereal

Clothespins consumers
fell the pinch

Some nations on Earth, which we need
not name, have taken to the practice of
“dumping’’ wooden clothespins on the
markets in both the United States and
Canada

By dumping. the two offended nations
mean the miscreant exporters are selling
the pins for less than the prevailing world
market price. So both nations are cranking
up their regulatory agencies to impose
what amounts to trade barriers against
wooden clothespin imports

Much ado about nothing? Yes, in a sense,
but the whole business does point up some
aspects of the flagrant disregard felt in
both Washington and Ottawa for the
consumers (i.e., most of us.)

The trade barriers will allow domestic
manufacturers of clothespins — or the
makers of any other articles, from shoes to
locomotive engines — to price their
products higher than they need be, which
tends to keep inefficient businesses in
operation at whal amounts to a subsidy
extorted from the public

The barriers also deprive the consumers
of what should be their right to buy
whatever they want from whomever they
want at the best price they can find

It also points out an inconsistency,
however small, in the Carter
administration. The domestic market for
clothespins is growing because many
Americans are taking Carter's energy
conservation pleas seriously enough to
hang their clothes out o dry instead of
using energy-wasteful clothes dryers. The

result is the government will now force
them to pay higher prices for those
clothespins

And, such barriers inevitably lead
barred nations to erect retaliatory barriers
of their own. The result is a tendency
toward more and more trade restrictions,
to the detriment of consumers, private
businesses and workers the world over.

The restrictions against dumping came
about. of course, because of the
concentrated political power of individual
industries and the unions within those
industries. Both businesses and unions are
taking the narrow “me first" view,
perhaps failing to realize that the same
view taken by other industries hurts
everybody. in the same way that trade
barriers between nations eventually
damage them all.

Free enterprise ought truly to be free,
and international in scope

An example of what goes wrong when
trade barriers rise can be well illustrated
in the area of automobiles.

We are acquainted with an auto workers
who eamed §25,000 last year. His job? He
drives new cars from the end of the
assembly line to a parking lot. He freely
admits he is overpaid, and would do the
same job for a lot less. His high pay — and
the consequent high costs for cars to
consumers — is the fault of General
Motors, the United Auto Workers, and a
government which insists on protecting
such foolishness.
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Khomeini’s new challenge

On the surface, the whirlwind of
dramatic events in Iran has ended
triumphantly for the ayatollah Khomeini;
the Bakhtiar government appointed by the
Shah was overthrown, the Bazargan
government appointed by the ayatollah
was installed, the pro - Shah army was
beheaded. and the ayatollah’s dreamt - up
Ispamic Republic has begun to take a
definite shape in the midst of cheering
crowds and incoming recognitions by other
nations.

Beneath the surface of his triumph,
however, there is a challenge in the
making, compared to which his toppling of
Bakhtiar's government may seem a trifle

The swiftness and completeness of
Khomeini's victory over Bakhtiar made
one columnist compare it to the victory of
Lenin over the provisional government of
Kerensky in the wake of the fall of the
Russian monarchy. But in fact Khomeini's
present situation is more analagous to that
of Mujibur Rakhman, who had presided
over the birth of the Bangladesh nation in
1971 only to be overthrown and murdered
in 1975. More to the point, it is analagous to
the case of President Muhammad Daoud, a
devout Muslim, who overthrew the King of
Afghanistan and installed a republic in 1973
only to be overthrown and murdered in 1978
by the Khulg Communists who now control
the country, at the doorsteps to Iran.

By toppling the government of Bakhtiar,
who was a long - time opponent of the Shah
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and has a considerable following,
Khomeini may have alienated from
himself moderate and conservative
Muslims who had until then sympathized
with his movement. What is worse, the
breakdown of social order which followed
the overthrow.-led-to-the emergence and
strengthening of some new forces which
will inevitably challenge the Islamic
Republic.

Like a magician in the Muslim legend,
Khomeini may have released from the
broken jar of the monarchy evil forces
which are now beyond his control and
which may destroy him. Who are these
genii? )

They are those who attacked the
American embassy in spite of his orders to
cease and desist; who caused the
exceptionally bloody fighting in the
northwester® region of Tabriz; who
ignored his appeals o return the v. eapons
looted from the armories; who rendered
him incapable of protecting foreign
nationals, especially American petroleum
engineers, and thus forced their departure
from Iran.

They are the Moscow - line Tudeh
Communists, who turned out to be much
stronger than our press had been willing to
admit: the Marxist - Leninist Fedayeen

‘whom we saw on television riding a

captured tank, brandishing their weapons,
and displaying the red star and the
hammer - 'ind sickle; and the 8,000 men -
strong *‘Saihkal Marxist Group,”" thus
named after a village at the Caspian Sea
which the Communists had captured
fourteen years ago. They are women, and
perhaps some men, who wear the black
chador not out of Muslim piety but to hide
under them machine guns and Molotov
cocktails. In short, they are the leftists and

atheists who si outran the mullahs in
arming the s :
The concurrent murder of Adolph Dubs,

our ambassador to Afghanistan, was only
one of many reminders that the events in
Iran cannot be understood, much less

controlled, in-isolation from those in

neighboring countries and without taking
stock of Soviet pelietration of the area. Not
that the Soviets were directly responsible
for Dubs’ murder. But it oceurred in their
client state and they did little to save his
life, as our State Department protest duly
noted.

Ironically, the ambagsador was
murdered by the Shiite Muslim terrorists
who are fighting for survival under
Afghanistan’s Marxist regime. The irony
here is in the question which Khomeini
must now face: Can an Islamic Republic
succeed in Iran when it so miserably failed
to take root in Afghanistan? Although the
majority of Afghanis are not Shiite but
Sunni Muslims, the ayatollah can hardly
proceed with his Islamic Republic in Iran
without expressing a concern for the fate of
his Muslim brethren next door.

As Robert Moss of the Institute for the
Study of Conflict (London) pointed out, of
the nearly half a million Afghani citizens
living illegally in Iran, many engage in
subversion on behalf of the Soviets. He also
found evidence of the KGB penetration of
Iran’s army and intelligence and cited the
subversion by Iranians trained in Cuba.

The Soviets are also favored by the
advantage of a long border with Iran.
Moreover, the ethnic composition of the
border area is such that huge chunks of
Iran may be viewed as a natural extension
of the Soviet “‘republics” of Armenia,
Aserbaidzhan and Turkmenistan. The
language spoken in another Soviet

Let’s stop pretending

Following the collapse of Iran, President
Carter played down the talk about an
impending energy crisis.

He noted that the net shortfall of
petroleum supplies caused by the loss of
Iranian production amounts to about half -
a - million barrels a day as far as the

United States is concerned — or only about
2.5 percent of our consumption.

This could easily be met, he said, if we
did what we were asked to do back in 1974
— reduce our driving, honor the 55 mph
limit, form car pools or switch to public
transportation, turn down our thermostats.

It was a call for a renewed conservation

Soviets clear intentions

All the people of the free world owe a debt
to the Soviet Union for the frankness with
which it has revealed its ambition to see
Iran taken into the Communist bloc.

In a speech (reported in Pravda), Boris
Ponomarev, one of the Kremlin's most
important strategists, expressed
satisfaction with the path taken by Russia's
oil - rich southern neighbor.

He suid that Vietnum, Laos, Cambodia,
Ethiopia, Angola, Mozambique and
Afghanistan had all *‘embarked on the road
to socialism,”” by which he meant
communism, and added:

‘“The government of (Shahpour)
Bakhtiar has fallen in Iran. The army took
the side of the people. The revolution is
winning."

When Ponomarev or other Politburo
members talk favorably about ‘“the
revolution,” they mean a process (o bring
to power a Soviet - style Communist Party .
He has been very clear, even indiscreet.

Iranians, who have just thrown off one
tyranny, have been forewarned.

If there was any doubt about the leftist

danger to an Iran still in chaos, it was
dispelled by the armed seizure of the
American Embassy in Teheran by
Communist guerrillas. Fortunately they
were expelled by forces loyal to Ayatollah
Khomeini before many lives were lost.

The purpose of the well - planned attack
on the embassy was (o provoke a
confrontation between the United States
and the ayatollah’s new Islamic regime.
The guerrillas hoped for an overreaction by
this country, which would poison relations
and cause Teheran to look to Moscow for
aid and friendship.

In time it is possible that the f ew Iranian
leaders will set aside anti - Americanism
(engendered by our support of the shah),
and see that the two countries have
interests in common.

Washington should lose no chance to
reiterate that it respects the choice the
Iranian people have made and has no
designs on the country.

That could prove a winning contrast to
Russia’s historic goal.

Unemployment rates often misleading

The federal government each year hands
out more than $17 billion (o state and local
governments on the basis of unemployment
rates in their areas. But statistics on these
rates are, at best, educated guesses and, at
worst — in one expert's estimation —
“‘almost useless."

This is the report of Sheldon Engelmayer
and Robert J. Wagman, correspondents for
the National Association of Manufacturers
publication Enterprise.

Some students of the problem say the
jobless numbers are too low, citing
“u " in inner cily areas and
the inclusion of part - time and occasional
workers in the employed category. Others
say the numbers are far too high.
Engelmayer and Wagman give an
example:

“Bill is relaxing on a bench in Waikiki.
He is tired. For the last year and a half, he
has worked day and night for a major
defense contractor putting together a bid
for a new missile system. Now his job is

done, the bid has been accepted and Bill
has earned his $75,000 and his rest. Next
month he starts a new job with another
contractor. Bill is unemployed, the
government says. Lying next to Bill is Jim,
a foreman who for the last 11 months has
averaged almost 20 hours a week overtime:
He can relax on the beach because he has
been laid off for three weeks while the
company retools its assembly line. Jim,
too, is unemployed."

At the worst, if the other major oil
exporters stop taking up much of the slack
left by Iran and if the United States is
called upon to share its oil with the
countries it is aligned with in the
International Energy Agency, that
shortfall the president spoke of could
quickly be doubled.

To call the developing energy situation a
crisis may be overstating the case. But to
pretend that we will be able to go along as
we have been is the purest wishful thinking.

In their own interests, Americans should
anticipate the worst and begin, or
reinforce, personal conservation practices.

If we don’t do it voluntarily as individuals
now, this will only increase the likelihood
that we will do it involuntarily as a nation
later — and much more strenuously.

That direction must be towards a
reconciliation not only with all the
-moderate and conservative Muslims whom
he had needlessly antagonized by the
overthrow of Bakhtiar but also with the
United States and its allies. To succeed in

. amount of statecraft and resolve.

needed
on 1ssues

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — A
sjowdown in the nation's
economic growth is probable
through the rest of the century
and requires a truce among
special interest groups, says
President Carter's special
representative for trade
negotiations.

Robert S. Strauss said,
““Slower growth rates will
present us with new and
difficult economic and social

issues requiring us all to pull
Logether.

“We need cooperation, not
confrontation, and
involvernent, not isolation. ...
It is essential that we move
toward national consensus on
the key economic issues of our
times."”

Strauss, participating
Thursday in a University of
Texas symposium on business
and government partnership,
said social tensions in the past

were often smoothed over by a
rapidly expanding economy.

“When the pie keeps
growing, everybody can get a
bigger slice," he said.

A possible way to strengthen
the nation's position in the
international market might be
to follow the example of
Japanese and Korean trading
companies, Strauss said.

The Japanese steel and
shipbuilding industries soared
to world prominence after

World War II because of
‘‘carefully planned
investment and export
promotion strategies,” he
said.

Similar methods were first
applied to the Japanese
computer industry in 1972 and
the aircraft industry is next,
Strauss said.

Strauss said small and
medium-sized American
companies hesitate to enter
the international market but

suggesied that joint
operations  might help them
weather its unpredictable
natyre.

*“This will require a careful
re-examination of our
antitrust laws and a balancing
of competing national
priorities. Maybe we should,
maybe we shouldn't. But it is

« the type of question we need to

be asking." Strauss faid
Investment banker Felix G
Rohatyn, keynote speaker at

the two-day conference at the
Lyndon B. Johnson School of
Public Affairs, also predicted
a harsher future.

““With many of our
governmental institutions
paralyzed or inept, with

.overregulation and

bureaucracy stifling the basic
entrepeneurial drive of
business, austerity is where
we are headed if we are lucky,
much worse if we are not,” he
said.

Rohatyn, a partner in
Lazard Freres and Co., was
the first chairman of the
Municipal Assistance Corp.
for the City of New York that
was formed to head off the
city's bankruptcy in 1975. He
now is a special adviser on
economic affairs to New York
Gov. Hugh Carey.

Improved appraisals sought

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — The House Ways and
Means Committee voted Thursday to punish
school districts that undervalue taxable property
and reward those with accurate, up-to-date
valuations.

It said state reimbursement for revenue losses
caused by the 1978 Tax Relief Amendment should
work as a lever for better appraisals.

The committee expects to take a final vote
Monday on a bill (HB1060) implementing the
amendment. Speaker Bill Clayton wants House
floor action on March 12. )

Under the proposal approved by the commfiitee
Thursday, the state would reimburse a district
dollar-for-dollar in 1980.

After that, a district could receive as little as 90
cents on the dollar if jts appraisals stray from

market value by more than the state average.

But districts whose appraisals are as good as
the statewide average would receive more
dollars than they lost.

“We are not cutting anybody out. ... This will
make them all get out and do a good job and
actually lower taxes because they will
reappraise,” said committee member Wayne
Peveto, D-Orange

Clayton favors straight dollar-for-dollar
reimbursement for the next two years.

But committee Chairman Bob Davis, R-Irving,
says federal courts held that approach
unconstitutional in Louisiana because it
rewarded districts for under-appraising real
estate.

Art courses coming to area

Man sticks to story

HOUSTON (AP) — A defense
attorney did everything he
could, including stretching out
on the floor, to shake the
testimony of the key
government witness in the trial
of four men charged in
connection 'with the shooting
death of Randall Alan Webster.

But John T. Olin stuck to his

story Thursday and appeared
uncertain only in minor details

of his description of the incident
in which the 17-year-old

Shreveport, La., youth was
killed Feb. 8, 1977, at the end of a
high-speed police chase in

southeast Houston.

Olin was fired from the
Houston Police Department in
the aftermath of the Webster

incident along with Danny H.

Wayne Holloway.

Mays, Dillon and Holloway
are charged along with current
police officer Robert
Bloodworth with violating
Webster's civil rights,
conspiracy and perjury.

Olin told the federal court jury
that he lied about Webster's
shooting because Mays might be
prosecuted for the shooting.

“l was concerned because
Mays had struck the boy and in
50 doing the gundischarged,’" he
said. ““He was a fellow police
officer and he might possibly be
prosecuted for what he had
done.” ;

Olin told about a
“‘throw-down'’ gun being placed
beside Webster's body to make
it appear the youth was armed.

Efforts made to revive Mideast talks

WASHINGTON (AP) — President Carter and Menachem Begin,
publicly ignoring the Israeli prime minister's tough arrival
statement, are casting their efforts at reviving stalled Mideast peace
talks in a hopeful light. .

After meeting alone for nearly two hours Tyursday night, Carter
and Begin planned morning and afternoon sessions today in the
crucial talks which could lead to a new Camp David summit. They
also agreed to a festive evening dinner with their wives at the start of
the Jewish Sabbath.

Secretary of State Cyrus R. Vance also arranged a luncheon
meeting with the prime minister at the State Department.

The encouraging tone was in sharp contrast to the blunt thrust of
Begin's vow, voiced upon arrival at Andrews Air Force Base, Md.,
that his government “‘cannot be pressed into signing a sham
document with Egypt.

Mincing no words, Begin said, *‘We are asked to sign documents
which are in contradiction of the Camp David peace agreements
(reached last September) and enabling our southern neighbor
(Egypt) at any moment to declare the treaty null and void and to
make war against Israel.”

Later, though, declaring himself encouraged by his initial
discussion with Carter at the White House, Begin told reporters,
‘“There was not even one difficult moment."

As he entered Blair House, the official guest residence across
Pennsylvania Avenue, Begin added, I think it was one of the most
important and constructive talks I ever had with the president.”

Before their discussions in the White House Oval Office, Carter and
Begin stood shoulder to shoulder and talked with muted optimism
about the task before them.

“‘There may be ups and downs, "’ Begin told reporters, ‘‘but when it
comes to a time of crisis, we make another intellectual effort and we
overcome the difficulties. Hopefully, this will be the case also during
my several days in Washington." There has been no indication when
the talks will conclude.

Although Carter acknowledged ‘‘we still have some way to go,” he
declared: '‘We're determined to succeed. We’ll be tenacious in our
efforts...hopefully leading to the conclusion of a comprehensive
peace in the Middle East.”

Before Begin's arrival, diplomatic sources made it clear the
United States backs Egypt on issues blocking completion of a treaty

Sherman is not new to the
Canadian area. He was raised
only a short distance away in
Phillips, and he served as a
Texas senator for the 3ist
District for six.years

Sherman spoke about the role
education has played in the
development of democracy in
the United States, and the role
WTSU has played in the
development of the Texas
Panhandle and the surrounding
area.

The development of
democracy in the United States
was brought about largely
because of the greal emphasis
placed on education in the early
colonies, Sherman said.

Texas legislators were
concerned for the education of
West Texas people, so WTSU
was started as a teacher's
college, Sherman said.

‘“Educaton is the liberation of
the human spirit and its
potential. Teachers take on this
commitment daily in the
classroom and the cause is
advanced daily,” Sherman said.

Sherman said that drawing
from the raw resources found in
the youth of the Panhandle,
WTSU could provide the caliber
of men and women that is
needed to make the difficult
decisions that lay before our
nation today. Sherman then
urged strong support for WTSU
so the school could continue to
provide the best education
possible for the student.

*‘Learning should be a lifelong
process,” Sherman said. ‘“The
willingness to learn should not
end with graduation from
college, but instead should begin
there."

Egyptian demands, have said they will not be pressured by the
United States.

DEAR DR. LAMB — 1
don’t believe there is such a
thing as milk allergy. It's all
caused by the plastic it’s in.
You know that milk is a
universal antidote, so it
keeps busy absorbing the
poisons out of the containers
until it’s used and you have a
bad reaction.

,DEAR READER — I'm
not going to defend all the
types of packaging present
in commercial food market-
ing, but I can assure you
people have trouble with
milk because of the milk
itself, not because of its
container.

There are basically two
problems that can occur.
The first is a true milk
allergy which is noted pri-
marily in infants, because
their digestive system
hasn’t matured Yroperly and
some of the milk protein is
absorbed directly into the
bloodstream. The allergy, in
this case, is to milk protein.

The other, and larger,
problem is lactose intoler-
ance which is not an allergy-:
It is the problem one sees in

adults. It's very well
defined. Lactose is a sugar
and you can dissolve pure
lactose sugar in water, and
people who drink this have
difficulties. So, the problem
¢an be created irrespective
of the container, just with
milk sugar.

It is a national disgrace to
have hungry children while we
are the most dynamic and
productive growers of food in
the world! There are happily,
five major federal food
programs that attempt to
provide for the nutritional needs
of persons. These include
programs to provide food for
expectant mothers, and
breakfast lunch for s¢hool age
children. Given the scope of
these and other programs it is
unbelievable that malnutrition
should still exist, yet it does'

blame for failure with others
who we do not know. Especially
