CAIRO. Egypt (AP) — President Carter is taking his Mideast 

peace pilgnmage aboard the oldest train in Africa for rolling talks 
with Egypt's Anwar Sadat on a see-and-be-seen trip among the 
masses who farm the verdant delta of the Nile 

Carter and the Egyptian president, said by U S officials to be 
unhappy with American proposals for a treaty with Israel, arranged 
to board an open car today on the special ceremonial train for the 
journey through blooming cotton and cheering throngs 

There were reports Carter was making the trip over objections 
from the Secret Service, who feared the whistle-stop trip through 
open country, villages and towns was an invitation to trouble in a 
Middle East scarred with violence 

The two leaders are taking their negotiations to ancient 
Alexandria, on the Mediterranean shore, where the American 
president and his wife, Rosalynn, will spend the night at Ras El Tin, 
the oldest palace in Egypt

They will return to Cairo by helicopter Saturday for a final working 
lunch before Carter flies to Jerusalem for at least three days of 
trea ty  talks with Prime Minister Menachem Begin Carter 
tentatively is scheduled to return home Monday

But White House press secretary Jody Powell has told reporters 
the president will not leave the Middle East as long as a pMssibility 
remains that he can help forge a permanent settlement "We ll stay 
as long as we have to ' Powell said 

Carter's negotiations with Sadat looked a lot like a replay of h^ lug 
of war with Begin last week in Washington — with no guarantee of an 
ending as happy as the finale oo the Begin talks.

After five days of tough negotiating. Begin left Washmgton with 
new U S proposals for a treaty between Israel and Egypt. The 
Israeli cabinet okayed t ie proposals Monday, and Begin said if 
Egypt accepted the proposals a treaty could be signed in a few 
weeks

But when Carter arrived in Cairo Thursday he ran headlong into 
Egyptian counter proposals Terms were not disclosed But one 
American official said 2'^ hours of talks between Carter and Sadat 
focused' almost entirely upon the unresolved issues "

"You can assume the Egyptians are not very happy" about the 
U S suggestions for the treaty, said a top White House official who 
asked not to be identified

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Amin says Tanzanians retreating
NAIROBI, Kenya (AP) — Ugandan President 

Idi Amin said t ^ y  that Tanzanian invaders 
were retreating and that his forces had 
"captured intact long-range artillery and other 

military hardware "
Amin was quoted over Radio Uganda as saying 

that "reports from the battlefield since last night 
were encouraging—the enemy is retreating "

Amin said the morale of his forces was fine He 
asked Ugandans to carry on with normal duties 
'There is nothing to fear," he was quoted as 

saying
Police officials at Mpigi, the town 25 miles 

southwest of Kampala that previous Uganda 
Radio broadcasts described as the (i^nt line of

the conflict, answered telephones as usual but 
declined to give any informatitn about the war 

However. Spokesmen in Nairobi for Ugandan 
exile forces fighting alongside Ta zanian 
regulars said it appeared that Amin's promised 
counter-attack had begun The spokesmen said 
they had expected the push to start during the 
night

Uganda Radio said Thursday that the invaders 
were heading toward Mpigi Diplomatic sources 
in Kampala said the invaders on Tuesday 
resumed their northern drive past Lukaya, 
miles south of Mpigi. and had met no resistance 
from government troops 

The sources said there was no alarm in the

capital but Amin signaled concern by urging his 
officers "to be the last to leave a military 
objective and to fight until the last man 

Libyan tanks, fighter planes, heavy artiller> 
and infantry weapons were reported streaming 
into Kampala, but sources said none has been 
used so far against the Tanzanians or the 
anti-Amin exiles allied with them 

Since Uganda invaded Tanzania four months 
ago. Tanzania claims to have destroyed a major 
part of Amin's fleet of warplanes and while the 
condition of his 20.000-man army was niM known, 
about one-third were believed refusing to fight 

Diplomats and observers said the invaders 
include about 3.000 exile fighters and perhaps

4.000 Tanzanians Amin is believed to haye about 
the same number ready to defend Kampala if the 
invaders reach that far

"The next week or so should show whether the 
military balance has shifted in favor of 
U ga nda.' one foreign observer said

.Most believe Tanzanian President Julius K 
Nyerere is more interested in keeping pressure 
on Amin to force his regime to fall from within, 
rather than sweeping through Kampala

But diplomats said if the invaders are heading 
for Kampala and a final assault, their heavy 
guns will reach it within several days

Economists watching unemployment
WASHINGTON (AP) — The nation's unemployment rate fell to5.7 

percent in February, the lowest in 44 years since the 1974-1975 
recession, the government said today 

The jobless rate was 5 8 percent in January 
The February jobs report by the Labor Department gave no 

indication that President Carter's economic slowdown policies have 
yet begun to push people out of work However, the department 
reported a rise in unemployment among blacks and other minority 
members, especially black teen-agers 

These are the groups that usually suffer first when the economy 
begins te falter

But job losses among minority groups were more than offset by 
gains for white workers, whose unemployment rates fell to 4 9 
percent from 5 percent in January 

The overall unemployment rate of 5 7 percent last month was the

lowest since August 1974 when unemployment was 5 4 percent of the 
labor force

The department said total employment increased in February by 
345.000 jobs to a total of % 6 million The number of people without 
jobs remained the same at 5 9 million 

The Carter administration reluctantly concluded some time ago 
that it would have to postpone efforts to further reduce 
unemployment and even allow for some increase in 1979 to combat 
the nation's worsening inflation rate 

The Labor Department added new evidence of continuing inflation 
Thursday when it reported that wholesale prices rose 1 percent in 
February, with higher food prices again leading the way 

The news prompted the administration to announce a crackdown 
on businesses violating the price guidelines of the government's 
anti-inflation program

Alfred Kahn. Carter s chief inflation adviser, said the Council on 
Wage and Price Stability plans to publicly report the names of 
several businesses that have violated the price guidelines, although 
the businesses will have 10 days advance notice in which to first try to 
defend their actions

He also said the council will step up its price-monitoring functions 
and extend them to smaller businesses in some industries where 
price increases have been most severe

Price developments in recent months have made it apparent that 
many medium-and smaller-sized firms are not complying with the 
price standard. Kahn said

The administration said that in the 12-month period ending in 
February wholesale prices increased 10 percent A 3 3 percertt 
Februarj increase in the prices of unprocessed crude goods pointed 
to a possible worsening of inflation m months to come

Vietnam disputes claim
BANGKOK. Thailand (AP) — Vietnam, disputing China s claim 

that it was withdrawing troops from Vletnam. said today the Chinese 
invaders were "worse than the French and Americans" who fought 
in Vietnam

China said the Vietnamese were shelling and harassing its forces 
as they withdrew from northern Vietnam 

Hanoi Radio, which earlier this week confirmed the Chinese 
withdrawal, said in a broadcast monitored here said that China was 
planning to "rotate" its troops rather than withdraw them Hanoi 
demanded an 'immediate, complete and unconditional pull-out 

The Hanoi broadcast reiterated Vietnam s accusation of Chinese 
war crimes, saying Peking's soldiers were burning homes, 
destroying communication lines and stealing everything in sight 
“even women's uniSerwear ”  Hanoi promised to crush the Chinese if 
they were using a purported "w’*hdrawal as a smokescreen " 

Analysts admitted it was difficult to say which side was 
responsible for eruptions of combat 

The latest battle report from Hanoi said Chinese artillery lobbed 
about 1.000 rounds against Lang Son and the surrounding area 
Thursday Some of the heaviest fighting in the three-week-old 
frontier war has been around Lang Son. a provincial capital 80 miles 
northeast of Hanoi

Peking s official Xinhua iHsinhua» news agency said the 
Vietnamese shelled the Chinese as they withdrew toward the Dong 
Dang area northwest of Lang Son on Tuesday, and similar ha 
assing incidents occurred Wednesday and Thursday in other 
front-line areas

But Xinhua said after the first withdrawing units crossed the 
b( der. jubilant crowds in the Chinese city of Pinxiang (Pm Hsiang) 
cheered the truckloads of troops set off firecrackers and beat 
welcoming gongs and drums

The official Vietnam News Agency claimed heavy fighting 
continued Thursday around Lang Son. the chief city in the northeast 
frontier area which is on the traditional Chinese invasion route into 
Vietnam It claimed more than 300 Chinese were killed.

The Chinese were shelling Lang Son "around-the-clock." the 
report continued, and blowing up factories and civilian houses in the 
area It said the withdrawal Peking announced Monday was 
proceeding very slowly and in very small numbers

Radio Hanoi said today that despite China s "partial withdrawal." 
the nation must go ahead with the general mobilization ordered early 
this week and "take up positions to be ready for the Chinese troofM 
when they come back "

TEHRAN. Iran (AP) — Iranian Prime 
Minister Mehdi Bazargan resigned from 
the country’s provisional government 
today, but his resignation was turned down 
by the Ayatollah Ruhollah Khomeini, a 
source close to the prime minister 
reported. «

Bazargan. 70. reportedly submitted his 
resignation in the holy city of ()om, 100 
miles south of Tehran, during the second 
special meeting with the religious and 
political leader in 24 hours

The ayatollah, who masterminded the 
overthrow of the shah and appointed 
Bazargan  to lead a new civilian 
government, reportedly gave Batugan  
aasurances of his continued support

He was quoted as saying orders would be 
issued that would bolster government 
author i ty  and curb the powers of 
Khomeini-appointed r evol u t i om ry  
commit tees ,  which run a parallel 
government to that of the prime minister

Bazargan told the holy man Thursday he 
c o u l d  not  r e m a i n  in off ice if 
"provocations" against his government 
continued.

The prime minister threatened to quit a 
week ago because the revolutionary 
c o m m i t t e e s  and th e ir  I s la m ic  
revolutionary courts — a parallel 
governm ent to his own — were  
undermining his attempts to establish his 
government's authority

"If this goes on,’ ne said then, "we will 
have no alternative but to resign *’

On Wednesday, Khomeini attacked 
s u g g e s t i o n s  f ro m  the  Bazargan 
government that the people should have the 
opportunity of establishing a Western-style 
democracy if they wished instead of the 
theocratic Islamic republic envisioned by 
the ayatollah

"You are wcsdt. sir." Khomeini said, 
addressing himself to Bazargan "You are 
weak. and as long as you are weak you are 
under the mfluence of the strong ones *' 

Bazargan has been especially critical of 
the wholesale arresu. secret trials and 
executions carried out by the revolullonary 
committees without any reference to the 
provisional government

One of the favorite political tactics of 
Communist nations is to imply that the 
"people ' of the Western democracies are 
more sympathetic towards Qimmunist 
goals than are the Western governments 
This is intended to emphasize the 
egalitarian professions of communism 
while at the same time implying that, in 
capitalist sdcieties governments have a 
weak popular base

It is gratifying when something comes 
along to upset so patently false a doctrine 
Something of that sort did come along last 
week when more than 2.400 American 
scientists pledged to stop cooperating with 
Soviet scientists until the Russians release 
physicist Yuri Orlov and mathematician 
Anatoly Shcharansky from jail Hk  two 
were jailed for demanding that the Soviet 
Union live up the the human rights 
provisions of the Helsinki agreement on 
European security

The American group, which calls itself 
"scientists for Orlov and Shcharansky " or 
S O S. will not be taken lightly by the Soviet 
Union There are 13 Nobel Prize winners in 
the group and. overall, it includes an 
important cross section of the American 
scientific community There are 113 
members of the National Academy of 
Sciences and leaders or former leaders of 
M major scientific societies represented

The earth feeds some four billion people, 

but many of them not very well. Poverty is 
man's greatest enemy.

One in 20 (rf the earth's people lives in the 
United States and lives high on the hog. We 
are the lucky ones and the many poor look 
at us with envy.

(Consider the Mexicans who recenllv 
entertained our president, lliere are about
60 million of them. About half do not wear 
shoes. 1. too, used to go barefoot but not 
because I had to.

Mexico has a cozy climate and miles of 
beaches, a tourist heaven. Those who like it 
cooler can go up in the mountains. Why is 
Mexico's climate so little exploited as a 
natural resource?

Many, probably toe many, of the 
Mexicans live off the land. 'Ihey grow 
cotton, wheat, sugar cane, sisal, buy yields 
are low. the climate being arid, the 
methods primitive.

Unoer tne ground, Mexico has wealth - 
silver more plentiful than in any other 
country, co p ^ , iron, other minerals and 
quantities of petroleum and natural gas. 
recently discovered But much of it is still 
untouched. .  -  ~ ^  ..

And that is just the point. Most if not all 
the so - called "less - developed countries" - 
Third World is another term in vogue - 
abound in natural resources, but their 
people stagnate in poverty. '■

Mexico and most of Central and South

America were settled by Europeans long 
before the United Stales. At thRt time Spain 
was richer than England, especially after 
the Spaniards took U ploads of gold out of< 
Peru Latin America had the capital, the 
labor and the land, but 4(X) y«U3 have 
passed and it is poor, while Anglo - 
America is rich.

There's no use bemoaning history. It 
cannot be changed. But what of the future? 
Surely the p e o ^  of the poorer countries 
will awaken to their opportunity to put their 
resources to work and raise themselves to 
h i g ^  levels of living.

P.T. Bauer, British economist, pointsout 
that it should be easier for the undeveloped 
areas of today to develop than it was for the 
U S. and (Canada because we have explored 
the way and proven how it can be done.

Unfortunately, they lack it. Most of the 

underdeveloped countries are infected with 
the virulent notion that you can best 
organize society by force rather than by 
volit ion.

Tanzania herding 
millions into collectivized villages is 
another.

One w onders why the extensive 
resources of Mexico have not been fully 
exploited. Can it be because Mexico has 
never known real freedom? It has a one • 
party govapment today. Government • 
owned corporations and agencies operate 
key industries throughout Latin America. 
A government m o n ^ y ,  Pemex, runs the 
oil industry in Mexico. This suggests why 
this precious resource of the Mexicans is 
still mostly underground, despite the 
fabulous demand for petroleum products in 
nearby United States.'

But we should not blame the Mexicans 
alone. Our own country cradle of freedom, 
re s tr ic ts  freedom of trade and of 
migration.

The History makers

Whoever holds that events, not men. 
make history is not reckoning with the likes 
of Teng Hsiao-ping.

Although nominally only a deputy 
premier, the man who holds and is so 
vigorously wielding the real power in 
Peking these days is visibly reshaping the 
history not only of his owm country but that 
of the world at large

The cascading developments that have 
marked (China's emergence as an active 
participant in that world during the past 
year have been, so far as observers outside 
can determine, largely his doing ITiey 
have now brought (^ina and the United 
States to resumption of full diplomatic 
relations.

It may be argued that this normalization 
of contact is a development whose time has 
not only come but is past due by several 
years And it may be. as Washington 
reports have it. that the timing was tailored 
to  th e  C a r t e r  a d m i n i s t r a t i o n ' s  
convenience

But it is questionable that this final, 
longest step in rapprochement since 
Richard Nixon's 1972 initiative could have 
been taken without the decisiveness of a 
Teng willing to agree to disagree on 
Taiwan - in effect, to ignore the single 
major difference that in both Peking and

Washington had long been viewed as 
irreconcilable.

Having taken China so far in such a short 
time. Teng looms over the world scene at 
the beginning of the new year like an aged 
Alexander ready for new conquests Like 
the original, he has been a man in a hurry - 
and for his own very good reasons

Teng is 74. He h ^  waited a long time to 
be in a position to put his pragmatism to 
work in taming a revolution for so long 
dominated by ideological wish fulfillment 
He may not have too much longer to see 
huge, backward (2hina firmly committed to 
remaking itself into the m o^rn  industrial 
state he foresees by the end of the century

Which raises a question for the rest of the 
world in trying to foresee its relationship 
with a China in such a dramatic state of 
transformation. Shall this, too, soon pass^

History is filled with examples of 
revolutions that have reversed themselves, 
often repeatedly. People's China itself 
already has been a short distance down the 
present road, in 1957 when Mao Tse - tung 
briefly encouraged the blossoming of all 
those flowers, diina's neighbor and rival, 
the Soviet Union, in its own lengthening 
experience with socialism in practice has 
repeatedly turned to and withdrawn from 
the developed nations from which flow so

many technological benefits but also 
ideological contamination.

Teng. again so far as the outside world 
can deterinine, seems to be firmly in 
control of events for the present. And he 
has clearly touched a responsive chord in 
the Chinese public, at least the articulate 
portion of it. The younger generation 
appears ready for realism and tu r r ^  off 
by the radicalism it experienced i n f o ' s  
Cultural Revolution, all that sound and fury 
which ended up signifying nothing for 
China's practical development.

But very little is known about China's 
next generation of leadership, the ranks 
behind the below Teng. He and Hua Kuo - 
feng, the nominal head of state and party, 
may see eye to eye as they profess. Or they 
may not. With time on his side as Teng's 
junior by two decades Hua could be quietly 
biding his time.

Opposition there must be. Otherwise, 
why continue the propaganda campaign 
against an already discredited "Gang of 
Four?" Obviously, somewhere there are 
still those in positions of some influence 
who r e s i s t  T e n g ' s  changing of 
revolutionary course.

Gray County Quid Welfare Board member Rev. Joe Turner told an 

audience "do your duty as citizens and report any cases of child 
abuse or neglect" in a program designed to increase community 
awareness of the problem Thursday night at the Lovett Memorial 
Library.

The program, called "In the Best Interests of the Child." was 
hosted by the county welfare board, newly formed in May 1978, and 
local caseworkers for the Texfis Department of Human Resources.

According to figures presented at tee program. DHR handled 214 
cases of reported child abuse or neglect in 1978. including 137 in the 
second half of the year.

Turner said cases reported in the fall were three times as high as 
the normal rate, possibly due to media exposure of the problem.

Under state law, it is a misdemeanor to fail to report catost^eMfL—

Of the 214 cases investigated 78 were reported to be valiated 
„ j n s t a j ^  of child abuse. _  ^

Joyce SiumeCk. a  c a s e ^ lc o ',  dcs^ibed (he dspartroMET” 
alternatives in dealing with parenu of abused children. Every effort. 
Shimeck said, was made to work with the family so that the children 
could remain in the home. Shimeck said efforts were made to provide 
families with outside counseling services if neccesary.

A passible second approach is the department applying to the court 
for protective custody of the child The child would then be 
temporarily placed in a foster home.

About 20 families in Gray County are currently serving as foster 
parents, but the caseworker said the department could “always use 
more". The county currently has no “emergency" foster parents-- 
those who have formally agree to take a child at any time- but 
Shimeck said the regular foster jjarents had responded well in 
emergency situations.

The caseworker said that during protective custody, the goal was 
to return the children to their natural parents “if at all possible " 
Contracts are sometimes made with parents whose children have 
been temporarily removed from their custody, specifying what 
needs of the child are to be met before his return to the home.

She estimated that more than half of the children taken into 
protective custody are retuned to their natural parents.

Shemick said the final alternative was a legal nnotion to terminate 
parental rights to the custody of the child.

Shemick emphasized the need to report susected cases of child 
abuse, saying strict confidentiality was maintained by law in the 
department.

"You can remain anonymous when you call us about a susected 
-  caie ," she said.-“̂ t  we like to have your name if we can so that we 

can ask for more information if we need it."
In a short address. County Attorney David Martindale described 

his role in prosecuting abuse and neglect cases. Martindale said he 
was a “buffer zone" brtween caseworkers, parents, and the court.

“Not too many years ago child abuse was a hushed subject.” 
Martindale said. “I^w  we re able to open up and talk about it."

The county attorney said the hardest part of his job was 
“maintaining my objectivity in certain severe cases."

At the beginning of the program the audience was given a grim 
view of the physical reality of child abuse through an ABC TV film 
"Children in Peril".

Welfare board chairman Bob Carmichael said the board hopes to 
be able to present a shorter version of the program to local civic 
clubs.
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Faculty members 
oppose selection
AUSTIN, Texas (AP) —Joe Bishop joins the University System 

of South Texas board of directors knowing that one-third of the 
faculty members at one system school opposed his appointment.

Despite the 77 signatures against Bishop from professors at 
Texas AAI University, the Senate Thursday confirmed the Fort 
Worth resident’s appointment. 24-4.

Sen. Carlos Truan, D-Corpus Christi, said faculty opposition 
forced him to oppose Bishop.

“ I will not deny the fact that he did a lot of good for the alunuii 
association in organizing chapters and in lobbying for the 
univers i ty ,"  said Truan, whose district includes the 
Kingsvilleccampus.

When Bishop. 38. stepped down in 1975 as director of the Texas 
A&l alumni association. Truan said the organization was $12.000 
more in debt than realized.

“No one says he absconded, stole or misplaced the funds.” 
Truan said. The debt just represented mismanagement, he added.

The senator said his opposition was not based on racial or ethnic 
motives, as some might have thought.

“ If confirmed. I think he will do the job,” he said.
In addition to the alumni groi^. Bishop lobbied for Texas A&I at 

the Legislature and later was vice chancellor.
Sen. A.R. “Babe" Schwartz. D-Galveston. said those positions 

probably created uneasiness with the faculty.
“He might well be a better regent at some other university, but 

not at tnis one given the situation," Schwartz said
Sen. Carl Parker, D-Port Arthur, criticized Truan's reasons for 

opposing Bishop.
“Universities don't belong to senators in whose district they 

reside Neither do they belong to the faculties or the students.” 
said Parker.

“That would be a terrible thing to turn the universities over to 
students and faculties." he continued. "They did that in France 
and it resulted in the darkrat hour of education in France."

Parker said testinwny against Bishop during a nominations 
hearing smacked of McCtulhyism.

“The people who came to testify against him were his political 
opponents on the precinct level when he lived in Kingsville." said 
Parker, adding he considered Bishop a personal friend.

The alumni association was in the r ^  before Bishop took over, 
Parker said.

Joining Truan and Schwartz in opposing Bishop were Sens. Chet 
Brooks. D-Pasadena and Uoyd Doggctt. D-Austin.

Strake takes second blow on ‘slush fund’
AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — Secretary of State 

George Strake, first Republican to hold the job in 
a century, has taken his second blow in a week 
from largely Democratic legislators.

The House voted 'Hiursday to put tight limits 
on a fees bill that one representative said would 
have allowed Strake to accumulate a “slush 
fund"

House members then passed the bill, 115-7, and 
relumed it to the Senate for action on an 
amendment that made it quite different from 
what senators had passed.

The Senate-passed bill, sponsored by

Republican Sen. Ike Harris of Dallas, would have 
allowed Strake to set and Collect a “reasonable 
fee" for expedited Tiling or handling of any 
document. It would have left the money in the 
secretary of state's hands for spending “as 
provided by legislative appropriation.''

But Rep. (Charles Evans, D-Fort Worth, 
offered an amendment putting a $10 ceiling on 
fees and requiring the secretary of state to 
deposit them in the treasury instead of using 
them for his office.

Rep. Ron Coleman, D-EI Paso, said it 
appeared Strake was trying to make himself look

good by cutting his budget on the one hand while 
enabling his office — through the fees—to spend 
even more.

Rep. Ben Grant, D-Marshall, the sponsor, said 
secretaries of state had been charging fees for 
many years, “and this is not going to be new 
money they are getting"

complete change from anything we have ever 
done for a state (rffice," Evans said.

Grant tried to table the amendment, but the 
House refused, 118-15, and the amendment was 
added to the bill.

“This would allow the secretary of state to do 
what no other state official can do, set up a slush 
fund.... The secretary of state is asking for less 
money but also is asking for this slush fund so 
nobody can see what he is doing. ... It is a

Senate action on the amendment is required 
before the bill can go to (jov. Bill Clements — 
who appinted Strake—ftM* signature.

Last week, a Senate committee overrode 
Strake’s jX'otests and approved a resolution that 
would seize nine of his II offices in the Capitol for 
conversion to offices for senators.

While your response was sound, 
you missed a good opportunity to correct a common 
misconception about common-law marriages.

A common-law marriage IS a legal and binding marriage, 
just as valid as a ceremonial marriage with a license!

A couple who live together, cohabit, and have established 
a reputation in their community as man and wife, are, in the 
eyes of the law, LEGALLY married.

Furthermore, common-law marriage cannot be ended by 
one spouse simply moving out. Each party has legal obliga­
tions to  the other, just as husband and wife have in a so- 
called "legal” marriage.

Thus, common-law marriage is much more than just 
‘‘shacking up" or living together, and it should be made plain 
that all couples who decide to live together do not necessari­
ly establish a common-law relationship.

Abby, 20 states still recognize common-law marriage, and 
Ohio is one of them.

NEW YORK (AP) -  In the 
17 years since Felice Schwartz 
founded Catalyst, the organ­
ization’s focus has shifted from 
counseling women re-entering 
the work force to expanding the 
career options of women al­
ready working.

But its goal has reinained 
constant: to see women b  pro­
ductive careers, to the benefit 
of themselves, of their families, 
of industry and of society.

“Our goal has always be«) 
one reqransive to the needs of 
wcHnen, whatever the period,” 
said Ms. Sdiwartz, president of 
the national n o n -p ñ ^  organ­
ization that helps women 
dioose, bunch and advance 
their careers. "The emphasb 
has changed by. virtue of the 
needs of women duinging."

She sb rted  Cablyst in 1962 
with the help of five coUege 
presidents — “TTie only p e o |^  
who tended to be bterested b  
careers of women then were 
coUege presidente abo had edu­
cated them” — and b  its early 
years it concentrated on per­
suading enq>loyers that they 
would get “the cream of 
people” if b ey  would accept 
women as part-bne workers.

“I happened to be b  the 
class of ’45,” said Ms. 
Schwartz, 54, a  graduate of 
Smith College, “the year b  
which the revolting concept of 
togetherness was discovered, 
the idea of going to the suburbs 
and dobg all those terriUe 
b ings we were conditioned to 
do.”

As b is  isobted group of up- 
per-middle-cbss wonten saw 
their children grow up and 
leave, b e y  became frustrated 
and angry, gropbg for some- 
b b g  useful to do, she adds.

“ I’m not going for a minute 
to deprecate b e  experience, of 
r a i s i n g  kids,” says Ms. 
Schwartz, who has three grown 
chikken. “It’s rewarding, but 
not as a life work. I had spent 
eight years w ib  my kids ex-

clusively and had time to think 
about what I wanted to do next.

“My peers were anxious 
about what b e y  would do, 
wanting to work but also to 
keep a foot b  the door at 
home. Catalyst’s concern b  the 

. early years was to see whether 
what they wanted was possilde 
and to try  to help than  get it.”

As women began havbg few­
er children, and returned to 
work when the youngest went 
to nursery school instead of 
after a 20-yetf hbtus, b u s  
lessenbg the re-entp^ proldem, 
the group’s emphasis shifted to 
helping the wdman already 
woriting.

“We started dealing w ib  the 
s o c i a l i z a t i o n  gap,” Ms. 
Schwartz eq>bbed. “Woman 
has been a n u rtu ra , not pro­
grammed to the qualities busi­
ness needs: aggression, con­
cern w ib  b e  looMom line. «

“ It will take three gener­
ations to change: the first gen­
eration, the vanguard, breaking 
through; the second generation, 
they’re beginning to move up 
the corporation bdder hut 
haven’t  had a role model; the 
third generation, daughters of 
c a re a  women. By thoi it will 
be truly accepted that women 
will have careers.”

At the start, the average age 
of womoi helped by Cbtalyst 
was 45, but now it is reaching 
girb as young as 14, usbg film­
strips and publications to make 
even the high-school student 
aware that she can have a  ca­
r e a ,  and to ex|>ose h a  to the 
dioices.

“Because of legisbtive pres­
sure, the careers previously 
most closed to women are most 
open now, since they have the 
greatest deficit to make up,” 
Ms. Schwartz pobte out.

Educational and career coun­
seling, among other services, 
are ofiered by Catalyst’s 2(X) lo­
cal resource centers o v a  the 
country. Its (xiblications in­
clude manuab on resume {»rep­
aration and how to conduct an 
interview and a series on ca-

reer opportunities, a lu t of 
which can be obbmed from the 
organization's headquarters at 
14 East 60th St. New York, 
N.Y. 10022.

‘'The message has to filter 
out larger and stronger and 
fu rth a  than it has to coUege 
women, who are not (danning 
for a career as males are,” Ms. 
Schwartz deebres. “We’re try­
ing to teU them, ‘b e  voice b  
b e  back of your head that says 
someone will take care of you 
is a deceptive one. (If you're 
divorced) where are you at 30 
w ib  one or two children and no 
c a re a  pbns*’ ”

W ib married women’s pur­
suing serious careers, Ms. 
Schwartz sees “a greater 
change b  society than anytbng 
since b e  industrial revolution. 
We are on b e  verge of a tre­
mendous upheaval in values 
and modes of opaation. The 
cou|)le has to paceive itself as 
one b  which the c a re a  of each 
b  equaUy important, aossing 
boundaries (rf sab ry  and stat­
us.

“They wiU progress b e ir  ca­
reers by taking steps that serve 
their aggregate need, making a 
move if b e  total paduge b  
better, regardless if one stands 
stiU and b e  o b a  moves for­
ward.

“There must be sharing up 
and down the line, not assum­
ing it’s b e  woman who b  re­
sponsible for home and diU- 
(fren. Nobody sacrifices, and 
the total best interest of the 
famUy b  served; bob  have ca­
reers; bob  have diikiren; the 
children have two parents.”

the world have good parents and 
a  nice home and peace? A 
critical question for each of us 
during this Year of the Child, 
certainly it is not a  question 
which will simply go away if we 
do not ask it!

In preceding articles 1 have 
attempted to itft up certain 
issues and definitions which I 
believe are uniAfiiisi for «ur.

as children and adults. Having 
said that good parents are those

In talking with this 
family a year ago I discovered 
that the young person was not 
able to recall a single day when 
they had not felt like they were 
an accident which was only 
tolerated. The family had grown 
apart over the years because it 
sacrificed its time together for 
other reasons. Later in the 
conversa t ion both parents 
revealed the 'käme feelings the 
youth had expressed. All three 
were crying out to be recognized 
and to be given some value as 
persons. All threefelt ignored!

The other day I discovered 
these words of Pablo Casals 
which seem to sum up the thrust 
behind this article; "We should 
say to each of them; ‘Do you 
know what you are? You are a 
marvel. You are unique. Inall cf 
the world there is no other child 
exactly like you. In the millions 
of years that have passed, there 
has never been a child like you. 
And look at your body ... what a 
wonder it is! Your legs, your 
arms, your cunning fingers, the 
way you move! You may 
become a Shakespeare, a 
Michelangelo, a Beethoven. You 
have the capacity for anything. 
Yes. you are a marvel. And 
when you grow iq>, can yo then 
harm another who is, like you. a 
marvel? You must cherish one 
another. You must work - we 
must all work - to make this 
world worthy of its children. ’ ”

ATLANTA (AP) -  A World 
Health Orpniiation research 
team, noticing that women in 
Tibet have a relatively low , 
fertility rate, set out to trace the 
cause. They found it in a green 
pea that is a sUple of the 
Tibetan diet.

A chemical in the pea — 
m - x y l o h y d r q u i n o n e  — 
apparently is responsible.

That kind of discovery has 
caused Julian Gold, a scientist 
at the federal Center for Disease 
Control here, and researchers in 
more than 15 other countries to 
study the legitimate roles that 
herbal preparations, midwives 
and even witch doctors can play 
in meeting the world’s health 
needs.

“And if we 
can’t provide health care by 
conventional medicine, we’ll 
have to find another way ."

Gold said a smorgasbord of 
purported herbal cures being 
tested by WHO include: —An 
h e r b  c a l l e d  C h i n e s e  
M o t h e r w o r t ,  known for  
thousands of years, which is 
supposed to cause the uterus to 
c o n t r a c t ,  s to p p in g  the  
implantation of the egg or 
inducing abortion

—Portulacca Olerácea, a 
Chinese plant, used to make a 
tea which is given to patients 
with diarrhea.

, —A combination of Vidanga 
Tankana and Pippali, two plants 
which are ingeáed by an Indian 
sect as birth control.

But Gold said there are some 
problems in using herbs for 
medical care, including the fdct 
that cultural factors influence 
an herb’s effectiveness in some 
societies.

This re-examinat ion of 
primitive medical treatments is 
part of a revival of interest in 
holistic medicine The term 
"holistic" is derived from the 
word “whole ” and refers to a 
medical approach that attempts 
to treat whole persons rather 
than just bodies.

The Tibetan pea : is an 
example. Gold said. "'They tried 
it (the pea) on Indian women 
and it didn’t work. That’s what 
holistic medicine is all about.’’ 
he said The pea fit a lifestyle in 
Tibet but could not be forced on 
the Indian culture.

Holistic theories began to gain 
credence in modem times when 
WHO was begun as an arm of 
the United Nations

"In September 1947, the U N. 
defined what they believed 
health was They said good 
health is not merely absence of 
disease and infirmity but also is 
the physical and emotional 
well-being of a person. ” said 
Jack LaPatra of the Georgia 
Institute of Technology

LaPatra is the author of 
" H e a l i n g :  The Coming 
R e v o l u t i o n  in H o l i s t ic  
Medicine" and a health systems 
analyst at Georgia Tech.

In a recent report. WHO 
reaffirmed that stand, stating. 
"No health service starts in a 
vacuum 'The people, the healers 
and the diseases are already 
there, and the priority attached 
to health varies, de^wnding on 
th e  c o m m u n i t i e s '  other 
problems

"If health services are to be 
provided to the people of the 
world by the year 2000. it will be 
necessary to find alternative 
approaches to meet the basic 
health needs of developing 
countries”

Gold said those needs have 
intensified as the cost of health 
c a r e  has skyrocketed and 
Western drug companies have 
failed to find more efficient and 
less expensive new drugs

For example, he said, if 
someone in the United States 
discovered a male contraceptive 
today, it would take 20 years and 
$20 million to get it on the 
market

infusions of herbs are frequently 
given to improve general health 
during pregnancy as well as to 
relieve discomfort,” the WHO 
report said.
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.F a i t h  healing — which is 
Relieved to be the most potent 
ingredient of witch doctoring — 
also is being reviewed, said 
Gold

At least one form of faith 
healing is widely accepted in 
American society, he said — the 
use of placebos, or sugar pills 
c o n t a i n i n g  no medicine.

Texw s paying too much for insurance
aying as much as $500 million

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) —Texans arej 
a year too much for property and accid 
legislators say.

The reason, they said, is the Stale Insurance Board doesn't plug 
every relevant figure into its formulas for setting rates.

Rep. Bob Maloney, R-Dallas. and more than two dozen other House 
members introduced a bill Thursday they said would remedy the 
situation and cut insurance premiums.

It was the latest in a series of skirmishes between trial lawyers and 
insurance companies over wlw deserves the blame for a series of 
insurance crises

- 'The Insurance Rate Relief and Reporting Act’ is designed to save 
Texas insurance consumers aneslimated $300 million to $500 million 
in property and casualty insurance premiums," Maloney said at a 
news c^erence.

Key provisions of the bill would:

—Base insurance rates on insurance companies’ actual expenses 
and losses in Texas. The State Insurance Board uses actual loss 
figures but only estimates expenses.

—Require the board to reduce total rates by the income insurance 
companies receive from investing policyholdm’ premiums.

The board says it considers investment income but only in testing 
whether the companies can make money under rates that allow only 
2.5 percent of premiums for after-taxes profit.

—Require insurance companies to fully report their reserves, 
investment income, expenses and losses to the board.

Maloney said allowing companies only their actual expenses — 
instead an estimate — would cut pramiums for all types of 
property and accident insurance $223 million.
