residents looked for higher ground today as 
the rampaging Pearl River moved 
relentlessly toward the Gulf of Mexico 
after causing an estimated half billion 
dollars damage to the state's capital city 
and leaving some 17.000 persons homeless.

"We've still got a serious situation here. ’ 
Viva Polk, a spokeswoman for the city of 
Jackson, said Wednesday "Our homes and 
businesses are still flooded, we've got 
thousands still out of their homes and we re 
having to conserve our drinking water and 
e le c tr ic ity  because of damage to 
equipment "

Meanwhile, in Alabama, the bulging 
Alabama and Tombigee rivers sent many 
persons living near their banks packing to 
the homes of friends, relatives or Red 
Cross shelters President Carter declared 
the state a major disaster area late 
Wednesday.

And in Southeast Texas, hundreds of

residents chased from their homes in 
Conroe faced the prospect of more flooding 
today after a  stubborn thunderstorm 
poured more than 8 inches of rain on the 
area  Wednesday, inundating schools, 
houses, businesses and highways

Forty miles downstream from Jackson, 
tiny Grorgetown lay deserted Wednesday 
as the Pearl advanced A spokesman for 
Mississippi Power and Electric Co said the 
flooding had cut electrical power to about 
160 cutomers in the community, and 
telephone connections into the town were 
sporadic Wednesday night

F arther south in Columbia. Miss . 
Marion County Civil Defense Director Jim 
Thornhill said 1.500 persons had fled their 
homes in the face of record floodwaters 

"Everything is cool as a cucumber in 
Columbia Now we re just waiting for it to 
happen." said Ihornhill. ‘We're sitting 
back and waiting for the inevitable."

A crest of 27.5 feet is expected Saturday 
at Columbia, and the river will probably

peak at 34.5 feet at Monticello the same 
day

"The rising w ater— i t  la s  stopped." 
Jack so n  Mayor D ate D anks said 
Wednesday after the Pearl began dropping 
from its record crest of 42 25 feet By 9 
p m . it had fallen to 41.4 feet and was still > 
going down •

But hundreds of homeowners still were 
kept from their ruined houses in Jackson as 
the waters began slowly to recede. 
Downtown Jackson, where pumps whined 
behind sandbag levees to keep water out of 
the central telephone company building, 
remained off limits to all but persons 
providing essential services

Interstate 55. the major north-south route 
between Memphis and .New Orleans, 
remained closed as floodwater covered 
lanes in spots

Some 200 persons were lodged at a Red 
Cross shelter in Selma, where the Alabama 
crested Wednesday at 55 34 feet.

Economy’s growth slows
WASHINGTON (AP) — The nation's economy 

sputtered to its lowest growth rate in a year during the 
first three months of 1979. indicating the economy 
could be dipping toward a recession if the trend 
continues, government figures showed today

The 0.7 percent increase in the gross national product 
in January through March was less than expected and 
was down sharply from a 6.9 percent rate of growth in 
the final quarter of 1978 The first-quarter rate was the 
lowest since a 0 1 percent decline in the same period 
last year

The sharp slowdown in growth seemed certain to 
support the argument of G. William Miller, chairman 
of the Federal Reserve Board, that economic growth 
already is slowing and that further measures to 
dampen the economy could plunge the nation into a 
serious recession

While the 0.7 percent rate of growth was near the 
recession level of less than jero percent growth. Miller 
and top administration experts believe the economy

will rebound at least partly from the low first-quarter 
growth, thus avoiding a recession in the near future.

The unusually severe winter in many parts <rf the 
country was at least partly to blame for the slow 

conomic growth in the first quarter. But it probably 
also reflected efforts by the government to slow the 
economy through high interest rates and reduced 
federal spending.

The administration is aiming for overall economic 
growth this year of about 2.2 percent, down from 4 
percent last year but at a level it believes is necessary 
to help combat inflation

The Commerce Department said in its GNP report 
that prices in the first quarter increased at an 8.7 
percent annual rate. Up from 8.2 percent in the fourth 
quarter of 1978

The department said the slower economic growth in 
January through March was caused by an 0.3 percent 
decline in salei throughout the economy, a sharp 
turnaround from a 7.2 percent annual rate of increase

in the final three months of 1978
"The decrease . . reflected decreases in consumer 

expenditures for goods, construction outlays, net 
exports and government purchases." the department 
said.

The figures on economic growth were computed at 
an annual rate, meaning it would be the total growth 
for a year if the first-quarter levels were continued for 
an entire 12-month period.

The Commerce Department said the GNP. which is 
the total value of goods and services produced in the 
economy, was at an araiual rate of 81.413.3 billion in the 
first quarter.

The rapid rate of growth in the final three months of 
1978 had caused concern among policy-makers because 
a rapidly expanding economy ten(ls to put upward 
pressure on wages and prices and thus feed inflation.

Combatting inflation, now running in excess of 10 
percent, has become the major concern of the 
administration and the Federal Reserve Board.

At Petrolia. he had a finalist 

team  in the boys' state 
tournament in 1972 and had a 
semi - finalist squad in 1973 

The boys team of Petrolia 
won its* district every year 
between 1971 and 1976 and was 
the regional champion from 
1972 to 1974

“ We want all - around 
students, plus all - around 
athletes." said the new coach 
in an interview after his 
acceptance.

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Galer headed for 
mental institution

WHEELER — Wheeler County jurofs took 
only II minutes Wednesday to reach a verdict in 
the competency hearing of a Michigan man 
charged with murder

The jury foreman told the court the jury felt 
the defen^nt was incompetent to stand trial for 
the shooting death of Charles William Hulen. 24. 
March 19.

"We. the jury, find the defendant mentally 
incompetent to kand trial at this time and we do 
further find that there is a substantial 
probability that the defendant will attain the 
competency to stand trial within the foreseeable 
future. ’* the foreman told the court in a prepared 
statement

Testimony in the competency hearing was 
limited to one witness, a psychiatist from 
Amarillo.

“ It is my opinion that the defendant is not at 
this time competent to stand trial." the Amarillo 
doctor said

The defendant. Russell Eugene Galer. sat 
through the proceedihgs without showing 
emotion At times, he would fold his arms on the 
defense table, placing his head on them as if he 
was going to s l ^

Galer. of Utica. Michigan.was indicted for the 
Hulen murder after witnesses testified they had 
seen the victim's body rolled from a truck along 
Interstate 40 March 19.

Both t ^  defenae and prosecution attorneys

recommended to the jury that the defendant be 
sent to Rusk Mental Institute in Rusk. Texas.

"It is my opinion that the defendant is not 
competent to aid in his own defense." Defense 
Attorney Guy Hardin said "According to Texas 
law the defendant must be aware of what is 
taking place in the courtroom. I don't think that 
the defendant is fully aware of what is 
happening”

District Attorney Harold Comer told the jurors 
it was unusual for the defense and prsecution to 
agree on the outcome of a hearing "but since the 
state has used the facilities in Amarillo before we 
will have to agree that the defendant is not 
competent to stand trial at this time."

Comer said this did not mean the defendant 
could not or would not stand trial at a later date.

According to authorities. Galer has attempted 
to commit suicide several times while in the 
Wheeler County Jail.m

"We had to take his smokes away from him." a 
sheriff’s deputy said "H tried to burii himself 
and set the jail on fire."

Hulen was reportedly found dead from a 
gunshot wound to the head along Interstate 40 
three miles West of Shamrock by a passing 
motorist

The jurors took only one ballot to find the 
defendant incompetent.

Galer was ordered transfered frim  the 
WReeler County Jail to the Rusk facility as soon 
as possible.

Congress worst offenders

The Carter administration is having a 
political field day with the subject of rising 
hospital costs It hopes to gain passage of 
legislation that would establish price 
controls on hospital costs 

This legislation ignores the market and 
jw eniim nttlt costs to which hospitals are 
subject It also ignores the cost of improved 
medical services and innovation in medical 
technology Advances In hospital care can't 
be provided without expense 

(Certainly, hospital managers and 
physicians should do ever.vlhing possible to 
conta in  costs Unfortunately, few 
institutions are able to hold down costs in a 
significant way Colleges can't do so The 
federa l  government has shown no 
capability whatsoever In this area 

I recently came across the statement of a 
hospital a^ in is tra to r who addressed the 
prob lem of cost containment His 
comments make sense 

Robert Scott, executive vice president of 
the Florida Hospital in Orlando wrote to the 
Orlando Sentinel Star, noting that costs are 
on the increase for all .segments of our 
eamomy.

Mr. Soott pointed out that the Florida 
Hospital electric bill has gone from I&.000 
in September. 1877 to ISO.OOO per month 
loday.

The treaty between Egypt and Israel is 

the culmination of talks that began with 
Anwar Sadat’s peace-seeking visit to Israel 
in November, 1977. Little has been said 
about.the economic reasons for this bold 
move by the Egyptian leader, but they 
were probably uppermost in his mind.

The Egyptians are a very poor people. 
And their economy is “going steadily 
downhill." according to Daniel Pipes. 
University of Chicago scholar who lived in 
Egypt during 1976-77. ITie people. 40 million 
strong, find it difficult to maintain their 
already low per capita income, about $250 a 
year Egypt simply could not afford to 
continue the state of belligerency between 
ttself and Israel which had prevailed for 
nearly 30 years.

In Egypt, as in many poor countries of 
Africa. Asia and Latin America, the most 
bountiful crop is people. Their number of 
mouths to feed multiplies more rapidly 
than the food they produce to put in them. 
Why do they pereist in this^ seemingly , 
insane behavior? Because, s a ^  Pnrfrasor 
Carl Sagan of Cornell, child-bearing 
couples foresee old age when they will need 
more young people — boys, especially—to 
support t h ^  and so they produce children 
as o td -a p  insurance. But tba more

children, the more poverty for both old and 
young.

How can they break out of this vicious 
circle? There is no easy way. Obviously, 
refraining from the waste of war and 
making peace is a first step. The long-run 
solution is to increase income and reduce 
poverty. This can come only when people 
no longer live from hand to mouth but save, 
creating capital — buildings equipment, 
tools, supplies — with which they produce 
more income per person

This requires  a mind-change, a 
development of foresight. People must 
cease being mere consumers and become 
also savers and capitalists. This is how 
every wealthy country, including the 
Uni ted States,  ra ised  itself from 
primitivism to wealth. It is the only way 
and it has to be followed whether the nation 
involved thinks of itself as capitalist or 
socialist.

Production, the student of economics 
learns, requires four factors: labor, land, 
capita] and management. I^ibor equals-the 
brain andtraw n of people. Land includes 
all that is provided by nature. Capital is 
tbols. financed by savers. Management is 
provided by the owner of the land and 
capital, who runs the show and takes the 
r4sk of sueeessor failure

Egypt has abundant labor. Of its land. 
Pipes writes in the Wall Street Journal. 
"The Nile valley is one of the world’s most 

• splendid farming areas. Egypt should, like 
Lebanon. Israel and Morocco, take 
advantage of its climate and proximity to 
Europe to grow specialty items for the 
European market, such as winter fruits 
and cut flowers. Instead, the government 
neglects the land . ’’

Some 50 percent of the Egyptian labor 
force is in agriculture, but observer Pipes 
thinks Egypt is not taking full advantage of 
its warm climate and fertile river-valley 
soil. At present, cotton, wheat, com and 
rice are the chief crops. None of these 
require tropical heat. All are grown in 
o t h e r  countr ies,  extensively and 
efficiently, providing competition hard to 
meet.

More and more of the precious Nile 
'Valley arable land is being occupied by 
cities. "Egypt." says Pipes, "has lost over 
10 percent irf its precious cultivabje land to 
ermpag- urttarteaHen m r e c i^  ynrir: 
More intensive farming would raise the 
per-acre value of the land, so that more 
acres woujd remain under tillage. fewerJ>e 
taken over for building sites”

Jimmy Carter, campaigning, promised, 

"All federal judges and prosecutors should 
be appointed strictly on the basis of merit, 
without any consideration of political 
aspect or influence”

The bill would leave about $350 
million for tax cuts, school

Wednesday's floor session 
raised several emotional issues 
— g o v e r n m e n t - f i n a n c e d  
abortions, big pay raises for 
judges, the plight of welfare 
children.

Rep. Craig Washington, 
D-Houston. brought a paper

sack to the podium and removed 
its contents of cheap clothes and 
toilet articles one by one.

He said he asked his secretary 
"to go to the very cheapest place 
in town where they sell dry 
goods" and spend the equivalent 
of a $32.58 average monthly 
child welfare check.

Washington held up each item 
for the House to see: a pair of 
child's blue jeans, three pair of 
socks, a pair of “the cheapest 
shoes with crepe soles you could 
find anywhere,” deodorant, a 
tube of toothpaste, shampoo and 
a bottle of hand lotion.

"Next month they could buy a 
shirt." he said.

Washington said the shopping 
trip used up $27.20, leaving 
"pocket change" to pay for 
shelter, other toilet articles, 
underwear apd a toothbrush.

MIAMI - Roberts County Sheriff Eddie Brines gave the oath of 

office to four new city council members recently.
Tom O'Laughlin. Merle Tennant. Earl Smith and Jimmy Sober all 

took seats on the council after a motion by Tom Stribling to declare 
the recent election results final was approved by the board.

The official vote tabulation had O’Laughlin receiving 190 votes;

Paul Mercer asked (he board to check into the city ordinance 
covering unleashed animals. Mercer said he had been plagued by 
stray dogs tearing up his yard.

In the largest action taken by the board, members voted to pay all 
the bills owed by the city. This sum came to $1.234.29.

The balance left $34.221^ in the general account for Miami as of 
April 1 $6.282.67 is left in the sewer account.

Cash funds helping 
outlook of market

NEW YORK (AP) — Ask a stockbroker these days why he or she is 
bullish on the market outlook, and chances are you will get 
something about “ institutional cash reserves" for an answer.

The institutions in question are the nation's pension funds, bank 
trust departments, insurance companies, mutual funds and other 
such places where large pools of money tend to collect.

In recent years. New York Stock Exchange figures show that 
institutions have accounted for more than half the total dollar value 
of stocks bought and sold on the Big Board.

Because of their very size, and because of legal constrainU 
requiring them to be "prudent." most institutions operate under a 
different set of circumstances than those that typically confront the 
individual investor of modest means.

But it is considered a good idea for any follower of the stock market 
to keep an eye on these elephants of the investment jungle, if only to 
be stamhng in a safe place should they start a s ta m p ^ . .

One common measure of the mood of institutional money 
managers is the percentage of their assets they are keepmg in 
"cash" — which in the jargon of the businen refers not to nickels, 
dimes and quarters s to i^  in a vault somewhere, but to short4erm 
money-market securities such as Treasury bills.

Traditionally, the institutions have used these money-nuutet 
securities as a sort of parking placeTor money, where it can earn 
interest while th ^  decide when and where to invest it for the longer 
term.

In theory, the more cash they havrin reserve at any given time, 
the greater the potential future demand for stocks.

Thus the Value Line'Investment Survey, the couMry's largest 
investment Advisory service, argues. "The combination of the widely 
agreed-upon cheapness of stocks, coupled with the enormous cash 
reserves known to be awaiting the ‘right moment' to begin to return 
to the equities market puts pressure on the hoMert of cash roservas 
not to miss the boat"

Those left behind, alone
NIAGARA FALLS, N.Y, (AP) — From her livipg-roam window, 

Marie Pozniak gazes out at rows of abandoned houses just a stone',S 
throw away. For her and hundreds of others, the sight is a daily and 
haunting reminder of the grim reality nearby — the chemical 
d iu ste r known as LoveCanal

Mrs. Pozniak and son» 500 others were left behind in the modest 
neighbMtttod when the state evacuated their neighbors nearest the 
dump after it was decided their health was mdangered by the 
chemicals. She and many of the others feel cheated and trapped.

Cheated, because they believe Gov. Hugh Carey's evacuation of 239 
residents last summer was simply a campaign gesture — one that 
left them behind and their own and their loved ones' lives 
endangered.

Trapped, because no one will buy th a r homes — houses that have 
potentially dangerous chemicals leaching through bawment walls ,

“State officials warned us not to grow a garden." Mrs Pozniak 
remarked recently. “We can grow our children here but we can't 
grow a garden here. That absolutely blows my mind. It's horrible"

For more than 10 years, the Hooker Plastics A (^ m ic a l Corp. 
dumped a total of more than 80 different chemicals into the site of the 
never-opened canal. The state's evacuation of the immediate area 
was prompted by studies that showed a high rate of miscarriage and 
birth defects in the area possibly linked to the leaching chemicals.

Mrs Poziak's family is one of many in the periphery area with 
And sIk , ]jjWJiH[|^.of tbqatheeaJae^the

i^ in tc a ts  are ti»  cause
Although the state is currently offering limited financial assistance 

to perhaps as many as 130 families in the periphery area to help them 
temporarily relocate (only those with children under 2 or pregnant 
women are eligible), the state's current stance is that studies thus 
far ha ve not justified further evacuations.

But the homeewneri say dieir eww hifdrmM ^tOws a much
higher rate of disease A cancer researcher from Buffalo's^Roswell 
Park Memorial Cancer Center agrees.

Dr. Beverly Paigen. who recently urged evacuating most of those 
left behind, contends that many of the homeowners were reluctant to 
state such things as neurological disorders or mental illness on the 
survey forms the sUte Health Departn»nt distributed.

"There was a definite elevation of certain diseases. And there was 
a definite pattern — the diseases were more concentrated along the 
old stream beds (or swales). I put forth the hypothesis that 
chemicals were migrating along paths of the old streambeds and 
getting into houses." she said in an interview.

"We found increased rates of miscarriages, increased risks of 
birth defects, increased urinary tract problems, an a striking effect 
on the central nervous system." shesaid.

The state, in offering temporary relocation to certain families in 
the area, agreed that the chemicals posed a potential health threat to 
fetuses and children under 2.

It also agreed that there have been higher rates of miscarriages 
and birth defects in the swale areas, but it said studies thus far 
indicate no threat to the general population.

Dr. David Axelrod, the state health commissioner, said the

,by lawrence lamb m.d.,
DEAR DR. LAMB — I am  

65 y ea n  old and I think it 
was about 20 y ea n  ago I was 
hospitalized because of a 
henoorrhage from the rec­
tum. I w as diagnosed as 
having diverticulosis. I was 
told I m ust never eat 
roughage. I didn't know 
what that was but ffter  
looking it up, the only two 
vegetables that don’t have 
roughage ark carrots and 
beets. You can im agine what 
a hard tim e it is not to be 
constipated with this kind of 
diet, prune juice was my 
only help. I also have been 
eating F rench'style string 
beans on my own. P lease let 
me know, has anything 
dumged in this diet? I have 
been told it has.

MIAR READER: Twenty 
years is a long tim e and 
there certainly has been a 
change in thinking about 
diets for patients with diver­
ticulosis. These little pock­
ets of the colon are really 
hernias, and many authori­
ties today think that spastic 
colon and constipation prob- 
lo n s contribute to their 
developnoent.

As a good exam ­
ple, If you ate gelatin, you 
would absorb a ll the protein 
and nutrients in tt and all 
that would be left would be 
water. If ybur body needed 
the water, that would be 
absorbed too. That doesn’t 
leave very much for the 
colon to act on.

n w  English surgeon who 
first poifited Uds out showed

that on a worldwide basis, 
those cultures which were 
accustomed to eating re­
fined foods with little bulk 
were the sam e cultures that 
had lots of bowel problems, 
including cancer of the 
colon. People who ate whole 
grain cereals and foods that 
contained lots of bulk didn’t 
have these problems.

There has been lots of 
discussion and argument 
among authorities on the 
validity of all these claim s, 
but it is abundantly clear 
that many people do far 
better by increasing the bulk 
in their diets.

I think one of the difficul­
ties here, through the years, 
has been the misconception 
that foods that contain bulk 
were roughage and were 
irritating on the digestive 
system . That is time in som e 
instances with som e forms 
of roughage, but cereal fiber 
or bran really doesn’t faU 
into that category. If it’s  
soaked, it gets very soft 
rather quiddy. That’s  why 
one of the investigators oif 
this problem likes to use the 
term softage for cereal fiber 
as opposed to roughage.

There are tim es in the 
course of com plications of 
diverticulosis when a person 
really needs to be on a very 
bland diet, or it m ay be 
necessary for the patient to 
be on a liquid diet or not take 
anything at all by m outh. 
But I’m talking about the 
very short term comiriica- 
tiona of the basic disease. 
These are such things as 
hemorrhage from one of the 
little pockets or when one of 
the little pockets Is inflam ed 
and behaves like appendi­
citis.

Otherwise, in moat cases, 
if such acute com plications 
are not present, a diet that 
includes m ore • su ita b le  
fonns of bulk seem s to im­
prove the situation for moat 
people.

Prune juice contains a 
chem ical that acta as a laxa­
tive. It is a popular do^R- 
youraelf laxative but th e n  
are far better ways to im­
prove bowel function.

PARIS (NEA) • Abortions 
are still difficidt to get in 
France four years after 
their hard-won legalization.

In fact, a legal abortion is 
next to im possible to obtain 
in what fem inists term  the 
“scandal of refusal” region, 
which iodtodsw iio* 
nation’s political subdivi­
sions (called departm ents).

M eanwhile, clandestine 
abortions are flourishing at 
a rate of 300,000 a year, 
iw uic m e  m e  cv' o ie  WBm 
variety. And doctors at a 
major Paris hospital report 
no decrease in the number of 
emergency cases of infec­
tion and hemorrhaging be­
cause of the often-prim itive 
unauthorized procedures.

To blame is the restrictive 
wording of the abortion law  
as well as the deep-seated 
opposition to the practice 
among the nation’s predomi­
nately Rmnan Catholic pop­
ulation.

The red tape mandated by 
the law m akes nothing easy 
for a woman desiring an 
abortion. She must have the 
procedure performed before 
her 10th week of pregnancy. 
If she is a minor, her parents 
must give their consent.

Anti-abortion sentim ents 
extend well into the French 
medical profession.

At the tim e the law was 
adopted, 34 percent of the 
nation’s general practition­
ers declared them selves 
hostile to abortion. Though 
doctors at state hospitals are 
expected to perform abor­
tions that meet the legal 
requirements, those who 
will not do so still outnumber 
those who will.

The critical outlook is typi­
fied by a Paris doctor, who 
comments: “If pregnancy is 
undeslred by a woman, Uiat

is her affair, not that of a 
doctor. I exercise m edicine 
to help and cure pepple. 
P r e g n a n c y  i s  n o t  a 
sickness.”

Jeanine, a 2S-year-old stu- 
dent, ran up against that 
atanude Irhen she became 

^pregnant.
She r eca lls  that her 

gynroategttt — and two oth­
ers she consulted later — 
gave her no more advice 
than to contact the abortion- 

 ̂ information service at a lo­
a d  boe^H ^ 131ft hospital 
^ w is e  (Ha mK help her.

“Finally, after over three 
w eeks of nerve-racking  
searching, a friend sent me 
to  a f a m i ly - p la n n in g  
center,” Jeanine reports. 
“There I found help and my 
p ro b lem  w a s  q u ic k ly  
s<dved.”

France has 377 su(^ cen­
ters. But that is evidently 
nowhere near enough to dis­
seminate information about 
legal abortions.

In the absence of such 
information, says French 
Fam ily Planning Movement 
P res id en t  S im one Iff ,  
women continue to rely upon 
the undergnmnd grapevine 
that transm its addresses of 
abortionists by word of 
mouth.

“We often have women 
coming to us after having 
visited anything from four to 
six  h o sp ita ls  with no 
success,” says Madame Iff. 
“And this absence of precise 
information is grave be­
cause the legal delay oi 10 
weeks is s(xm reached.”

Espec^Uy in the sm all 
provincial towns without 
family-planning cen ters, 
women often attem pt self- 
induced abortions through 
such means as huge doses of 
non-restricted drugs. And in 
central France, wennen still

consult m edicine mOi or 
wiUA doctors to Jeim inate 
their pregnancies, i

Meanwhile, Holland has 
become the abortion M ecca 
for women willing to pay the 
price.

“It is a well-known fact 
that 24 percent of pregnant 
women in northern France 
cz8Bsdfa(z fraatter ifthavi) an 
abortion,” says a member of 
the Lille Planning Center. 
“That is to say, if they have 
the m oney.”

The people’s pharníácy

People ire  In love with viUmim. We Ainchcins consume huge • 
quantities of vitamin C, vitamin E and multiple viUmin 
supplements. As a rule, medical people tend to be critical of our 
fascination with vitamins. ‘Hiis is partly because there are a lot of 
inflated and unsubstantiated claints floating around. For example, 
vitamin E has been “X*raled" because it's supposed to liven up your 
love life, even though there is no evidence to support the claim.

Another reason health professionals are disapproving is that 
medical students have traditionally received little, if any, good 
nutrition training. One could argue that their negativism is borne out 
of inadequate information as much as anything else, especially since 
doctors are generally trained to concentrate on illness rMher than 
disease prevention and health promotion.

Theoretically, the goal of nutritional supplementation is to 
maintain optimum health, something that is difficult to measure, at 
least medically. Unfortunately, by criticizing or ignoring their 
patients' consumption of vitamins, doctors may forget to mention 
that some prescription drugs, and even some non-prescription drugs, 
could present problents when administered after a person downs his 
morning vitamin combination.

Just as we have learned that numy drugs do not mix — that some 
medications are incompatible with others — we now know also that 
some nutritional supplements may make certain medicines more 
dangerous, and convent^, many dnig: ilw huly id-crudai

^ iHtamths. l^ich a situatum could require special vitamin addition to. 
or deletion from, the diet.

Take good old vitamin C (ascorbic acid), for example. In 
combination with large amourts  of wpiruv, JKQiiiiç, j c id  can 
prodwe-nspil'iii (dJdeR'y in kUscepdliil« individuals by slowing the 
elimination of the painkiller from the body. Conversely, regular 
aspirin ingestion can dramatically deplete tl^  body of vitamin C. So 
if you believe in Linus Pauling’s vitamin C approach to good health, 
you better forgo the aspirin if you want your ascorbic acid tq work.

Oral contraceptives and cigarette smoking also can reduce 
vitamin C levels, so smokers and women on the Pill should make sure 
to keep that vitamin C coming. Ascorbic acid can also make sulfa 
drugs dangerous by increasing the acidity of the urine, thereby 
producing conditions that could be dangerous to the kidney, including 
the formation of stones.

Some of the B vitamins can interact with drugs the doctor 
prescribes. Vitamin B-6 for example, may reduce the effectiveness 
of the drug L-Dopa. which is used for treating patients with 
Parkinson's Disease. Vitamin D may alter the results of some blood 
tests used to determine chidesterol. calcium, protein and phosphate 
levels.

Medications used in the treatment of epilepsy, such as Dilantin and 
Phénobarbital, can deplete the normal levds of vitamin D and that 
could, under extreme conditions, lead to rickets. Even a simple 
aluminum-containing antacid such as Di-Gel. Amphojel. Mylanta or 
Maalox could, when taken in large quantities, reduce phosphate 
levels in the body, and that could lead to weakened bones through 
calcium loss.

Even something as simple aS mineral oil. which is often used to 
prevent constipation, can have a profound effect on nutrition levels. 
Taken with food, the oil can interfere with the proper absorption of 
vitamins A. D. E. and K.

So the next time you casually consume your combination of 
vitamin supplements and medications with your morning juice, keep 

'  in mind that some drugs and vitamins or minerals don’t mix. You 
may have to check with your doctor to make sure your prescription 
won't be incompatible with anything else you might be taking.

Q. Last week my doctor prescribed Darvoii (Propoxyphene) for 
my bad back and when I asked him about side effects or problems he 
assured me it was safe. I got the prescription filled but after reading 
about the dangers of Darvon and Darvocet in the paper 1 am 
reluctant to continue taking the drug. What's the lowdown on these 
pain killers aqyway?

A. While it is unlikely that you will run into any probleñfis if you 
follow your doctor's instructions, it is true that some experts are 
concerned about the safety and effectiveness of drugs like Darvon 
and Darvocet

recently testified before a congressional conunittee. He had this to 
say about Darvon: we were among the first discoverers of a
relatively obvious and nuxlerately awesome phenomenon; a drug 
medication existed that was at the top in prescription popularity, one 
that had but a trace of benefit and that was reaching the point of 
causing more deaths than any drug, licit, or illicit, in this country ' '

Over 30 million prescriptions were written tor Darvon products 
last year. It is the most widely used prescription pain killer in the 
country. It is alto responsible for a growing concern among health 
professionals.'According to the FDA. approximately “one to two 
thousand deaths a year are associated wiUi propoxyphene alone or in 
combination with other drugs ''

Most of these fatalities are suicides or result when drug abusers 
use high doses combined with booze. But the FDA has reported that 
"Other deaths, however, appear to have occurred among people who 
a re  not habitual drug abusers and who apparently took 
propoxyphene in conjunction with tranquilizers, alcohol, or sedatives 
without understanding the danger. "

Darvon can cause both physical and psychological dependence 
when taken for long periods of time. If stof^xd abruptly, some people 
may experience withdrawal 'symptoms. But even though this 
"addictive" potential exists, some experts feel that the drug is not 
very effective in relieving pain. ^

Dr. Hudson says that "independent evaluations of analgesics 
generally rank proposyphene (Darvon) as equivalent to placebo (a 
sugar pill) and less efficient than aspirin." The FDA apparently 
agrees because a recent report admits ̂ t  pure Darvon "is no more 
effective — and may be less effective — than the usual doses of 
aspirin or acetaminophen (Tylenol. Datril. etc.).”

In order to be fair we contacted the maker of Dorvon. the Eli Lilly 
Co., so we could hear their side of the story. A representative 
acknowledged that "physical and psychological dependence does 
occur from time to tinx  but is relatively inhequent.” He agreed that 
the regular done Darvon product could be considered roughly equal 
to aspirin and the low dose drug is less effective. Lilly steadfastly 
maintains that the drug is only dangerous in massive amounts.

Q. I'm boilii« mad! My doctor just prescribed an expensive' 
antibiotic. I took it for one day and developed a terrible rash. When I 
called the physician he said. "We ll just have to U7  something else "

The pharmacy wouldn't take back the original drug and I was 
stuck with a $20 bottle of useless medicine. Isn't there some way to 
prevent this sort of thing from happening^

A. You raise an important point. Although it's difficult to know in 
advance whether or not a particular patient will deveh^ an adverse 
reaction to a drug, the doctor could reduce the initial quantity 
prescribed. If no unpleasant side effects occurred, the original 
prescription could easily be renewed for the regular amount. That 
way you wouldn't end up with m  expensive bottle of unusable 
medicine.

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View from the plains Pampa
LUBBOCK - There are many interesting and popular beliefs and 

legends surrounding the bobwhite quail in Texas and many of these 
cherished beliefs actually hamper an adequate harvest of the birds.

The mere mention of bobwhite quail at the barber shop, local 
meeting place of sportsmen of the cafe will begin a flurry of 
questions and stories concerning the welfare of this well-liked game 
bird.

A popular belief is that a pair of bobwhites will rear more than one 
brood in a year under ideal conditions It is a rather common s i ^  to 
see two ages of young quail with a pair of adults This makes one 
think Upit the pair hatched two broods of young. Most of these young 
birds ages are normally less than three weeks apart, thus makng it 
impossible for them to be offspring of the same pair of parents.
. .Chances for a pair of quail to raise two or more clutches a year are 
very slim as quail are gallinaceous biitls. They scratch the ground 
for food, are rather long - legged for rapid mobility, and brood their 
young. This last characteristic is the key factor ^  discounting the 
second hatch of young.

Once a gallinaceous bird (bobwhite) has successfully incubated a 
clutch of eggs (they might re-nest several tinies if disturbed), their 
only objective is to teach their young, to furnish protection, and

_provide them with food. When this is accoroplished. even fQr_aiii||!e^

their attention reverts to other activities.
Many times, the sighting of what is believed to be covey with two 

age dasses of young is the result of close association of more than

sometimes permanently.

Since it is natural for quail to seek covey companions, it is not 
unusual for two sizes of birds to be found together.

It is ironic that many people should become so alarmed about 
predators stKjh as house caU. skunks, snakes, hawks, and owls 
catching a few birds and so passive about complete brush clearing, 
over-grating, indiscriminate use of herbicides, and other activities 
which literally annihilate quail through habitat destruction.

Everyone should remember that if the quails’ habitat is adequate, 
they can thrive very well.

Even though the natural “turnover" of quail means that 70 to 80 
percent of the birds die during theirfirst year after hatching, there 
are many causes which contribute to quail mortality and the quail 
huater is among the least signiTicant of these.

Bobwhite quail are an annual product of the land and the numbers 
of quail present each year are directly proportional to adequate food 
and cover requirements.

Closing the hunting season and releasing pen-raised broodstock 
have both been discredited as solutions to strengthing quail 
populations.

As the carrying capacity of the land (food and cover) for quail 
diminish, the number of birds also will diminish, whether hunted or 
not. Quail, like other tame birds, cannot be stockpiled frcnn one 
season to the next.

So. the next time someone mentions quail mortality, don't forget to 
add lack of cover, food shortages, automobiles, fire, weather among 
the major causes of the birds demise.

Chinese cargo ship taking
SEATTLE (APt — The first Chinese cargo ship to 

sail into a U S. port in 30 years is taking on corn from 
the Midwest while officials hold trade talks about the 
reopened shipping lane between the superpowers 

The 637-foot Liu Lin Hai docked in. Seattle harbor 
Wednesday as an escort fire boat shot festive jets of 
water skyward and a Navy band blared tunes like 
'*Jesus Christ Superstar" and "Put Your Hand In The 
Hand Of The Man Who Stilled The Water."

The red Chinese flag with its five gold stars flapped 
from the ship's stern, while the Stars and Stripes flew 
f rom the starboard yardarm, a place of honor

>

Chinese crew members snapped photographs from 
me ship's railing of awaiting dignitaries and news 
media representatives clicked back

After speeches, dignitaries mounted the steep, 
wobbly gangplank to the captain's suite fof a feast of 
Chinese hors d'oeuvres. ^rim p. beef, liquor and 
Tsingtaobeer

The vessel is the first ship flying a Chinese flag to 
berth in a U.S. port since 1949. when communist forces 
of Mao Tse-Tung defeated the nationalisu of Chiang 
Kai-shek

With a crew of 43. the merchant ship carried only 
seawater ballast on its 20-day voyage across the 
Pacific About 30.000 tons of com from Minnesota. 
Nebraska and Iowa will be loaded on the vessel before 
it leaves directly for Shanghai early next week, said 
Capt. Zhang Jie

Further Chinese sailings to the United States “will 
depend on need." and none is scheduled right now. said 
Chai Zemin. Chinese anfbassador to the United States, 
as he waited on the dof̂ k for the ship

After the visiting ship's officers clambered down a 
gangplank to be swept to a reception line. Sen. Warren 
G Magnuson.

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Meat may soon be traded through computers
WASHINGTON (AP>«* The Agriculture Department has toM 

Congress that the nation's $37.5-billion-a-year wholesale meat 
business could be revolutionized by space-age computers that would 
put buyers and sellers into instantaneous touch with each other.

"Wholesale meat as a commodity appears well suited for 
electronic trading." the department says in a new report "The 
technology is here " '

The report was released Wednesday by Rep. Neal Smith. D-Iowa. 
chairman of the House Small Business Committee

Smith said he was "delighted that the report supports my own 
opinion" that electronic trading could be used.

"The report also confirms my view that electronic marketing will 
provide more accurate pricing information and woud bring a higher 
degree of conTidence in meat trading practices." he said.

Smith's committee has been investigating wholesale meat pricing, 
particularly the beef trade, and the common practice of using 
"formula pricing'-' to set meat prices

That involves transacting a price baaed on a market quotation for a 
date in the future, usually on the day a product is shipped or on the 
day before shipment. <

For example, a buy^ and seller on Monday may agree to settle on 
a price for beef that will be published by a market reporting service 
thie following Friday, or whatever future date is agreed upon.

Formula pricing, critics charge, too often reflects a "thin" market * 
in which relatively few transactions take place. Also, some say, 
market reporting services can depend too heavily on sales reports by 
a handful of brokers and packers.

The new USOA report, in discussing formula pricing, said that 
"information tends to become so scattered, so fragmented, and so 
limited that it is difficult to say what happened in the market on a 
given day "

Smith contends — and the report bears him out—that a network of 
computerized machines could greatly expand the basis for 
negotiating and setting daily prices in the wholesale meat business

Some have argued. Smith among them, that a broader pricing base 
would result in less opportunity for price gouging and manipulation, 
and would benefit both fanners and consumers.

Electronic trading already Is in use by the securities .ndustry, and 
it is a fact of life in some commodities, including the saleof cotton in 
Lubbock. Texas, and in the sale of eggs by Egg Cleari. ghouse Inc., 
an electronic system to create a national wholesale market, the 
report said.

Although th^ USDA report said the "technology is hi l e" to begin 
electronic tradng of wholesale meat, it added that whether it can 
become "operational on the basis of industry acceptance alone 
remains a question."

Many people in the industry would like the "availability of instant 
market intelligence" provided by an electronic system, the report 
said.

But the current system  of formula pricing and having 
"quasi-standing orders" for meat "gives meat packers and retailers

a sense of security." it said. * .
"They feel assured that under formula trading one's prices are 

about the same as those of omnpetitars." the report said.
"These features are most comforting for business managers 

operating with the rapid turnover of a high-value product that 
characterizes the wholesale meat trade."

WASHINGTON (API -  China has cancelled another order for US. 
wheat and the grain will be exported instead to the Soviet Union, 
according to the Agriculture Department.

If you discover one of your

name, you are liable for no more 
than $S0 If someone forges one ' 
of your checks, you bear no 
liability.

But if the plastic debit or 
access card you use with an 
electronic banking machine is 
lost or stolen, you must act fast 
to be protected against abuse of 
the card. The longer you wait to 
re p o rt your loss, the more 
liability you assume

Under certain sections of the 
Electronic Funds Transfer Act 
which became effective this past 
F eb r u a r y ,  you have two 
business (lays in which to report 
the loss of your card. If you 
not i fy the bank or other 
institution which issued the 
electronic banking card to you 
within that span of time, your 
loss is limited to no more than 
850

But if you neglect to contact 
the issuing institution within two 
days of learning of your loss, you 
could be'liable for as much as 
$500. reports my associate. 
Brooke Shearer Even this $500 
cei l ing on your l iabil i ty 
disappears if you wait longer 
than 60 days after the issuing 
institution mails you your 
monthly statement to report the 
unauthwized use of your debit 
card

If you fail to notify the 
institution within this time 
p e r io d ,  your l iabili ty is 
unlimited, and you may not get 
back any funds you might have 
lost.

If an unusual circumstance -  
t ravel  or hospitalization -  
prevents you from contacting 
the institution, these time 
periods may be extended

B e f o r e  th e se  f e d e r a l  
r e g u l a t i o n s  g o v e r n i n g  
consumers' liability went into 
effect, most institutions offering 
electronic funds transfer (EFTI 
s e r v i c e s  d e t e r m i n e d  a 
customer's liability for losses on 

' a case-by-case basis, according 
to a 1978 survey by the American 
Bankers Assn The new rules 
now set a minimum standard 
that all financial institutions 
which provide EFT services 
must meet

Nothing prevents institutions, 
however, from assuming more 
liability than the regulation 
requires, and they may do so in 
efforts to attract customers.

The EFT Act also allows 
institutions to issue unsolicited 
debit cards, but the cards cannot 
be used until you inform the 
issuer that you have received 
and accept^ the card The 
institution must also tell you:

-How to dispose of the 
unsolicKed card if you don't 
want to accept and use it.
'-The telephone number and 

address which you should use to 
report that your card is lost or 
stolen

■The sort  of electronic 
transactions that you. as a- 
consumer, may make by using 
th e  ca rd  -- for instance, 
withdrawing money from your 
checking or savings account, 
moving funds from one type of 
account to another, making 
deposits, learning the balances 
in your  accounts, similar 
functions

-What charges, if any. you 
might incur for any of these 
electronic services, and the 
limits, if any. on how often you 
may use them or on the dollar 
size of your transaction

-The circumstances under 
which the issuing institution 
might reveal information about 
your  account to such third 
parties as credit bureaus or 
govemmert agencies
