Soviet prison doors open

MOSCOW (AP) — The Soviet Union has a history of sending its
most troublesome dissidents out of the country. but never before
have the prison doors opened as widely as during the past week

Last Tuesday. five Jewish activists serving 10-year terms for
trying to flee the country in a hijacked plane were released without
warning or explanation. They promptly left for Israel

On Friday. five of the country's best-known imprisoned dissidents
were freed in an exchange for two convicted spies held in the United
States. The releases and exchanges come at a time whea the
Russians want to complete a strategic arms limitation treatv. which
has run into opposition in Congress. But Soviet officials deny any
connection with the SALT treaty

“‘When the Soviets want something. you can expect to see them
boost emigration or release a major figure as a gesture. It often
works, " one Western diplomat said

In 1962 U-2 spy pilot Francis Gary Powers was traded for Col

‘Incentives needed
to encourage savers

In a statement, the Savings and Loan Foundation asks, “‘Isn’t it
time to give a tax break to savers?’ It was said that Americans
don't receive incentives to save and by taxing interest earned on
savings accounts, this country discourages saving

We like their stated position. If even read by members of
Congress (to which it was addressed) we fear that the major
thought might become an invitation to dream up some offbeat idea
for creation of "'new incentives.'' It never seems to dawn on the
political mind that getting rid of those things which discourage
thrift can be more potent than inventing some scheme designed to
create incentives

Being human, our government regulators shy away from those
things which might shrink the political segment of our society. It is

more to their interest to keep governmental growth increasing.
There has been some lip service to an idea to allow small savers
to get a better break on the rate of interest they can command,
withou! present limitations based on the length of time the money is
left on diposit. At present, the rate of inflation can eat up the

substance faster than the interest can add to it

And then. when tax time comes around, the extra income earned
from interest adds just that amount to which it raises the
percentage take of the income tax. This effect can easily be seen if
one notes the way the tax is figured when the tax tables are not
used. The income tax form will reveal that income between this
amount and a higher amount is so many dollars, then all over the
smaller amount will be subject to a certain percentage. That
percentage rises as the total income rises.”’

Naw. if a taxpayer looks at the tax rate schedule in his return and
notes that total amount of tax due and figures the percentage
against histotaltaxable income, he will see that it is a considerably
lower percentage figure than the one which he uses to apply against
the amount of income over the smaller figure.

For instance, if the smaller figure is $4,200, with each increase of
$1.000 the percentage rises one percent from 15 percent to 19
percent with the smaller figure tising to $7.200.

Taxpayers aware of the way their thrift is rewarded can easily
become disenchanted with putting a high priority on savings and
investment. It is just such disincentives which kill the desire for
thrfit and cut down the amounts available for capital growth in the
nation

Without saving and investments the economic growth of this
nation 1s doomed. And as long as government, through its
detrimental tax-policies, discourages thrift and builds up the
inflation factor. there is little hope that savings will increase to any
great extent

Actions of the federal government are not only discouraging
savings and investment in the private sector, but are taking an
increasing share of all available capital to service the gigantic

national debt

Capital denied the private sector can only hinder growth in the
only segment of our society which can increase productivity, jobs
and maintain the ability to support the government

Beef is in short supply because breeding stock was depleted

Government is depleting its only source of revenue in much the
Drying up the source of productivity in the nation
will not only starve industry and its workers but in the end will
with little, if anything. to tax
best possibleincentive for thrift and attendant productivity
off of government - inspired disincentives.

And haven't most of us called upon our
conscious mind to ‘‘rationalize” the
practice (“Well, it's a necessary evil to

not satisfactory ones.

What my emotions are telling me, I
believe, is the same thing they were telling
me 25 plus years ago: ‘‘Institutional
behavior is-detrimental to my interests.”
We live in an age of leviathanic institutions
made possible, I believe, principally by an
equally monstrous political State. Antitrust
laws, the granting of government-enforced
monopoly status through the so-called
“‘puplic utility’’ device, and other
regllatory practices which give a
comparative advantage to large firms,
have combined to create a series of
“*Frankenstein” institutions for' whose
interests we continually sacrifice our own.

The political State has given us an airline
industry dominated by a few, giant
companies; firms worth hundreds of
millions of dollars. The size — and
immense wealth — of these companies has
attracted the easy money crowd, i.e. the
hijackers. (I could be wrong, but it seems
to me that it is always the giants the
hijackers go_ after: 1 don’s recall- Al

“Wisconsin, ‘Rocky Mountain Airways, or
other small companies having their planes

their **judgment” does not yet match their
driving skill.

Flying high on a small scale

In air travel these days, small is turning
out to be big business.

One of the unexpected but in the long run
quite possibly most promising
consequences of last year's deregulation of
the US. airline industry has been a
burgeoning of “‘mini" air passenger and
freight services. The new comers, often one
- to two - plane operations and serving
initially only a few points, are rushing in to
fijl a void left by the massive rescheduling
being undertaken by the major carriers.

When Congress and the Civil Aeronautics
Board granted the airlines greater
flexibility in routing flights and selecting
cities served, critics feared many smaller
communities would be abandoned as the
major lines concentrated on the most
lucrative markets.

They were right. More than 75 smaller
cities, by one recent count, have lost or
have been notified of impending
cancellation of scheduled service since last
October. But paradoxically, many may end
up better served than before. While the
traffic they generate is not sufficient to

meet costs of service for the major carriers
with their jumbo jets, it can be a real
money maker for the small - plane, low -
overhead operators. Categorized as
commuter lines, they provide both direct
links among smaller cities and connections
to points served by the big national and
regional airlines.

By CAB count, more than 300 commuter
lines are currently operating. Many have
been formed during the past year, almost
all are growing and the most promising
territory is the West with its widely
separated and expanding urban centers.

And here, for another paradox, the fuel
pinch that has contributed to the major
carriers’ withdrawal from the small - city
market, and has just won them CAB
approval of a 4 percent fare increase
effective May 15, works in the commuters’
favor. The rising cost of operating autos
over long distances is making small - plane
service a relatively economical means of
intercity travel. :

NATURAL COVER BEST

WHEELER— Any soil disturbed either on purpose or by accident
will grow weeds which can fill the fool and cover requirements for
upland game birds in Texas '

“These weeds are normally very high in protein and for that
reason, livestock should be controlled or fenced out if the weed patch
is intended for wildlife,” said Richard DeArment. extension wildlife
biologist

“*Weeds or cover in or near playa lakes in northwest Texas are also
very important and they should also be ungrazed. unburned and
cultivated to stimulate weed growth,* DeArment continued

If livestock is to graze on 'and intended for wildlife habitat, it is
best to plant a variety of plant that cattle or deer won't eat such as
the partridge pea. This plant is drought resistant and will reseed
itself each spring

If you are lucky enough to have a tree shelterbelt on your property .
you already are furnishing wildlife with some cover. However, many
mature treerows are being overgrazed and areas should be fenced to
keep livestock out. Not only must the shelterbelts have trees but
undercover also such as weeds or shrubs

Cultiv aled Crops suc h as wheat, sunflowers, maise, corn, or other
cqually impoitani lu game Dirds. Their use by wildlife will
increase many [old if they are planted near natural cover

Upland birds are establishing their nesting areas now and
cultivation of the remanents of cover left after the hard winter should
be restricted during this period

All chemcial spraying, if necessary, should be done as far as
possible from the wildlife nesting areas

BROOMWEED INFESTATION HEAVY ONSOME RANGELAND:

Good soil moisture has promoted germination of common
broomweed. Some common broom - weed seedlings may be found on
most of the rangeland. Areas that have been disturbed by activities
such ‘as severe overgrazing or root plowing during the past 2 or 3
years generally support of heavy infestation of common broomweed.
On most rangeland, only a moderate infestation is present. However,
more broomweed may germinate.

Seedlings of common broomweed become established during the
winter or spring and grow rapidly from mid - April and mid - May.
They utilize much of the soil moisture and nutrients before many of
the palatable grasses bégin active growth. This usually results in
reduction of usable forage. Research and demgnstration studies
have shown that every pound per aere of broomweed present on
rangeland will reduce grass production by 2 to 1 pound per acre

If common broomweed seedlings number 2 to 3 pe square foot, you
may expect a heavy broomweed infestation. Three or four seedlings
per square yard will result in.a moderate infestation. However grass
production may be reduced by a moderate infestation. A heavy
infestation of broomweed may reduce grass production significantly.

Most ranchers are familiar with the “‘broom” of the mature
common broomweed plant. Once the plant reaches this stage of
growth (about the first of June) it is more difficult to control and it
has already used Considerable soii moisture and nutrients
Broomweed that is in the vegetative stage and growing rapidly is
highly susceptible to herbicides. This is usually during the period
from mid - April to mid - May. Comon broomweed may be controlled
with 2 pound of 2, 4-D per acre when the seedlings are 4 to 8 inches
tall and growing rapidly. Excellent control may be obtained if
growth conditions are good. However, I you plan to spray for
mesquite control and the bromweed infestation exists, Tordon 225 or
Banvel 2 plus 2 will provide control of the broomweed when these
herbicides are applied for mesauite contral

~CHéek yolr- rangeldnd for degree of broomweed infestation If a

heavy infestation exists, plan to control the broomweed with
herbicide to prevent loss of grass production. Positive identification
of common broomweed early.in the season and timely application of
herbicide are keys to a successful program for control of this pest
PINE TREE DISEASE:

As I drive around town, I frequently see pine trees that appear to
have needle cast disease problems. It shows up as a yellow spot on
the individual needles which eventually turn brown and girdle the
needle which dies from the point to the tip

Needle cast is best controlled by a carefully timed spray program
using a copper fungicide or an organic fungicide such as Maneb or
Zineb.

The first three applications are made in the spring at ten day
intervals, starting when the new candles have emerged. This
protects the new candles through the summer. Two applications in
early September will be needed for winter protection
LAWN WEED CONTROL.:

I see a lot of dandelions coming forth from many yards. Now is a
good time to apply a weed killer herbicide to weeds in your yard
Broadleaved weeds may be controlled post emergence with 2. 4-D
silyex. MCPP, Dicamba. bromoxynil and combinations of 2 or more
of these herbicides. These materials should be applied when
temperatures are between 70 and 85 degrees. When applied at
temperatures below 70, weed control is reduced

If flowers and shrubs are close by, care should be exercised. do not
apply 2. 4-D when the wind is high. or with a lot of pressure. Thisis a
good chemical when used in combination with things like silvex. but
1rift can occure if used carelessly. Fllow directions on the label and
use a surfactant. Two or three applications will usually bring
dandelions and other broadleaf weeds under control
ROTATE VEGETABLES TO IMPROVE PRODUCTION

A lot of things go into a successful garden, and one item that should
not be overlooked is that of rotating crops

Vegetable production often declines when the same crop is planted
in the same location year after year. This is due to numerous factors
such as soil borne diseases. nematodes. soil insects, organic matter,
toxic chemical residues and the levels of essential mineral elements

Each family of vegetables has unique effects on the soil and most
kinds of vegetables within a given family fall prey to the same
diseases and insects. Most vegetables planted in homegardens
belong to nine distinct families. and care should be used to grow
these groups in different locations within the garden from one year to
the next.

The legume family includes all peas and beans. Beets, chard and
spinach belong to the goosefoot family while the mustard family
includes such crops as cabbage. collards. Brussell sprouts. kale,
cauliflower. broccoli. kohlrabi. ruabaga, turnips, cress and radishes.

Carrots, parsley. celery and parsnip belong to the parsley family
The neighshade family includes such garden favorities as potaotes.
tomatoes, eggplants and peppers.

Another popular family of vegetables in the gourd group which
includes all the vine crops - squash, pumpkins. watermelons.
cantaloupes and cucumbers. The composite family includes lettuce.
chicory. endive. salsify. dandelion and artichoke. and the lily family
features onions. garlic. leeks and chives. Sweet corn. also a garden
favorite belongs to the grass family

Timely rotation of vegetable families along with a preventive
fungicide will control most common vegetable diseases. Where
disease problems persist. home gardeners should select resistant
varieties of available

A knowledge of the different vegetable families can be helpful
when evaluating their performance. Diagram the garden plot and
keep a record of where crops are planted this spring. Then attempt to
rotate the crops regularly in coming seasons to improve production

.Green Mountain, founded six years ago by Thelma Wayer, a
professor of nutrition, offers the usual doses of diet and exercise plus
a chance to change eating habits. It is open to women between the
ages of 18 and 55 who spend four weeks — and up to $3,950 — to learn
the finer points of weight control.

Mrs. Wayler, on leave from Long Island University to direct the
program, says no one at her camp is overweight. “'1 prefer the word

hard to get

in Soviet Union

MOSCOW (AP) — **Comrades, make your meals." ‘

With those words, Moscow's version of the Pillsbury Bake-Off was
underway. But instead of housewives vying for a tastier Chlcken
Surprise, these were professionals vying for medals.

The idea is to upgrade Soviet restaurant cuisine and ambiance
which, diners agree, can use all the help that can be mustered.

Eating out in the Soviet Union isn't exactly dining pleasure.
meseryations -oiten are: rejected; “food” sometimes 18 inedivle and’
waiters are usually somewhere between apathetic and hostile. The
bill? About $40 per person for dinner with vodka and wine. Tipping
officially is frowned on, but if you expect to encounter the waiter
again, 10 percent is the norm.

At the recent First All-Union-Competition Seminar of Young Cooks,
Waiters, Headwaiters, Bartenders and Confectioners, chefs were in
their best cooking form and waiters their most attentive, even

‘overtat, ' she says.

“Green Mountain women are take-charge women,” she adds.
‘‘Executives, lawyers and bus drivers; professors, entertainers and
housewives.” They're also mostly white and middle ta upper-middle
class.

And although they are descnbed as “take charge,” many have
suffered setbacks along previous roads to prominent hip bones.

“There are women here who've had their jaws wired shut to
control their eating,” Mrs. Wayler says. “They've been through
intestinal bypasses, hypnotism and hormone shots.

“*Most have tried between three and 20 other methods. They're l
here because those methods have failed.”

In her effort to help her campers succeed, Mrs. Wayler uses the
classroom as well as the calorie.

Her tactics include such one-liners as: *'Go ahead, what harm can
one cookie do,”" and “if ‘you're not on a formal diet, there's nothing
for you to fall off of."”’ .

Mrs. Wayler contends that diets mean failure to millions.

*“The problem is that diets mean deprivation — and nobody can be
deprived for a lifetime. There are days when all the carrot sticks in
the world just can't take the place of a brownie."”

Mrs. Wayler says motivation — not food — is the villain. *Eating is
okay — there are no ‘good’ foods and ‘bad’ foods. It's the feelings that
force the food into the mouth that we have to deal With.”

In the gymnasium, inhibitions as well as pounds are shed on the
volleyball court, as physical activities director Laura Borsdorf puts
participants through their paces.

*“When they first get here, some of these women can't cross their
legs, let alone play volleyball,” says Miss Borsdorf, one of Green
Mountain's three live-in staffers.

‘‘At first, they hide in their rooms. They're so programmed to fail,

they're afraid totry."”
In time, she says, the fear fades and enthusiasm takes over. On the

court, the sound of palms slapping a ball is pupctuated by boisterous
lau, .

L‘hutn:hrthis day is shish kebab and rice, skim milk and an orange.

“Theoretically, it's low-calorie gourmet cooking,”” says Mrs.
Wayler. And baked potatoes, pizza and ice cream make occasional
appearances on the menu..

But Green Mountain is not without rules. Mrs. Wayler's Fwe
No-No's For Women'' are soda, chocolate, nuts, potato chips and two
slices of bread for a sandwich.

Campers are told to eat slowly, watch portion sizes and include at
least one citrus fruit a day. Dining while watching television is
discouraged, as is eating standing up.

The daily calorie intake is limited to about 1,200. And although
restaurants and a supermarket are within walking distance, Mrs.
Wayler says few women sneak out under cover of darkness.

*‘We do encourage them to go out to dinner when their families
come to visit on-weekends,”" she says.

WHEELER - In today's society there are very few things that
people can count on but in Wheeler County residents can be sure
that in the case of an emergency they will be well cared for

Wheeler County takes care of itself through the volunteer
efforts of more than 20 county residents that particpate in the
Wheeler County Volunteer Ambulance Service.

Carl Knoll, the director of the service and its only paid
employee. said all of the volunteers are highly trained to preserve
life.

“*Right now we are just finishing the final phase of a paramedic
program where we training seven people, " Knoll said. *After our
final test in July we should be able to cope with any situation that
arises inthe county.”

Knoll said the paramedic program enables volunteer
Emergency Medical Technicians and Emergency Care
Attendants to receive training in. such technical areas as
Advanced airway techniques, cardiac monitoring and other life

'saving proceedures.

"*We work on a patient but only after a doctor has told us what to
do.” Knoll said. liking the function of the paramedics to the
television show ‘Emergency 1°. **We are in congtant contact with
the hospital and a doctor is instructing us on what proceedures to
‘take as we are transporting a patient to the medical facility.

“We ‘won't do anything until we are told to do so by a doctor.”
Knoll added. i

The county emergency service has been in existance for nearly
three years and according to county residents has saved several
friends and relatives.

the people’

1 know several people that would have died if they (the
volunteer emergency service) hadn’t been there.”” one resident
said candidly. *“Those boys do one hell of a job for us.”

The ambulance drivers donate their time as one driver put it,
*because who else is gonna do it if we don'’t

Knoll said the idea to start the ambulance service came when
the county had to rely on other ambulance companies to supply
emergency service for the residents of Wheeler County

The service consists of 24 volunteers drivers and attendants,
three ambulances and two ambulance barns according to Knoll

“We have one ambulance based in Shamrock and one in
Wheeler, * Knoll said. **When one ambulance is out on a run we
use the third ambulance to replace it in whatever city is short.™

Knoll said the initial cost of starting the service was great but
that the County Commissioners felt the need was greater

““The cost of one ambulance is about $20,000.” Knoll said. **We
have a base charge of $40 in the county and $1 per' mile omtside the
county

**At that rate it takes along time to pay for the equipment.”
Knoll said. "'But we aren't in the business to make money we are
here to provide a service to the people that live in Wheeler
County.™

Knoll said that the rates were recently cxhangéd and moved
upwards to the $40 mark. **We were only charging $30 per trip,"”
Knoll said.

Knoll summed up the responsibility of the emergency service
by saying, '‘We are here to help the people of the county - simply
that." ¥

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One thing that should be a minor problem to long-married couples
is money. But too often it is a bugbear big enough to cause quarreling
and separation and even divorce. * ‘

We all know that wealth cannot give us health or longevity or a
place in heaven. But we know, too, that it can surround us with good
cars, nice homes in prosperous neighborhoods, clothes less than two
years old -- and, if we're lucky, mates who concur exactly in the way
we want to spend the retirement income.

That's the snag. And I'd bet plenty that there's not a senior-citizen

marriage, rich or poor, that doesn't burst into a real storm about
money once in awhile. |

Necessarily there is less to spend now than there was when the wife
was teaching school or doing secretarial work or clerking in a store - |
and when the husband was a cog in the wheel of a corporation or head
of his own business or the top chef in the town's best cafe. Now, in
many cases, there is only a meager pension, sometimes only Social
Security, to live on. Luckier couples have savings, annuities or bonds
that draw interest. Ambitious ones supplement their shrunken !
dollars with newly-acquired ihcome from second careers in industry
(always bearing in mind the limits set by S§.S., if you want them to
Keep on paying you - and who doesnt’) of from iawn-mowing,
part-time bookkeeping, baby-sitting or seasoned consulting to
untried young businessmen. & *

But, no matter what, it comes down to a certain amount of cash for
two people to live on per month. And it's usually less than they
enjoyed in their younger years. To a certain extent, this is all to the
good. You eat less at fifty and sixty than you did at twenty or thirty,
so the food bill is smaller. Clothes last longer when you don't wear
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““drive fewer miles. And a woman who would have died if she'd met

three dresses like hers at a party when she was twenty-five, only
smiles when she's sixty and prays, ‘‘May the Lord make the old rags
hang on for another ten years! " Over all, you can rationalize yourself |
into adapting to a smaller income when you reach the senior-age |
level '

But you've still got a money problem. It’s how to divide what is left
after utilities and upkeep and incidentals are paid each month. And
that's the stickler that can drive a couple apart and often does.

A woman I'll call Mavis wrote me: ‘'In the six months since Doug
retired. I haven't got to spend a nickel of our fifteen-dollar-a-week
surplus on myself. He either rushes out and buys a new shirt or pants
- or else he saves up the sixty dollars and takes a fishing trip with his
cronies.” Confronted, Doug sputtered, *'I spend the money wisely. If
I gave it toher, she'd fritter it away in beauty-shop frills or hen-party
luncheons or new clothes she didn't need.”

It's all in the viewpoint, isn't it? It's a lack of sharing of values,
lack of consideration enough to give like for like, desire for desire,
need for need

I uged to cry over money when Otis frowned at it and at me. In our
youth I wanted a big house but he wanted a new car every couple of
years and continuing business improvements, which he got. One
winter he wanted a new overcoat that I thought he didn't need -- and
he gave it up only when I emptied our bank account into my
fur-collared suit and lizard shoes with bag to match. The minute the
monthly bills were paid, we both grabbed for what was left. And the
grabbing often resulted in the stabbing of pride and personalit)' and
the perfect lové we professed to enjoy.

Then came our forty-first wedding anniversary. We had to pause
and take stock of our finances. He had moved into a swanky new
office and announced plans for ventures in which I would work with _
him so that we could be un-retired and set for life.

I couldn’t go along with that. I wanted his success and pride of new
accomplishment, certainly.

It is
putting out this year. Blooming, it doesn’t look like a healthy tree
should. So this may prove their point. °

Spread rotted manure or compost around fruit trees, vines and
berry bushes. Then mulch heavily with straw, wood chips or other
coarse materials.

New cuttings need mulching to maintain even soil moisture and
temperature. For sun protection, an old window screen supported by |
four sturdy posts works well and will also cut the managing force of |
hail or rain.

Work bone meal and wood ashes into the soil around
spring-flowering bulbs. Do not remove foliage until it vellows and
dies, or next Spring’s blossoms will not be big and pretty. Snip all
dying narcissus and tulip blossoms. Do not cut or tie their foliage.
Next year's bulb and flower bud development depends on their
growth now.

Apply a good sprinkling of wood ashes around new cabbage plants.
Side-dress peas with aged manure or fish fertilizers at first sign of |
blossom. I

Both bush and tree peonies need a bonemeal feeding for flower'
formation. This is also good for dahlias and gladioli that were left in/
the beds ovér winter.

Feed fruit trees and berries with a dressing of compost and
manure. To conserve water, spread a heavy mulch of grass clippings

out while the days are still cool.

DEAR DR. LAMB En-’
closed 1s an advertisement
which has been running for
several Sundays in our city
newspaper. It's a full-page
color ad with the comic
section. Would you give us
your thoughts on this ad-
vertisement and the product
mentioned in it and the va-
lidity of the claims made for
weight reducing?

DEAR READER My
thoughts are unprintable but
I'll try to clean them up.
Every time I read those ads
making exaggerated claims
for weight loss to the public,
[ am distressed. It's really
unfortunate that such meth-
ods can be presented to the
public, some of which are
out and out frauds, and still
others which have never
been adequately tested.

By contrast, new medi-
cines that have a fairly good
record in other countries
often can’t be cleared for use
by doctors in treating pa-
tients with important medi-
cal problems.

Even if you're totally fast-
ing, the maximum amount
that you can lose in a day’s
time is about a half pound of
fat and a half pound of
muscle. Any other weight
loss is simply water and
emptying out the digestive
system.

Many weight reducing
gimmicks depend on wash-,
ing out a lot of body water.
Read their ads carefully.
They often say, ‘‘Loss of
pounds,’’ but they don’t say
pounds of what. Some of
those that are a little more
sophisticated say, ‘‘Loss of
pounds of fat and water,”
but they don't tell you how
much fat and how much
water. They wouldn't dare
or the public would know
that the system deesn’t do
very much about eliminat-
ing unhealthy fat.

So, whenever you see an
ad that says, ‘‘Lose two
pounds a day,” ask your5elf,
“Pounds of what water
which is going to come right

back or unhealthy fat?”’
Anything which causes your
body to lose flesh, meaning
fat and muscle, at a faster
rate than one pound a day
can only do so by signifi-
cantly damaging the body’s
systein. Starvation is -bad
enougn. and can be fatal

anceu diet which is suffi-
ciently. limited in calgfTes in
relationship to a person’s

physical activity and other
uses of calories to cause a
weight loss of approxi-
mately a pound of fat a
week. During such a diet,
it’s a good idea to also follow
a sensible exercise pro-
gram.

There is a basic law ot
nature that I wish all my
readers would remember. It
will help them avoid being
taken in by such question-
able advertisements. It is
simply, ‘‘Energy can neither
be created nor destroyed.”
You can’t change that any
more than you can have the
Sun come up in the Wesl.

It means that there is no
magic way to eliminate the
calories of fat in your body.
If you consume 3000 calories
a day your body must con-
vert this to heat, mechani-
cal, chemical or other forms
of energy or store it as fat
calories. The only way you
can eliminate calories
stored as fat in your body is
by either decreasing the
calories consumed in your
diet or increasing the calo-
ries used by your body. That
is where exercise helps.

When we hear a designer or

decorator use the term “multi-’
functional’” to describe a room -

Of terrorist raid

A short time ago. on March 26,

1979, press photographers’

* between Israel and Egypt in
Washington. D.C

It was a formidable first step.

a bond between two nations

which had been enemies and

belligerents for vears, and a ray

of hope for genuine peace in the

Middle East now lit the way.

To a small group of nature
photographers, March 1979 had
another special significance. It
was the first anniversary of the
death by terrorists of Gail
Rubin, 39. American-born
wildlife photographer. in Israel.
She was the first victim of a
Palestinian terrorist raid in
March 1978 on 'the
Mediterranean coast at the
Ma'agan Michael Nature
Reserve, where she was

remember slain victim

photographing flocks of birds.
That raid went on and left 34
Israeli dead and 80 wounded
when it ended four hours later.

A landmark with a prospect
for permanent peace is a
significant way to remember the
first anniversary of Gail Rubin's
death and to recall the legacy
she left in photography. She
grew up in New York City,
graduated from the Dalton
School and Finch College in
Manhattan. and established

herself as a
photographer.

She went to Israel as a nature
lover searching out the animals,
birds, flowers and people of the
tiny country. Her photographs
were published in many wildlife
magazines and last winter she
had a photographic exhibition at
the Jewish Museum in New
York City.

Book deals with Hitler in England

Yes. the Adolf is Hitler. And
Bervl Bainbridge's novel is
based on what she says is fact
brief references in his
sister-in-law’s diary to the
23-year-old Adolf's five-month
visit, beginning in November
1912, to his brother's home in
Liverpool

This is explained in the novel's
afterword. in which Miss
Bainbridge goes on to say her

. novel “had to deal with young

Adolf in Liverpool and his
involvement in such ludicrous
and embarrassing situations
that he would never. in the whole
of his life, breathe a word of his

visit toanyone."”

Her narrative rattles along, at
first seemingly a slapdash
mixture of black comedy and
tragicomedy. But- its formal
discipline becomes gratifyingly
evident — its contrasts, the
placing of scenes. the shifting
moods. the looping references

which illuminate earlier
apparently irrelevant remarks.
Adolf is indeed ridiculous,
pathetically paranoid and
wretched. His Hitlerian quotient
is only very slyly and sparingly
introduced, although knowledge
of later history gives the tale an
undeniably piquant

Dissenter tells how he got away

During his battle for
individual rights in.the Soviet
Union. when he daily risked
police harassment, beatings and
arrests. no one doubted the
courage of dissident Vladimir
Bukovsky. “The bravest man I
ever met or ever expect to
how one
icquaintance described him in
1971 just after his arrest for the
fourth and last time

Now we have his own account,
written in exile in Britain. of
how a product of Soviet schools

meet was

and sdciet_v became a dissident

-and fought for his views despite

vicious and harrowing KBG
tactics to dissuade him. Police
bullying. mental hospitals, labor
camps and prisons failed to
break his resolve.

Bukovsky tells a fascinating
story well. His description of the
brawling. slum-like conditions
of daily lifein Stalin’s Moscow is
vivid

Nikita Khrushchev’'s
denunciation of once revered
Josef Stalin stirred doubts in

Bukovsky. then a bright
teen-ager, and he began to
perceive the Saviet system as
riddled with incompetence,
corruption, theft and selfishness
— all in clear contradiction to
official propaganda.

His first scrape with the law
came in high school, where he
was involved in producing a
satirical magazine displeasing
to the authorities. He was
expelled. and his career as a
dissenter began.

He's the producer, Lore
Noto, the only remaining membeér of the original troupe, an
easy-going man with graying hair and a passion for shooting
snooker.

He's been a regular for eight years. He plays the gruff, kindly
father of a lad who loves a girl in this tuneful, whimsical fantasy
written by two Texans, Tom Jones and Harvey Schmidt.

Noto, 56, a veteran Off-Broadway actor, assigned himself the role
when it came open and a closing notice seemed imminent. He wanted
to be the last guy to play the boy's father on Sullivan Street.

According to the theater’s notes on the show, there've been more
than 5,800 stock, amateur, college and high school versions of ‘‘The
Fantasticks" inmore than 1,500 cities and towns in America. ~

The show was budgeted at a modest $16,500. As of last Dec. 31, it
had realized profits of $1.847,500, a return of 5,600 percent on the
investment of its 57 backers, accountants for the show say.

The musical, with only seven actors, one actress, a pianist and a
harpist, originally was intended as a big, costly Broadway show
called "*Joy Comes to Dead Horse."

It was getting nowhere that way until a directar from Texva ‘
Baker, cased the goods. He got Jones and Schmidt to rewrite and
trim it way down for a bill of small plays he was directing at Barnard
College uptown.

One day. he took their new version to a theater workshop class
downtown, where he was substitute-teaching a directing class. In the
class: Lore Noto, fresh from producing an Off-Broadway flop called
*“The Failures."

A young man and woman in the class read the script cold.

I didn’t even know who wrote it,”’ Noto recalls. ‘‘But | was taken
by the language, the lyricism of it. I felt a window opening up, fresh
wind was blowing in. I'd had a belly-full of the beat-your-breast,
kitchen-sink drama that was all around. "

Whereupon he introduced himself to Baker. Then he saw the script
performed with its music at Barnard. He began talking to the authors
and Baker. In nine months, ‘“The Fantasticks™ was foaled.

It wasn't an instant hit. The major New York critics, Noto says,
gave it lukewarm reviews.

It was a considerable gamble for a man who at the time was the
sole support of his wife and their three kids (they have four now).
He'd put his last $3 000 into a show that seemed to have no future.

What changed things. he says, was a Sunday New York Times
article by John Gassner, a theater buff, teacher, author and critic.
He wroteabout the then-current crop of Off-Broadway shows.

He says the show hasn't run at a loss since. on a weekly basis,
although it has come close on occasion.

The conterence was planned
and sponsored by the
International Council of
Associations of Science
Educators. Ledbetter was
president of the National
Science Teachers in 1973 when
the International Council was
organized, and was the first
North American representative
on the Council's executive
committee. She participated in
planning the Barbados
conference in October

"“The whole function of the
International Council is to try to
provide expertise and
assistance to the developing
countries,” Ledbetter said. I
had had international
experience, so 1 was asked to
help plan the conference.”

Ledbetter presented a paper

entitled **Providing Safe Science
Classrooms'" at the conference
The program went very well,
she said

“The sessiorif were packed,"
Ledbetter observed. *'They had
only expected about 100 people,
and 175 showed up.” Future
conferences will likely be heldin
other developing areas of the
world, she predicted

Barbados has a large
population for its small land
area -- more than 250,000 people,
Ledbetter said. The island is 14
miles wide at its widest point
(the distance from Pampa to
White Deer) and 21 miles long at
its longest point

The people, known as Bajans,
are friendly, she said, and the
crime rate is low. The island
was a part of the British Empire
until 1966, so everyone there
speaks English. The economy
depends mainly on tourism and
the sugar industry

“Coming from the Texas
Panhandle, if you get out of the
sea breeze you're drenched by
the humidity! But it's a
delightful place to take a
vacation. They say the
temperature never gets below 70
or above 85 year - round. "'

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Water still stands in some of
the hundreds of Southeast Texas
homes inundated when heavy
rains glutted rivers and bayous,
causing flooding in 10 counties
and damage estimated as high
as $750 million

The water won the first battle,
driving thousands from their
homes. But most were back by
Saturday to continue the war,
fighting to reclaim their houses
from the ravages of the
record-breaking deluge

It" was almost too much,
however, for those who lacked
the weapons to carry on the
campaign

“You work all your life, and
then this can destroy it in a
couple of hours,"" said Herman
Vermillion, who lost most of his
possessions when the Neches
River breached its banks,
flooding about 50 Beaumont
homes

“I wasn't expecting the water
to- get this high. There was
nothing we could do,”" said
Vermillion, who was raised in
the house where he lived before
the flood. **There isn't much you

can do now but keep from
crying.”

Homeowners along the
Neches lugged about 78500
sandbags to the rivers's edge in
an effort to contain the rising
water, which crested at 11.1 feet

‘Tuesday, more than seven feet

above flood stage and a foot
higher than the previous record
flood of 9.9 feet in May 1969,

The effort was successful in
many areas, but about 50 yards
down Vermillion's street, the
water lapped at the top of a
sandbag wall as if to mock the
futile gesture

Vermillion, who said he had no
flood insurance because he
couldn't affordit, was indicative
of many hit by the floodwaters in
Harris, Montgomery, Jefferson,
Tyler, Hardin, Liberty, Orange,
Jasper, Polk and Chambers
counties.

But the trauma of struggling
mightily to save belongings
gathered throughout &ifetime,
only to watch helplessly as they
are enveloped by the rising
flood, was no less great for
them.

"It was very, very bad,” said
Mrs. Glenn Moore, whose home
in the Pinewood subdivision
northwest of Beaumont had
three feet of water inside. "It
affected us terribly.”

Her husband said there was
little warning before the flood
hit.

“We knew they had had 13
inches of rain west of us,’' he
said, “'but the additional heavy
rain hit us, and the water in the
Pine Island Bayou came up very
quicklv, before we knew what to
do.”

Moore said his family now
lives upstairs, while he and

friends clean up the ravaged|

“Right now, we're drying out,
trying to get the flood-damaged
things out of the way so we can
begin leading as near normal
lives as possible,” he said
“We've got a pretty good-size
home, and we're still pulling up
carpet

“Our air system doesn't work,
so we have to get that replaced,
then turn it down to about 60
degrees to dry everything out,"
he continued. ‘“We have to tear
out thé walls and insulation, and
make sure all the wiring and
plumbing is okay.

“*It’s going to be quite a job,”
he said.

Ray Marshall maintains esteem

WASHINGTON (AP) — Vice President Walter Mondale had just
delivered some impromptu remarks at a White House news
‘conference called to announce a new employment program. Then. as
he was introducing Labor Secretary F. Ray Marshall, Mondale
noticed a thick typescript in Marshall's hand

“You're not going to read that whole thing, are you?" the vice

president kidded the secretary

“Well. you know. I'm programmed for 50-minute lectures,"

Marshall replied in his Texas drawl

The flat speaking style, the authoritative gestures. the scholarly
stares from behind oversized glasses expose Marshall as the
professor he once was. Under the academic veneer is a savvy

politician

After two years as Jimmy Carter's secretary of labor, Marshall is
getting high-grades in the two main courses offered in this town:
politics and diplomacy. More than anyone else, he is credited with
preserving the link between labor and Carter's administration.

“There could have been a permanent rupture if it weren't for
Marshall," says one Labor Department aide

A White House official acknowledged: “‘Ray’s kept that strained

relationship together.”” He added:

“"He works harder at day-to-day Democratic politics than any
other cabinet secretary we've got. But you don't think of him as a

politician.”

Colleagues, aides, labor leaders and others say the 50-year-old
former University of Texas economics professor is an influential
adviser to President Carter on domestic policy and a persuaSive
advocate of organized labor's causes. Carter trusfs him and labor
trusts him, though a gulf of mistrust separates Carter and labor

Union leaders are fond of Marshall beeause of his efforts to present
their views to the White House and because he has won battles within

the administration on their behalf. **We think he’s doing a very good
job for us,’" says one top AFL-CIO official

Carter has high regard for his secretary, according to the White
House official, because of **his unquestioned loyalty' and because
‘Ray and the president think alike on most things."

To labor leaders, however, Marshall and Carter do not think alike
They view Marshall as Carter’s *'liberal conscience." ho is always
going to bat for organized labor. They view the Democratic president
as a conservative Republican on economie policy
