T e x a s  C o m p tro lle r  C aro le  
Keeton Rylander delivered a total o f 
$ 1 7 0 .7  m illion in monthly sales 
tax payments to 1,094 Texas cities 
and 118 counties, a 7 .5  percent 
increase over the $ 158 .7  million 
allocated to cities and counties in 
April 1998.

Y ear-to-date, rebates to cities 
and counties are up 7 .4  percent 
over the first four months o f 1998.

This month’s sales tax rebates 
include local sales taxes collected 
in February and reported by 
b usin esses filin g  m onthly tax 
returns in March.

“April sales tax rebates reflect 
that the Texas economy continues 
to expand, but at a more moderate 
pace than we saw a year ago,” 
Rylander said.

R ylander delivered monthly 
sales tax rebates totaling $156 .8  
million to Texas cities, 7 .7  percent 
higher than last A pril’s payments 
o f  $ 1 4 5 .5  m illion . R ebates o f 
$1 3 .9  m illion to Texas counties 
w ere 5 p ercent h igher than 
allocations o f  $ 1 3 .2  m illion in

April 1998. Another $5 million 
went to 38 special purpose districts 
around the state.

H askell County had a 9 .7 7  
percent decrease for April, 1999 of 
$ 1 9 ,1 6 4 .7 2  in com parison  to 
$21,240 .21  for April, 1998. 1999 
payments to date o f $ 1 0 6 ,909 .86  
reflect a 7 .09 percent decrease over 
1998  paym en ts to date o f  
$1 15,077.05.

The City o f Haskell had a 9.97 
percent decrease for April, 1999 o f 
$ 1 8 ,0 3 8 .3 7  in com parison to 
$ 2 0 ,0 3 6 .3 0  for April, 1998. 1999 
payments to date o f $ 9 9 ,6 0 2 .5 2  
reflect a 6 .86  percent decrease over

AUSTIN —  Texas lags behind 
other wealthy, populous states in 
teacher compensation, but a rem­
edy, or at least an improvement, 
may be in sight.

Last week, as part of his new 
school funding plan. Senate Edu­
cation Committee Chairman Teel 
Bivins, R-Amarillo, proposed a 
plan to help Texas teachers who 
receive the minimum salary of 
$21,000 by giving them a $4,000  
pay increase.

To do that for the lower paid of 
Texas’ 265 ,000  teachers would 
cost nearly $1.7 billion.

Bivins’ proposal would take 
another $1 billion from the state 
budget to offset a cut in school 
property taxes. That’s only half the 
amount proposed by Gov. George 
W. Bush, but Bush’s plan wouldn’t 
be as generous with teacher pay 
raises.

Recognizing the strong support 
in the Senate for treating teachers 
better, Bivins, who needs votes for 
his plan to pass, said he shifted 
money from property tax relief to 
teacher salaries. ^

While his pl r̂t does not guar­
antee a raise for every teacher, 
Bivins pointed out that the state 
cannot mandate salary increases in 
school districts that pay above 
state minimums.

Meanwhile, teacher advocates 
are lobbying for a $6,000 pay in­
crease to elevate Texas teacher 
compensation to the national av­
erage.

Sophomores Set TAAS Record
Texas high school sophomores 

set a record passing rate on the 
Texas Assessment of Academic 
Skills exit exam given in Febru­
ary.

Commissioner of Education  
Mike Moses said sophomores hit 
or surpassed the 90 percent mark 
on the test’s reading and writing 
sections for the first time in the 
exam’s nine-year history.

“It’s a red-letter day for Texas 
students,” Moses said in announc­
ing the results.

Also, 83 percent of the sopho­
mores who took the test passed the 
math portion.

Plant to Clean Up Emissions
The largest source of “grand­

fathered” air emissions in Texas 
has agreed to seek air quality per­
mits from the Texas Natural Re­
source Conservation Commission.

Last week, the TNRCC an­
nounced the coal-fired Alcoa Alu­
minum production plant in Rock­
dale volunteered to seek air qual­
ity permits for those emissions.

Alcoa’s decision makes it one 
of the eight largest sources of 
grandfathered emissions to submit 
to the permitting process. Each has 
made the commitment in writing 
to Gov. George W. Bush, accord­
ing to the TNRCC.

The Rockdale plant generates 
104,108 tons of grandfathered 
emissions, or more than 10 percent 
of the statewide total of 900,000  
tons per year.

Other Highlights
■ President Clinton last week 

cancelled his plan for an April 21 
trip to preview Austin-Bergstrom 
International Airport. The presi­
dent announced the cancellation 
on April 20, after gunmen attacked 
a high school in Littleton, Colo., 
leaving 16 students and 1 teacher 
dead.

■ About 25,000 sex offenders 
are behind bars in Texas prisons. 
About 1,500 of those are chronic 
child molesters who qualify for 
castration under a state law passed 
in 1997. So far, according to a re­
port published by The Dallas 
Morning News, four inmates have 
said they want to go through with 
the surgical procedure.

■ A bill to thwart frivolous 
lawsuits and limit a plaintiff’s abil­
ity to collect from multiple defen­
dants made it to the floor of the 
Texas Senate last week only to fail 
with less than a two-thirds vote.

■ The full Senate last week 
approved legislation by Sen. 
Royce West, D-Dallas, to prevent 
telephone companies from discon­
necting long distance service if a 
customer is late paying a local 
phone bill.

■ The Senate Finance Com­
mittee last week passed its $98.4  
million proposal for the 2000-  
2001 state budget. Assuming it 
will be move swiftly through the 
full Senate, the legislation then 
will be recon ciled  with the 
House’s proposal.

■ The University of Texas and 
the state attorney general’s office 
last week filed a petition with the 
Fifth Circuit Court of Appeals in 
New Orleans to overturn the 1996 
“Hopwood” ruling prohibiting 
state institutions of higher educa­
tion from using an applicant’s race 
as a criterion for admission.

■ The Texas Department of 
Health is seeking an opinion from 
the Texas attorney general as to 
whether lists of ingredients in to­
bacco products, submitted to the 
agency by cigarette makers, are 
confidential or open to the public.

In any given season or on any 
given day, it's  probably the most 
discussed topic o f  conversation 
there is. Certainly, it’s the safest 
one. W ith no chance o f  being 
considered politically  incorrect, 
religion oriented, having racial 
overtones or being gender biased, 
i t ’ s ju s t  som eth in g  we all 
experience in common that we can 
express our opinions on; and we 
do.

W hile it’s true, as Mark Twain 
is quoted  as sp y in g , that 
“ E verybod y ta lks about the 
weather, but nobody does anything 
about it,” there is in Haskell a lady 
who makes it her business to do 
more than ju st talk about the 
weather.

Ernestine Herren is now the 
official recorder o f rainfall amounts 
in the north end o f the city o f 
Haskell. Although the official title 
is a new one for her, the jo b  o f 
recording the rainfall is not new for 
her. Sh e ’s had a lot o f practice at 
it. Voluntarily taking over the jo b  
o f recording daily temperature and 
ra in fa ll  am ou nts a fte r  her 
weatherman husband, Sam Herren, 
died in 1 9 9 3 , s h e ’ s been 
unofficially keeping the data for the 
last six years.

It was a surprise for her when 
Jerry O ’Bryant o f Abilene came to 
Haskell recently to ask her to 
accep t the jo b  o f  o f f ic ia lly  
reporting w eather data to his 
w eather station o ffic e  at the 
Abilene Airport. Her home being a 
mile from the satellite weather data 
gathering-reporting point at radio 
station K V R P , she will be the 
rainfall data gatherer from the north 
end o f Haskell, giving the Abilene 
weather station a full picture o f 
weather conditions in the area.

Sam Herren kept records and 
reported the rainfall and daily 
temperatures for Haskell for 52 
years. Every month he reported the 
high and low temperatures and 
rainfall amounts to the local banks. 
S o i l  C o n s e r v a tio n  O f f ic e ,  
Agriculture Offices and the Haskell 
Free Press. Every morning before 
8 :30  he would call in the report o f 
any rainfall he received to the U. S. 
Weather Station in San Angelo.

During one year in the early 
1960 ’ s he called in a monthly 
report o f daily temperatures and 
rainfall to the U. S. W eather 
Station in Fort Worth. However, 
he didn’t like talking long distance 
on the telephone, so Ernestine had 
the jo b  o f calling it in. Using the 
not-so-sophisticated phone system, 
she said that she became very well 
acquainted with all the Seymour 
telephone operators that year.

Sam Herren was dedicated to his 
weather keeping, but like the 
temperatures, it had its ups and 
downs, highs and lows. Ernestine 
recalls the time they installed on 
top o f  their house a device to 
register the velocity o f wind gusts. 
U nfortunately, soon after they 
finally got it up, one o f the very 
high wind-gusts it was supposed to 
register blew it o ff the house.

With his reputation for weather 
keeping, Sam was often called on

for information about upcoming 
weather. One late winter night a 
little  old lady called , asking, 
“Should I turn my water o ff  
tonight?”

One classic request came from a 
woman planning a garden wedding 
for her daughter several months 
later on in the year, who called 
wanting to know what kind o f 
weather she could expect for the 
wedding day. Sam , who had no 
idea, consulted the World Almanac, 
passing along the information. The 
lady was real pleased to have what 
she thought was a personal weather 
report.

When Haskell had the bad flood 
in 1978, the U. S. weather officials 
were here the next morning to 
make an assessm ent. Ernestine 
tells that when Sam took them on 
a tour o f the town, they made the 
prediction that “the same thing 
may happen here again in about 
100 years,” and then added, “or 
maybe next month.” (Evidently, 
they were about as close to being

sure about predicting W est Texas 
weather back then as any one is 
now.)

Haskell County weather records 
have been kept since Judge R. D. 
Sanders began it in 1884. Mrs.

Fred Sanders kept the records for 20 
years until the late 1930’ s. Sam 
Herren began in 1941 and was so 
dedicated to it Ernestine said he 
never wanted to go anywhere 
because o f  it. B eing a “hom e­
body,” he used it as a great excuse 
for not leaving town for anything. 
“Only God or an act o f congress 
could stop him,” Ernestine said.

W hen Sam  died in 1993 , 
E rn estin e  told som e o f  his 
associates from the Fort Worth 
W eather Station that, no one else 
will ever keep the Haskell records 
like Sam did. “W e know that,” 
they said in recognition o f his 
dedication. Taking his instruments, 
many o f which are now in a 
museum there, they left his official 
thermometer.

So, this eighty-something-year- 
old lady who says she ca n ’ t 
imagine anyone ever having to say, 
“I ’m bored,” is carrying on with 
some o f Sam ’s record keeping.

It’s nice to know that although 
no one does anything about the 
weather we’re having, at least there 
is someone keeping a record o f the 
weather we’re having.

L e t ’ s pray that E rn estin e  
Herren’s official rain gauge has lots 
to report.

to save and con serv e  the 
irreplaceable topsoil is crop 
rotation. This practice aids in 
wind and water erosion by using 
different tillage practices. This 
means the land is plowed at 
different depths and at various 
lime periods, depending on the 
type crop. A nother way to 
control the erosion o f topsoil, 
a long  with s iltin g  in o f  
waterways and reservoirs, is to 
install buffer-strips, which arc 
narrow strips o f grass or trees 
along the side and on watersheds 
o f creeks and rivers. The United 
States government has assisted 
farmers and ranchers with many 
conservation programs over the 
years. Som e o f these included 
the Soil Bank Program (1 9 6 0 ’s) 
which was later updated and now 
referred to as C R P  (C rop 
Reserve Program) and the GP 
(Great Plains) Program that was 
founded in the 1970’s. The GP 
Program  included p ara lle l 
te r r a c in g  and b u ild in g  
waterways, which helped control 
water erosion o f cropland.

Slowing down to take time 
from our hectic lifesty le  to 
e n fo rce  these actio n s can 
contribute to a happier and 
h e a lth y  en v iro n m en t fo r

L ike the 
Kasmire proverb says, “W e have 
not inherited the world from our 
fore fat hers-w e have borrowed il 
from our ch ild ren .” Il is the 
resp o n sib ility  o f  the old er 
generations to leach the younger 
ones the importance o f soil and 
w ater through con serv atio n  
practices. T od ay 's children are 
the ones who are in control o f 
lt)morrow’s future.

The children also should be 
taught that our soil and water are 
precious com m odities. Without 
fertile land, the world’ s food 
supply will d im inish at an 
unseen rale. The crops depend 
upon an adequate amount o f  
nutrients provided by fertile soil. 
Erosion is a major enemy o f the 
land that has taken a number o f 
victims throughout time. Soil is

being ertxied at approximately 17 
limes the rate at which it forms. 
F a r m e r s  h av e  a d o p te d  
conservation tillage in order to 
reduce wind and water erosion. 
The 1930’ s Dust Bow l could 
have been p rev en ted  i f  
conservation practices such as 
wind breakers and crop rotation 
had been im plem ented. By 
allow ing grass clippings and 
leaves to decompose on yards 
instead o f raking them helps to 
light against erosion and nourish 
the soil. It is our responsibility 
to maintain the land and keep all 
o f the bodies o f water pure and 
plentiful, we need to impress 
upon the children ways in which 
water can be conserved. Keeping 
water plentiful requires wasteful 
habits to be broken and new 
habits to be formed. Some ea.sy

ways to conserve water are to 
check faucets regularly for leaks, 
water the garden or lawn during 
the coolest part o f the day and 
make sure that sprinklers are 
watering the yard and not the 
street or sidewalk. Also, children 
should be taught not to play in 
the water when they are washing 
their hands.

Children learn from their 
elder’ s exam ple and it is the 
responsibility o f  that person to 
do their part in conserving. 
According to a Chinese proverb. 
"A ll the flow ers o f  all the 
tomorrows are in the seeds o f 
today." Sim ilarly, the thoughts 
and ideas o f the current children 
will form the thoughts and ideas 
that the future adults act upon. 
The world and the future arc 
truly in the children’s hands.
