Indians fall to Eagles

Texas C om ptro ller C arole 
Keeton Rylander has sent a total of 
$175.8 million in monthly sales 
tax payments to 1,097 Texas cities 
and 118 counties, a 1.2 percent 
increase over the $173.6 million 
allocated in October 1998. Year-to- 
date, paym ents to cities and 
counties are running 5.8 percent 
ahead of last year.

October sales tax rebates include 
local sales taxes collected in 
A ugust and reported  to the 
Comptroller in September.

“Though the first annual Sales 
Tax Holiday on August 6 through 
8 suspended state and local sales 
taxes on clothing and shoes, the 
Texas economy is so strong that 
August sales tax revenues increased 
in more than half of Texas’s cities. 
Sales tax rebates for the year-to- 
date are running well ahead of last 
year for most cities,” Comptroller 
Rylander said.

O ctober sales tax rebates 
included $161.7 million to Texas 
cities. Thus far in 1999, rebates to 
cities are 6.3 percent higher than 
for the same period in 1998.

Texas counties received October 
sales tax rebates of $14 million. 
Year-to-ddte rebates to counties are 
virtually identical to the first 10 
months of 1998. Another $5.5 
million went to 44 special purpose 
districts around the state.

Haskell County had a 5.92 
percent decrease for October, 1999 
of $19,592.32 in comparison to 
$20,825.95 for October, 1998.

1999 paym ents to date of 
$265,171.30 reflect a 8.42 percent 
decrease over 1998 payments to 
date of $289,557.55.

The City of Haskell had a 5.37 
percent decrease for October, 1999 
of $18,787.04 in comparison to 
$19,853.80 for October, 1998. 
1999 paym ents to date of 
$246,372.68 reflect a 7.79 percent 
decrease over 1998 payments to 
date of $267.211.54.

O ’Brien had a 7.55 percent 
increase for October, 1999 of 
$25.63 in comparison to $23.83 
for October, 1998. 1999 payments 
to date of $780.11 reflect a 41.87 
percen t decrease over 1998 
'payments to date of $ 1.342.12.

Rochester had a 38.72 percent 
decrease for October, 1999 of 
$206.92 in comparison to $337.71 
for October, 1998. 1999 payments 
to date of $5,236.18 reflect a 25.75 
percen t decrease over 1998 
payments to date of $7,052.16.

Rule had a 9.75 percent decrease 
for October, 1999 of $529.13 in 
com parison  to $586.31 for 
October, 1998. 1999 payments to 
date of $11,210.38 reflect a 10.49 
percen t decrease over 1998 
payments to date of $12,525.09.

W einert had a 79.42 percent 
increase for October, 1999 of 
$43.60 in comparison to $24.30 
for October, 1998. 1999 payments 
to date of $ 1,571.95 reflect a 10.18 
percen t increase over 1998 
payments to date of $ 1,426.64.

AUSTIN—  Attorney General 
John Comyn has mailed letters ex­
plaining a federal appeals court 
ruling to school officials across the 
state, according to a report dis­
sem inated by the A ssocia ted  
Press.

Cornyn’s letter, m ailed last 
week to school boards and school 
administrators, states that the rul­
ing prohibits only “school-orga­
nized” prayer.

In February, the 5th U.S. Cir­
cuit Court o f Appeals issued an 
opinion banning organized prayer 
from football games and nonsec­
tarian, non-proselytizing prayer 
from graduation ceremonies.

Some school districts inter­
preted the decision as a ban on all 
prayer at football games, creating 
turmoil where pre-game prayers 
were a tradition.

“The opinion does not prohibit 
students from engaging in volun­
tary prayer and should not be con­
strued to prevent that type o f ac­
tivity as long as the school and 
school officials are not involved,” 
the letter states.

Citing a recent ruling by U.S. 
District Judge Sim Lake, Comyn 
said schools may adopt policies al­
lowing a student elected by peers 
to deliver a pre-game message
over the school’s loudspeaker.

! ■ Secretary o f  State Elton
Bomer, the state’s chief elections 
officer, last week visited cities 
across the state, urging Texans to 
vote in the Tuesday, Nov. 2 elec­
tions. “If you’re a proud Texan, get 
out and vote. Period. No excuses,” 
Bomer said. About 10 percent o f 
registered voters typically cast bal­
lots in Texas’ biennial constitu­
tional amendment elections.

■ Most Texas gun owners and 
non-gun owners agree that guns 
sold in the United States should 
be childproof, according to a poll 
commissioned by the Southwest 
Injury Prevention and Research 
Center. Twenty children under 18

died o f accidental shootings last 
year, according to the Texas De­
partment o f Health.

■ Fall enrollment estimates are 
in, and almost 29 percent o f uni­
versity students and 39 percent o f 
community college students are 
African-American or Hispanic, 
the Texas Higher Education Co­
ordinating Board reported last 
week. The minority enrollment 
percentages are the highest on 
record.

■ The Texas Department o f  
Transportation is studying the idea 
of building separate lanes or roads 
called “truckways” for tractor- 
trailers and other large trucks as 
an alternative to dangerous, con­
gested Interstate 35 from Laredo 
to Dallas.

■ The average price o f a hotel 
or motel room in Texas is $69.50, 
according to a report published by 
the Texas Comptroller o f Public 
Accounts. In 1990, the average 
price o f  a room  was $ 4 9 .5 0 . 
Nearly 1,000 motels and hotels 
have opened in Texas since 1990. 
State revenue from the 6 percent 
hotel/motel room tax totaled $220  
million in fiscal 1999.

■ With Texas Lotto sales down 
nearly 40 percent in the current 
fiscal year, Texas Lottery officials 
are ready to listen to players who 
may have ideas on how to stimu­
late interest in the jackpot game. 
The agency has scheduled public 
hearings around the state to gather 
input in the coming weeks.

■ A study by the University o f  
Texas shows the Internet may gen­
erate in excess o f $500 billion in 
sales this year. Internet business 
is a growing chunk o f the nation’s 
$8 billion economy.

■ Court o f Criminal Appeals 
Judge Steve Mansfreld last week 
pleaded no contest to trespassing 
and was placed on six months’ 
probation. Charges stemmed from 
a ticket-scalping incident last No­
vember in which the judge was 
arrested by University o f Texas 
police for trying to sell his com­
plimentary tickets to the UT -

In the O ctober issue o f 
Progressive Farmer m agazine, 
Southwest Editor Karl Wolfshohl, 
gave some interesting thoughts in 
his Inside the Southwest column 
about “A Future (and present) We 
Can Live With.”

In it he quoted a number of facts 
and comments about America and 
agriculture given by New Mexico 
State University econom ist and 
“futurist”, Lowell Catlett during the 
summer Texas A&M Beef Short 
Course.

Saying that Catlett “has a way 
of tying together random facts into 
a positive outlook on the present 
and future,” Wolfshohl shared some 
of them with his readers. - ^

Among the facts cited by Catlett 
about this country which will affect 
its future is that the U.S. has half 
the world’s people who are 100 
years old and older. Ten thousand 
o f them are m en, fifty-three 
thousand are women. “In a survey, 
they said they’d like to be 70 
again,” Catlett said.

The average American now lives 
to be 76.5 years old. At the 
beginning of this century, that 
average was 46 years. I’m amazed 
to think of all the positive factors 
over the last 100 years that have 
gone into bringing up our life 
expectancy rate.

That fact is the reason behind the 
many studies and projects being 
initiated on aging and older citizens 
by every aspect o f our society, 
including marketing, health care, 
entertainment, and religious and 
financial institutions.

It’s interesting that statistics 
show that 45 to 55 is the peak age 
for buying a motorcycle. “Have 
you talked to the average Harley 
driver? He’s a dentist,” Catlett said.

Every 6.8 seconds until 2013, 
someone will turn 50. (Does this 
mean more week-end middle-aged 
motorcyclists?)

The U.S. reproductive rate is 1.9 
children per couple. The average 
person born in 1960 or later will 
have 1.6 spouses. “We are growing 
population wise in the U. S. 
because we have immigration,” 
Catlett said.

In the area of today’s economic 
situation, Catlett reported that, in 
the 1960s the average person spent 
one-third of disposable income to 
eat. Today it’s 10%.

Also, the average household 
today has 40% more income than 
the previous generation, adjusted for 
inflation. Catlett said, “My father’s 
generation will give my generation 
the largest generational wealth in 
history—$23 trillion. In 10 years, 
if the stock market m aintains 
11.2% growth, it will be $40 
trillion. Each generation stands on 
the shoulders of the previous one.”

He didn’t add that this holds true 
in every aspect of our life, not just 
the economic area. Which raises the 
sobering question of what are we 
building for our next generation to 
have as their foundation to stand 
on?

Things have indeed changed in 
our home lifestyles. In 1970 one- 
fourth of meals were eaten away 
from home. It’s 51% today.

The average person living in 
poverty in the U.S. has more 
tangible things to make their life 
better than the average person (not 
only those in poverty) did in the 
previous generation.

The average 2,200-square-foot 
house today has 2.5 bathrooms, 
with 2.65 people in it. That house 
uses one-third of the Btu needed to

heat and cool a 1,400-square-foot 
house of a generation ago.

Even the situation and lifestyle 
of our animals is changing. One 
statistic Catlett gave is that there 
are 7.3 million horses today in the 
U.S. There were 5.9 million in 
1889. He said only one percent of 
them do any real work. “The other 
99% are in somebody’s yard or on 
five acres, wondering why they 
haven’t been ridden in five years. 
They are being replaced on ranches 
by four-wheelers and helicopters.”

Catlett said the outlook for the 
beef industry is phenom enal. 
“Everything we hear is ‘lite’ and 
‘diet’, but the numbers really show 
what? We like the other stuff.”

Good news for the cattle growers 
in the state, is the fact pointed out 
by Catlett, that steak houses are 
the fastest growing category of 
restaurant. (Until three years ago, 
M exican food restaurants grew 
faster.)

Although these facts don’t speak 
to all the areas of our lives that are 
relevant to our past, present and 
future, they do add some positive 
notes to our economic outlook and 
possibilities going into a new 
millennium.

It seems to me that pundits of 
things to come who predict only 
gloom and doom have been with us 
in the past, are with us today, and 
no doubt will be with us in the 
future. As yet, nothing has been 
all “ gloom and doom,” and that 
fact alone is a positive one to 
consider with thanksgiving as we 
go into a new millennium, using to 
the best of our individual and 
collective abilities all the material 
and sp iritua l resources and 
possibiiites we have been given.

Keep feeding chrysanthemums 

liquid manure. Keep watering even 
if nights are cool, as regular 
watering of shrubs strengthens 
them for w inter. Put small 
blooming plant in pots before frost 
touches them. Plant sweet peas in 
a trench filling in as they grow.

Fall is the time to think of 
preparing beds for next year. 
Prepare the pansy bed by working 
in plenty of manure.

Now is a good time to plant 
trees and shrubs so the roots can 
gel established before next spring.

Dig a planting hole twice as 
wide as the root ball and six inches 
deeper. Fill around the root ball 
until it is half way covered and 
water. Then fill to the top of the 
root ball and water again.

If you plan to grow your own 
pansies, the seed should be planted 
now in moist soil. If any plants 
show signs of red spiders, dust 
them thoroughly with sulphur or 
malathion. Since germination is 
poorer at this season, plant a few 
more seeds than you would in the 
spring.

If you're approaching age 70, you may have some important 
decisions to make about your retirement savings. Generally, if your 
savings are in an IRA or an employer retirement plan, you must start 
taking minimum annual withdrawals beginning in the year after you 
reach age 70 1/2. There are some major exceptions, however, so let's 
look at the rules.

The minimum withdrawal requirement for IRAs does not apply 
to Roth IRAs, although it does apply to regular IRAs, SIMPLE 
IRAs, and SEP-IRAs. For these plans, you must begin taking 
minimum withdrawals before April 1 of the year after you turn 70 
1/2. There is no minimum withdrawal requirement at any age for a 
Roth IRA.

The same minimum withdrawal rule applies to employer pension 
plans, including 401 (k) plans, unless you are still employed. In that 
case you can defer your withdrawals until April 1 of the year after 
you retire. But this exception does not apply if you own 5% or more 
o f the business.

If you're required to make minimum withdrawals, you'll face 
several important decisions. The amount of the minimum annual 
distribution can be based on your life expectancy of the combined 
life expectancies of you and your beneficiary (within limits), but you 
must decide this up front. You could also have the choice of "locking 
in" your life expectancy at age 70 112 or recalculating it every year.

W hich choices are right for you depends on a number of factors, 
including your financial situation, the age and health of you and your 
beneficiary, and your retirement and estate planning goals. But the 
decisions you make can have a major impact on your financial well­
being during retirement.
