AUSTIN — Gov. George W.
Bush sustained bruises and
scrapes to his right leg and hip
Nov. 1 from diving to avoid a large
truck that overturned and spilled
broken concrete and tree limbs on
a downtown trail.

A Texas Department of Public
Safety security officer, who was
riding a bicycle near Bush on a
hike-and-bike trail, was hit by fly-
ing debris and transported to a
hospital for treatment of minor
injuries.

Bush, the front-running candi-
date for the Republican Party’s
presidential nomination, was
treated at the scene and later that
day boarded a plane for a cam-
paign trip to New Hampshire.

Voter Turnout Typically Low

Thirteen of 17 proposed consti-
tutional amendments passed in the
Nov. 2 election.

Only 8.3 percent of Texas’ 11.4
million registered voters made it
to the polls.

Secretary of State Elton Bomer,
Texas’ chief elections officer, be-
moaned the state’s continuing
problem with “turnout-burnout.”

Among the 13 propositions that
passed were:

m A $400 million bond issue
for college student loans;

m Allowing wages to be gar-
nisheed for court-ordered spousal
maintenance;

m Revising succession to the
governor’s office by the lieuten-
ant governor if that office becomes
vacant; and

m Allowing homeowners age
62 or older to be eligible for loans
under a “reverse mortgage.”

The four defeated propositions
would have:

m Allowed state employees to
be paid while serving on local gov-
ernmental boards;

m Specified that the adjutant
general serves at the governor’s
discretion rather than a two-year
appointment;

m Specified that the health and
human services commissioner
serves at the governor’s discretion
rather than a two-year appoint-
ment;

m Created a nine-member com-
mission to recommend salaries for
state judges.

Results of the election are un-
official until votes have been can-
vassed Nov. 25.

Texas Leads in Traffic Deaths

The U.S. Department of Trans-
portation reports that Texas led the
nation with 3,577 people killed in
traffic accidents last year.

California, with 3,112 deaths
and Florida with 2,548, were sec-
ond- and third-highest.

A study by the federal agency
shows that the consumption of al-
cohol was involved in nearly 30
percent of the traffic deaths in
Texas and driving faster than road
conditions permit was the second-
most frequent cause of traffic
deaths.

Speeding is third in the viola-
tions that contribute to fatal acci-
dents in Texas, said Tom Vinger, a
spokesman for the Department of
Public Safety.

“Driving under the influence is
number one. Driving at a speed
unsafe for conditions is number
two.”

Lower injury rates and fatality
rates could translate to lower in-
surance rates, said Sandra Ray of
Southwestern Insurance Informa-
tion Service. She called for a state-
wide crackdown on speeders.

Other Highlights

m Whooping cranes are return-
ing to Texas, riding earlier-than-
usual cold fronts. Sightings of the
protected species should be re-
ported to Texas Parks and Wild-
life at (800) 792-1112. Last win-
ter, 183 whooping cranes took
residence along the mid-Texas
coast on and near the Aransas Na-
tional Wildlife Refuge.

®m The Texas Department of
Public Safety announced DPS Di-
rector Dudley Thomas will retire
Feb. 29 after almost 40 years with
the agency. He was appointed di-
rector in 1996.

m Texas Railroad Commis-
sioner Tony Garza cautioned Tex-
ans against panicking over Year
2000 computer problems but
stressed that all Texans should be
ready for people problems, such
as overreacting, worrying, hoard-
ing food or falling victim to scams.

m The Nov. 5-7 Texas Book Fes-
tival is attracting more than 140
luminaries from the literary world
— including Elmer Kelton, Sandra
Brown, Dan Rather and Scott
Turow — and thousands of book
enthusiasts to the halls of the state
Capitol. The annual event is a
fund-raiser for Texas public librar-
ies.

m Willy Graves, president of
Progressive County Mutual Insur-
ance of Texas, says this time of
year “the simplest thing drivers
can do to reduce an accident with
a deer is to drive the speed limit”
and “reduce your speeds in areas

-where visibility is low.”

Here we are just two months
away from going into not only a
new year (which is always a time
for looking back in retrospect and
ahead in expectation), but also into
a brand new millennium.

No one can miss the fact that
this is giving rise to lots of fear and
speculation about the future.
Dependent on the understanding or
priorities of those making such
observations, all kinds of fearful,
dire predictions are being made.

Quoting trends, statistics, and
even scriptures, they offer a wide
variety of mostly gloom and doom
scenarios that are (according to
them) awaiting us come January 1,
2000.

But of course, even a glance
back at our history will show that
these kinds of predictions are
nothing new. The feelings of
insecurity we humans get from our
fears of not being ultimately in
control of our world have
periodically evoked dire predictions
of what is about to happen to us.

Even before the present
possibility of a Y-2K bug causing
a temporary breakdown of “business
as usual,” perhaps causing
shortages and outages of energy
with the coming of the year 2000,
people have scared themselves
about “what ifs.”

Although in fact there is not

even a certainty or agreement as to
when the “real” millennium will
begin, there are those who are now
terrified of it, and are stockpiling
food and drink in a frenzy
reminiscent of the Cold War.

During that time many fearful
people went to great lengths and
expense to build bomb shelters and
stockpile weapons to defend
themselves against their neighbors
should the neighbors try to take
their food supply following a
nuclear attack. (“Love thy neighbor
as thyselt” didn’t seem to carry any
meaning in that picture).

Such, an, insecurity about
material things is perhaps indicative
of having little reliance on the One
who made this universe in the first
place to see it through to its
appointed time. And if indeed,
January 1, 2000, is the time the
Maker has in mind, then no amount
of food stuff or weapons will make
a difference in survival.

Aside from having a practical,
reasonable amount of supplies on
hand for a few days of transition on
January 1, (in case of some
computer not being “fixed” to

handle the flow of business), -

anything else may be stemming
from paranoia.

Observing the aura of
apprehension and even fear
surrounding the beginning of the

new millennium reminds me of
some Haskell kids I’ ve heard about
whose greatest fun, back in the
1930s, was going by the old Jones
and Cox warehouse to look through
a crack in the door at an old funeral
hearse stored there. Every time
they did it they were scared out of
their wits, and ran all the way to
their home on the south side of
town. But every few days they
would go by there again, knowing
what it was going to do to them.

I don’t know why we do it,
(maybe it’s for the thrill) but it
seems to me that human beings
like to scare themselves every so

often.

This may be one of those times.
And if, as some have even predicted
through their “profound”
explanation of scriptures and
reading of the “signs,” this is the
time planned for the winding down
of this earthly creation, we humans
have much greater things at stake to
be preparing for than “what we
shall eat and what we shall wear.”

There’s never a bad time for it,
but during this time before the new
millennium may be a great time to
renew our faith in the One who
gave us life to start with; do our
best to be all we should be to
ourselves and others, and trust Him
with the rest.

Haskell inspector helps
recover area bank funds

Tedious tracking of a trail of
paper by Scott Williamson of
Haskell, Field Inspector for Texas
and Southwestern Cattle Raisers
Association, TSCRA, has led to

the recovery of $92,478 and a five-
year jail sentence for a suspect who
diverted funds legally belonging to
the First National Bank of Munday.
Williamson’s findings also
accounted for another $326,858
which had been diverted from the
bank, but was not recovered.

The case began in June, 1998
when Inspector Williamson was
contacted by FNB President Bob
McWhorter. Learning that the
bank had foreclosed on Donnie
Edward Ryder, 54, of Benjamin,
because he was approximately
$360,000 short of his financial
statement collateral, Inspector
Williamson received copies of the
loans and security agreements

. between Ryder and the bank.

The First National Bank held all
loans for lease of all properties of
the Beavers-Mulky Ranch, all
operating expenses and the planting
and farming of all crops.

Beginning with a brand name
from the TSCRA
comprehensive database, Inspector
Williamson turned up cattle

County Grand Jury on a first-degree
felony offense of hindering a
secured creditor.

When the case was tried, Oct.
19, in the 50th District' Court in
Knox County, Ryder pled guilty
and was sentenced to five years
confinement in the Texas
Department of Criminal Justice
Institutional Division and charged
$286.25 in court costs.
