There are several ways to treat
snoring or apnea.

ointment for insect bites or rashes;
sunscreen: and ipecac syrup. (Call
your local poison control center

before using.)

“Remove all medications and
store them in a cool, dry place that
is not accessible to children,” said
Dr. Pam Bailey, an emergency-
room physician at Texas Children’s
Hospital' in Houston. “Discard
expired medicines by flushing them
down the toilet.”

Keep a copy of important phone
numbers. such as your local poison
control center or child’s
pediatrician, in or near your
medicine cabinet.

I you are like most people, you
receive scveral credit card
applications a month. If your card
does not offer most of the features
listed here. apply for a new card
that does (and do not forget to
cancel the old one).

1.) Does the card charge an
annual membership fee? If you
currently use a card that does, call
and ask them to drop the annual
fee; many will if they want to keep
you as a card user. Travel and
entertainment cards (American
Express, Diners) always charge a
hefty annual fee; you must pay off
the balance in full every month.
There is no reason to pay an annual
fee!

2.) Does your card offer you a
grace period? A grace period is the
number of days between the
statement date and the payment date
when no interest is assessed to the
charges listed on the statement as
long as:

eyou pay off the statement
balance in full each month and

syour payment arrives by the
payment due date.

For example, Bonnie pays off

the entire balance on her March
statement. The April statement’s
closing - date is April 5; the
payment due date is April 25. Her
grace period is 20 days. She will
not incur any interest charges for
the purchases listed on her April
statement as long as her check
reaches the card issuer by April 25.
If Bonnie misses that date, she will
be assessed a late payment fee
(even if the payment gets there
before the next “billing or closing
date.””) She will also be assessed
interest charges from the date she
made each purchase.

Develop the habit of using a
credit card company’s money for up
to 50 days without having to pay
interest. Here is how to do it.
Matthew’s statement closes on the
8th of cach month. His card offers
a 20 day grace period. Matthew

colds and flu

Extra attention to hygiene may
keep the cold and flu away this
winter.

“ThHe most common way that

colds are transmitted is through

handshaking on hands covered with
virus,” said Dr. Jane Corboy, an
assistant professor of family and
community medicine at Baylor
College of Medicine in Houston.

charges a purchase on June 9, that
charge does not show up until his
July 8 statement. His grace period
ends July 28. As long as he pays
the balance in full each month, he
will not be charged interest on the
June 9 purchase if his payment
reaches the card company before or
on July 28. However, if he does
not pay off balances in full each
month, each purchase is charged
interest on the date of the charge.
In the above example if Matthew
had not paid off the May statement
balance in full, the June 9 purchase
would be assessed interest starting
on June 9.

You need to know four things
about grace periods:

sSome credit card companies do
not offer them.

*On some cards like Discover,
you must pay off the balance in
full for a minimum of two
consecutive months to avoid
paying interest.

*The grace period is 25 days for
some cards; on others it is 15 or
fewer days. A shorter grace period
means that payments must be
returned more quickly after the
statement arrives.

*Grace periods are an endangered
species; more cards are dropping
them. If you always pay off your
balance in full each month and use
a card that does not charge an
annual fee, expect to see your grace
period disappear if you charge less
than $2,000 a year.

3.) What Annual Percentage
Rate does the card offer? Unless
you have terrible credit, you should
be able to get a card with an annual
percentage rate below 14%. If you
now have a card with a higher rate,
call the card company today and ask
them to lower it. Tell them that
you are considering canceling their
card because you can get a lower
rate from another company. If they
do not lower your rate, cancel the
card after you receive your card
from the other company.

4.) How does your card compute
monthly interest? Most cards use
one of two systems:

eAverage daily balance. Here is
how it works. During April
William charged $1,000. When his
May statement arrived, he sent in a
payment of $950 leaving an unpaid
balance of $50. However on his
June statement he will be charged
interest on the average daily
balance in May. For 26 days in
May he owed $1.000, so he will
pay interest on $1,000 for 26 days
and interest on $50 for five days.
Since Bill did not pay off his
balance in full, any charges made
in June will be charged interest
starting on the day the purchase
was made.

eTwo-cycle average daily
balance. Nancy’s May statement
arrived. She had paid off the
balance in full for April, but she
did not in March. On her May
statement she will be charged
interest for the average daily
balance for both March and April.
If Nancy pays off the May balance
in full, she will not be charged
interest on her June statement.

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How well does your credit card measure up?

5.y What fees must vou pay
when you get a cash advance from
your card? This is a game you
cannot win. but at lecast learn the
rules. For example. you find
yourself in a bind. You need a
hundred dollars in cash right now
because the merchant will not take
your check or your credit card. You
have two options:

*Get a cash advance tfrom your
credit card.

eUse your debit card to withdraw
cash from your checking account.

It would be an easy choice if
you had the cash in your checking
account. On a $100 withdrawal
using a debit card, the ATM could
charge from 50 cents to $2. For the
cash advance from your credit card.
your card may charge from [.5 -
2.5 percent of the amount you
withdraw and the card starts to
charge you interest on the $100 the
day you get your money. The
Annual Percentage Rate (APR)
calculated on charged purchases.
For example, Shirley takes a $500
cash advance; her card charges her 2
percent of $10 plus intérest starts

accruing at 21.9 percent. Avoid
cash advances like a plague.

6.) What perks does the card
offer to attract you to their card?
Some of the better ones include:

*Collision coverage. People
who have a Gold Visa or
MasterCard can decline the
collision damage insurance waiver
when they rent a car. Collision
coverage can cost as much as $12
to $15 a day, so this i1s a useful
benefit if you rent cars.

The Gold Visa or MasterCard
will also cover anyone renting cars
in many countries of the world.
Anyone planning to rent a car
overseas should call their credit card
company and ask three questions:

A. “Will my credit card provide
collision coverage if I wreck a
rental car in (name country)?”

B. 1 the answer is “ves.” then
ask. “For how many weeks is the
coverage good?” Some cards only
cover vou for two weeks (in the
LS. and overseus):

C. "It I have an accident. what
is the phone number in (name of
country) that I should call to report
my accident?” Obviously. a renter
needs this phone number for cach
country in which he or she plans to
travel while driving the rented car.

Not all cards provide collision
coverage. Sometimes the employer
has a scparate policy providing
collision coverage. Betore you rent
a car with a company card. find out
il the company card includes
collision coverage!

Your credit card may cover
damage to the rental car anywhere
in the world. but it does not
include liability coverage if you are
responsibie for injuries or property
damage you cause while driving the
rental car. You have such liability
coverage on your auto policy when
driving a rental car in the United
States and in Canada. You do not
have such coverage when renting a
car anywhere else on the. planet
<unless you buy it when vou rent
the car.

*Frequent flyer miles. For every
dollar charged. a cardholder earns
ore mile. For example, Philip

charges a new $200 suit using a
credit card that awards frequent flyer
miles. His next statement from his
.frequent flyer account should show
that he earned 200 miles for the
suit purchase.

*During the first 30 to 90 days
from the date of purchase, the card
will replace a lost, stolen or
damaged item. Cards are dropping
this coverage, so it must have
value.

sSome cards have also offered
discounts on the purchase of a new
car; however, these benefits have
been cut back or eliminated.

AUSTIN — Underprivileged
children in Texas will receive $2.8
million worth of toys through na-
tional anti-trust settlements with
four major toy companies, Attor-
ney General John Cornyn an-
nounced.

The toys are being distributed
by the U.S. Marines Toys for Tots
program benefiting needy children
in ities across the state.

“This holiday season thousands
of underprivileged Texas children
will receive toys as a result of these
settlements. My office will con-
tinue to enforce the law for com-
panies who seek to get around the
rules of the marketplace,” said
Cornyn.

“I want to applaud the Marines
who are helping distribute these
toys. I hope our efforts will bring
additional cheer this year.”

The distribution of toys resulted
from national anti-trust settle-
ments totaling $56 million with
Toys “R” Us, The Little Tykes Co.,
Hasbro and Mattel. The settle-
ments resolved allegations that the
companies conspired to withhold
popular toys from low-margin
warehouse clubs and forced the
manufacturers to sell the toys in
multi-toy packaging.

These practices ensured that
consumers could not easily com-
pare the retail prices charged by
the clubs to those charged by Toys
“R” Us.

State Limits Fireworks Sales

Sales of fireworks (legal only
twice a year in Texas) began Dec.
20 and will end Jan. 1 at midnight.

Fireworks can be sold for two
weeks before Independence Day
and two weeks before New Year’s
Day.

Dec. 15 was the deadline for
county commissioners to imple-
ment a ban on the sale of aerial
fireworks (stick rockets and mis-
siles with fins and rudders) for this
holiday season.

State Fire Marshal G. Mike
Davis said people who use fire-
works should be prepared.

“People should pay special at-
tention to the prevention of fires
and be ready to take quick action
to douse a fire if one does ignite,”
Davis said.

Each holiday season emer-
gency rooms receive people with
face, eye and hand injuries from
improper use of fireworks.

The State Fire Marshal’s Office
recommends that Texans choose
a public fireworks display operat-
ing under a state permit as a much
safer alternative to the private use
of fireworks.

1st Online Auction Succeeds

Texas Comptroller Carole
Keeton Rylander declared the
state’s first online auction of un-
claimed property a success.

She said the Dec. 10 through
Dec. 16 sale of jewelry and col-
lectibles from abandoned safe de-
posit boxes attracted worldwide
bidders.

The 81 auction items sold for
$12,265. Their appraised value
was just under $10,000.

The state paid about $282 to sell
the items online, using the online
auction web sites eBay, Yahoo, and

Amazon.com.

AG Halts ‘Payday Lending’

Attorney General Cornyn an-
nounced the filing of a permanent
injunction and compromise settle-
ment with lender Cash Today.

Under the settlement, the com-
pany, which owns operations
throughout the state, will pay $1
million in restitution to Texas con-
sumers and end its loan business
known as “deferred deposit” or
“payday lending.”

Payday loans are short-term
loans made by unlicensed lenders
for up to several hundred dollars
at extremely high interest rates,
ranging from 650 percent to over
1000 percent annually.

Texas law prohibits businesses
without a license from loaning
money to consumers at an interest
rate higher than 10 percent.

DPS Issues Travel Caution

~ As many as 62 lives could be
lost in traffic accidents over the
Christmas and New Year’s holiday
weekends, the Texas Department
of Public Safety said.

Extra DPS units will be patrol-
ling the Texas highways over the
holidays, keeping a special look-
out for speeders and drunken driv-
ers.

Thirty-three people died in traf-
fic accidents during the 1998
Christmas reporting period and 35
deaths were recorded over last
New Year’s.

Other Highlights

m Gov. George W. Bush offi-
cially filed Dec. 17 as a candidate
in the Republican presidential pri-
mary in Texas set for March 14.

m The Texas Natural Resource
Conservation Commission ap-
proved a set of proposals calling
for “deep emissions reductions” to
improve air quality in the state’s
major metropolitan areas. A pub-
lic comment period for the pro-
posed plans ends Feb. 1.

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Social Security benefit statement available

by Lou Gilly

Thanks to Dorcus Hardy, who
served as the Commissioner of
Social Security during the 1980’s,
you can obtain a record of the
Social Security taxes you have paid
as well as an estimate of the Social
Security benefits you are expected
to be eligible to receive. To check
on your Social Security account,
obtain “Request for Earnings and
Benefit Estimate Statements” for
SSA-7004-SM, you can phone
(800) 772-1213 to receive a copy
of the form, or go to the Social
Security Web Stten
http://www.ssa.gov to process the
form.

After you complete the form,
you will receive your ‘“Personal
Earnings and Benefit Estimated
Statement.” Your “Statement” has
two parts.

Social Security Earnings Record

You should receive a chart that

shows your carnings from the first
year that you were employed. Your
statement will not show any
earnings from this year and may
not yet show your earnings from
last year. If your earnings records
do not agree with what is printed
on your statement, contact the
Social Security Administration at
(800) 537-7005. However, you can
only make corrections on your
carning records for the last three
years.

- Estimated Social Security
Benefits

The Social Security
Administration has estimated three
types of benefits for you:
disability, survivor and future
retirement benefits. Estimated
benefits are a function of the
amount of taxes you pay each year,
the number of years you have paid
taxes and the number of dependents
you have. In calculating estimated

retirement benefits, Social Security
personnel assume that your tuture
carning’s record will be stmular
your income history. These
estimates are in today’s dollars. For
example, Luise is 40 years old.
Social Security estimates that
when Luise turns 62 and is eligible
for reduced retirement benefits, he
should receive $650 a month were
he to retire then.

If married at retirement your
spouse has a choice of benefits:

A. He or she can receive 50

B. 100 percent of his or her own

Divorced? If you were married a
minimum of 10 years before your
divorce, you should be eligible to
receive retirement benefits which
are 50 percent of your divorced
spouse’s benefits or 100 percent of
your own, whichever is larger.

Disability :

To qualify for disability
benefits, your disability must be
expected to last at least one year or
result in your death. A disabled
person must wait six months
before benefits start. However,
most disabled individuals apply
iwo or three times before Social
Security agrees to pay disability
benefits. Many disabled persons
have found it necessary to hire
attorneys to appeal Social
Security’s rejection of their claim
in order to receive benefits.

Checkpoint

Disability benefits provided by
your employer are probably merged
with Social Security. For example,
Loraine’s employer’s disability
insurance policy promises to pay
her $1,600 a month. If Social
Security were to pay $1,200 a
month, her employer’s policy
would only pay Loraine $400 (the
difference between the $1,200 paid
by Social Security and the $1,600
promised by the insurance policy).

Survivors

Benefits are a function of the
number of dependents you leave at
your death. Children receive
benefits until they graduate from
high school or have their 19th
birthday, whichever occurs first. A
surviving spouse will receive
benefits if his or her wages are less
than $10,000 and one dependent
child is younger than 16. For every
$2 that the spouse earns above
$10,000 ($9,600 in 1999). his or
her Social Security benctits will be
reduced by one dollar. When the

youngest ‘child turns 6. spousal

benefits stop until the spouse turns
60.

O: I beard on the news that you
have filed some sort of suit against
a sweepstakes company. Is this true?
If so, how can I join in the suit?

A: My office receives hundreds
of letters each year from consumers
who are concerned about the
marketing activities of sweepstakes
companies.

All'too often, their letters asking
for assistance are too late. They have
already sent hundreds or thousands
of dollars to these companies in the
hopes of winning a huge cash prize.
In many cases, those victimized are
elderly citizens who live on a fixed
income. These seniors are often
looking for a way to supplement iheir
incomes and these sweepstakes offers
seem like an easy way to get more
money.

Many times, consumers purchase
products or magazines that they do
not need and cannot afford in the
miscaken belief that these purchases
will increase their odds of winning.

Sweepstakes companies are not eager

to dispel that notion.

After consumers enter the
sweepstakes by placing orders for
magazines or other merchandise,
their mailboxes are flooded with
additional solicitations. Each one
promises that the consumer is closer
to the grand prize. The notices also
suggest that additional orders will
help move consumers to the next
level in the contest.

We have heard stories of entrants
who, upon receiving an announce-
ment that they are in the final running
for the'grand prize, invite their family
and friends over for a celebration
when the prize is delivered. Of
course, there is never a delivery.
Others have traveled hundreds of
miles to collect prizes that they have
not won.

Because of the number of
complaints my office has received,
I recently filed a lawsuit against
Publishers Clearing House for
violations of the Texas Deceptive
Trade Practices Act (DTPA). This

Breeders optimize
profit and strive for
desired beef traits

Tender steaks start with cattle
breeders. Their goal is to breed the
best animals- with the best
combination of desired traits.
However, USDA geneticist
Michael MacNeil says the term
“best”. is .a subjective :and
inconsistent measure. He says it
has slowed producers’ ability to
breed improved animals. However,
new research can help breeders

refine their decision-making
process by focusing on
profitability.

To assess their animals, breeders
keep track of growth and carcass
traits. Breed associations take the
information and combine it with
each animal’s genetic tree. They
run it through a computer program
to develop an expected progeny

difference. or%EPD:.: ‘That lets
breeders compare individual
animals for individual traits. But
the process is not complete.
Producers are lett with the difficult
task of combining the EPDs in an
efficient manner. So MacNeil is
improving the performance testing
process by using the EPDs to
predict genetic potential for profit.
Whit his system, breeders will be
able to know how to trade off
changes in fat thickness and
marbling most profitably. Breeders
would also be able to rank animals
more effectively.

The complicated calculations are
not yet available in a simple
computer program for individuals
to use. Until then, producers will
most likely get the information
through Extension specialists or
breed associations.

suit alleges that the sweepstakes
company made a variety of misleading
representations through mail-order
solicitations to obtain money
primarily from elderly citizens.

This lawsuit is brought in the
public interest, not on behalf of
named individuals or a class.
Therefore, private individuals cannot
join this legal action. However, they
can file complaints against a
sweepstakes company.  These
complaints help my office investigate
and stop deceptive sweepstakes
practices.

As T have said many times before,
elder Texans need and deserve
protection from those who would
try to take advantage of them. By
taking legal action, I hope to bring
to an end the clearly illegal practices
of Publishers Clearing House.

The lawsuit = cites multiple
violations of the DTPA, all of which
allege that Publishers Clearing House
misled consumers about their odds
of winning a sweepstakes in order
to sell a wide assortment of mercha-
ndise.

My office, through the lawsuit,
has asked the court for a permanent
injunction that will require Publishers
Clearing House to discontinue several
marketing practices in Texas. We
are also asking for civil penalties of
up to $10,000 for each violation to
be paid to the state.

If you have a complaint against
asweepstakes company, you can file
a complaint with the Consumer
Protection Division of the Office

of the Attorney General. To request
a complaint form, call us at (800)
621-0508. Complaint forms are also
available on the Office of the
Attorney General Web site at www
.0ag.state.tx.us.

Finally, anyone who enters a
sweepstakes should be aware that,
by law, you do not have to purchase
anything to enter and that buying
merchandise will not increase your
chances of winning. Whether you
buy or not, the odds against winning
a sweepstakes are tremendous.

Inhalant abuse is a silent
epidemic on the rise in Texas.

A recent Texas School Survey
of Substance Use indicated that
about 15 percent of all elementary
students in fourth through sixth
grades had used inhalants. In
addition. over the last three years,
inhalants are the only substances
that have increased in usage among
Texas school-age children.

“Although these numbers don’t
translate into large numbers of
children who may be abusing
substances, they present an
opportunity to take action at a time
when prevention and intervention
efforts are most effective,” said Dr.
Joan Shook, chief of emergency
medicine at Texas Children’s
Hospital in Houston.

“Huffing” is a form of inhalant
abuse in which vapors or fumes are
inhaled through the mouth to
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obtain a quick high. Also know as
“sniffing™ or “solvent abuse,” this
harmful activity can cause short-
and long-term health problems,
including brain damage.

“Although inhalants rank fourth
behind alcohol, marijuana and
clgarcttes in usage, they are the
most dangerous in regard to risk of
death in the short term.” said Dr.
Todd Vedder, inhalant abuse expert
at Texas Children’s Hospital.

A child can die from using
inhalants only once. Common
household products like spray
paint, cooking sprays, air freshener
and butane can be sprayed into cans
and small plastic bags or onto
clothing so the concentrated vapors
can be inhaled. Ten to 15 seconds
of huffing might produce a high
that lasts 10 to 15 minutes.

There are many reasons why
children find inhalant abuse
appealing. These products are
cheap, accessible and legal.

“Any experimentation with
drugs is potentially harmful and the
danger of inhalants coupled with
the ease of abusing them make this
an urgent fight for our kids’
futures,” said Shook.
