Russ Walker is a young man in 
a hurry to develop his dream and 
bring his vision for a thriving 
manufacturing business to fruition 
in Haskell.

Back in October, when Haskell 
E conom ic  D ev e lo p m en t 
Corporation Director, Monty 
Montgomery, handed Walker, 
owner and operator of Bandit 
Motorcoaches, Inc., the key to the 
newly renovated building on West 
Hwy. 380, saying, “We’ve done 
everything we can to help you, 
now it’s up to you,” the young 
entrepreneur replied, “Fine, now 
just get out of my way. I’ve got 
things to build.”

On Mon., Feb. 14, during an 
open house and reception from 
4:00 to 5:30 p.m., the public will 
have the opportunity to view the 
custom-renovated property, the 
process involved in producing the 
recreational vehicles and the 
custom-finished products of 
Haskell’s new manufacturing 
company.

Bandit Motorcoaches in Haskell 
is part of a family owned business, 
including Outlaw Conversions, 
which outfits horse trailers with 
living facilities for the horse 
owners, such as sinks, showers.

sofas, etc. Outlaw Conversions is 
operated in Stephenville by John 
Walker, brother ol' Russ Walker, 
with 30 employees involved in that 
aspect of the business. Together 
with their parents, Charles and 
Barbara Walker of Paducah, who 
divide their time between 
vStephcnville and Haskell, the two 
young men are partners in the 
business.

Proud of his company, the 
possibilities provided by his new 
location here and the products he 
turns out, Russ Walker says his 
vision for the motor homes has 
develoixid over a period of years.

Rai.sed on a farm and ranch in 
Paducah, he graduated from high 
school there in 1994 and from 
Tarleton University in 1998. While 
at Tarleton he and his brother 
started building home-living 
interiors in horse trailers. John 
Walker did most of the selling 
during that time and Russ Walker 
worked mostly in the evenings 
after classes. Building the motor 
homes came as a kind of spin-off 
from that, he said.

Last year the two brothers 
experienced a big learning curve, in 
which they found that the 
trailer/motor home market is a 
different kind of market than they

were accustomed to, living in the 
small town. They had to learn sales 
and marketing and they seem to 
have learned it well.

“It just kind of grew from that,” 
Russ said. “We had a product no 
one else had, the way we did it.”

Explaining, he said that for 
instance, in their cabinetry they use 
hard woods, whereas most trailer 
manufacturers use paper-wrapped 
prefab material for cabinets. “And 
that attention to details is what 
established us in the quality 
market,” he said. “Basically, what 
we are built on is our quality work. 
Everything in the trailers is 
customized to suit the owner. In 
the motor homes, there is more 
standardization, but no two trailer 
interiors are alike.” He added that 
they found they built a product no 
one else had and their goal is to try 
lo slay ahead with that.

Walker said that in five years 
the name Outlaw Conversions has

grown in the horse-trailer world. 
“It’s well known and that is our 
goal for the motor homes.”

Contracting nothing out and 
working from raw materials, all the 
work is done here from the ground 
up. In addition lo Walker the local 
plant now employs six full-time 
local people. However, after the 
first start-up period. Walker expects 
to have as many as fifty employees 
working here, perhaps by the end 
of the year. “We’re growing and 
we’ll be taking on more 
employees.” he said, adding that 
some of the Outlaw Conversions 
operations and employees will 
eventually be located here.

Moving to Haskell in October, 
Walker said coming here has been 
great. “The facilities are just great. 
We’d been working outside and this 
is good for me.

“Without Monty Montgomery 
and Shane Hadaway, we’d never

have heard of this place. They 
pursued it and worked hard and got 
everything to work right,” he said.

Montgomery said one of the 
reasons the EDC went after the 
Walkers is because they are native 
West Texans, understand the region 
and have the same belief system 
and ideals we have in Haskell.

“Starting here with Class C 
motor homes and with more and 
more of the horse trailer 
conversions that have been their 
bread and butter for the last five 
years, done here, all of their 
headquarters operations will 
eventually be in Haskell,” 
Montgomery said.

Ru«s Walker and all of his 
people plan on settling here, he 
said. “We’re not a fly-by-night 
deal. With the type of product we 
build, we don’t rely on customers 
to walk in our front door. We 
strictly build for dealers and they 
don’t care where we are located. 
They (the dealers) put the motor 
homes on their sales lots in places 
and cities where I don’t want to 
live. That’s why right here in 
Haskell is more ideal for us, 
because we’re able to do what we 
want to do in a place that’s more 
like home. That’s always better, 
because I’m more productive when 
I’m happy.”

Bandit Motorcoaches occupies 
the building built in 1974 by the 
Haskell Industrial Foundation. A 
bronze plaque on display just inside 
the building lists the names of 
those eleven citizens of twenty-five 
years go who worked to help bring 
diversified business and' industry 
here. First housing a sewing plant, 
its last owner was the Mung bean 
operation of a few years ago.

When the EDC bought it back 
the building had seen virtually no
maintenance done since it was 
built. In what was almost a matter 
of starting over from scratch, it has 
received new electrical wiring, new

lights, plumbing, air conditioning 
units, gas heating, painting inside 
and out. The space was 
reconligured to include a 
comfortable front office, break 
room and work areas specifically to 
accom m odate the Bandit 
Motorcoaches and large horse 
trailers. Through the extensive 
renovations, all done by local 
contractors and labor, the EDC has 
transformed the old building into

With every amenity 
imaginable, including hardwood 
cabinets, a shower with skylight 
ceiling, built in TV and microwave 
oven, it is enough to make the 
most die-hard stay-at-home start 
dreaming of open roads and far 
horizons.

If the talent, vision and hard 
work of young Russ Walker all 
come together as he believes they 
will, the back lot of Bandit 
Motorcoaches in Haskell will be 
filled with these motor homes 
bearing the soon-to-be well known 
logo of his company and with lots 
of horse trailers waiting for a 
custom-built living space.

He and his family’s company 
are indeed a welcome addition to 
Haskell.

"Parents who smoke should do 
so outside the home, designate a 
well-ventilated room in the home 
where there is fresh, outside air 
exchange, or wait until children go 
to bed,” said Dr. Marianna 
Sockridcr with Baylor College of 
Medicine and Texas Children’s

Never smoke with children in 
the car and chose to sit in non­
smoking sections at restaurants and 
other establishments. Studies have 
shown secondhand smoke can cause 
respiratory problems and an 
increased chance of car infections in 
children.

More physicians making 

house calls for older patients
Contrary to common beliefs, 

house calls didn’t disappear when 
the town do(:tor stopped driving a 
horse-drawn buggy. Today there is 
a growing patient population that 
needs to be seen in their homes.

Dr. Joe Ventimiglia, an 
assistant professor of family 
practice and community medicine 
at UT Southwestern Medical 
Center at Dallas sees a number of 
patients in their homes.

“I’m not preaching that all 
patients should be seen at home 
instead of in clinic,” he says. “But 
there are specific reasons for caring 
for some patients at home.”

Often older patients who are 
very ill and frail can be seen at 
home without as much disruption. 
Some of these patients may have 
trouble moving around or may 
become disoriented when taken 
away from familiar surroundings. 
Others may have developed 
anxieties or fears that worsen in 
strange places.

Another advantage is that 
treating the patient in the home 
gives the physician the chance to 
get an idea of how the whole 
family is coping with the illness of 
one member and determine whether 
changes could be made to help 
everyone.

It just takes a little flexibility 
and willingness on the physician s 
part to see that certain necessary 
lab tests arc done if the patient is 
homebound, Ventimiglia says.

There are some things you 
should be aware of when searching 
for a doctor to perform LASIK eye 
surgery.

“When looking for a doctor, 
make sure you find out how much 
experience he or she has and what 
their data is in term of results,” 
said Dr. Douglas Koch with Baylor 
College of Medicine in Houstt>n. 
"Obviously, make sure they havd cv 
high success rate.”

It's important to make sure the 
doctor performs a careful 
examination and tells you 
evervthing the procedure entails. 
Also, make sure that he or she 
looks for abnormal features, like 
excessively large pupils, that 
would make you a poor candidate 
and rule you out for the procedure.

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Green Thumb

A garden is only as good as its 
soil. The ideal soil for our gardens 
is easy to work, able to hold water 
and nutrients well and is loam. A 
crumbly balance of sand, silt and 
clay, the particles of loam, cling 
together in small clumps.

Wc need to water in the coolest 
part of the day, in the early 
morning when there is less wind 
and heat to cau.se evaporation.

To get water down to your 
plants’ roots, create soil basins 
around your plants to contain the 
water and direct it where it is 
needed.

1 knbw you already know all of 
this, but it is good to read it again. 
Plants are like people. Most folks 
take their seeds outside, throw 
them in the ground and then expect 
them to hold their own in the cold, 
cruel world.

First, if at all possible, 
transplant them later in the day or 
on an overcast day. The plants will 
- tivc enough time to recover before 
the temperature rises again the next 
day.

Your Christmas plants need 
eleven hours of good sunlight 
which is very important this 
season of the year.

I want to give you some rose 
growing tips. It is necessary in 
some parts of our country to 
protect roses over the winter to 
ensure blooms the following 
spring. This is especially 
important where roses are exposed 
to whipping winter winds.

Feed your roses by working 
rotten bananas, skins and all into 
^be soil near the base of the rose 
imshes. The potassium in the skins

gives them a “power-packed 
boost.’’

Give your roses a summer 
"pick-me-up” by placing leftover 
tea bags on the soil underneath 
each bush. The tannic acid in the 
tea bags makes the soil slightly 
acidic which roses love.

To control black spot, mix 1 
ibsp. of baking soda. 1 tbsp. of
vegetable oil and 1 tbsp. of liquid 
dish soap in a gallon of warm 
water. Apply with a pump-type 
sprayer every 10 days or at the first 
sign of any disease.

If you shield your roses from 
drying winter winds and bright 
sunshine, they will live to see 
another glorious spring.

There are a number of things we 
can do to give our plants a helping 
hand. One thing, pick an overcast 
day. This helps to reduce our 
moisture loss. New transplants 
must be protected from strong 
sunshine.

If you can shade the plant on 
only one side, place the shield to 
the southwest, angled over it. If 
your garden is always windy, make 
a permanent windbreak by planting 
shrubs along the edge.

One other tip for you, to make 
an effective spray for houseplant 
pests such as mites, aphids and 
mealybugs, combine three 
tablespoons of rubbing alcohol and 
one tablespoon of mild liquid soap 
in a quart size sprayer. Fill the 
sprayer with water and shake well. 
Spray plants thoroughly on both 
sides of the leaves and stems. Then 
rinse the plant with clear water 
after about 15 minutes.

AUSTIN —  Anyone who 
wants to know how much nico­
tine is in a certain brand of ciga­
rettes should have an easier time 
finding the information.

The Texas Department o f  
Health has adopted a revision to 
state law that will allow Brown 
& Williamson Tobacco Corp., 
Lorillard Tobacco Co., Philip 
Morris Inc., and R.J. Reynolds 
Tobacco Co. to provide infor­
mation to the department by us­
ing a mathematical model to 
determine the nicotine yield of 
their products.

Information on nicotine yield 
provided to the health depart­
ment will be subject to the Texas 
Public Information Act, the law 
that gives citizens access to most 
documents held by state agen­
cies and local government.

Armed with information, citi­
zens can make a. better-informed 
decision whether or not to smoke 
cigarettes.

Methods used to obtain infor­
mation on nicotine yield also will 
be found under the revised  
Texas Health and Safety Code 
Chapter 161, Subchapter P. 

Bush Security Has a Price
Gov. George W. Bush’s presi­

dential campaign is not cheap
and taxpayers, o f course, are 
footing the bill.

Department of Public Safety 
records show Texas spent at 
least $2.65 million last year for 
what is being called “executive 
security,” the Associated Press 
reported.

The DPS listed the figure as a 
lump sum for security for Bush 
and Lt. Gov. Rick Perry.

At the end o f 1998, when 
Bush began considering a run 
for president, executive security 
costs were about $286,000.

Since then, the governor has 
traveled out o f state on cam­
paign trips, with the state pay­
ing for his security.

Aides to Bush say the state 
also paid for former Democratic 
Gov. Ann Richards’ security 
when she campaigned for Presi­
dent Clinton in 1992.

AG Rules on Judge’s Mail
A Texas Attorney General’s 

opinion issued last week said 
Denton County officials are re­
quired by state law to allow the 
Denton Record-Chronicle, or 
anyone from the public, to regu­
larly review the county judge’s 
official mail.

The newspaper first asked in 
June to review County Judge 
Kirk Wilson’s mail daily.

At first, the judge granted the 
request but later denied daily 
access and asked the attorney 
general to rule.

Education Agency Limits 
Class-size Exemptions

State officials are making it 
harder to get a class size exemp­
tion, the Texas State Teachers 
Association reported last week.

Last year, 150 school districts 
asked the state to waive the 22- 
pupil lim it on̂  kindergarten 
through fourth grade.

That marks a 50 percent in­
crease in the number of districts

asking for a waiver five years 
ago.

Now, two new restrictions will 
apply:

■ Beginning in the fall, all 
campuses getting waivers will 
have to have a state rating of 
“acceptable” and show annual 
gains in student performance in 
future years; and

■ Districts requesting waiv­
ers for more than two consecu­
tive semesters must hold public 
m eetings at each campus af­
fected by a waiver.

Bush Names‘AmiDassador’
Gov. Bush has designated  

Secretary of State Elton Bomer 
as the Census 2000 ambassador 
for Texas.

State agencies are to cooper­
ate with and assist the Bomer in 
census outreach activities.

More than 500 Local Com­
plete Count Committees have 
been formed in Texas to spear­
head grassroots campaigns to 
educate local residents about the 
importance of the census.

And, more than 26,000 fed­
eral census workers w ill be 
needed to conduct the Texas 
census throughout the year.

Studio Proposal Made
Hoping to attract Hollywood, 

the Austin Film Society has pro­
posed to use vacant buildings at 
the capital city’s now-defunct 
Robert M ueller Airport for 
sound stages and production 
offices for making commercials, 
films and videos over the next 
10 years.

Instead of my usual question and 
answer column, I am providing 
the following information for 
Texas consumers.

The best way to be a careful 
consumer is to be an informed 
consumer. The Office of the Attor­
ney General is the consumer protec­
tion agency for the state. Our goal 
is to protea Texans from unscrupu­
lous businesses and educate consum­
ers on how to protea themselves.

My Consumer Protection Divi­
sion (CPD) produces free educa­
tional brochures on a variety of 
consumer topics from credit cards 
and ID fraud, to tenant rights and 
car repair. Consumers can request 
copies of our brochures by calling 
(800) 621-0508.

CPD also publishes a quarterly 
newsletter called Consumer Watch. 
The newsletter provides tips on how 
to be an informed consumer. It also 
contains updates on lawsuits that 
this office may have filed on behalf 
of Texas consumers. To be added 
to the Consumer Watch mailing list, 
write to: List Manager, Office of 
the Attorney General, PO Box 
12548 Mail Code 027, Austin, TX 
78711.

Protecting Consumers 
On occasion, CPD files a Decep­

tive Trade Practices suit against a 
business. The suits are intended to 
protea the public interest. While 
we cannot file a suit on behalf of 
private individuals, we do monitor 
consumer complaints for possible 
enforcement actions.

When filing a suit, we consider 
several faaors including among 
others, the severity of the case and 
the possibility of halting fraudulent 
activity. Even though we aren’t 
always able to recover money for 
consumers, we file these cases to 
stop illegal business praaices.

"Many of today’s youth who are 
lonely or angry do not have 
constructive ways of venting their 
frustrations.” states Smith. “We 
i)ffer a safe, non threatening 
environment where callers can 
discuss their problems with 
someone who will listen and not 
judge them. Hotline callers are 
urged to .seek ongoing guidance and 
support from trusted adults, school 
faculty, or local social service 
agencies."

"Our goal is to help minimize 
problems at home or school and 
prevent youth from becoming 
involved in delinquent, self­
destructive behavior." explains 
Smith.

One ol the most popular 
Valciuilie's Day gifts is a heart- 
shapecl box of chocolates. There 
may be a scientific reason for that.

Why do people love chocolate 
so much? Is il the taste? Not 
cnlircly. The appeal of chocolate 
seems lo come from a variety of 
factors, according to Arizona 
researchers. Some of the appeal lies 
in I he fat and sugar content of 
chocolate. Wc lend lo like things 
that arc sweet and melt in the 
mouth. But chemical composition 
may play a role in the chocolate 
cravings. More women than men 
report cravings for chocolate and 
often women crave chocolate the 
most hcforc menstruation, when 
hormones levels arc highest.

Another study, conducted in

Italy, tested the theory that cocoa 
contains some of the same 
chemicals found in marijuana, 
which could have something to do 
with why chocolate seems to bring 
such a feeling of pleasure to some 
people. The rc.scarchers found that 
while chocolate docs contain some 
of these chemicals, it’s probably 
not in high enough quantities to 
really have an effect. More study 
needs to he done, though.

Monitoring your blood pressure
Patients appear to be pretty 

good at least one medical task.

One problem doctors have in 
diagnosing and treating high blood 
pressure is accurate measurement of 
a patient’s blood pressure. The 
doctor’s office is never the best 
environment to measure “normal” 
blood pressure. People often 
become nervous or stressed when 
they visit the.doctor’s offjcc - and 
they may even be testy if they’ve 
had to wait a long time. This is so 
common that they’ve even coined a

phrase for the syndrome; white coat 
hypertension. That means blood 
pressure that’s only too high when 
the patient is visiting the doctor.

One possible solution to this 
problem is to have patients 
measure their own blood pressure 
away from the doctor’s office, in a 
more normal setting. But how 
accurate would those readings be 
when they aren’t taken by trained 
medical personnel? Swiss 
researchers found that they’re 
actually quite accurate. They fit

patients with automatic blood 
pressure monitors, then instructed 
patients to take their own blood 
pressure readings at certain times. 
In most cases, the patients’ 
readings and the reports from the 
monitor agreed.

Doctors at U-T Southwestern 
Medical Center at Dallas says you 
can help your doctor by learning to 
measure your own blood pressure, 
then honestly report the results. By 
working as a team with your 
doctor, you can help your doctor 
provide better health care.

Children need 
enough sleep

How can you tell if your child 
gels enough sleep?

Morning crabbiness and 
dillicully waking are obvious signs 
ol' sleep deprivation, but here are 
.some other clues, taken Irom Peace 
Pipe Line, July. 1999.

^Hyperactivity. Many kids are 
overactive when they're just plain 
exhausted.

^Afternoon naps. School-age 
children don’t normally nap. 
Dozing off after school or during 
short car rides could be cause for 
concern.

*Staring into space. These 
“micro-naps” can be a way of 
catching up on missed sleep.

^School problems. If your 
c h ild ’s teacher suspects 
hyperactivity or a learning disorder, 
see your pediatrician.

Here is a rough guide to how 
much sleep children typically 
require:

6-months to 3 years—12 hours a 
night plus daytime naps.

3 to 6 years—12 hours a night.
7 to 12 years—10 hours a night.
If you’re not sure your child is 

getting adequate sleep, record his or 
her moods for one week, then move 
bedtime up 30 minutes and check 
for any change in mood. If they 
improve, your child needed more 
sleep.

The problem 
with eating in someone else’s 
kitchen is that you never know 
how clean it is or how the food is 
prepared.

Extension food safety expert 
Michelle Ledoux offers tips for 
eating out. She says not to be 
afraid to send something back. It’s 
your health you need to think 
about.

If you order something that 
"hould be served hot, make sure 
It’s steaming. If you order a dish 
that is suppose to be cold, make 
sure it is. Otherwise, there may be 
something wrong with it. She says

if the main dish is chicken, make 
sure the meat is white and that 
juices run clear. The same is true 
for pork. If ground beef is ordered, 
make sure none of the meat is 
pink. Ledoux says vegetable side 
dishes aren’t foods that typically 
contain organisms that cause food- 
borne illnesses. She also says to 
look the salad bar over carefully 
before digging in. Also, the Food 
and Drug Administration has 
advised that people not eat raw 
sprouts. Raw sprouts have been 
connected to outbreaks of 
Salmonella and E coli 0157.

Ledoux says to use common 
sense when eating out. If an eating 
establishment has dirty bathrooms, 
floors, tables, then chances are the 
kitchen is dirty also. Don’t be 
embarrassed to leave. That is not a 
place you want to eat.

Administration wants workers to 
help correct mistakes right away. 
Workers should check for errors in 
the following information: name, 
address, date of birth and earnings 
record. The amount of Social 
Security benefits at the time of 
retirement is based on an 
individual’s career wage record. So 
it is important for earnings to be 
correctly posted.

If there is a discrepancy, contact 
your local Social Security Office. 
Granovsky says after carefully 
checking the statem ents, 
consumers should keep them in 
their permanent files.

“Washing hands frequently is 
the best defense,” said Dr. Jan 
Drulz with Baylor College of 
Medicine in Houston. “Parents 
need to teach their children to wash 
their hands periodically during the 
day. particularly before eating or

handling food.'’

date on all immunizations and 
encourage children to limit contact 
with children who are ill.

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Bottled  w a te r  n o t fo r  con tact le n s c a re
A new study shows bottled 

water is not a safe alternative for 
rinsing and storing contact lenses.

Researchers at Baylor College of 
Medicine in Houston found low 
levels of bacteria and other germs 
in several samples of bottled water 
purchases at Houston-area grocery 
stores. Results of the study were 
published in a recent issue of 
“Ophthalmology,” the Journal of 
the American Academy of 
Ophthalmology.

Under criteria proposed by the 
Food and Drug Administration 
(FDA) and the Environmental 
Protection Agency, the Baylor 
study found that 20 percent of 
bottled-water samples exceeded 
acceptable sanitation limits. 
Another 17 percent of the samples 
consisted of lower levels of 
microbes. Using contaminated

bottled water to rinse contact lenses 
passes the bacteria to the surface of 
the lens.

"This study shows that bottled 
water is not always sterile,” said 
Dr. Kirk Wilhelmus. a profcs.sor of 
ophthalnn)logy at Baylor’s Cullen 
Eye Institute and director of the 
study. “Bottled water should not be 
used as a substitute for sterile 
solutions used in contact-lens care. 
Contact-lens wearers must follow a 
strict disinfection regimen to avoid 
serious eye infections.”

According to the International 
Bottled Water Association, sales of

bottled water exceed $3 billion a 
year. .Since it is perceived to be of 
better quality than tap water, 
bottled water is sometimes used as 
a substitute for rinsing and storing 
contact lenses.

"Incidents ol miections due to 
bottle water have not been widely 
reported, although some groups are 
calling loi stricter criteria for 
regulating the product,” Wilhelmus 
said. "Some of the water tested in 
our study contained coliforms, 
mold, amoebas and algae. Many of
these have the potential to infect 
the eye.”

Medications can bring 
comfort to patients in poin

Pain. It can be as simple as a 
headache. It can be a discomfort 
following surgery. Or it can be the 
lingering reminder of cancer.

In all of these conditions there 
can be comfort and relief through 
the use of pain medications.

The physicians of Texas 
Medical Association recognize the 
importance of pain management 
and urge patients to always discuss 
their health concerns with their 
doctor.

“Patients should not feel like 
they are complaining to their 
doctor about pain,” says Dr. Greg 
Guziey, a San Antonio oncologist. 
“There are effective medications 
Which can relieve pain.”
• The uncomfortable feeling of 
pain is the body’s way of alerting 
you that .something is wrong. It’s 
the body’s way of sending a 
message to your brain. There are 
both drug and non-drug treatments

available that can be successful in 
preventing and controlling pain.

Many times patients believe 
they will get “hooked” on the 
medications prescribed to them for 
pain. Dr. Guziey reminds patients 
that the risk of addiction when 
these medicines are used to control 
pain is so low that no patient 
should have to suffer pain because 
they are afraid to take the medicine. 
"These are strong medications and 
when used correctly can provide the 
necessary relief,” he adds.

Patients should talk to their 
doctors about the pain they will 
experience following surgery or 
from illness or disease. Pain 
control can provide comfort while 
healing, speed recovery and 
improve results of surgery.

If you are scheduled for surgery, 
talk to your doctor about the 
following:

•How much pain will there be

and where will it occur?
•How long will the pain last? 
•What arc the options for pain 

control?

•When will medications be 
administered?

•Notify your doctor about your 
pain.

“Patients should be advocates,” 
says Dr. Guziey. “Some patients 
assume they are going to 
experience pain, because they have 
cancer or some other chronic 
condition. The reality is that a vast 
majority of patients with chronic 
pain (better than 90 percent) can 
have their pain controlled well 
enough for them to lead a 
comfortable life.” Dr. Guziey adds 
there are physicians who specialize 
in pain management and are 
knowledgeable in prescribing the 
medications.

Trends in advertising, television 
serials and sitcoms that portray 
extremely thin girls as role models 
may account for an increase in the 
number of younger people being 
treated for eating disorders. 
Psychiatrists report seeing patients 
with eating disorders such as 
anorexia and bulimia nervosa at 
younger ages than in the past.

Sexualizing thin, teen-age girls 
wearing adult makeup and posing 
suggestively in advertisements 
glamorizes unhealthy bodies and 
unhealthy attitudes, especially for 
girls in the pre- and early teen 
years, says Dr. David Waller, who 
specializes in eating disorders at 
UT Southwestern Medical Center 
at Dallas.

Waller, suggests that parents be 
alert to any sign that their child 
may be developing an eating 
disorder. The signs include an 
obsession with food and/or 
exercise; wearing clothing that 
disguises the body; spending less 
time with friends and formerly 
pleasant pastimes; frequent trips to 
the bathroom - especially after 
meals; dieting and changes in sleep 
patterns.
