Two county 
schools receive 
E-rote funding

Discount funding is calculated 
according to a school’s level of 
economic disadvantage (based on 
percentage of students eligible for 
the national school lunch program) 
and their location, rural or urban.

It's never too early to learn Obituaries
For decades, doctors told parents 

that their newborns were like blank 
slates. Today, in ihe book The 
Scientist in the Crib, a baby’s 
mind is described as ‘‘the most 
powerful learning machine in the 
universe.” Most education experts 
agree.

But this head-turning new model 
ot early childhood often leaves 
parents confused about what’s best 
for their very young child.

Carol H. Rasco, writing for the 
U. S. Department of Education, 
said many of the parents she speaks 
with wonder if they should buy the 
latest learning tools that promise 
to make their infants into 
Superbabies or to turn their 
toddler’s and preschoolers into little 
Einsteins.

The good news is you don’t 
need expensive toys, videos, 
flashcards, or CDs to build your 
baby’s brain. A caring parent or 
caregiver can find many “teachable

moments” in the everyday play of 
babies, toddlers and preschoolers. 
And summer offers the perfect time 
to begin.

By learning through play, young 
children gain skills that help them 
get ready for school. This can be 
especially important for five-year- 
olds in the summer before 
kindergarten.

Rasco gives some simple steps 
for a super smart summer.

1. Talking: Simply talking to 
young children stimulates brain 
activity. Choose summer themes 
to tell stories, sing songs, recite 
nursery rhymes, and describe the 
world. Name things and encourage 
your child’s efforts to talk.

2. Reading: The American 
Academy of Pediatrics recommends 
that parents begin reading aloud to 
babies at 6 months old. Summer is 
a great time to start a daily reading 
ritual. Frequent reading opens 
windows on the world, feeds

children's imaginations, and teaches 
them to associate books with your 
love.

3. Libraries: Books for babies 
and children are available free at 
your local library. Librarians often 
offer special summer story times 
and other activities for preschool 
children. Studies show that the 
best readers come from homes with 
lots of books. Get your child his 
or her own library card and make 
visiting the library a lifelong habit.

4. TV: The American Academy 
of Pediatrics recommends waiting 
until your child is at least two years 
old before exposure to TV, and then 
limiting viewing to an hour or less 
per day. Choose only nonviolent,, 
educational shows and avoid 
commercials. Watch with your 
child to ask and answer questions 
that extend learning.

5. Writing: Provide a well-lit 
table or desk and a variety of papers 
ana writing tools. Encourage the 
child, without pressure for the 
writing to “look like” something. 
Refrigerator magnets can help teach 
the shapes of the alphabet. Most 
preschoolers enjoy learning to write 
their own names.

•Determine When and Where 
would be the best time and place to 
move -  Does the older adult want 
to remain independent or give up 
living space in exchange for 
prepared meals, maintenance and 
housekeeping?

"To ease a parent’s anxiety 
during this transitionary period 
make sure to involve them in the 
decision-making process,” says 
Higgins.

Before Departing: Take the 
time to prepare for your trip. You 
and your family will have a more 
enjoyable vacation if you plan 
carefully.

•Know where you are going. 
Lost or confused drivers are more , 
vulnerable in dangerous situations. 
Call ahead for proper and safe 
directions to get you to your 
destination safely and have maps of 
the area on hand to help you 
navigate once you are off the main 
road.

•Take precaution with a cell 
phone. Cell phones can be a 
lifesaver when you need immediate 
access to emergency services after 
an accident. Keep your phone 
within easy reach and get to know 
its features. However, use it 
prudently. Reports suggest that 
driving while talking on the phone 
increases accident rates.

•Wear your seat belts. Seat belts 
should always be worn as a safety 
precaution.

•Check the air conditioning 
system. Leaks may have formed 
over the winter, so have your air 
conditioning system serviced. A 
good mechanic can look for and 
repair any leaks in your system and 
can replace refrigerant that the air 
conditioner uses to keep your car 
cool.

•Test your car’s battery. Because 
hot weather can shorten the life of 
a car’s battery, weak or old 
batteries should be tested and 
replaced if necessary.

•Make sure your tires are ready 
for the road. Examine tires for 
uneven or excessive tread wear. 
Make sure all tires, including the 
spare, are inflated properly.

, If you’re in an accident: 
Taking immediate steps if you’ve 
been in an accident can protect your 
family and your car from further 
damage.

•Stop immediately and make 
sure your car is not blocking 
traffic.

•Turn off your car to keep it 
from overheating or catching fire.

•Warn oncoming cars. Use road 
flares or orange triangle reflectors if 
they are accessible.

Turkey is 
great for 
grilling

As temperatures heat up, so do 
outdoor grills across the state. 
Turkey is a great addition to 
summer barbeques.

Extension poultry specialist 
Sarah Birkhold says turkey roasts, 
breast steaks, drumsticks, franks 
and sausages can all be cooked 
quickly and easily on the grill. Yet, 
grilling turkey requires extra 
attention to food safety.

Birkhold offer the following 
suggestions: Always use a meat 
thermometer. Turkey breast meat 
should be cooked to 175 degrees 
Fahrenheit and dark meat should be 
cooked to 180 degrees. Keep turkey 
in the refrigerator or cooler at 40 
deg rees F ah ren h e it until 
immediately before grilling.

Do not use leftover marinade as 
a sauce on cooked turkey. Instead, 
separate a portion for use in sauces 
before marinating meat. Never use 
the same unwashed plate to hold 
raw and cooked turkey. Turkey 
should be served and leftovers 
refrigerated two hours after 
cooking.

Birkhold adds that turkey is also 
ideal for those watching their 
summer waistlines. It’s high in 
protein and naturally low in fat, 
calories and cholesterol.

Q : I  have been approached by 
several jH ends abou t jo in it^  

or “dinner^^ c lu b i They 
have told me lh a t these clubs are l^gal
because the money is a  and
th a t the retu rn  on m y investm ent 
w ill be tremendous. I t  sounds too 
£food to be true. Is it?

A: Sim ply put, yes, these clubs 
are too good to be true and usually 
are illegal pyramid schemes.

The Consumer Protection 
D ivision o f  the Office o f  the Attor­
ney General has received an increas­
ing number o f inquiries about tiiese 
clubs and their l^ality. While I have 
not issued a legal opinion on them  
at this point, I w ould like to offer 
som e general warnings.

Pyram ids by a different name 
In Texas, pyramid schemes are 

illegal under the Deceptive Trade 
Practices Act. The difference be­
tween a pyranud sdiem e and a 
It^timate multi-levd marketing plan
is the source o f  the incom e for 
participants.

In a multi-level marketing plan, 
members earn m oney through the 
sale o f  products or services by 
members tiicy have recruited.

In a pjTamid schem e, however, 
participants give m oney for the 
opportunity to receive m oney that 
is derived from  recruiting new  
members into the scheme.

H ow  th e g ift clubs w ork
The majority o f  the clubs that 

we have heard about use names for 
the various levels such as “appetizer^’ 
for the entry level where a $5,000  
“gift” is required; “salad” or “entree” 
when the participant recruits 
additional members; and “dessert” 
or “birthday” when the participant 
reaches the top and receives the big 
payoff.

Mathematically, these organizat­
ions are destined to run out o f l 
appetizers. In a pyramid with eight 
appetizers, for each o f those eight 
to reach the dessert level, a total o f  
64 new  participants must join. For 
each o f those 64 participants to  
receive their payoff, an additional * 
516 participants must join, and for 
each o f the 516 participants to reach 
the payofflevel, 4 ,096 persons must 
join.

Only the members at the very 
top o f the pyramid profit. Those on 
the bottom  levels usually lose their 
investments.

W arning Flags
We have heard reports that club 

members are telling prospective 
members that the Attorney General 
has approved the club or that the 
organization is legal. This is abso­
lu tely untrue! The Office o f the 
Attorney General cannot, by law, 
attest to the legitim acy o f ANY  
business or organisation. M y office 
has not stated anywhere that any o f 
these clubs are legal.

Some o f the groups advise new  
members to only bring cash and to 
deposit their big “gifts” in small 
amounts over a period o f time to 
avoid notice by the bank and the 
m s. You should avoid any organiza­
tion that tells you how  to hide your 
profits.

Enforcem ent
Any person can be found in 

violation o f the Texas Deceptive 
Trade Practices Act for establishing 
and operating an illegal pyramid 
scheme and for advertising or 
prom oting one. V iolations o f the 
illegal pyramid section are classified 
as state jail felonies that can result 
in jail time. Members also can be 
sued and ordered to pay civil 
penalties and to return participants’ 
money.

Several police departments have 
already begun to crack down on 
g i f t in g  clubs as illegal pyramid 
schemes.

U se caution
Before investing any amount o f  

m oney in an organization, you 
should consult w ith a reputable 
attorney or financial planner.

I f you are asked to join a dinner 
or gifting club remember, it is 
probably Uleg^ most membdis lose 
their investments and prom oting 
or advertising the club could result 
in criminal and civil penalties.

Grasshoppers hop 
into North Texas

More than a month earlier than 
expected, grasshoppers are invading 
N orth  T ex as. E x ten s io n  
entomologist Allen Knutson says 
several consecutive years of hot, 
dry summers and warm autumns 
created luxury accommodations for 
grasshoppers to thrive and 
multiply. Cool, wet weather slows 
down their development.

Extension urban entomologist 
Michael Merchant says pesticides

offer only a little protection against 
these voracious insects. He says 
even the best sprays guarantee only 
partial control, so there’s almost 
no escape from damage.

Merchant says floating row 
covers are effective and non-toxic. 
But even these mesh-like fabrics 
may need to be sprayed to keep 
grasshoppers from chewing 
through the fabric.

Is there a valid educational 
advantage for kids having more 
opportunities for participating in 
the arts? So often, in our 
communities, the main (and 
seemingly only) real emphasis 
and value is placed on the physical 
sports and related activities.

While these things are no doubt 
good, interesting and beneficial, 
there may be other important 
aspects in the development of the 
young individual which are not 
regarded as being of great import to 
their development as a ‘whole’ 
person.

ir your refrigerator is covered 
with the art of a junior Picasso, 
you may already know about the 
arts advantage in education.

The arts help prepare children to 
read and write by developing visual 
and motor skills. Painting, 
drawing, and sculpture also help 
children learn to make choices, use 
memory, and express feelings.

The educational benefits of these 
and other art forms, like dance, 
drama, and music, are significant. 
Perhaps more emphasis placed on 
the development of these skills 
would be beneficial to our kids.

Major studies reveal multiple 
advan tages when students 
participate in the arts. The 1999 
report. Champions o f Change, 
found that students who participate 
in music and theater, for example, 
are highly likely to enjoy success 
in mathematics and reading.

In addition, arts learning helps 
level the playing field for even the 
most disadvantaged children. The 
arts can reach students who are 
bored, failing at conventional 
studies, or otherwise disengaged 
from learning. These “classroom 
failures” and “problem students” can 
become high achievers in arts 
settings that value diverse styles of 
learning.

The visual arts, dance, music and 
theater employ multiple skills and 
develop abilities that will be highly

thinkers who can generate ideas and 
communicate in a variety of media. 
The arts offer excellent training in 
these critical areas. They need to be 
emphasized and valued in the 
schools.

Summertime is playtime for 
many youngsters, with recreation a 
high priority. But Carol H. Rasco, 
writing for the U.S. Department of 
Education, urges all parents of 
young children to also place a high 
value on creativity. Even before 
your child gets into school, where 
hopefully, he or she will receive 
training in the arts, guiding your 
children to arts enjoyment during 
summer vacation can revitalize 
learning and open new avenue^ for 
expression.

*Babies: Music and movement 
can soothe, stimulate, and teach. 
Make singing a ritual throughout 
the day. Sway, shake rattles, and 
move the baby’s arms and legs to 
music.

*Toddlers (age 1-2): Provide 
spoons, pots, and bowls for 
drumming. Clap to music and play 
finger games. Do simple dances to 
develop balance. Animate sock 
puppets. Use words to develop 
speaking and listening skills.

Here are a few simple tips for 
giving your kids the arts advantage 
this sum/ner.

1. Seek a balance of activities 
indoor and outdoor, groups and 
individual, using music, dance, 
drama, crayons, paint, clay or 
collage.

2. Provide choices and let the 
child discover likes and dislikes.

3. Focus on the process, not the 
product. That is the treasure.

4. Allow enough time to repeat 
and practice skills.

5. Encourage the child’s free 
expression and imagination.

6. Keep activities flexible to 
allow for flow and spontaneity.

7. Expose children to works of 
art through free summer shows and 
exhibits.

*Toddlers (age 2-3): Pretend to 
be animals. Ask children to 
respond to different music. Provide 
dress-up clothes for dramatic play. 
Let children choose the songs, 
stories and colors they prefer. Use 
play dough.

*Preschoolers (age 3-4): Act out 
scenes from favorite books or draw 
the characters. Try pantomime. 
Count beats to music. Recite 
nursery rhymes. Improve dexterity 
by stringing beads or pasta. Make 
collages from household junk.

*Primary grades (age 5-6): Tell 
original stories. Make story books, 
scrapbooks and portfolios of 
artwork. Encourage opinions on 
others’ art. Practice a summer play 
integrating painting, music, dance 
and drama.

Most importantly, make sure 
it’s fun! By nurturing your little 
Georgia O’Keefe or Alvin Ailey, 
you can combine creation with 
recreation, and give your young 
child the arts advantage this
summer.

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Plan a smarter summer for kids; 

never take a vacation from learning

'"No more pencils, no more books! 
No more teacher's crazy looks."

Are your kids looking forward to 
summer vacation? Great! But 
don’t toss out those books and 
pencils just yet. Summer fun 
doesn’t have to mean “dumber fun!”

U. S. Education Secretary, 
Richard W. Riley says that 
exercising kids’ brain muscles all 
summer brings big benefits in the 
fall. And not exercising them can 
mean a loss of hard-earned skills.

In an article for the U. S. 
Department of Education, Secretary 
Riley says that a wise parent or 
caregiver can sneak in a lot learning 
into those lazy, hazy days.' The 
good news is you don’t need a lot 
of extra time or cash to give your 
kids a smarter summer. The trick 
is to make a game out of learning 
every day. Here are a few ideas he 
gives:

*ChalIcnge younger children to 
find letters of the alphabet on 
everyday items like street signs, 
cereal boxes, or newspapers. By 
asking “How many A’s can you 
llnd?” you also exercise counting 
skills.

*Havc an older child practice 
math by using grocery coupons to 
calculate the final price of items on 
your list. Challenge the child to 
guess the weight of produce before 
reading the scale, and to compute 
the correct change at the checkout.

*Any daily reading, yes, even 
comic books, is good for your 
child’s brain. A librarian can help 
your child select books on arty 
topic—baseball or butterflies, horses 
or hurricanes. The secret is for the 
child to choose the subject, so that

it doesn’t feel like homework, but 
that he or she is truly reading for 
pleasure.

^Writing weekly letters to a pen 
pal or distant friend won’t feel like 
schoolwork, especially i f  the 
contents are strictly private! And 
older kids won’t care that crossword 
puzzles boost spelling and
vocabulary, if you make it a game 
while traveling or cooking dinner.

*Have kids “paint” their names 
with water on a hot sidewalk, then 
watch the letters disappear. To 
sneak in some science, have kids 
guess how long it takes for wet 
footprints to evaporate, then time 
it. Challenge them to guess the 
melting time of ice cubes. Drop 
items in a pail of water to see if 
they sink or float. Have children 
record all guesses and results, and 
reward the “players” with frozen 
treats.

*For more sly science fun, find 
two similar, healthy plants. Have 
your child water one, but riot the 
other, for a week or two, and 
observe daily. Make a leaf tattoo 
by gently clipping a small paper 
shape onto a large leaf. Remove 
the shape after a week. Discuss the 
results and have the child write it 
up to share the experiment with 
family members.

We know that orange juice is a 
good source of vitamin C. Now 
doctors have new reasons to drink 
it. Doctors at a medical research 
firm report that compounds found 
in orange and tangerine juice appear 
to fight some kinds of cancers by 
s to p p in g  the ce lls  from  
reproducing. These compounds, 
called flavonoids, didn’t have as 
much impact when they were used 
on their own. They were much 
more effective when they were part 
of the juice. Doctors say that could 
be because the compounds interact 
with something else in the juice to 
fight cancer. Doctors plan more 
research to figure out how orange 
juice fights cancer and how this can 
be used to develop new ways of 
treating cancer.

Vitamin C could be good for 
your head, as well. Doctors in 
Hawaii recently reported that 
supplements of vitamin C or 
vitamin E may help protect people 
from mental decline that comes 
with age. In some cases, vitamins 
may even help improve mental 
function. Unfortunately, this 
doesn’t appear to have any impact 
on the dementia that comes with 
A lzheim er’s disease. Doctors 
believe vitamins C and E help the 
brain because they’re antioxidants 
that counteract free radicals that 
damage the brain.

Doctors at UT Southwestern 
Medical Center say orange juice 
and oranges are good sources of 
vitamins that seem to have a 
number of health benefits. Add 
some to your diet today.

Conservation District will be 
sponsoring a drip irrigation 
demonstration plot on the Mike 
McGuire farms on the north edge 
of Haskell throughout the year. 

This system will use drip tape 
buried  approx im ate ly  12” 
underground. Spacing of tape will 
be 64 inches or every other row. 
Emitter spacing will be on 30 inch 
spacing. Producer is presently in 
process of installing drip line.

If you should be interested in 
this type of irrigation system

please feel free to observe the work 
in process. The system is on a 23 
acre block adjourning FM 2163 at 
McGuire’s house. The Haskell 
SWCD will be sponsoring a field 
day at a later date yet to be 
announced. '

This type of system will work 
good on smaller tracts of land 
where water is limited and other 
means of irrigation is not feasible.
