Citizens urged to 
conserve water

During the Sept. 11 meeting of 
th e  H a s k e l l  C o u n ty  
Commissioner’s Court, a bid of

The Court is encouraging  
everyone to conserve, water during 
this period of drought. The cities 
of Haskell, Knox City. Munday and 
Goree are members of the North 
Central Texas M unicipal W ater 
Authority, which gets their water 
from Miller Creek. Other cities in 
the county, as well as Old Glory 
and Aspermont. purchase water 
from that reservoir. Some cities

mix their own well water with that 
I'rom Miller Creek, though the City 
of Haskell does not.

If the drought continues, Haskell 
may have to open local wells, 
which is why it is very important 
lor those who have their own wells 
to use extreme care when watering. 
A deep watering every several days 
is w iser than daily  shallow  
watering, and it is wise to water in 
the late evening or very early 
morning so less evaporation occurs. 
We all need to work cooperatively 
to assure that our water reserves do 
not dry up. P resen tly , it is 
estimated that there is only enough 
w ater in the re se rv o ir for 
approximately a year.

In a heavy turnout of voters in 

both the City and County of 
Haskell elections. Sept 12, the 
result was overwhelmingly in favor 
of the issuance o f bonds of 
obligation to help finance the
building of a Regional County Jail 
facility. The bond issue had to carr>' 
a m ajority o f votes in both 
elections to pass.

Voting in the City election was 
928 to 174, making 85 percent in 
favor of a $4.7 million bond issue.

County voting, which included 
city residents who cast ballots in 
both elections, was 1,579 to 521 in 
favor of a $5.6 million bond issue.

Ground breaking for the jointly- 
owned facility is expected 
between the middle of October and 
early November.

Fully supporting the proposal of 
the minimum to medium security 
jail facility, the City Council and 
County Commissioner’s Court has 
been working with the Haskell 
Development Corporation for the 
last four years to obtain it. 
Expected to bring in 125 jobs and 
to boost the waning local economy 
with a $3 million annual payroll, 
the prison is ca lcu la ted  by 
supporters in the city and county to 
be self-supporting, not causing any 
extra taxes.

The total cost of building and 
starting the prison is estimated to 
be about $15 million, $5 million 
of which will be financed by private 
investments in revenue bonds.

AUSTIN — Texas has signed 
reciprocal agreements with 
Florida and Tennessee, allowing 
citizens with concealed handgun 
licenses issued by Florida or Ten­
nessee to legally carry concealed 
handguns in Texas, and vice versa.

Col. Thomas A. Davis Jr., di­
rector of the Texas Department of 
Public Safety, signed reciprocity 
agreements with Florida and Ten­
nessee through which their licens­
ees can visit Texas with their con­
cealed handguns.

“This agreement will allow li­
censed Texans to travel freely in 
the states o f Tennessee and 
Florida, while enjoying the same 
or similar privileges their licenses 
give them at home,” Davis said.

Made possible by 1997 changes 
to Texas’ concealed handgun law, 
the reciprocity agreements with 
Tennessee and Florida are the fifth 
and sixth Texas has signed. Texas 
has concealed handgun reciproc­
ity agreements with Arkansas, 
Louisiana, Arizona and Oklahoma.

Texans should remember that 
weapons laws vary from state to 
state, and before traveling, license 
holders should educate themselves 
about laws in other states that gov­
ern where and when they can le­
gally carry their concealed hand­
guns, Davis said.

Grain Station Opens
Texas and Mexico officials last 

week announced the opening of a 
truck-to-truck transfer station in 
Rio Grande City.

Mexican transport trucks will 
be allowed to cross the border on 
privately maintained roads and 
proceed to the Rio Grande City 
transfer station, Texas Agriculture 
Commissioner Susan Combs said.

At Rio Grande City, Mexican 
trucks will pick up deliveries from 
U.S. trucks transporting Texas 
grain shipments from throughout 
the Rio Grande Valley and the 
Coastal Bend.

Mexico is the top market for 
Texas grain sorghum with about 1 
million tons exported south each 
year.

Combs said she wants to de­
velop more Texas-Mexico market­
ing partnerships such as the Rio 
Grande City project.

“I view our relationship with 
Mexico as a two-way street, and 
we must both work together in 
partnership to enhance each 
other’s economies,” she said. ^

Combs said she visits regularly 
with her counterparts in the four 
Mexican states that border Texas:

Chihuahua, Coahuila, Tamaulipas 
and Nuevo Leon.

Food and agricultural trade be­
tween the U.S. and Mexico have 
more than doubled during the last 
10 years and are expected to total 
$10.9 billion in fiscal year 2000. 
Drought Crumbles Foundations

Shifting soils from heat and 
lack of rainfall have cracked the 
foundations of homes across the 
state, the Texas Department of In­
surance reported last week.

Foundation repair companies, 
insurance agents and lawmakers 
have been hearing from home- 
owners from Corpus Christi to 
Wichita Falls who describe how 
drought conditions have cracked 
foundations, outside brick walls 
and interior walls.

An early sign of trouble is a 
door or window that will not open 
or close or a small crack that ap­
pears inside the house. As the 
drought continues, cracks in the 
soil widen and the problems for 
homeowners multiply.

Sam Nelson, chief engineer at 
the Texas Department of Insur­
ance, said homes built over fill dirt 
or clay soil are the ones most likely 
to develop problems.

“Visualizing what the bottom of 
a dry stock pond looks like with 
its huge cracks will give you an 
idea of what’s happening around 
many concrete foundations,” 
Nelson said.

After a period of drought, the 
soil shrinks, and once rains return, 
the soil swells, creating movement 
in the foundation o f a home. 
Nelson said.

Nelson said homeowners can 
prevent foundations from cracking 
by maintaining a proper moisture 
level around the perimeter of the 
home. Watering the general area 
twice a week for 20 minutes is 
sufficient.

Nelson said barriers also may 
need to be dug near a home to pre­
vent roots o f large trees from 
pressing against foundations as 
they tend to rise during drought­
like conditions.

Fire ants 
are threat 
to nursing 
homes )

The red im ported fire ant; 

Sole nop sis invicta Buren, now 
infests about two-thirds of the 
eastern part o f Texas and isolated 
western counties (Midland, Ector, 
El Paso and Lubbock). Although 
primarily a pest found in outdoor 
sites, like turf grass, flower beds 
and ornamental plants, they can 
migrate indoors in search of food, 
moisture and nesting sites. In a 
few instances, large numbers of 
ants have been found to forage or 
nest in nursing homes, and there 
have been cases in Texas (Houston, 
Abilene) and elsewhere (Florida, 
Mississippi) where hundreds of ait*«̂  
have been found in the beds Or 
patients, causing multiple stings 
and medical complication or death; 
Thus, the ants present a medica) 
threat to immobile patients and 
potential legal liability.

Managers of nursing homes and 
convalescent centers are urged to 
recognize the red imported fire ant 
threat and take appropriate actions 
to assure the safety of their patients 
by contracting licensed pest control 
operators and discussing ant control 
options with them.

If separate companies have been 
contracted to manage insect pests 
indoors and outdoors, t h e v  
companies must be aware of the 
control tactics being used for this 
and other pests. Red imported fire 
ants and other ant species easily 
move through small cracks and 
crevices in foundations and around 
windows. If  the ants are not 
controlled outdoors, they will often 
su d d en ly  m ig ra te  in d o o rs . 
Controlling them outdoors before 
they enter the building is the best 
preventive action.

Contracts with pest control and 
lawn care companies should be 
carefully studied, to assure a plan i:> 
included for managing the ants, 
both indoors and outdoors.

For prevention, conduct regular 
inspections for ant activity or ant 
colonies, both outside and inside 
the premises. A dedicated, trained 
staff m em ber or a contracted 
professional pest control operator 
can provide for at least weekly 
inspection, because of the ability of 
the ants to quickly infest or re­
infest patient areas.

Sanitation within the care rooms 
must be carefully controlled to 
include elimination of food sources 
from the bedside tables, clothing 
drawers and other storage areas 
w ith in  the room s. F in a lly , 
procedures for caring for the 
patien ts  m ust be constan tly  
reviewed to make sure patients who 
are incapable of turning over are 
“direct turned” frequently so that 
ants do not go undetected.

In very hot, dry w eather, 
colonies may migrate indoors in 
search of a more suitable nesting 
site. Heavy rains may cause the 
ants to seek dry nesting sites 
in d o o rs  to escape  flood ing  
conditions. Ants that suddenly 
appear in the beds of the immobile 
patients may be seeking moisture 
or food for colonies located 
outdoors, or be exploring the 
patient’s bed as a possible colony 
nesting site. It is often impossible 
to determine why ants suddenly 
appear on a patien t, but if 
developmental stages (larvae aad 
pupae) are present along with 
worker ants, it is likely that a 
colony migrated to a new location.

Should ants be found indoors, 
collecting them in a vial of alcohol, 
using a cotton swab or tweezers, 
will help diagnose the problem and 
can be useful for the pest control 
operator to determ ine the most 
appropriate course of control. 
T^ese specimens can also be useful 
in documenting any problems that 
may result from their presence or 
activities.

D E B T  R E D U C T IO N  M A Y  B E  
Y O U R  B E S T  IN V E S T M E N T

Investors are increasingly uneasy about the ups and downs of 
the stock market. The market may have averaged 11 percent a 
year since 1925, but nobody knows where it's going now, much 
less how individual investments will do. At the same time, 
borrowing is almost too easy. Nearly anyone can qualify for a 
credit card, and homeowners can get second mortgages that 
exceed their home equity. Household debt has reached a record 
high, and interest rates are rising.

If you're worried about your investments and want to reduce 
your debts, you're in luck.

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Wetlands meeting Tues. C ity  C ouncil rep o rt

A wetland meeting is scheduled 
for Sept. 26 at the Haskell 
N a tio n a l Bank C om m un i ty  
Building at 1:30 p.m . This 
meeting will afford landusers the 
opportunity to hear speakers from 
the Texas Parks and W ildlife 
D epartm ent, U. S. Fish and 
W ild life-S erv ice  and N atural 
Resources Conservation Service 
explain the wetlands programs they 
administer and how they can be 
used to effectively assist in wetland 
restoration.

W etlands are an im portant 
bridge between land and water. The 
ability o f wetlands to store and 
hold  w a te r has im p o rtan t 
ecological, environm ental and 
economic implications to landusers 
in H askell and surrounding  
counties. W etlands also provide 
vital recharge sites for recharge 
aquifers, reduce flood damage, filter 
pollutants from water, provide 
iirigation water for crops and water 
for livestock.

Because they are so biologically 
rich, wetlands and adjacent uplands

represent an important habitat type 
for a vast array of wildlife species. 
They benefi t  many people  
economically as a result of fishing, ’ 
h u n t i n g  and  r e c r e a t i o n a l  
opportunities.

Since 1992, at least 40,000 
acres of restorable wetlands and 
adjacent uplands have been enrolled 
nationally in the Wetlands Reserve 
Program  and the Em ergency 
Wetlands Reserve Program. The 
Wildlife Habitat Incentive Program 
addresses habitat development for 

. both upland and wetland wildlife, 
threatened and endangered species
and fish eries . The N atural 
Resources Conservation Service 
administers these programs.

The Partners for W ildlife 
Program administered by the U. S. 
Fish and Wildlife Service has been 
an important wetland restoration 
effort. The Texas Parks and 
W ildlife D epartm ent is also 
involved in wetland restoration.

Field Day set Sept. 28

Haskell Co. Extension Agent 
Farmers can learn more about 

relay strip cropping as a means of 
pest control at a Sept. 28 Field 
Day on the Smith Farm near 
Munday. In relay strip cropping, 
producers plant a series o f crops in 
strips to provide food and shelter 
for beneficial insects during the 
winter and spring.

By interspersing strips of vetch, 
canola or grain sorghum amongst 
their cotton, producers can provide 
a continuum o f suitable habitats 
for beneficial predatory insects that 
later move into adjacent cotton 
dur ing the sum m er. T hese 
beneficials then prey on cotton 
pests during the growing season.

D r. J e f f  S lo sse r, T exas 
Agricultural Experiment Station 
entomologist based at Vernon, will 
out l ine relay  strip  cropping  
research conducted on the Rolling 
Plains at the Field Day.

“Our researchers and Extension 
specialists will present a wealth of 
crops and livestock information at 
this event. Registration begins at 8

a.m. and the program begins at 9 
a.m.,” said Galen Chandler, Texas 
Agricultural Extension Service 
district agriculture director for the 
Rolling Plains. “The Smith Farm 
is 2.6 miles east of Munday on 
U. S. Hwy. 277 and about 1/2 
mile south on County Road 4780.

The 9 to 10 a.m. morning 
session will focus on livestock 
production and grazing alternatives 
utilizing wheat and cool-season 
grasses.
