Tips for
preserving
gourds

It’s pumpkin-picking time.
Pumpkins and other types of
gourds are popular fall foods, but
they can also add a decorative touch
to your home for the holidays.

Extension horticulturist Dr. Bill
Welch says the curing process
takes about three weeks. First, cut
a mature gourd from the vine with
a sharp knife or pruning shears,
leaving about a two-inch stem.
Wash gourds in warm, soapy water
and rinse them in water containing
a little household disinfectant to
prevent rotting. Then dry them and
store them in a dark, dry and well-
ventilated place. Welch says the.
darkness will hold the color. Once
they’re completely dry, they have a
variety of uses.

Welch says painting, waxing
and varnishing can make the
vegetable shell even “more
attractive. Welch says if gourds
develop soft spots or start to
shrivel, it indicates they were
picked too early and they must be
thrown away before the mold
spreads to the other gourds.

Halloween make-up can play
tricks on skin if used incorrectly -

Little clowns with bright red
cheeks and tiny goblins with
painted faces are big hits at
Halloween, but makeup can play
tricks on skin if used incorrectly.

“The skin of younger kids may
be especially sensitive, but for all
ages, it’s important to apply and
remove face paint properly,” said

Dr. Rajani Katta, assistant
professor of dermatology at Baylor
College of Medicine.

Face paint generally falls into
two categories - cream and grease-
based. Cream makeup can usually
be removed easily with soap and
water. Grease paint is thicker and
lasts longer, but is more difficult
to remove.

“It’s important to remove the
makeup promptly. The longer it
stays on, the more likely it could
irritate the skin or that an allergic
reaction will develop,” she said.
“Be sure to wash it off before
going to bed.”

Katta said soap and water won’t
do the trick on grease-based
products.

“To remove the grease makeup,
apply a layer of cold cream or baby
oil and wipe with a tissue. You
might need to repeat several times.
Then, use soap and water,” Katta
said.

She offered
recommendations:

*Test the product on your
forearm before apply it to your

face. Watch the forearm spot for 48
hours to see if there is any
reaction.

*Follow the package
instructions for age guidelines.
Some of the makeup kits are
designed for older children and
adults and say so on the package.

*Use caution when using the
products on youngsters who may
smear the makeup into their
mouths or eyes, causing an
irritation.

And, if the makeup gets into the
eyes, Katta suggested washing with
cool water for several minutes. I*
the eye doesn’t clear up, a doctor
should be seen immediately.

Cases of identify theft rise with
robust consumer spending

A robust economy is leading to
more consumer spending across the
country, but it's also heightening
the potential for identity theft,
financial experts say.

Identity theft is when someone's
name and personal information is
used without their knowledge to
make purchases, access bank
accounts, get loans, or even seek

employment. If someone has
stolen your identity, the Federal
Trade Commission recommends
that you take action immediately.
First, contact the fraud
department of your credit bureau
and have them flag your file with a
fraud alert and a statement that tells
creditors to get your permission
before opening any accounts in
your name. Also, ask each credit
bureau to send you a copy of your

credit report.

It is also wise to contact the
creditors for any accounts that
unauthorized purchasers opened
without your permission. To avoid,
theft, always take credit car.
receipts after purchases, use your
Social Security number only when
mandatory and shred all personal
information before throwing it in
the trash. .

Oral cancer is more common
in smokeless tobacco users

Oral cancer is one of the most
common *‘¢ancers found “in
smokeless tobacco users. An
estimated 25,000 new cases of oral
cancer will be diagnosed this year
alone and many of these cases will
be people who dip snuff or use
chewing tobacco. Oral cancer is
one of the most preventable
cancers. However, many people,
especially young adults, choose to
ignore the warning signs and join
the ranks of smokeless tobacco
users.

Dipping snuff or chewing loose-

leaf, shredded or plug tobacco is

- just as harmful to your body as

smoking a cigarette. Snuff and
chew contain nicotine just like
cigarettes do and that makes them
just as addictive! In addition, many
of the smokeless tobacco products
on the market today have many of
the cancer-causing substances found
in cigarettes as well as other
damaging chemicals.

If you do use snuff or chew,
check your mouth each month for:

lumps or thickening anywhere
in your mouth

sunexplained swelling

esores that do not heal

ered or white patches that do not
go away

strouble swallowing or chewing

strouble moving your tongue or
jaw

Any of these symptoms could
indicate a serious problem,
especially if you use smokeless
tobacco. Make plans to see your
health care provider immediately if
you notice any of the problems
listed above. For more information
regarding the hazards of using snuff
or chew, contact your county
Extension office.

UV index is important guide

Do you ever wish you had a
way to predict when the sun would
cause the most damage so you
could better protect yourself and
your family? Fortunately, the
Environmental Protection Agency
(EPA) has provided us with that
scale and guidelines to go with it.
The UV Index is a forecast of the
amount of skin damaging UV
radiation expected to reach the
earth’s surface at the time when the

sun is highest in the sky.

Exposure to ultraviolet radiation
can cause or contribute to the
following health problems: skin
cancer and other skin disorders,
cataracts and other eye damage and
suppression of the immune
system. By paying attention to the
day’s UV Index, you can minimize
your risk of damage by taking
appropriate precautions:

*If the exposure category is
minimal (0-2), it is recommended
(o use a sunscreen with SPF 15.

Of
course, if you are in imminent
danger, you should leave immedi-

If you are considering leaving
an abusive home, you should find
asafe place for you and your children
to go when you leave. Options
include a friend or family member’s
home ora battered women’s shelter.

You should also find someone
who is willing to lend you money
should you need to leave quickly.
If possible, you should set up your
own checking account to allow you
access to funds when you leave.

Find a safe place to keep copies
of important documents.such as
insurance information, birth and
marriage certificates, health records,
social security cards, and financial
records. In addition, you should
leave a supply of extra clothes and

- medicine where you can access it in

an emergency.
After you leave
Once you have left an abusive
situation, there are steps you should
take to protect yourself and your
children. When you are at home,

- make sure thatall of your doors and

windows lock securely. You can
request a security check from your
local law enforcement agency.

Inform your neighbors and landlord
that your partner no longer lives
with you and that they should call
the police if they see him or her near
your home.

You should request an
unlisted/unpublished telephone
number, and never call your partner
from that phone. Get caller ID so
that you can screen your telephone
calls, and keep a log of any telephone
calls that he or she makes to your

~ home.

To help protect your children,
devise a safety plan for when you
are not with them. Inform their
school or day care of who is allowed
to pick them up.

At work, inform your sccunty

office or your managers about your
situation. If possible have someone
screen your phone calls and escort
you to and from your car or the bus
or subway.

Protection

Victims of domestic violence can
also file for a protective order. If
your spouse or partner violates the
protective order, call the police
immediately. Law enforcement
agencies are notified of all protective
orders filed in their jurisdiction.
When they receive notification that
someone has violated a protective
order, they can arrest the person and
file charges.

Financial assistance is available
to victims of domestic violence. The

- Texas Crime Victims’ Compensation
Program, which is administered by
my office, can assist with medical
and counseling bills that result from
domestic violence. Victims can also
receive compensation for loss of
support and relocation.

Texas Exile, another program
administered by my office, is also
working to prevent further instances
of domestic violence. It is against
the law for a person who has been
convicted of domestic violence to
possess a gun. If a person who is
subject to these prohibitions is
caught with a weapon, under Texas
Exile, he or she will face a tough
sentence in federal prison with no
possibility £5i parole.

" The Department of Public
Safety revoked concealed hand-
gun licenses from only 71 people
after learning that the permit hold-
ers had arrest records that dis-
qualified them.

The DPS began fielding a
stream of calls last week after a
national story broke that reported
as many as 400 handgun permit
holders had been convicted felons.

DPS spokesman Tom Vinger
said when the state law allowing
concealed handguns went into ef-
fect in 1997 the agency was
flooded with permit applications.
Thousands of applications were
approved pending a background
check because the FBI’s finger-
print processing lab was back-
logged.

When DPS finally received the
background checks, Vinger said
400 licenses were flagged but only

71 permits were revoked. People -

who have been convicted of a
felony or Class B misdemeanor or
higher or who have received dis-
orderly conduct or family violence
convictions cannot obtain a con-
cealed handgun permit.

“There was no crime commit-
ted by any of those 71 when they
had those permits,” Vinger said.

DPS data compiled last May

show that of the 889 felony
charges against all permit holders
only 178 resulted in convictions
and 56 were reduced to a lesser
charge.

During that same time, 2,790
qualifying misdemeanor offenses
were reported by permit holders
and 907 resulted in convictions.

In Texas, 215,000 people are
licensed to carry a concealed
handgun.

“(The permit) is difficult to get.
It’s difficult to keep,” Vinger said.
“We feel like the program has
worked well.”

State parks offer free weekend

For the first time in the 77-year
history of the state park system,
every state park and participating
state fish hatcheries and wildlife
management areas will let the
public in free of charge for one
weekend Oct. 21-22.

The state’s Lone Star Legacy
Weekend is designed to raise pub-
lic awareness and financial sup-
port for all facilities operated by
Texas Parks and Wildlife.

It is part of the Lone Star
Legacy campaign run by the non-
profit Parks and Wildlife Founda-
tion of Texas, which has set an ini-
tial fund-raising goal of $25 mil-
lion to upgrade and repair exist-

ing TPW facilities.

“Our main desire for the Lone
Star Legacy Weekend is for
people to be able to come out at
no cost to celebrate the marvel-
ously diverse array of parks and
other facilities we have in Texas,”
said Andrew Sansom, TPW ex-
ecutive director. “We also hope
that through this experience
people will find places that are
worth supporting and will make
donations in any amount that
seems appropriate to them.”

The Lone Star Legacy Week-
end is made possible through fi-
nancial support from Chevrolet

Suburban through an 18-month
sponsorship with the foundation.
PUC guarantees electric service

The Public Utility Commission
approved a measure last week that
sets a fixed rate for basic retail
electric service when retail com-
petition begins Jan. 1, 2002.

The rules apply to “providers
of last resort” who provide a ba-
sic standard service package to
any customer who is no longer
served by a provider of choice or
to any customer requesting that
service.

The rules assure continued ser-
vice if a customer’s retail electric
provider eliminates service or
goes out of business.

By June 2001, the PUC will
designate providers of last resort
in areas where retail competition
will exist.

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From The Inside Out

Throughout the known history
of mankind, there have been
questioning years, and answering
years.

During the last several years of
the 20th century, women began to
ask questions about some of the
long-accepted, well-entrenched
practices and traditions that
tremendously affect their lives;
mentally, physically, spiritually
and financially. The early part of
the 21st century may well be the
answering years for many of these
issues that women, especially, are
looking at with greater interest and
hope for solving.

For a vast number of Boomers,
especially mid-life women, one of
the major questions is, “What will
my retirement look like? Where
will the money come from to
finance my retirement?”’

There is no doubt that without
early and effective planning, in
today’s world, one may just barely
eke out an existence. Yet, women
tend to rely on Social Security for a
greater share of their retirement
income, and as a result, they have a
special stake in any discussion
about changing Social Security.

Social Security is a national
commitment through which we care
for each other across the
generations. It is based on a very
simple concept: when we work, we
and our employers pay taxes into
the system. When we retire or
become disabled, we and/or our

spouse and dependent children
receive monthly benefits based on
our earnings.

However, Social Security was
never intended to be the sole source
of income for an individual’s
retirement. A balanced retirement
uses Social Security as the floor on
which to build a strong retirement,
using personal -savings and
pensions as other income sources.

Women live an average of six
years longer than men, so they rely
on Social Security and Medicare for

longer periods of time than men.
Women age 65 and older are twice
as likely as men to live in poverty,
with annual incomes of less than
$10,000. In fact, one of the sad
truths of our time is that in
America today, one in four older
women iS poor or near poor.

One of the biggest reasons why
Social Security is 90 percent of
retirement income for almost half
of all older women is their lower
wages. Unfortunately, poverty for
older women often begins the first
day they enter the workforce.
Women will make, on average.
only about 73 cents for each dollar
earned by a man. Over a lifetime in
an average-wage job, this wage gap
adds up to about $250,000 less in
earnings that could be saved. or
invested for retirement.

Another reason is that women
continue to be the primary caregiver
in most families. Many women
choose jobs that provide flexible

schedules for their roles as mothers
caring for children and daughters
caring for frail parents. Usually,
these flexible jobs have
dramatically lower salaries and no
retirement benefits. Time lost from

prime earning years in the paid -

workforce because of caregiving
responsibilities, reduces benefits,
thus also penalizing women for
their years spent as unpaid
caregivers.

Most company pension plans
vest after five years, yet women
average a job change every 3.5
years. Low-wage service sector
jobs do not offer pensions at all.

If some of the questions about
inequities in distribution of Social
Security can be answered in these
early years of the 21st century, it
will be a help to many young to
mid-life women as they age. But
despite the election-year political
posturing and promissory rhetoric
about who will offer the biggest
government lollipops, the real truth
about Social Security is that
although it is a nice band aid, it
was never intended, nor should
anyone ever expect or depend on it,
to totally take care of their
retirement years.

Being aware of these facts,
younger women have a real
responsibility to themselves and
their families to be realistic about
their retirement income and to
begin to prepare for it early in their
earning years.

Veterans
Administration
News

‘Lhe Veterans Health
Administration (VHA) is required
by law to charge a $2.00 co-
payment for a thirty-day or less
supply of medication. This fee is
charged for nonservice-connected
conditions on an outpatient basis.

A VA physician or health care
provider determines whether the
prescription is for a nonservice-
connected condition. A co-payment
will not be charged for service-
connected conditions. This fee is
assessed for medication only. There
is no fee for medical supplies.

The co-payment is charged to

veterans who are service connected ™

at less than 50% and who are being
treated on an outpatient basis for
nonservice-connected conditions,
and nonservice connected veterans
whose income exceeds the
maximum annual rate of pension.

Veterans who are service-
connected at 50% or more, or
nonservice-connected veterans who
are in receipt of VA pension, are
exempt from the medication co-

~ payment.

There is also an exemption
available for veterans with low
income. To be considered for this
exemption, the veteran should
complete the income screen. The
annual income cannot exceed the
maximum rate of pension.

If a veteran is unable to make
the co-payment, the medication will
still be issued. The VA will
establish an account.for the veteran
and a statement will be mailed out
monthly showing the current
balance. If the veteran does not
settle the account after 180 days,
the VA will send the debt to the
Treasury Department for collection.
The Treasury Department may

collect. the debt from any money
that is paid a veteran by the federal
government. This includes VA
compensation, social security
benefits, federal income tax refunds
and federal salary or retirement
benefits.

If the veteran cannot afford to
pay the debt, there are two options
available:

1. Request a waiver for paying
the current debt.

2. Request a hardship deter-
mination to avoid future debts.

The requests are processed
through the VHA and not the
Veterans Benefits Administration
(VBA).

Any questions about medical co-
payments or waivers should be
directed to a VA medical facility’s
medical care cost recovery
coordinator.

Help to cut down on
telemarketing calls

Tired of annoying telemarketing
calls that interrupt you at home?

There are some things you
should know that might help cut
down on the number of telephone
solicitations you receive.

There is certain information
telemarketers must provide you -

«.heir name, the purpose of the call,

the identity of the business on
whose behalf they are calling and
the telephone number at which the
caller or the business can be
reached.

You should obtain the name of
the solicitor and the purpose of the
call . before providing any
information to- the caller. Most
legitimate telemarketers . will
provide you with an address and
phone number to contact them if
you have a questions.

Some telemarketing is done
with an automatic
dialing/announcing device

(ADAD), which provides a recorded .

message. The machine must

‘disconnect from your line within

live seconds after termination of
the call. If the device cannot
disconnect within five seconds, a
live operator must introduce the
call and receive the consent of the
customer before beginning the
message.

Any recorded ADAD solicitation
message must be shorter than 30
seconds or be able to recognize a
customer’s answering machine and
terminate the call within 30
seconds.

Be very cautious about leaving
your name and telephone number
on the message portion of an
automated solicitation call. It could
lead to “cramming,” having
unauthorized services billed to your
phone.

If you have Caller ID, you may
be able to identify telemarketing
calls and avoid answering.

Defermining

1. Have your furnace or heating system checked by a competent service company at least once a
year.

2. Take special care with fireplaces. Use a spark screen to prevent sparks from flying and be sure the
chimney is unblocked and free of excessive creosote accumulation. Fireplace fires are very
common.

3. Keep combustible items away from all heating units.

4. At any sign of electrical trouble, shut off power to the circuit and have it checked by a good
electrician.

5. Check cords and plugs frequently for signs of broken insulation or frayed wires.

. Keep matches and cigarette lighters away from children.

Keep trees and brush away from power lines.
. Space trees at least 25-30 feet apart.
. Install spark arrester on chimney.

Keep roof and gutters clean.
