Haskell to join Texas Midwest Day

When Texas Midwest
Community Network (TMCN)
representatives from 42 primarily
rural communities in 23 counties

surrounding Abilene, go to Austin "

Wed., Feb. 21, a sizable group of
Haskell citizens will be part of the
group.

It will be Texas Midwest Day in
the state capital, with a full day of
activities planned to give rural
leaders from this region an
opportunity for recognition with
state legislators and state agencies,
and to exemplify the importance of
communities working together to
accomplish what one community
cannot do alone.

The more citizens attending
from the -region the better the
message will be heard for rural
Texas, said Nicki Harle, Executive
Director of TMCN. “Generally
speaking, rural communities are at
a disadvantage when it comes to
influencing lawmakers.

Emergency
farm loans
available

Applications for emergency
farm loans for losses caused by
drought and/or excessive heat that
occurred from Jan. 1, 2000 and
continuing are being accepted at the
Farm Service Agency (FSA) office
located in Haskell, Larry P.
McDaniel said.

Haskell, Throckmorton and
Young Counties. are among the
243 Texas counties named by

" Secretary of Agriculture Dan

Glickman eligible for loans to
cover part of actual production
losses resulting from the drought
and/or excessive heat.

Larry P. McDaniel said farmers’
may be eligible for loans of up to
80 percent of their actual losses or
the operating loan needed to
continue in business, whichever is
less. For farmers unable to obtain
credit from private commercial
lenders, the interest is 3.75 percent.

“As a general rule, a farmer
must have suffered at least 30
percent loss of production to be
eligible for an FSA emergency
loan,” McDaniel said. Farmers
participating in the Federal Crop_
Insurance Program and disaster
programs will have to figure in
proceeds from those programs in
determining their loss.

“Applications for loans under
this emergency designation will be
accepted until Aug. 20 but farmers
should apply as soon as possible.
Delays in applying could create
backlogs in processing and
possibly over into the néw farming
season,” McDaniel said.

The FSA office in Haskell,
located at 607 North Ist Street
East, Suite B, is open from 8:00
a.m. to 4:30 p.m. Monday through
Friday.

Turf toe not limited
to football players

Football players are considered
among the toughest of athletes, but
one painful injury can leave them
on the sidelines.

Dr. James R. Bocell, a sports

.medicine expert at Baylor College

of Medicine in Houston, said that
turf toe, a bruise that occurs at the
base of the big toe at the joint, is a
common injury that plagues
football players.

“Turf toe occurs when the toe
gets jammed into the ground or is
bent backwards,” Bocell said. “This
can happen on an unforgiving
surface such as artificial turf, but
players can get turf toe on a grass
surface as well.” z

Treatment involves putting ice
on the toe and elevating it,
followed by anti-inflammatory
medication if needed. To add
stability, players also may have
steel plates put in their shoes and
have a trainer tape their toe to
prevent it from bending. Other
orthotic devices to stiffen shoes
may help.

Bocell said that turf toe is not
reserved for football players.

“Soccer, lacrosse and rugby
players can get it, t0o,” he said.
“It’s basically any sport where
there’s pushing into the ground or
changing direction.”

NEW TAX LEGISLATION PASSED AT YEAR-END

In their final session last year, Congress passed two bills that carry a
number of important tax changes.

*The Installment Tax Correction Act of 2000 is welcome relief for
small businesses. It repeals the ban on the installment method of
reporting for accrual-basis taxpayers. The ban was tacked onto a last-
minute 1999 law, and it took small businesses by surprise.

Often businesses and business assets are sold with the buyer agreeing
to pay the seller over a period of time (an installment sale contract).
Under the installment method, a seller pays tax as the sales proceeds are
collected. This allows a business to pay tax each year only on the money

When accrual-basis taxpayers were prohibited from using the install-

ment method for reporting sales, small businesses were forced to pay all
tax due in the year of sale. This created a severe hardship for businesses
that were short of cash. Some were forced to borrow money or to ask the
seller for a larger down payment so they could pay the tax man. Now a
seller can once again pay tax as money is received from the buyer.

*The Community Renewal Tax Relief Act of 2000 contains tax
incentives for businesses that invest and create jobs in economically
challenged communities. Incentives include no capital gains tax, a 15
percent wage credit, deductions, and additional section 179 expensing.

Another provision in this law extends medical savings accounts
(MSAs) for another two years. MSAs are IRA-type savings accounts
available to certain taxpayers to be used to pay unreimbursed medical
expenses. ¢

This year, Congress will likely pass more tax legislation. President
Bush has proposed an estimated $1.3 trillion in tax cuts over the next ten
years, including lowering income tax rates, eliminating estate taxes, and
providing marriage penalty relief to two-earner couples. As you do your
tax planning, stay informed about any tax changes that could affect your
situation.

They’re so embarrassed by
their ‘failure’ that they almost
never return the product for a
refund.”

“Miracles wouldn’t be miracles
if they happened every day,” Dr.
Milnor adds. Losing body fat

permanently is somewhat “painful” .
