president and CEO of the Buckner
Foundation.

In the belief that all life is
intentional and sacred, Sun., Feb.
18 has been set aside by First

Baptist Church of Haskell as
“Sanctity of Life Day.”

Church activities that day are
planned around the Sanctity of Life
Month emphasis used by many
churches across the nation as a
response to the Roe vs. Wade
decision on abortion.

As a community service on that
day, at'3:00 p.m. in the church
chapel, the local church is hosting a
question and answer time, led by
Adela Jones, Clinical Director of

Buckner Adoption and Maternity

Services. Provided to the public at
no cost, it will be an informational
program for anyone interested in or
planning adoption, either domestic
or international. Also, a time is
planned especially for parents or
grandparents who have a family
member with an unplanned, crisis

pregnancy, who does not know
where to go for help-in learning
about options for adoption or care
available for the mother.

Aware that the need for such
counseling can be found in any
community, First Baptist Pastor
Kevin Hall, who is the son of
Buckner president Kenneth L. Hall,
said the Feb. 18 session is “a
wonderful way to get involved and
help save life in a number of ways;
helping a mother with an unplanned
pregnancy, and also saving the life
of a child.” :

Buckner Baptist Benevolences,
an organization serving children,
families and senior adults since
1879. facilitated its first adoption in
1884, through the Buckner
Adoption and Maternity Services
arm of the organization. Since that
time, more than 4,000 children
have been placed.

In addition to counseling,
cducation and preparation for birth
and adoptive families at the time of
placement, emphasis is put on
serving the needs of all members of
the adoption process. A not-for-
profit adoption organization,
Buckner operates as a ministry,
recovering only such costs as legal
fees involved.

For the last six years, Buckner
has practiced open adoption. a
modern’ approach that offers the
birth family the opportunity to
develop a personal relationship with
the adopted child through as much
_contact as the birth and adoptive
families agree on.

What was started more than 125
years ago by Dr. Robert Cooke

Buckner, as a home to take care of

orphans left homeless in the wake
of the Civil War, has now become
a multi-faceted, diversified
ministry. Dr. Buckner is recognized
as one of the ten most influential
Baptists in the history of Texas.

Speaking of the Sanctity of Life
Day planned by the local church,
Rev. Kevin Hall, said, “Instead of
just saying we are against abortion,
~we arc finally doing something
positive about it. Christians seem
to make a point of always saying
what they believe in or don’t
believe in. but here is an example
when they can actually make a
difference, not just with words. but
with action.

that not only were we becoming
sick in our own homes, but we
may have sick homes. Entitled,
“Healthy Indoor Air,” the program
addressed Biological Pollutants
which are or were living
organisms. It was quickly pointed
out that even a spotless home may
permit the growth of biological
pollutants. Two major factors that
create conditions for biological
pollutants to grow are nutrients and
constant moisture with poor air
circulation.

A home should have a normal
temperature of 70 degrees with a
humidity of 50 or below. Moisture
from daily activities in the home,
cooking, bathing and even over-
watering indoor house plants can
create an environment for mold,
mildew and bacteria which in turn
may cause allergies and viruses.
Extra precautions to control dust
mites, pet dander and general

accumulation of breeding places
can help reduce allergens.

AUSTIN—If you're
planning on coming to the
capital city to see the Legislature
in action, or to make your wishes
known to one of the lawmakers
from your area, it might be a
good idea to brush up on Texas
Legislative Speak before you do.

Keeping track of the colorful
metaphor often employed to
describe the legislative process
in Texas would have delighted
Ambrose Bierce, author of the
famous “Devil’s Dictionary.”
But Bierce disappeared in
Mexico in 1914 and has not been
seen since.

So here, with a nod to
Bierce’s trailblazing
lexicography, are some helpful
terms and their definitions.

Bad Ole Bill: Any proposed
legislation to which you or the
group you are being paid to
represent opposes.

Sound Public Poliey: Any
proposed legislation which you
or the group you are being paid
to represent favors.

Making Sausage: General
term for the legislative process.
As with all hot links, one
generally does not want to see
how a bill is made.

Eating Their Young: The
decennial process also known as
redistricting.

Gonna have to kiss the pig:
Being forced to take action you
don’t like or believe in for the
greater good, as in blocking a
Bad Ole Bill or pushing through
Sound Public Policy.

One also can propose to kiss
a pig if a particular measure
passes or fails.

Sometimes, good things just
seem to happen. This is
described by observing that even
a blind ‘hog occasionally finds
an acorn.

Dogs are particularly
important in most legislative
discussions.

When the puppy comes out
of the dog: After all the hearings
and amendments, what the bill
looks like when engrossed. As
with newborn canines, it often is

difficult to trace the parentage of
a particular measure or aspect
thereof.

Legislative surprises
sometimes happen - when even
some of your strongest
supporters are like Ivory Soap,
only 99 percent pure.

Of primary import in
considering a measure before the
legislature is whether you have
a dog in the fight.

Even so, of course, whether

that ole dog will hunt is another
significant factor. At times, it’s
best to let sleeping dogs lie,

particularly if you don’t have
deep enough pockets to bet on
that dog.

Hogs and dogs are not the
only important mammals in
Texas legislative metaphor.

Camels, creatures first seen
in Texas in 1857 when the U.S.
Army experimented with using
them instead of horses in the
Southwest, are vital to any
legislative discussion.

Here’s why: When a group
of men and women elected to
represent our viewpoints meet
every two years to pass law,
neither side on an issue is likely
to get everything it wants. This
is how lobbyists continue to
make their mortgage payments,
even in the interim.

Sometimes, merely making
progress on proposed legislation
is important. This is known as
the camel getting its nose in
the tent. :

Of course, if you or those
you are paid to support do not
want to lose even an inch of
ground, it is a bad thing for you
if the camel gets his nose in your
tent.

Should the entire animal
ever make its way in your tent,
the interior would quickly get
very messy. Conceivably, the
camel could not only wreck the
place, he could take it down.

Sometimes, especially if you
do not have a dog in the fight,
it’s best simply to fold your
tent. No matter if it’s a Bad Ole
Bill or Sound Public Policy, a
camel can’t get its nose in a
folded tent.

The circles of ripples we make
as we move through the ever-
flowing stream of life are ever-
widening, and surprisingly, seem to
continue to touch the shore of
other’s lives, even after we are
gone. Sometimes, even the lives
of strangers.

Our friend Fran Carroll, a

talented young woman who, among’

other endeavors, owns and operates
the picturesque Trailsong bed and
breakfast in the beautiful hill
country of Wimberly, near Austin,
recently sent me a clipping' from
the Austin-American newspaper
she thought T might be interested
in.

It was a small article about the
death of a lady I never knew. But as
I looked into the smiling eyes and
pleasant countenance in the photo,
(obviously taken when she was a
young woman), I was drawn to this

woman who had died in Austin on’

Christmas eve, but had once lived
in Haskell.

Mary Emma Davis was born in
Haskell, March 9, 1911, to Bosque

Monroe Whiteker and Mytle
Nicholson Whiteker.

She grew up here and went to
school, and wanted to attend
college. But her college education
was interrupted by the Great
Depression. However, she was able
later to resume her studies in
Austin, graduating from the
University of Texas in 1939. She
was said to have had fond memories
of her time spent at the University,
and to have been appreciative of the
opportunities it afforded her.

The sketchy newspaper notice
said she taught school in Haskell
County. Ernestine Herren, who

compiled a history of the early
Haskell County Schools,
remembers that Mary Emma
Whiteker taught at the Pleasant
View school in the north east part
of Haskell County in 1935-1936.

On June 12, 1941, Mary Emma
married J. C. Davis Jr., who
became the County Judge of
Haskell in 1943. Now, fifty eight
years later, we again have a
County Judge Davis. However,
they are not related.

The couple moved to Austin
when he joined the Office of the
Attorney General. For many years
J. C. Davis Jr. was the head of the
State and County Affairs Division
of the State Attorney’s Office.

The tall, slender, dark haired girl
who grew up and taught school here
so many years ago, had three sons,
Jay Davis of Livermore, California,
Robert Davis of Springfield,
Virginia, and Walter Davis of
Austin. Also, she had two
grandchildren, . and one. great-
grandchild.

Ernestine Herren remembers that
Mary Emma‘s mother, Mrs.
Whiteker, was a caring, civic
minded woman who often worked
with Ernestine’s mother-in-law, the
wife of Colonel Herrén, on welfare
projects helping those in need.

Perhaps that personal attribute
of wanting to aid the less fortunate
is echoing in Mary Emma Davis’
choice of memorials following her
death; the Austin and Travis
County Humane Society for the
Prevention of Cruelty to Animals.

Q: While my father was in a
nursing home, I spent a lot of time
visiting limand the other residents.
Now that be has passed awwy, I would
Like to continue working with nursing
home residents. Any suggestions?

A: I commend you for your desire
to help others. As Artorney General,
one of my top priorities is to protect
our most vulnerable Texans, including
the elderly. With the help of
volunteers such as you, we can work
to ensure that no nursing home
residents are abused or neglected.

One organization that you might
be interested in is the Long-Term
Care Ombudsman Program, which
is run through the Texas Department
on Aging. The Ombudsman Program
provides assistance to residents of
long-term care facilities such as
nursing homes and assisted living
facilities.

Ombudsmen are specially trained

and certified volunteers or profession-
als who advocate for the residents
of long-term care facilities. The
volunteer ombudsmen are supervised
by professional staff ombudsmen
from the Area Agencies on Aging
offices located throughout the state.
The Area Agencies on Aging are
supported by the Texas Department
on Aging.
and their families resolve problems
and differences that they may have
with facility staff by defining
concerns, explaining rights, and
idendfying possible courses of action.
In most cases, ombudsmen can help
resolve problems easily.

In cases that involve serious abuse
and neglect, complaints are referred
to the appropriate regulatory
agencies. In all cases, complaints
are handled confidentially, and no
information is released without the
permission of the resident or his or
her legal guardian.

To become a volunteer ombuds-
man, you must complete a three-
month internship and finish 35 hours
of initial certification training. Once
you are certified as an ombudsman,
you must complete 12 hours of
continuing education per year.

Allombudsmen have the resouraes
of the Department on Aging and
other local regulatory agencies
available to assist them in their goal
of helping elderly residents and their
families.

You can also help elderly citizens
by supporting a local Triad program.
Triads are joint efforts by local law
enforcement agencies and senior
community leaders to help prevent
the victimization of elderly citizens.

The program was started by the
National Sheriffs> Association, the
International Association of Chiefs
of Police, and the American Associa-
tion of Retired Persons. Currently,
more than 100 Triads operate in
Texas.

The focus of each Triad is
determined by the needs of the
community. Triad-sponsored
programs include ongoing crime
prevention, telephone reassurance
for isolated or frail seniors, refrigera-
tor cards with emergency medical
information, and visits to shut-ins.
