Well lesting 
underway

The Rolling Plains Groundwater 
Conservation District has begun lo­
cating existing wells in Baylor, 
Haskell and Knox counties. Chapter 
36 of the Texas Water Code provides 
that the district shall locate and reg­
ister all wells located in the district. 
Wells are being precisely located by 
latitude and longitude with global 
positioning systems (GPS) operated 
by the Texas Boll Weevil Eradication 
Foundation (TBWEF).

Using the resources of the 
TBWEF to locate these wells is the 
most cost-effective method for the 
district. This will eliminate the over­
head of the district having to pur­
chase equipment, hire and train per­
sonnel for this one-time activity. 
Presently, wells are being located 
outside of the city limits within the 
three counties.

All wells in the district must be 
located and registered, whether the 
well is producing are not. The loca­
tion of any well is important, even if 
the well is dry due to the lowered 
water table. Any pathway to the aqui­
fer is a potential source of pollution 
and knowing the location of a well 
can be invaluable in tracing the path 
and extent of any discovered con­
taminant in the future.

AUSTIN -  In 2002, 
taking a political stand can 
cost a career. In 1836, it could 
cost someone his life.

When 59 Texans— no 
matter that only two o f them 
actually had been born in 
Texas— signed a declaration 
o f  independence from  
Mexico, they knew they were 
putting their lives on the line.

Despite the lofty language 
o f the document to which they 
affixed their signature, as far 
as the government o f Mexico 
was concerned, they were 
admitting to piracy.

The signers were Mexican 
citizens. What they were 
saying with their signature 
was that they were willing to 
resort to violence to take up 
self-government.

Interestingly enough, the 
declaration  drafted at 
Washington-on-the-Brazos 
was not officially signed until 
March 3, but its contents had 
been approved the day before.

March 2 just happened to 
be the birthday o f one o f the 
signatories— one Samuel 
Houston, better known as 
Sam.

N ot too surprisingly, 
March 2 evolved as the day 
on the calendar when Texans 
celebrate the bold step those 
59 politicians took 166 years 
ago.

February sales tax receipts

Texas Comptroller Carole Keeton 
Rylander recently delivered $338.8 
million in monthly sales tax 
payments to 1,117 Texas cities and 
121 counties, a 1 percent increase 
compared to the $335.3 million paid 
in February 2001. So far this year, 
sales tax rebates to Texas cities and 
counties are up 0.8 percent compared 
to the first two months of 2001.

February’s sales tax rebates 
include local sales tax collected in 
December and reported to the 
Comptroller in January. The state’s 
share of sales tax collected during this

period was $1.2 billion, down 1.4 
percent compared to a year ago.

Rylander sent February sales tax 
rebates of $313.3 million to Texas 
cities, up 0.7 percent compared to 
February 2001.
