Haskell native 
finds oil off 
Russian mainland

Sakhalin Island, just off the Coast 

of Siberia has no docks and no roads, 
and the sea around it freezes over for 
six months of the year. Yet, this is 
the place where Patrick (Pat) 
Dulaney was assigned by his 
employer, Exxon-Mobil, to prospect 
for oil, and where, in cooperation 
with Russia, an offshore well was 
drilled and came in with such 
tremendous production that the field 
will now be developed.

The Haskell native’s trip from his 
early beginnings in his small home 
town to the subarctic Siberian-type 
conditions on the long, skinny island 
in the Sea of Okhotsk has taken him 
to many places.

The son of Bob and Betty 
Dulaney of Haskell completed high 
school here in 1973 and graduated 
from Texas Tech with a masters 
degree in geology in 1982. He 
immediately went to work for 
Superior Oil Company in Midland.

When Mobil Oil Company 
bought out Superior he was 
transferred to Dallas where he 
remained for several years. When 
Exxon bought out Mobil Oil, he was 
transferred to Houston as a senior

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geologist.
Since he had traveled to many 

foreign countries for Mobil, 
including Vietnam, Belize, Nigeria, 
Malaysia, Thailand, China, Japan, 
France, England, Scotland, Hong 
Kong and Singapore, Exxon-Mobil 
gave him a prospect on the little 
island, belonging to Russia, off the 
coast of Siberia.

Located in the vicinity of where 
Russia shot down the Korean air liner 
several years ago, the island has a 
port on the south end that can handle 
big ships. An airstrip built by the 
American forces during World War 
II is still being used. Exxon-Mobil 
thought his geology findings there 
looked promising, and in cooperation 
with Russia, an offshore well was 
drilled. This well came in with 
tremendous production, promising to 
be one of the world’s biggest oil and 
gas fields.

Exploring there for years but only 
last fall getting the green light to 
ahead with development, according 
to filings by Exxon, the initial target 
is oil with flow of250,0(X) barrels per 
day, starting in 2005.

The one-of-a-kind rig, now in 
process of being built by Parker 
Drilling of Houston, will be sited 
onshore, but designed to drill 
offshore. Sitting on rails so it can be 
moved to drill each new well, it can 
drill up to 30,000 feet horizontally. 
Drilling straight down it will angle 
toward the sea and into the ocean 
floor. It will be one of the only fully 
enclosed drilling rigs in the world. 
Equipped with living quarters, all 
will be heated as it can go to 40 
degrees below zero for several 
months each year. Earthquake 
resistant, capable of hoisting two 
joints of pipe at a time, it will have 
9,000 horsepower, more than double 
that of a regular large rig.

Sent by Exxon-Mobil, Dulaney 
has been in language school and now 
speaks and writes a little Russian.

When asked whether or not he 
would have to live there for a length 
of time, he said, “No! My computer 
will be tied directly into one on tbe 
rig and I will receive all information 
over the computer, including a log 
every day, so I will sit on this one 
from my office.”

Dulaney has only a few more 
years until he can retire, to which he 
says he is looking forward. In the 
meantime, work continues at the drill 
site in preparation for developing the 
enormous potential he helped to 
discover.

The cost of this venture in which 
he has played a big part is in the 
billions of dollars. Susan Dulaney, 
his wife, said that in one year he will 
either be famous or looking for 
another job. “ But either way, he will 
will have a grand time!”

toward building congregations and 
breaking through the status quo to 
new paradigms of reaching the 
unchurched.

When first approached with the 
possibility of applying, Brue said he 
was hesitant and reluctant to imagine 
he would even “make the first cut.” 
Encouraged by others, including 
former Haskell resident. Dr. Steve 
Harper, who told him to “go for it,”

he began the long process involved. 
After about a year of submitting 
statistics, essays, videos of pulpit 
sermons, taking tests and having 
personal interviews, Brue is one of 
twenty-one accepted from among 
200 candidates for the study.

He will begin the concentrated 
year of course work, focused on 
Biblical preaching and pastoral

leadership, early in July. Eleven 
months later he will have completed 
his dissertation proposal. At the end 
of the program, he will return to the 
Northwest Texas Conference, to be 
appointed to serve in a parish 
ministry. Over the following two 
years, he will be expected to 
complete the dissertation and return 
to the Asbury campus for his formal 
defense and review of his research.

Brue and his wife Jill, a licenced 
professional counselor, have three 
boys, five-year-old Benjamin, and 
fourteen-month-old twins. Jacob and 
Ryan. The family is expecting a 
fourth son about the end of July.

The couple met when she was on 
a visit to Asbury, planning to come 
there for studies. Her first year there 
was his last year at Seminary. They 
became engaged right after he 
graduated, but they waited another 
year to marry in December of her 
last year there. They returned to the 
Northwest Texas Conference, where 
he pastored at Plainview before 
coming to the Haskell church.

The minister said he was not 
involved in church very much until 
his family moved to Vega about the 
time he finished the sixth grade. 
Friends there invited him to visit 
churches, which he attended a while, 
yet never felt fully accepted. He was 
attracted to the Methodist Church by 
being able to take communion with 
them on his first visit. From that 
experience, which made him feel 
accepted, and that God loved him and 
wanted him, he started attending 
Sunday School class and becoming 
involved. Encouragement he 
received from the pastor there, made 
a real difference in his life, he said, 
“and I came to believe that Jesus 
Christ is my Lord and Savior.”

In the process of that, he said it 
was scary to him to think that God 
might want him to be a pastor or 
missionary. “I knew that if he wanted 
to be my Savior, he wanted to be 
Lord, too, which meant that he’d be 
in charge of everything. Finally, I 
realized I’d be best in his hands, and 
he just led me step by step.”

While attending McMurry 
University, he did some ministry 
work at Clyde and a couple of other 
churches over the years. After 
awhile he made the decision to 
become a pastor and to go to Asbury 
Theological Seminary. With no 
regrets, he said, “I’m 1(X)% pleased 
with my choice.”

Father’s Day Sunday, his last in 
the Haskell pulpit, will be a sad- 
sweet occasion for him, his family 
and his congregation. Expressing 
this, he said, “Haskell has been a 
great place for us. We have felt so 
supported and so loved, and that’s 
what makes it so hard to leave.”

“Certainly, if this program had not 
presented itself, our intentions were 
to stay here,” he said. “We certainly 
are not just looking for greener 
pastures to move on to. Obviously, 
if God called, we’d go somewhere 
else, but this is different. We’re 
going off to school, not just going to 
another church, and in some ways, 
that may make it easier for folks to 
accept.”

Recently, when talking about his 
move, he shared with his 
congregation the following thoughts 
from Paul Tournier’s book. A Place 
For You.

“We must always be letting 
go...leaving one place in order to find 
another, abandoning one support in 
order to reach the next, turning our 
backs on the past in order to thrust 
wholeheartedly toward the future.”

Although Brue said he has not 
fully decided where his main focus 
will be, following his study, he did 
not rule out some aspect of working 
with and developing programs for 
children. “They are the church of 
tomorrow,” he said.

There is no doubt that when this 
young man of God leaves here June 
19, a host of Haskell hearts, heartfelt 
hopes and warm wishes will be 
traveling with him and his family 
along the new path he has chosen for 
his life.

AUSTIN —  With the hope of 
any normal state budget-making 
process already having gone up in 
smoke, several legislators want to 
triple Texas’ cigarette tax.

If the Legislature were to go 
along with that suggestion next 
year, the cost of one pack of ciga­
rettes would increase by $1. That 
would make the Lone Star State 
the second costliest state in the 
nation for smokers.

The reason behind this pro­
posed tax increase, as mentioned 
in last week’s column, is the huge 
budget deficit already facing law­
makers when they return to Austin 
next January. The cigarette tax 
hike would bring in an additional 
$1.5 billion.

Here’s how it would have to 
happen: Even though the idea was 
floated at last week’s meeting of 
the Senate Finance Committee, 
tax bills have to come from the 
House, not the Senate.

Rep. Elliott Naishtat, an Austin 
Democrat, said he would intro­
duce such a bill as long as the new 
revenue it generated went to pay 
for health and human services 
issues.

In addition to being a new 
source of money to bolster a state 
treasury strained by the recession 
and the post Sept. 11 economic 
slump, a cigarette tax also is an 
anti-smoking measure.

Members o f the Finance 
Committee heard research that 
teen-age smoking decreases 10 
percent for every half-dollar that 
cigarette taxes are raised.

Nationally, and in Texas, penal­
izing smokers for their unhealthy 
habit always has been popular. It’s 
one tax increase most voters favor 
—  except for those who would 
end up having to pay as much for 
one pack of cigarettes as some 
people pay for a hamburger. 

Voting records suit filed...
It’s not one of the more-publi­

cized freedom of information

issues in Texas, but the way the 
state’s nine Supreme Court jus­
tices vote on petitions for review 
—  the way a disputed legal case 
can be appealed to the state’s 
highest civil court —  is not open 
to disclosure.

Hoping to remedy that, an 
assortment of watchdog groups 
have filed suit to challenge the 
Texas Supreme Court policy of 
not revealing how its judges vote 
on these petitions.

The suit, Aguire, et al. versus 
Phillips, et al., was filed in U.S. 
district court in Del Rio on May 
21.

As it stands now, only 14 states 
disclose voting records on peti­
tions for review. In Texas and the 
rest of the states, the voting is 
secret.

High’lites
The first of seven state veter­

ans’ cemeteries planned for Texas 
likely will be located in Bell and 
Hiddgo counties.

Texas ranchers will need more 
than a truck and trailer to move 
breeding cattle and bison out of state 
for the foreseeable future. On June 
6, the U.S. Department of 
Agriculture (USDA) published its 
“ interim rule” that officially 
downgraded Texas’ cattle 
tuberculosis (TB) status from 
Accredited-Free to Modified 
Accredited-Advanced. Texas’ status 
was lowered because TB infection 
was confirmed in two Texas cattle 
herds in 2001. Now, unless they are 
moving directly to slaughter, Texas 
breeding cattle and bison must be 
officially identified and be tested for 
cattle TB within 60 days prior to 
being transported across state lines 
(interstate movement). Untested 
Texas cattle and bison still can move 
freely within the state.

“Stock covered by the breeding 
cattle testing and identification 
requirement include weaned heifers, 
bred heifers, cows and bulls intended 
for breeding purposes,” explained 
Dr. Max Coats, assistant executive 
director for the Texas Animal Health 
Commission, the state’s livestock 
health regulatory agency. “The 
USDA has delayed until January 1, 
2003. additional restrictions on- 
moving feeder cattle out of the state. 
Feeder animals include steers, bull 
calves and heifers destined for 
grazing and feeding for slaughter.”

“We’ve worked to prepare Texas 
cattle producers for the impact of this 
regulation change for several months 
and have conferred frequently with 
related industry associations. 
Brochures outlining the changes in 
the testing requirements can be 
obtained from the TAHC at no 
charge.” said Dr. Coats.

“This new federal regulation will 
require ranchers to plan ahead before 
selling or moving their breeding 
cattle out of state,” he said. 
"Ranchers may find their breeding 
cattle to be more marketable if the 
animals are tested prior to arrival at

the livestock market. Untested 
breeding cattle and bison will be 
restricted to movement only within 
the state or directly to a slaughter 
plant, unless a buyer makes 
arrangement to have the animals held 
and tested after the sale. Ranchers 
will be responsible for paying their 
USDA accredited, private veterinary 
practitioners for testing.”

To conduct a TB skin test, an 
accredited veterinarian injects a tiny 
amount of tuberculin into the 
animal’s skin near its tail, in an area 
called the “caudal fold.” After a 72- 
hour waiting period. Dr. Coats said 
the veterinarian examines the site for 
swelling that might indicate the 
animal has been exposed to cattle 
TB. If there is no response, the 
accredited veterinarian can issue a 
document as proof of testing, 
recording on it the test results and the 
animal’s official identification— 
either a brucellosis ear tag, or for 
purebred cattle a firebrand or tattoo 
registered with the breed.

“About one percent of the ‘caudal 
fold’ tests will be positive, and this 
is expected, as there can be false­
positive test results,”noted Dr. Coats. 
“If this occurs, a state or federal 
veterinarian must run a second test 
within 10 days. This ‘comparative 
cervical’ test, run on the animal’s 
neck, also requires a 72-hour waiting 
period, and if it is negative, the 
animal can move freely. A positive 
test, however, is strong indication the 
animal may have cattle TB, and it 
must be slaughtered and carefully 
examined for internal TB lesions. 
Tissue samples will be collected and 
forwarded to the National Veterinary 
Services Laboratory in Ames, Iowa, 
for laboratory confirmation.”

“There are three exceptions to the 
TB testing requirements for breeding 
cattle moving across state lines,” said 
Dr. Coats, who heads up said 
TAHC’s field of operations and 
animal health programs. “Nursing 
calves can move without a test, if 
they accompany their TB-tested dam. 
Cattle going directly to a slaughter

plant from a farm or livestock market 
don’t need a test. Ranchers also can 
move animals freely from a TB 
accredited-free herd, a status gained 
through annual herd testing.” (Dr. 
Coats advised producers to call the 
TAHC at 1-800-550-8242 for 
information about the TB 
accreditation program.)

“We are working with the USDA, 
states that receive our cattle, and the 
livestock industry to develop a plan 
for adequately identifying feeder 
steers and spayed heifers moving out 
of Texas on or after January 1,2003,” 
said Dr. Coats. “We continue to 
wrestle with how to handle feeder 
heifers and bull calves after that date, 
as these animals could be selected for 
breeding purposes after being moved 
out of state. As quickly as possible, 
we will provide additional guidelines 
regarding the movement of these 
animals.”

Dr. Coats explained that Texas 
initially earned Accredited-Free 
status for cattle TB in November 
2000, with the exception of El Paso 
and Hudspeth counties, which were 
“zoned out” by the USDA, due to 
low levels of infection that recurred 
in several large dairies in the area. 
For purposes of cattle movement and 
cattle TB eradication, he said Texas 
will remain “split,” as El Paso and 
Hudspeth Counties cannot apply for 
Accredited-Free status until at least 
three years after its dairies are 
depopulated and no additional 
infection is detected. On the other 
hand, he noted, the state’s other 252 
counties may reapply to the USDA 
for TB Accredited-Free status in two- 
years, if no more infected herds are 
found.

The USDA is accepting public 
comments on the U.S. cattle TB 
regulations until August 5. Acopy of 
the regulation downgrading Texas’ 
cattle TB status and instructions for 
submitting comments may be 
obtained on the internet at http:// 
w w w .aphis.usda.gov/ppd/rad/ 
webrepor.html, or by calling the 
USDA’s Regulatory Analysis and 
Development at 301-734-8682.
