Water well testing set next week
by Lou Gilly and

Haskell Co. Extension Agents
Water testing to check for two 

common contaminants, fecal 
coliform and nitrate, will be 
conducted by Monty Dozier, 
Extension Water Resources 
Specialist, Oct. 29 in the Haskell 
County Extension Office located at 
101 South Ave. D in Haskell.

The presence of fecal coliform in 
water indicates that feces (bodily 
waste from humans or animals) may 
have contaminated the water. Water 
contaminated with feces has 
microorganisms present that can 
cause a number of “waterborne” 
diseases such as cholera, typhoid, and 
dysentery.

Nitrates in ground water at levels 
of 10 milligrams per liter (mg/L or 
parts per million) is considered 
unsafe for human consumption. 
Nitrate levels above 10 mg/L can 
disrupt the blood’s ability to carry 
oxygen throughout the body. Nitrate 
is converted to nitrite which 
combines with hemoglobin, the 
chemical that carries oxygen in the 
blood, to form methemoglobin.

tDxygen cannot bind with 
methemoglobin, therefore, oxygen is 
not carried throughout the body. As 
a result, oxygen starvation occurs. 
This condition is called 
methemoglobinemia. If left

untreated, death may result. Infants 
less than 6 months in age and young 
livestock are most susceptible.

If you would like to have your 
water tested for these two 
contaminants, pick up an approved 
water sample bag for each sample 
from the County Extension Office on 
one of the following dates: Oct. 23, 
24 (morningonly), 25, and 28. Office 
hours are Mon.-Thurs., 8:30 a.m. to 
noon and 1:0() p.m. to 5:00 p.m. and 
Fri.. 8:30 a.m. to noon and 1:00 p.m. 
to 4:30 p.m. If you cannot make it to 
the County Extension Office during 
these office hours, contact the office 
by calling either (940) 864-2658 or 
2546 so arrangements can be made 
to see that you get an approved water 
sample bag.

Samples will need to he returned
to the County Extension Office 
between 3 and 5 p.m. Mon., Oct. 28, 
and 8 a.m. to noon on Tues., Oct. 29.

For the most accurate results, the 
water sample needs to be as fresh as 
possible. The .sample bag will include 
a detailed sheet of instructions telling

how to collect the sample. .$5 will be 
eharged for eaeh sample tested to he 
paid when the sample is returned for 
testing. To get the same tests run by 
an independent lab, the cost would 
be approximately $70 plus the 
expense of delivering the sample to 
the lab. The elosest lab to our area is 
located in Abilene.

The results of the testing will be 
available Wed., Oct. 30 from 6 to 7 
p.m. in the County Extension Office. 
Monty Dozier will be available to 
discuss the results and answer any 
questions. If you do not wish to come 
by and pick up your results, they will 
be mailed to you. Be sure you list the 
address on the sample hag as your 
mailing address especially il you 
have a new 911 address.

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Paint Creek promotes 
Red Ribbon Week

Paint Creek ISD is joining with 
the Texas Commission on Alcohol 
and Drug Abuse to promote healthy, 
drug-free lifestyles during Red 
Ribbon 2002.

“Texas had made a great deal of 
progress in reducing drug use among 
young people, and the Red Ribbon 
Campaign is an excellent opportunity 
to celebrate that good news,” says 
TCADA Executive Director Dr, 
Dave Wanser. “It also provides 
communities with a forum to bring 
together parents, schools and 
businesses as we look for new and 
innovative ways to keep even more 
kids drug free.”

The Commission is sponsoring 
the statewide celebration from Oct. 
23-31. Students from across Texas 
began the celebration early during a 
kickoff rally on the steps of the 
Capitol in Austin Oct. 17.

Paint Creek Student Council and 
Family, Community and Career 
Leaders of America members are 
excited to be promoting the 
awareness of drug and alcohol abuse. 
During the week of the Red Ribbon 
Celebration, the students will be 
active in many activities to 
encourage their peers to be drug free.

More than 200,000 Texas students 
in grades 4-12 participated in the 
Commission’s 2000 Texas School 
Survey, the largest of its kind in the 
nation. The agency has been 
conducting the statewide survey 
every two years since 1988.

Among the findings: In grades 7- 
12, there was a 9 percent decline 
since 1998 in the percentage of 
students reporting they had used any 
illicit drug in the month before the 
survey. There also was a 17 percent 
decline in past-month inhalant use.

Secondary students reported a 15 
percent decline in past-month use of 
tobacco.

Past-month use of marijuana fell 
10 percent among secondary 
students, and past-month alcohol use 
dropped 5 percent.

In grades 4-6, 2.8 percent of 
students said they had tried 
marijuana, a drop of 22 percent from 
1998. Marijuana use among this age 
group peaked in 1994, but has fallen 
50 percent since that time.

The first Red Ribbon Celebration
was organized in 1986 by a 
grassroots organization of parents 
concerned about the destruction 
caused by alcohol and drug abuse. 
The red ribbon was adopted as a 
symbol of the movement in honor of 
Enrique Camarena, an agent with the 
U. S. Drug Enforcement 
Administration who was kidnapped 
and killed while investigation drug 
traffickers. The campaign has 
reached millions of U. S. children 
and has been recognized by the U.S. 
Congress.

“Red Ribbon Week is a chance to 
be visible and vocal in our desire for 
a drug-free community,” says Cherry 
Pittcock, Paint Creek Student 
Council Advisor. “Research shows 
that children are less likely to use 
alcohol and other drugs when parents 
and other role models are clear and 
consistent in their opposition to 
substance use and abuse.”

But a lot of 
quiet, behind-the-scenes activity in 
A ustin and at c o lle g e s  and 
u n iversities across the state is 
signaling the com ing legislative  
budget storm.

State agen cies and higher 
education institutions are quietly 
doing a lot o f what-if planning in 
anticipation of significant funding 
cuts.

The scenarios are not pretty.
For some, the ongoing planning 

translates into major job uncertainty. 
One university  professor, for 
instance, recently got the word that 
classes in his area could be cut by as 
much as half next spring. That, of 
course, would negate the need for his 
professional .services.

Interestingly enough, so far this 
year, the number o f jobs is up, despite 
the economy.

Overall, Texas has about 25,000 
more people drawing paychecks this 
year than last.

Haskell CISD Comments
by Eddie Bland 
Superintendent

Did you know that Haskell 
CISD’s student attendance has fallen 
more than 120 students over the last 
5 years? How does declining 
enrollment affect the school district? 
What can the school district do to 
cope with this issue? Good questions 
with difficult answers.

During the 1997-98 school year 
the average daily attendance for 
Haskell CISD was 688 students. The 
average daily attendance for the 
2001-02 school year was 564 
students. The average daily 
attendance Ibr the I'irst six weeks of 
thi s school year was 548 students.

Average daily attendance 
determines how much money our 
district will receive from the state. 
Funds provided by the state account 
for approximately 75% of the total 
money required to operate our 
district.

For Haskell CISD the state 
contributes approximately $33.00 
per student for each day they attend 
school. The annual amount is $5,940 
persiudcnl. So. for every 10 students 
our district loses in average daily 
aliendance we lose approximately 
$59,400. A decline of 120 students 
results in a loss of more than 
$700,000.00 in state funding.

What can the school district do to 
cope with this loss of revenue? The

first thing we can do is continue to 
stress the importance of every 
siLideni attending school every day. 
When a student is absent, they are 
missing the opportunity to learn; plus 
they are costing the district money.

Traditionally Haskell CISD 
averages 97% daily attendance rate. 
Increasing the attendance rate by 1% 
would generate an additional 
$34,000 for the district. So when 
students are in school they are 
learning and earning!

As Haskell CISD. continues to 
lose students and revenue we will be 
ex aluating all programs to determine 
il we are getting our "bang for the 
buck." When and where po.ssible we 
will he consolidating and reducing 
operating costs across the board. 
This will not be a painless process.

The future will bring many 
changes to rural public schools. As 
we make difficult decisions it is vital 
for all of us to stay focused on what 
is important-our students! While 
reality is that change is inevitable, if 
handled with careful planning it can 
be very positive for our students.

Beware of these Scams
' Instead of my usual question-and- 

answer column. I’d like to take this 
opporiunily to tell you about two 
scams that have been reported to the 
Consumer Protection Division of my 
olTiee.

The first relates to the new Texas 
No Call list. During the last legisla­
tive session, the Texas Legislature 
enacted a law that allows consumers 
to put their name on a list for people 
who do not want to be contacted by 
telemarketers. A telemarketer is 
someone who tries to sell goods or 
services to you over the telephone by 
asking Ibr your credit card informa­
tion or bank account numbers. A 
telemarketer may also represent 
Iraudulent charities and attempt to 
solicit a donation from you.

Most telemarketers arc prohib­
ited Irom calling Texas consumers 
whose names are on the list. Con­
sumers can sign up for the No Call 
list online at www.texasnoeall.com 
or by calling 866-TXNOCAL (896- 
6225). The cost of adding your name 
to the general No Call list is $2.25, 
which puls you on the list for three 
years. The Texas No Call list is ad­
ministered hy the Public Utility 
Commission (PUC).

We have received inquiries from 
consumers who have been contacted 
by telemarketers who claim to be 
calling on behalf of the Texas No Call 
list. The caller tells the consumer that 
he needs to update the consumer’s 
credit card information. In another 
\ ersion ol this searn, the caller asks 
ihc consumer if he or she wants to 
join the No Call list and offers a 10- 
year membership for a much larger 
fee than what is charged by the PUC. 
Both of these scenarios are probably 
seams aimed at getting your credit 
card information to run up phony 
charges to your account.

The PUC does not contact con­
sumers to update credit card infor­
mation. Consumer information stays 
in the PUC's files until il is time for 
the consumer to renew after three 
years. The consumer will then re­
ceive an official e-mail or letter from 
the PUC. In addition, the PUC does 
not solicit membership on the list. 
Signing up for the list is entirely vol­
untary, and consumers need to lake 
the initiative to join. If you receive a 
call from someone trying to get your 
credit card information on behalf of 
the PUC, say "No" and hang up. If 
you are able to get a name and phone 
number, please report the call to my 
office and the PUC. You can file a 
complaint online on my Web site at 
www.oag.state.tx.us.

It is important to remember that 
you should never give out vital in­
formation such as your credit card or 
bank account information to some 
one who calls you. Take time to 
check out any offer you receive. A 
legitimate business organization will 
not mind if you take your time to do 
a little research.

The second scam that has been re­
ported involves the IRS. Consumers 
have reported receiving forms that 
appear to be from the IRS. These 
forms request personal information 
such as the consumer's social secu­
rity number, bank account informa­
tion, credit card account numbers, 
mother’s maiden name, passwords 
and personal identification numbers 
(PINs).

Some of these forms, notably the 
W-9095 and the W-8888, are very 
similar in appearance to real IRS 
forms, the W-9 and the W-8BEN. 
However, real IRS forms require 
only a person's name, address, and 
Social Security Number. You can 
view samples of these forms on the 
IRS Web site at www.irs.gov. The 
information requested on these 
phony forms could be used by iden­
tity thieves to steal a consumer’s fi­
nancial identity, which is a state and 
federal crime. If you have received a 
phony IRS form, you can report it to 
the Treasury Inspector General for 
Tax Administration by calling (800) 
366-4484. You can access their Web 
site at www.ustreas.gov/tigta. You 
can view samples of the phony forms 
on the Office of the Comptroller of 
the Currency’s Web site at 
w w w.oec. treas. 20 v.

Keep trick-or-treaters 
safe with these tips

Once again on Halloween, 
children masquerading as pirates, 
fairy princesses or dinosaurs will be 
taking to the streets in search of 
treats.

The Texas Department of Health 
(TDH) safety experts are urging that 
along with the preparations and 
decorations should come precautions 
to keep the evening safe as well as 
fun.

Citing the fact that four times as 
many children ages 5 to 14 are killed 
while walking on Halloween evening 
as compared with any other night of 
the year, Susan Warren, director of 
the TDH Safe Riders Program said, 
“Many young children are not 
accustomed to walking after dark, 
and older children may be more 
interested in playing and getting 
treats than in watching out for traffic 
on Halloween.” In additionyshe said 
that drivers have difficulty seeing 
children, especially at night.

Safety tips for parents to go over 
with their children are:

*Look left, right and left again for 
cars and trucks before crossing the 
street. Walk on sidewalks. If there is 
no sidewalk, walk on the left side of 
the road facing traffic.

*Don’t cut across lawns or go 
through backyards, parks or alleys.

*Don’t hide behind cars. Don’t 
cross the street from between parked 
cars; go to a corner.

*Never accept rides from 
strangers. Do not take treats from a 
person in an auto.

*Use a flashlight when walking. 
Be sure it has fresh batteries.

■•Trick-or-treat only at homes with 
porch lights on.

"'Be carclul around animals. Even 
pets you know may be scared by 
costumes and loud or strange noises.

Don't eat any treats until they are 
checked by an adult.

Safety suggestion for adults:
■"Look for a “flame resistant” 

label on costumes, masks, beards, 
and wigs. Use fire resistant materials 
when making costumes.

*Be sure children carry only soft, 
flexible knives, swords or other 
props.

^Accompany trick-or-lreaters 
under age 12.

'■"Set a time for older children to 
be home. Know the route they will 
take.

'"Never let a child go ti>ick-or- 
treating alone. Be sure at least two 
buddies go together.

'"Have children eat dinner before 
going out. They will be less likely 
to eat treats before they are checked.

*Remove breakable items or 
obstacles such as ladders, tools and 
toys from your yard.

*Keep jack-o-lanlerns and lighted 
candles away from areas where 
costumes or paper decorations might 
touch the flame.

Safety tips for motorists:
■'‘'Slow down in residential 

neighborhoods. Watch for children 
in the street or on medians or curbs.

'"Enter and exit driveways slowly 
and carefully.

'"If you are driving children 
around, be sure they get in and out 
of the car on the curb side, away from 
traffic.

■"Do not wear a Halloween mask 
while driving.

“Be realistic,” Warren advised. 
“Don’t overestimate a child’s safety 
skills.”

Cotton producers should 
coll TDA about checks

Rolling Plains Central producers 
who recently sold cotton and were 
given a check with the Texas 
Department of Agriculture named as 
a joint payee must obtain an 
endorsement from TDA before 
cashing or depositing the check.

Endorsements may be obtained at 
the TDA. Only TDA offices will 
process these checks.

In general, assessments must be 
paid before an endorsement will be 
given, but if other parties are named 
on the check, producers should call 
TDA to find out what procedures to 
follow.

Although both TDA and the 
foundation will make every attempt 
to be a accessible as possible to 
producers, they are highly 
encouraged to call before going to 
any office. This will help ensure that 
someone is available to assist them 
and that their visit can be handled 
efficiently.

Instead of miniature chocolates 
and sweet tarts, Cunningham 
suggests giving out healthier treats, 
such as raisins, nuts, sunflower seeds, 
dried fruits, sugar-free gum, rice- 
cereal and marshmallow bars, 
granola bars, or trail mix.

“Younger children also like 
slickers, pictures to color, games, 
unsharpened pencils and era.sers,” 
she adds.
