Terms like dietitian and
nutritionist may seem
interchangeable, but they are
different—and the difference, say
food and nutrition experts at the
American Dietetic Association, can
have a big impact on your health.

While anyone, without training or
experience, can call himself or
herself a nutritionist, to earn the
credential registered dietitian a
person must have an undergraduate
degree in nutrition or a related field
such as food service systems
management, computer science, food
biochemistry, physiology,
microbiology and chemistry.

“There is so much to know before
you can become a registered dietitian.
Consumers should be aware of the
difference and to not be afraid to ask
a person about their credentials and
consult with the most qualified
nutrition professional - in the
healthcare profession,” says
registered dietitian Claudia
Gonzalez, Latino nutrition specialist
and Miami-based spokesperson for
the American Dietetic Association.

In addition, an RD must complete
a pre-professional, pre-approved/
accredited program and pass a
national exam given by the
Commission on Dietetic
Registration. Even that’s not the end
of their education. After their
completed schooling, an RD must
attend classes, conferences or
workshops for continuing education
credits every year to keep up on the
latest science-based research.

“As aregistered dietitian, it is very
important to me to get out the most
up-to-date and accurate information
to my clients and to the public.
Dietitians keep up with the latest
science-based research to better help
the public make sound nutrition
decisions that can benefit their long-
term‘health,” says Gonzalez. """

Reégistered diétitians ‘work’ with -
-clients for weight loss, dietary

restrictions, eating disorders, menu
planning, diabetes care, digestive
health, sports nutrition and a host of
other issues. Registered dietitians
work in a variety of settings such as

hospitals, universities, food industry,
journalism and business.

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School finance plan heads to

special session

AUSTIN—The final bell for the
78th Legislature will ring when it
concludes business -on June 2, but
Texas lawmakers won’t have to wait
two years before they get a chance
to vote on another bill. ,

It may not be until late this year,
or early in 2004, but lawmakers will
be back in Austin for a special
session to ponder school financing.

“Following the completion of this
session,” Gov. Rick Perry said in a
statement last week, “Lt. Gov.
(David) Dewhurst, Speaker (Tom)
Craddick, and I will turn our
undivided attention to the issue of

“school-finance reform.”

Perry said that as soon as
“leadership has built consensus on a
plan of action, I will call a special
session...to immediately enact that
plan.”

The first step in that direction
came with the speaker naming a 21-
member House committee to come
up with a financing plan for
consideration in the special session.
Four ex-officio members of the
committee were to be selected by
Perry. :

Better known as the Robin Hood
plan, Texas’ school financing system
is more complicated- than second
year algebra, a complex mixture of
state and local taxes.

Apportionment of that money is
based on the wealth (or, in many
cases, lack of wealth) of a particular
school district.

The more well-to-do districts,
many of which have been forced to
cut their budgets while kicking in
funding for the less well-off districts,
don’t like the current system.

The only thing that could head off

a special session would be action this -

session. That’s possible, but at this
point not very likely.

The last special session was more
than a decade ago in December 1992.
The topic? School finance.

Red-light runners get
green light...

The House last week killed a bill
that would have given cities the
authority to photograph red-light

‘runners and fine the registered owners

of the vehicles.

House Bill 901, co-authored by
Rep. Phil King, R-Weatherford, co-
author of House Bill 901, said the
defeated measure would have had an
impact on the 23,000 injuries and
deaths red-light runners cause each’
year in Texas.

The bill would have allowed cities
to impose a $75 fine for each violator.
The money collected would have
gone to fund hospital trauma centers
and the Texas Mobility Fund. *

Arguments against the bill ranged
from it fostering invasion of privacy
to violating due process to raising
revenue in the name of safety.

What did the bill in was an
amendment by Rep. Gary Elkins, R-
Houston, that would have made the
bill apply only to communities with
fewer than 50 residents.

developing complications and death
and may decrease the effectiveness
of emergency angioplasty,” says
Keeley, assistant professor of internal
medicine. :
Angioplasty—inserting a balloon
into the blocked artery and inflating
it to clear blockage—has been shown
to be the most effective treatment for
acute heart attacks. The sooner this

. procedure is performed, the greater

the chance for a patient’s full
recovery.

“It is crucial that patients know
how to recognize the signs of heart
attack and take them seriously,” says
Keeley. “We, as doctors, have an
unparalleled tool for treatment, but
we have to count on the patients to
put time on our side.”
