Suspects win stay in

County Sheriff David Halliburton
has reported that some anhydrous
ammonia thieves recently got an
unexpected stay at Haskell County’s
‘bed and breakfast’ following an
arrest by law enforcement officers.

On Aug. 29, Chief Sheriff’s
Deputy Winston Stephens was on
routine patrol and spotted a vehicle
in the area of some anhydrous
ammonia tanks. He observed the
vehicle in the area of the gate and
watched two subjects enter and leave
the area. He requested the help of
other officers, Sheriff Halliburton,
Game Warden Steve Barbour and
DPS Trooper, Brodie Moore.

Chief Deputy Stephens stopped
the two subjects and found two
containers of anhydrous ammonia in
the vehicle. along with what
appeared to be some
methamphetamines. If not for his
determination, these two might have
gotten away again. Instead, the two
subjects from the Abilene area were
arrested and transported to Rolling
Plains Regional Jail where they were
booked in.

Early in the afternoon of Sun.,
Sept. 21. Chief Deputy Stephens
observed a vehicle in the area of
some anhydrous ammonia tanks. The
occupants appeared to be looking the
tanks over, perhaps planning to come
back later in the night. Game Warden
Barbour and, Sheriff Halliburton
observed the vehicle again in the area
of the tanks and watched as'the
vehicle stopped at the gate and let a
suspect out. After a little while the
vehicle came back, picked up the
subject and left the area.

With the help of officers, Chief
Deputy Stephens, Haskell Police
Department officers Steve Grand and
Mathew Cunningham, the suspects
were stopped after a short chase, and
the vehicle was found to have a
container of anhydrous ammonia in
the trunk. The two suspects were
transported to Rolling Plains Jail and
booked in.

All four of the subjects arrested
were placed on $10,000.00 bonds.

Advice about lowering cholesterol.

*Avoid foods that are high in cholesterol and limit your cholesterol
consumption to less than 300 mg. daily.

*Avoid foods containing tropical oils (palm, palm kernel or coconut).
These are highly saturated, and with the exception of milk fat, have been
shown to raise serum cholesterol levels more than any other fat.

*Reduce consumption of fat, particularly saturated fats. Saturated fats
are hard atroom temperature and are found mainly (but not exclusively)
in animal products. The total daily intake of fat should be less than 30
percent of total calories, and 10 percent or less should come from saturated
fat.

*Reduce intake of animal protein. Limit total intake of meat, fish or
poultry.to 6 ounces or less. Buy lean cuts-of red meat, and remove the
skin from chicken, turkey and other poultry. '

*Trim visible fat from meat and poultry before cooking. Before serving
foods, drain off as much fat as possible. Chill soups and stews after
cooking and then skim off the congealed fat that forms on the top before
reheating.

*When cooking, emphasize low-fat preparation methods such as
steaming, baking, broiling, boiling or grilling rather than frying. Use a
microwave oven or a nonstick pan without added fat.

Substitute skim or 1 percent-fat milk such as salmon, halibut or cod
high in omega 3 fatty acids, which may help lower cholesterol.

WARNING! Some people have a serious inherited disease called
familial hypercholesterolemia, which causes extraordinarily high levels
of serum cholesterol (usually more than 300 mg/Di). People with this
disease often have a heart attack at an early age, even in childhood. If
there is a history of early heart attacks (before the age of 50), testing for
familial hypercholesterolemia is indicated.

Revolving secretary of state

office turns again

AUSTIN—The Senate continues
to struggle with congressional
redistricting, but it has agreed on one
thing—the confirmation of Geoffrey
S. Connor as Texas’ latest Secretary
of State.

Appointed by Gov. Rick Perry on
Aug. 26, Connor replaced Gwyn
Shea, who notified the governor in
July she intended to resign in August
to spend more time with family.

Connor had been assistant
secretary since 2001. After
graduating from Texas State
University (the recently renamed
Southwest Texas State University)
and the University of Texas law
school and after a period of private
practice, Connor served as counsel
for the Texas Commission on
Environmental Quality, the
Department of Agriculture and
former Gov. Bill Clements.

In the federal government, the
secretary of state handles American
foreign policy, traveling the globe to
deal with ministers and heads of
state.

In Texas, the secretary of state is
essentially a secretary in the more
traditional sense. He or she oversees
the state’s election system, is legal

. custodian of corporate charters and
other business records, publishes
state government rules and even is
the official keeper of the state seal.
.. The Texas office also has been a
political revolving door, with 104
‘men and women (including Connor)
having served as secretary of state
since the days of the republic. (By
comparison, Texas has had only 47
governors.)

Though the list of Texans who
have served as secretary of state
contains many names most people
have never heard of, the office has
produced four governors (Mark
White the most recent); three
lieutenant governors (including Bob
Bullock); eight attorneys general

(White again the most recent); one
comptroller (Bullock); one treasurer;
and three Railroad Commission
members.

Despite the fact that Texas has had
six secretaries of state in the last seven
years, the honor of having served the
shortest term goes to a Confederate

veteran named George Clark. He held

office all of 10 days in 1874.

Jane Y. McCallum had the longest
tenure in office, serving six years
under two governors from 1927 to
1933.

Speaking of elections...

One of Connor’s last official acts
before his confirmation was posting
the results of the Sept. 13 state
constitutional amendment election.

All 22 propositions passed,
including the only one that generated
any controversy, Proposition 12,
which dealt with caps in judgments
against doctors and health care
providers. :

For the record, of Texas’
12,041,793 registered voters, turnout
by proposition ranged from 10.72
percent to 12.2 percent.

Beaches cleaner...

Another state agency, the Texas
General Land Office, spent the
weekend of Sept. 20-21 coordinating
the office’s 17th Annual Adopt A
Beach Fall Cleanup.

More than 195 tons of trash were
removed from Texas beaches by
6,940 volunteers despite the notably
un-beach like weather, heavy rain and
cool temperatures.

In addition to the regular litter
suspects—cans, bottles, cigarette
butts and tires—volunteers found and
removed a top hat, a rubber chicken,
a Christmas sleigh with lights, a
shopping cart, an automobile
transmission and a swimming pool
lining.

The most unusual find was a water
tight bag containing a note from an
11-year-old thrown into the ocean off
the Grand Cayman Islands on July 16.

“Badge Fraud” Robs
Consumers, Peace Officers

Charities and other non-profits
sponsored by law enforcement
organizations provide financial
assistance to the brave uniformed
men and women who protect our
homes and neighborhoods. It is
unfortunate that some unscrupulous
individuals may prey on your
generosity for their own gain.

Consumers are defrauded when
scam artists falsely claim to be
collecting donations on behalf of law
enforcement or public safety
organizations. In the worst of these
cases, the money is used for personal
gain and not for the causes you meant
to support. This type of scam is called
“badge fraud.” -

Badge fraud often begins with a
phone or mail solicitation carefully
crafted to appeal to your emotions.
The individuals soliciting funds say
they are collecting on behalf of fallen
police officers, fire fighters or other
public safety personnel. In some
cases, the charity is non-existent. In
others, the charity is real, but only a
small portion of your donation goes
to help public safety causes.

My office will not tolerate such
abuse of the public’s good will.
Working in conjunction with the

Harris County Attorney’s Office, we
recently filed a lawsuit to halt the
fraudulent telemarketing practices
and financial improprieties of the
Texas Police Officers Alliance
(TPOA). Note the official-sounding
name of the organization. It is a
common ploy for fraudulent charities
to have names that are very similar
to the names of well known and
trusted legitimate organizations.

The officers of TPOA promised
potential donors that financial
proceeds would benefit Texas police
officers. Donations were supposed to
provide death benefits for families of
slain officers and scholarships for
dependents. During the course of our
investigation, we determined that of
the nearly $300,000 collected by the
charity, only $500 had been used to
benefit the families of three deputies.
Those benefits were distributed only
after the Office of the Attorney
General sent- ‘TROA...a ¢civil
investigative demand requesting
information.

As for the claim that contributions
were being used “fo create

" scholarships, the defendants failed to

perform even the minimum
requirements for establishing a
scholarship. They also did not notify
law enforcement agencies that funds

would be available. In light of these
abuses, we felt it was our duty to take
legal action to protect Texas
consumers.

Badge fraud not only steals money
from consumers and peace officers.
It also erodes public trust in
legitimate charitable organizations.
Everyone loses when badge fraud is
committed. Charities are not
generally required to register in
Texas, but charities that claim to
benefit peace officers are subject to
special provisions of the Texas Law
Enforcement Telephone Solicitation
Act. These charities must register
with the Office of the Attorney
General.

In addition, the Public Safety
Solicitation Act requires certain
organizations to register, pay a fee
and post a bond with the Secretary
of State.

Registration with the SOS or with
my agency does not guarantee that
the charity is on the up-and-up,
however. You must still be vigilant.
Do not be afraid to ask for a written
statement about the way your
contribution will be used. A
legitimate charity will welcome your
interest. Let’s give, but let’s give
wisely.

A Blue Moon

Q: Is there really such a thing as
a “blue moon?’

A: Although the moon itself is
never blue, there are rare times
when the moon does seem to have
a bluish color, says Andrew Odins
of Texas A&M University.

The blue-like appearance of the
moon is caused by numerous dust
particles in the atmosphere, and
these in turn tend to scatter light.
“When this happens, the result is
that the dust on the light coming
from the moon may appear to look
somewhat blue,” Odins explains.

“The moon does not generate
light on its own, but reflects light
from the sun. But the scattering of
light particles can do strange things.
After large volcanic eruptions,
when dust particles are thrown
many miles into the sky, there can
be some weird light effects. When
Krakatoa erupted in-1883, one of
the largest explosions on record, it
supposedly produced a ‘blue moon’
and even a ‘green moon’ because
of the variance of light striking the
dust particles, and this blue-green
moon lasted for months and could
be seen from just about any place
in the world.”

Q: So is that where we get the
expression “once in a blue moon?”

A: Perhaps, because these types
of occurrences don’t happen very
often, Odins adds. “But the
expression ‘once in a blue
moon’may mean something else.
Some of the old farmer’s almanacs,
and these go back several hundred
years, referred to a ‘blue moon’ as
the third full moon in a season that
had four full moons, or another way
of saying that something does ‘not

happen very often’ or ‘warely.’-

Scientists know that over the next
20 years, there will be a total of 17
blue moons, with the last one
occurring Nov. 30, 2001. There will
be no blue moon in 2003, 2006,
2011, 2014 and 2017, the figures
show.”

Blue sky

Q: Why is the sky blue and not
some other color?

A: From space, the Earth is seen
totally surrounded by blackness,
says Texas A&M University’s
Andrew Odins. “But the blue sky
and white clouds we see are the
result of light being scattered in all
directions. We know that light-is
coming from the sun, and this light
contains all of the colors within the
spectrum.

The colors of light travel in
waves of different lengths, and
about 18 miles up, light encounters
air molecules. These air molecules
allow most of the light to pass
through. But blue and violet travel
at small wavelengths which get
scattered by these very small air
molecules across the sky.

This is also known as Rayleigh
scattering, which makes the sky
look blue. During a sunrise or
sunset, the sunshine has to pass
through more atmosphere, so the
shorter wavelengths are almost
completely scattered away,
allowing a reddish color to be
seen.”

Q: So why does the sky look
gray during a hazy day?

A: On hazy days, large particles
of in the air make the sky appear
gray or even white, Odins explains.
“These larger particles tend to
scatter more wavelengths of light
in the color spectrum,” he says.
“Hazy air has a lot of water
molecules, and these molecules can
scatter light of all wavelengths, not
just blue. In heavily polluted air,
the sky may appear yellow or
brown, and this is due to the
particles being able to scatter the
light to produce these colors.

This phenomenon is called Mie
scattering. To sum it up, the way -
light is scattered determines the
color of the sky.”

IRS RANDOM AUDIT PROGRAM UNDERWAY

Feeling lucky? There is one lottery, the IRS audit lottery, that
you’d probably just as soon lose. Contrary to what you may have
heard, the IRS audit program is alive and well. The IRS has begun
a new round of random audits, numbering about 50,000, in an
attempt to refine their future audit selection process.

About 7,000 of these “winners” will probably never know that
they were picked foraudit. The IRS will be able to get the information
they need by matching their documentation with the information
reported on the tax return.

Another 7,000 taxpayers will be mailed questions about items on
their returns. If you have proper documentation to answer the
questions, your experience should end there.

Forthe next 32,000 taxpayers, winning the audit lottery becomes
more unpleasant. The IRS will inform you about the specific areas
of your return that are being questioned, and ask you to call for an
appointment. At this point, you might want to consider hiring a tax
professional.

The final group of unlucky winners have really hit the jackpot.
Their returns will be subject to “calibration” audits in which every
line of the return may be subject to verification. These audits replace
the dreaded Taxpayer Compliance Measurement Program (TCMP)
audits that were discontinued several years ago. According to the
IRS, the new audits will not be quite as intrusive as were the TCMP
audits. The data gathered from these calibration audits will be used
by the IRS to improve their audit selection process. If your return is
selected for this type of audit, your wisest choice is to hire a tax
professional.

The IRS is also increasing its audit activity in specific areas in its
attempt to prevent tax abuses. High-income taxpayers and the self-
employed will be subject to more audits than ever before. :
