H askell CISD announced presented on reasons for considering
Monday that it will be holding a town consolidation, and the perceived
meeting where information will be barriers to consolidation.

and answer session will follow the 
information presentation.

Haskell CISD began discussions 
with R ochester CLISD about a 
possible consolidation in late spring 
2002. Rochester has also discussed 
a possible consolidation with Rule 
CISD and Knox City-O’Brien CISD.

Rochester has now submitted a 
proposed consolidation agreement to 
the three districts, and Haskell is 
considering its response. Rochester 
will be deciding which school district 
they will seek to consolidate with in 
the near future.

Why should Haskell CISD be 
interested in pursuing a consolidation 
agreement with Rochester, or any 
other school district? Haskell 
Superintendent Eddie Bland said the 
short answer is declining enrollment.

“Since the 1997-98 school year 
Haskell CISD’s student enrollment 
has dropped from 722 to 571 
students, or about 4.5% per year,” he 
said. “The total state funding our 
district receives is directly related to 
the number of students attending 
school. This loss of 151 students will 
produce a loss state in funding of 
more than $700,000.00 this school 
year.”

Declining enrollment has caused 
schools in rural Texas to consider all 
options in order to continue to offer 
students the best education possible. 
C onsolidation  is one of those 
options. H ow ever, before any 
consolidation can occur, residents of 
both communities would have to 
vote to approve it.

“C onso lidation  would bring 
changes to our district requiring 
transitional adjustm ents for our 
students, parents and community,” 
Bland said. “Should we decide not 
to pursue a consolidation agreement 
with Rochester, our district will still 
be making difficult decisions in the 
future that will be equally  
challenging.

"The fu tu re ,w ill bring many 
changes to rural public schools, 
including Haskell CISD. As we 
make difficult decisions it is vital 
for all of us to stay focused on the 
most important issue-our students. 
While change is inevitable, it can 
also be very positive for our 
students.”

The Haskell Board of Trustees 
and administration would like input 
from all citizens before continuing 
the process. A meeting will be held 
Mon., Oct. 13 in the high school au­
ditorium, beginning at 7:00 p.m.

Everyone is strongly encouraged 
to attend and participate in this meet­
ing.

Commissioners' 
Court report

During the Sept. 8 regular 
m eeting of the Haskell County 
Com m issioners' Court, upon the 
recommendation of Galen Chandler, 
D istrict D irector of Texas 
Cooperative Extension, the court 
approved the hiring of Jane Rowan 
as Family and Consumer Science 
Agent for Haskell County.

The date of the D ecem ber 
meeting was changed to Dec. 9.

A motion was approved to hire 
Mary Villarreal at the Experienced 
Citizens Center at $5.15 per hour.

Also approved was a resolution 
on the Indigent D efense Grant 
Program to assist the county with the 
implementation of the provisions of 
the Fair D efense Act and the 
improvement of the indigent criminal 
defense services in the county. 
County Judge David Davjs was 
designated as the authorized official 
to sign the resolution. He will be the 
designated program director and 
contact person for this grant.

At a special m eeting of the 
Commissioners’ Court, Sept. 23, Dr. 
Wayne Cadenhead was appointed as 
Local Health Authority for Haskell 
County.

The Court accepted the proposal 
from C ounty A ttorney, Shane 
Hadaway. to m ove his p rivate  
practice to the County Attorney’s 
office at the Courthouse, and to hire 
Stacia Leach as secretary to replace 
Bette Enriquez, who has taken a job 
with the Texas Dept, of Public Safety. 
Leach will be paid the probationary 
salary of $ 15, 386.00 per year for the 
six months probationary period.

A motion was approved to make 
the rent on any lot at the Anchor that 
is not large enough to install a septic 
system, 50 % of what the normal lot 
rent is.

A motion was approved to pass a 
resolution protesting the possible 
removal of V eteran’s healthcare 
services from the Texas VA Medical 
Center Big Spring location to a point 
farther west.

Approval was given to the sale by 
the Appraisal District of lots I and 
6, block 42, of the Haskell Frisco 
addition to Robert Tribbey for $50.00 
each.

After discussion, the Court voted 
to leave the Sheriff and Constable 
fees as they are.

The county burn ban was lifted 
by the Court.

State earmarks $295 million 
for enterprise fund

A U S T I N  — E c o n o m i c  
development sounds like just another 
pair of political buzz words unless 
you don’t have a job.

With the beginning of the state’s 
new fiscal year, Texas’ economic 
development functions were folded 
into the governor’s office. That was 
a matter of legislative fiat, as well 
creation of the $295 million 
Enterprise Eund, a financial pot 
designed to allow Texas to respond 
fast in attracting new employers to 
the state.

Luring Toyota to San Antonio, an 
effort mounted well before creation 
of this fund, stands as the top 
accomplishment in recent years. The 
idea behind the new fund is to make 
something such as landing Toyota 
happen more often in Texas.

With private money, the 
governor’s office has launched a 
marketing ctunpaign called Texas 
One. The job-generation program is 
headed by Massey Villareal, chair of 
the Texas Economic Development 
Boaid.

Texas One has one big job aliead 
of it, but the employee picture in 
Texas already has gotten a little 
better. In August, Texas gained 
28,500 jobs. That was the first 
monthly increase since May 2000.

Gator ‘aid’ to Texas...
Sure, everyone knows Texas 

produces a lot of cotton, cattle and 
oil (to keep the list of famous Texas 
products in chronological order), but 
alligators as a cash crop?

According to the Texas Parks and 
Wildlife Department, tlie state has 29 
licensed alligator farms witli 44,000 
alligators.

This is a lot smaller than the 
alligator industry in Louisiana, 
which has 122 licensed fanns, but 
even so, it’s a $10 million business 
in Texas. That’s the estim ated

income derived from the sale of 
alligator hides and products made 
from hides, including boots, belts, 
purses and otlier items.

The first Texas alligator fann was 
licensed in RtK'kport in 1986. TPWD 
got $5,200 in license fees in 2001.

Seen any geckos lately?
Another Texas reptile has been 

showing up in strange places—on 
highway ramps and overpasses. 
Michael Ford, a graphic designer in 
the Texas Department of 
Transportation’s bridge division, is 
the artist who designs the decorative 
features that grace many new 
highway projects in the state.

If you look at Ford’s work close 
up, you’ll see that each design 
element features a hidden gecko, 
Texas’ lovable, bug-eating lizard.

Ford’s work can be seen in the 
Harlingen aiea at Palm Cord Dr. and 
U.S. 83, atDixiehmd andU.S. 83 and 
at Spur 54 and U.S. 77. The designer 
also created a concrete prickly pear 
pad in a retaining wall near SeaWorld 
in San Antonio and a gargoyle for 
Lubbock’s new East-West Freeway.

Lawmakers with megaphones...
The Capitol had only been in ufe 

for a little more Ilian 30 years when 
lawmakers began to chafe at a design 
problem.

Acoustics in the House of 
Representatives were terrible. No 
matter how much tiir some legislator 
put into his rhetoric, voice just did not 
carry well in tlie large chamber.

During tlie regular session in early 
1919, someone suggested a solution: 
Buy some megaphones for members.

No action seems to have been 
taken on tlie proposal, however. In 
time, of course, the state installed tui 
electronic amplification system. 
Modern lawmakers learned to turn 
away from their microphone if they 
want to say something to a colleague 
in private.

Cattle Brucellosis eradication 
in Texas: Close, but not yet

Animal health officials were 

disappointed, but not surprised in 
September, when they detected a 
cattle herd infected with brucellosis 
in Henderson County, breaking a 13- 
month stretch during which no newly 
infected herds were detected in 
Texas. Texas and Missouri are the 
only states in the nation not free of 
this bacterial disease, which is 
detected through testing of blood, 
milk or tissue from cattle. Although 
some infected animals exhibit no 
signs of disease, brucellosis can 
cause cows to abort, deliver weak 
calves or produce less milk.

“We are closing in on the last 
infected herds in Texas, and after 
months of not finding infection, we 
were hopeful we might have finally 
eradicated the disease,” commented

October garden checklist
by Brandon Anderson 

Haskell Co. Extension Agent 
•October is a good time to reduce 

the insect and disease potential in 
next year’s garden. Clean up the 
garden, removing all annuals that 
have com pleted their life cycle. 
Remove the tops of all herbaceous 
perenn ials that have finished 
flowering or as soon as frost has 
killed the leaves.

•October through November is 
also an excellent time to purchase 
bulbs while you still have a good 
selection in the garden center.

•Chill tulip and hyacinth bulbs in 
the refrigerator until mid or late 
December before planting. The lower 
part of the refrigerator is best. Do not 
leave bulbs in airtight plastic bags

during refrigerated storage.
•Plant bulbs in well prepared beds 

so the base of the bulb is at a depth 
that is three times the diameter of the 
bulb. In sandy soil, set slightly deeper 
and in clay soils less deeply.

•Holly plants with a heavy set of 
fruit often suffer a fe rtilize r 
deficiency. An app lication  of 
complete fertilizer late this month can 
be helpful and provide a head start 
next spring.

•Start collecting leaves for the 
compost pile. Be sure to have extra 
soil available .so that each 6 inch layer 
of leaves may be covered with 
several inches of soil. Always wet the 
layer of leaves thoroughly before 
adding the soil. Add about one pound 
of a com plete lawn or garden
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fertilizer to each layer of leaves to 
provide the necessary nitrogen for 
decomposition.

•In addition to bulbs, check your 
nursery or garden center for started 
plants of snapdragons, pinks. Sweet 
williams, poppies, and calendulas. 
Planted now in south and east Texas, 
they will usually provide a riot of 
spring color; wait until late winter or 
early spring to plant in north Texas.

•Keep Christmas cactus in a sunny 
spot where night temperatures can be 
kept below 65 degrees F. Buds will 
drop if you allow night temperatures 
to go above 70 degrees F or if you 
allow  the plant to becom e 
excessively dry. They should also be 
kept in total darkness from 5:00 p.m. 
until 8:00 a.m. for about 30 days in 
October to initiate flower buds.

•If you have saved seeds of your 
favorite plants, allow them to become 
air dry, then place them in an airtight 
container and store in the refrigerator. 
Be sure to label each packet carefully. 
Remember, seed from hybrid plants 
will seldom resemble the parent 
plant.

•Prepare beds for planting pansies 
when they become available at the 
garden centers. They need a well- 
drained soil and exposure to at least 
a half-day of sun. It is best to use 
started plants, as seeds are difficult 
to handle.

•If you are planning to save 
caladium tubers for another year, dig 
them in late October, and allow to dry 
in a well ventilated but shady area. 
After 7 to 10 days remove leaves and 
dirt, then pack in dry peat moss, 
vermiculite or similar material for 
storage. Pack tubers so they do not 
touch each other. Dust with all­
purpose fungicide as you pack. Place 
container in an area where 
temperature won’t drop below 50 
dctirccs F

Dr. Max Coats, deputy director for 
Animal Health Programs at the Texas 
Animal H ealth C om m ission 
(TAHC), the state’s livestock health 
regulatory agency. “With more than 
153,000 cattle herds in Texas, finding 
the last infected herds is like looking 
for the proverbial ‘needle in the 
haystack.’ We still may find a few 
more infected herds in Texas before 
we jo in  the ranks of the o ther 
brucellosis-free states in this national 
disease eradication program.”

“Twice now, we’ve gone longer 
than a year w ithout finding a 
brucellosis-infected herd in Texas,” 
said Dr. Coats. “The first time was 
from July 2000 through December 
2001. but soon after, we detected and 
depopulated four infected herds in 
Montgomery, Rusk, Henderson and 
Colorado Counties. Then, after a lull 
of more than a year, we detected the 
latest infected herd, in Henderson 
County, through our routine testing 
of adult breeding cattle being sold at 
livestock m arkets. We’re in the 
process of testing neighboring herds 
and tracing cattle movement into and 
out of the Henderson County herd to 
determine if infection has spread.”

Dr. Coats explained that, because 
cooked meat is safe for human 
consumption, the cows and bulls 
I'rom the infected herd will be sent to 
slaughter. The owner will receive 
quarantine. Now, by depopulating 
infected herds as soon as possible, we 
can stop disease spread, and the 
producer can be in business with new, 
test-negative animals within weeks.”

Dr. Coats said Texas continues to 
apply the “tried-and-true” formula 
for eradicating brucellosis, which 
involves vaccinating heifers, testing 
breeding cattle prior to change of 
ow nership and collecting blood 
samples from cattle at slaughter. 
Vaccination is now voluntary in most 
instances, and ranchers, may have 
their accredited  veterinarian  
adminster RB-51 vaccine to heifers 
four to 12 months of age. (Bull 
calves do not receive the vaccine, 
because it can make them sterile.) 
RB-51 provides heifers *protection 
against brucellosis, but unlike earlier 
vaccines, it does not create confusion 
about lest results.

Students in the news

B rittany L 'Shae W illiam s of 
Haskell, .senior biology student, was 
named to the Texas Tech Dean's List 
for the Summer 2003 semester. To 
he on the Dean's List, a student must 
have taken 12 quality hours during 
the semester and maintained a 3.5- 
3.9 grade point average.

“To ensure infected animals are 
not m oved from herd to herd, 
breeding cattle 18 months or older, 
or younger cows that are bred or have 
calved, must have a negative blood 
test for brucellosis before changing 
hands at a livestock auction or 
through private treaty. This ‘first- 
point’ testing of cattle has been the 
most effective and efficient method 
of finding infection,” he said.

At slaughter plants, blood samples 
and anim al iden tification  
information, such as ear tag numbers 
or backtags, are collected from cows 
and bulls, he explained. When 
samples test positive for brucellosis, 
payment from the slaughter facility, 
and an indemnity from the U.S. 
D epartm ent o f A gricu lture  and 
TAHC to help offset the loss of not 
only the adult cattle, but also nursing 
calves. Weaned steers and spayed 
heifers may be kept, because these 
animals cannot spread brucellosis, 
which is transmitted primarily by 
infected cows during abortion or 
calving.

“Years ago, Texas had thousands 
of infected herds, which often were 
quarantined for up to a year or longer, 
while we periodically tested the 
cattle, to ensure all infected animals 
were removed and slaughtered,” said 
Dr. Coats. “During the quarantine 
period, animals could be sold only 
to slaughter, creating a hardship for 
the rancher. There also was the 
chance that infection could be spread 
to nearby herds during the 
the TAHC or USDA field staff use 
the animal identification information 
to trace the herd of origin, so the 
remaining cattle in the pasture can be 
tested. If infection is confirmed, 
neighboring herds and other 
potentially exposed cattle are tested 
to determ ine the source o f the 
infection, and to find out if the 
disease has spread to other herds.

Dr. Coats strongly urged ranchers 
to maintain young, purchased heifers 
separately from other cattle in their 
herd, until the purchased animals are 
tested after delivering their first 
calves. “T h e re ’s alw ays the 
possibility that these very young 
heifers may have been exposed to 
brucellosis and arc incubating  
infection when they’re bought. We 
strongly recommend that these young 
heifers be kept in a separate pasture, 
then tested as adults, just to ensure 
that disease isn’t introduced into the 
main breeding herd,” he said. “It's 
always better to be safe than sorry.”

“Cattle brucellosis one day will be 
regarded as foreign animal di.seasc in 
the U.S.,” said Dr. Coals. “In Texas, 
we’ve come so far since the days 
when 1.500 or 2.000 infected herds 
were quarantined, and we were 
testing entire counties to ’clean up' 
infection. We can eradicate this 
disease in Texas, and even though 
M issouri may beat us to the 
eradication finish line, we won't be 
too far behind.”

Producers must sign contracts 
annually under the DCP, which is a 
change from Production Flexibility 
C ontract requirem ents under 
previous farm legislation.

Producers have until June 1,2004, 
to enroll for the 2004 DCP. Late-filed 
applications will be accepted through 
Sept. 30. 2004. if accompanied by a 
.$100 late fee. Producers can opt out 
of participating in the program any 
year if they choose. For both the 2002 
and 2003. more than 98 percent of 
the eligible base acres were enrolled.

The 2002 Farm Bill authorizes 
direct and counter-cyclical payments 
to enrolled producers. Both payments 
arc computed using the base acres 
and payment yields established for 
each farm. Producers receive direct 
payments at rates established by 
statute regardless of market prices. 
Counter-cyclical payment rates, on 
the other hand, vary depending on 
market prices. C ounter-cyclical 
payments are issued only when the 
effective price (which takes into 
account the direct payment rate, 
market price and loan rate) for a crop 
is below the target price for the 
commodity. For “other oilseeds,” 
because of the existing loan rate, the 
maximum counter-cyclical payment 
rate is zero.

The following is the schedule of 
payments for the 2004 DCP:

Beginning Dec. 2003: 50 percent 
advance direct payment; Oct. 2004: 
50 percent final direct payment; Oct. 
2004: first advance counter-cyclical 
paym ent (up to 35 percent of 
projected paym ent); Feb. 2005: 
second advance counter-cyclical 
paym ent (up to 70' percent of 
projected  paym ent less first 
advance).

Dates vary by crop: In general, 30
