Rochester
rejects
merger

Out of about 300 registered voters -
in Rochester, 147 of them went to the
polls Sat., Feb. 7, to say no the
proposed consolidation of Rochester
CLISD with Haskell CISD, which
had been approved by the Rochester
School Board. Of those voting, 128
supported the consolidation.

A merger had been pursued by
school officials because of shrinking
enrollment, down from 140 to 110
in the last five years, that threatens
the continuing of funding for
programs and opportunities offered
for students at the Rochester school.
While generating $1.1 million in
revenue each year, the Rochester
district spends $1.2 million, losing -
about $100,000 a year.

To cover the shortfall, the district
is dipping into its reserves, which are
at $350,000.

While the proposed changes to the
school system were rejected by the
Rochester citizens, Rochester
Superintendent Steve Self said,
“There will be changes. We told the
community that Rochester would not
be the same, no matter what
happened.” He added that curriculum
changes for the school have not yet
been made.

The proposal was soundly passed
in Haskell, with 627 votes for and 100
votes against consolidation of the
schools.

Following the existing trend of
decreasing enrollment in rural school
districts across the state, Haskell
CISD enrollment, which stands at
about 570 students, is down 150
students in the last seven years. The
merger, bringing more students into
one school, would have benefitted in
making possible additional funding
for programs and opportunities for
all.

Haskell Superintendent Eddie
Bland said, “We’re disappointed
because we think it would have been
good for the kids.”

Agriculture chief calls for
water debt payment

AUSTIN-Agriculture
Commissioner Susan Combs was in
Mexico earlier this week to discuss
something fundamental to Texas
agriculture and everything else;
water.

The prime topic on the agenda
was Mexico’s water debt to Texas
under the 1944 U.S.-Mexico Water
Treaty. With a lingering drought,
Mexico had gotten way behind in
its release of water into the Rio
Grande in recent years.

But last month, the nation
released 389,306 acre-feet of water,
an act Combs said was greatly
appreciated by South Texas farmers.
However, the nation still owes Texas
more than 1 million acre-feet of
water.

The good news, Combs said
before leaving for Mexico, is that
Mexico got alot of rain last summer.
In fact, it has 4.5 million acre-feet
of water in reserve in impoundments
on the Rio Concho (which flows into
the Rio Grande).

“The next logical action is to start
reducing the water debt owed to

Texas,” Combs said. “The time to
pay up is now.”

Public schools mark 150 years...
i Texas declared itself independent
from Mexico in 1836, but it did not
get around to formally sanctioning
the development of independent
thinking until 1854.

i Now, 150 years later, the Texas
Education Agency is coordinating
the ** ‘observance' " of @ - the

sesquicentennial of the enactment of

the Common School Law of 1854.
That measure, signed into law by
Gov. Elisha M. Pease, provided state
money for public schools for the first
time.

i The law also placed $2 million in

a fund now known as the Permanent
School Fund. Today, according to
TEA, the fund is worth $18 billion
and is the second-largest educational
endowment in the nation.

To learn more about the history of
public education in Texas, visit the
agency’s  Capitol Complex
headquarters to see a special exhibit
called

“Remembering the Past, Building
the Future: Celebrating the First 150
years of Texas Public Schools.” The
exhibit, free to the public, is open 7
a.m. to 6 p.m. on weekdays.

Don’t feed the bears...

Not that Texas has that many bears
in its state parks, but beginning in
March, it will be against the rules to
feed the wildlife.

Published for public comment last
December, the then-proposed rule
received only six comments—though
four of those were in opposition to
the change. The wildlife feeding ban
will cover all 120 state parks.

The reason behind the measure is
safety, the Parks and Wildlife
Department says. “When wild
animals begin associating humans
with food,” said TPW Director Walt
Dabney, “they don’t become less
wild; they lose their inherent fear of
humans.”

That, he continued, increases the
chance of an unfortunate bite or
worse. Getting caught feeding a wild
animal also could take a bit out of a
person’s wallet to the tune of up to a
$500 fine.

Veteran's Cemetery under way...

Work has begun on the first Texas

State Veterans Cemetery. The site is

off Texas 195 at Chaparral Road,
about 6 miles south of the intersection
of that highway and U.S. 190 in
Killeen.

The new cemetery is scheduled to
be ready for burials in mid-2005.

state grant

Gov. Rick Perry announced Feb.
6, that Haskell CISD will receive a
preliminary grant of $80,000 from
the Texas High School Completion
and Success grant. The award is part
of the new Texas High School
Project, a public-private initiative
designed to increase high school
graduation and college graduation

rates statewide.

Previously, if a credit card was stolen,
victims had to call all of their credit
card companies and three major
credit ratings companies.

Now it takes only one call to have
your credit standing protected.
