What is rheumatoid arthritis?

Rheumatoid arthritis is a chronic disease, meaning that those who
have it must live with it the rest of their lives. Rheumatoid arthritis
affects children between 8 and 15 years of age and adults between 25
and 55 years of age. It rarely occurs in those over 55. It is two to three
times more common in women than in men, and it has a tendency to
run in families. Seventy percent of the people affected are over 30
years of age.

The cause of rheumatoid arthritis is unknown. A possible explanation
is that it is an autoimmune (self-immune) disorder, which means that
the body is attacking itself, especially the living of the joints. An
infectious agent also could be a cause. Rheumatoid arthritis affects the
smaller joints of the hands, wrist, feet and ankles before it affects the
joints such as the hips, knees and elbows. The disease is symmetric
and bilateral, meaning that it affects the same joints on both sides of
the body.

Rheumatoid arthritis affects the synovium, the lining of the joints,
which becomes inflamed (red, swollen, painful and warm) as if reacting
to an infection. The synovium secretes more fluid, making the joint
more swollen. Later, the cartilage also becomes involved and eventually
becomes rough and pitted. Ligaments and tendons also become
inflamed, scarred and shortened by the disease, contributing to the
deformities often noticed in the hands and writs of people w1th
rheumatoid arthritis.

The main symptoms of rheumatoid arthritis are pain and loss of
function in the joints. Other symptoms include morning stiffness in .
one or more joints, warmth in the joints, swelling in at least one or two
joints, a tingling or prickling sensation in the hands or feet, tiredness,
weight loss, and a feeling of ill health. As the disease progresses,
nodules form under the skin, cysts (water-filled masses) develop in
the synovium and bone, and the joints and surrounding bone and tissue
become deformed. Rheumatoid arthritis is diagnosed based on the
symptoms, a physical examination, x-rays, blood tests and other
laboratory tests.

Texas secretary of state
Connor steps down
AUSTIN-No one found the post-
_election cabinet shuffle in
Washington particularly out of the
ordinary, but back at the ranch in
Texas, Secretary of State Geoff
Connor announced his intention to
step down at the end of the year.

Of course, secretary of state in
Texas is vastly different from being
U.S. secretary of state. In Texas, the
office oversees a very important
process—the election system.

Gov. Rick Perry is expected to
name Weatherford businessman
J. Roger Williams as Connor’s
replacement. Williams has been a
major fund-raiser for President
George W. Bush. .

The appointment would mark the
105th secretary of state in Texas
history.

Prefiling begins...

With the next legislative session
only two months away, lawmakers
have begun prefiling bills.

An early eye-catcher is Rep.
Warren Chisum’s (R-Pampa) bill
proposing submission to Texas
voters of a constitutional
amendment defining marriage as a
sanctioned relationship open only to
male-female couples. That will
assure Texas plenty of national
media attention.

Other prefiled bills would create
a school voucher system, allow law
enforcement officers to set up DWI
check points, install a business
activity tax to replace the existing
franchise tax, restore funding for
low-cost children’s health insurance
(as well as those who are employed
but poor) and require record votes
in the House and Senate.

Supreme Court judge named...

Gov. Rick Perry has appointed
Houstonian David Medina, his
former legal counsel, to the Texas
Supreme Court.

Medina will fill the vacancy
created when Perry elevated
Wallace Jefferson to chief justice to

replace Tom Phillips, who retired
earlier this year.

The 46-year-old Medina served as
a district judge in Harris County from
1996 to 2000.

“This is a highly qualified jurist
who has lived his life in a way that is
admirable,” Perry said after
announcing Medina’s appointment.
“I let his record speak for itself.”

Two years after he left the bench,
Medina was charged with driving
while intoxicated. His trial ended in
a hung jury. Medina pleaded guilty
to making an improper lane change,
paid a fine and the original charge
was dismissed, the Houston
Chronicle reported.

Heflin-Vo race update...

Harris County election officials
have declared Democrat Hubert Vo
the winner in a close race against 11-
term incumbent Rep. Talmadge
Heflin, but Heflin is expected to
request a recount or file a challenge.

Once absentee and provisional
ballots had been reviewed, Harris
County officials said that Vo led
Heflin 20,693 to 20,662, a difference
of only 31 votes.

The final outcome has
implications well beyond Houston.
Heflin is chairman of the House
Appropriations Committee, one of
the most powerful posts in the
Legislature.

Changing retirement rules...

During the last legislative session,
lawmakers passed a bill providing for
a golden parachute for state
employees willing to retire early.
Those who qualified could leave with
a one-time payment amounting to 25
percent of their annual salary.

Now the buzz is that some thought
is being given to an opposite strategy:
changing the Employee Retirement
System’s Rule of 80 (a state
employee can retire if his age and
years of service add up to 80) to a
Rule of 85. Unless the change comes
with a grandfather clause, that could
postpone quite a few state employee
retirements.

People who weren’t able to get a
flu shot this year can stay healthy
with a prescription of common sense.

Most cold and flu germs are
spread by direct contact, so wash
your hands as often as possible.

Cover your sneezes and coughs
with a tissue or handkerchief. This

keeps the germs off your hands and
out of the air. If you do not have a
tissue, it’s suggested to turn away
from people and cough in the air.

Getting adequate amounts of sleep
and exercise can also keep you
healthy.

If you do get the flu, drink plenty
of fluids and seek medical advice.

Now, it’s almost impossible for me
to purse my lips and not whistle, even
just a little bit.

My daddy could whistle. I
watched him as he whistled. He
didn’t pooch out his cheeks. He did,
however, look at me as he whistled,
and would, on occasion, raise an
eyebrow as though to challenge me
to join him. I was not in his class. I
can see him now as he whistled, “I
was blind but now I see.”

So, I purse my lips, and practice
the efficient breathing technique. I
don’treally have a tune in mind. I'm
simply trying to survive. But, the
longer I breathe efficiently, the more
of the gospel songs come to mind.

Labored breathing is a terrible
thing. At each breath, one thinks the
breathing is going to slow down and
return to normal. But it doesn’t.
Only when the lungs tell the heart to
let up, that the supply has met the
demand.

After the breathing slows and the
anxiety subsides, eyes that have been
shut, open to look into the face of our
caregiver, and she looks at me with
great concern, for each time this
happens, she wonders if it is going
to be the last.

Then, as only a true caregiver can
do, to keep me from getting
discouraged she makes light of the
situation and says, “If you are going
to whisper-whistle those songs, at
least you could tell me the name so
that I can recognize the tune.”

Veneman announces elections

Agriculture Secretary Ann M.
Veneman announced that ‘elections
for local USDA Farm Service
Agency (FSA) County Commlttees
are underway.

“FSA County Committee
members make decisions on how
federal farm programs fit the needs
of local producers,” said Veneman.
“We hope that all eligible voters
participate in these elections to
ensure that these committees
represent the interests of all
producers in a community.”

Voting ballots have been mailed
to eligible voters. Eligible voters
who have not received ballots can
acquire them = from their
administering FSA offices. Eligible
voters must participate or cooperate
in FSA programs. A county or multi-
county area served by the County
Committee is divided into local
administrative areas (LAA). Each

LAA is represented by one member
on the County Committee. A person
may vote in only one LAA in each
county or area.

Ballots must be returned to FSA
offices or postmarked by Dec. 6. All
ballots will be counted publicly by
Dec. 20. Elections may be
challenged by nominees within 15
days after the results of an election
are posted. Newly elected
Committee members and alternates
take office Jan. 1, 2005.

In August, new guidelines were
issued to ensure that County
Committees fairly represent
agricultural producers, especially
minorities and women in the areas.
Some 300 county committee areas
were identified as having significant
numbers of minority farmers and
ranchers. A special outreach
campaign was conducted to ensure
minority and women were

Maintaining a culture of safety is
no small task.

CONGRESS PASSES TAX LEGISLATION

Congress has passed two tax laws that will have an impact on tax ||

*Working Families Tax Relief Act of 2004. President bush signed this
law on October 4, 2004. The law’s primary purpose was to extend several
tax provisions that either had expired or would soon expire.

The Actextended through 2010 the $1,000 child tax credit, the expanded
10% income tax bracket, and the larger 15% tax bracket and standard |
deduction for married couples (double those of single taxpayers). The |
increase in the alternative minimum tax exemption ($40,250 for singles, |
$58,000 for couples) was extended through 2005. :

The $250 above-the-line deduction for classroom supplies paid for by
teaches and the full $2,000 deduction for the purchase of clean-fuel vehicles ||
were reinstated for 2004 and 2005. A number of business tax credits,
including the research and development credit, were extended through ||

*American Jobs Creation Act of 2004. This $138 billion export subsidy
repeal bill was used by Congress as a vehicle for some unrelated tax |
provisions. The Act brings important changes for U.S. manufacturers and
multinational corporations, but small businesses, farmers and individual

The Act allows taxpayers to take a federal tax deduction for state and
local sales tax in lieu of state and local income tax in 2004 and 2005. The
rules on charitable deductions for donating vehicles to charity are tightened.
Taxpayers will be allowed to deduct only the amount a charity receives if
the organization sells the vehicle. If the charity keeps and uses the vehicle,
the taxpayer must get documentation of the vehicle’s value form the

In other provisions, the Actextends through 2007 the $100,000 (adjusted
annually for inflation) expensing limit for business equipment purchases.
