Thursday night, Feb. 3, officers
with the Haskell County Sheriff’s
office, Haskell Police Department,
Haskell County Constable, Game
Warden and Department of Public
Safety executed a search warrant on
a house in Haskell. Five defendants
were arrested and charged with
possession of a controlled substance
with intent to deliver, and one was
also arrested on an outstanding
fugitive warrant from Haskell County
and a City of Haskell traffic warrant.

The residence had been under
surveillance for a while by the
Haskell County Sheriff’s Office and
Haskell Police Department, watching
for the possible sale of drugs. With
information received from concerned
citizens, the search warrant was
obtained.

The defendants were two females
and three males. All were taken to
the Rolling Plains Regional Jail and

- Detention Center.

About 40 grams of crack cocaine
was found inside the residence and a
small amount of marijuana.
$3,193.98 in currency was also
seized.

Officers involved in the search
warrant were: Game Warden Steve
Barbour; DPS Officer Brodie Moore;
Haskell Police Department Officers,
Mathew Cunningham and Bill Glass;
Haskell County Constable, Kim
Bassett; Haskell County Sheriff’s

Reporting the arrests, Sheriff
Halliburton said, “It is the goal of all
of us in law enforcement to get as
much drugs as possible off the street
and out of the hands of our children,
and we will continue to do everything
we can to get the job done.”

Fitness during the new year

One of the most common
resolutions made each New Year is
to get fit and stay fit. While this is a
worthy goal for overall health and
wellbeing, older adults need to be
careful about diet and exercise
because of changes in the body that
occur with age.

For your safety, always remember
to discuss changes in diet and
exercise, including the following
recommendations, with a health
provider. Physical activity can do a
number of things for people of all
ages but may be especially helpful
to older adults.

- In addition to helping your mood_ ;
and increasing social interaction, -

physical activity may help prevent,
delay or improve conditions such as
diabetes and heart disease. Physical
activity also helps strengthen muscles
and bones which have a tendency to
weaken as the body ages.

The National Institute on Aging
(NIA) recommends the following
when considering exercise:

Stretch. Before you start any

exercise and after you complete any
exercise, you will want to stretch
your muscles. This will help loosen
and warm your muscles in
addition to helping prevent injury and
cramping. It is also important to
remember that you may or may not
be thirsty during or after exercise;
however, your body will need plenty
of water, especially after you are
finished exercising.

*30 minutes. The NIA suggests
that you should do something to
increase your heart and breathing rate
for at least 30 minutes most days of
the week. The 30 minutes do not have

“to be all.at once, you could do three

10-minute exercises. A good rule of
thumb to see if you are doing enough
is to try to talk during exercise:
if you cannot talk at all, you are
exercising too hard; if you can talk
without any trouble, you are not
exercising hard enough.

*Use your muscles. Every time
you move a part of your body, you
are- using a muscle. When those
muscles are not used because of a

lack of physical activity they
weaken. If your muscles get too
weak, you may not be able to walk
or even get up from a seated position.
In addition, strong muscles help
reinforce your bones, making it less
likely that you will fall. Whatever
exercise you do should include
something that uses your muscles,
whether you are walking laps or
raking leaves in the front yard.
eImprove your balance. In
addition to strengthening your
muscles, it is also  very
important to strengthen your sense of
balance. After all, many falls are
caused by loss of balance. To do this,
try standing on one foot, holding onto
a chair for support if you are unable
to do this task alone. Also, try
standing from a seated position
without using your hands or arms. Be
very careful when trying these
activities and have someone else
present when you are doing them.

Your health provider will be a key
player in your exercise routine.
Please remember to consult him or
her before beginning any type of
physical activity. You will want to
discuss with him or her how your
personal health condition may be
affected by exercise.
~ Also, you will want to start slowly
with any type of exercise routine. A
good adage to remember is “start low
and go slow.” Doing too much, too
soon may seriouslyinjure your body.

Some safety recommendations
from the American College of Sports
Medicine are

*Do not hold your breath while
straining.

*Use safety equipment to prevent
‘injury. This may mean a helmet for
bike riding or proper shoes for
walking or running.

*Drink plenty of liquids unless
specifically advised otherwise by
your health provider.

*Bend from the hips, not from the
waist.

*Exercise may cause soreness or
a little discomfort but should never
cause pain.

Lady Liberty Goes Green

One of America's most famous—
and beautiful-women is turning just
a little bit “green” these days, thanks
to the scientists of the Agricultural
Research Service.

I’m talking about the Statue of
Liberty, one of our most evocative
symbols of America. Of course, Lady
Liberty has a copper “skin” that’s
turned green over the years, as copper
tends to do (after all, she’s been
standing watch over New York for
more than a century, since her
dedication ceremony on Oct. 28,
1886). But now she’s “green” inside
as well as out.

The difference is that now Lady
Liberty’s elevators are running on a
new biodegradable, soyoil-based
hydraulic fluid developed by ARS
scientists at the agency’s National
Center for Agricultural Utilization
Research in Peoria, Ill. These are
some of the same scientists, by the
way, who developed 100-percent soy
ink. (Talk about taking your work
personally; when the female lead
scientist on the soy-ink project gave
birth to her daughter in 1995, that
little girl was the first baby in the
United States to mark her footprints
in soy ink on her birth certificate.)
~ Until recently, Lady Liberty’s
elevators ran on more standard
mineral oil formulations based on
petroleum. But after the National
Park Service decided to “go green”
by using products made from
renewable, environmentally-friendly
sources, the National Park Service’s
building and utilities foreman got in
touch with the ARS scientist to see if
a biobased hydraulic fluid could be

Don’t be taken by tax scams

The IRS reminds taxpayers not to
fall victim to a variety of tax scams.
These schemes take several shapes,
ranging from promises of special tax
refunds to illegal ways of “untaxing”
yourself. Frequently, taxpayers are
charged money for the incorrect
advice by those promoting the
scheme. If people think something
may be unscrupulous, they can
report suspected tax fraud to the IRS
at 1-800-829-0433.

The IRS urges people to avoid
these common schemes:

Return preparer fraud.
Unscrupulous return preparers can
cause a lot of problems for taxpayers
who use their services. Abusive
return preparers derive financial gain
by diverting a portion of the
taxpayer’s refund for their own
benefit, charging inflated fees for the
return preparation services, and
increasing their clientele by
advertising guaranteed larger
refunds. Taxpayers should choose
carefully when hiring a tax preparer.
No matter who prepares the tax
return, the taxpayer is ultimately
responsible for all of the information
on that tax return.

Credit counseling agencies.
Many taxpayers seek help from non-
profit credit counseling

organizations in managing their debt -

or “repairing” damaged credit, but
an increasing number of complaints
to federal and state agencies indicate
that some organizations are engaging
in questionable activities.
Consumers need to be wary of the
“quick fixes” offered by some
organizations that may actually drive
them deeper into debt.

Misuse of Trusts. Promoters of
abusive tax transactions are
increasingly urging taxpayers to
transfer assets into trusts. The
promoters promise a variety of
benefits, such as the reduction of
income subject to tax, deductions for
personal expenses paid by the trust
and reduction of gift or estate taxes.
Abusive trust arrangements will not
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developed for the statue’s elevator.
This wasn’t as simple as it might

sound: The hydraulic fluid had to

readily break down in the

-environment, in case of a leak; it had

to come from a renewable resource;
the process for making the fluid had
to be economical and non-polluting,
and it had to meet all the industry
standards for safety and performance,
such as stability and flame resistance.

But the ARS scientists were
certainly equal to the task,
formulating a new elevator hydraulic
fluid with a soy-oil base and then
putting it through numerous tests to
make sure it was suitable.

Why soy? It’s inexpensive, it has
wonderful chemical versatility, and
it’s a renewable, “home-grown”
resource. This may surprise you:
Soybeans are America’s second-
most-widely grown crop-and the
nation’s No. 1 source of food-grade
oil. While soybeans are an ancient
crop—named in 2853 B.C. by the
Emperor Sheng-Nung of China as
one of the “five sacred plants,” along
with rice, wheat, barley and millet—
they weren’t grown in the United
States until 1879, when a few North
Carolina farmers began to grow
soybeans as forage for livestock. In
1900, the U.S. Department of
Agriculture began encouraging
farmers to grow soybeans for animal
feed, but it was the incredibly
brilliant chemist George Washington
Carver who, in 1904, found that
soybeans are a valuable source of
protein and oil.

Still, of the massive soybean
production in the United States today,
only 517 million pounds of soy oil-

produce the tax benefits advertised
by their promoters. Before entering
any trust arrangements, taxpayers
should seek the advice of a trusted
tax professional.

“Claim of Right” Doctrine. In
this emerging scheme, people file
returns and attempt to take a
deduction equal to the entire amount
of their wages. The scam promoters
advise them to label the deduction
as “a necessary expense for the
production of income” or
“compensation for personal services
actually rendered.” This deduction
has no basis in law.

Corporation Sole. Promoters of
this scam advise taxpayers to apply
for incorporation under the pretext
of being a “bishop” or “overseer” of
a one-person, phony religious
organization or society to avoid
paying federal income taxes, child
support and other personal debts.
The idea is that the arrangement
entitles the individual to exemption
from federal income taxes as a
nonprofit, religious organization as
described in tax laws.

Identity theft. Identity thieves
use someone’s personal data to steal
his or her financial accounts, run up
charges on the victim’s existing
credit cards, apply for new loans,
credit cards, services or benefits in
the victim’s name and even file
fraudulent tax returns. For taxpayers,
it pays to be choosy about disclosing
personal and financial information.
And the IRS encourages taxpayers
to carefully select a reputable tax
professional.

Offshore Transactions. Some
people use offshore transactions to
avoid paying United States income
tax. Use of an offshore credit card,
trust or other arrangement to hide or
underreport income or to claim false
deductions on a federal tax return is
illegal.

No taxes withheld from your
wages. Illegal schemes are being
promoted that instruct employers not
to withhold federal income tax or
employment taxes from wages paid
to their employees. These schemes
are based on an incorrect
interpretation of tax law and have
been refuted in court. If you have
concerns about your employer and

employment taxes, you can get help'

by calling the IRS at 1-800-829-
1040.

Frivolous arguments. Frivolous
arguments are false arguments thato
are unsupported by law.

beware. The ads may say that paying
taxes is “voluntary,” but that’s just;
plain wrong. The U.S. courts have
continuously rejected this and othery
frivolous arguments. Unfortunately,
hundreds of people across the
country have paid for the “secret” of;
not paying taxes or have boughf
“untax packages.” Then they find out
that following the advice contained
in them can result in civil and/of
criminal penalties. Numerous sellers
of the bogus schemes have been
convicted on criminal tax charges.

Share/borrow EITC dependents.
Unscrupulous tax preparers “share’,

Prescription for the blues

Cold weather, gray skies, long
nights, all these things go hand-in-
hand with the winter months.

*Thoughts of death or suicide

Though this is not an exhaustive
list of symptoms for depression, it
may give you a general idea of what
depression may look like in different
people. Remember that depression
may even be able to hide behind a
smiling face.

Treatment for depression may be

just as individual as the person who
is suffering from it. Of course, the
first ‘step in treatment is admitting
there is a problem only then will you
or your loved one be able to seek the
treatment needed.

One popular option for
treatment in older adults is support
group therapy. This not only allows
the person to talk through his or her
problems but it provides much
needed social interaction and
conversation with other people. This
type of therapy may be obtained from
the local senior citizens center, senior
nutrition site or activity group. In
other words, there are many free or
low-cost options for group therapy.

You and your health provider may
decide that you need a type of therapy
that is more one-on-one. Though this
type of therapy is probably not free,
ask your health provider about
coverage from your personal health

insurance or from Medicare. Your

health provider or your therapist may
recommend that you begin taking
some sort of medication for
depression. These medications may

help improve your mood, sleep,
appetite and concentration.

State library funding among

issues before Legislature

AUSTIN-Just about every day in
the early weeks of the legislative
session, a procession of visitors in
attire ranging from red blazers to
white lab coats to 19th century
cavalry uniforms arrives at the
Capitol to make a pitch to
lawmakers on one issue or another.

The group coming to the Capitol
next week may be hard to spot
unless some of them go around
shushing people for talking too
loudly. Members of the Texas
Library Association will be in
Austin Feb. 15-16 to unofficially
lobby the Legislature on an issue
that doesn’t get a whole lot of
publicity: state library funding.

Following the last session, the
State Library had to cancel various
periodical subscriptions and make
other cutbacks. The budget the
library has submitted for the next
two fiscal years reflects the
Legislative Budget Board’s request
that agencies base their budgets on
95 percent of their current
appropriation.

The TLA will be pushing for the
legislature to approve all of the
library’s budget requests, plus
“exceptional items” above the base
amount. That would include funding
to remodel the 1961 Lorenzo de
Zavala Building that houses the
library.

Along with her
umbrella, she’s carrying House Bill
577, a measure that would make it a
Class C misdemeanor for a broadcast
personality to represent himself as a
meteorologist without having a
meteorology degree. Turns out that
being a member of the American
Meteorological Society, the current
national standard that is frequently
seen hyped on TV weather casts, does
not necessarily mean a person is a
real meteorologist. The membership
does mean the person has had special
training, but not always a four-year
degree in meteorology. Rep. Truitt
fears that inadequate training could
result in inaccurate forecasts, creating
a downpour of public safety
problems.

The bill has already spawned a
storm of protest among TV types who
may have degrees in other
disciplines, but not in meteorology.

Unlike the dreaded annual flu
season, which is now coming in to
be with us for awhile, the time-
honored, eagerly awaited ‘Friday
night fever’ season in towns across
Texas has drawn down to a close.

Both seasons greatly affect the life
of the community, but in very
different ways.

While we take shots in the arm
hoping to stave off the unwelcome
flu season, there is no doubt that high
school football season is a welcomed
shot-in-the-arm to all communities in
bringing us a big, healthy dose of
community pride and entertainment.

Each year, as the gridiron play-off
‘wind-downs’ end, and the athletic
contract ‘sign-ups’ begin, we may
wonder whether a boy from the small
world of Haskell can make his mark
in the larger world of football, which
is so'much a part of our culture and
way of life. ;

That negative thought can easily
be answered with a question.

Who made the biggest impact
among the many great running backs
in Texas A&M University’s history?
Who changed the game and had the
greatest influence on the Aggies
program? According to a 1999 article
from the 12th Man Magazine, the one
running back—the one man, for that
matter—who truly put Texas A&M
football on the map was John
Kimbrough, who grew up and went
through the Haskell school system.

“Hero of A&M’s 1939 national
championship team, two-time All-
American, former movie star and
once the recipient of the richest
contract in professional football
history, Kimbrough is perhaps the
biggest name in storied history of
Texas A&M football,” reports the
article about the young man from
Haskell who became the legend of
A&M football.

“Kimbrough certainly captivated
the nation’s attention like few others
in A&M history. And he was

definitely the Aggies’ original
marquee player.”

On finishing high school, John
received a scholarship to Tulane
University, but when the 210 pound
running back arrived on the New
Orleans campus, the coaching staff
decided to turn him into a tackle, and
they cut him early in his first season.
With his scholarship cut, he went to
Texas A&M during the 1937 season,
positioned as a 10th-string running
back.

On the opening day of the 1938 .

season, he received his chance in the
game with #1, TCU, and made the
most of it.

“TCU was whipping us like tied
up hounds,” John said. “A coach
grabbed me by the arm and said,
‘You’re a running back, Get out
there.” The only reason I got that
chance (to play) was because they
were whipping us so bad that our
coaches didn’t want any of our guys
to get hurt.”

On his first carry, the TCU tackler
couldn’t get up. And on his second
carry, another Horned Frog defender
remained on the ground, much to the

 ire of TCU Coach Dutch Meyer.

On that day, the legend of Jarrin’
John Kimbrough was born. He went
from 10th team to first, and he started
every game during the rest of his
A&M career. He led the ‘39 team to
aperfect 11-Orecord, including a 14-
13 win over Tulane in the Sugar
Bowl. In that game, which wrapped
up the Aggies’ national
championship, the boy from Haskell
rushed for 152 yards and both of the
A&M touchdowns.

“John ran right through (Tulane’s)
guys,” said Tommie Vaughn, the
starting center on the ‘39 team. “He
didn’t ever dance around or try to
fake you. He’d just run right over
you. He’d keep those knees going
real high, and you couldn’t stop him.”

The following year, John finished
second to Michigan’s Tom Harmon

in the 1940 Heisman Trophy
balloting, and was named to 31 All-
American teams. His national
popularity, along with his rugged
good looks, also made him a
celebrity.

Former TCU great, Sammy
Baugh, a longtime friend, said, “John
was one of the greatest players in
Southwest Conference history, not
just A&M. He’s a fine man, a good
friend and he was one fine football
player in his day.”

John was featured on national
billboard advertisements, signed a
contract with 20th Century Fox to
star in two Western movies, and
signed a $37,500 contract with the
AFL’s New York Yankees, making
him the highest paid player in both
the NFL and AFL.

Serving in the U. S. Army from
1942-46 as part of the Allied Forces’
Pacific front, he returned to play pro
football with the Yankees until 1949
when he suffered a heart attack at the
age of 30.

Doctors estimated that he had
from three to five years to live after
that first heart attack. That was 56
years ago.

John and Barbara Kimbrough
moved back to Haskell, and still
make it their home. After living

* through heart attacks in 1959 and ‘69,

John said, “I’m still here, and I thank
God every morning when the sun
comes up and I’m around to see it.”

As one writer said, “Age and the
heart attacks have finally slowed
Kimbrough down-something that
few defenders ever managed to do.”

Haskell’s John Kimbrough had
the ability to play football and the
heart and will to win, and his story is
written forever in the all-time annuls
of gridiron glory. Proving once again
that it’s not the size of the place you
come from that matters on your life’s
journey; it’s the size of what you take
with you for the trip.

Weather And Your Mood

Q: Can the weather really affect
your mood and attitude?

A: There is mounting evidence
that it indeed can, says Brent
McRoberts of Texas A&M
University.

“This is a topic that has been
debated for several thousand years,”
he points. “Hippocrates, the famous
Greek physician, wrote about how
weather seems to affect people and

their actions. In recent years, it’s
been studied by scientists and
sociologists and they’ve even come
up with a name for it-seasonal
affective disorder, or SAD.

It’s classified as a syndrome
usually associated with depression,
most often in the winter months
when there is less daylight.
Researchers believe that too little
sunlight can cause the body’s
internal clock to function
improperly, which can cause a
variety of problems.”

Q: What kind of problems?

A: Problems can range from
depression to sadness, lack of energy,
too much or too little sleep, eating
disorders and other ailments,

McRoberts adds.

“It’s been noted that women seem
to suffer from SAD more than men,”
he continues. “Also, people who live
farther away from the equator get
SAD more often, but in a paradox,
it’s also been established that places
that have frequent snowfalls don’t
seem to have as many cases of SAD
reported. Treatments for SAD
usually involve changes in lighting—
people who have it need to be
exposed to more lighting, often
fluorescent lighting because it’s
brighter. Since cases of SAD usually
last from fall until spring, it’s
apparent that light-especially
sunlight, and lack of it-play a key
role in this disorder.”

Most tax return preparers are s She an Enrolled Agent Certified

professional, honest and provide
excellent service to their clients. But
if you pay someone to prepare your
tax return, choose that preparer
wisely, advises the IRS. Taxpayers
are legally responsible for what’s on
their returns-even if prepared by
someone else.

Here are a few points to keep in
mind when someone else prepares
your tax return:

*A paid preparer is required by
law to sign the return, fill in the
preparer areas on the form and give
you a copy of the return.

*Before signing, review the
complete return to ensure the tax
information and your name, address
and social security numbers(s) are
correct and that you understand the
entries and are comfortable with the
accuracy of the return.

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Wardens offer tips to avoid serioius deer/car collisions

With rutting, or deer mating
season and also hunting season, deer
are moving about more than usual.
And as a recent fatality in this area
demonstrates, there is a greater risk
of damage to your car, serious injury
or even death from hitting a deer.
Experts offer tips to avoid doing so,
or at least tips that could help avoid
a more serious crash.

A 34-year-old woman from
Denton County was driving on a
Denton County road just east of the
City of Denton recently in a semi-

 rural area of the metroplex when she
was killed by a deer she hit. The
collision caused her windshield to
cave in. The deer was also killed.

Game Warden Capt. Scott Haney
in Fort Worth worked on the case and
has some advice to offer drivers in
ANY area of Texas, which has a high
white tailed deer population.

“You have to maintain your course
and if you hit the deer, you hit the
deer, but the affects are going to be
more severe if you try to swerve or
completely slam on the brakes
because of the other factors that come
into play when you do that (hitting
other cars, weather, losing control of
the vehicle). My suggestion is

maintain your speed and direction.
But sometimes it is just an
unavoidable accident,” he said.

Though this is the first fatal deer-
car collision Haney can recall in his
area, deer-car accidents tally to more
than 1.5 million crashes in the United
States, costing an estimated $1.1
billion in vehicle damage, according
to recent reports from the Insurance
Institute for Highway Safety. The
average cost per insurance claim was
$2,000, with costs varying depending
on the type of vehicle and severity
of damage, according to the Institute.
During deer season, there can be
dramatic movements in the deer
population with a significant number
of deer darting onto highways and
into suburban neighborhoods. So the
Institute agrees with Haney that this
is the most likely time to hit a deer
on the road.

“As our wildlife habitat continues
to shrink, accidents with deer and
other animals are likely to increase
unless we are more vigilant in our
driving,” said Jeanne M. Salvatore,
vice president of Consumer Affairs
for the Institute.

The Institute suggests the
following defensive driving tips to

avoid hitting a deer:

*Be attentive from sunset to
midnight and hours shortly before
and after sunrise. These are the
highest-risk periods.

*Drive with caution when moving
through deer-crossing zones, in areas
known to have a large deer
population and in areas where roads
divide agricultural fields from
forestland. Deer seldom run alone. If
you see one deer, others may be
nearby.

*When driving at night, use high
beam headlights when there is no
oncoming traffic. The high-beams
will better illuminate the eyes of deer
on or near the roadway.

*Brake firmly when you notice a
deer in or near your path, but stay in
your lane. Many serious crashes
occur when drivers swerve to avoid
a deer and hit another vehicle or lose
control of their cars.

*Do not rely on devices such as
deer whistles, deer fences and
reflectors to deter deer. These devices
have not been proven to reduce deer-

" vehicle collisions.

*Always wear your seat belt.
Deer-vehicle collisions can result in

serious injuries. People tend to
underestimate how much damage
collisions with animals can cause.

*If your vehicle strikes a deer, it’s
best not to touch the animal. The
frightened and wounded animal
could hurt you or itself. If the deer is
blocking the roadway and poses a
danger to other motorists, you should
call law enforcement. Contact your
insurance agent or company
representative to report any damage
to your car. Collision with a deer or
animals is covered under the
comprehensive portion of automobile
policies.

And if you have a wreck that kills
a deer, the question many people
want answered—can you keep the
deer?

“There is a statute that says
TPWD can donate animals killed
accidentally by vehicles to group
homes, orphanages, places like that,
but typically what we do is if you
want the deer, most of the time we
will let you keep it. But what you
need to do is contact the local
sheriff’s office to reach a local game
warden when you hit a deer,” Haney
said.
