Wildfire
proclamation

In a proclamation issued Dec. 
30, Haskell County Judge David 
Davis declared a state of disaster 
for Haskell County, which has 
resulted from the potential threat 
of wildfires due to drought and 
adverse weather conditions.

The purpose of the order is the 
mitigation of the public safety 
hazard posed by wildfires during 
the current drought conditions by 
curtailing the use of all combustible 
materials.

Pursuant to the Texas Disaster 
Act of 1975, relating to Emergency 
M anagem ent, the follow ing 
regulations will take effect 
immediately, and will remain in 
effect until the state of disaster is 
terminated:

1. The use of com bustible 
m aterials in an outdoor 
environment by any person is 
prohibited.

2. C om bustible m aterials 
specifically include, but are not 
limited to, fireworks, camp fires, 
welding and any other pyrotechnic 
material, which in the manner or 
means of its use could result in a 
wildfire.

In accordance with the local 
government code, a person who 
knowingly or intentionally violates 
this order commits a Class C 
misdemeanor, punishable by a fine 
of up to $500.00.

Upon arrival firemen assessed the 
building with its already blackened 
glass windows and determined that 
the interior was severely damaged 
preventing an interior attack. Upon 
entering the building they could see 
that the fire was located between the 
ceiling line and below the roof 
causing the roof and fire to drop 
inside the business. Safety reasons 
moved the attack into the defensive 
mode with firemen concentrating on 
putting out the fire and preventing the 
spread of the flames to adjoining 
businesses and buildings. All of the 
contents of the floral shop were a 
total loss.

Circle C Decorating, CellularOne 
and Boggs and Johnson Furniture 
Store, all businesses to the south of 
C onner’s, suffered some smoke 
damage; along with vacant buildings 
on the north side of the fire. No other 
businesses or buildings were 
damaged by the fire.

Four departments responded to a 
mutual aid call from Haskell firemen. 
S tam ford, M unday and 
Throckm orton sent men and 
equipment; Weinert sent men; and 
Anson responded with their 
Community Emergency Response 
Team (CERT) to provide a rest and 
eating area for the men.

Several local residents also 
pitched in to help firemen with 
various duties. Food and drink were 
provided by local business and 
individuals and the Anson CERT. 
Fire Chief Bill Steele expressed his 
and the department’s appreciation to 
all who helped in any way.

Firemen continued to watch the 
site for flare ups throughout the night. 
Some hot spots were extinguished 
during the day Jan. 1. High winds 
fanning any embers were a constant 
worry for the department.

New Year’s Day brought at least 
one wildfire call east of town on FM 
266 and a grass fire at N. 4th St. and 
Ave. B that threatened a vacant 
house.

Governor calls National Guard 
to fight wild fires

AUSTIN - Drought overlaid with 
unusually warm weather and gusting 
winds com bined into perfect 
conditions for wild fires in the closing 
weeks of 2005.

Wild fires mainly hit tens of 
thousands of acres of dry grass and 
brush in north, central and east Texas. 
Windbom fires jumped roads, caused 
at least four deaths and burned 
hundreds of homes.

Gov. Rick Perry ordered the Texas 
Army National Guard to assist local 
firefighters and requested air tankers 
and helicopters from the U.S. Forest 
Service.

Burn bans were in effect in more 
than half of the state’s 254 counties.

“We are working hard from both 
the ground and the air to protect 
Texans and their homes and 
property,” Perry said after touring 
wild-fire stricken scenes.

Senators to study tax situation
The Legislature must meet in a 

special session this spring to re­
engineer the sta te ’s broken tax 
system  before a court-ordered 
deadline of June 1.

Texans who want to share their 
ideas on how to fix the state tax 
system now have a choice of senators 
to contact.

Lt. Gov. David Dewhurst, who 
presides over the Senate, recently 
formed the Senate Select Committee 
on Education Reform and Public 
School Finance to study tax issues 
and recommend legislation that: (1) 
satisfies the Texas Supreme Court 
ruling that the current property tax 
system violates the state constitution; 
(2) improves public schools; and (3) 
reduces school property taxes.

Dewhurst named Sen. Florence 
Shapiro, R-Plano, chair of the 
committee and member Sens. Kip 
Averitt, R-McGregor; Kim Brimer, 
R-Fort Worth; Robert Duncan, R- 
Lubbock; Juan “Chuy” Hinojosa, D- 
M cAllen; Eddie Lucio, D- 
Brownsville; Steve Ogden, R-Bryan; 
Royce West, D -D allas; Tommy 
Williams, R-The Woodlands.

In November, Gov. Perry formed 
the 23-member Texas Tax Reform 
Commission comprised of non­
legislators and headed by former state 
Comptroller John Sharp, a Democrat. 
The commission’s focus, as its name 
suggests, is tax reform.

But Dewhurst’s committee will 
have a broader focus. He encouraged 
the committee to “continue work on 
a public school finance plan that puts 
additional resources into public 
school classrooms, tied to greater 
accountability and performance, cuts 
property taxes and closes business tax 
loopholes.”

Committee chair Shapiro said, 
“With the State Supreme Court ruling 
now in hand, my Senate colleagues 
and I are reaffirm ed in our 
commitment to school property tax 
relief, classroom excellence, and 
professional teacher pay.

“The Lt. G overnor’s Select 
Committee will allow the Senate to 
do our hom ew ork before the 
upcoming special session.”

A Dec. 28 opinion by Texas 
Attorney General Greg Abbott says 
the Texas Health & Safety Code 
authorizes a justice of the peace or 
designated physician to determine 
whether organs or tissue may be 
removed for donation.

Specifically, the Governor has: 
•Deployed four Texas Army 

National Guard helicopters,
•Requested and received two 

single engine air tankers from the U.S. 
Forest Service, and

•Requested and received two 
helicopters from the U.S. Forest 
Service.

The helicopters operate by 
“dipping” into lakes and other surface 
water and carrying “buckets” of water 
of water to suppress the fire from

above; air tankers are used in areas 
where there is no available surface 
water.

The governor’s disaster 
declaration activates the state 
emergency management plan and 
authorizes the deployment of any 
forces, equipm ent or supplies 
required for the response. The 
Governor’s Division of Emergency 
Management is coordinating the state 
effort and the Texas Forest Service 
serves as the lead agency for the 
response. The Texas Department of 
T ransportation has provided 
equipment and assistance and the 
Departm ent of Public Safety is

providing security at wildfire sites.
A persistent drought has blanketed 

the state since early summer. In 
combination with high winds and 
unseasonably warm temperatures, the 
weather pattern has created the most

severe wildfire threat in five years. 
Thus far in December 114 fires in 39 
counties have burned approximately 
10,000 acres. Burn bans-which are 
prohibitions against all outdoor 
burning-are in effect in 156 counties.
