In the early 1920’s, she was 
named Miss Haskell, an honor which 
very possibly afforded her the 
opportunity to shake hands with the 
American hero, Charles Lindbergh, 
an event often relived in Lela’s 
storytelling. She attended Texas 
University, where she was a member 
of Gamma Phi Beta sorority, and 
received a degree from Hardin- 
Simmons University. Her 41-year 
teaching career began with teaching 
junior high school mathematics in 
Haskell and in Wichita Falls. During 
World War II, she lived in Texas City, 
and in 1951, moved to Abilene, 
where she taught for seventeen years 
at Jefferson Junior High School 
before retiring in 1968.

Beginning in 1966, she lived for 
several years near her daughter on

Central Coast of California, later 
returning to Texas to live near her 
grandson in Austin. She was a 
member of First Baptist Church in 
Abilene and the Lightbearers Sunday 
School Class at the church. She was 
a member of Abilene Woman’s Club, 
as well as the Retired Teachers 
Association of both Abilene and 
Texas.

She was preceded in death by her 
husband, Ralph, who died Aug. 28, 
1992; her parents. The W.E. Welshs; 
two sisters, Lola and Ruth; and three 
brothers. Barton, Hugh and Bert.

Survivors include her daughter, 
Jennifer Sue Rose Soni and husband, 
Ken of San Miguel, California; two 
grandchildren, Christopher James 
Miller of Austin and Laura Michelle 
Soni of San Miguel, California; and 
several nieces and nephews.

AG lodges clawback complaint
AUSTIN - Texas and other states 

on March 3 filed suit against the U.S. 
Department of Health and Human 
Services over how states are forced 
to fund the new federal prescription 
drug benefit.

Attorney General Greg Abbott, on 
behalf of Texas, Kentucky, Maine, 
New Jersey, and Missouri, presented 
the U.S. Supreme Court with a 
complaint about the requirement that 
states pay a portion of the costs 
associated with federal Medicare 
drug coverage for persons eligible for 
both Medicare and Medicaid.

Abbott questioned the 
constitutionality of annual 
“clawback” payments-money states 
must send each month to the federal 
government to compensate for 
savings Congress anticipates states 
will realize from no longer providing 
prescription drug coverage for 
individuals enrolled in Medicaid.

The program is projected to result 
in net losses to Texas of 
approximately $100 million from 
2006-2009.

Texas Lottery drops bonus ball
After soliciting public comments 

on how to shore up sagging 
participation in Lotto Texas the Texas 
Lottery Commission on Feb. 27 
Jettisoned the “bonus ball.”

The commission revised the 
game, which debuts April 23, so that 
players will pick six numbers from a 
field of 54.

“While there may not be an 
immediate and magic fix to the 
decline of our Lotto Texas game,” 
said Lottery Commission Chairman 
C. Thomas Clowe, “I feel it’s our 
responsibility to take action today to 
remove the one feature we’ve heard 
players disapprove of the most, the 
bonus-ball feature, and change Lotto 
Texas back to a pick-six game.”

Without the bonus ball, the odds 
of winning the jackpot will be one in 
25.8 million and overall odds of 
winning any prize will be one in 71, 
the agency said.

Court hears redistricting case
The U.S. Supreme Court on 

March 1 heard arguments in the 
Texas redistricting case relating to the 
November 2004 election and the 
dynamics that set the stage for a shift 
from a 17-15 seat majority for 
Democrats to a 21-16 seat majority 
for Republicans.

Attorneys for Mexican-American 
and African-American plaintiffs said 
the Texas Legislature violated the 
federal Voting Rights Act by watering 
down communities of interest and 
thus, voting power, in moving district 
lines.

Furthermore, attorneys for 
Democratic state legislators said it 
was unprecedented for district 
boundaries to be redrawn in the 
middle of a decade. Federal law 
requires redistricting after the U.S. 
Census is taken every 10 years, at the 
beginning of each decade.

In its defense, the state of Texas 
argued that it is the Legislature’s 
privilege and legal responsibility to 
redraw districts when the collective 
will exists.

The court is expected to render a 
decision on the case before its term 
ends in June.
Award recognizes voter turnout

On March 2-Texas Independence 
Day-Secretary of State Roger 
Williams presented Travis and King 
counties with the first annual Stephen 
F. Austin Champions of the Republic 
Award.

The award recognizes the counties 
for having the highest percentage of 
voter turnout in the November 
constitutional amendment election.

King County’s 54 percent was the 
highest voter turnout for small 
counties and Travis County won the 
large county group with 25 percent.

Miagazine cites 
Texas job growth

Gov. Rick Perry announced Site 
Selection magazine, a national 
business expansion and relocation 
tome, has for the second straight year 
awarded its Governor’s Cup to Texas 
for the most job creation 
announcements in the nation for 
2005.

To be counted, businesses must 
have a capital investment of at least 
$1 million, create 50 or more jobs or 
involve 20,000 square feet of new 
floor space. Texas secured 842 such 
projects in 2005-a 26 percent 
increase from the previous year. 
Perry’s office said.

The magazine also cited two 
Texas metropolitan areas among the 
strongest in the nation for job growth. 
The Dallas-Forth Worth metro area 
ranked second and the Houston- 
Sugar Land-Baytown metro area 
ranked third.

March
garden
checklist

•Check with your local county 
agent for the average last killing 
freeze date for your area. Killing 
freezes can and do occur after this 
date, but it will be a good indication.

•Prepare beds for planting warm- 
season flowers and vegetables.

•For early color in the landscape, 
try some of the following annuals as 
transplants: ageratums, cockscombs, 
coreopsis, cosmos, cleomes, 
marigolds, nasturtiums, petunias, 
phlox, portulacas, salvias, sweet 
alyssums, sunflowers, and zinnias.

•Start hanging baskets of petunias 
and other annuals for another 
dimension in landscape color.

•Select and order caladium tubers 
as well as geranium and coleus plants 
for late April and early May planting. 
Do not plant caladiums until soil 
temperatures reach 70 degrees F.

•As camellia and azalea plants 
finish blooming, fertilize them with 
three pounds of azalea-camellia 
fertilizer per 100 square feet of bed 
area. Check mulch on azalea and 
camellia beds and add where needed.

•Beware of close-out sales on 
bare-root trees and shrubs. The 
chance of survival is rather low on 
bare-root plants this late in the 
season. Your best bet at this time of 
year is to depend on container-grown 
or balled-and-burlapped plants for 
landscape use.

•In North Texas there is still time 
to plant seeds of your favorite 
annuals in flats to be transplanted out- 
of-doors when danger of frost is past.

•Fertilize roses every 4 to 6 weeks 
from now until September. The 
traditional heavy pruning practices 
are appropriate for Hybrid Teas, but 
most antique and shrub roses require 
less severe methods. Weak or dead 
canes should be removed or 
shortened to healthy tissue any time 
during the year.

FSA allocates funds 
for disadvantaged 
farmers and ranchers
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The U.S. Department of 
Agriculture (USDA) Farm Service 
Agency (FSA) allocates a portion of 
its farm loan program funds 
specifically for socially 
disadvantaged applicants (SDA) 
including minority and women 
producers.

“FSA farm loans are available to 
all qualified applicants, but by setting 
aside funds specifically for minorities 
and women, the Agency ensures 
members of these specific groups can 
receive a portion of available funds- 
assuming they meet FSA loan 
eligibility requirements,” said Larry 
Me Daniel, Farm Loan Manager for 
Haskell County FSA.

By FSA definition, an applicant 
is considered socially disadvantaged 
if he or she is a member of a group 
whose members have been subjected 
to racial, ethnic, or gender prejudice, 
without regard to individual 
qualities. FSA has identified socially 
disadvantaged groups as Women, 
Blacks, American Indians, Alaskan 
Natives, Hispanics, Asians and 
Pacific Islanders.

FSA offers both direct and 
guaranteed farm loans. Farm loan 
funds can be used to purchase farms, 
livestock and equipment. They may 
also be used to operate a farm, build 
or repair service buildings, pay for 
soil and water conservation practices, 
and in some cases refinance debt.

For direct loans made by FSA to 
purchase a farm the terms may extend 
to 40 years with a current interest rate 
of 5.125 percent. Direct operating 
loans may be made for one to seven 
years with a current interest rate of 
4.875 percent, which is subject to 
change.

“Applicants requesting direct real 
estate loans should be aware that 
funding for this program is limited 
and may require a waiting period 
before funds are available and 
applications approved,” said 
McDaniel.

FSA guaranteed loans are made by 
banks or other commercial lenders 
and are guaranteed by FSA for up to 
90 percent of any loss. The 
guaranteed loan program includes 
both operating and real estate loan 
programs. If a loan applicant is able 
to obtain financing from a private 
lender equal to 50 percent or more 
of the total funds needed to jointly 
finance the purchase of the farm, the 
interest rate on the FSA direct loan 
would be fixed at 5.0 percent.

SDA loan applicants do not 
receive automatic approval.

Individuals must be U.S citizens with 
a satisfactory history of meeting 
credit obligations, have sufficient 
education, training or experience 
managing or operating a farm, 
possess the legal capacity to incur 
debt, and be unable to obtain credit 
through traditional lending means.

“Qualified loan candidates are 
provided information and assistance 
to develop sound management 
practices, analyze problems and 
utilize available resources essential 
for successful farming in the ever- 
changing agricultural environment,” 
said McDaniel.

Burn ban issued
A burn ban has been issued for 

Haskell County. The use of 
combustible materials in an outdoor 
environment by any person is 
prohibited. Combustible materials 
specifically include, but are not 
limited to, fireworks, camp fires, 
welding and any other pyrotechnic 
material, which in the manner or 
means of its use could results in a 
wildfire. The ban will continue 
until conditions warrant otherwise, 
stated an order from Haskell 
County Judge David C. Davis. A 
person who knowingly or 
intentionally violates this order 
commits a Class C misdemeanor, 
punishable by a fine of up to $500.

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With high winds and warmer 
temperatures forecasted for this 
week, state fire officials are advising 
West Texans to obey all bum bans 
and to use extreme caution with any 
spark-producing equipment this 
week.

“High wind coupled with our 
current dry conditions could really 
push a wildfire,” said Shane Crimm, 
Regional Fire Coordinator with the 
Texas Forest Service. “Some areas of 
West Texas received some moisture 
recently, but we need to be aware that 
the extreme fire danger still exist.”

Crimm said that fire crews staged 
throughout West Texas are on high 
alert due to the high fire danger. He 
stated that any fire that starts in the 
frost-killed vegetation could spread 
rapidly due to high winds.
