Three subjects in custody 
after January drug search

Haskell County Sheriff David 
Halliburton has reported that on 
the night of Jan. 21, Chief Tom 
Bassett of the Haskell Police 
Department received information 
that illegal drugs were being sold 
at a resident at 909 Apt. A#2, 
South 7th Street in Haskell. A 
search warrant was issued.

Officers from the Haskell 
Police Department, the Texas 
Department of Public Safety, and 
the Haskell County Sheriff’s 
office searched the apartment and 
found a large amount of 
methamphetamine and some 
marijuana in the apartment, along 
with drug paraphernalia.

Three subjects were taken into 
custody at the time, transported 
to Haskell County Jail and 
booked in on the possession of 
controlled substance with intent 
to sell in a drug-free zone.

Taken into custody at the time 
were Susan Casey Colley, Shelly 
Shelton and Adrian Villarreal. On 
a state parole warrant, another 
charge was added to Villarreal.

Sheriff Halliburton said, “If it 
had not been for the help of a 
concerned citizen, these people 
might still be selling drugs in 
Haskell, possibly to your 
children. The law enforcement is

grateful to the concerned citizens 
that report this type of 
information. All information that 
is received will be kept 
confidential on any type of 
criminal activity.’’

Perry names special master to 
investigate Youth Commission

AUSTIN-Rather than place 
the troubled Texas Youth 
Commission in conservatorship 
at the urging of the lieutenant 
governor and a committee of 
lawmakers, Gov. Rick Perry 
appointed Jay Kimbrough as 
special master to get the agency 
back in line.

Kimbrough’s job will be to 
investigate sexual abuse of 
detainees reported at facilities in 
Giddings, Brownwood and 
Pyote.

Travis County District 
Attorney Ronnie Earle, the state’s 
ethics prosecutor, is conducting 
his own investigation into 
allegations that reports of sexual 
abuse in TYC facilities were 
altered by state officials.

A former assistant Texas 
attorney general, Kimbrough also 
is a former chief of staff for Perry 
and formerly served as the state’s 
director of homeland security.

AG abates opinion 
on documents

Texas Attorney General Greg 
Abbott took action to help 
prevent identity theft on Feb. 21 
by issuing an opinion saying that 
county clerks should remove 
Social Security numbers from 
copies of documents on file 
before releasing them to the 
public.

Abbott’s opinion said failure 
to comply would result in 
criminal charges. So clerks found 
themselves in a tough spot when 
citizens showed up the next day 
to get courthouse records needed 
to conduct routine business.

County clerks across Texas 
had to slow down or shut down 
all or part of their public 
information operations, because 
so many types of documents 
contain Social Security numbers.

Complaints from far and wide 
flew in, prompting Abbott to 
abate his opinion for 60 days- 
supposedly enough time for 
counties to adjust to the practice 
of redacting Social Security 
numbers.

House slows down 
Jessica’s Law

The Texas House on Feb. 28 
postponed further deliberation on 
House Bill 8, a “Jessica’s Law” 
bill by Rep. Debbie Riddle, R- 
Houston.

After salty debate mainly over 
the b ill’s death penalty 
component and costs of 
implementation, the House voted 
131-10 to wait until March 5 to 
continue consideration by the full

House.
Lt. Gov. David Dewhurst on 

Feb. 14 announced the filing of 
SB 5, the Senate version of 
Jessica’s Law.

Differences between the two 
bills would have to be reconciled 
in a final version, but as presently 
written, the legislation would do 
the following:

•Require mandatory 25 years 
to life sentences for a first-time 
violent sexual offense against a 
child under age 14;

•Require lifetime GPS 
monitoring for child sex 
offenders;

•Allow prosecutors to seek the 
death penalty for a second 
sexually violent offense against a 
child under age 14; and

•Double the statute of 
limitations on sexual crimes 
against children from 10 to 20 
years.

Jessica’s Law is named for 9- 
year-old Floridian Jessica 
Lunsford. In March 2005, the 
child was abducted from her 
Florida home, raped and 
murdered by a convicted sex 
offender. Since then, more than 
two dozen states have enacted 
toughened sex offender laws. 
Organic farming bills are filed 

Rep. Doc Anderson, R-Waco, 
and Sen. Kirk Watson, D-Austin, 
filed House and Senate versions 
of legislation to create an 11- 
member Texas Organic 
Agricultural Advisory Board. 

The board would:
•meet at least once a year; 
•assist the Texas Department 

of Agriculture in assessing the 
organic produce industry;

•find ways to promote and 
expand the industry;

•work on getting grants and 
gifts to nurture the industry;

•help to develop an organic 
agricultural products education 
and awareness campaign.

Agency would redraw 
districts

Sen. Jeff Wentworth, R-San 
Antonio, filed SB 1068, 
legislation to create a Texas 
Congressional Redistricting 
Commission.

The highly politicized task of 
redrawing U.S. congressional 
district boundaries is normally 
done by the Texas Senate every 
10 years.

Wentworth’s bill would give 
the job to a nine-member, 
balanced, bipartisan commission 
of Texas residents. Eight 
members (four from each major 
party) would elect a nonvoting 
member to preside.

Reducing cattle variations
by Wes Utley

CEA-Ag/NR, Haskell Co.
We often hear that there is too 

much variation in the nation’s 
beef cattle herd.

Compared to something like 
poultry or swine that’s 
undoubtedly true. But chickens 
and pigs are raised under much 
more uniform conditions than 
beef cattle, at least up to when 
cattle are weaned.

The same kinds of cows don’t 
fit both the Upper Plains and the 
Gulf Coast. That’s not to say that

variability, within limits. But let’s 
think about sources of variation 
we have little or no control over.

Chickens can be marketed that 
are all hatched on the same day. 
But that’s not true for beef cattle. 
We sometimes hear that feeders 
would like start cattle with only 
a 50-pound range in weight. One 
of my associates. Dr. Ron Gill, 
recently reminded us of the 
variation in calf weight within a 
herd even with a narrow breeding 
season.

we can’t reduce genetic Let’s say you have just a 45-

day breeding season and your 
average weaning weights usually 
run 500-525 pounds. That means 
calves gain a little over 2 Ibs./day 
to weaning. So, even in a herd of 
high genetic uniformity, those 
calves will range at least 100 
pounds at weaning, just from 
differences in the age of the 
calves.

We should pay more attention 
to reducing variability. But we 
also should figure out ways to 
better manage the variability that 
is inherent in beef production.

Feed is ethanol by-product
by Wes Utley

CEA-Ag/NR, Haskell Co.
Production of ethanol from 

corn continues to increase. This 
is causing some concern that 
there will be less com for feeding, 
not to mention the elevating 
effects on corn price.

However, there are byproduct 
feeds resulting from ethanol 
production, one of the most useful 
being distillers grains plus 
solubles (DCS), which is 
available wet (about 25-35% dry 
matter) and dry (about 90% DM). 
The dried product costs less to 
transport per unit of DM and can

be stored for longer periods. 
Every bushel of com yields about 
17 lbs. of DCS.

How good is DCS as a cattle 
feed? Like many byproducts, the 
nutritional content varies but is 
usually, on DM basis, around 
30% crude protein and 90-95% 
TDN compared to 9-10% CP and 
88-92% TDN for corn. DCS is 
high in digestible fiber and low 
in starch. So, unlike high-starch 
sources like corn, DCS interferes 
less with utilization of forage, 
making it a good source for 
supplementing on low-quality 
forages.

DCS is also high in bypass

protein and fat (about 10-12%). 
The fat level should not interfere 
with forage utilization by grazing 
animals, but could be a problem 
in hay/silage programs where 
higher rates might be fed. Also, 
compared to com, DCS is high 
in phosphorous and sulfur, so 
total ration levels of these 
minerals should be monitored.

DCS should generally be 
limited to about 20% of total diet 
DM. So, while DCS offers real 
possibilities for cattle feed, there 
are limitations. We’ll still need 
com, especially for finishing, and 
lots of it.

Stocker/
feeder
premiums

What’s happening to Angus 

stocker/feeder premiums? 
Getting higher the last few years, 
according to Certified Angus 
Beef. The CAB “Here’s the 
Premium Study” compiles data 
from cooperating auctions in 
California, Colorado, Kansas, 
Kentucky, Missouri, Montana, 
Nebraska, Oklahoma, South 
Dakota and Wyoming. Data are 
collected in the fall for 500 lbs. 
calves and in the spring for 700 
lbs. feeders. Each auction reports 
prices from a minimum of five 
groups, each containing at least 
five head. Data have now been 
reported on almost 237,000 head.

From spring, 1999, through 
spring, 2003, premiums for 
Angus over other breeds ranged 
from a little less than $2.50/cwt. 
to a little over $3.50. But things 
started changing in fall, 2003. 
Since then, premiums have 
ranged from a little over $3.50 
(for yearlings in spring, 2004) to 
a little over $5.50 (for calves in 
fall, 2005).

As always, price premiums 
should be considered along with 
other factors affecting profit, 
especially any losses that might 
occur in performance and 
efficiency from lack of hybrid 
vigor.

Passport seminar 
set in Seymour

To assist customers planning 
a trip out of the country, the 
Seymour Post Office at 210 N. 
Washington Street in Seymour is 
holding a special passport fair 
from 8 a.m. to 10 a.m. on Sat., 
March 17.

Effective Jan. 23, passport 
regulations now require a valid 
passport for U.S. citizens 
traveling by air between the 
United States and Canada, 
Mexico, Central and South 
America, the Caribbean and 
Bermuda. “Customers need to 
prepare in advance,” said 
Postmaster, Sid Winn. “Because 
of the increase in workload, 
routine passport processing now 
takes 10 weeks. The Postal 
Service wants to help customers 
receive their passport in plenty of 
time for their trip.”

To obtain a passport customers 
need to:

•Bring in proper proof of 
American citizenship. This must 
be either a certified birth 
certificate issued by the city, 
county or state; a previous U.S. 
passport; a certificate of 
citizenship; or a naturalization 
certificate. (Please note: a 
hospital-issued birth certificate 
alone is not acceptable.)

•Bring in proof of 
identity. This must be either: a 
recently issued U.S. passport; a 
recently issued naturalization 
certificate; a recently issued 
certificate of citizenship; or a

current valid driver’s license, 
government ID or military photo 
ID.

•The passport application 
requires two recent identical 
passport photographs of you (2” 
X  2” in size), which the Seymour 
Post Office will provide for $15.

•To save time, customers may 
download a passport application 
at www.usps.com/passport to 
complete beforehand.

•All applicants must appear in 
person (including minors).

•Minors under the age of 14 
must appear with both parents. If 
one parent is not available, a 
notarized authorization from the 
absent parent is required.

Each passport for an adult 
must be accompanied by a check 
or money order for $67 made 
payable to the U.S. State 
Department and a $30 execution 
fee made payable to Postmaster. 
Fees for children under 16 are $52 
and $30.

“It is important for customers 
to complete this process well 
before their trip,” said 
Winn. Customers traveling in less 
than 10 weeks can request 
Expedite Service and receive 
their passport in 3-4 
weeks. Expedite Service costs an 
additional $60 plus mail charges 
to the passport processing center 
and for return of the new passport.

Customers can call 940-889- 
3550 if they have questions about 
the Seymour Passport Fair.

ASK-USPS to get the location of 
other nearby passport Post 
Offices and their passport 
customer service hours, or they 
can visit the State Department’s 
web site at www.travel.state.gov.
