The Haskell Indians scored on 

their first possession of the 
football in Tiger Stadium Friday 
night. Their drive won a six play 
72 yard drive with Travis Adams 
crossing the goal line on a 36 yard 
run. Weston Rutkowski would 
kick the extra point, his first 
toward a perfect night. QB 
Rutkowski added the second TD 
to the Indian’s score on a 67 yard 
run with 33 seconds left in the 
opening quarter. Again the PAT 
kick by Rutkowski was good.

The Indians did not have the 
ball in possession except for 
seven plays during the second 
quarter, but capitalized on them. 
QB Rutkowski hit running back 
Adams on a 35 yard TD pass and 
also he added the PAT kick. The 
half time score was 21 to 7 as 
Anson got seven points at the 
5:18 mark of this quarter. Anson 
used a 14 play drive, part of the 
reason the Indians had very little 
time of possession.

Judge grants anti-toll road 
group new hearing

AUSTIN-The “Keep Texas 
Moving” advertising campaign 
funded by the Texas Department 
of Transportation continues to be 
challenged by Texans Uniting for 
Reform and Freedom (TURF).

Travis County State District 
Judge Orlinda Naranjo on Oct. 18 
granted TURF’s request for 
continuance and a new hearing in 
90 days.

For months, the group has 
sought to stop TxDOT from 
spending state funds to promote 
the TransTexas Corridor, a 
multibillion dollar, multidecade 
privately funded tollroad plan.

“TxDOT is waging a one­
sided political ad campaign 
designed to sway public opinion 
in favor of the policy that puts 
money in TxDOT’s own colfers,” 
said TURF founder and executive 
director Terri Hall.

A Texas law prohibits state 
agencies from using public 
funding for political advocacy. 
Hall said.

But Kristina Silcocks, a 
transportation attorney with the 
Office of the Attorney General 
who is representing TxDOT, said 
the “Keep Texas Moving” 
campaign is permitted under 
another state law that allows 
marketing of toll projects.

Extra check may 
come for some

The Teacher Retirement 
System board of trustees will 
meet Nov. 9 to decide whether to 
give eligible annuitants an extra 
check in January.

The independent actuary for 
the TRS said a supplemental 13th 
check can be paid to those who 
are eligible without hiking the 
active member contribution rate.

The check amount would be 
equal to a normal monthly 
pension payment, up to a 
maximum of $2,400.

The supplement was made 
possible by SB 1846 sponsored 
by Sen. Robert Duncan, R- 
Lubbock, and Rep. Vicki Truitt, 
R-Keller, in the 80th Texas 
Legislature.

Handwashing is key to 
prevention

particularly stubborn form of 
“staph” bacteria is out and about, 
spread through person-to-person 
contact or via contact with 
contaminated surfaces.

Jury Duty Scam Just
Another ID Theft Trick

The FBI and other law 
enforcement agencies around the 
country have reported the 
resurgence of an old trick known 
as the jury duty scam.

In this scam, potential victims 
receive calls from people posing 
as court officers. The caller 
informs the victim that he or she 
failed to appear for jury duty and 
that a warrant has been issued for 
his or her arrest. After alarming 
the victim, the caller then seeks 
to “confirm” the victim’s Social 
Security number and other 
personal information. After

divulging this information, the 
victim is often told that the entire 
matter can be instantly dismissed 
by paying a fine. All the victim 
needs to do is provide a credit 
card or checking account routing 
number.

By the time the call ends, the 
scammer has all the information 
necessary to open lines of credit 
under the unsuspecting victim’s 
name. Identity thieves can 
quickly empty the victim’s bank 
accounts or run up staggering 
credit card bills.

As with many ploys to obtain 
consumers’ personal information, 
it is likely that many of these

identity thieves are actually 
thousands of miles away, often in 
other countries and out of reach 
of U.S. law enforcement. Under 
this scheme, criminals simply go 
through the phone book hoping 
that sooner or later someone will 
provide the sensitive information 
they need to steal an identity.

This ploy is particularly 
effective because it causes 
victims to react immediately out 
of fear, rather than taking the time 
to reflect about the information 
being requested. While citizens 
could face legal consequences for 
failing to respond to a valid jury 
summons, legitimate court 
officers would never leave 
threatening messages on 
someone’s voicemail to demand 
personal information and 
immediate payment of a fine.

Consumers who receive such 
a call can verify whether they 
must appear for jury duty by 
calling their local courthouse or 
district court. Consumers should 
never hand over personal 
information in response to an 
unsolicited telephone call or e- 
mail, no matter how legitimate it 
might appear.

Texas Comptroller Susan 

Combs reports the state took in 
$1.62 billion dollars in sales tax 
in September, a 7 percent increase 
over September 2006.

Combs sent $443.7 million in 
monthly sales tax payments to 
Texas cities, counties, transit 
systems and special purpose 
taxing districts, up 6.8 percent 
compared to last October. So far 
in 2007, local sales tax
allocations are 6.9 percent higher 
than last year.

“Growth in September sales 
tax collections slowed slightly, 
but continue to increase at a 
healthy rate,” Combs
said. “Receipts from the mining, 
manufacturing and retail sectors 
continue to demonstrate the 
current strength of the Texas 
economy.”

Combs sent sales tax 
allocations of $300.8 million to 
Texas cities, 6.4 percent more 
than October 2006. Calendar 
year-to-date, city sales tax 
allocations are up 7 percent. 
Texas counties received October 
sales tax payments of $27.8 
million, up 9.6 percent compared 
to a year ago. Calendar year-to- 
date, county sales tax allocations 
are 8.4 percent higher than last 
year.

The 122 special purpose 
taxing districts throughout Texas 
received $14.7 million in sales 
tax, up 20.2 percent compared to 
last October. So far this year, 
sales tax allocations to special 
purpose districts are up 17.9 
percent compared to 2006.

Ten local transit systems 
received $100.2 million in 
October sales tax allocations, up 
5.4 percent compared to a year 
ago. Year-to-date, transit sales 
tax revenues are up 4.9 percent.

September state sales tax 
collections and October 
allocations of local tax revenue 
represent sales that occurred in 
August and were reported to the 
Comptroller in September.

The Comptroller’s next local 
sales tax allocation will be made 
Fri., Nov. 9.

Haskell County had a 23.76 
percent decrease for October 
2007 of $30,300.67 in 
comparison to $39,746.40 for 
October 2006. 2007 payments to 
date of $337,867.24 reflect a 2.36 
percent increase over 2006 
payments to date of $330,068.61.

The City of Haskell had a 
24.07 percent decrease for 
October 2007 of $28,084.34 in 
comparison to $36,988.10 for 
October 2006. 2007 payments to 
date of $299,768.03 reflect a 1.13 
percent decrease over 2006 
payments to date of $303,206.58.

The City of O’Brien had a 
71.14 percent increase for 
October 2007 of $71.14 in 
comparison to $40.32 for October 
2006. 2007 payments to date of 
$ 1,029.03 reflect a 51.54 percent 
increase over 2006 payments to 
date of $679.04.

The City of Rochester had a 
26.32 percent decrease for 
October 2007 of $482.11 in 
comparison to $654.37 for 
October 2006. 2007 payments to 
date of $5,100.13 reflect a 15.50 
percent decrease over 2006 
payments to date of $6,036.16.

The City of Rule had a 21.93 
percent decrease for October 
2007 of $ 1,397.28 in comparison 
to $1,789.98 for October 2006. 
2007 payments to date of 
$16,947.65 reflect a .05 percent 
decrease over 2006 payments to 
date of $16,957.24.

The City of Weinert had a 2.86 
percent decrease for October 
2007 of $265.80 in comparison 
to $273.63 for October 2006.

Nov. 12 at the Knox County 
Veterans Memorial in Benjamin, 
the family of Pvt. Mathew Kreitz, 
the Gold Star Family, will be 
recognized and place a memorial 
wreath at the arch, which is 
engraved with the names of Knox 
County veterans killed in war.

Mathew Kreitz was born in 
Rhineland on the Fred Zimmer 
Place located by the Brazos River, 
Feb. 28, 1922, to Matt and Rose 
Kreitz. His aunt, Helen Kreitz 
Bruggeman, was his mother’s 
midwife. His 18 month old sister. 
Rose Ann, was unable to 
pronounce brother so she called 
him Rubber, hence Bub, and he 
was familiarly know by that 
name.

IGeltz worked on the farm in 
Rhineland as a young boy and it 
was said that he could pick a bale 
of cotton a day (500 lbs.). He 
enjoyed running around with 
Philip “Sonny” Bruggeman Jr., 
his cousin, meeting him on 
Sunday’s to pitch washers for 
entertainment. He also enjoyed 
fishing and tinkering with cars.

After employment at an air 
craft factory in San Diego, 
California, he entered the Army 
on March 28, 1944, and did his 
basic training at Camp Hood, 
Texas. Kreitz was deployed 
overseas Sept. 13,1944, onboard 
the USS Martina and later landed 
in France on Omaha Beach. He 
was later assigned to the 26th 
Infantry “Yankee” Division, 
328th Infantry Regiment, 
Company “K.”

It is said his unit had advanced 
to a point near Wuisse, France, 
Nov. 16, 1944, and were resting 
for the night when he and five 
other soldiers were selected to 
return to the rear for supplies. A 
German sniper machine gunned 
their truck. No one survived. 
Germany surrendered 5 1/2 
months later.

Killed in action, at age 22, he 
was buried in France until 1947, 
when his body was returned for 
burial in Rhineland. In the 70’s 
his body was exhumed and 
reburied in Bastrop, alongside his 
parents, and sister. Rose Ann 
Welch.

He was awarded the Purple 
Heart, Good Conduct Medal, 
European African-Middle 
Eastern Campaign Medal with

Forgotten funds reported
Comptroller Susan Combs 

wants to give away money-to its 
rightful owners. Texas 
newspapers on Sun., Oct. 21, 
published the annual 
Comptroller’s Unclaimed 
Property List, containing names 
of 152,000 people who have at 
least $250 waiting to be claimed.

“If you find your name on the 
Unclaimed Property List, we are 
holding a significant amount of 
your money, and we want to give 
it back,” Combs said

Even if your name is not on 
the list, you might still have 
money waiting to be claimed.

“You can easily find out how 
much, where it came from, and 
how to get it back by checking 
our unclaimed property Web 
site,” Combs said. “You can even 
print out a claim form and send it 
in immediately, so you will get 
your money back as quickly as 
possible.”

The list in Sunday’s 
newspaper contained only names 
that were reported to the state 
within the last year. The 
Comptroller’s online, searchable 
database also includes unclaimed 
property owners from previous

years who still have not claimed 
their missing money.

“This money doesn’t belong in 
Austin,” Combs said. “It belongs 
to families and businesses in 
Dallas, Del Rio, Childress, 
Corpus Christi and every town in 
between. We’re making it 
simpler and faster for unclaimed 
property owners to get back what 
is rightfully theirs.”

To reunite owners with their 
unclaimed assets more quickly. 
Combs has streamlined claim 
procedures, making more claims 
eligible for automated 
processing.

“Claims by original property 
owners for up to $5,000 can now 
be electronically processed 
within 24 hours,” Combs said. 
“The computer compares 
information on claim forms with 
information in our database. If 
everything matches, the computer 
authorizes payment. Automating 
more claims frees our staff to 
work on more complex claims.”

Unclaimed property might 
include a dormant bank account, 
a forgotten utility deposit, an old 
uncashed check, unclaimed 
investment income, securities.
