Indians corral Stanton Buffaloes, 19 -12
When two top teams of 

District 5-2A meet, you naturally 
have the Abilene Reporter-News’ 
game of the week. What a game 
it was with the Indians taking out 
the Buffaloes 19 to 12. Stanton 
would draw first blood on their 
first possession of the game, 
moving the ball 54 yards on nine 
plays and scoring at the 7:24 mark 
of the first quarter. The PAT kick 
was wide left to place the score 
at 6 to 0 in favor of the Buffaloes. 
Haskell returned the favor on its 
first possession when QB Weston 
Rutkowski scampered 75 yards to 
the north end zone. The PAT kick 
failed making the score at 
quarter’s end 6 to 6.

The Buffaloes went on a mini 
stampede during the second 
quarter, using its ground attack to

maintain possession of the 
pigskin some 21 rushes compared 
to eight possessions by the 
Indians during this quarter. Score 
at the halftime intermission was 
Stanton 12, Haskell 6.

Possession time and number 
of plays executed by both teams 
was dominated by the Indians 
during the third quarter. Haskell 
would score on a 50 yard TD run 
by Rutkowski with only, 1:21 left 
on the clock in the third quarter. 
The PAT kick failed again. Going 
into the final quarter of play in 
this important District 5-2A 
game, the score was Haskell 12, 
Stanton 12. Haskell’s defense 
would only give up two first 
downs to the Buffaloes the entire 
second half of play. The Indians 
would finally take the lead at the

9:15 mark of the fourth quarter.
QB Rutkowski would hit tight 

end Derek Agraz on a perfect 20 
yard pass and Agraz would stride 
into the north end zone to the 
delight of the Indian fans. 
Rutkowski would add the extra 
point to put the Indians out in 
front of the stampede, 19 to 12. 
Stanton’s last cry for success 
came to a halt when defensive 
back Tyler Rodriquez intercepted 
a Stanton pass around the 35 yard 
line. A beautiful sight when the 
Indians can kneel down the ball 
to preserve another victory. With

this win the Indians are tied with 
Stanton and Merkel at 4 and 1. 
Haskell has already beaten both 
teams. The Indians have two 
games remaining before we will 
know the outcome of District 5- 
2A.

Haskell had 37 rushed for 256 
yards on the ground. Rutkowski 
had 14 carries for 161 yards, 
scoring two TDs on runs of 75 
and 50 yards. He also added one 
extra point. Running back Greg 
Guzman had 9 rushed for 34 
yards on 14 carries. QB 
Rutkowski had 3 pass attempts

with 2 completions for a 25 yard 
total with 20 of those yards 
coming on a 20 yard TD pass to 
tight end Agraz. The Indian’s 
defense gave up 19 yards to the 
Buffaloes the second half of play, 
plus the defense had that great 
“pick” by Tyler Rodriquez.

Haskell will travel to Hawley 
Friday evening to take on the 
Bearcats. Kickoff is at 7:30 p.m. 
The Warriors, 7th and 8th were 
defeated by the young Buffaloes 
on Thursday. Both teams will 
play in Rochester Thursday. 
Games will start at 5:00 p.m.

Decision restores funding 
for community college 

health coverage
AUSTIN-Back in June, Gov. 

Rick Perry used the line-item veto 
to kill funding passed by the 
Texas House and Senate that 
would have continued paying for 
health benefits of most people 
who work at community colleges.

Perry’s veto prompted 
criticism from community 
college employees, state 
lawmakers, students and students’ 
families who faced tuition and fee 
increases to make up for the loss 
in funding.

On Oct. 23, Perry, Lt. Gov. 
David Dewhurst and Speaker 
Tom Craddick announced an 
agreement to allocate $99 million 
for the state’s share of health 
benefits, a one-time $55 million 
transitional payment for fiscal 
year 2009, and the development 
of an incentive funding program 
for community colleges.

As part of the agreement, the 
governor’s office said, 
community colleges are asked to 
rescind tuition, fee or tax 
increases adopted for fiscal year 
2008 and any tuition, fee or tax 
increases under consideration for 
fiscal year 2009 meant to offset 
the original veto.
Court hears Capitol tape case

Closed-circuit security 
cameras record human activity in 
the halls of the state Capitol.

Texas’ 3rd Court of Appeals 
heard arguments in the Texas 
Observer’s attempt to get access 
to videotape recordings of 
activity in the back hallway 
outside the House Chamber on 
May 23, 2005.

The Texas Observer, a 
biweekly investigative journal 
based in Austin, filed a request 
with the Texas Department of 
Public Safety to view the tapes 
under the Texas Public 
Information Act, a law that makes 
most government documents 
available to all citizens.

The Texas Observer argues 
that it would be in the public’s 
interest to release the tapes, but 
the DPS has consistently refused, 
saying that releasing them would 
compromise Capitol security.

What makes May 23,2005, so 
interesting? It is the day 
Republican activist and campaign 
donor James Leininger of San 
Antonio allegedly met with 
lawmakers in the hallway when 
a vote on legislation to allow a 
pilot school voucher program was 
up for a vote.

The Texas Observer wants to 
see if the tapes reveal interaction 
between Leininger and 
lawmakers.

Now, after many months in the 
legal process, the matter may take 
the 3rd Court of Appeals’ three- 
judge panel days, weeks or 
months to rule on the matter. 
Agency to reduce license fees

The Texas Commission of 
Licensing and Regulation voted 
to reduce 21 licensing and 
registration fees.

Before lower fees can take 
effect, agency rules will have to 
be amended, and that takes time.

Fee reductions range from 8 
percent to as high as 80 percent 
and are projected to exceed $1.3 
million per year, the agency said.

Among proposed reductions:
•Barber licenses, from $90 

every two years to $70;
•Master electrician and master 

sign electrician licenses, from $65 
annually to $50;

•Journeyman electrician and 
journeyman sign electrician 
licenses, from $40 annually to 
$35;

•Elevator contractor licenses, 
from $300 annually to $115;

•Combative sports contestant 
licenses, from $30 annually to 
$ 20;

•Air-conditioning contractor, 
initial license from $130 annually 
to $115 and renewal license from 
$80 to $65.

•Cosmetology revised or 
duplicate license, from $53 
annually to $25.

Austin receives Swiss trains
Austin’s Capital Metropolitan 

Transportation Authority 
accepted delivery of two rail cars 
shipped in pieces from 
Switzerland. Four more cars are 
on order.

“MetroRail” is scheduled to 
begin in about a year, carrying 
passengers from Leander, north 
of Austin, to downtown Austin, 
with a few stops in between.

What’s more, Austin Mayor 
Will Wynn is proposing a 
separate project-a light rail line- 
to connect Austin Bergstrom 
airport, downtown Austin, the 
University of Texas, and other 
stops. He wants to make it a 
November 2008 ballot issue.

The Fishing Report
By Allen Morrow

I will be reporting this fishing 
report in a column written and 
published every two weeks in the 
Haskell Free Press. This 
experience is new to me, not the 
fishing, but reporting the where, 
when and how of the fishing 
activity to readers.

My wife says that this is just 
another reason to go fishing. That 
works for me. This is not going 
to be the usual water temp, clarity 
or lake level report. But, a report 
more about what works for me 
during my fishing outings.

Stamford Lake is close to 
being full with lots of cover and 
bait available for the fish. Shad 
and minnows are everywhere- 
schools of them show up as big 
balls on the depthfinder. Birds are 
also a good indicator of bait 
locations. I always heard, ‘find 
the bait, find the fish.’

Bass is my favorite fish to 
catch. Sat., Oct. 27 at 11:30 a.m., 
I was on the water during breezy 
conditions. I started fishing the 
cattails just around the corner 
from The Anchor to the east and 
found fish in the 2-4 feet range. 
The points of the cattails seemed 
to be better for fishing than other 
parts. I caught four fish, about 1 
to 2 lbs. each, in about an hour. I 
fished some points on the south 
side of the lake, straight across 
from the dock, and picked up two 
nice bass, a 5.3 lbs. and a 3.9 lbs.

I moved to the dam area and 
fished underwater brush and 
along the creek channels in about 
3 to 5 feet of water. The fish are 
feeding for the winter and are

fairly active mostly in mid day.
I used, in order from start to 

finish, in the cattails-black and 
blue six inch curl tail worm; on 
the southside-Jig’n-pig, black 
with blue pork chunk; at the dam- 
spinnerbait, tandem willow leaf, 
chartreuse and red.

I caught small crappie around 
the bridge running in about 8 feet 
of water. A creek junction occurs 
just south west of the power plant. 
If the weather is calm you can fish 
at the junction of these two 
creeks-it can be a hot spot. A 
depth finder is needed to locate 
the junction.

Reporting on catfish-from 
word of mouth-jug fishing or 
troutline fishing with shad or 
cutbait is working in depths from 
five to fifteen feet. A creek 
channel north of the dam 
produced two 8 lbs., a 14 lbs. and 
a 32 lbs. yellowcat on one run of 
my line. Just remember ‘flats for 
cats’ this time of the year is a very 
good idea.

At Miller Creek on Sun., Oct. 
28, the water temperature was 
61.8 with a clarity like watered 
down chocolate milk. The lake 
level was about one foot low. 
With excellent weather, clear 
skies, cool temperatures and little 
wind, folks were fishing on the 
water for crappie without much 
luck. Most were catching crappie 
in about 8 to 10 feet of water in 
the brush. Other were fishing in 
about 12 feet of water in the tree 
tops. The trees were setting in 20- 
25 feet of water. They reported 
that if you could make it through

the small fish, you stood a chance 
to catch the larger ones.

Antelope is where the tree tops 
are. Brush or stumps are just east 
of the ramp past the intake, and 
the light pole is always a good 
place to start.

I did not see anyone fishing for 
catfish, which is a shame because 
this lake is awesome for catfish.

The bass made for a good time 
just south of the dock, and along 
the sloping points in the brush. 
They were also along the brush 
on the inside of the points in about 
3 to 4 feet of water. I picked up 
the big fish of the day, 6.2 lbs., in 
this area. Most of the fish caught 
were in the 1 to 1-1/2 lbs. range 
and were caught on spinnerbaits.

I moved to the east along the 
brush on the rock bank where the 
creek channel runs and still 
caught some little fish. Changing 
direction, west to Antelope, along 
the island and the bank on the east 
side, the biggest fish caught was 
about 2-1/2 lbs. Around the dam, 
I started with a rattletrap 
crankbait and caught small bass 
and Sandies.

The spinnerbait I used at both 
lakes is called a ‘Winnie Mini,” 
a 4 inch chrome and blue backed 
ringworm that I have specially 
made and is good in the brush. If 
you’d like information on this 
bait, just some see me.

Hope you enjoyed this report, 
and look for another in two 
weeks.

Just remember, it doesn’t 
matter if you hunt or fish, just be 
careful doing what you do.

Cotton Market 
Weekly

Cotton futures on the New 
York Board of Trade rebounded 
on Thursday as they joined other 
commodities rallying on crude 
oil’s new record high. Friendly 
cotton export sales figures from 
USDA showing a 24 percent 
spike from the previous week also 
supported prices.

“The new record high in crude 
oil gives the inflation 
environment huge credibility as 
it drives up inputs like fuel and 
fertilizer for all agricultural 
commodities,” a cotton analyst 
explained.

USDA’s weekly export sales 
figures surprised most cotton 
market observers, supplying a 
boost to cotton futures prices. 
The department reported net 
export sales of U.S. cotton totaled 
196,700 bales in the week ended 
Oct. 18, up 24 percent from the 
previous week and 45 percent 
more than the four-week average. 
Major buyers were Turkey, 
China, Thailand and Mexico.

Export shipments of 168,200 
bales were 32 percent below the 
week earlier and 35 percent less 
than the four-week average. 
Primary destinations were 
Turkey, China, Mexico and 
Indonesia.

Sales also were higher in the 
spot cotton market as online 
trading by producers in Texas, 
Oklahoma and Kansas totaled 
12,897 bales in the week ended 
Oct. 25 compared to 2,428 bales 
the previous week. Average 
prices received by producers 
ranged from 55.54 to 59.84 cents 
per pound versus 52.75 to 59.29 
cents per pound one week 
earlier.

In other news, U.S. Census 
Bureau data compiled by the 
National Cotton Council (NCC) 
showed U.S. textile mills used 
cotton at a seasonally adjusted 
annual rate of 4.85 million bales 
in September, down from 5.17 
million in the comparable year- 
ago period. September 
consumption was up slightly 
from the August 2007 figure of 
4.78 million bales.

Meanwhile, USDA’s crop 
progress report for the week 
ended Oct. 21 indicated between 
11 and 25 percent of the Delta 
crop still was on the stalk. 
Farmers were concerned this 
week’s inclement weather will 
have an adverse affect on the 
quality of the lint in remaining 
open bolls there. The untimely 
precipitation, however, helped 
ease drought conditions, but 
yearly rain deficits still are 
approximately 17 inches below 
average in some areas. An 
extended period of wet weather 
will be required this winter before 
water table supplies are fully 
recharged. Drizzly, misty 
conditions also were reported in 
drought-stricken parts of 
Alabama and Georgia this 
week. As of Oct. 21, picking was 
near or at peak level in all states, 
except Georgia.

“This week’s crop condition 
data showed no improvement in 
the areas growing cotton with 
Memphis/Eastern quality 
characteristics,” an analyst said. 
“It looks like this season’s U.S. 
high grades with longer staples 
definitely will have to come out 
of the West Texas and San 
Joaquin Valley crop.”

In Texas, picking and ginning 
activities were expanding and 
seed cotton supplies were 
increasing. Modules were lining 
fields, and gins were extending 
their hours of operation. 
Government reports show that 
Texas cotton, as a whole, already 
is 25 percent harvested, which is 
about par with its 29 percent five- 
year average.

“The first frost of the season 
hit from the Lubbock area to the 
northern parts of Texas this week 
effectively setting the crop at its 
current point of maturation,” a 
market watcher said. “With much 
of the crop already open, a frost 
at this point was a money saver 
for many producers as it served 
as the cheapest known 
defoliant.”

sheep is a sure-fire way of getting 
to sleep. However, for the U.S. 
Department of Agriculture, sheep 
as well as cattle, horses, ostriches 
and acres of cotton, rice, grapes 
and citrus are just some of the 
many items the agency will count 
for a complete look of Texas for 
the 2007 Census of Agriculture.

We can be proud Texas has 
one of the most diverse 
agricultural industries in the 
world, and the Census of 
Agriculture is an excellent 
opportunity for us to showcase 
the incredible array of 
commodities coming from our 
fields, pastures, orchards, 
vineyards and rangelands.

That’s why it’s important for 
everyone who receives a census 
questionnaire to complete it and 
mail it in by the Feb. 4 deadline. 
Taking time to complete the 
questionnaire not only gives you 
the opportunity to provide a 
complete picture of Texas 
agriculture, but also to help shape 
the way agricultural policies can 
meet your changing needs. The 
census is your voice in Texas, and 
you need to be heard.

Federal lawmakers use census 
data when developing 
agricultural and rural programs, 
and community planners rely on 
the information to determine local 
programs and services. Private 
companies also use census data 
to decide where to locate 
operations.

The Texas Field Office of the 
USDA’s National Agricultural

RANDOM IRS RESEARCH AUDITS ARE BACK
If you’ve been filing income tax returns for a while, you may 

recall horror stories about the IRS Taxpayer Compliance 
Measurement Program (TCMP). Under the TCMP, income tax 
returns were picked at random and audited in minute detail. The 
filers had to support every entry and prove every deduction, no 
matter how small. The costs of defending against these audits often 
exceeded the actual tax liabilities.

The purpose of TCMP audits was to gather information to help 
refine the audit selection process. However, the audits were so 
onerous that public backlash brought the program to a halt in the 
1990s.

The IRS tried again a few years later with a milder version of the 
random audit process. The project, called the National Research 
Program (NRP), examined about 46,000 returns for the year 2001. 
Unlike the TCMP, these audits produced no serious public outcry, 
but they did result in an IRS conclusion that the “tax gap” for 2001 
(the excess of taxes due over taxes paid) was more than $290 billion.

Consequently, the NRP has been resurrected. Beginning this 
month (October 2007), 13,000 individual returns for 2006 will be 
mined for fresh data, and the process will be repeated for tax years 
2007 and 2008. Although selection will be random, the IRS has said 
the returns will be chosen from “various categories.” The agency 
isn’t naming those “categories,” but the groups it considers most 
likely to underreport income include self-employed individuals, 
independent contractors whose income isn’t separately reported to 
the agency, and people with substantial capital gains and losses.

Thirteen thousand returns is a small proportion for any given 
year, so your odds of being chosen for an NRP audit are low. 
However, if you are unlucky enough to win this particular lottery, 
you should contact a tax professional immediately. For any assistance 
you need, give our office a call.

On September 20, 2007, Atmos Energy Corporation, Mid-Tex Division 
(“Atmos” or “the Company”), filed a Statement o f Intent with each city w'ithin 
Atmos’ service territory to increase its gas rates and implement a new schedule 
o f rates and riders applicable to ail customers within all incorporated cities 
served by the Mid-Tex Division. The proposed effective date o f the requested 
rate changes is October 25, 2007. If approved, the proposed changes w'ill 
affect approximately 1,428,700 residential, 122,600 commercial, and 960 
industrial & transportation customers.

If approved, the proposed rates will increase the Company’s annual revenues 
for the incorporated areas o f its Mid-Tex Division by S $50,946,000 or 3.5%, 
including gas costs, or 13.49% excluding gas cost. The proposed change in 
rates constitutes a “major change” as that term is defined by Section 104.101 
o f the Texas Utilities Code. In addition, the Company seeks to recover all of 
its rate case expenses and all city rate case expenses as allowed by law. The 
exact amount will not be laiowm until the case is completed.

Based on the proposed rate design, the system-wide average monthly bill for 
each customer class within the incorporated areas o f the Mid-Tex Division 
will increase by the amoimt and percent showm in the table below;

In addition to the rate revisions in Rate Schedules R, C, I, andT, other proposed 
tariff changes i nclude changes to Rider GCR, Rider W NA  and proposed Riders 
for a rate review mechanism and conservation & energy efficiency program. 
The Company proposes to revise its weather nomiaiization adjustment 
(“WNA”) mechanism to exclude non-w'eather sensitive commercial customers 
and to modify the WNA mechanism to calculate the WNA adjustment based 
on weather stations at a regional level rather than under the current practice 
o f associating ail towns with a single weather location for purposes of 
determining the W'NA adjustment. The Company proposes a change to its 
Rider GCR to allow' the recovery o f the gas cost component o f uncollectible 
expense through the Rider GCR instead o f through base rates and to update 
the Upstream Allocation (Factor D) to reflect the factors as proposed in the 
Company’s Class Cost o f Service Study. In addition, the Company proposes 
a new Rate Review Mechanism (“RRM”), Rate Schedule RRM, to provide 
for an annual review' by the cities o f the Company’s expenses, revenues and 
rate base investment and a corresponding adjustment to the Company’s rates 
to reflect annual changes (increases or decreases) in these categories. The 
Company proposes a gas conservation & energy efficiency program and tariff 
to authorize the program. Finally, the Company is asking for authority to 
make future filings with the regulatory authority on an electronic basis, rather 
than by paper copy.
