Sales tax receipts reported for the month of June
Texas Com ptroller Susan 

Combs has announced that the 
state collected $1.8 billion in 
sales tax revenue in May, a 4.7 
percent increase over May 2007.

“For the first nine months of 
fiscal 2008, sta te sales tax 
collections are up 5.8 percent 
over the same period in fiscal 
2007,” Combs said.

Combs sent cities, counties, 
transit system s and special 
purpose taxing districts $459

million in June local sales tax 
allocations, up 9.3 percent 
compared to June 2007.

Combs sent June sales tax 
allocations of $306.3 million to 
Texas c ities, up 8 percent 
compared to June 2007. Texas 
counties received sales tax 
payments of $28.4 million, up 
13.2 percent compared to last 
June.

Dear Misty,
Can I do anything to prevent skin cancer?

To a certain extent. Although there is no sure prevention, 
you can significantly reduce your susceptibility by taking three 
simple steps: (1) ensure that you protect your skin from 
overexposure to the sun, both by limiting exposure and by using 
sunscreens; (2) get in the habit of examining your skin regularly, 
look for changes in existing moles and for new moles; and (3) 
report any changes in your skin to your doctor.

Do I need a doctor’s examination i f  everything 
looks fine to me?

The Skin Cancer Foundation recommends a total body skin 
examination by a qualified skin specialist, particularly for those 
at risk. The doctor will suggest the correct interval for follow­
up visits, depending on your specific risk factors, such as skin 
type and history of sun exposure.

Governor Perry mourns 
mansion fire

AUSTIN-Gov. Rick Perry, in 
prepared remarks regarding the 
fire that gutted the governor’s 
mansion on June 8, said, few 
sights have left a deeper 
im pression on me than the 
charred remains of this genuine 
Texas treasure standing behind 
me. As I consider what was done 
to this once-majestic home, my 
heart aches beyond words.”

The fire occurred while the 
governor and first lady Anita 
Perry were in Europe on a trade 
mission. On June 11 Perry toured 
the burned interior of the 152- 
year-old home now braced to 
prevent stone and masonry walls 
from failing.

“I cannot begin to understand 
what would motivate someone to 
do this, but I do know that they 
will be caught, and they will be 
prosecuted for what they have 
done,” Perry said.

The state fire marshal has 
ruled the cause of the fire was 
arson. An investigation by state 
tuid federal agencies is under way.

A security camera recorded a 
human figure tossing an object at 
the m ansion before the fire 
erupted. Authorities later said the 
object appeared to be a Molotov 
cocktail.

TxDOT cuts back 
Corridor plan

The state’s idea of building 
new rural toll roads in East Texas 
has been shelved after months of 
public hearings and input 
including 28,000 comments from 
citizens.

The Texas D epartm ent of 
Transportation announced June 
11 it will recommend that the 
In terstate  69/Trans-Texas 
Corridor Project be developed 
using existing highway facilities 
wherever possible. If additional 
travel lanes are added to existing 
highways, only the new lanes 
would have tolls.

“A fter a dozen town hall 
m eetings, nearly 50 public 
hearings and countless one-on- 
one conversations, it is clear to 
us that Texans want us to use 
existing  roadw ays to start 
building the Texas portion of 
Interstate 69,” explained Texas 
Transportation Commissioner 
Ted Houghton.

TxDOT Executive Director 
Amadeo Saenz, in a letter to the 
Federal Highway Administration, 
said the overwhelming sentiment 
o f those 28,000 com m ents 
focused on the need to improve 
the existing  transportation  
network rather than building a 
new corridor for the project.

Saenz said TxDOT would

continue to talk to the public 
about the project. He encouraged 
Texans to ask questions and share 
their transportation ideas at www. 
keeptexasmoving.com.

Secretary of state 
bids farewell

Phil W ilson, Texas’ 106th 
secretary of state, on June 11 
announced his resignation.

The Brownwood native is the 
fifth Texan to serve as secretary 
of state under Gov. Rick Perry. 
W ilson’s four p redecessors 
include Henry Cuellar, Gwen 
Shea, Geoff Connor and Roger 
Williams.

Dallas-based power producer 
Luminant announced Wilson will 
join the company as senior vice 
president of public affairs and 
start work on July 7.

Luminant is a subsidiary of 
Energy Future H oldings, 
form erly TXU Corp. The 
company bills itself as the largest 
purchaser o f w ind-generated 
electricity in Texas.

Roadcheck results 
are reported

Highway patrol officers 
conduct a Roadcheck inspection 
blitz annually in states ranging 
from Mexico to Canada to reduce 
commercial vehicle highway 
fatalities.

Roadcheck 2008 ran from 
June 3 through 5. During it, Texas 
Departm ent of Public Safety 
troopers inspected  5,824 
commercial vehicles. Of those, 
1,435 were put out of service for 
equipment violations, the DPS 
reported.

Also, 178 drivers were found 
to have serious enough safety 
violations to be removed from 
service.

Mock checks and letters bearing 
the unrelated company names 
EMO Network Financial and 
EMO Logistics Marketing are 
promising sweepstakes winnings 
or secret shopper incom e 
opportunities. When the mock 
checks are not honored by the 
bank printed on the document 
face, the amounts cashed from 
these checks then are deducted 
from  the rec ip ien ts’ bank 
accounts.

We urge consum ers who 
receive these checks in the mail 
to contact the O ffice o f the 
Attorney General or the U.S. 
Postal Service. Recipients should 
not cash or deposit these checks, 
or send money as directed by 
some of the accom panying 
correspondence.

The checks bear an EMO 
settlem ent adm in istra to r’s 
account from Comerica Bank. 
These mock checks have been 
used in connection with a 
sw eepstakes scheme, falsely 
informing recipients that they 
won $86,000. Recipients were

told to send $2,860 in cash, which 
is covered by the enclosed check, 
to claim their prizes.

Similar checks also have been 
distributed with letters notifying 
recipients they were selected to 
be “secret shoppers.” These 
recipients, who are instructed to 
wire $2,486 to a “training agent,” 
receive a mock check for $2,890 
that purports to cover the training 
cost.

Under the state’s EMO Corp. 
settlem ent, legitim ate checks 
were written to return a portion 
of the funds lost by EMO Corp. 
account holders. EMO Corp. was 
an unlicensed online money 
services business that was placed 
into receivership by the state of 
Texas in M arch 2006. The 
account is subject to the court 
orders entered in the case 
numbered D-l-GV-06-000341 
and styled State of Texas v. EMO 
Corp., et al. in the 201st District 
Court of Travis County.

Cotton Market 
Weekly

By P lains C otton 
C ooperative A ssociation
O utside m arket strength, 

renew ed fund buying, and 
fundamental concerns took cotton 
futures prices on the New York 
Board of Trade higher most of the 
week. Traders were not surprised 
by USDA’s m onthly supply/ 
demand figures and focused, 
instead, on hot, dry conditions in 
West Texas.

USDA’s June supply/demand 
report included an increase in 
2008-09 U.S. beginning stocks 
which were more than offset by 
h igher exports, resulting  in 
slightly lower ending stocks 
relative to the previous month. 
Beginning stocks were raised
300.000 bales, reflecting a lower 
export estimate for 2007-08.

U.S. cotton production and 
dom estic m ill use figures 
rem ained unchanged for the 
2008-09 crop. The export 
projection was raised 500,000 
bales to 15.0 million mainly due 
to low er foreign production. 
Accordingly, ending stocks were 
reduced to 5.4 million bales, 
equal to 28 percent of total use.

The departm ent’s world 
projections for 2008-09 included 
lower production and ending 
stocks compared with last month 
with only marginal revisions to 
consum ption and trade were 
made. Production  o f 116.4 
million bales was reduced 1.6 
m illion bales from the 
department’s May estimate and 
3.6 million bales from 2007-08.

USDA’s first projections by 
country showed year-to-year 
declines for the United States, 
Brazil, Turkey, Central Asia and 
Europe. However, the figures 
were partially offset by increases 
for India, the African Franc Zone, 
Australia and Pakistan. World 
ending stocks of 54.1 million 
bales were reduced 
approximately 1.5 million from 
USDA’s May figure and 12.5 
percent from the beginning level.

Meanwhile, USDA’s export 
report showed the brisk sales 
traders were expecting. In the 
week ended June 5, net export 
sales o f434,700 bales were down 
22 percent from the previous 
week but up 67 percent from the 
four-week average. Major buyers 
included China, Turkey, Vietnam 
and Indonesia. N et sales of 
88,100 bales for delivery in 2008- 
09 were for China, Indonesia and 
Pakistan.

Export shipments of 308,500 
bales were up 33 percent from the 
previous week and 23 percent 
from the four-week average. 
Primary destinations were China, 
Turkey, Mexico, Indonesia and 
Thailand. Analysts now say, in 
order to meet USDA’s new, lower 
export forecast, weekly 
shipm ents m ust total 
approximately 338,000 bales.

On the spot cotton scene, 
online trading by producers in 
Texas, Oklahoma and Kansas 
totaled 8,882 bales in the week 
ended June 12 compared to 626 
bales the previous week. Prices 
received by producers ranged 
from 61.99 to 62.92 cents per 
pound versus 55.24 to 55.70 cents 
per pound one week ago.

In other news, the Texas High 
Plains has endured seemingly 
b last-fu rnace conditions as 
unseasonably high temperatures 
and almost daily strong winds 
have drawn valuable moisture 
from soil and whipped cotton 
plants with blowing sand. Many 
cotton producers in the region 
report their dryland acres are a 
total loss just one month after 
they were planted. One local 
analyst estimates as many as
500.000 acres of dryland cotton 
already have been lost on the 
South Plains.

“Even though we may have 
cried wolf a few times too many 
in recent years in regards to the 
resilien t West Texas crop, it 
seems some dryland acreage has 
been lost and won’t be replanted 
since we are now past the 
insurance deadline,” a market 
observer said. “Current 
conditions don’t favor planting 
anyway, and the longer this dry 
spell continues, the higher the 
abandonm ent num ber will 
climb.”

Genetics can effect 
Heifer rebreeding

Culling first-calf heifers that 

don’t rebreed is often advanced as 
one tool to improve reproductive 
performance in a herd. If that 
practice is to improve a herd’s 
genetics for reproduction, there 
must be a genetic component 
involved in rebreeding.

Montana State University and 
Colorado State University 
researchers investigated that 
question. They analyzed records 
on 417 females bom over 19 years. 
Females involved were purebred 
Hereford, purebred Tarentaise and 
crossbreds of varying percentage 
of those two breeds.

Females were bred to calve 
first at two-years of age, only 
those calving at four were 
included in the analysis, and 
individuals were culled only if 
open in two successive years.

Overall rebreeding of two- 
year-olds was 72%. Depending 
on the method used for 
calculation , heritab ility  of 
rebreeding was only 8%-14%.

So, genetic progress from 
selection for rebreeding would be 
positive but very slow. However, 
culling heifers that don’t rebreed 
may im prove production 
efficiency and economic returns 
even if genetics is not responsible 
for much of the benefit.

C ertified  Angus Beef® 
examined their data on 21,350 
head sired by A ngus or 
predominantly-Angus bulls out of 
straight Angus or Angus-based 
cows. More heifers than steers 
qualified (34% vs. 25%). Cattle 
not im planted had 38% 
acceptance compared to 24% for 
im planted, and there was no 
difference between one, two, or 
three implants.

Sorting cattle within a lot for 
slaughter increased acceptance; 
with three slaughter tim es 
acceptance was 34% compared to 
30% for two times and 23% for 
one time.

Lighter cattle going on feed 
had higher acceptance. Cattle

lower cost of gain had lower 
acceptance.

Factors not affecting 
acceptance included year, season, 
location, age, medicine cost, 
death rate, days on feed, average 
daily gain, and slaughter weight. 
The negative association between 
efficiency and acceptance is 
perhaps most problematic.

Another study of CAB data 
including 11,645 head of “Angus- 
type ca ttle” identified  other 
factors affecting acceptance rate 
in addition to the above. Fat cover 
tended to be higher as acceptance 
increased. The group with highest 
acceptance (> 30%) had smaller 
ribeyes. Cattle sired by Angus or 
predominantly-Angus bulls had 
higher acceptance than those 
sired by other or unknown breeds.
