Nev­
er losing his sense of humor and 
always ready with a smile. Stark 
tells in a mattrt'-of-fact way how 
he dodged buzz bombs and flying 
debris in war-wracked Elngland 
where he was stationed thirty- 
four months.

A  Flying Fortress crew chief in 
the 322nd Bomb Squadron of the 
91st Heavy Bombardment Group, 
Stark was discharged September 
11 after four years in the Army. 
He is employed now in the part.s 
department of Burton-Dotson 
Chevrolet Co.
